Andit’s about
time. We think it's great that good design, good
construction, and good workmanship are be-
ginning to take precedence over cut-rate medi-
ocrity in housing, in furnishings, in food, and in
other areas of our daily life. Now we should also
make certain that we have the quality people to
live in these quality houses and to enjoy the
quality of objects inside the home.

We haven't been able to find too much on the
subject of quality people but if you asked our
opinion we would start off by saying that quality
people do not throw candy wrappers on the
streets and sidewalks and they do say ‘‘thank
you,” ‘“‘excuse me'’ at fairly frequent intervals.
Quality people who are store clerks are polite to
customers and don't call them ‘‘dear.”” Quality
people who are customers are polite to clerks
and salespeople along with the rest of humanity.

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Quality used to mean durability,
especially when it came to home
furnishings, which were supposed
to last forever, if possible. But we
no longer place the emphasis on
sturdiness and practicality alone.

We've outlined a few bench
marks to help you recognize qual-
ity when you shop for furniture.

WOOD FURNITURE

Learning to look for quality in
wood furniture is more of a chal-
lenge than it's ever been, because
it's here that the most revolution-
ary changes in manufacturing tech-
niques have occurred. Furniture
makers are putting these techno-
logical advances to work for you
and now you are being offered
mass-made, medium-price furni-
ture of excellent quality.

The widespread use of veneers
rather than solid wood is only one
example, although many people
still believe that ‘‘solid wood" is a
sterling quality mark.

Much of the carving on furniture
as well as on mirror frames is of
an injection-molded plastic, fin-
ished to look like wood. Such tech-
niques make it possible to repro-
duce fine hand carving at little
cost. So long as you are aware of
what you're buying and you're not
being charged a high price for the
product, there’s nothing wrong.
Learn to recognize plastic com-
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ponents, tap them with your finger-
nail—they don’t sound like wood.

THE “FINISHING” TOUCH

Finish is also a good quality indi-
cator. |deally, a decorative finish
should enhance the wood and
bring out its best characteristics.
The most commonly used finishes
today are:

Oil finish—a dry, close-to-the-
grain finish that's used on Scandi-
navian teak pieces and on a great
deal of domestic walnut furniture.

Distressed finish on wood and
paint has a fly-specked, antique,
rather mellow look and is seen on
reproductions as well as on con-
temporary styles of furniture. One
way to judge a distressed finish is
to be sure it really looks authentic
and not too regular or mechanical.

Mahogany and other more formal
pieces no longer get a high-gloss
“piano’’ polish. Today the finishes
are much more subtle, and inciden-
tally easier to maintain.

Many reproductions of antiques
are aged mechanically: corners are
blunted and the hard edges soft-
ened by a beating with metal
chains. Be sure this type of aging
isn’t too obvious or it will begin to
look cheap. Also look at how ve-
neers are matched on the fronts of
chests or desks. Veneers should
be matched so that the figures in
the wood all look as alike as they
possibly can.

LOOK AT THE HARDWARE

An excellent way to tell quality is
to look at the hardware on a piece
of furniture. The better the hard-
ware, the heavier and more solid
it will be. If a piece has drop han-
dles, lift one up and feel its weight
in your hand. If the hardware is an-
tiqued, this should be done with
subtlety, not with a heavy dollop of
dark brown *'‘goo."

UPHOLSTERED FURNITURE

Of course it is helpful to know as
much as possible about inner con-
struction (see How to Buy Up-
holstered Furniture, September,
1965), but how a piece of uphol-
stered furniture looks can tell you
agreatdeal about how it was made.

If the piece you want to buy is
covered in a print, look at how the
pattern is matched. It should run
in one unbroken line from the top

of the back, over the seat, and
right down to the edge of the skirt.
Unless, of course, the pattern has
been ‘railroaded”’—run horizon-
tally across the back. The pattern
should not be chopped up but ap-
plied neatly, with repeats matched
at all possible points. Stripes
should run parallel to the straight
sides of the chair or sofa, checks
or plaids should not be pulled out
of shape. If the pattern has a cen-
ter motif, it should be centered on
the inner and outer backs or on the
seat cushions.

Lift seat cushions and check the
platform on which they sit. It should
be covered with a good quality fab-
ric that is color matched or at least
color coordinated to the upholstery
fabric. (Some firms have a special
platform fabric with their name
woven in.) Wherever two pillows
butt against each other, the plat-
form should be covered with at
least a wide band of the actual up-
holstery fabric.

Look at the seat cushions. Good
upholstered pieces have seat cush-
ions firmly held in place with straps
of upholstery fabric and metal
snaps. And by all means check
skirts: most skirts today are at-
tached to frames by power staple
guns. Unless this is done by a very
meticulous operator, the skirts can
get a sloppy, bunchy look instead
of hanging smoothly. Look at welts.
Welting should be covered with a
bias strip (tiny seams at regular in-
tervals) and should outline a piece
with T-square precision. Twisting,
wavering welts are earmarks of
bad tailoring.

Suppose the salesman tells you
that a piece is expensive because
itis tufted. Look to see if each but-
ton is really centered in a diamond
of folded fabric. If a piece is only
buttoned (a self-covered button is
securely tied down) make sure that
the button is really deeply embed-
ded. Look at fabric-covered backs.
Is the fabric completely smooth
and, if the piece has a wood frame,
are there welts or decorative trim
to hide the tacks? Getting to know
what quality is and recognizing
it is a learning experience. You
will eventually acquire a standard
by studying magazines, visiting
model rooms, and even by look-
ing over your friends' homes
with a critical eye.

Spring

begins with bulbs

Bulbs are the essence of a spring garden, and
now is the time to plant them. For color-ca rrying
power and simplicity of culture they are unsur-
passed in the flower world. Set them out now,
then just sit back and wait for spring!

Hybrid tulips, daffodils, hyacinths, and cro-
Cuses are the better-known representatives of
the group. There are also species tulips, cro-
Cuses, and narcissus, the diminutive ancestors
of our modern varieties. They will bring spring
to the rock garden without appearing to be
out of scale.

Planted around a garden gate, what gayer
greeting could you ask for than brilliant yellow
daffodils with deep blue and frosty white hy-
acinths? With single scarlet and peony-flowered
pink tulips reflected in a small garden pool,

who will notice if the grass is still
brown? Drifts of daffodils are per-
fect against a background of
birches. Along a walk, massed by
the side of garden steps—you'll

think of other smashing ways to %

decorate your spring garden with
bulbs. Buy them in tens or doz-
ens and group all of one color
for the most potent effects. A good
rule to follow is to plant bulbs in
drifts of 10 to 25—the larger num-
ber for the smaller bulbs.

In the picture above, the tulip
‘Compostella’ splashes vivid red
and yellow against stone gray. In
the photograph at the right, ‘King

UNCOMMON BULBS

You might like to try some of the less fre-
quently seen bulbs such as glory-of-the-snow
(chionodoxa), eranthis (winter aconite) gal-
anthus (snowdrop), scilla (squill), leucojum
(snowflake), brodiaea (California hyacinth), and
some of the hybrid muscaris (grape hyacinths).

Glory-of-the-snow blooms with the crocuses,
comes mostly in blue. Chionodoxa gigantea alba
is a fine large white variety. C. alleni is a lovely,
clear blue that carries three to four flowers
on a stem. Plant glory-of-the-snow two to three
inches deep, two inches apart.

Eranthis blooms two weeks,before the cro-
cuses. The golden flowers resemble buttercups
and they nestle in daintily cut foliage. Plant two
to three inches deep, two to four inches apart.

Snowdrops are early bloomers also. Give
shade in summer. Galanthus nivalis is pearl
white. G. nivalis flore-pleno bears double bloom:s.

The squills should be planted three inches
deep, two to three inches apart in irregular
clumps. Scilla amethystina has blue flowers in
late May and early June. S. bifolia is a very
early deep blue, and bifolia rosea a pink.

Leucojumvernum, the spring snowflake, opens
in early March with the last snow. It's not easy
to establish and dislikes being moved. Plant
three inches deep, three to four inches apart.

The California hyacinth, with alliumlike flow-
ers, needs winter protection in the north. Plant
bulbs four inches deep in a sunny, well-drained
spot. Good for the rock garden.

Grape hyacinths come in white as well as the
familiar blue and purple. Try Muscari argaei
album and M. botryoides album, both excellent
whites. ‘Cantab’ is tall, purple, with blue tops.

HOW DEEP DO YOU PLANT?

In general, plant small bulbs from two to four
inches deep, large bulbs from seven to 12
inches. The sandier your soil, the deeper you
can plant. Hybrid tulips like to be from seven
to ten inches down, tiny bulbs no more than
two or three. Dutch hyacinths do best at five
to six inches, species tulips at four to six. The
planting depths we give are to the shoulder of
the bulb, not to the top of the neck. Before
planting, prepare the soil deeper than you
intend to set the bulbs, and then fill in with soil
until the bulb is at the proper depth. Mix a
handful of bone meal at the bottom of the hole
at planting time.

§ display, move the old ones to the
cutting garden. In warm climates
bulbs taken out of the ground can
be stored in a cool place in the
basement or garage until plant-
ing time in fall. Tulips need a
certain degree of winter cold to
bloom. In very mild areas you may
have to refrigerate them for A
six weeks before planting. =

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DECORATING NEWSLETTER

We've always been floor conscious. We hope you are too—
because a floor is more than a plain, serviceable area to
walk on. There's so much fashion in floor coverings this
fall that you're the lucky one if you need a new rug or
carpeting. We hope you like making decisions because the
choice of colors, patterns, and fibers is staggering. We
previewed new rug and carpet lines at the Chicago and
New York Summer Markets and here’'s what caught our
eye: On the subject of patterns, we found everything from
textures to prints (yes, there are printed carpets) and
they’re more rugged than ever before. Textured patterns
used to be a bit on the conservative side (that's polite for
dull) but not this season. They're sharply outlined, deeply
profiled. Motifs we saw: leaves, scrolls, and straight-from-
the-shoulder geometrics—as well as more formal ones.
Woven and tufted multicolor designsare bold: houndstooth
checks big as Saint Bernards, giant plaids, huge flame-
stitch chevrons. Tweeds have shed all dowdiness to blos-
som forth in bright new colors (brown reds, green browns
among them). Much more subtle than any of these are
shimmering, iridescent impressionist tweeds. Color under-
foot? There are reds and more reds, mostly with amagenta-
fuchsia tendency, alone or combined with pinks, orange
reds, black. Terra-cotta, or call it deep apricot if you will, is
very important. Blues are a bit more middle of the road
but there are plenty of them from light to dark. There's
lots and lots of chic black and white. And sharp turquoise,
too, keeps popping up—it could be hard to live with.

A very good idea indeed. Introduced at the Chicago Markets
were Englander Company’s fully upholstered beds—i.e.,
box springs and mattresses covered in upholstery prints
and plains. Ideal for a guest room; when bed is not being
slept in, it looks neat, doesn’t need a bedspread, saves
work. Especially good when headboard and bolster match.

London taxis in New York, the Mod look in Chicago—we're
getting to be terribly British these days. So much so, in
fact, that press parties are turning into ladylike teas. And
that’s exactly what was served when we went to a delight-
ful one the other day at the Bloomcraft showroom here in
New York. The purpose—to see their line of decorative pil-
lows. They're going to be bigger. Newest ones are 20 inches
square and they come covered in prints that are scaled
BIG—to match. We recommend these pillows for the new,
big, squashy 1930ish sofas or to help bring a slim-line
model up to date by making it more luxurious and less
ascetically modern-looking. Pillows are about $12 each.

Still on our “big is sometimes better’" kick (see American
Home, May 1966), we discovered giant postcards. They're
7%x5 inches and are, without a doubt, the most fun—as
well as the newest—way to invite friends, say ‘‘thank you”
or “hello.” You'll find them in local boutiques and they
should come to about $3 a package of 12. Try framing
them for your child’s room or for the kitchen wall.

Going upstairs—or down—can be a nuisance
or an experience, depending on how you dec-
orate your staircase.

MONEY MANAGEMENT

WHAT
BANKS CAN DO
FOR YOU

By Mary Feeley

Many families who see their doctor
and lawyer as fellow human beings
continue over the years to think of
the banker as a building. This im-
age, to some extent, may be due to
a natural awe of money in great
quantities. It must be associated
with a massive structure to be be-
lieved. There's also the assumption
on the part of some middle-income
families that a simple checking or
savings account, or both, hardly
justifies an effort to establish a
more personal relationship with
bank officers.

This reasoning is outdated. Your
banker sees you and your present,
modest transactions as potentials
for the future. He is continually
adding bank services that you are
very apt to need and want—if not
this year or the next, then five or ten
years from now. It's always sound
practice to introduce yourself. Per-
sonal contact will serve you both
well, as your increasing responsi-
bilities—and hopefully prosperity—
require advice and planning.

Are you really familiar, at this
point, with all the ways in which you
can use your bank to advantage?

CHECKING ACCOUNTS

First of all, a properly handled
checking account is a continuing
time-saver and can be helpful to
you in establishing a good credit
rating. Some banks require no min-
imum balance for a regular check-
ing account, although a balance of
$500 may be required in large cit-
ies. Generally speaking, there is a
charge of 6¢c for each check the
bank pays, 3c for each check de-
posited, and a monthly charge of
from $2.50 to $3.60.

Special checking accounts, with
no minimum balance required, are
designed for people who write only
a few checks a month—though such
accounts offer the convenience of
regular checking accounts. Fees
often consist of a regular monthly
service charge of about 50c plus
10c for each check you write.

MULTIPLE SAVINGS ACCOUNTS

Multiple savings accounts are be-
coming popular with many fam-
ilies. By having more than one sav-
ings account you can separate
your long-term planning from your
short-term needs. For example,
you can keep a certain amount of
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money in a home-buying account,
label another account for educa-
tion, use a third for vacations.

AUTOMATIC TRANSFERAL

For the family that has difficulty
in forming the savings habit, auto-
matic transferal is a plan to adopt.
This plan means that regular sav-
ings in a specified amount are auto-
matically taken from your checking
account and put into your savings
account. When the time comes to
pay large, irregular bills, such as
taxes, your savings account will be
able to stand the strain,

SAVINGS FOR YOUR CHILDREN

Another popular type of savings
today is set up under the Uniform
Gifts for Minors Act. If you want to
open a savings account for a child’'s
future benefit, this is a practical
method. Under this arrangement
the depositor is custodian of the
money, but it actually belongs to
the child. The money may not be
used for the care of the child while
he's growing up. But when he
reaches the age of 21, it's all his.
Since the money is the child’s, the
adult does not have to pay income
tax on the earned interest.

EXTRA RESERVES

One of the newest bank services
spreading around the U.S. might
well be dubbed the push-button
loan. Sometimes called ‘‘checking
plus,” this extra-convenience ar-
rangement works like this: A cash
reserve of a few hundred or few
thousand dollars is set up for you
by the bank. Then, if you write a
check for a large purchase requir-
ing more money than you have in
your account, enough money is
automatically taken out of the re-
serve and credited to your check-
ing account (regular or special).
This eliminates the bother of ap-
plying for a personal loan.

