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edges of Europe. Bits of information were measured by hand-scripted scrolls,
and for many, life was measured by the number of days it took to walk from
the town center. Family, village, religion, and, most particularly, social class
defined personal relationships. The master builders of the time were rhe
instruments of power, often rooted to projects passed between generations.
working together over and over again, teams of builders frequently devel-
oped into families. The migration of a building qpe from one parr of the
world to another required journeyrnen to be called to work on the projects
of great patrons. And the world seemed an inexhaustible resource for the
supremacy of human development.

Much has changed, and yet there is great dependence on many of the
same conditions. Information moves with speed already incomprehensible.
The development of ideas demands an agile posture that frequently moves
outside social class or recognized governance structures. Information and
lessons from one culture move and transform other cultures as never before.
Social stmctures and building t)?es are evolving to meet this new global
imperative. Traditional boundaries seem irrelevant to the flow of ideas. The
role of master builder has evolved to that of the master integrator of the
information and means to the realization of a project. The teams to accom-
plish the work are forming and reforming even as the project progresses-
let alone from one project to another. we now recognize that not only are
the resources of our world exhaustible, but our actions are now directly
reflected in the quality of our environment-and this determines the inter-
actions of nations.

Yet we remain dependent on the patrons of our work. And just as the
master builder understood his work to be the Ianguage of power for the cler-
ic or the governor, today we reflect the aspirarions of global patrons. There
is also the reaction to such power and influence as clerics and priests call us
to greater consciousness, and those committed to greater local determina-
tion question the implicarions of globalization on the lives of individuals
without economic or social influence.

In this new milieu, design professionals must be better educated on the
many ways of the world. They must be intellectually agile to understand that
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professional practice is under constant reconfiguration. And the ethical stan-

dards that guide us demand our attention as we bring together many belief sys-

tems to realize a project. The drive to continuously develop technologies is the

most superficial indicator of the imperative to not only reconfigure profession-

al practice in response to technology and societal change but also to develop

new thought patterns that will inspire new forrns of architectural response.

This is an amazing time for all of the design professions. How we move

into this era will define our importance to future generations. Just as past

generations have come to be recognized by the artifacts they created, so will

we be able to put form to the ideas of our time. This will only be possible if
we navigate through practice bringing dreams to realization . This Almanac is

one chronicle of how we are going about addressing our challenges'

We are grateful to more than 100 organizations that contribute statistics,

Architecture in Global Community
we are struck by the trends that are transforming professional practice world-
wide. Recently the executive board of the Design Futures council held a
meeting at the Architectural Research and Design Institute at Tongji
Universiry in shanghai to review the impact of china's growth on interna-
tional design practices. The sharing of information between East and west
was rich and meaningful.

Thor Kerr of BCI Asia forecasted that china would soon to be the largest
construction economy in the world. we also heard informative presentations
on innovation in materials and form from Zhang Lei, the chief architect at
Atelier zhang Lei and a professor at Nanjing University. Ren Lizhi, the
depury president at Tongji Universiry brought additional design trends
reports developed by Lu Qiu. zhengKe and ZhangJunjie alsojoined us, and
the architectural work of the Xian Dai Design Group, werkhart
International, and others was featured.

several themes ran constant through our sessions: The first centered
around the large-scale environmental impact that global cities will increas-
ingly have. china is undergoing the most massive urbanization in human his-
tory wi*r Shanghai emerging as rhe centerpiece with more than 20 million
people. As china's most cosmopolitan ciry, Shanghai is home to china's
financial center (Lujiazui) and the highest number of foreign corporate
headquarters in the world. Shanghai is a petri dish model of sorrs from which
we can learn from its successes as well as failures.

The meeting's second major theme involved new understandings about
chinese business practices and market conditions and projections about the
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country's effect on the global marketplace. Additionally, there was consider-

able discussion about delivery strategies and the noticeable revolution under-

way, evident in the stream of new producs emerging from the country.

In the end, the group produced 10 recommendations for how architects

and designers worldwide can cooperate to create a better quality of life for

all:

l There should be redoubled efforts, East and West, regarding sharing,

mentoring, and providing the necessary resources to generation X and Y in

order to develop the most talented future leadership in our industry.

Incentives should encourage bright designers, engineers, and contractors

into what will be a new AEC industry-one loaded with opportunities.

2. New leadership strategies should be developed and advocated.

Leadership should voice the importance of design solutions that advance the

global cities of the future. With urban areas under increasing stress, we

should use design and leadership strategies ratcheted up beyond past

attempts.

3. Fast architecture (together with quality enhancements) will require

new models and organizations. Architects and designers should challenge

the traditional paradigms of speed. With speed, quality should not be sacri-

ficed-architects and other DFC leaders should spearhead this understand-

ing more decisively worldwide.

4. The integration of disciplines and processes is unfolding at a rapid

pace. Professional practice and education leaders need to embrace this

change and bring forward new organizational design solutions that over-

come present-day weaknesses.

5. While competitive forces can be positive and bring forward innova-

tion, firm leaders are also encouraged to improve sharing and collaboration

in order to advance new best practices.

6. The preservation of historic structures should be a high priority in

design and real estate development. Cities are being rapidly transformed to

accommodate increasing population levels, and extra care should be taken

regarding heritage sites and preservation opportunities.

7. Green and sustainable design is of critical importance, and leaders are

encouraged to integrate the latest technologies along with design processes.

Tighter anti-pollution rules are encouraged for the built environment in

China, the United States, and worldwide.
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8. one of the most important priorities on a global scare is how design
might better enhance the human condition in cities. This requires question-
ing of such issues as scale, light, stnrcture, cost, and quality.

9. There should be new emphasis given to leadership form and style, not
only content, which includes advancing persuasive leadership skills, rather
than the adversarial nature our industry is known for. This proactive style
should include communiry leadership as well as leadership and innovation in
design and construction.

10. New atrention should be given to rhe quality of communication
between design and industry professionals. communications should be struc-
tured to encourage leaders to learn from each other with a focus on criteria,
processes, and achievements.

15O Years of Design Advocacy
As we put the final pages of this Almanac together, we are also in the midst of
celebrating the American Institute of Architects' l50th anniversary. The
ArA's members have been marking the organization's 150 years of service to
the profession and the nation by working within communities to create a bet-
ter future by design. The AIA is celebrating this milestone with a series of
community-based initiatives through an ambitious program called Blueprint
for America. Thousands of local AIA architects and community partners have

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Women in Architecture Timeline

Currently less than 25 percent of practicing US architects are women, a level
of participation that was traversed by some genuine trailblazers. Once
encouraged to pursue interiors work and stick to the domestic arts, women
architects are now designing landmark buildings, running their own firms,
and assuming leadership positions. The following timeline notes some of the
significant achievements between 1865 and 2005 in women's struggle to
enter the US architectural profession.

I 865 The Massachusetts Institute of
Technology is founded and along
with it the United States' first
architecture program, which is

only open to men.

I 859 Although she has no formal archi-
tectural training, Harriet Irwin
receives a patent for an architectur-
al innovation, a hexagonal house
intended to be more space effrcient
and easier to clean, having elimi-
nated the sharp corners. She will
design and build at least two more
houses in the Charlotte, NC, area.

1875 At the Philadelphia Centennial,
Mary Nolan wins an award for her
Nolanum construction blocks, hol-
low, interlocking bricLs that are
fireproof, pest proof, nonat>
sorbent, and insulating and require
neither paint nor wallpaper.

I 878 Mary L. Page graduates from the
School ofArchitecture at thc
University of Illinois, Urbana-
Charnpaign. She is the first woman
to earn an architecture degree
from an American university.

!880 Margaret Hicks graduates from
Cornell University. Two years prior,
her sketch of a Workman's Cottage
were published in Amtrican Arehitect
and Building Naos.

At age 25, Louise Blanchard ses up
architectural shop in Buffalo, NY,

with Robert Bethune. Seven years

later (now married) Louise
Blanchard Bethune is the first
woman elected to membership in
the American Institute of Architects.
The following year she becomes

the AIA's first female fellow.

l89l Sophia Hayden, who graduated
from the Massachusetts Institute
of Technology the year before,
wins a competition to design the
Woman's Building for the 1893
World's Columbian Exposition in
Chicago. She is selected for the
project by the all-female Board of
Lady Managers, who opened the
competition to women only.

I 894 To date, only eight women in the
United States are known to have
completed four-year programs in
architecture.

After two years of tests and receiv-
ing a degree in civil engineering
from the University of California,
Berkeley,Julia Morgan is accepted
to L'Ecole des Beaux Arts in Paris.
In 1902 at the age of29, she

becomes the first woman to grndu-
ate from this prestigious institurion.
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r 895 Marion Mahony Griffin, a graduate
of the Massachusetts Institute of
Technology and the first woman
licensed to practice architecture in
the state of Illinois, begins working
in Frank Lloyd Wright's Oak Park
office, serving his chief draftsperson

1900 To date, 39 female graduates are

known to have completed formal
four-year architectural training
programs in the United States.

l90l The Fred Harvey Company, a

vendor of hospitality services in
the Southwest, hires teacher and
California School of Design gradu-
ate MaryJane Colter (1869-1958).

A high-school graduate at the age

of 14, she soon becomes the com-
pany's chief architect, a position
she holds until 1948.

r 909 Theodate Pope Riddle designs

Westover School in Middlebury CT.

Cass Gilbert writes that it is "the
most beautifully planned and
designed...girls' school in the
country."

|9r0 In one of the earliest-known female
partnerships, Ida Annah Ryan (MIT
class of 1905) asks Florence
Luscomb (MIT class of 1908) to
join her practice in Waltham, MA.

Half of the architecture programs
in the United States still deny entry
to women.