When you use this extra reserve
fund, you pay one percent per
month on the unpaid balance. If you
never use it, you never pay. Repay-
ment of whatever you do use &\
is spread over many months. E

HEALTH IN THE HOME
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WHEN
YOU
NEED
A NURSE

By Annette Francis Benjamin

Home nursing care is available
throughout America—in big cities,
small towns, rural areas. Should
you or any member of your family
need nursing care at home during
an illness, following an accident,
or before or after an operation or
childbirth, your family doctor can
help you select and obtain the ser-
vices that you require. You should
know before you and your physi-
cian make a decision what choice
you have in your community.

PRIVATE NURSING CARE

The registered nurse (RN) is a
graduate of a two-, three-, or four-
year course in an approved school
of nursing generally associated
with a hospital. After receiving her
diploma, she must pass state board
examinations to receive her license
to practice. While most private-
duty RNs now work in hospitals,
some take home cases. The ser-
vices of an RN can be obtained
through a private registry or your
state employment service. There
are nurses' registries throughout
the country and they are listed in
your classified telephone directory.

The fee for a private-duty RN
varies from state to state, and can
range from $12 to $30 for an eight-
hour shift. The RN, carrying out a
physician’s orders, accepts full re-
sponsibility for the nursing care of
the patient. This does not include
housekeeping chores, however.

The practical nurse (PN) in
some 13 states is required to com-
plete a one-year course of study
and pass a state examination be-
fore being licensed. So, depending
upon where you live, a practical
nurse can mean a licensed prac-
tical nurse (LPN) or an untrained
individual who is willing to work as
a practical nurse. If you live in an
area where licensing is required,
contact a registry or the local state
employment office. If not, be sure
you obtaina practical nurse through
a reliable source.

The fee for a practical nurse var-
ies widely across the nation and
depends upon her preparation,
whethershe workseightorl2 hours,
and whether or not she lives in the
patient’'s home. In big cities a li-
censed practical nurse can cost as
much as $27 for eight hours and
$33 for 12 hours. The PN also
works under the doctor's direction

and is able to give simple treat-
ments and medications. Her duties
are primarily those to satisfy the
nursing needs of the patient, such
as making his bed, giving baths,
and feeding him, but she is usually
willing to do some household tasks.

The companion aide, sometimes
called a companion or nurse com-
panion, performs the same basic
duties as an unlicensed practical
nurse. Again, prices vary accord-
ing to where you live. The maximum
in large cities is $20 for an eight-
hour shift, $28 for 12 hours.

The homemaker, like the prac-
tical nurse, assumes the main re-
sponsibility for nursing the patient.
In addition, she is geared to help
the household run smoothly. The
homemaker can be obtained from
some nursing agencies or from an
agency supplying domestic help.
In a large town the homemaker
gets an average of $2 an hour for
an 8-hour shift.

PUBLIC HEALTH
NURSING CARE

Nearly 3000 communities
throughout America are served by
visiting nurse services—locally or-
ganized, nonprofit nursing agen-
cies who employ registered nurses
with special training in public
health. Although this kind of ser-
vice had its origins with the care
of the sick poor, visiting nurses
have for some time been available
to everyone in their communities.
The fees for their services are gen-
erally based on the patient’s ability
to pay. The visiting nurse not only
gives part-time nursing care as di-
rected by the physician, but also
instructs the family and often the
patient in nursing procedures.

In areas where there is no visit-
ing nurse service, your local county
or state health department can
help you obtain a public health
nurse or a home health aide. If you
live in an area without a local health
department, contact the public-
health nursing consultant of your
state health department.

Remember, if you need nursing
help, that an experienced helping
hand can make a major A
contribution to recovery. ==

When building or buying a house, a little extra
money spent on quality products is really more
an investment than an expense. The reason
is simple: As with any sound investment, you
profit from the additional outlay.

The knowledgeable home owner needs little con-
vincing on this point. He's owned one or more
houses. And maybe one of them was a postwar
crackerbox thrown together from materials that
represented absolute minimum quality. He knows
the constant expense and irritation such a home
can be. If he contemplated a trip to Europe, there
was the paint job to consider first. It cost money.
“How about some tennis?”’ said his neighbor.
“I’'m putting down a new kitchen floor,’” was there-
ply. “My wife can’t get this one clean anymore."
Next time he moved, this man gladly spent some
extra money for a quality house.

Then, of course, there are other substantial
benefits. A quality house is more enjoyable than a
minimum house. Its first-class heating system
makes every room uniformly comfortable in win-
ter. Quality equipment supplies endless quantities
of hot water. The more-than-adequate wiring ac-
cepts appliance after appliance with nary a blown
fuse nor a tripped circuit breaker. And, of course,
with better grades of paneling, wall finish, and
workmanship, the house is a pleasure to the eye.
Thus, the money you invest in a quality house
comes back to you in such forms as comfort, free-
dom, and visual enjoyment.

WHATIS A QUALITY HOUSE?

Essentially, it's a house built with materials and
products that are above the average-grade ma-
terials found in too many houses today. Few people
realize that nearly everything that goes into a
house—flooring, wall materials, roofing, kitchen
cabinets, heating, wiring, etc., is available in more
than one grade or quality or, in some cases, more
than one weight or thickness. The lowest grade,
lightest weight, and thinnest naturally cost the
least. They are the cheapest in quality as well as in
price. This doesn't mean they are substandard,
because they do serve the purposes for which they
were designed. But by spending a little more, you
can get better grade or heavier materials that will
greatly improve performance, and therefore, your
enjoyment of the house.

Obvious? Up to a point. Everyone knows that
more money can buy better quality. But what isn’t
obvious is the happy fact that in the materials and
equipment that go into a house, performance is
often enhanced far more than the increase in

price would indicate. For example, a quality boiler
might cost about $300, while another, which will
last less than half as long, might cost about $250.
The better boiler gives you more than twice the
performance for less than half the price.

Of course, this situation doesn’t apply to all
cases. You sometimes reach a point where the ad-
ditional money being spent is not going into better
performance, but into luxury features. One range,
for example, might cost twice as much as another,
but not last any longer than the cheaper one. It
will offer such things as more attractive styling or
extra convenience features. In such cases, the
extra money spent may still be well worthwhile.
However, the return on that money then becomes
personal rather than financial—intangible rather
than measurable. And the buyer must decide
which luxury features are worth their cost.

A QUALITY HOUSE
COSTS LESS TO LIVEIN

But let's get back to the more tangible aspects
of cost. An interesting feature of the quality house
is the fact that it needn't be expensive. In fact, the
money you save from month to month, and from
year to year, on lower bills for maintenance, clean-
ing, fuel, etc., can sometimes exceed the amount
of extra money you paid out for the better-grade
materials and equipment.

Hard to believe? Not when you realize some of
the fiscal realities of home ownership. A significant
study by the National Industrial Conference Board
shows that the cost of housing and household
operations now amounts to 30 percent of the typi-
cal American family's cost-of-living expenses, sur-
passing food, which is 25 percent. Furthermore,
the same study shows that the cost of furnishing
and equipping a house accounts for roughly five
percent of annual consumer expenses.

Now, included in the two categories of this study
we're concerned with are a number of significant
items. The first includes outlays for repairs, fuel,
electricity, floor waxes, and cleaners. And the sec-
ond takes in air conditioners and appliances,
among others. Obviously, then, spending some
extra money to reduce these household expenses
attacks a major budgetary problem.

JUST HOW MUCH MORE
DOES QUALITY COST?

As we've already indicated, less than you'd
think. But to understand what we mean, let's take
a look at the figures.

In terms of initial cost, the quality house should
run eight to ten percent more than the same house
built to minimum standards and not counting, of
course, whatever you choose to spend on intan-
gibles. But when financed, that eight to ten per-
cent becomes a rather small bite.

Let's say for example, that you plan to buy a
$20,000 house. It will be a serviceable house, no
better and no worse than (continued on page 96)

It is that time of year again. The
new cars are out, and in some-
what of a modern tradition millions
of Americans are joining the an-
nual pilgrimage down to their local
dealers' showrooms to see the new
cars. Some come to buya new '67,
some come to buy a '66 “leftover,"’
some come to satisfy curiosity.

WHAT’S REALLY NEW?

There are new designs, new
engines, new comforts, new styling,
and yes, even two cars that didn’t
exist last year. No matter what
you want, you can find it in the
new cars. Power to pass on a new
70 mph interstate highway, econ-
omy in a compact, easy handling,
large interiors, they are all yours.

WHAT ABOUT SAFETY?

The 1967s will definitely include
more safety features than ever
before, but the major changes that
federal legislation will probably
demand will not be found. How-
ever, do not be misled into think-
ing that nothing significant has
been done. Automobile manufac-
turers are concerned and are con-
ducting research for the future as
they have done in the past. New
cars are including equipment to
meet the specifications set forth
by the General Services Adminis-
tration, the agency that buys cars
for federal use.

Even if federal legislation is
passed to become effective in '68,
we will not reach the utopia some
critics feel should come over-
night. With some 90 million cars
on the road, and building eight
million each year while we junk
about six, it will take us until about
1980 to clear the roads of the
present-day models.

But what are some of the high-
lights of the cars coming up?

AMERICAN MOTORS

Aiming to capture more of the
market, American Motors’' cars
have undergone complete new
styling and performance changes.
Some of the standard features on
all models are a double-brake sys-
tem which has been standard since
1962, an energy-absorbing steer-
ing wheel, higher strength door
locks, a safety-styled instrument
panel, nonglare windshield wipers,
improved brakes, ceramic-armored

exhaust systems, and coiled
springs all around. The individual
models have some standout fea-
tures which will attract attention.

The new-style Rambler will con-
tinue to concentrate on being the
economy-king compact.

The DPL has high-back bucket
seats as standard equipment.

THE TALENT FOR LISTENING

Help your child learn to love good music

I've never met a child who couldn’t
be interested in music—good
music. That doesn't mean he must
play an instrument. More often, his
innate talent is in the area of in-
tensive listening pleasure. But to
develop that talent, he needs ex-
posure—and of all the art forms,
good music is the most neglected
in this matter of exposure. Some
music pursues us everywhere—in
elevators, airplanes. even super-
markets—but this is music de-
signed for inattentive listening.
How then can we expose our chil-
dren to a real listening experience?

The Bernstein Young People's
Concerts have proved that even
very young children can be held
by great music, especially when
they hear it with other young peo-
ple, accompanied by information
given with authority and charm.
In quite a few cities where | have
conducted, | throw open the last
rehearsal to young people only.
They can come dressed as they
like as long as they're quiet. | talk
to them briefly (occasionally men-
tioning they are enjoying the same
program their elders will hear later
at $7.50 a seat ). It is wonderful to
see the astounding number of kids
who come to these rehearsals and
even more thrilling to hear their
intelligent, searching comments
and questions afterward. Since
city after city across our nation has
or is forming its own orchestra,
why not ask the orchestra com-
mittee chairman and/or the con-
ductor to arrange open rehearsals
for junior and senior high school-
ers? The ability to listen grows
enormously with the whole theat-
rical experience of going to the
auditorium, sitting in expectancy,
seeing the musicians, applauding.

An important word about chil-
dren's musical tastes belongs right
here. From experience | have
learned some startling facts. The
old standard fare for “beginning
musical appreciation' doesn’'t in-
terest most young people today.
What we adults consider easily
assimilated melodies and harmo-
nies are apt to be more difficult
for them to grasp than compli-
cated, contemporary dissonances.
They are very likely to fall in love
at first hearing with a lot of what
we may have deemed to be *‘diffi-
cult” classical music. | have heard

marvelous, instinctively knowledge-
able comments from 12-year-olds
after performances of Stravinsky
and Barték—and conversely, ad-
missions of boredom after Mozart
and Haydn. To think that the pur-
ity and elegance of 18th-century
music is easier than the complex-
ities of today's output is to mis-
understand today's children. They
identify more thoroughly and
quickly with a musical mirrorof their
time than with a remembrance.

| find, too, it is much better not
to force every piece into a pro-
grammatic mold. To point out im-
aginary story lines and descriptive
imagery forces the child into lis-
tening with a predetermined con-
cept. If that concept doesn't agree
with his own spontaneous one, he
feels left out, baffled. Much better
to leave his imagination to function
on its own.

Once a youngster has definite
likes and dislikes and is able to
choose what he wants to hear, his
interest can grow and grow. This
whole process is, of course, where
the record piayer (and your en-
couragement) becomes invaluable.
By repeated hearings, the child
finds his first tastes, his first loves,
and learns to hear more in each
playing. Little by little, if you pro-
vide the records and the impetus,
his tastes broaden, his prejudices
are overcome, his preferences be-
come more sophisticated.

The great trick is not to relegate
the child to the role of totally pas-
sive listener, Listening is a part of
participation. Without it, perform-
ers, concert halls, and records
wouldn't exist. Most important of
all, though, is the great gift you
give your child as you help him
develop the taste and talent for
creative listening. To be vulnerable
to music can be the source of
relaxation, excitement, nostalgia,
romance, heartache, and happi-
ness. It is a wonderful world and
one to which you can help
your child gain admittance. ==

SYMPATHY
LETTER
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By Elizabeth C. Robinson

A letter to a friend who has had
some sorrow—an accident, an ill-
ness, or a death in the family—can
be difficult to write. Words seem
to fail at such a time, even when
writing to a close friend. But you
do want to send a message, to let
the person know you are thinking
of him or her, and the note must
be written with tact and sympathy.
It need not be difficult to write if
you remember a few things.

Keep it simple and sincere. It
should convey sympathy without
being flowery or saccharin sweet.
It may help to think what you
would want people to say to you.
Then write it simply, just as you
would say it.

A letter of sympathy need not
and should not be long, nor should
it be an elaborate eulogy. A few
sentences that express your sym-
pathy or just the words **Our deep-
est sympathy’' on a small card are
all that is necessary.

One friend who recently lost her
mother said to me, “The letters
that meant the most to me were
notes that made me think of the
person sending the message. One
friend wrote recalling a picnic we
had all had together. Another ac-
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quaintance told how much she ap-
preciated my mother's sense of
humor. These notes brought happi-
ness to me in a time of sorrow."
Often you know the person well
enough and you wish to visit the
house or send flowers. Both of
these can follow a note, or your
note may accompany the flowers.

There are three musts you should
know about when writing a sym-
pathy letter. First, use only white
paper; small note-size or corres-
pondence cards are best. Avoid
brightly colored inks; use black or
dark blue. Sympathy cards, avail-
ablein many shops, are convenient
but it is much more thoughtful to
write your own note.

Second, write the letter in your
own handwriting. Do not use a
typewriter, even though you usu-
ally write letters in this way. A
handwritten note at this time is
more meaningful.

Third, be sure to sign your com-
plete name to the letter, and write
your name and address on the
envelope. Usually many sympathy
letters come to the house and it
can be difficult to know which
“Mary" has written.

Write as soon as possible. You
want the solace your sympathy let-
ter or note will bring to the person
to come at a time when it will help
most. Write immediately when you
hear of the unhappiness or sorrow
that has come to the family. It will
bring you closer to your friends
at a time when they need you.

Suppose you are the person re-
ceiving the notes of sympathy. It
is a good idea to keep (or have
someone keep for you) a list of
letters you receive. The names on
the list should be written as the
envelope would be addressed. An
additional help is to include the
first name. Put it in brackets after
the last name. This information is
of help in answering these notes.