Anna Wagner Keichline graduates
from Comell University's architec-
ture program and becomes the first
registered woman architect in
Pennsylvania. She will later patent
seven inventions, including K Brick,
a hollow fireproof clay brick that is
a precursor to the modem concrete
block.

l,ois Lilly Howe (MIT class of 1890)

and Eleanor Manning (MIT class of
1906) form Howe & Manning, the
first architecture firm founded by

women in Boston and the second in
the nation. MaryAlmy (MIT class of
1922)joins the firm in 1926. They

specialize in domestic architecture
and champion the cause of urban
and low-income housing.

Henry Atherton Frost, a professor
of architecture at Harvard
University, and landscape architect
Bremer Pond open the Cambridge
School of Architecture and
Landscape Architecture to offer
graduate training for women since

they are denied entry in Hanard's
Graduate School ofDesign due to
the school's male-only policy.

William Randolph Hearst inherits
a quarter million acres in San

Simeon, CA. His alleged conversa-

tion with architectJulia Morgan
begins, "Miss Morgan, we are tired
of camping out in the open at the
ranch in San Simeon, and I would
like to build a little something."
Twenty years latel the Hearst Casde

is done. Between 1919 and 1939,

Morgan uavels to the site via train
more than 550 times for weekend
work sessions.

Elizabeth Martini forms the
Chicago Drafting Club, later the
Women's Architectural Club. The
group organizes displays for the
Woman's World Fairs of 1927 and
1928 and sponsors an International
Exhibition of Women in
Architecture and the Allied Arts
at Chicago's 1933 World's Fair.

Hans form Knoll Associates (now
Iholl Inc.), offering modern
furniture by well-known designers.
During her career, Knoll revolu-
tionizes the look and function of
the American office, winning the
National Medal of Arts in 2002 for
"profoundly influenc Iing] postr
World War II design."

I 948 Architectural fucmd rrns a two-part
article, "A Thousand Women in

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Cradle to Cradle

As opposed to traditional cradle-to-grave production processes where

materials eventually are landfilled or incinerated, Cradle to Cradle (C2C)

is a model of sustainable production in which all waste materials are pro-

ductively reincorporated into new production and use phases, or closed

loops. This eco-effective production method seeks to solve rather than to
merely manage the problems currently created by industry.

The C2C protocol assesses materials used in producs and processes based

on the Intelligent Products System, designed by the German chemist

Michael Braungart and colleagues at the Environmental Protection
Encouragement Agency. Materials are inventoried, evaluated, and placed

in one of four categories-green, yellow, orange, or red-based on human

health and environmental relevance criteria with the eventual goal of opti-

mizing material use by selecting green-category replacements for red-cate-

gory substances as they become available.

Green: Little or no risk. The chemical is acceptable.

Yellow: Low to moderate risk. The chemical is acceptable for use in the

desired application until a green alternative is found.

Orange: No indication of a high-risk chemical. However, a complete

assessment is not possible due to lack of information.

Red: High risk. Red chemicals should be phased out as soon as possible

and include all known or suspected carcinogens, endocrine disruptors,

mutagens, reproductive toxins, and teratogens.

In addition, McDonough Braungart Design Chemistry the prilate sustain-

able product and process design consultancy founded by American archi-
tect William McDonough and Michael Braungart, offers C2C certification
for products, which meet or exceed the C2C protocol.

Sustainable Future is a statement of commitment on behalf of design pro-
fessionals worldwide to "place environmental and social sustainability at the
core of our practice." To promote the realization of the declaration's ideas,

a set of principles (included below) and practices was also composed.

Principles

Principle 1: Individually and collectively
the members of the Architecture
Profession will advise their clients and
assist with the education of the broader
community on the environmental implica-
tions of development trends, strategies.

and design guidelines for sustainable
human settlement that are economically
and environmentally appropriate to their
particular culture and place.

nations, with appropriate mechanism to
protect intellectual property.

Principle 6: In developing ecologically
sustainable building and settlement prac-
tices, all sources of relevant knowledge and
methods, including those of indigenous
people, should be considered.

Principle 7: Architects should promote
healthy and environmentally responsible
living and behavioral patterns and develop
designs and technologies in support of
such lifestyles.

Principle 8: Architects will promote
development strategies and projects which
anticipate the needs and recognize the
rights of present and future generations.
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Principle 9: Architects will, through their
practices, implement the International
Conventions and Agreements for protection
of the rights and well being of the earth and

its peoples; the integriq, and diversity of the

Cultural Heritage, Monuments, and Sites;

and the biodiversity, integrity, and sustain-

ability of the global ecosystem.

SUSTAINABLVGREEN DESIGN

IDSA recognizes the following
ecological principles:

Human society and the biosphere are

interdependent.
Nature can survive without humanity, but
society is dependent on the biosphere for
crucial services. Society's systematic

destruction of the biosphere threatens
nature's health and is capacity to sustain

human society.

Our biosphere requires protection on sev-

eral levels.
Destructive substances from the Earth's
interior must not accumulate in the bios-

phere (toxic metals, CO, from fossil fuels,

etc.). Persistent synthetic substances must
not be allowed to accumulate in the bios-

phere (PCBs, CFCs, radioactive isotopes,

and so forth). The Earth's major habitats,
productive natural cycles, and biological
diversity must not be destroyed.

Meeting society's basic needs and reducing
consumption is necessary,

Enabling people in less industrialized soci
eties to meet their basic needs is required
to slow population growth and to protect
habitas. Fair and efficient use of resources

can enable all people access to water, food,
shelter, basic healthcare, and education.
Environmentally friendly technologies can

be developed to both meet basic needs in
all societies and to reduce resource con-
sumption in more industrialized societies.

IDSA recommends the following
ecodesign practices:

Use ecodesign strategies appropriate to
the product:
o Reduce overall material content and

increase the percentage of recycled
material in products.

o Reduce energy consumption ofprod-
ucts that use energy.

. Speci! sustainably grown materials
when using wood or agricultural materi-

als.
. Design disposable products or products

that wear out to be more durable and
precious.

. Eliminate unused or unnecessary prod-
uct features.
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o Design continuously transported prod-
ucts for minimal weight.

. Design for fast, economical disassembly

of major components prior to recycling
. Design producs so that toxic compo-

nents (electronics, etc.) are easily

removed prior to recycling.

Perform a comprehensive environmental
assessment:
o Consider all of the ecological impacts

from all of the components in the prod-
uct over its entire life cycle, including
extraction of materials from nature, con-
version of materials into producs, prod-
uct use, disposal or recycling, and trans-
port betlYeen these phases.

o Consider all ecological impacts, includ-
ing global warming, acid rain, smog,

habitat damage, human toxicity, water
pollution, cancer causing potential,
ozone layer depletion, and resource
depletion.

. Strive to reduce the largest ecological
impacs.

r Conduct a life<ycle impact assessment to
comprehensively identi! opportunities
for improving ecological performance.

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Guidelines for Architectural Historians
Testifying on the Historical Significance
of Properties

DESIGN & HISTORIC PRESERVATION

Guidelines
Architectural historians engage in research
into, and the dissemination of knowledge
about, the evolution ofthe art and craft of
architecture and its place in the history of
civilization. The knowledge which they per-
petuate, acquire, and spread is central to
understanding human grorth, for the
buildings of any age reflect not only the
visions oftheir designers and cliens, but
also the ralues of their era. Architectural
historians have a special responsibility to the
past, for theirjudgments as to the r.alue of
is artifacts often figure large in public and
prilate decisions about what to preserve and
what to destroy. That which is preserved

nurtures the culture whose past it repre-
sens. That which is destroyed is lost forever.

Thus, the architectural historian has an
awesome burden when called upon to
speak to the value of a building, group of
buildings, and other components of the
man-made environment. It is essential to
the integrity of the discipline that the
architectural historian's testimony be based
on sound scholarship, be an honest
appraisal of all the pertinent circum-
stances, and be given with due regard for
the gravity of its consequences.

Architectural historians testi$ing on the
significance of historic properties before a
duly constituted review board, commission,
council, legislative committee, or court of
law should:
o Make objective and tmthful statements

and eschew dissemination of untrue,

unfair, or exaggerated statements
regarding the significance of any prop
erty or properties;

o Assess the significance ofthe property
or properties in question according to
applicable local, state, and,/or federal
criteria;

. Express their professional opinion only
when it is founded upon adequate
knowledge of the facts, upon expertise
in pertinent areas ofscholarship, and
upon honest conviction;

. State specifically the circumstances
under which they are presenting testi-

mony, including whether they are tak-

ing, or at any time have taken, a fee for
work related to the case in question; and

o Issue no statements on behalf of inter-
ested parties unless they indicate on
whose behalf those statements are being
made, the nature of any compensation
related to the case, and any personal
interest in the property or properties in
question or in property which would be

affected by the disposition of the prop
erty or properties in question.

Credentials
An individual who intends to testi$ as an
expert on matters pertaining to architec-
tural history before a duly constituted
review board, commission, council, legisla-

tive committee, or court of law must have a

demonstrated record of achievement in
that discipline.

A full set of credentials applicable,

The following guidelines were adopted by the Society of Architectural
Historians in 1986 to enhance professional standards in the preservation
review process. In developing the guidelines, the SAH established a frame-
work of acceptable conduct for those testi$ing as members of the disci-

pline. The document was intended for wide circulation, to be used by the
staffs and members of review bodies at the state and local levels and by all
others concerned with the integrity of the review process.
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directly and indirecdy, to the case should be

presented in writing for the public record.