In answering sympathy letters,
a personal line or two on small
white note paper is sufficient. Just
writing “Thank you for your beau-
tiful flowers (or . . . for your kind
sympathy,or...foryour kindness)"
is all that is needed. If you know
the person well, you may wish to
be less formal, of course. For ex-
ample, “Thanks so much for the
lovelyflowers, Anne. It'sgood to M
know you were thinking of us.” ==

Many houses are sold today on the strength

of the label “Colonial™ whether they deserve it or
not. But this one, located outside Raleigh,

North Carolina, is built in the true spirit of an early
18th-century house in Williamsburg, Virginia.

The quality of any re-creation depends on how closely
the details of the original are followed. The

owners, Mr. and Mrs. V. C. Medlin, spent years
planning the house and buying old materials

to use in the construction. Everything here, down

to the nails, is as nearly like its prototype as possible. To
insure that the chimney details were accurate, Mrs.
Medlin counted the rows of bricks in photographs

of the original and made sure the workmen duplicated
this in her house. Paneled doors; wide, well-worn

floor boards: wrought-iron hinges: and wooden

locks were salvaged from an old house in Virginia
built about 1740. Another house, built between 1780
and 1790, yielded long, hand-hewn beams and more This wooden door latch with leather thong is used
floorboards to use in the Colonial re-creation.

of work were necessary to remove two centuries of
paint from the old boards. They saved the old
square-headed nails. Since there weren't enough of

Paneling for the kitchen was

obtained by buying some of the original pews

in an old church being remodeled. They

ran out of pews halfway through the job and had

to track down the rest that had been sold to

people all over the county. But all the work was
worth the effort. Their house is true Southern
Colonial. And as a result of their zeal

in collecting authentic furnishings for the house,

they had enough left over to start their

own antique shop, Meeting House Antiques.

T'he fine art of landscaping

The problem of a good garden is essentially one of how to be you though landscaped. It’s not difficult—design one that will be an attractive
setting for your house and your outdoor life. So many landscapes are banal because they repeat what everyone else is doing without reference to
individual taste. Others fail because they emphasize style rather than livability. No matter what the inspiration for your design—Japanese, Span-
ish, or French—capture the mood but borrow only what you can make your own. Our pictures show a garden that was translated from the
Japanese to enhance a contemporary home set back on a suburban street. Unlike classic Japanese landscape art, the approach to the house is
direct—no winding stepping stones to negotiate! Transitions from one area to another are clearly defined with wood or stone edgings to eliminate
the tedious hand tending that goes with the subtle area changes typical of Japanese gardens. The handsome stone garden means there is so much
less lawn to care for. Coarse gravel was used instead of the usual sand, which requires frequent raking. There is a large deck shaded by tall trees
at the back of the house for alfresco dining in privacy. With-a commonsense plan and a personal approach, the home owners have made a garden
that’s fresh, functional, elegant. The moral? A good design makes a good garden only if it reflects your own point of view, your way of life.

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In the pictures above and on the opposite page, left,
you can see that the house is below the level of the
street. Instead of the conventional filling and plant-
ing, a wide bridge was built on pillars, from street
to front door, across a sea of gravel. A maple is dis-
played as a worthy object in an irregularly shaped,
raised bed. Birch trees sway on the lawn, and
shade a long, low bank of azaleas by the front door.

Large stones, opposite right, related to the gravel
incolorand texture, give the effectof abstractsculp-
ture and break the expanse without disrupting its
unity and essential repose. This is a low-maintenance
solution that raises function to the level of art.
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Under branches of the maple stands an exquisite
Kuan Yin. She is illuminated at night. In winter the
garden resembles a Japanese brush painting: bare
branches in dark outline against the sky and snow.

The house itself is built around an inner private
garden, an atrium large enough to accommodate a
mature maple and birch trees, and several late
blooming azaleas that provide bright color in June.

In this house, as in any well-assembled object,
the whole is greater than the sum of its parts.
Good design accounts for the difference. The
architect, Bruce Arneill, A.I.A., of New Haven,
Connecticut, took the elements found in many
ordinary houses and made something outstand-
ing from them. The building materials are stand-
ard stock items, available anywhere, used here to
good advantage. The skillful handling of these
common materials rather than the choice of rare
and expensive kinds is one of the hallmarks of
quality in architecture. The plan is a sophisti-
cated version of the familiar split-level. The par-
ents’ floor is the middle level and has a flat roof
(not visible in drawing below). The two-story
section (see drawing) houses the children’s area
on the lower level and the area shared by the
whole family on the upper level. The house
clings to a heavily wooded rocky hill overlook-
ing Long Island Sound. The owners wanted to
enjoy the feeling of being among the treetops so
the living room is elevated a few steps above the
dining room. It gains prominence and an appar-
ent isolation by this simple device, although there
is no solid partition between it and the dining

room. For sunlight and a

clerestories at the sides of
the living and dining rooms, under the two
slanted roofs. A wall of glass divides the living
room from the roofed deck outside. There are
four large decks in all for enjoying the out-
doors. Interior lighting was designed with dim-
mer controls to provide a changing atmosphere
in the evening at the turn of a knob. Quality is
often intangible, something felt and perceived
but hard to pinpoint or describe. In this house,
though, it is something very tangible, manifested

visibly in these fine details and extra touches
that could be called bonuses of good design.

Warm yet functional—that’s the key to quality in kitchen plan-
ning. We designed our Young Idea Kitchen in order to
show you just what we mean. This is a kitchen for a woman who
loves to cook, who cares about where she cooks, and because she
cares, her kitchen goes beyond the ordinary and becomes an
extension of her personality. This is a kitchen where everything—
the plan, the materials, the decorative accessories—works to-
gether to bring out that warmth so necessary in a quality kitchen.

It’s more than a “kitchen proper.” It includes an indoor bar-
becue, a laundry center, a desk, a snack area, complete storage
facilities, and a cozy corner for relaxation. It's chock-full of ideas
meant especially for the woman who's young at heart. She is a
woman who has the courage to brighten her kitchen with lively
colors and gay wallpaper, to combine a print with a plaid; she’s
endowed with the creative spirit to investigate the use of hand-

some, lacquered butter molds for cabinet hardware, use lattice-
work to enclose a restful nook; she has the irrepressible urge to
comb antique shops for finds such as a carved cookbook
“stand”; and the sensibility to demand up-to-date materials
that are serviceable as well as beautiful, handsome, yet easy-care—
the vinyl flooring, for example. But most of all, she has the
desire to make her kitchen a place she’ll enjoy.

most new houses today, and it might
cost you ten percent down, or $2000
cash. You intend to pay the remaining
$18,000 by means of a six percent
25-year-mortgage loan. This will run
you $115.98 a month for interest and
principal payments.

Now, suppose you tell the builder
you want the same house, in terms
of design, but that you want it built
with better-grade materialsand equip-
ment—a better heating plant, more
insulation, better kitchen and bath
fixtures, and other items which we’ll
discuss later in more detail. The house
price will go up about $2000, bring-
ing the total sales price to $22,000.
But this doesn’t mean you have to
produce that extra $2000 at the time
of sale. For your ten-percent down
payment will now come to $2200—
only $200 more than before. And,
with a six percent 25-year-mortgage,
you’ll pay the remaining $19,800 at
the rate of $127.58 a month—$11.60
more per month than for the house
built with minimum materials.

WHY YOU CAN ACTUALLY SAVE

But after you move in, your aver-
age monthly operating and mainten-
ance costs can run $23 less with a
quality house than with a minimum
house—more than offsetting that
additional mortgage bite of $11.60.
Here’s a breakdown of these figures:

Estimated annual savings on
upkeep, maintenance, and re-
placement with a quality house
Fuel and heating bills $60.00
Painting, refinishing 75.00

Water heater 20.00
Electrical work 20.00
Misc. repairs 100.00
Total yearly savings $275.00

Total monthly savings $22.92

Obviously, these are average figures.
The actual savings for a specific
house will vary according to such
factors as building and labor costs in
your area, type of house, how much
repair work you do yourself, climate,
and so on.

Also, some of the savings will not
be realized immediately as they re-
sult from a roof lasting longer or a
water heater lasting 10 to 15 years
instead of five. But some savings will
show almost immediately. As shown
in the above chart, heating a better-
insulated house can run $60 a year
less ($5 a month) in an average north-
ern climate. A really well-insulated
house of up to 1500 square feet can,
in fact, be completely heated and air
conditioned nearly anywhere in the
U.S. for about $160 a year.

In the South, you save much less
on heating. But you can save on air
conditioning in two ways: Your oper-
ating cost will be moderately lower.
But more important is the fact that

you can buy a smaller air condition-
ing unit—usually a full ton smaller.

Then, of course, you'll be spared a
number of minor carpentry, repair,
and maintenance bills that have a way
of piling up during the first few years.
Faucet washers won’t need replace-
ment, the dry basement won’t need
dehumidification, floors will need less
attention, sinks and tubs will be easier
to clean.

WHY HOUSES AREN'T
BETTER BUILT

Inevitably, in discussing the mini-
mum versus the quality house, the
question arises: “Why aren’t all new
houses built of the highest quality
materials?”’ Seeking the answer, we
get into some very complex aspects of
the interaction between home builder
and home buyer.

Home building is a competitive
business, which puts heavy pressure
on the builder to keep his prices un-
der or close to those of his competi-
tors. If using some materials which
are serviceable, rather than top
flight, helps him do this, well. . . .

But a good part of the blame be-
longs squarely on the shoulders of
the average home buyer. Too often
we are overly conscious of price. If
two houses appear similar, and one
is lower priced than the other, we
often jump at the lower price. Maybe
it’s the right choice and maybe not.
We should really decide only after
reading nameplates on furnaces and
water heaters, or finding out just
what kind of flooring and what kind
of windows we're getting. When it
comes to features—an extra bath-
room, a nicer family room, etc.—
we're willing to spend. (See A Fresh
Look at Development Housing,
March, 1966.) The benefits of better
materials and equipment aren’t al-
ways obvious, so we force the builder
to compete in terms of price and
extra features rather than quality.

Further complicating things is the
fact that the average buyer is simply
not the best judge of construction.
He may insist, for example, that any
home he buys have studs spaced on
16-inch centers, while 24-inch spacing
might be more than enough. Or, he
may feel that 2x10 floor joists are
absolute minimum. He wants a solid
floor. Fine. Except that 2x8s might
be more than adequate for the job.
Thus, a quality-conscious buyer can
end up misplacing his demand for
better construction.

Incidentally, this misplacement is
one reason why builders are slow to
accept new, more efficient construc-
tion techniques. Having seen homes
built a certain way for years, many
people balk at a new technique or
material. The builder who is too quick
to innovate runs the risk—or feels he
runs the risk—of scaring people away.
But we feel constrained to add at this
point that some builders are also
guilty of overconservatism.

Local building codes and even FHA
minimum standards have also had an
effect, sometimes specifying excessive

design strength that wastes part of
each construction dollar while accom-
plishing nothing.

Thus, when you get right down to
it, the reason top-grade materials are
not universally used is simply that
too few people inside and outside the
building industry have sat down and
decided just what quality is, where
high, rigid standards are important,
where they are unrealistic, and so on.
In short, it’s a confusing situation.

QUALITY EVEN PAYS
FOR THE SHORT TERM

There is a type of home buyer who
says, “Why should 1 worry about
quality when I’'m going to move in five
years anyway? You don’t start get-
ting hit with major replacement bills
until about that time.”

A cynie of this type might benefit
from a look ahead. Suppose the local
used-house market dries up in five
years? To avoid taking a loss, you
must keep your house three or four
years more. Or, you might simply de-
cide to stay put. The extra money
spent on quality will really pay off
then, won’t it?

But there’s still more to it. With
the country having eased its shortage
of houses, you can no longer count on
a significant rise in the value of your

*house. And depreciation is again
taking its gradual toll of many exist-
ing houses. Under such circum-
stances, a house in good condition
tends to maintain its value better
than one that’s a bit run down.

And don’t overlook the fact that a
quality house puts you in a strong
resale bargaining position. Any sen-
sible buyer looks at your heating bills
or at least asks about them. And
pointing out that a costly appliance
or machine still has five or ten years
to run on its guarantee is bound
to help. The same can be said of a
fresh-looking paint job, and a
gleaming hardwood floor that looks
brand new.

HOW TO BUY
A QUALITY HOUSE

Assuming that you're now con-
vinced, how do you buy a house

built with better-grade materials?

Unfortunately, it’s not so easy.
If you buy a custom-built house,
it's fairly easy to work with your
builder in selecting better-grade ma-
terials and equipment. If you com-
mission an architect, he’ll handle
contact with the builder and will
generally specify better-grade mate-
rials as a matter of course.

Your biggest problem is likely to
come in buying from a model home.
In this case, go through the model
and examine lists of materials and
equipment. Then tell the builder
which items you want upgraded. At
this point, he may or may not balk.
With large-volume builders, options
might be difficult to come by, since
they purchase supplies in large quan-
tity and follow rigid construction
schedules. Suiting your individual
needs might be too disruptive. How-
ever, many builders today are recep-
tive to changes from the original
model. So, what it boils down to is a
matter of individual negotiation. Try
one builder, if he says “nothing do-
ing,” try someone else. Homes are not
selling briskly right now, and your
chances of finding a receptive builder
are better than usual.

QUALITY FEATURES TO LOOK FOR

1. Heating. Extra insulation, tight win-
dows, and a really good heating sys-
tem can save you more money than
most other quality features. For opti-
mum results, ceiling insulation should
be marked with an R value (resistance
to heat leakage) of at least 19. For
walls and floor of a nonbasement
house, the R values should run 11 and
13, respectively. (No floor insulation
should be needed over a basement.)
That’s the minimum to accept in a
cold climate or in any climate with
electric heat or central air condition-
ing. In a temperate winter climate, a
compromise to R values of 13, 8, and
9 respectively won’t hurt much. But
don’t compromise if you have electric
heat or central air conditioning.

A forced-warm-air heating system
should be installed according to the
Silver Shield standards of the Na-
tional Warm Air (continued)
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(continued)

cleaner.

A hydronic-heating-system boiler
made of cast iron should bear an IBR UL (Underwriters Laboratories) seal.

Heating & Air-Condition-
ing Association. Among other things,
the furnace should come with a ten-year
warranty and the system should have a
good humidifier. For complete control of
the air, check into an electronic air

(Institute of Boiler & Radiator Manu-
facturers) rating on the name plate; a
steel boiler should have an SBI (Steel
Boiler Institute) rating. In general, a
cast-iron boiler often lasts longer than a
steel boiler, particularly if you have
hard water.

Electric heat units should carry the

The system should be installed accord-
ing to the standards of the National
Electric Manufacturers’ Association
(NEMA). If baseboard heaters are used,
the medium- or low-density type is
best. A humidistat should be wired to
the kitchen exhaust fan to prevent
build-up of excessive moisture in the
house.