As credentials, it is appropriate to cite

institutions attended, degrees earned,

research conducted, scholarly work put>

lished, pertinent consulting projects com-

pleted or in progress, and past and present

employment. Professional afftliations,

offices, committees, and similar forms of
service related to the discipline may be

included, but it must be made explicit that
all testimony presented reflecs solely that
individual's opinion unless he or she has

been duly authorized by an organization.

agency, or firm to speak on its behalf.
All parties involved in a given case

should understand that architectural histo-

rians are not certified, registered, or
licensed according to a uniform set ofstan-
dards comparable to those employed in
professions such as law, medicine, or archi-

tecture. Moreover, it should be understood
that no one forn of academic program is

acknowledged to be the sole means by

which an individual can become an archi-

tectural historian. Advanced degrees in art
and architectural history form the primary
bases for entering the discipline; neverthe-

less, comparable preparation in other frelds

such as American history American stud-

ies, geography, archaeology, and folklife
also may provide expertise in msessing

aspects of the built environment in their
historic context. Furthernore, architects,
landscape architects, and others practicing
in professional design and planning frelds

may have expertise in facets of architectur-
al history. Finally, it is possible for a person

to acquire such expertise with little or no

formal education in the field.
From a legal standpoint, expert testimo-

ny must be based on specialized knowledge

of a particular subject, surpassing that
which might be acquired by the average,

well-inforrned lalperson. Therefore, in all

the above cases, a dernonstrated record of

achievement related to the historical sub-

jecs in question, rather than training or
professional practice per se, should be con-

sidered the essential basis for one's qualifi-
cations to testi$ as an expert on matters

pertaining to architectural history in a given

case. Moreover, sirnply having an interest in
old buildings or being involved with efforts

to preserve them should not be considered

an adequate basis for such testimony.

In presenting qualifications, architectural
historians should be specific in enumerat-

ing their areas ofexpertise with respect to

the case. Working in architectural history
or eve n in the sphere of North American

architecture, does not always render an

individual fully qualified to address all perti-
nent topical areas with authority. For exam-

ple, a scholar of l8th-century North
American architecture may not necessarily

be well equipped to assess the significance

of properties dating from later periods.

Moreover, it is doubtful whether someone

who knows litde or nothing about the archi-

tecture ofa given locale is in a good pos!
tion to assess the local significance of a

property or properties in that place.

Flesearch
A foremost responsibility of an architectur-
al historian intending to testiry on the sig-

nificance of a property or properties is to

familiarize himse H or herself with that work
to the fullest extent possible. Under all cir-

cumstances, this effort should include
onsite study. Interiors also should be exam-

ined whenever feasible and must be scruti-

nized when all or a portion of them are

being considered in the case.

Furthermore, the architectural historian
intending to testiry should gain familiarity
with as much additional information as

possible concerning the property or ProP
erties. Of at least equal importance is

knowledge of the context within which the

property's significance may be evaluated.
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Such contextual frameworks include, but
are not necessarily limited to: other work of
the period(s), type(s), and designer(s)
involved; work employing similar materials,
construction techniques, or sptems; work
commissioned by the same or comparable
clients, occupied by the same or compara-
ble clients, or occupied by the same or
analogous groups; and the physical setting
in both its historic and current dimensions.
In cases involving one or more properties
within a designated historic district, or a

precinct that has the potential to become a
historic district, the full nature of the con-
tribution of the property or properties to
that district should be carefully considered.

In some instances, the necessary research
may already have been conducted for a

case. The architectural historian intending
to testi$r then has the responsibility to
examine this material carefully, making sure
that it is complete and accurate prior to
preparing his or her scholarly evaluation. In
other instances, additional research may be
needed, and the architectural historian
intending to testiS either should undertake
this work or wait until it is completed by
another responsible party before preparing
an assessment. whenever possible, architec-
tural historians intending to testi$z should
also seek consultation from colleagues
knom for their research in specialized sutr
ject areas pertinent to the case.

It should be realized that many such sut>
ject areas have received little or no scholar-
ly attention and that the absence of this
research should not necessarily preclude
responsible efforts to save significant prop
erties. It further should be recognized that
many cases cannot be researched in a
definitive manner when such an undertak-
ing would require far more time than can
be allocated even under favorable circum-
stances. Nevertheless, in all cases, an archi-
tectural historian intending to testi$r
should exercise his or her best professional
judgment in determining whether ade-
quate information is alailable and deter-

mining that no available information is

being concealed from consideration.
Moreover, the architectural historian

offering testimony should be explicit
regarding the degree to which his or her
statements are based on his or her own
research or on the work of others. Under
no circumstances should an architectural
historian convey the impression that an
assessment is his or her own when it has in
fact been wholly or substantially prepared
by another party.

Criteria for Evaluation
Architectural historians intending to testi$,
should be thoroughly familiar with applica-
ble local, state, and federal criteria for eval-
uation and gain a full understanding of the
issues relating to significance that the testi-
mony is intended to resolve. The criteria
for the National Register of Historic Places
and for most, if not all, local landmark and
historic district ordinances speci$z that
properties may be designated on the basis
of local significance as well as by virtue of
their significance to a state or the nation.

Howevet the concept of local signifi-
cance is often ignored or distorted in testi-
mony and thus deser-ves special considera-
tion here. A given work may not rank
among the finest designed by a distin-
guished architect, for example, but this
does not necessarily undermine its signifi-
cance for the locality in question. Similarly,
comparative analysis of examples of a
building type in different geographic
regions does not necessarily provide insight
on the local significance of examples in any
one of those regions.

Furthermore, local significance should
not be interpreted as meaning only the ear-
liest, oldest surviving, best, or most unusual
examples unless the applicable criteria for
evaluation so state. The objective ofnation-
al preservation legislation and most local
ordinances is to foster a comprehensive
plan for protecting historic properties.
Indeed, significance often may be fully
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understood only after it is studied in rela-

tion to the local context. Failure to assess a

property's or properties' significance in any

of the above ways will undermine the credi-

bility of the testimony and run counter to

the intent of the national historic preserva-

tion program.

Fees
Taking a fee for testimony is legal under
most circumstances and should not, in
itself, be construed as diminishing the

value of testimony. At the same time, an

architectural historian who even uninten-
tionally conveys the impression that his or
her testimony is in any way affected by

monetary compensation or personal rea-

sons contrary to those of sound scholarship

blemishes both preservation efforts and the

discipline's integrity. Indeed, the entire
basis for scholarship, along with is public
reputation, rests on its independence.

Therefore, architectural historians

should make every reasonable effort to
demonstrate that their testimony is motivat-

ed solely by honest conviction, understand-

ing of all relelant material, and scholarly

expertise. In every instance, architectural
historians testi$ing should state explicitly
whether they are taking a fee for that testi-

mony; whether they are taking, or at any

time have taken, a fee for work related to

the case; and the source or sources for
same fees. They should further explicitly
state all the circumstances under which
they are presenting testimony in that case.

In contractual agreements, which will, or
may at some later date, include testimony,

that agreement should stipulate drat the
underlying aim of the architectural histori-
an's work is to arrive at an objective evalua-

tion of the significance of the property or
properties in question. The contracted fee

should be structured according to the
nature of the work undertaken for research,

analysis, and preparation of findings in a

report or other appropriate form and not
according to the real or potential monetary
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value of the property or properties in ques-

tion. Under some circumstances, it may be

prudent to perform such work incremental-

ly; that is, prepare preliminary findings,
and, should the contracting parties so

agree, then proceed with an indepth study.

The contractual agreement should

specifically preclude the contractor's later
excerpting portions of the study in a man-

ner that distorts the overall findings of that
study. Furthermore, architectural historians

should never agree "for monetary compen-

sation or otherwise" to prepare a study that
merely makes an argument pro or con

without weighing all pertinent information
and performing a full scholarly assessment.

No uniform set of standards should be

established for such studies any more than

for other forms ofscholarly endeavor.

Architectural historians should be guided
by the same standards that are considered

exemplary for other work in their disci-

pline. A study too quickly prepared, lacking
careful consideration of all aspects con-

tributing to complete historical analysis,

should be viewed as a serious breach of
personal and professional integrity.

Summary
Architectural historians should regard testi-

mony as a public service and as a construc-

tive means of advocating the retention of
signifrcant components of the man-made

environment in accordance with applicable
local, state, and federal laws. All work done

to prepare for testimony, as well as the testi-

mony itself, also should reflect high schol-

arly standards and should not suggest per-

sonal gain of any sort acquired at the

expense of these objectives.

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Historic Preservation Timeline

Evolving from isolated, private initiatives to a full-scale national movement,

the history of preservation in the United States is comprised of grassroots

efforts, landmark court cases, and numerous laws and economic incen-

tives. This timeline marks some of those moments as the heroic efforts of
pioneers have led to an organized and mature movement. Today, even the

concept of endangered places has broadened to include not only historic

buildings but entire neighborhoods, landscapes, and vernacular buildings.

l79l The Massachusetts Historical
Society is established to collect
and preserve resources for the

study of American history.

l8l2 The first national historical organiza-

tion, the American Antiquarian

Society, is founded in Worcester, MA

l8 t6 Considered an early act of preser-

vation, Philadelphia purchases

the 1732 Independence Hall
(Philadelphia State House) to
rescue it from demolition.

1850 The NewYork legislature purchases

the Hasbrouck House (1750),

George Washington's headquarters

in Newburgh, and opens it to the

public as a historic house museum.

Secretary of the lnterior's Standards
for Rehabilitation

The Secretary of the Interior's Standards for Rehabilitation were devel-

oped to help protect the nation's irreplaceable cultural resources by pro-

moting consistent preservation practices. They offer guidance on preserv-

ing the distinctive character of historic buildings and their sites while

accommodating reasonable changes to meet new needs and uses. In order

to be eligible for the 20 percent rehabilitation tax credit, projects must fol-

low these guidelines.

DESIGN & HISTORIC PRESERVATION

A property shall be used for its historic
purpose or be placed in a new use that
requires minimal change to the defining
characteristics of the building and its
site and environment.

2. The historic character of a property shall

be retained and preserved. The remolal
of historic materials or alteration of fea-

tures and spaces that characterize a prop
erty shall be avoided.

3. Each property shall be recognized as a

phpical record of is time, place, and
use. Changes that create a false sense of
historical development, such as adding
conjectural features or architectural
elements from other buildings, shall
not be undertaken.