2. Kitchen. It pays to have
your builder install as many
cabinets and work counters as
possible. Counter tops should
be of a material that’s dur-
able and easy to clean—such
as ceramic tile or plastic lam-
inate. A chopping block sur-
face is very convenient.
Brand-name cabinets with a
durable finish are recom-
mended. If you buy steel
units, make sure they are of a
fairly heavy gauge of metal.
Drawers should move smoothly
on steel slides, preferably
with nylon rollers. A quiet
and efficient vent hood over
the range is almost a must.
3. Bathrooms. Here, and in the
kitchen as well, good fixtures
and faucets make a big dif-
ference. If you get a brand
name, you will usually get
quality in any price bracket.
Since the price brackets range
considerably, check out the
features carefully to be sure
youare getting what you want.
Lavatories come in a va-
riety of sizes and colors and
there is a trend toward a sep-
arate washbowl in the bed-
room grooming area. As far as
toilets are concerned, check
into the wall-hung and the
quiet-acting types. Niceties
include options that prevent
tank from “sweating’” in hu-
mid weather, self-venting de-
vices that remove odors.
Themedicine eabinetshould
be at least 30 inches wide and
have a lock, if within the
reach of children. For easy
maintenance, ceramic tile,
melamine-coated hardboard,
or similar material are ree-
ommended for the walls.
4. Plumbing Lines. Here, extra
quality costs little, as most
builders now use long-lasting
copper tubing. Shut-off valves
at all fixtures are a must, and
freeze-proof hose bibs are rec-
ommended for cold areas. An-
other good idea is to have a
one-inch pipe coming in from
the street, instead of the usual
half or three-quarter inch. An
anti-water-hammer device
will reduce wear and tear on
your faucets.
5. The Water Heater. This piece
of equipment should carry a
ten- or 15-year guarantee. If
gas, its tank capacity should
run no less than 40 gallons, or
30 gallons with rapid recovery.
Electric units should have at
least a 66-gallon tank. Larger
families require larger tanks, as
do unusually large houses with
many appliances.
6. Wiring. Here, again, today’s
builder already delivers a good
package. However, make sure
your builder isn’t one of the
few left giving less than 100-
ampere wiring in a 240-volt,



three-wire system. These figures will
be noted on the distribution box,
where the fuses or circuit breakers are
found.

With air conditioning, or electric
heat, you'll need 150 to 200 amperes.

There should be at least 12 circuits
inside the main electric box, prefer-
ably 15 to 20. These assure you of
spares for future appliances and
equipment, and cost very little when
the house is built, much more when
installed later on.

Other desirable features include a

split three-wire appliance circuit with
plenty of outlets for the kitchen
counter. Appliance outlets in the din-
ing room, porch, or patio area are
handy for coffee makers, electric fry-
pans, and such. Multiple switches
that permit you to operate stairway
lights from top and bottom are a good
safety feature—also true at entrances
to the garage. Light dimmers are in-
expensive and aesthetically pleasing,
as are silent light switches.
7. Foundation. You can gain a lot by
extra attention to basement water-
proofing. Poured concrete has a slight
edge over concrete block in this re-
gard, and may cost no more, depend-
ing on where you live.

Concrete block walls should be
parged with half-inch cement mortar
on the outside, and gains a lot of extra
strength if reinforced with steel mesh
or rods. These would be placed in the
mortar beds between courses of
block—generally every few courses.

Whichever type of foundation, it
pays to improve on the average build-
er’s exterior waterproofing job. Ask
for troweled-on tar instead of the
usual brush-on or spray-on type. If
local water conditions are bad, this
can be further improved with a film of
polyethylene or asphalt-impregnated
membrane. Running this film right
down to the base of the footing will
seal all joints. Another good water-
proofing material is bentonite clay,
which now comes in the form of
panels. The panels are placed against
the foundation before back-filling.

If your local code doesn’t require a

line of drain tile around the house
footings, by all means have one put
in. It can easily cost over $1000 if
needed later.
8. Exterior Walls. The many forms of
prefinished siding are highly recom-
mended to lessen the frequency of
painting. The types available include
hardboard, wood, aluminum, galva-
nized steel, plastic, plywood, and min-
eral fiber. The longer the guarantee,
of course, the better off you are. But
stick to a well-known brand.

If you prefer regular paint, use the
top of the line, preferably of a brand
you're familiar with. And get a three-
coat job— primer and two finish coats.
Make sure the siding is applied with
double galvanized, aluminum, or other
rustproof nails, and be sure each nail-
head is set below the surface of the
wood and covered with putty. Also
be sure any joints between siding
boards are puttied over, and that all
window and door trim are properly

caulked with one of the newer caulk-
ing compounds that stay flexible.

9. Interior Walls. The half-inch plas-
terboard walls usually provided are
basically good. However, for better
sound qualities and a nail-free sur-
face, specify a two-layer wall in which
one layer of three-eighth-inch plaster-
board is laminated over another. With
either one- or two-layer walls, make
sure the builder uses three layers of

compound over joints and nailheads.

On any paneled walls, prefinished
materials give easier cleaning, plus
resistance to soiling, marring, etc.
Wood paneling gains fire resistance if
applied over plasterboard or asbestos-
cement board instead of directly to
the framing members.

With plaster, two coats over metal
lath is good, three coats better, though
rarely done today.

10. Windows and doors. Heat loss
through cheaply made windows can
cost many times the price of a top-
quality window. You'll be money
ahead by paying a little extra for this
item. A well-known national brand is,
again, good insurance. Double insu-
lating glass is recommended. Good
windows fit tightly, operate easily,
and should have some provision for

All outside doors and
windows should be weatherstripped.
Some units have removable third
panes and screens.

11. Termite safeguards. They are now
recommended nearly everywhere in
the United States but Alaska. Metal
termite shields are not enough. Chem-
ical treatment of the soil is effective,
as is the use of chemically impreg-
nated wood for the floor structure.
12. Central air conditioning. In two-
story houses, air conditioning should
be zoned. This is also true of houses
having two or more distinct sections
or wings. Supply ducts should be
insulated (ormade of fiber glass) when
passing through attic, crawl space, or
other uncooled areas. Metal duects
should have a flexible connection to
the unit to dampen vibration.

The system should guarantee 25 to
50 percent relative humidity on days
of average highest temperature for
your area.

If you don’t plan to air condition
now, consider having the necessary
duct and wiring capacity installed
anyway to lower the cost of air con-
ditioning in the future.

ADDITIONAL FEATURES

On any hardwood floor, a urethane
varnish will outlast conventional var-
nish by years.

The heavier the roofing, the longer
it lasts, so stick with the heavier
grades (250 to 285 pounds), and
specify seal-down or glue-tab shingles.

In door hardware, solid brass, alu-
minum, or bronze are recommended.

Copper gutters and flashing are
still notably durable. If you buy
galvanized steel gutters, keep them
painted imside and out. Gutters with
baked-on finish give long life, if prop-
erly installed. Vinyl gutters as well as
aluminum are coming on strong.

Attention to the many items de-
tailed in this article might seem like a
tremendous order. But the extra time
and money spent on them will more

than pay off for your family, V'S
financially and aesthetically. =

STENCILING (continued)

Another use for stenciling is to give
a handsome individual look to painted
furniture, or accessories, and it can be
as easy as this. Below is the star pat-
tern used for the set of tables shown.

First, cut stencil paper, or bristol
board (available in art supply stores)
to fit the top of your table. Allow one
extra inch on all sides of the paper for
a handhold. Trace stars onto stencil
“board,” spacing them evenly to
fit your tabletop. Cut out stars with
a razor blade. Mix paint used for
background color with enough white
paint tomakeit several shades lighter.
Pour into a saucer and expose it to the
air forseveral hours so paint thickens
to consistency of heavy cream.

Tape the stencil with masking tape,
or thumbtack it over the top of the

Wad a piece of cheesecloth into a
ball. Dip stencil brush into the paint,
then dab it into the cheesecloth to
remove excess paint. It is very impor-
tant to work with a nearly dry brush.
Daub brush over cut-out stencil areas.
Lift brush so paint fades off a little on
stencil edges. This blurs the line and
makes it look softer and slightly worn.

When all stars are completed, lift
off the stencil carefully so it won’t
smudge, and clean it with cleaning
fluid; clean brush too.

If you wish to make a professional
border, paint around edges of table
with a soft artist’s brush. While still
wet, wrap several thicknesses of
cheesecloth around your forefinger,
then wipe along the edges of the
border in a clean straight line, 4
on both sides for a soft line. =

UWHEN DOES
A BASEMENT
IMAKE SENSE?

Murmur the word ‘“basement” and
everybody conjures up a different
picture. The optimist sees a paneled
recreation room complete with shin-
ing mahogany bar; the pessimist (par-
ticularly one who’s been around longer
than he cares to admit) sees a damp,
dark hole with an old coal bin at one
end and three inches of dirty water
at the other. All of which shows that
basements are, to a considerable de-
gree, a matter of conditioning.

To further illustrate: In the days
before refrigeration and table tennis,
people in the North stored food in
the cool basement. Southerners used
spring houses for that purpose, mak-
ing the basement unnecessary. Re-
sult: as late as 1960, 80 percent of all
houses in the cooler northern areas
had basements, while in the warmer
South the figure was only 20 percent.

This conditioning produces a cer-
tain amount of local prejudice. In
upstate New York, for example, a
basementless house might be viewed
with suspicion—the builder must
have been skimping. Conversely, the
man who built a basement in, say,
Arizona might be considered either

a screwball or a counterfeiter who
needed a place to store his plates.

But times are changing. In the
conservative North, rising prices have
made the basementless—hence less
expensive—house increasingly accept-
able. And in the South, the growth of
the split-level and the raised ranch
have reconciled many people to living
at least partway underground. So
more than ever, the family who plans
to build or buy a house faces a choice:
basement or no basement?

Let’s start with the question of
cost. A slab is the cheapest kind of
house underpinning, so we’ll use that
as our point of reference. To build a
basement instead of a slab will in-
crease costs on the average of be-
tween $3 to $4 a square foot; $3.50
is a good working figure. To put a full
basement under a 1200-square-foot
house will cost you just over $4000.

This is a lot of money. But that
same amount of unfinished space
above the ground would cost two or
three times that much.

A word here about the crawl-space
house. It has a conventional wood-
framed floor with a shallow excava-

tion under it, and is often preferred
by people who don’t like the hard
surface of a concrete slab. But the
crawl space is usually only about
$1.50 a square foot cheaper than a
full basement, so unless ground con-
ditions are bad, the basement usually
makes better sense.

Now we know that the basement is
the cheapest way to add space to a
house. But is it worth the cost?

The answer, of course, depends on
what you want the space for. In the
old days, heating plants were big,
dirty monsters and the basement was
the only place for them. But today’s
equipment is so compact it often fits
in a small closet. Ditto for water
heaters and laundry equipment.

So it doesn’t make sense to build a
whole basement for several thousand
dollars just to house utilities that
would fit in a closet.

But a basement does begin to make
sense for functions or activities that
require a larger area—a workshop,
for example, or a big recreation room
that you can finish off yourself. If
such space adds up to more than
three or four hundred square feet, and
the rest of the house is of average
size, chances are it’s just as cheap—
or cheaper—to build a basement for
them than to put them above ground.

Now let’s look at the basement in
relation to the type of house it's
going under.

A basement makes great sense un-
der a small one-story house, where

every inch of space is precious. Mov-
ing all the utilities into a basement
leaves room for an extra closet. Bulk
storage is always a problem in small
houses; a basement provides it. And
a basement recreation room can ease
the close quarters.

A basement usually makes great
sense under a two-story house. The
basement will be small in relation to
the total area of the house, hence
relatively inexpensive. Also, a small
or medium-size two-story often is
cramped on the first floor; a basement
can help by taking the laundry and
other utilities, plus a recreation room.

A basement makes great sense un-
der a hillside house. If the hill slopes
to the rear, the basement can open
out to ground level and have full-size
windows. If the hill slopes to the side,
half of the basement can be used as
a garage with great savings over a
conventional on-grade garage.

A basement seldom makes sense
under a very big one-story house. A
2000-square-foot basement is costly
and seldom needed for space.

A basement doesn’t make sense in
rocky ground, or where there is a
high water table. Blasting the exca-
vation out of rock is murderously ex-
pensive, and a high water table will
keep the basement damp or wet.

So, if you're in the market for a
house, give the matter some thought
before you insist that you either
must or must not have a
full basement underneath it.

3 tsp. baking powder /s ¢. shortening, melted

Heat oven to 400° F. Grease twelve 22-inch muffin-pan cups.
Sift flour, sugar, baking powder, and salt into bowl. Make
well in center; add egg, milk, and shortening. Stir just to
moisten dry ingredients. Batter will be lumpy. Fill muffin
cups about two-thirds full. Bake about 20 minutes or until
golden brown. Loosen with spatula; remove from pan; cool
on wire racks.

BE A GOOD COOK

the fabulous green salad

Want your next Tossed Green Salad to look like the one
below? It's easier than you think.

THE SECRET IS IN THE HANDLING. For the crispest
greens, plan to use them within a day or two after buying.
Wash and store the greens with tender loving care. Remove
any bruised outer leaves. Cut out the core of a head of lettuce
and hold head,cavity up, under cold running water. Separate
leaves of greens such as chicory, escarole, and romaine.
Drain well and blot with paper towels; store in a vegetable
crisper several hours or overnight. If you are keeping greens
for any length of time store in plastic bags or wrap.

THE SECRET IS IN THE TEARING. Prepare the leaves you
are serving with respect. Don’t maul, don’t mash, don’t cut.
Tear gently into small pieces and there’ll be less chance of
wilting and discoloring. Use two, three, or more greens to
add contrast in color, texture, and flavor.

THE SECRET IS TO BE SPARING WITH THE DRESSING.
Too much dressing will make your salad wilt. If you are
preparing your own dressing or if you are using the bottled
kind, a good guide is to use % cup of dressing for each 1%
quarts of greens.

If you prefer to add the oil and vinegar separately, sprinkle
the oil on the greens and turn them over and over lightly
until they are just coated and glistening. Then add the vine-
gar and seasonings. A good proportion is %5 oil to Y5 vinegar.

If you like garlic in your salad there are three ways to
add it. You can rub the bowl with a clove or you can use a
chapon—the French way of rubbing the end of a crusty
French loaf with garlic and tossing it into the salad. Remove
before serving, if you wish. Or you can dice a small clove
into the salad bowl before adding the greens. Sprinkle with
salt and crush with a pestle or the back of a wooden spoon.
Then add the greens and the dressing.




GREEN-ON-GREEN SALAD

1 head iceberg lettuce 1 bunch watercress
1 head romaine 1 pkg. (10 oz.) washed spinach
1 head chicory Classic French Dressing

or Tomato French Dressing
Wash and dry greens; break into bite-size pieces into large salad bowl. Rinse
spinach; trim off any heavy stems; break into bite-size pieces into salad bowl.
Cover; refrigerate. Prepare dressing. At serving time, pour about % cup dressing
over greens; toss lightly to coat greens thoroughly. Add more dressing if needed,
but only enough to just coat the greens.

CAESAR SALAD

1, c. olive or pure vegetable oil Y c. freshly grated Parmesan cheese
2 c. bread cubes (4 slices) 6 anchovy filets, chopped
1 egg

Wash and dry greens; break into bite-size pieces into large salad bowl; cover;
refrigerate. Quarter garlic cloves; drop into oil; let stand several hours for full
flavor to develop. Sauté bread cubes in 3 tablespoons garlic-flavored oil until
golden brown. Bring water to boiling in small saucepan; put egg in pan carefully;
turn off heat; let egg stand in water for 1 minute; remove egg. Assembling the
salad is a last-minute affair, and is usually done at the table with great flair. Have
the bowl of chilled greens, the remaining ingredients, a salad fork and spoon, and
chilled salad plates assembled before the host or hostess. Pour the remaining 5
tablespoons garlic-flavored oil over greens; sprinkle with salt. Grind a generous
amount of pepper over the greens. Toss lightly until greens are glistening. Break
egg and squeeze lemon over greens; toss lightly until all the specks of egg are
blended in. Sprinkle salad with cheese; add anchovies; toss again. Add croutons;
mix lightly. Serve at once. Makes 8 servings.