4. Most properties change over time;
those changes that have acquired his-

toric significance in their own right
shall be retained and preserved.

5. Distinctive features, finishes, and con-
struction techniques or examples of
craftsmanship that characterize a his-

toric property shall be preserved.

6. Deteriorated historic features shall be

repaired rather than replaced. Where
the severity of deterioration requires
replacement of a distinctive feature,
the new feature shall match the old in
design, color, texture, and other visual

qualities and, where possible, materials.

Replacement of missing features shall

be substantiated by documentary physi-

cal, or pictorial evidence.

7. Chemical or physical treatrnents, such

as sandblasting, that cause damage to
historic materials shall not be used. The
surface cleaning of structures, if appro-

priate, shall be undertaken using the

gentlest means possible.

8. Significantarcheological resources

affected bv a project shall be protected
and preserved. Ifsuch resources must

be disturbed, mitigation measures shall
be undertaken.

9. New additions, exterior alterations, or
related new construction shall not
destroy historic materials that charac-
terize the property. The new work shall
be differentiated from the old and shall
be compatible with the massing, size.

scale, and architectural features to pro
tect the historic integrity of the proper-
ty and its environment.

10. New additions and adjacent or related

new constn-rction shall be undertaken in
such a manner that if removed in the

future, the essential form and integrity of
the historic property and its environment
would be unimpaired.

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Laurie Baker, 90
Laurie Baker, a British-born architect who spent his career in India building

homes for the pooq died April l, 2007. A meeting with Gandhi while passing

through India during World War II inspired Baker, raised a Quaker, to later

return to the country and apply his skills to help those less fortunate. A citi-

zen of India since 1988, Baker's environmentally friendly structures utilized

traditional Indian building methods. He rarely used steel or concrete, prefer-

ring locally availably materials, such as mud, brick, stone, terracotta tile, and

coconut thatch. In addition to more than 2,000 houses, Baker designed edu-

cational, healthcare, industrial, and religious structures. In 1985 he co-

founded the Centre of Science and Technology for Rural Development, a

non-profit group that has built homes for more than 10,000 poor families.

Peter Blake, 86
Peter Blake, a German 6migr6 who went on to become an architect, editor

and author, museum curator, and a friend to many of the great minds in

Modern art and architecture, died December 5, 2006. Born PeterJost Blach,

he fled with his family to England during Hitler's rise to power' He eventual-

ly moved to the United States, served as an Army intelligence officer,

changed his name to Blake, and studied architecture at the University of

Pennsylvania. During this period he formed friendships with some of the

prominent names in art and architecture, includingJackson Pollack, Charles

Eames, and Louis Kahn, who he briefly worked for. Blake was curator of

architecture and design at the Museum of Modern Art from 1948 to 1950,

then edited Architectural Forum until the magazine's demise in 1972. He

founded his own journal, Architecture Plus, which was published until 1975.

Blake then moved into academia, chairing the architecture departments at

the Boston Architectural Center, 1975-79, and Catholic University. All the

while he also practiced. His best-known projects are modernist homes on

Long Island, some designed withJulian Neski, as well as a never-built muse-

um forJackson Pollack called the Ideal Museum. Blake authored numerous

books, including a monograph on Marcel Breuer, The Master Buildns: Le

Cmbusiet; Mies aan der Rohe, Frank Llnyd Wright, Form Follous Fiasco: ll4ty Modern

Architecture Hasn't Worked; and his 1993 memoir, No Place Like Utopia: Modern

Architecture and the Company We Kept.

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Richard L. Blinder, Tl
Richard Blinder, a founding partner of the NewYork firm Beyer Blinder Belle,

died September 7, 2006. Best known for historic preservation work, such as

the Ellis Island Immigration Museum and the renovation of Grand Central

Station, the firm was also responsible for many new design projects. With a

passion for museum and theater projects, Blinder took the lead on such proj-

ects as the Rubin Museum of Art in Chelsea, Manhattan, and the Ford Center

for the Performing Arts (now Hilton Theater) in Times Square' A 1960 grad-

uate of the Hanard Graduate School of Design, Blinder started the firm with

John Belle andJohn H. Beyer in 1968, and all had been working at the time

in the NewYork office of Victor Gruen. Inspired byJaneJacobs' preservation

work and a new interest in New York's historic architecture, the firm devel-

oped a niche in preservation work. Some of Blinder's other projects with the

firm included the renovation of a building for the Japan Society, the Center

forJewish History and the Henry Luce III Center for the Study of American

Culture at the NewYork Historical Society, all in Manhattan. A 1979 inductee

into the American Institute of Architects College of Fellows, he founded the

James Martston Finch Charitable Tiust to support historic presenation proj-

ects. Beyer Blinder Belle won the national AIA Firm Award in 1995.

Golin Boyne, 85
British architecture critic Colin Boyne died September 28, 2006. Famous for

his rigorous interest in social architecture, the utopian ideas of modernism,

wise planning, and, later, environmental design, Boyne's writing initiated dis-

course and influenced designers in England and the British Isles for many

years. Hejoined the staffof the Architects'Jou.rnalinl9{7 and served as the mag-

azine's editor from 1953 to 1970. After leaving the publication, Boyne became

chairman of the Architectural Press' editorial board, which controlled

Architccts'Journaland its sister publication Architectural Ratizto, unttl1982. Boyne

was named a fellow of the Royal Institute of British Architects in 1977.

Giulio Castelli, 86
Giulio Castelli, a chemical engineer who founded the Italian design firm
Kartell with his wife Anna Castelli Ferrieri in 1949, died October 6, 2006.

Famous for its expansive line of mostly high-end plastic furniture and house-

wares from marquee designers such as Phillipe Starck, Ron Arad, Ettore

Sottsass, andJoe Columbo, Kartell was originally a manufacturer of car acces-

sories. Studying under Nobel Prize-winning chemist Giulio Natta, Castelli
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expanded pol)ryner research into industrial products and was a leading force
in reducing the cosr of plastics. castelli was also a founder of the Italian
Association for Industrial Design and helped organize the compasso d'oro
award, which promotes Italian design worldwide. castelli opened the Kartell
Museum in Milan in 2000, and, at the time of his death, was working on a

book about Italian design entrepreneurs.

Giorgio Gavaglieri, 95
Giorgio cavaglieri, a New York city architect and preservation pioneer, died
May 15, 2007. An Italian Jew, born in Venice, who designed airfields for
Mussolini before fleeing to the United States, cavaglieri helped define New
York city's preservation movement. He founded his own firm in Newyork in
the early 1950s. An advocate of adaptive reuse as opposed to slavish re{re-
ations, cavaglieri's projects generated both extreme praise and criticism. His
most notable project was the transformation of theJefferson Market Library
in Greenwich village in the mid-1960s, a project often credited as the first
successful preservation initiative in NewYork City following the failed efforts
to save Penn station. cavaglieri was also a leader in the battle to save Grand
central Station. To celebrate his achievements, the New york Landmarks
conservancy presented cavaglieri with the Lucy G. Moses preservation

Leadership Award in 2002.

Gregory Clement lll, 56
Kohn Pedersen Fox Associates managing partner Gregory Clement died
April 11, 2007. Clement joined the firm in 1984, after working at I.M. pei &
Partners, and became managing partner in 1993. He oversaw several of the
firm's most important projects during his tenure there, including the Rodin
Museum and the New Songdo City Master Plan, both in South Korea, and the
renovation of the Museum of Modern Art in New york, with yoshio

Thniguchi. clement was named a fellow of the American Institute of
Architects in 2005.

Eli W. Cohen, 80
Chicago structural engineer Eli Cohen died May 2,2007. His lengthy career
included work for some of the premier architects of the day, PhilipJohnson,
Helmut Jahn, Thdao Ando, Cesar Pelli, Ricardo Bofill, and design innova-
tions that allowed for more creative and efficient construction methods for
tall buildings. Cohen integrated construction techniques used for power
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plant cooling towers, which he learned early in his career, into high-rise

buildings, cenrralizing functionality within a concrete core. This allowed

large, column-free spans on the exterior and room for greater architectural

expression. After fighting for the independence of Israel in the late 1940s,

Cohen came to the United States and graduated from the University of

Illinois at urbana-champaign. He joined the chicago firm Paul Rogers

Associates, becoming partner in 1965, and then became a partner at cohen-

Barreto-Marchertas, which merged with the Thornton-Tomasetti Group in

1993. Between 1969 and. 1973, CBM provided the structural engineering on

more than 350 projects, including 70 high-rise buildings'

George Edson Danforth, 90
George Danforth, a former student of Mies van der Rohe's and his successor

as head of the School of Architecture at the Illinois Institute of Technology,

diedJune 5,2007.Danforth began his studies under Mies at the then Armour

Institute in 1936, when he was 17. He earned his bachelor's degree in 1940

and a graduate degree in 1943. From 1939 to 1944, Danforth was a draftsman

in Mies' office, and from 1941 to 1953 he taught at IIT. He subsequently

taught at Western Reserve University (now part of Case Western Reserve

University) in Cleveland, OH. When he left IIT in 1959, Mies van der Rohe

suggested Danforth as his replacement, and his former student served as the

architecture school's director until 1975. Danforth also practiced architec-

rure from 1949 to 1980. He was elected to the American Institute of

Architects' College of Fellows in 1967.

Marian Despres, 97
Marian Despres, a founder of the Chicago Architecture Foundation and a

leading preservationist in that city, diedJantary 4,2007' The wife of former

chicago Alderman Leon Despres and daughter of architect Alfred S.