SPINACH AND BACON SALAD

1 pkg. (1 |b.) washed spinach 1, ¢. water chestnuts, sliced
Herb French Dressing 4 c. thinly sliced green onions

or Creamy French Dressing
5 Ib. bacon

Rinse spinach; trim off any heavy stems; break into small pieces into salad
bowl; cover, refrigerate. Prepare dressing. Cook bacon until crisp; drain; crumble.
Just before serving, combine spinach, water chestnuts, green onions, and bacon.
Add Y% cup dressing; toss lightly. Makes 8 servings.

MIXED VEGETABLES AND GREENS SALAD

1 head iceberg lettuce 3 tomatoes
1 head chicory 1 medium-size onion, peeled
1 Belgian endive Tangy French Dressing

2 cucumbers

Wash and dry greens; break into bite-size pieces into large salad bowl; cover;
refrigerate. Score cucumbers; slice thinly. Wash tomatoes, core; quarter. Slice
onion thinly. Wrap all vegetables separately; refrigerate. Prepare dressing. Just
before serving, combine greens and vegetables; add % cup dressing; toss lightly
until greens and vegetables are glistening. Add more dressing, if necessary.
Makes 8 servings.

loin of pork superbly done

THE SECRET IS TO COOK IT TO THE PROPER DONE-
NESS. Pork is a meat that is often overcooked in an effort
to make sure it is well-cooked. Traditionally pork has been
cooked to 185° F., which you will find marked on every
meat thermometer. To bring you up to date on the latest
method, The National Live Stock and Meat Board has just
completed a research study on pork and now recommends
(and so do we) that the perfect and safe temperature to
which to roast a loin of pork is 170° F. The roast will be
crusty on the outside and juicy on the inside. It will be a

creamy-light beige color with no pink around the bone and
should cut with a gentle slicing motion.

To prepare your roast, season it with salt and pepper.
Place fat side up on rack in shallow, open roasting pan.
Insert a meat thermometer so the bulb is in the center of
the roast; add no water and do not cover; roast at 325° to
350° F. (30 to 35 minutes per pound) until the thermometer
registers 170° F. Take the roast from the oven and let it
“rest” about 10 to 15 minutes before carving. It will con-
tinue to cook with its own heat and the juices will settle.




PERFECT PORK COOKERY

When buying pork keep these points in mind:
* The exterior is well covered with a layer of fairly firm white fat.
* The lean, which is marbled with fat, is grayish pink in the younger animal, a
deeper pink in the older animal.
Fresh pork cuts to roast:
Loin is available as whole loin, rib end, loin end, or center cut.
Leg (fresh ham) is available whole, bone in; whole, boneless; or half, bone in.
Shoulder is sold as:
Boston butt. The upper half of the shoulder that contains part of the blade bone.
Picnic shoulder. This includes arm and shank sections of the shoulder. It is
sometimes boned, rolled, and tied.
Cushion shoulder. The arm section of a fresh picnic, boned and with a pocket
for stuffing.
Crown roast is a roast made from the rib sections shaped to form a crown.

The new recommendation for roasting a loin of pork to 170° F., mentioned on
the opposite page, is the result of intensive research undertaken at lowa State
University, supported by a grant from the Pork Committee of the National Live
Stock and Meat Board. Loin of pork roasted to this temperature required less
cooking time, had less cooking losses, was juicier and comparable in flavor and
tenderness to that cooked to 185° F. This research was done only with rib and loin
pork roasts and the 170° F. temperature does not apply to other cuts.

PRUNE-STUFFED LOIN OF PORK

2 pork loin center cuts 1 can (10% 0z.) condensed
18 to 24 large prunes beef broth

1 tsp. salt Flour

Y, tsp. pepper Water

Trim excess fat from meat; wipe roast with damp cloth. Make four 1-inch-deep
cuts lengthwise in each loin. Rinse prunes in warm water; cut in half; remove
pits. Insert halves, cut side down, in slits. Tie each loin securely at intervals with
clean white string. Rub meat with salt and pepper. Heat oven to 325° F. Place
loins, fat side up on rack in open, shallow roasting pan. Do not cover; do not
add water.

Roast, allowing 30 to 35 minutes per pound or until
meat thermometer registers 170° F. Baste pork occasionally during roasting with
beef broth. Remove meat to heated platter; cut and remove string. Make gravy:
Pour off fat from roasting pan into small bowl. For each cup of gravy desired
measure 1 tablespoon fat into roasting pan; stir in 1 tablespoon flour; add 1
cup water gradually. Cook over low heat, stirring constantly, until mixture thick-
ens and bubbles. Stir in all brown bits from pan. Season. Makes 10 to 12 servings.

broiling fish is a delicate thing

THE SECRET IN BROILING FISH LIES IN THE HAN-
DLING, THE AMOUNT OF HEAT, AND THE LENGTH OF
COOKING TIME. Steaks, filets, split-dressed whole fish,
and whole fish may be broiled. Preheat broiler and broiler
pan. Grease broiler pan or line pan with aluminum foil and
grease foil. Place fish in pan. Filets and split fish should
be placed skin side down and should not be turned. Steaks
and whole fish should be cooked on one side and turned to
cook second side. Baste lean fish with melted butter or
margarine during broiling. Broil filets, split fish, and steaks

about 2 inches from heat. Filets and split fish will take 5 to 8
minutes. Broil steaks about 1 inch thick, 3 minutes on first
side; turn; broil second side 5 minutes. Broil whole fish 4 to
6 inches from heat about 5 minutes on each side. Fish is done
when it flakes easily. Season fish at end of broiling time.

To turn a whole fish easily, place the fish on a piece of
greased foil slightly larger than the fish. When ready to
turn, slip the spatula under the foil and turn fish and foil.
This way you avoid tearing the flesh. Remove aluminum foil
and broil second side.




MARKET TERMS FOR BROILED FISH

Drawn: Fish is scaled and only the insides removed.

Dressed: Fish is scaled and the head, tails, and fins are removed.

Pan-dressed: This term is usually applied to small fish that are cooked whole.
The insides, head, tail, and fins are removed and the fish is sometimes split
and the backbone removed.

Steaks: These are crosswise sections of large fish, such as salmon, swordfish,
cod. The steaks are cut no less than 1 inch thick and contain a piece of backbone
and sometimes a few larger bones.

Filets: These are the sides of small to medium-size fish cut lengthwise away from
the backbone. There is one filet to each side. They are usually boneless.

SECRETS TO SUCCESS IN MAKING PASTRY

« Cut the shortening into the sifted flour and salt with a pastry blender or 2 knives
until the particles are fine and the mixture resembles cornmeal. Use a light cut-
ting motion—don't mash the fat or overwork it. This can cause the fat to become
too soft and the mixture will not take up enough water to make the pastry flaky.
« Sprinkle the water, a small amount at a time, over the surface. Bring the damp-
ened particles in contact with the dry ones using a fork and a light, tossing motion.
e To determine whether you have added enough water, press the dampened par-
ticles together gently. If they stick together, do not add more water. Form the
dough into a ball by pressing the particles together—don't mix or knead.

« When rolling the dough out remember these points:

The board should be lightly floured. If you let the dough take up too much
flour, it can become tough.

Hold the rolling pin lightly and roll from the center of the ball of dough to
the edge with successive light strokes.

Lift the rolling pin as you near the edge on each stroke, without rolling over
the edge. This will keep the edge from getting too thin and splitting. If a split
occurs, pinch it together before rolling again.

If the dough sticks to the board, loosen it gently along one edge with the side
of a spatula and rest the freed portion on the palm of one hand while you
free the rest of the dough and redust the board with flour.

o Fit dough into pie plate gently. Don't stretch it or it may shrink in baking.

PASTRY FOR 1-CRUST PIE

4 c. shortening
3 tbs. cold water

1 c. sifted all-purpose flour
14 tsp. salt

Sift flour and salt into mixing bowl. Cut in shortening with pastry blender until
mixture resembles cornmeal. Sprinkle cold water evenly over surface; stir with
fork until all dry particles are moistened and pastry clings together. Shape into
ball. Roll out on a floured surface to 12-inch circle. Fold in half; lift carefully into
9-inch pie plate; unfold. Fit gently into contours of plate. Do not stretch pastry.
Fold under excess pastry, even with edge of pie plate. Pinch with fingers to form a
standing collar all around rim. Flute edge.
Unbaked shell: When filling and crust are baked together, follow time and tempera-
ture requirements of filling recipe.
Baked shell: Heat oven to 450° F. Line pie plate and flute edge as above. Prick
bottom and sides of pastry thoroughly with fork. Fit a piece of wax paper into
pastry shell; fill with raw rice or dried beans. This will weigh pastry down until it
sets and prevent bubbles and shrinkage. Bake 8 to 10 minutes; remove rice or
beans and wax paper. Bake shell 8 to 10 minutes or until golden brown. Cool.

CHOCOLATE CREAM PIE

2% c. milk

3 egg yolks, slightly beaten

1 tbs. butter or margarine

2 tsp. vanilla

Va cup heavy cream, whipped

1 baked 9-inch pastry shell

4 tbs. cornstarch

1 c. sugar

14 tsp. salt

3 sqs. unsweetened chocolate, cut up
Prepare pastry shell according to recipe. Combine cornstarch, sugar, salt, and

chocolate in saucepan. Stir in milk gradually. Cook over medium heat, stirring con-

stantly, until mixture thickens and comes to boiling. Boil 1 minute. Blend half the

mixture into egg yolks; stir into mixture in saucepan. Cook 1 minute, stirring con-

stantly. Remove from heat; stir in butter or margarine and vanilla; cool slightly.

Pour filling into pastry shell. Cool; chill thoroughly. Top with whipped cream.

COCONUT CUSTARD PIE

1 unbaked 9-inch pastry shell 2% c. milk
4 eggs, slightly beaten 1 tsp. vanilla
% c. sugar % c. shredded or flaked coconut
¥ tsp. salt

Heat oven to 425° F. Prepare pastry shell according to recipe. Combine eggs,
sugar, salt, milk, vanilla, and %2 cup coconut. To have full pie without spilling, take
pastry shell, custard filling, and remaining coconut over to oven. Pull out oven
rack; place pastry shell on rack. Pour filling into pastry shell. Sprinkle filling with
Y cup coconut. Push shelf and filled shell carefully into oven. Bake 30 minutes
or until thin-bladed knife or spatula inserted 1 inch from edge comes out clean.
Center will look soft but will set later. Do not overbake.

APPLE RAISIN TARTS

Y c. sugar

¥ tsp. ground cinnamon
14 tsp. ground cloves

1 tsp. grated lemon rind
1 tsp. lemon juice
Whipped cream

Pastry for 2-crust pie

1% c. pared, cored, and chopped
apples

2 c. raisins

% c. cider

1 tbs. cornstarch

Prepare pastry as directed in recipe for Cherry Pie (page116). Roll outon floured
surface. For each tart, cut six 2-inch rounds. Fit one round into bottom of 2'/-inch
muffin-pan cup. Moisten edge. Press 5 rounds onto sides of cup and bottom round,
overlapping them slightly. Repeat with remaining rounds. Bake 15 to 20 minutes
or until golden. Cool. Remove tart shells from pan carefully. Cool on wire racks.
Combine apples, raisins, and cider in saucepan. Simmer, covered, 5 to 8 minutes.
Combine cornstarch, sugar, cinnamon, and cloves. Stir into apple mixture; cook
2 minutes. Remove from heat. Add lemon rind and juice. Cool completely. Spoon
into tart shells. Top with whipped cream. Makes 12 tarts. ‘

TOASTING U. S. WINES

AMERICA'S PREMIUM WINES SERVED BY
OUR DIPLOMATS HERE AND ABROAD

By Harold J. Grossman

Mr. Grossman has a long list of cre-
dentials as an authorily on wines.
Among them: he is a member of the
Wine Committee for the State Depart-
ment; frequent comtributor to mwmer-
ous publications; lecturer; and author
of Grossman's Guide to Wines, Spirits,
and Beers.

Suddenly, many of us are discovering
American wines. Why ? I really don’t
know. They are no different today
than they have always been,
namely —excellent, pleasant, enjoy-
able! Like any other wine-producing
country, our wines range from the in-
expensive to the fine and more
costly . . . and their quality is con-
stantly improving.

The “discovery” started when the
President insisted that our wines be
served at official White House func-
tions. Secretary of State Dean Rusk
suggested that our embassies serve
our wines just as diplomats of other
wine-producing countries served
theirs. They agreed with enthusiasm
but asked for guidance. So a group
of six men, knowledgeable in United
States wines, was invited to act as
a Wine Committee for the State De-
partment. After much individual
soul-searching we met in Mr. Rusk’s
conference room in Washington. Out
of the hundreds of wines considered,
we selected—by majority vote—91
different types, brands, and states
of origin, which in our opinion could
be served anywhere with pride and
confidence. (See list on page 132.)

I was curious to learn at first hand
the reaction of the guests at our
diplomatic functions. On a recent
European tour I had the opportunity
to talk to our top embassy personnel
in Portugal, Italy, West Germany,
France, and England. Naturally,
diplomatic politeness would oblige
their guests to say kind things about
our wines, but what did impress our
embassy people was the genuine,
pleased expressions of surprise that
our wines were so pleasant and of
such excellent quality.

Whether our wines can be sold
successfully abroad in competition
with their home-grown products is
another matter, because ours must
pay high shipping costs and duties.

Recently an effort was made to
introduce our wines to the French
through a Parisian supermarket chain
as part of an American products pro-
motion. The press reports of the event
implied that it was a complete failure,
but I learned in Paris that this was
not so. On the contrary, the wine
sales were considered a success. The
chain sold over 60 percent of the
fine wines within two weeks, at prices
considerably higher than their cus-
tomers normally spend for table

wines. Yet the press, both the French
and ours, handled the reports of the
event as a huge joke . . . shipping
American wines to France is like
“carrying coals to Newcastle” —
which is ridiculous.

Why should American wines in
France be ridiculous? German and
Ttalian wines are available, why not
American? It is probably as much
our fault as anything. There was a
time, I recall in 1924, when I found
American wines on the wine lists of
several leading hotels in Europe.
Eventually not only the French but
all Europeans will realize that our
wines are also quite enjoyable.

I am often asked to compare the
wine of one region with that of an-
other. This is impossible because the
soil and climate of oneregion are never
the same asthose of another. The same
grape variety will produce two differ-
ent wines when grown in different
places. A good example is the Riesling
wine produced in the Rhine valley
and also in the Moselle. There is a
family resemblance but they are
sharply different. I would no more
try to compare the wines of California
with those of New York State than I
would try to compare Bordeaux red
wines with Burgundy red wines, or
those of Tuscany and Verona in Italy.
Each region or state, with its indi-
vidual soil and climate will produce
wines of individual character. They
should be appreciated on their own
merits. Is it good ? Does it please your
palate? This is something each one of
you must decide for yourself. Nobody
can “taste” for you.