Alschuler, Despres had a working knowledge of both politics and architec-

ture. She earned a PhD in psychology from the University of chicago and

taught until her children were young. As they got older, she began pursuing

her interest in architecture, helping to save Henry Hobson Richardson's

Glessner House and to found the Chicago Alchitecture Foundation, which

bought and restored the historic stmcture. Her many other efforts included

protests to stop the expansion of Lakeshore Drive throughJackson Park and

prevent the demolition of Louis Sullivan's Garrick Theater and old Chicago

Stock Exchange. Despres developed the first docent training course for the
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cAF's tour guides; today there are more than 4b0 active docents leading 50
different city tours. Despres arso served on the chicago Landmarks
Commission from 1985 to 2000.

Norman Kemmerer Dorf, 6g
Norman Dorf, an architect and educator who dedicated his career to help-
ing students pass the Architectural Registration Exam, diedJune 2g,2007.
Dorf spent 16 years on the ARE committee of the National council of
Architectural Registration Boards, creating and. grading exams and author-
ing study guides' He wrote the study guide sorutions, prepared a home study
course for students, and traveled around the country lecturing and teaching
exam candidates. As chair of the NCARB Research and Development
committee, Dorf led the design of the new computerized test. He also served
two years on the NCARB Board of Directors. Following graduation from the
Massachusetts Institute of rechnology in 1963, Dorfjoined Marcel Breuer,s
practice, working on the whitney Museum in New york and the Abbey
church for St.John's university in collegeville, MN. He then joined Davis,
Brody & Associates where he was the project manager for the 1gg2 restora-
tion of the NewYork Public Library and the Hoyt Biochemical sciences Lab
at Princeton University.

James W. Elmore, 89
James Elmore, the founding dean of the co[ege of Architecture at Arizona
State University, died April 19, 200?. Following service in the Army corps of
Engineers during world war II, he received a master's degree in architecture
from columbia University. In rg4g Ermore moved to phoenix, opening a
practice and teaching at Arizona srate coltege in Tempe. There he helped
organize the university's architecture and landscape architecture program.
He was also instrumental in the realization of the Rio Salado project, a
restoration of over 30 miles of river corridor in phoenix. Elmore was involved
in transportation issues for the area, as well as championing light rail, solar
energy, and sustainability initiatives. He was a found.ing member of the envi-
ronmental group valley Forward. Elmore was elected to the American
Institute of Architects' College of Fellows in 1966.

Avery C. Faulkner, ZB
Avery Faulkner, a washington, DC-based architect responsible for buildings
at George washington University, the Smithsonian Institution, American
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Universiry and the National Zoo, died February 21,2007. The son and

nephew of renowned architects Waldron and Winthrop Faulkner, respective-

ly, the younger Faulkner received bachelor's and master's degrees in archi-

tecture from Yale University. He was a winner of the Rome Prize but declined

it to accept the Yale Tiaveling Fellowship. He worked for the firm Faulkner,

Kingsbury and Stenhouse before becoming senior partner of Faulkner, Fryer

and Vanderpool architects in 1968. Faulkner was elected to the American

Institute of Architecs' College of Fellows in 1980 and was appointed by

President Ronald Reagan to the Advisory Council on Historic Preservation in

1987. In addition to numerous AIA awards, he received a GSA Biennial

Design Award for his 1971 lion and tiger exhibit at the National Zoo.

Alan Fletcher, 75
Renowned British graphic designer and a founder of Pentagram, Alan

Fletcher died September 21, 2006. Described by the Natt Ymh Timesas a "pow-

erhouse of contemporary British business and cultural graphic design," his

client list included Reuters, Olivetti, Pirelli, Cunard, the Victoria and Albert

Museum, and Lloyds of London. ln 1972 he cofounded Pentagram, a pio-

neering multidisciplinary design firm, with Colin Forbes, Theo Crosby,

Kenneth Grange, and MervlTr Kurlansky' (Previously, Fletcher and Forbes

had partnered with Bob Gill in the firm Fletcher/Forbes/Gill.) Pentagram

became famous for branding and book and logo desigu though by 1991

Fletcher chose to leave the company to focus on small, engaging projects. He

became creative director of Phaidon in 1994, designing numerous books,

including his own 2001 book The Art of Looking Sid,euays. In November 2006

the publisher posthumously issued Alan Fletcher: Picturing U Poeting. That

same month, London's Design Museum, the institution to which Fletcher

donated his archive, presented the first retrospective of his work.

Norman C. Fletcher, 89
Norman Fletcher, a co-founder with Walter Gropius and six other architects,

of The Architects Collaborative, died May 31, 2007. A graduate of Yale

Universiry Fletcher worked briefly for Skidmore, Owings & Merrill and then

Saarinen, Swanson & Associates before establishing TAC in Boston in 1945.

For 60 years, the f,trm operated an egalitarian practice, with each partner

receiving the same compensation. Fletcher directed many projects for the

firm, including buitdings for Harvard and Clark universities; many schools in

New England; offices for IBM; a planned community for 60,000 in Redwood
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ciry, cA; and the Sterling and Francine clark Art Institute in williamstown,
MA, with Pietro Belluschi. However, Flercher's favorite project was the lg72
headquarters for the American Institute of Architecs in washington, DC. In
1964 TAC was the second firm to receive the American Institute of
Architects' Firm Award, the highest honor bestowed on a firm. Fletcher was
also a fellow of the AIA.

Sheldon Fox, 76
Kohn Pedersen Fox Associates co-founder Sheldon Fox died December 16,
2006. The NewYork-based firm was founded in 1976 and has since won more
than 200 awards for its urban projects worldwide. After many years with Kahn
&Jacobs, Architects, Foxjoined the firm ofJohn carr warnecke & Associates
in 1972 as a senior vice president. There he met A. Eugene Kohn and william
Pedersen. Later the three launched their own firm, Kohn pedersen Fox, with
Kohn acting as marketing principal, Pederson as design principar, and Fox as

managing principal. The firm's many outstanding projects include the world
Bank headquarters in washington, DC; 333 west wacker Drive in chicago;
Proctor & Gamble's cincinnati headquarters, and a group of six buildings on
New York's west side for ABC television. Fox was a fellow of the American
Institute of Architects and the Architectural League of New york.

Thomas D. Galloway,6Z
Thomas Galloway, dean of the college of Architecture at the Georgia
Institute of rechnology, died March ll, 2007 . He is credited with enhancing
the program through outreach to alumni, the Atlanta community, and inter-
national institutions, as well as developing new research initiatives and pro-
grams of study. Galloway joined Georgia Tech in 1992 from Iowa State
University, where he was the dean of the college of Design. During his tenure
at Georgia Tech, he forged study-abroad partnerships with universities in
France and china and worked to develop a co[ege of Engineering and
Design with the University of Abu Dhabi in the united Arab Emirates. Two
endowed chairs were created under him: the Harry west chair for euality
Growth and Regional Developmenr and the Thomas w. ventulett III
Distinguished chair in Architectural Design. Galroway earned his master's
and PhD in urban planning from the University of washington. He was also
a senior fellow of the Design Futures Council.
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Richard Giegengack, 65
Washington, DC, architect Richard Giegengack diedJanuary 11, 2007. He

joined Skidmore, Owings & Merrill's DC office in 1973 and later worked in

the firm's NewYork and London ofhces before openning his own DC firm in

1993. During his career with SOM, Giegengack worked on the 1976 bicenten-

nial master plan for the Mall and Constitution Gardens and the Northeast

Corridor Improvement Project, which included the restoration of eight

National Historic Landmark railroad stations between Boston and

Washington. He designed a new railroad station for Providence, RI, and was

instrumental in planning the renovation of Washington's Union Station.

Since 1994 he had become engaged in working on the restoration and

preservation of Camp Topridge in New York's Adirondacks, a 1O5-acre com-

pound with 40 buildings once owned by Marjorie Merriweather Post.

Giegengack earned his architecture degree from Yale University.

Ludwig Glaeser, 76
Ludwig Glaeser, a Mies van der Rohe expert and the first curator of his

archive at the Museum of Modern Art, died September 27,2006. Raised and

educated in Germany, Glaeser moved to NewYork in 1963 to join MoMA's

Department of Architecture and Design as an associate curator. In 1968, Mies

van der Rohe gave the museum all the surviving documents, nearly 20,000

items, from his Berlin office, and Glaeser was appointed the archive's first

curator. He held this position until 1980 when he departed to become the

first director of the new Canadian Centre for Architecture in Montreal. In

addition to numerous articles and papers, Glaeser wrote several books about

Mies, including Mies uan d,er Rohe: Drawings in the Collcction of the Muszum of

Modnn Art and, Ludwig Mies aan der Rohe: Fumiture and Furniture Designs from
the Design Collmtion and the Mies aan der Rohe Archiae.

Gerrard Wendell Haworth, 95
The founder and chairman of Michigan-based Haworth, Inc., a leading

American manufacturer of office environments, Gerrard Haworth died

October 25,2007. He began the company in 1948 working from his garage;

Haworth would grow to become a $1.4 billion corporation and one of the

400 largest private US companies, according to Forbes magazine. The compa-

ny is credited with revolutionizing the office furniture industry with the

invention of the pre-wired of{ice furniture panel. The University of Michigan

honored Haworth as the 1993 Entrepreneur of the Year. He also received
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western Michigan University's Distinguished Alumni Award in 1986 and was

awarded a honorary doctorate from the Kendall college of Art and Design
in 1987. In 1989 the Haworth family gave $5 million to western Michigan
Universiry and in appreciation, the school named its business school the
Haworth College of Business.

Ray Hebert, 86
Former Los Angelzs Times reporter Ray Hebert died April 20, 2007. Herbert
was one of the firstjournalists in the country to cover city and regional plan-
ning. He wrote about water issues, sprawl, and traffic problems from 1960
until his re[irement in 1988. His 1965 series on traffic congestion "Are we
Losing Our Mobility?" seems especially prescient today. Hebert.ioined the
staff of the l,z{ Timts in 1951, following work for United Press International.