The wine of one region will perhaps
appeal more to us than that of an-
other. It has nothing to do with a
wine’s quality. We do produce today
wines of quality but this does not
mean that they should taste identi-
cally to those of any other country or
region. Which wine each of us likes or
enjoys best is a matter of very per-
sonal taste. It is the wine you like the
best that you should drink, whatever
anyone else may prefer.

There are some magnificent, in-
comparable wines produced in Italy,
Germany, and France, but in each
country they represent less than 10
percent of the country’s wines. The
rest or 90 percent is simply good,
sound, quite unpretentious wine, in-
expensive enough to be within the
economie reach of the majority of the
people. Yes, Europeans do drink
more wine than we do . . . precisely
the rather simple, inexpensive vin
ordinaire, tischwein, ete.

We, too, produce some exceptional
wines. Many—but not all—will be
found on the State Department list.
Try them and find out for yourself. I
have prepared a chart (continued)

Label reading is important on
everything you buy, particu-
larly so on wearing apparel
that demands frequent and
proper care.

So if you're in the market
for a new fall outfit (and even
if you're not!) read on and
take our short course in label
reading.

FIBER CONTENT

By law, all fabrics must have
a label telling you what they’re
made of, and, if it’s a blend,
the percentage of each fiber in
the blend. Knowing fiber con-
tent is a good way of knowing
how that fabric will work for
you. For instance, a blouse of
65 percent cotton and 35 per-
cent polyester will have the
absorbency and comfort of cot-
ton and the crease-resistance
of polyester. The fiber content
of less than 5% (usually listed
as “other fiber” or “fibers’) is
not enough to give any of that
particular fiber’s charaecteris-
tics to the fabric.

SPECIAL FINISHES

What kind of finish (if any)
has been applied to that gar-
ment? There are finishes to
add body or to make the fab-
ric softer; to make it water-
repellent, fireproof, mildew-
resistant, mothproof, or anti-
static. The latest development
in finishes is permanent or du-
rable press (an extension of
wash-and-wear) which gives
the fabric a “memory” for a

smooth surface and erisp
creases.
When noting various fin-

ishes on a label or hangtag,
here are some questions you'’ll
want to ask yourself.

e What will it do for me? Add-
ing a finish may add to the
cost of a garment. Consider
much that particular
kind of finish will increase
the value of that garment for
you.

e What s the evidence of the
quality of finish ? Unfortunately
there are manufacturers who
apply a “finish” which washes
out in the first washing—and
you end up disenchanted with
all finishes of this sort. To save
yourself this kind of disap
pointment, read the descrip-
tion of the finish on the label
carefully. Don’t be misled by
glib promises of fantastic per-

formances. A simple statement of fact,
or a guarantee, is much more believable.
For example, a label telling about a
shrink-resistant finish should guarantee
that a garment will shrink no more than
one percent.

e Look for special-care instructions. Does
the garment need more specialized care
than you want to give it?

CARE

Remove and save all care instructions
80 you have them on hand when you
launder. They should answer these ques-
tions: Can the garment be washed?
By hand or by machine? What setting
on the washing machine should I use
if it's machine washable? Can I use hot
water to wash it? Can it be ironed,

and if so, how hot should the iron be?
Should it be drip-dried or can I dry it
in the dryer? Can it be dry-cleaned?

An informative label should answer all
these questions. The manufacturer who
takes the trouble to give you complete
information and instructions is the manu-
facturer who will make the effort to
provide you with a quality product.

DOUGHNUTS

Autumn days seem to be chock-full
of occasions for teen-age get-togeth-
ers—from informal after-school gath-
erings to football celebrations. What
to serve? Doughnuts, apples, and
cider are a perfect combination.
Serve some apples to eat

ROAST WILD DUCK

Salt 2 t. butter
Pepper Garlic clove
1 potato Bacon strips
1 onion % c. sherry

When duck is picked and cleaned, soak in
strong salt water for 3 hours. Dry thor-
oughly inside and out. Rub with salt and
pepper. Place a peeled potato and an
onion inside the duck. Be sure to remove
them before serving as they absorb the
strong flavor. Have electric roaster* pre-
heated, add butter. When butter is hot,
place duck in roaster and put strips of
bacon across the breast. A small pod of
garlic may be added if desired. Cover
roaster and cook for 25 minutes at 500°,
Reduce temperature to 250° and cook 2%
hours. When almost done, add sherry. Lift
out duck and strain gravy, which may be
thickened with a light cream sauce. (*Or
roast, uncovered, in oven.)

WILD DUCK AND DRESSING

2 ducks 2 bay leaves

2 pinches 1'%~ T. cornstarch
rosemary Salt and pepper

2 t. thyme

Stuff ducks with dressing and sew up
tightly so it will not come out during cook-
ing. Sprinkle outside liberally with salt and
pepper. Put breasts down in %2 inch water
In roasting pan. Add rosemary, thyme
and bay leaves to the water, also the gib-
lets if you have them. Preheat the oven to
275° F., have the ducks at room tempera-
ture. Cover roasting pan and cook for 2
hours. Basting unnecessary. Make gravy
from liquid in pan by thickening with corn-
starch and seasoning with salt and pepper.

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WHEN YOU'RE
APARTMENT HUNTING

Apartment living today is taking on
a new dimension. Buildings, even in
metropolitan areas, are offering their
tenants luxury resort facilities, such
as parking areas, shops, valet service,
catering, indoor pools, health clubs,
beauty parlors, barber shops, phar-
macies, and landscaped grounds. You
may find your apartment in a high-
rise, a circular tower, a two-family at-
. tached or detached house, a town
house, or a garden apartment.
Therearesmall town, city,suburban,
new town, and vacation apartments.
There is a great variety in the apart-
ment as well as in the type of apart-
ment building available. Chicago’s
Marina City, for example, was com-
pleted with a boat marina, bowling
alleys, and ice-skating rink. Laguna
Niguel, California, has two golf
courses, beach club, riding club, parks
and its own elementary school.

FLOOR PLAN

The question remains as to what
you should look for within the walls of
each apartment. The layout or floor
plan should divide the apartment into
active and quiet Zones. Bedrooms
should be separated from the noisier
living area by halls, closets, and other
bedrooms.

Multipurpose rooms and open plan-
ning (one room flowing into another)
were intended to encourage cohesive
living. This is fine, as long as there are
rooms where one can go for privacy
and needed study.

An efficient traffic pattern makes
apartment living comfortable. Good
in-room and room-to-room move-
ment is important. All rooms should
be accessible without going through
the living room. Visualize the empty
apartment furnished in order to assure
easy access to windows, doors, and
closets. Imagine your furniture in a
particular room and see if it will fit the
existing wall spaces.

If you find it difficult to visualize
your nmew apartment furnished, it
would be wise to make a scaled draw-
ing of it. Usually, when the building is
new, renting agents can supply you
with a printed floor plan of your par-
ticular apartment. If not, measure the
length of the walls, doors, ete., scale it
(1 foot =14 inch) on paper, measure
your furniture, and scale and place it
within the room (all on paper, of
course). A furniture layout on paper
will give you a better idea of what your
apartment will look like after you
move your furniture in.

A well-designed apartment leaves
some degree of flexibility in deciding
the use of each room. A dining area
could be used as a study, bedroom, or
guest room or a second bedroom
turned into a den or partitioned by a
room divider so that two children
could share it.

Most apartments lack adequate
storage space. Statistics say that six
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feet of closet space per person is the
minimum allowance. But for maxi-
mum efficiency, there should be room
for sports equipment, foul weather
gear, housewares, linens, out-of-sea-
son clothes, ete.

WINDOWS

Don’t overlook windows while
apartment shopping. Large windows
can make a small room look bigger.
Small windows not only close off the
view and let in less light, but they also
give the apartment a closed in and
cramped feeling.

HEIGHT

The higher the floor, generally the
better the view—and the higher the
rent.

SOUNDPROOFING

It’s difficult to tell how good the
soundproofing is in an empty apart-
ment, since furnishings and carpets
will do a lot to diminish noise. Ques-
tion the renting agent about noise-
proofing in halls and between floors.
Apartments near an elevator or in-
cinerator can be noisy. Check on com-
mon walls between apartments to see
that active rooms back up on active
rooms and quiet ones on quiet ones. A
bedroom wall should not be shared
with a neighbor’s bathroom wall.

VENTILATION

New apartments usually come fur-
nished with air conditioning. Indi-
vidual controls in each room leave it

the top floor may present other prob-
lems. For example, if the roof is
poorly insulated your apartment may
turn into a furnace from the heat of
the summer sun.

SOME OF THE EXTRAS

Things that make living in an
apartment more fun are firepld¥es,
wood ceiling beams, indirect lighting,
ceilings over eight feet high, a ter-
race, an interior brick wall, parquet
floors, skylights, and anything built
in such as bookshelves, dresser, bar-
becue. Wood doors instead of metal
ones, a dishwasher, decent bathroom
fixtures, and tiled walls, all go far to
separate a run-of-the-mill apartment
from a special one.

EXPOSURE

It’s unlikely that your apartment
will have more than two exposures.
Therefore, select southeast if you
want morning and afternoon light;
southwest if you want afternoon and
late afternoon light.

If your choices are greater here’s
what the experts suggest: The least-
used areas should face north. The liv-
ing areas should face south. It should
not face west because of the intense
heat of the late afternoon summer sun.
The dining room could be east or
southeast; kitchen, north for the
morning sun or northeast. Bedrooms
are variable.

ROOM FEATURES

The foyer should be separate from
the living area, a place to meet peo-
ple privately. If a foyer doesn’t exist,
create one by adding a divider.

Living room. A rectangular-shaped
room that has enough unbroken wall
space for two sofa positions makes a
pleasing room. Architectural details,
such as moldings and beams, add in-
terest here.

The dining room should be located
very near the kitchen. It should at
least be able to hold a table, chairs, a
storage unit.

Kitchen. Continuous counter space,
accessible storage space, shallow can
storage, an exhaust system, broom
closet, dishwasher, garbage disposal
(where permitted), oven broiler, and
freezer are a few things you would en-
joy having in your kitchen. Make sure
there is room for a table and chairs, or
snack bar,

Bathroom. A two-bedroom apart-
ment needs at least one full bathroom
with a shower and a powder room.
The bathroom should be completely
tiled and have insulated walls, sep-
arated toilet compartment, linen stor-
age, a mirrored medicine cabinet, a
full-length mirror, built-in hamper.

THINGS TO LOOK FOR
OUTSIDE OF THE APARTMENT

Parking or garage space should be
easily accessible, either under the
building or nearby, but out of sight.

Consider the building’s proximity
to schools, shopping centers,
churches, transportation facilities.
How near is the swimming pool, bowl-
ing alley, theater, or golf course?

Besides a well-designed apartment,
what does the building offer? Are
there enough elevators to accommo-
date the number of people living in
the building? Are there laundry facili-
ties on each floor or in each building?
An incinerator in each apartment or
on each floor? Are there lobby-to-
apartment telephones, and a lobby
and elevator TV security viewer?

Think of all the things that gen-
erally annoy you and see that the
place you intend to live in does not
have them. Because before long your
new apartment will become your
home. And you want it to be a place
you enjoy being in and a place
you're proud of.

HOME
FIRE
EXTINGUISHERS

The home fire-extinguisher range is a
wide one. Over 30 companies make
approved modelsof varyingcapacities.

Some people buy none and trust to
luck. Others accept anything a dealer
hands them, hang it up, and forget it.
There are cautious citizens who post
half a dozen on wall brackets at stra-
tegic points and check them regularly
or even maintain large, wheeled
apparatus. A few even install ex-
pensive sprinkler and alarm systems.

Fire is an ever-present threat. Fif-
teen hundred American homes are
destroyed every 24 hours. Many
people die, 20 percent of them being
children under five.

So you should be prepared. Extin-
guishers must be the right kind, and
placed close to potential danger spots
such as the heating unit, the kitchen,
and garage. At least some of them
should be light enough for a woman
to handle, since most men are away
during the day.

KINDS OF FIRES

There are four basic kinds of fires,
divided according to the materials
involved. Class A fires are of common
combustibles such as wood, paper,
cloth, and miscellaneous rubbish.
Class B applies to oils, paints, and
greases, while C fires are those that
involve faulty electrical appliances
and motors. Class D pertains to fires
of burning metals—seldom encoun-
tered in a home.

KINDS OF EXTINGUISHERS

The all-purpose extinguisher is the
newest wrinkle in home protection.
This contains a powder under pres-
sure. It is nontoxie, will not freeze,
and is effective against A, B, and C
fires. The portable cylinder weighs
only a few pounds and is worked by a
trigger. By pulling out a locking pin
and squeezing the handle, nitrogen
(compressed gas) sprays out the en-
veloping powder. Nitrogen is prefer-
able to air since it is dry and doesn’t
pick up moisture as air will. The
powder forms a paste which smothers
an incipient blaze.

You can buy a small all-purpose
extinguisher in 10-, 20-, and 30-
pound-capacity sizes for about $15
to $20, or very small ones for $5 or
less. In general, extinguishers cost
anywhere from $5 to $1000 for an
extra-large style.

The BC dry chemical extingwisher
also is good for home use. It will put
out surface flames. Although it doesn’t
penetrate, water is usually available
for soaking in.

A carbon dioxide extinguisher for
B and C fires is clean and odorless.
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As it is discharged from the cylinder,
expanding gas smothers the blaze,
which needs oxygen to keep going.

The soda-acid extinguisher contains
a bottle of acid. When inverted, the
acid mixes with a carbonate solu-
tion, generating carbon dioxide and
a stream of gas-saturated water.

Foam extinguishers are the quickest
way to douse liquid fires. They are
also effective against general fires.

A waler extinguisher is economical
and easy to maintain and will put
out class A fires. Be certain that any
extinguisher you buy carries the Un-
derwriters’ Laboratories label, or the
Factory Mutual approval seal. Check
your town ordinances, for some chem-
icals may be banned.

Extinguishers should be checked
every six months. You can recharge
them yourself if you're expert. But
usually it’s best to take them to your
local recharging station, where for $2
or $3, they will be gone over and put
in shape. Your Yellow Pages will tell
you where to apply.

WHEN A FIRE STARTS

Once a fire has taken real hold, you
can’'t handle it and shouldn’t try.
First, make sure everyone is safely
outside. Next, call your fire depart-
ment. Have your fire department’s
number in a ready spot so there will
be no unnecessary delay. (Taping the
number to the bottom of the phone is
a good idea.)

Your third step is to do what you
can to put out the fire. But be sure
you have an avenue of quick escape,
and that you stay down low, out of
heat and smoke blasts Breathing
searing air can ruin your lungs, even
kill you, in seconds. Many vietims
die from inhaling the toxic fumes
emitted by burning plastie, tiles,
veneers, and fiberboards. Theseshould
be flameproofed before installation.

A good idea is to have lengths of
garden hose ready for quick connec-
tion to outdoor faucets. But don’t
use water on a fire involving burning
oil or grease or electrical appliances,
for water is a conductor, and you
could be electrocuted. To deal with
grease flareups, keep a large box of
baking soda handy in the kitchen.

Finally, in your home town you’ll
find agencies that sell and service
extinguishers. Any will be glad to
furnish you with literature and ad-
vice on the kind of protection you
should have.