Margaret Helfand, 59
Margaret Helfand, a Manhattan-based architect and planner, died June 20,

2007. Helfand had operated her own firm, Helfand Architects, since 1981

and was known for her use of natural materials and modernist forms and the
integration of her buildings into the landscape. Among Helfand's notewor-
thy projects were the United Science center at swarthmore college (with
Einhorn Yaffee Prescott) in Pennsylvania; the Automated rrading Desk office
complex in Mount Pleasant, SC (with McKellar & Associates); the New york

and Chicago headquarters for Timz Out magazine; the NYU Stern School of
Business; and the Friends Seminary School in Manhattan. Helfand become a
fellow of the American Institute of Architects in 1998 and served as president
of the AIA's New York chapter in 2001. Following the destruction of the
World Trade Centeq she chaired NewYork NewVisions, an advisory group to
governmental agencies on design and planning guidelines for the redevelop-
ment of Lower Manhattan.

Jules Hofton, 87
A-rchitectural lighting design pioneerJules Horron died February 23,2007. rn
1968 Horton founded Jules G. Horton Lighting Design, now Horron Lees
Brogden Lighting Design. Renowned for innovarions in lighting design for sig-

nage, streets, and architectural applications, Horton took equipment used in
other applications and applied it ro lighting design. His projects included the
Dallas/Fort worth International Airport, Jeddah Internarional Airport, the
University of Petroleum and Minerals in Saudi Arabia, and rour de credit
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Lyonais in Lyon, France. Horton was honored posthumously at the IALD

(International Association of Lighting Designers) Awards Dinner in May 2007.

Richard H. Howland, 96
Leading US architectural historian and preservationist Richard Howland

died October 24,2006. Following service with the Office of Strategic Service

identifring areas of high cultural value in Europe during World War II,
Howland earned his doctorate in classical archeology from Johns Hopkins

University. He remained on the faculty at the university and became chair of
its new Department of Art History which he helped organize in 1947. While

in Baltimore, he researched the city's l9th-century architecture and co-

authored, with Eleanor Patterson Spencer, the 1953 The Architecture of

Baltimore. He left Baltimore to head the National Tiust, from 1956 to 1960,

and then joined the Smithsonian Institution's Department of Civil History

first as head curator, then chairman. Smithsonian secretary Dillon Ripley

tapped Howland to serve as his special assistant in 1968, a position he held

until his retirement in 1985. Howland was also a co-foundeq and later vice

president, of the Society of Architectural Historians and a founding member

of the International Council on Monuments and Sites. During his career, he

served as a trustee of the Athenaeum in Philadelphia, National Building

Museum, and Victorian Society in America, of which he was later is presi-

dent. He was also a member of the US Park Service's consulting committee

for National Historic Landmarks and served on the Mount Vernon advisory

committee. His work to support the British National Trust resulted in the

award of the Order of the British Empire by Queen Elizabeth in 1991.

Sam Huddleston, 92
Nationally noted landscape architect and regional planner Sam Huddleston

diedJanuary 5,2007. His firm, Sam L. Huddleston and Associates, was in

business for 35 years. He believed in using native plants and that people

should adapt their lifestyles to be in harmony with the environment. In 1975,

he co-authored the book, with Michael Hussey, Grow Natiae: Landscaping uith

Natiue and Apt Plants of the Rochy Mountains, which predated widespread inter-

est in xeriscaping and the water conservation movement. He was also a co-

founder of the Colorado chapter of the American Society of Landscape

Architects and was named a national fellow of the group in i962. He was also

a member of the American Institute of Certified Planners.
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John Hutton, 59
Former Donghia design directorJohn Hutton died August 17,2006. Hutton
joined the high-end textile and furniture company in 1978 and left in 1998
to establish his own firm. While at Donghia, Hutton produced more than 200
designs, including the Anziano chair, originally designed for the American
Academy in Rome. His work combined contemporary design with a classical

foundation, with a particular a.fiinity for the lSth-century Italian architect
Palladio. With offices in West Islip, NY, and Nancy, France, Hutton's own firm
designed collections for Sutherland Teak, Hickory Business Furniture,
Flexform, and Holly Hunt, among others. During the 1980s, Hutton, with
Donghia and interior designer Brian Stoner, helped furnish homes for Diana
Ross, Liza Minelli, Steve Martin, Ralph Loren, Mary Tyler Moore, and
Barbara Walters. He also worked for commercial clients, including Sony, the
American Center in Paris, and several cruise ship lines. Many of his designs
have been collected by such institutions as the Brooklyrr Museum and the
Houston Museum of Fine Arts.

Huson Jackson, 93
Longtime Harvard Graduate School of Design professor HusonJackson died
October 1, 2006. He had also been a partner in the Cambridge, MA, firm of
Sert Jackson & Associates with Jos6 Lluis Sert, who had worked in Le
Corbusier's atelier in the 1940s and was a dean of the Harvard GSD.
Following work with charles Eames during the 1930s,.]ackson studied under
Walter Gropius and Marcel Breuer at the Harvard Graduate School of
Design, earning a master's degree in architecture in 1939. He joined the
Harvard faculty in 1953, where he taught until 1970. In 1958 he and Sert
formed SertJackson & Associates, which earned the AIA Firm Award in 1g77.

Their commissions included projects for Harvard, Boston University, MI!
and Princeton, as well as multifamily housing projects worldwide. In
Barcelona, their building for theJoan Miro Foundation, completed in lg7b,
received an AIA Honor Award in 1979 and the AIA Twenty-five Year Award in
2002. Their Peabody Terrace student-housing complex at Harvard won an
AIA Honor Award in 1965; in 1979 the Undergraduate Science Center at
Harvard was recognized with an Honor Award, as was a housing project on
NewYork's Roosevelt Island in 1981. Le Corbusier chose the firm as collabo-
rating architects for his only US building, the Carpenrer Center for the
visual Arts at Harvard. Jackson was elected to the American Institute of
Architects' College of Fellows in 1975.
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Lady Bird Johnson, 94
Lady Bird Johnson, former First Lady and wife of President Lyndon Baines

Johnson, diedJuly I 1, 2007. Known as the "Environmental First Lady," she was

a tireless advocate for national beautification. She is credited as the driving
force behind PresidentJohnson's many environmental initiatives, including

the Beaurification Act of 1965, which called for control of outdoor advertising

and removal of roadside trash and encouraged scenic enhancement of road-

way,s. Under theJohnson administration near\ 200 laws affecting the environ-

ment were passed adding momentum to a growing national conservation

movement. Though she felt the term "beautffication" trivialized the issue of
environmental stewardship, Lady Bird formed the Committee for a More

Beautiful Capital in 1964 to make Washington, DC, a model for the nation.

The result was a prilately funded bely of flower and tree planting projects that

still enhance the city. Lady Bird visited historic sites across the country with

the media, calling attention to areas such as the Hudson River Valley in New

York, historic sites in Virginia, and the California Redwood forests. Upon
returning to Texas, Lady Bird focused her efforts there, culminating in the

establishment of the National Wildflower Research Center, later renamed the

Lady BirdJohnson Wildflower Center, a leading center for research and edu-

cation projects related to wildflower located in Austin. She was also an hon-

orary member of the American Society of Landscape Architects.

Warren D. Jones, 92
Warren D. Jones, a professor emeritus in the College of Architecture and

Landscape Architecture at the University of Arizona, died April 7, 2007. He
joined the university in 1966 shortly after the landscape architecture depart-

ment was established, retiring in 1984. During his tenure, he planted nearly

400 tree species, a total of almost 5,000 trees, on the campus, testing their
suitability for landscaping uses in the climate. Many were exotic heritage

trees since designated Great Trees of Arizona. Following his retirement,

Jones served as an adviser to the Arizona-Sonora Desert Museum and as a

board member of the Boyce Thompson Arboretum. The author of several

books on developing plants for dry climates,Jones was named a Master of the

Southwest by Phoenix Home U Garden magazine in 1992.
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Warren W. Jones, 78
Author, educator, and city planner Warren W. Jones died May 10, 2007. He
was the founder of Solano Press, a California publisher specializing in titles
related to land use, planning law, urban affairs, and environmental issues. In
the late 1950s he worked as an assistant city planner for Berkeley and Santa

Cruz while finishing his master's work at the University of California,
Berkeley. He established his own firm, Warren W.Jones & Associates in 1961,

and five years later joined Douglas Duncan in practice, changing the firm's
name to Duncan and Jones. lVhile practicing, Jones taught city planning
classes in the UC Extension Division, and he wrote the university's first cor-
respondence course in city planning. He stopped practicing in 1974 and
devoted himself full-time to the extension programs. Jones founded Solano
Press in 1985.

George Kovacs, 80
George Kovacs, a design innovator who introduced modern lighting fixtures
to the US market, diedJune 22,2007. His half-century of work as a designer,
manufacturer, importer, and sales outlet for cutting-edge lighting made him
a household name in the lighting industry and ro aficionados of modernism.
A native of Austria who spent the war years in the United States, Kovacs

began importing Austrian Kalmar lamps in the mid-1950s. He eventually
opened three retail stores on the East side of Manhattan and began manu-
facturing fixtures in a facility in Queens. In addition to his own designs,

Kovacs marketed the work of such designers as Ingo Maurer, Isamu Noguchi,
and Karim Rashid. Kovacs is credited with introducing the now-ubiquitous
halogen torchiere to the US. He retired in 2000.

Denis G. Kuhn, 65
Denis Kuhn, a principal in Ehrenkrantz Eckstut & Kuhn Architects and a spe-

cialist in preservation and adaptive reuse architecture, died May 10,2007.
Kuhn was responsible for the restoration of Cass Gilbert's 1900 Beaux-Arts
Custom House in Lower Manhattan, now the Smithsonian Institution's
National Museum. He also helped transform the former New York Police
Department headquarters in Little Italy into luxury apartments, a projecr
critic Paul Goldberger wrote in 1990 was "probably the grandest Manhatran
apartment residence south of the Dakota." Also in New York he was instru-
mental in renovations of the Federal Reserve Bank of New York, the
Equitable Building, and the Astor Library. He also designed the Hollyruood
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and Highland, a Los Angeles entertainment complex that includes the

Kodak Theater, home of the Academy Awards. A Pratt Institute graduate,

Kuhn joined Ehrenkrantz Eckstut & Whitelaw in 1979; the firm became

Ehrenkrantz Eckstut & Kuhn in 1997. The winner of many local and nation-

al design and preservation awards, Kuhn was elected to the American

Institute of Architects' College of Fellows in 1993.