And your local fire department
may have an expert—or can lead you
to one—to assist you in your ‘
choice of extinguishers.

FURNISHINGS THAT
MOVE WITH YOU

Americansare constantly on themove.
Our readers tell us they transfer from
one to 16 times in ten years of mar-
riage. The idea that they’ll have to
move in a year or two discourages
many of them from decorating.

We don’t believe that you should
wait for your dream house until
you're settled. You'll need furnish-
ings wherever you live, and if you
plan carefully, they can be attractive
and comfortable as well as practical
for frequent moving.

HAVE FURNITURE,
WILL TRAVEL

Buy adaptable pieces—a pair of
love seats rather than an eight-foot
sofa . . . a dining table with leaves
rather than a big harvest table. Stay
away from triple dressers and man-
sion-gize cabinets. Instead, look for
stacking and bunching models. (Stack-
ing means vertical additions, bunch-
ing means horizontal ones.)

Just because you bought a piece of
furniture from a group labeled ‘“‘bed-
room’’ doesn’t mean that it has to
stay there. Furniture has great ver-
satility. More and more pieces are
now being designed for all-through-
the-house use. Shop for pieces with
finished backs; they have greater
usefulness. A desk that stands
against a wall may have to stand at
right angles to it in your next home.
Plan a basic color scheme so that up-
holstered pieces become interchange-
able. Wood finishes shouldn’t match
throughout the house; nothing is
duller, but they should be compatible
and have an affinity to each other.

Specialize in well-styled folding
furniture or collect antiques (or re-
productions) that fold. We're think-
ing of those beautiful English coaching
tables, butler’s trays, and of some teak
chairs from Scandinavia. All of them
fold more or less flat and are handsome
additions to any room when set up.

There’s another category of fur-
niture that’s a delight to own for fre-
quent moves—storage pieces that can
be shipped packed to the brim with
household goods. A foot locker isn’t
pretty but it does make the most won-
derful bench, coffee table, or under-
window chest. They're great at the
foot of your bed or under the window,
and topped with flat cushions they’re
additional seating. The so-called Hong
Kong trunk also falls into this same
category. Made of wicker, it has lots
of charm on porches, in halls, and bed-
rooms. Toy chests and cedar chests
also make good traveling companions
and so do those cube-shaped occa-
sional pieces that come with lift-up
tops. Even drum tables can hold your
possessions when moving if their
doors are firmly roped in place.

ITEMS NOT TO BUY

If you're going to be transferred
shortly, don’t buy marble- or glass-
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topped tables. Painted finishes chip
so you're better off with distressed
wood finishes in medium tones.

YOUR WALLS

Expensive wallpapers are not for
you, but removable ones are. You can
strip them, roll them up, and reuse
them. (See How to Buy Wallpaper,
Summer, 1966.) Painting is easy if
you don’t like a wall color. Emphasize
what goes on your walls. In other
words, collect good prints, inexpen-
sive posters, lithographs, serigraphs,
woodeuts. Paintings, if properly
packed, travel without damage. Fabric
hangings are also for you—you can
make them yourself out of big, splashy
prints, hemmed, and with dowels
inserted top and bottom—or modern
tapestries. Both roll up and take up
little room when you're moving.

[t is your very own art collection
and your own personal accessories
that will turn a strange house into a
home faster than almost anything
else. Our own moving day recipe: buy
lots of flowers to cheer you up and
make you feel at home.

FLOORS A PROBLEM?

Naturally you'll want a rug. Your
best size is that adaptable old stand-
by, the 9x12 foot. If your rooms are
large, consider yourself lucky and buy
two smaller rugs—they’'ll fit more
places than a bigger one. If you own an
area rug you can’t use at the present,
hang it on the wall.

Floors are a problem only if you
want wall-to-wall carpeting or even
more permanent installations such as
vinyl or ceramic tile. If you insist on
carpeting, plan to sell it to the next
tenant when you move on, or take it
up and have it recut to new dimen-
gions. The tile, as you know, would
have to remain.

If your wood floors cannot be re-
finished, paint them with a top-quality
deck paint, stencil them, or spatter
them with different colors of paint
for an interesting effect.

WINDOW RECIPES

There are more ways to cover a
window than merely to drape it wall-
to-wall, ceiling-to-floor. Often sill-
length curtains or café curtains are
more appropriate, and they're cer-
tainly cheaper and easier to pack and
reuse than custom-made pinch-pleated
draperies. Wood or brass poles with
homemade draperies are better than
attempting a professional sewing-
installation job with pinch-pleated
tops and traverse rods. Felt is a mar-
velous fabric; it comes in wide widths,
needs no sewing. Make all draperies
with extra-deep hems so they can be
let out to fit another set of windows.

A QUILTED SPREAD

Nothing awakens a bedroom to new
fall freshness like a change of bed-
spread. What is puzzling, though,
when you shop for a spread is the
wide range in price. We're not talk-

ing about bedspreads found in the
linen department of your local store,
but about the quilted bedspreads
you find in the drapery department
orin a specialty shop. Is it fabric alone

that accounts for a price jump from
$17.95 to $60 or even $90? Naturally,
fabric is partly responsible, but it is
also the quality details, such as over-
locked seamsand blind-stitched hems,
and, above all, the type of quilting
that make the difference in price.

in mattresses and bedspreads, and
the fact that manufacturers and
stores have not yet reached any agree-
ment on size designations, be sure to
measure the exact length, width, and
height of your bed before you go
shopping for a spread.

If you want an all-quilted bed-
spread —currently the “in” style in
bedspread fashions—check to see
that quilting stitches are firm, with
no visible pulled ones. Most often,
the hidden element of a fine, quilted
bedspread isits filling. Quilted spreads
should look puffy —without being too
heavy. Today, the most popular and
effective quilting material is a poly-
ester fiber such as Dacron, Fortrel,
Kodel, or Vyecron.

The most popular types of quilting
are: trapunto, bonaz, outline, and
machine. Each is significantly dif-
ferent in design, appearance, price.

Trapunto, a high-relief type of
quilting, is used on solid fabrics only,
mainly on rather formal omes such
as taffeta or antique satin.

Bonaz quilting uses a silky, heavy-
weight yarn to create elaborate, all-
over designssuch as flowers, geometric
patterns, and stripes. The price de-
pends on the amount of detail and
coverage. But the cost of a bonaz- or
trapunto-quilted spread is usually
higher than that of either an outline-
or machine-quilted one.

In outline quilting, print motifs are
outline-stitched and quilted to stand
out against the background. An out-
line-quilted spread may run anywhere
from $20 to $50 higher than a spread
made from a comparable fabric with
machine quilting.

Machine quilting is used on most
spreads manufactured today. Many
patterns from long-channel stripes to
tiny overall leaf and floral motifs
are achieved with this method. To in-
sure quality construction, you should
not buy an all-quilted bedspread that
sells for less than $18 in the twin size.

Quality in bedspreads also means
attention to dressmaker details. So
turn the bedspread over and look at
the back; all quilted parts should be
backed with a closely woven sateen or
polished cotton lining. This type of
lining protects the underside of the
quilting and adds a finished look to
the spread.

When buying a bedspread with an
unquilted flounce, the most important
quality detail to look for is fullness.
Most ruffles or flounces on bed-
spreads use at least one-and-a-half
times the amount of fabric to cover
the shirred area. Top-quality spreads
are made with at least twice the
amount of fabric for the shirred area.
This amount of fullness also is 2 must
when you buy a sheer bedspread, so
that you can get the full gossamer
effect of the fabric.

Look at the manner in which the
flounces have been attached to the
quilted bedspread tops. There are
two preferred methods: Either the
seam is hidden with a welt or the
flounce is attached with a shirred 4\
or pleated heading. =

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HANDY GUIDE
TO REMOVING
STAINS

An unsightly stain can mark the
demise of otherwise very wearable
clothing. That’s why we heartily rec-
ommend that your laundry be
equipped with a kit containing the
necessary ingredients for stain re-
moving (look for them at your super-
market or drugstore) and a chart
with suggested solutions for remov-
ing various types of common stains
such as on the chart below. Always
follow these basic stain-removal tips:
1. Fresh stains are the easiest to re-
move, so treat them promptly.

2. Always remove stains before laun-
dering. Hot water and suds may set
some stains, and the heat of the iron
will set most stains.

3. Use light strokes. Don’t rub the
remover into the stain.

4, Start with the mildest treatment.
If the stain persists, then move on
to stronger stain-removing agents.
5. Test all colored fabrics for color-
fastness first by applying the stain
remover to an inside seam.

6. Before using any stain remover,
read the manufacturer’s directions.

Wash in warm water and detergent. If
a brown stain remains, sponge with
hydrogen peroxide.

Soak in cool water, then launder in hot
water and detergent. If stain remains,
soak 15 minutes in solution of 1 table-
spoon chlorine bleach to 1 quart wa-
ter. Rewash.

Soak in cool water.
Launder in warm wa-
ter and detergent. If
stain persists, sponge
with cleaning fluid*.

Crayon

Apply full-strength liquid detergent.
Work in until outline of stain is gone.
Launder in very hot water with more
detergent.

Same. Launder in
warm water and de-
tergent.

Fruit

Stain must be removed before wash-
ing. Pour boiling water from a height
of 2 to 3 feet through stain. If stain
remains, work glycerine into stain,
rubbing lightly between fingers. Laun-
der in hot water and detergent.

If stain persists,
use glycerine as for
cotton. Launder in
warm water and de-
tergent.

Ball-point ink

LET'S SHED SOmME
LIGHT ONn LAMPSHADES

The purpose of a lampshade is obvi-
ous—to shield the eyes from a glaring
light. But the wrong shade can be
more of an eyesore than the naked
bulb. The following pointers will help
you choose the right lampshade.

MEASURING FOR A

lamps 16 to 18 inches, dressing-table
lamps to as little as 9 inches. If you're
in doubt about picking out a new
lampshade shape, take the lamp base
with you when you shop.

CHOOSING
THE RIGHT SHAPE

Here are some lampshade shapes
that are currently popular:
The drum shape is circular, straight

with bases that are essentially straight
such as the eandlestick.

The cone-shaped shade has an
abrupt slant to its sides and is ap-
propriate for rounded or bulbous
bases. A variation of this is the Em-
pire shade, which has a larger top di-
ameter than the cone shade but less
of a slant.

The bouillotte shade or very shal-
low, slanted shape is fine for candle-

TRANSLUCENT VERSUS
OPAQUE

The next step in selecting a shade is
to choose between a translucent and
an opaque one. A translucent shade
gently diffuses light, giving an overall
luminescence to an area. There are
different degrees of translucency. For
example, silk is more translucent than
linen or burlap.

LAMPSHADE

Most lamps come with
their own shades, but you
may want to change or re-
place a shade as it becomes
worn or goes out of style.
If you like the shape of the
shade you have and want
one exactly like it, unscrew
the finial (the decorative
knob that holds the shade
to the lamp) and carry the
shade to the nearest lamp
or department store. Too
bulky? Then follow these
instructions for measuring
the dimensions of your
own shades.

The key dimensions of a
lampshade are its top and
bottom diameters and its
depth. To get the diame-
ters, measure across the
center of the top and bot-
tom openings. For the
depth, measure the dis-
tance from the top to the
bottom down the inside
center. For the slope or
slant (instead of measuring
the angle at the bottom of
the shade), measure the
length on the outside of the
shade. If your lamp has a
riser, measure its sinkage
(the area between the harp
and the top of the shade).
Make a sketch of your
shade and mark in the
measurements. Take the
sketch with you to the
store—hand descriptions
won’t do.

NEW SHADE NEEDED

want to avoid glare.

An opaque shade lets no
light through but casts the
light upward and down-
ward (above and below the
shade). This is a good
shade for a reading or
close-work lamp because it
directs and concentrates
the light to a specific area.
The inner surface of all
shades should be white or
off-white for optimum
lighting.

SHADE MATERIALS

The style of a lamp is
important in determining
what kind of material a
shade should be. Soft
shades are apt to be more
formal and traditional. The
soft ones (translucent
shades) are made of fabric
that is stretched, shirred,
or pleated over a firm, wire
frame. The fabric is sewn
or glued to the frame.
Linen, silk, and acetate
rayon are used.

The hard shade (trans-
lucent or opaque) made of
firm materials, doesn’t re-
quire supports. Parch-
ments, papers, and plastics
seem to stand alone, with
a top ring to accommodate
the fixture and a bottom
one for extra firmness.

Trimmings can be added
to both soft and hard
shades—to the top and/or
bottom edge. It’s safest to
have the trim the same
color as the shade, al-
though untrimmed shades
arecurrently moreinvogue.

SHOPPING HINTS

Be sure the shade you
choose hides the light bulb

complicated. The following
information will help you in your
selection of new shades.

There is a rule of thumb that says
the height of the shade should be
equal to two thirds the height of the
base. This still leaves it up to you to
determine the top and bottom di-
ameters and the slope.

Table lampshades with a bottom
measurement of 16 inches will give a
spread of light sufficient for reading a
book or magazine. Narrower shades
give a more confined circle of light.
The bottom diameter for wall lamps
varies between 12 to 16 inches, floor
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sided, and slightly smaller at the top
than at the bottom. (This should be
true of all shades; otherwise they ap-
pear to flare at the top.)

Right now there’s a trend toward
deeper drums to make lamps look
taller. An old lamp can accommodate
a new, deeper shade by adding a riser.
This is a type of washer or a small
cylinder of metal that increases the
distance between the top of the harp
and the shade. (The harp is the metal
framework that goes around the light
bulb.) It can be one, two, or three
inches deep. Drum shades look best

sticks and other slim lamps. It’s usu-
ally black or dark green in color. This
shade isn’t deep enough to accommo-
date a bulb standing upright, so a
variation of the regulation harp fix-
ture is used. Shaped like an S-curve
with a bulb projecting horizontally
from each end of the S, it's aptly
called the S-cluster fixture. With shal-
low shades it's often necessary to add
baffles. They direct light downward
and upward to reduce direct glare.
They’re circular plastic or glass disks
held in place at the top or bottom of
the shade.

completely. Take the seat
test: be sure the shade is
low enough so that the light bulb
will not glare at you when you're
seated. Be sure the shade covers
the lamp socket. Consider the fact
that translucent shades look bigger
than opaque ones. Remove all plastic
covers. Have all lamps in the same
room approximately the same height;
consider floor, table, and desk lamps
together.

Shades should blend into the walls,
or even match the walls; but white
shades are always in good taste.
Lampshades within a room ‘

should match.

HILLSIDE ENTRYWAYS

In many areas the easy-to-build-on
lots have been used up. More and
more houses are built on problem
lots, such as hillsides. Designing a
good entry to these hillside houses
calls for ingenuity. The entryway,
one of the most important areas of
your house, gives an overall im-
pression to visitors and links the
house to the land. Here are three
good examples from California.

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Home handymen are discovering that
spray painting offers a quick, efficient
way to refurbish everything from
bicycles to lawn chairs.

For as little as $30, it's possible to
buy a light-duty spray outfit. A pow-
erful, professional capacity unit can
be rented for under $5 a day.

Though spraying isn't difficult, it's
necessary to learn the basies of spray-
ing distance, stroking, and triggering.
A cardboard carton makes a fine
practice surface.