Walter Charles Leedy Jr., 64
Cleveland State University professor and medieval architecture expert Walter

Leedy died November 7, 2006. His 1980 book Fan Vaulting: A Study of Form,

Tbchnolog, and Meaninghas become the def,rnitive tome on this medieval con-

stmction technique. Following study in Poland as a graduate student, Leedy

received his doctorate from the Courtauld Art Institute in London in 1972.

That year he joined the faculty of Cleveland State, quickly rising to chair of a

combined art and art history department. He began to study and write about

the built environment in Cleveland while developing a large collection of
postcards and other brochures from the city's past. He later donated his col-

lection to the Cleveland State University library and endowed a fund for the

continued acquisition of documents of this kind. A longtime member of the

Society of Architectural Historians, Leeds served on the SAH board from

1982 to 1984. He was also on the board of the Medieval Society of America.

William J. LeMessurier, 81
Structural engineer William LeMessurier died June 14, 2007. He is best

known as the designer of the structural systems for Manhattan's 1977

Citicorp building, designed by Hugh Stubbins & Associates. LeMessurier

designed a unique framing system for the tower and utilized the first tuned

mass damper (a block of concrete floating on a film of oil and linked to *re

top of the frame by springs) to reduce wind vibration. Shortly after the build-

ing was completed, he discovered that the bracing on the outside of the

building was inadequate, leaving it prone to hurricane-force winds. He qui-

etly worked with the architect and the building's owner to repair the prob'

lem. The 900-foot-tall building is now fortifred to withstand not only a hurri-

cane of the force that might occur every 16 years, but a 700-year storm. The

problem with the tower and its subsequent structural work was not known by

the putrlic, thanks in part to a 1978 newsPaPer strike, until a 1995 I'lan Yorker

article by .|oe Morgenstern revealed the story. LeMessurier is generally

regarded as a hero by other structural engineers for discovering, fixing, and
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acknowledging the design flaw. He was trained as an architect at the Harvard
Graduate School of Design before receiving his master's degree in engineer-
ing from the Massachusetts Institure of Technology in 1953. He started his
own firm in 196l and worked on a variety of marquee projects during his
career. LeMessurier also taught at Harvard and MIT for many years.

lvan Luini, 46
Ivan Luini, the president of Kartell U.S. Inc., died September 15, 2006. Luini
had been largely responsible for the rapid and successful US expansion of
Kartell, the Italian design firm known for its high-concept plastic furniture
and housewares in collaboration with some of the world's A-list designers.
Luinijoined Kartell in 1998 and opened the firstAmerican Kartell showroom
in New York, soon after rolling out stores in Miami, San Francisco, Atlanta,
Boston, and Los Angeles. These outlets allowed buyers to take home high-
end pieces of contemporary design with no lead time, much as Kartell
founder Giulio Castelli did in the 1950s when he helped formulate plastics

polyners that lowered the material's cost and increased its use in industrial
design. Beforejoining Kartell, Luini worked for B&B Italia; helped introduce
European design companies Cappellini, Flexorm, Ingo Maruer, and Fontana
Arte to the United States through his company I.L. Euro, Inc.; and co-found-
ed the lighting company Luceplan USA.

Tucker Madawick, 89
Industrial designer Tucker Madawick died September 13, 2006. His lengthy
design career included automotive and airplane design as well as consumer
and electronic products. He was a member of the first class of industrial
designers at Pratt Institute, graduating in 1938. He joined Ford, working on
its automotive team then on the 824 bomber project. Following work for
Corvair on the 8-36 bomber, hejoined Lippincott & Margulies, where he was

a member of the design team for the ill-fated Tircker automobile. ln l94l
Madawick went to work for Raymond Loewy Associates, where he established
the firm's London office. Loewy sent him to join rhe Studebaker Starliner
design team in South Bend, IN, in 1950. Unveiled in 1953, the automobile
established Studebaker as a leader in automotive style innovation. Madawick
then began a long career with RCA in 1959, hired as the manager of radio,
phonograph, tape, and television design. His multidisciplinary approach pro.
duced some of the company's most enduring and innovative concepts. He
retired in 1980 as vice president of consumer electronic producs. A 1964 fel-
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low of the Industrial Designers Institute, he was later president of its succes-

sor organization, the Industrial Designers Society of America. He was also

awarded a lifetime achievement award from the Cooper-Hewitt, National
Design Museum.

Vico Magistretti, 86
Industrial designer Vico Magistretti died September 19, 2006. An architect
and teacher as well as a designer of furniture and lighting, Magistretti was

born in Milan and worked for many years there, initially on post-war archi-
tecture projects and later on industrial design projecs, many of them plastic,

which was then a cutting-edge material. His numerous projects, including
the Carimate chair, the Atollo table lamp, the Selene chair, and the

Maralunga sofa, were produced by Kartell, Cassina, Artemide, and other pre-

mier European manufacturers. He is credited for several design innovations
related to the use of plastics, and 12 of his designs are in the permanent col-

Iection of the Museum of Modern Art in New York. Eighty percent of his

work remains in production today. As an architect, Magistretti is renown for
his simple, modern, humanistic designs for oflice and municipal buildings
around Milan, as well as the Milano-San Felice planned community. He also

taught at the Royal College of Ars in London for 20 years.

Martin Meyerson, 84
Planner, author, and former president of the University of Pennsylvania,

Martin Meyerson died June 2, 2007. While dean of the College of
Environmental Design at the University of California, Berkeley, Meyerson was

chosen as the school's interim chancellor during 1964-65. He then served

four years as president of the Buffalo campus of the State University of New

York before joining Penn in 1970. Meyerson retired from Penn in 1981, leav-

ing a legacy of international expansion and community outreach and a com-

mitment to the role of the liberal arts at a research university. Educated at

Columbia and Harvard, Meyerson worked briefly for the Philadelphia
Planning Commission before joining the faculty of the University of Chicago

in 1948. He then taught at Penn, Harvard, and Berkeley. He was the first
director of the MlT:HarvardJoint Center for Urban Studies. Meyerson also

rdrote several books, including Politics, Planning, and Public Interest wit}l
Edward C. Banfield. Meyerson was a fellow of the American Academy of Arts
and Sciences, the American Association for the Advancement of Science, the

Royal Society of Arts in Great Britain, and the American Institute of Certified
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Planners. The University of Pennsy'vania's Graduate School of Fine Arts is
named Meyerson Hall in his honor.

Valerius Leo Michelson, 90
University of Minnesota professor and acclaimed Modern architect Valerius
(Val) Michelson died August 3, 2006. Born Valerius Mikhelson in Russia, he

was captured by the Germans duringWorld War II and later immigrated to the

United States where he studied architecture. From 1952 to 1960 he worked for
Marcel Breuer in NewYork. When Breuer's office designed Abbey Church for
St.John's University in Collegeville, MN, Michelson was the supervising archi-

tect. Afterward, he stayed in Minnesota and joined the faculty of the University

of Minnesota, where he taught design and architectural structure for 22 years.

During that time he also led an active practice, designing St. Paul's Monastery

in Maplewood, MN; buildings for the Itasca Community College in Grand

Rapids, MI; and the Bierman Field Stadium at the University of Minnesota,

among others. He was elected to the American Institute of Architects' College

of Fellows in 1979. Michelson also served as adviser to Minnesota's Capitol Area

Architectural and Planning Board from 1983 to 1997.

Joseph Miller, 88
Joseph Miller, an architect and longtime Catholic University professor, died
September 26,2007. Miller was a graduate of Catholic University, and as a

member of its faculty he served as professor, director of the urban design pro-
gram, and associate dean of graduate studies. He also helped found an

autonomous School of Architecture and Planning at the university. A propo-
nent of socially responsible architecture, Miller impressed upon his students

the need to use their skills to benefit communities. Operating his own prac-

tice for more than 35 years, Miller's projects, more than 110 of them, includ-

ed work for charitable and community organizations, school systems, low-

rent housing initiatives, slmagogues, preservation projects, and commercial
facilities. He served 17 years in the D.C. Redevelopment Land Agency and

was an arbitrator for the American Arbitration Association on architecture
and construction-related matters.

Dan Saxon Palmer, 86
Architect Dan Palmer, best known as a prolific designer, with William Krisel,

of 1950s modernist tract homes in Southern California, died December 22,

2006. From 1950 to 1964, Palmer and Krisel capitalized on the need for
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affordable housing in booming Los Angeles and its surrounding, working
mosdy for developers George and Bob Alexander. By designing for maxi-

mum cost efficiency, the architects proved to the developer that modern
homes could be developed in tract situations at a high profit margin. And
buyers snapped them up. With flat or butterfly roofs, open spaces, and mod-

ern amenities, more than 20,000 of the architects' homes were built, not only
in California but also in Arizona, Nevada, Texas, and Florida. Palmer and

Krisel had worked together in the L.A. office of Victor Gruen before parrner-
ing. The body of Palmer's work includes custom homes, apartments, com-
mercial oflice buildings, and hospitals.