Equipment problems are infre-
quent, but when they do arise, they're
usually caused by paint that has
hardened in the gun nozzle or feed
tube. The prevention is obvious—
clean the gun as soon as you are
finished working. Just spray a little
solvent (read the paint-can instruc-
tions for specific solvent needed) to
clean the gun’s internal parts, then
wipe off the outside of the gun with a
solvent-soaked rag.

Occasionally, tiny undissolved paint
particles may cause the gun to sput-
ter or may spoil the finish. To avoid
this, screen the paint by pouring it
through a nylon stocking held over
the mouth of the spray-gun cup.

HOW TO USE A PAINT GUN

Eight inches is usually a good gun-
to-surface distance, but if the paint
tends to run, hold the gun farther
away. Too great a distance, however,
and the paint will dry partially before
it reaches the work, preventing
smooth coverage.

You may have a tendency to swing
the gun with an arcing or brushing
motion. This will bring the gun too
close to the work at the center of the
movement. The paint layer will be too
thick in the center and too thin at
each end. Maintain a constant spray
distance by moving the gun parallel
to the surface throughout the stroke.

It’s important also to begin spray-
ing just before the gun reaches the
object and continue spraying momen-
tarily after completing the stroke.
This assures even application.

Don’t be timid about squeezing the
trigger. Pull it back all the way and
hold it there. Hesitant triggering pro-
duces blotchiness.

A spray gun has two simple ad-
justments; turning the nozzle will
vary the spray from a round pattern
(for small work) to a wide fan (for
large surfaces). The other adjustment
regulates spray quantity. If you find
that you can’t move the gun fast
enough to prevent the paint from
running or piling up, or if coverage is
inadequate, turn the knob slightly to
reduce or increase the flow. Set the
adjustment so the gun may be stroked

A GUN

about as fast as you would swing a
paintbrush.

Be sure to keep the gun moving at
an even speed and overlap the pre-
vious stroke. About one third the
width of each stroke should overlap.

Following are some specific tech-
niques for common painting chores.

RADIATORS

After dusting the radiator thor-
oughly, tape newspapers to the wall
to catch excess spray; protect the
floor with a dropcloth or newspapers.
Then spray on a coat of metal primer;
when dry, apply two or three thin
coats of paint. For maximum dura-
bility, choose a radiator enamel.
Paint when the radiator is cold and
allow it to dry before using radiator.

FENCES

On picket fences, use a vertical
stroke; adjust spray pattern to single
picket width. House paint is suitable
but may require thinning.

For a wire fence, use exterior
enamel or aluminum paint. If the
fence has not been painted before,
apply a rust-resistant metal primer
before spraying on the finish coat.
Outdoor spray painting is best done
on a still day when overspray will not
be blown onto nearby shrubbery.

SCREENS

You can save time and trouble by
painting the screen cloth and frame
the same color. Screen cloth can be
sprayed quickly by stacking three
screens at a time against a support.
After mass-painting the screen cloth,
spray each frame separately. Screen
enamel is ideal, of course, but any
exterior enamel, well thinned with
turpentine, will do.

STORM SASH

Apply sheets of wet newspaper to
protect the glass from overspray, or
use dry newspaper held in place with
masking tape. Pay particular atten-
tion to adequate paint coverage on
corners and edges. Sawhorses or large
cartons will hold the sash at a com-
fortable height so you needn’t stoop.

LARGE APPLIANCES

Thorough preparation is a must.
Sand all chipped spots carefully,
“feathering’’ the edges until they are
so smooth that when you run a finger
across the spot there’s no detectible
ridge. Clean the appliance with deter-
gent to remove any trace of grease.
Then cover handles, controls, and
any chromed parts, with masking
tape. If you're painting a refrigerator,
apply tape to the rubber gasket
around the door. After masking, spray

the chipped spots with metal primer-
surfacer, preferably the type in-
tended for automobiles. (It is stocked
by most paint stores and permits
building up the height of minor
chipped spots.) Alternately spray on
and sand several coats, letting primer
dry between sandings. Finally, apply
the finish coat. If available, refrigera-
tor enamel is best; it is quick-drying,
durable, and produces a porcelain-
like finish that resists stains.

BICYCLES, TOYS, ETC.

Sand or wire-brush to remove all
loose rust; smooth with fine abrasive
paper and clean with detergent. Ap-
ply masking tape to any parts not to
be painted. Then spray rusted spots
with a rust-resistant primer. When
thoroughly dry, finish with automobile
enamel or any other fast-drying ex-
terior enamel available.

FURNITURE

Before applying any finish, wipe
the sanded surface with a tack rag.
This may be purchased at a paint
shop or made by dipping an old hand-
kerchief in water, wringing it out, and
sprinkling with a little varnish until
it is sticky. Wringing will help to dis-
tribute the varnish. Use it while stil)
damp and sticky. The rag will remove
bits of lint and sanding dust that
would otherwise be embedded in the
finish. Keep rag in plastic for reuse.

Tabletops and other large, hori-
zontal surfaces should be sprayed
starting at the edge near you. Over-
spray will then settle ahead of the
gun and will be covered over as the
gun moves forward. If you reverse the
procedure, overspray will land on part
of the surface already finished and
may cause roughness.

AEROSOL PAINT

On touch-ups and other small
jobs it’s usually easier to use an
aerosol-paint can rather than a spray
outfit. The same technique is required
but there are a couple of special
tricks. It’s essential that the paint be
mixed thoroughly. Shake the can for
two to three minutes; while spraying,
stop often to give the can a few addi-
tional shakes.

When the job is finished, invert the
can and spray a short burst to clear
the nozzle. If the can is empty, don't
puncture or incinerate it—discard it
in a safe place.

Whether you use a full-fledged
spray outfit or an aerosol can, always
work in a well-ventilated place. If
you're doing much spraying or are
especially bothered by paint fumes,
wear a mask. Sir.ce paint spray
is easily ignited —don’t smoke.

SOLID STATE?

Solid state is a term we're begin-
ning to hear, and can expeect to hear,
more and more often.

What is it? A single piece of ma-
terial that does the work in an appli-
ance that was previously done by
several interrelated parts. There are

many forms of “solid state,” but each
has this in common—one part re-
places several parts.

And of course we're
all familiar with transistors that are
being used in radios, phonographs,
ete. They are one of the earliest forms
of solid state.

puters for some time. But it’s only in
recent years that we’ve been able to
produce it at prices economical
enough for consumer use.

A good example of this is the known
reliability of transistors. There’s a
new dishwasher this year that has a
solid-state timer control backed by a
five-year guarantee.

CONVENIENCE FEATURES

Thanks to its greater reliability,
solid state has made possible several
unique convenience features such as:

Electronic ignition on gas appli-
ances. The dependability of the
“superswitch” has eliminated the
need for pilot lights in many in-
stances. Already you can (or soon
will be able to) buy a pilotless clothes
dryer, and ranges (electronic ignition
is usually in the oven but one range
features it on their surface burners
also) and in the future—furnaces too.

Cordless, rechargeable appliances.
The need for reliability is obvious in
the charging base of these appliances,
which are often in use 24 hours a day.
A tiny solid-state part works con-
tinuously to change the electricity
from AC to DC.

OTHER CONVENIENCES

By its very nature, solid state also
makes possible these other important
conveniences:

Variable speed conirol. Have you
seen the new blenders where you can
dial the speed fast or slow just as you
dial your radio loud or soft? You can
pinpoint the exaet speed you want—
an easy speed to whip delicate egg
whites, or a powerful speed to blend
a thick cheese spread, or any in-be-
tween speed you may want.

With solid-state controls you can
dial an automatic washer to be
gentler than hand-washing action for
fragile laces and sensitive woolens.
Another time, dial the agitator speed
to do a thorough cleaning job on
sturdy work clothes.

Some of the other,appliances you
can buy with solid-state variable-
speed controls are electric knives,
floor polishers, window fans, portable
hair dryers, portable mixers, power
tools, and furnace blowers.

A thought for the future: Wouldn’t
a dishwasher with a variable speed
control for the force of the water be
great? You could dial gentle water
action for fine china and erystal, and
powerful action for hard-to-clean
pots and pans.

Electronic light dimmer. Much like
the variable speed control, the elec-
tronic light dimmer lets you dial an
exact brightness (or softness) of your
lights to suit your mood.

Constant speed. Ever have your
sewing machine “run away” with
you? And did you ever wish you could
set it at a certain speed and know that
it will maintain just that speed?
We've heard rumors that there will
soon be a sewing machine with solid-
state controls that allows you to do
just that. We already have portable
mixers that maintain the same speed
throughout the mixing (continued)
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(continued) of a cookie bat-
ter (from liquid ingredients up
to cookie dough).

Accurate sensing devices. The
clothes dryers that sense the
dampness in your clothes and
turn off at the right time do
this with solid-state parts.

Several of the new cars this
year have ‘“‘automatic climate
control.” Solid-state sensors
indicate temperature changes
to activate the car heater or air
conditioner so the temperature
inside remains the same.

TINY BRAINS

Up till now, we’ve been dis-
cussing solid-state controls,
the so called “super switches.”
Electronic (or integrated) cir-
cuits, the brains of an appli-
ance, are a brand-new develop-
ment for consumer products.
Just introduced is a recharge-
able portable radio that’s no
larger than a pack of ciga-
rettes. All the wires and con-
nections are replaced by a tiny
solid part the size of a period!

And we’'ve recently heard
about another electronic ecir-
cuit being developed for use in
television sets. By using it,
manufacturers will be able to
produce a revolutionary new
television receiver that would
be thin enough to hang on the
wall—like a picture or mirror.
This circuit, however, is still
very much in the planning
stages so we doubt that it will
bearound in the next few years.

BETTER DESIGN

Another aspect of solid state
that can’t be ignored is its in-
fluence on appliance design.
Using small solid-state partsin
place of several parts or larger
components will give product
designers more freedom to cre-
ate even better-looking prod-
ucts than are now on the mar-
ket. The controls and mechan-
ical parts will have much less
influence on size and appear-
ance.

WHAT IT MEANS

What does all this mean to
you? How much should the
words solid state on a product
influence your decision to buy
it? Undoubtedly, as we have
shown you, the use of solid-
state parts can offer distinct
advantages. But just because
the product has solid state does
not mean an across-the-board
guarantee that it’s better.
Quality is still important in all
parts of the item. Where the
solid-state parts are specifically
concerned, your best guide to
getting better quality is to ask
just how they will improve the
performance.

FALL PET GARE

To keep your pets happy, healthy,
and handsome during the winter
months to come, here are a few things
you can do for them right now:

CHECK SKIN AND COAT
This is the time of year

be poisoned by a home-made flea
remedy or a commercial insecticide
that is not specifically formulated to
be used on a cat.

CLEAN THE DOGHOUSE

Before cold weather comes, sweep
out the doghouse and serub the in-
terior with a disinfectant. Put down a
thick layer of straw or cedar shavings
for your dog to sleep on. You may

thin dogs often need more protection
from the cold than nature gives them.
Choose a sweater or coat that covers
the chest as well as the back.

Those funny-looking dog galoshes
do have a practical purpose: They
protect the paws of city pets from
chemicals spread on sidewalks to melt
snow. Rock salt and other snow-
melting products will irritate soft
footpads and can make a pet sick if

veterinarian a chance to treat them
in the early stages.

It is especially important to check
with your veterinarian about a
booster-shot schedule. Many pet
owners think only puppies and kit-
tens need vaccinations for distemper
and other common infectious diseases.
This is a mistake. Periodically, dogs
and cats need revaccinations in order
to be fully protected.

when cats and dogs grow
their winter ‘“underwear.”
In all but the warmest cli-
mates, the soft, dense un-
dercoat grows in more
thickly, and the top coat
gets longer and heavier.
You’ll find more than the
usual amount of shed hair
on carpets, furniture, and
your navy wool suit. Loose,
dead hair is as much a nui-
sance to your pets as it is
to you. They feel itchy and
uncomfortable, so it’s time
to get busy with the brush
and comb.

A short-haired dog’s coat
can be slicked down with a
brush. Use one with blunt
bristles that reach down
and massage the skin, but
won’t actually scratch.
Long-haired dogs often need
to be combed first to re-
move tangles, then brushed
for sleekness.

If you have let your
dog’s coat become matted
behind the ears or in the
long, feathery hair on his
legs and body, carefully
coax out the mats with a
comb.

When hard knots of hair
resist combing, carefully cut
each knot into several
lengthwise strands. Then
separate each with a fine-
tooth comb.

‘When you begin brushing
a cat, work from tail to
head. This technique loosens
hair quickly and distributes
natural oils into the coat.
The next step is smoothing
the coat in the direction in
which it grows.

While you're brushing
and combing, inspect the
skin for signs of fleas, lice,
or ticks. Even pets that

LOOK AT YOUR PET’S
FIGURE

Has your pet a paunch?
Is puss more pudgy than
svelte? Overweight is one of
the most common health
problems well-fed and pam-
pered pets have.

If too much food and too
little exercise have made
your pet fat, put him on a
diet. Cut out table scraps
and snacks, and let a well-
balanced menu of dog or
cat food—slightly smaller
portions than usual—make
him trim again. Of course,
a hunting dog or one that
spends most of his time out
of doors may need more
food in the winter to pro-
vide extra calories for
warmth and energy.

You also might resolve to
walk your dog a block or
two farther on nice brisk
days. The extra exercise
may help your figure too!

DOG OBEDIENCE CLASS

Obedience training has
become such a popular
hobby among dog fanciers;
there are clubs in nearly
every community offering
classes in the basics of good
behavior for family pets.
Some classes are strictly
limited to pure-bred dogs,
but many accept mixed-
breed dogs as well. Humane
societies, 4-H clubs, and
municipal recreation de-
partments are other or-
ganizations that often spon-
sor dog-training programs.

The courses consist of
eight to 12 weekly training
sessions taught by an ex-
perienced trainer. Tuition
is not expensive—$8 to $20
when the course is given by

lead very sheltered, well-
chaperoned lives can pick up these
uninvited guests this time of year.
The little varmints are looking for a
warm place to spend the winter. If
they take up winter residence in the
crannies of your dog’s house or in
floor cracks or baseboards indoors,
getting rid of them can be a major
exterminating job.

Fortunately, there are many quick,
safe pesticides for dogs and for cats.
It’s important that you read the la-
bels when you buy flea sprays, pow-
ders, or shampoos, especially if you
own a cat. Licking himself, a cat can
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think an old throw rug or blanket
will be softer and more comfy, but re-
member, fabrics get damp and hold
moisture. Straw, cedar shavings, or
shredded newspapers will keep him
warm and they have the added advan-
tage of being easy and inexpensive to
replace often.

YOUR DOG’S WARDROBE

If yours is a short-haired dog that
stays indoors most of the time, don’t
feel you’ll make a sissy of him if you
dress him in a sweater for his outdoor
exercise. Puppies, older dogs, and

he attempts to lick them off his feet.
If your pet refuses to wear boots
(try to keep a pair on a cat!), be sure
you wipe the caked snow and slush
from his feet when he comes in.

VISIT YOUR VET

Annual health examinations may
add years to your pet’s life. Regular
checkups are especially important if
your cat or dog is five years or older.
Many problems found in elderly
pets—bad teeth, ear and eye troubles,
heart or kidney disease, and obesity —
can be headed off if you give the