Timo Sarpaneva, T9
Finnish glassmaker and designer Timo Sarpaneva died October 2, 2006. His
modern designs, with those of contemporaries such as Thpio Wirkkala and
Alvar Aalto, helped define the crafted, organic look of mid-century
Scandinavian glass. Trained as a graphic designer, he joined the Iittala
Glassworks in 1950. He even designed the company's distinctive logo, with its
lowercase "i" in front of a red circle. His work there included innovating tech-
niques for coloring glass and using molds for rexrured effects. In 1962 he
opened his own office in Helsinki, designing everything from dishware to
pans to textiles. Sarpaneva won several Milan Triennale prizes for his designs

and received honorary degrees from the Royal Society of Arts in London, the
University of Mexico City, and the University of Art and Design in Helsinki.
He was also the subject of an exhibit that traveled to New York, Chicago, Los

Angeles, and Washington, DC, in 1994 and 1995.

Ruth P. Shellhorn, 97
Modernist landscape architect Ruth Shellhorn died November 3, 2006. She

spent her \7-year career working in Southern California for clients such as

Bullock's department stores and the Walt Disney Company. Her husband left
his job in banking to run her practice, which blossomed after a consulting
job for Bullock's led to commissions for most of the chain's stores as well as

work for Walt Disney. Shortly before the opening of Disneyland in Anaheim,
she designed the landscaping for Main Street, the Town Square, and the
Plaza Hub, as well as designed the pedestrian traffic plan. In 1956 she was

selected as landscape architect for a new University of California campus in
Riverside. Shellhorn was named a fellow of the American Society of
Landscape Architects in 1971.
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Sylvan R. Shemitz, 82
Lighting design innovator Sylvan Shemitz diedJuly 5,2007. A leader in both

the design and manufacturing of architectural lighting, Shemitz held more

than 30 patents for products he developed. In 1963 he founded Sylvan R.

Shemitz Designs in New Haven, CT. As a designer, Shemitz helped light the

Jefferson Memorial in Washington, DC, and the faqade of Grand Central

Station in NewYork. In the 1980s, he worked with architect HelmutJahn on

the lighting of his United Airlines Terminal at Chicago's O'Hare airport. The

Na'tt York Times reported that the two created a "glowing glass shed intended
as a modern take on a grand European rail station." He also lit the Schneider

Children's Medical Center of Israel, the Yale Law Library and CN Tower in
Toronto, Canada. Shemitz designed asyrnmetric lighting, marketed under
the Elliptipar brand. He also invented Thmbient ambient office lighting. He

was a fellow of the Illuminating Engineering Society of North America.

Louis G. Silano, 80
Louis Silano, a longtime engineer for Parsons Brinckerhoff, died July 24,

2007. He retired in January 2007 as a senior vice president and technical

director for structures at the firm, which he joined in 1951. During his

lengthy career, Silano led the design and construction of a number of
bridges and tunnels, including the Newport-Pell Bridge in Rhode Island; the

Fremont Bridge in Portland, OR; and the 63rd St. Queens Connector and

the renovation of the Atlantic Avenue Subway station, both in NewYork City.

He had been Parsons Brinckerhofls engineering manager for the Central

Artery,/Tirnnel project in Boston, where he helped with initial designs for the

Ted Williams Ti-rnnel and the Fort Point Channel tunnel under Boston

Harbor. Silano was honored by the American Society of Civil Engineers with
the Roebling Award for lifetime achievement in bridge engineering in 1994

and the Lifetime Achievement Award in Design in 2005.

Pieter Singelenberg, 88
Architectural theorist, art historian, and author Pieter Singelenberg died in
early 2007 . The Dutch scholar became an expert on Hendrik Petrus Berlage,

the father of Danish modernism, spending decades researching and writing
about him, including H.P. Berlage, Id,ea and Styb: The Quest for Modznt

Architecture. Singelenberg was the major contributor to a catalog for the exhitr'

it Berlage: 1856-1934. The exhibition was held in The Hague, Netherlands, at

the Gemeentemuseum, which Berlage designed and Singelenberg wrote
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about in H.P. Berlage\ Haags Gemcmternuseum. A visitor to the United States as

a teacher and lecturer, Singelenberg taught at the University of Louiwille for
a year in 1986. He also attended and lectured at meetings of the Society of
Architectural Historians and visited the buildings of Frank Lloyd Wright,
whom he came to admire greatly. In Holland, he was director of the University
of Utrecht's Art Historical Institute and chair of is architectural history pro-
gram from 1965 to 1978. He also established the Art Historical Institute at the
University of Nijmegen and taught there for many years.

Bill Stumpt, TO
Bill Stumpf, most famous as the designer, with Don Chadwick, of Herman
Miller's innovative Aeron ergonomic task chair, died August 30, 2006.

Selected for the perrnanent design collection of the Museum of Modern Art
a month before its official introduction in 1994, the Aeron was the first mass-

produced chair with no hard shell for support. It relied on an aluminum
frame covered with breathable, shape-hugsng polyester mesh. Stumpfs affil-
iation with Herman Miller began in 1970 when hejoined the staff. Two years

later he opened his own firm, Stumpf, Weber & Associates, in Minneapolis,
though many of his designs were produced for and by the Zeeland, MI, com-
pany. Stumpf designed the first modern ergonomic work chair, the Ergon,
for Herman Miller in 1976, and in 1984, again with Chadwick, the Equa
chair. His firm also designed Pur Water Filtration products and items for
Lexmark International, among orhers. He authored the 1998 book The Ice

Pahce that Melted Away about the loss of civility in American discourse. Stumpf
received a Personal Recognition Award from the Industrial Designers Society
of America and was posthumously awarded the 2006 National Design Award
for product design by the Smithsonian Institution's Cooper-Hewitt, National
Design Museum.

Melvin M. Webber, 86
Melvin Webber, a city planning and transportation expert and longtime
University of California, Berkeley professor, died November 25, 2006.
Webber joined the university's department of city and regional planning in
1959. During his careeq he headed UC Berkeley's Instirute of Urban and
Regional Development and the University of California Transportation
Center, and was one of the planners of Bay Area Rapid Transit in the 1950s.

He also helped establish a PhD program in planning at the university.
webber had been an editor of the Joumal of the American Institute of Planners
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and founded the journal Access to distill complex analyses of policy issues.

Among the honors he received was the Berkeley Citation in 1990 and the

Distinguished Planning Educator Award from the Association of Collegiate

Schools of Planning in 2000.

Hans J. Wegner,92
Danish designer Hans Wegner died January 26, 2007. Famous for his chair

designs, Wegner was a master craftsman whose designs, mostly in oak, ash,

and teak, became icons of mid-century Danish modern design. Though none

of his pieces were named by him (referred to only by catalog number), his

signature designs have acquired names, such as the Ox chair, with its tubular
roll across the top of the back that simulates horns; the Peacock chair, a

refined take on the Windsor chair with a tall proud back and a fan of wood-

en insets; the Wishbone chair, a low-back wood chair with aY-shaped inset for
back support; and The Chair, a bentlvood modern design with caned seat

used for the 1960 Nixon-Kennedy debate. Believing that comfort and crafts-

manship must come before aesthetic beauty, Wegner's chairs are renown for
their success in both structure and design. Of the estimated 500 chairs he

designed, 80 remain in production. The son of a cobbler in Denmark,

Wegner was a design student in Copenhagen when he was hired by Arne

Jacobsen and Erik Moller to design furniture for their town hall project in

Aarhus. He stared his own firm shortly after that, and by the mid-1940s he

had already produced several of his most enduring designs.

Sir Colin St. John Wilson, 85
British architect Sir Colin St. John (Sandy) Wilson died May 14, 2007. Best

known as the architect of the beleaguered British Library completed in 1997,

Wilson was the former director of the Cambridge School of Architecture and

a leading collector of 20th-century modern art. For 35 years he worked to get

the British Library constructed, through public debates on style and location,

administration changes, budget cuts, bureaucratic obstacles, and technical

problems. Finally located next to St. Pancras Station in London, the controver-

sial brick building has been both heralded as an inspiring piece of civil archi
tecture and derided as a cold monolithic behemoth. Hejoined the Cambridge

faculty in the 1960s, departing briefly to teach at Yale University and then the

Massachusetts Institute of Technology. He began designs for the British Library

project in 1962. One of his final projects was the Pallant House Gallery in

Winchester, which houses his art collection. Wilson was knighted in 1998.
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Julie Thoma Wright, 49
Interior designer and co.founder, with her husband Richard, of the Chicago
auction house Wright,Julie Thoma Wright diedJune 11,2007. An inrerior
designer with a flourishing practice, Wright and her husband founded the
boutique auction house in 2000, specializing in 20th-century arr and design.
The company, a private dealer in mid-century design for many years, has

grown into a $25 million enterprise operating from a 60,000 square-foot
building. A native of Iowa, wright graduared from Iowa State university and
moved to chicago, where she joined Arlene Semel & Associates. she started
her own firm,Julie Thoma Inc. in 1985 and won an AIA award for her cre-
ative design for a launderette. In 1989 wrightjoined Interior space Design,
later Interior Space International, where she rose to vice president, leading
the firm's commercial projecs in Mexico city. She reestablished her own
firm, Thoma wright Ltd. in 1995. she has been cred.ited as the creative force
behind Wright, the auction house, developing exceptional catalogs, promor-
ing the company, and managing its growth.

George Yu, 43
Architect, educator, and technology innovator George yu diedJuly 7,2007.
withJason King, Yu operated the firm Design office, maintaining offrces in
Los Angeles and vancouver. Previously he ran his own practice, George yu
Architects, and between the two firms, he was responsible for the completion
of more than 65 projects, most noteworthy for their use of cutting-edge dig-
ital and materials technologies. These included workspaces for IBM e-busi-
ness in chicago, New York, and Atlanta and the Honda Advanced Design
Studio in Pasadena, c,A. Yu was also a faculty member at the southern
california Institute of Architecture from 1988 until his death. In addition to
having his work featured in a number of exhibitions, yu and King were hon-
ored in Architectural Rccardi Design vandguard issue in 2000. yu received the
Prix de Rome, the canada council's highest award for architecture, in 2000.
