TH K books that you read aRain 
and aKain are not those that ap­

peal to your reason; they are the 
books that appeal to your imagination. 
The magazines that you most enjoy 
are not those that are eternally telling 
you what's wrong wi t l i you and the 
world, but those that fire you with 
ambition to do better in the world. 

You can appeal to more people 
through their imagination than you 
can through their powers of reasonint;. 
The great religious movements, the 
great wars, the great advances in 
science and commerce have all de­
pended for their support upon tlie 
(lrt,'rie to which they appealed to 
popular imagination. And they have 
been successes or failures according to 
the degree wi th which they did make 
this appeal. 

Hoi:sK & GARDEN isan appeal to the 
imagination: i t is frankly that. You 
cannot argue a man into having a goo<l 
home and a well-kept garden; but y«u 
can stimulate his desire to have these 
things by first stimulating his imagin­
ation through pictures and descriptions 
of them. 

Ambition is the second step. Stim­
ulate the imaginatk)n and you also 
stimulate desire. Show a man the 
picture of a fine house and he says, 
either verljally or mentally, "Some day 
I ' m going to have a house like that". 

That "some day" opens up the 
answer to a criticism of H O I SK & 
GARDEN which is made occasionally. 
Young married couples or people 
whose means are limited w i l l say,

ing room, a study of Directoire furni ­
ture—and so on. Turn the page and 
your eye is quickened with a new view. 
i-;ach page is a window that opens on 
a new world.

TH E mid-winter season in New York is a time 
of competitions and awards. There is the 

Architectural League exhibit; the gold medal for 
Craftsmanship was awarded to the Kensington 
Company for their excellent furniture—and well 
awarded; the medal for A r t in Industry to M r . 
Henri Creange, designer of the beautiful silks 
manufactured by Cheney Brothers. The Jackson 
Heights Garden . \partment Scholarship was 
awarded to Helen Barker of Sanborn, Iowa. This 
competition was for designs for decorating and 
furnishing a five room apartment. The high quality 
of the designs submitted by students proved tliat 
taste in the home is steadily improving. The 
judges of the competition included Elsie Cobb 
Wilson, decorator; Francis Lenygon, decorator; 
Alice Duer ^Filler, author; Wi l l iam Delano, archi­
tect, and the editor of HOUSE & GARDEN. I t was 
interesting to note what qualities these judges 
deemed to be neces.sary. I n the end they came 
down to livablencss in furniture and harmony in 
color schemes, qualities es.sential for a room in good 
taste, whether it be in the home of a millionaire or 
the home of the humblest worker. 

FOR some time the HOUSE & GARDKN editorial 
staff has been devoting its attention to the 

problem of the landscaping of the small suburban 
lot . The average owner of such a projxrrty, when 
he is adnsed to seek the services of a landscape 
architect, immediately sees his costs mounting; 
he considers the landscape architect as an un­
justifiable and expensive luxury. On the other hand, 
if he goes ahead on his grading and shrubberj' and 
flower planting he is apt, nine times out of ten. to 
make a lot of mistakes. He often misses opportuni­
ties for producing the best effects and he often 
locates his garage so that i t becomes an ugly nuisance 
and after his garden is planted he feels that some­
thing is wrong with i t , but he doesn't know what.

G .ARDTUNING is an avenue to a vast and 
constantly interesting world and those who 

travel along this pleasant boulevard soon come to 
know those who are friends and those that are 
foes. Once you start gardening your interest 
extends beyond mere flowers and vegetables; i t 

comes to include every-thing that touches, on these 
great worlds. Birds, for example. Can you imagine 
a gardener not having an interest in birds? Can 
you imagine a garden that birds do nut visit? Birds 
are the gardener's best friends. He should make 
every cITort to keep them friendly and to preserve 
them. By erecting bird houses and bird feeding 
stations his charity can begm at home. From this 
he should proceed on to active support of the work 
done by the National Association of Audubon 
Societies in preserving America's wild bird and 
wild animal life. 

The g(xxi gardener w i l l also have a community 
conscience. Especially does this apply to the fight 
against pests. Birds devour enormous quantities 
of grubs and other pests that are dangerous to plant 
life, but they cannot do the work alone. We must 
help them by spraying and by each gardener 
keeping his garden clean and free of pests. There 
is no more practical way in which to be your 
brother's keeper than to help preser\'e bird l i fe 
and help prevent the sprea<l of plant diseases. 

TH E dissemination of popular horticultural 
knowledge is one of the most important and 

enjoj-able tasks that anyone can undertake. We 
need, in this countrj-. a larger group of amateur 
gardeners who can spread the gospel of gardening. 
We need speakers and writers who, by their knowl­
edge of facts, by their enthusiasm for the work 
and by the felicity and clearness of their expressions 
can make gardening nation-wide. To that end 
there has been offered by a friend of horticulture a 
prize of $100 for the best practical article on some 
branch of gardening. This prize is to be judged on 
the basis of fifty points for English and fifty points 
for subject matter.

T H E C O M M O D I O U S B E R G E R E 
An Ancient Symbol of Comfort in French Homes, The Berg}re 

Still Remains To Accommodate the Body and Delight the Eye

AB I T T E R wind moans through the 
barren branches. Great gusts sweep 

down the long avenues and, catching the 
neatly raked piles of dry leaves, send 
them capering skyward. A thin icy rain 
fairly stings one as he walks along, 
half plodding, through the muddy lanes of 
the Park. It is autumn; autumn in France. 

He hurries on toward the house, that 
hospitable high-roofed mansion from whose 
long eaves now drip miniature rivers. 
As he approaches, the wind, lying in am­
bush, roars forth anew as though angry 
because he is about to attain his goal. 
He struggles anew. He^^^ns! 

There at last, he finds him.self in the 
welcome vestibule. He mounts the great 
stone stairway. Oh, the joy of the crackling 
wood fire in the living room! Oh the su-
])reme joy of being seated in one's favorite 
bergere; that bergere that receives and 
enfolds hun, that fairly envelops and 
protects him; the bergere so luxuriously 
comfortable, that gently caresses his tired 
limbs. One might almost become IjTical 
on the subject. 

In a country like the United States where, 
to use the current expression there is 
"something doing" all the time, the bergere 
is of less importance. But to those of us who 

have lived in France the mere name evokes 
the home, the hearth, the chimney comer; 
long conversations in the gathering twilight; 
endless solitary reveries mingled with 
doubts and fears, hopes and ambitions; 
convalescence after a tr\-ing illness; those 
first pleasant moments wdien with returning 
strength one feels as though bom anew. 
Under such circumstances if the bergere is 
not the most important of one's household 
belongings surely it would seem the most 
indispensable. 

I have searched \nthout success to find 
the raison d'Hre of the word "bergere." 
The term, as such, first appears in the

dictionar>' of the French 
.\ca(lemy in 1735, and a little 
later in their Encyclopedia 
Diderot and dWIembert de­
scribe it thus: 

"The bergere differs from 
ordinary armchairs by the 
size of its seat which is about 
two feet wide by twenty or 
twenty-two inches deep; also 
by the side panels (accotoirs) 
which are upholstered on the 
inside and which are some­
times gradually incurved to 
about two-thirds the height 
of the back. The height of the 
seat from the floor is some­
times only nine or ten inches, 
and the back is slightly incli­
ned. There are also arm­
chairs called bergcres which 
differ from the others by the 
height of their back which is 
only twelve or thirteen inches 
higher, and whose seat is 
about thirty inches wide." 

Rubo says, "this seat is 

only used by ladies whose 
toilet requires sy)ecial pre­
cautions and therefor its 
place is only in the drawing 
room or the reception hall. 
It will not survive the fashion 
of the 'panicr.'" 

As can be seen from the 
above quotations from con­
temporary authorities, no ref­
erence whatsoever is made to 
the deri\ation of the word. 
Certain it is, however that its 
ancestor the "fauteuil a pan-
neaux" bore a ver}- close 
resemblance to its later de­
scendants, and as early as 
the reign of Louis Xl l l th 
we come upon in\cntories 
which mention the paneled 
armchair or "fauteuil con-
fes.sional." For it seems that 
the first of these pieces were 
made for the clcrg}- and were 
actually used by the priests 
when hearing confessions or 
examining tlie conscience of

their penitents. Some of the 
very earliest were strange 
high-backed affairs in which 
were cut little peek-holes. 
I have even seen a very 
ancient one which had in­
serted in its back a little iron 
grill, or "Judas". 

During this same period 
persons in ill health, languid, 
convalescent, or elderly 
people reclined on what were 
known as "chaises a com-
modite." These were stuffed 
and upholstered armchairs 
with a kind of moving rack 
attached to each arm, per­
mitting the one seated to 
read or write. The backs too 
were mo\'able and could be 
let down to any desired 
degree, converting the arm­
chair into a veritable sofa. 
A pair of long branched 
folding candlesticks was at­
tached to each side and 
great pt)ckets in the e.xterior

upholstery permitted the oc­
cupant to have all the neces­
sary httle nick-nacks close at 
hand. This fashion was 
pushed to such an extreme 
that certain of these "chaises 
a commoditc," after adopting 
wings, to prevent drafts, 
finally added little domes 
with side curtains and while 
they were pompously dubbed 
"chaises a Timperiale", in 
reality they bore a very close 
resemblance to small beds. 

As during all epochs of 
history modifications were 
worked gradually, and what 
we now know as bergeres 
really began to make their 
appearance with the advent 
of Louis XVth, when seats of 
all kinds became less formal 
and more comfortable. The 
old system of arranging them 
along or against the wall 
was abandoned and with the

IF it be true that precious things are done up in small packages, 
it is equally true that when we ourselves chance to be en­

closed in a tiny house we discover for the first time some of our 
own bigness—find, strangely enough, the very thing we had been 
seeking vainly in some larger house. For small houses connote 
small rooms—infinitesimal divisions that give a delightful sense 
of segregation. 

"Give me a low ceiling," often I have heard people of imagina­
tion say. If we stoop to enter a door, thereafter we stand more 
upright, being monarch at once of all we survey. A feeling of 
complete ownership is ours in a trice. Surely this sense of 
possession compensates for other lacks. 

A friend of mine, an English author who was being lionized 
at Newport, once told me laughingly of his discomfort in an 
enormous bedroom. He had been used to the tiniest of flats in 
London; and when he was first ushered into his suite in the 
millionaire's home, filled wth distracting furniture, his bags at 
one end of it, his bath at the other, he stood lonely and forlorn in 
the midst of his sudden opulence, and sighed for his bedroom at 
home where he had but to reach out his hand for anything he 
desired. .\nd he burst out laughing. It was all .so ludicrous— 
this waste space, this lack of p)eace. He could not believe that 
anyone could be really happy in a show place such as this. 
He thought of Thoreau's humble shack in the hills, with its two 
chairs and a table—nothing more. And he recalled how one can­
dle, in his own English country place, could illuminate an entire 
room, causing each book to be revealed, each little print to be 
seen and enjoyed. With a sigh he dropjx^d into his wide canopied 
bed, feeling much like the poor little king in "Coc d'Or", who had 
no privacy when he tried to sleep, with his cro'wn upon his head, 
in that vast room where they put him. Ah! the monks of old had 
the right idea, k cell was sufficient for the noblest thoughts; 
indeed, the smaller the place, curiously enough, the more one 
could spiritually expand. Mental contraction comes, not menial 
e.\[)ansion—no one seems to know quite why—amid spacious 
surroundings, 

I DG not mean that a great room, with a beamed ceiling and 
vaulted windows cannot be a thing of beauty, and a jo\' ft)r-

ever. But when it comes to daily living, is it not better to be shut 
away in narrower confines, with a single casement and no multi­
farious doorways to perplex the mind and heart? Any writer will 
tell you that he prefers a stub of a pencil to a long one; so, too, 
he will prefer, invariably, the smallest of work-rooms, with just 
enough light and just enough—no more—of ever\-thing to his 
hand. One is not lost in such a spot; indeed, one finds oneself 
here. There is nothing to worry one. Just as the sky, so Words­
worth said, is never lovelier than when only one star is shining 
in it, so a room is sweeter—yes, and richer—with only the bare 
necessities that make for coziness and supreme comfort. From 
wide fields, sheep return gladly to the little fold. There is delight 
in the sensation of being folded in. They know that they are safe; 
and through the single bar that protects them from the great 

world without, they wend their way in peace as to a sanctuar}-. 
I know a certain house in New York which contains a gor­

geous Italian room. For a long time I never was in it save 
when a crowd was there—some fete, or some glowing pageant 
seemed necessarv' always, as though the high ceilings must ring 
with mirtli. .\ swinging chandelier and tall candles accentuated 
the hugeness of this chamber, and long shadows were cast 
athwart the beams. Someone said, one evening, "\\Tiat a 
wonderful room!" And I too was caught by its speU. 

Then one day I entered it alone; and I saw that it was nothing 
but a dim vault, for all its tapestries and golden sconces, its 
marble fireplaces, leaded window-panes and massive oak. I 
heard the echo of old laughter—but only the echo; I saw the 
ghosts of beautiful women; I felt the tragic memorv- of vanished 
loveliness. The room was haunted by beauty. But how cold it 
was, spiritually! For it was meant only for gaiety, and. lacking 
that, it had little to recommend it. In the hushed dimness 1 felt 
its insincerity, its terrible failure. It was like a lonely old queen 
without her court about her. It was hideous in its opaque 
grandeur. The life had gone out of it in the serenity of day­
light. It needed music and laughter and artificial light to 
rouse it to any momentary glory. I saw now that it was not 
a room to be lived in, but a room to be danced in—that was 
all. 

MY hostess must have been aware of my discomf()rt, for 
she tactfully suggested that we repair for tea to another 

part of the house. In the tiniest of rooms hung with simple 
chintz, we found that spirit of comradeship which could never 
have come to us in the desolate splendor of the Italian hall—for 
hall it was, and nothing more, 

Try, if you do not believe me, the slanmiing of a door in .some 
great room. There follows a ghasth' echo—an echo which brings 
with it an overwhelming chill. You at once become aware of 
your solitary richness—and poverty. Echoes are lovely out-of-
doors; tliey are dreadful, spectral things in a house, A footfall 
far away breeds a sense of fear; a friendly step close by gives us a 
feeling of security. The austerity of public buildings may for a 
moment impress us; but the line of tlie poet, "I dreamt that I 
dwelt in marble halls," has never filled me with comfort. It has 
caused me to shudder, l>ringing thoughts of Turkish baths and 
draughty spaces. 

Those who say that they prefer vast rooms almost contradict 
themselves the moment they occupy them; for instantly they 
break them up into units: a couch is pushed sidewise almost to 
the centre, a table with a lamp is so placerl that a little square is 
formed at one end, "so that we may be intimate here," the 
owner will invariably say. For there can be no real intimacy 
in a veritable castle hall. Screens and other barriers are neces-
sar\' if we are to gain spiritual contact with our friends in such a 
place. Isolation is what we all secretly crave, deny it as we will,

IT is a smgular fact that from the 
Orient have come all the early 

flowering trees and shmbs with 
large, conspicuous blossoms which 
are the dehght of spring gardens. 
The native woody plants that are the 
first to bloom have tiny flowers in 
clusters or in catkins on the naked 
twigs. Most of them have no petals 
and are merely clusters of pinkish 
anthers, though a few, like the Lea 
therwood {Direa pdiistris) and Spice-
bush (Brnzoin aestivale), have small 
yellow flowers. These native plants 
are not devoid of beauty but exotics 
are the glory of our gardens in early 
spring. 

The Witch-hazels (Ilamamelis) 
are a small group of shrubs deserv­
ing of much wider recognition in 
gardens, especially town gardens, 

The I ulan has hem favored by the Chinese from time im-
menwriai. Without it. our early spring grounds would 
lack one of their most altractive features. Its blossoms a~e 
among the most luxurious to be found in sparkling A pHldavs 

than is at present accorded them. 
The native / / . virginiana is the last 
of the shrubs to blossom in the 
autumn when its yellow star-shape 
flowers are hidden midst a mass of 
yellow tinted foliage. Another species 
( / / . vcrnalis), native of gravelly beds 
and margins of streams in southern 
Missouri, Arkansas and Louisiana, 
bravely opens its blossoms in Janu­
ary and February* and occasit)naIly 
in late December. The flowers have 
a spicy odor and though smaller are 
more freely produced than these of 
other species. This plant suckers 
freely and is excellent for massing or 
for the wild garden. Alore showy in

Nine Prominent Decorators Select 'J/ie Colors^ Furniture 

and Accessories for Rooms of Livable Character 

DE T E R M I N I N G the color scheme for 
a room is, perhaps, the most enjoyable 

and certainly the most important step in 
making a room livable. Most of us react 
more quickly to color than we react to con­
tour and line. The colors of curtains, walls 
and carpeting or rugs make a more definite 
impression on us than even the shapes of the 
furniture. A t least the first impression is 
color, and the secondary, contour and line; 
and the enjoyment follows in this same 
order. I f the colors of a room are inhar­
monious, the finest furniture will look out 
of place there. 

I t is quite natural that of the hundreds 
of letters seeking advice from HOUSE & 
GARDEN'S Information Serv ice, a large per­
centage are concerned with suggestions on 
color schemes. Practically each issue of the 
magazine makes some such suggestions and 
in describing the rooms that are shown the 
color schemes is almost invariably set down. 

In order to be of still greater service to its 
readers, HOUSE & GARDEN asked nine 
prominent decorators each to create the 
color scheme for a room. Because some of 
these are quite pronounced, i t does not 
necessarily follow that all nine be used in 
the same house. One or more of the sug­
gestions could be adopted for a number of 
homes. We start with the Enclosed Porch.

W H E N Y O U H A N G Y O U R P I C T U R E S 

A Nicely Balanced Arrangement as Much as the Interest of the 

Pictures Themselves Contributes to the Final Beauty of an Interior 

. A L D O U S H U X L E Y 

IX the present article we propose 
to deal with pictures purely as 

decoration. We shall think of them 
simply as flat panels, generally rec­
tangular in shape, and decorated 
with an indefinitely wide range of 
forms and colors, whose function it 
is to break up wall spaces, to alter 
the proportions and to give life and 
interest to a bare room. With the 
content of pictures, with the aesthe­
tic quality of them we have nothing 
to do here. 

No pictures in a room are prefer­
able to too many. This is true not 
only of the amateur water colors 
and family photographs, it also 
holds good m the case even of good 
pictures. Too many pictures hung 
on the walls of a room that is meant 
to be lived in prt)duce an effect of 
restlessness and distracted mulli-
plicily which is fatal to any sound 
scheme of decoration. I t is hardly 
necessary to comment on the dis­
agreeable appearance of a great 
many small pictures hung in several 
lines or in groups round a room or 
over a mantelpiece. However well 
planned the decoration of the room 
may be in other respects, it will al-

ways, with its innumerable spots 
of individually interesting pictures, 
be an unrestful place to live in. 
Moreover, the result of running 
several or even a single line of pic­
tures in close pro.ximity round the 
walls of a room is in many cases to 
destroy the proportions of the 
room. A band of decoration carried 
horizontally round a room at 
shoulder height must inevitably 
have the effect of making it appear 
lower. In lofty rooms the habit of 
using a picture rail and treating 
the space above in conformil}- with 
the ceiling rather than with the 
space below lowers the apparent 
height of the room. This was an 
advantage in rooms of the Vic­
torian era with their disproportion­
ately high ceilings. The lower 
rooms of today require no frieze, 
and if support for pictures is 
needed, that can be pro\ided by 
putting the ])icture molding at the 
top of the wall just sufiiciently

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S I L K F A B R I C S U S E D I N T H E H O M E 
A Summary of the Plain, Stripes and Figured and Piled 
Silk Materials Suitable for Seasonal and Sectional Uses 

LUSTERLESS silks are increasingly used 
/ in decoration for the earlier historical 

periods now gaining attention, such as the 
English Jacobean, Elizabethan and Tudor, 
early French and Italian periods, and for 
Spanish interiors. Rough plaster walls, 
beamed ceilings, dull wood paneling—es­
pecially oak, furnished with primitively 
constructed and ornamented furniture, re­
quire dull satins, dull brocades, brocatelles, 
damasks and velvets, the rougher and duller 
the better. These are now woven with slip 
stitch, loose ends and streaks—slrU., to 
achieve the effect of an old worn fabric but 
with wearing qualities which antiques do not 
always afford. Satins, brocades and dam­
asks with more lustre are used for the later 
French jieriods, Georgian—especially Adam 
and those Mid-Victorian interiors, all now 
in evidence. 

Silk fabrics may be plainly woven or 
figured in both smooth and pile textiles. 
Plain and pile fabrics may be a single color 
or combine two or three colors producing 
"changeable" and "antique" effects in taffe­
tas, satins and velvets. 

' I WFFETA is plainly woven over and 
A under like darning, in one color or two 

or three combined for "changeable taffeta", 
finished crisp or soft. Soft taffeta is in vogue 
for hangings, especially liked for women's 
bed rooms and boudoirs, the more lively 
"changeable" being appropriated by young 
girls for hangings, cushions, vanity table 
accessories and the chaises longue. Taffeta 
is suitable for French furnishing and is occa­
sionally used for upholstery. Its name comes 
from a Persian word iaiah, meaning "woven" 
or "twisted." I t was made very anciently in 
the Orient, and was known to our great 
grandmothers as "taffety." 

GROS GRAIN has a more or less pronounced 
ribbed effect. From the French gros, "thick" 
or "coarse" grained. Thin gros grain is used 
for lining hangings and for casement win­
dows; the hea\Ter weight is used for cushions, 
chair pads and accessories. 

REP . a very heavy crosswise rib. An ex­
pensive upholsten,' for heavy furniture and 
hangings. Its solid, hea\y folds makes it 
suitable for stately rooms. 

MOIRE. A ribbed fabric pressed by heat 
gi\'ing a "waved" or "watered" effect, indi­
cated by its French name. Its play of light 
and shade gives liveliness to draperies and 
upholster^' for women's rooms. Used for the 
later French periods. Satin striped or bro­
caded moires are used for large hangings 
as in hotels. 

.\RM0tTR. FRENCH ARMURE. Any small 
p)ebble or diamond weave simulating chain 
armor for which it is named. Striped, with 
floral designs in Spanish colors it is now

po[)ular for upholstery and drapery. Plain 
colors are used for casements. Armours 
are cheaper than damasks. 

SATIN is given a smooth lustrous surface 
by letting as long a thread as p)ossible show 
lengthwise of the material. ".Vntique" satins 
simulating old hand weaves are more or 
less coarse, sometimes xtric; they are also 
loosely woven in one color or changeable 
effects. Light-weight French colors are used 
for bedrooms; darker colors, such as wine, 
for living rooms. Heav}' satins make good 
upholstery fabrics. Italian salins have more 
sheen than the English. Europe knew little 
of satin until the i6th Century, but China 
wove it anciently; its old name aceytune or 
zdani probably derives from Zaytown in 
China. 

CHINA, JAPAN and INDIA SILKS are plain, 
thin soft silks made in those countries; used 
for linings, sash curtains and lamp shades. 

PONGEE is a canvas-like weave, often 
rough, made of dark or \vild silk "tussah," 
in natural, putty color or dyed variously. 
Used for casements. 

GRENADINE. An openwork gauze-like 
weave, plain, striped, latticed, figured or 
lace-like. Appropriate for expensive ecru 
casement curtains for a whole house, and 
for French doors. 

GAUZE. Named from Gaz^ in Palestine. 
A veil-like fabric used for lamp shades, and 
delicate bed and French door hangings. 

STRIPED silks are made in every weave. 
Crosswise strif)es are primitive; vertical 

stripes aristocratic, and give height to 
rooms. Much used for upholstery and hang­
ings in French, Georgian and Colonial 
periods. Give smartness. Stripes enriched 
with design, are now obtainable in Spanish 
colors. 

DAM\SK is so woven as to produce a 
pattern by difference in weave, as in a linen 
table cloth. Named from Damascus, an­
ciently famous for this weave. More dam­
asks are used than any [other figured silk. 
Walls when hung are usually in damask. 
I t is also used for hangings, upholstery, 
cushions, table covers and decorative wall 
panels. Available in one, two or three color 
combinations and in all period designs. I t 
carries a large bold pattern effectively in

pul)lic rooms and large hous«s particularly. 
B R O C H E , from the French meaning 

"stHchcd" or "sewn," is a soft light weight 
silk with a surface pattern resembling more 
costly Ijrocade; often striped. Used for bed­
room hangings, especially in hotels; linings 
for expensive hangings and lamp shades. 

bKocADF, simulates embroidery in a satin 
stitch on a satin, gros grain, moire or 
taffeta ground, either plain, striped or 
damasked. I t originated in China, as did 
all silk, thousands of years ago. All-silk 
brocade takes the textile fold par excellence 
and is the last word in weaving. Taffeta 
brocades combine well with taffeta in bed­
rooms and boudoirs,taking the light taffeta 
fold. Satin brocades fold richly. Brocades 
are made in all period designs. They are 
used in small quantities for upholstery 
rather than large expensive hangings, un­
less with cotton mixtures. 

BiiocATELLE. A very heavy brocade, the 
design appearing to be raised. I t is much 
to the fore in upholstery and hangings for 
large spaces in bold outstanding Renais­
sance designs. For heavy Italian, French 
and Georgian furniture in hotels, clubs, 
public rooms and mansions. Silk combined 
with jute and other fibers gives a heavy 
woolen-like fold. All-silk brocatelle is sump­
tuous for wall panels. 

CLOTH OF GOLD, the French drap d'or. 
Modern gold cloth has a ground of metal 
thread and figures of brocade, brocatelle or 
velvet. "Metal brocades" have metal threads 
woven in the ground or design. More used 
for hangings than upholstery; takes a fixed 
metal fold sometimes desirable for contrast. 

V'ELVET,from the Italianir/Z/z/omeaning 
shagg\'." Now woven in two thicknesses, 

face to face in the loom, and the threads of 
the pile cut with a moving knife, and so 
called "cut velvet." Known anciently in 
China. .'Vsia Minor, and Italy wove ver\' 
fine velvets from the 15th to the 17th Cent­
uries. French Lyons velvets are noted. 
American velvets are magnificent. Old 
"Jardiniere velvet", prized by collectors, 
has a design with flowers and leav es grouped 
with or without a vase or jar. Jardiniere is 
from the French jardin. "garden." When 
woven with gold thread, Jardiniere velvets 
were anciently known, with other gold 
fabrics, as Cloth of Gold. Plain velvets are 
more used for upholstery than hangings, 
as in an English room for a sofa with needle­
point chairs, ".\ritique" velvets are either 
strie, woven in irregular streaks of darker 
shade, or with ground and pile of different 
colors, giving changeable effects. Striking 
Spanish colors are available. These are

WHEN the Aziec city of 
'renochlitlan fell into the 

hands of the Spanish conquerors, 
i t was little less than a mass of 
ruins, and Cortes and his com-
jvanions had iinmedialely to set 
about its reconstruction. But as 
iheir chief attention was given to 
the necessities of the moment, 
the first buildings they erected 
were rough, unpretentious and en­
tirely devoid of architectural 
beauty; they were fortresses, in 
fact, rather than homes, for nearly 
all had strong turrets and battle­
ments for their defense. 

With the \v(jndcrful progress of 
the Colony, however, the archi­
tectural aspect of the city gradu­
ally softened down, so to speak; 
the general style predominating 
during the 17th Centurv' l)eing the 
Baroque, and during the i8th 
Century the Churrigiicrcsqiic, a 
modification of the former. But 
i t mu.st be remembered that the 
Indian artisans, as soon as they 
were allowed some liberty of ex­
pression in their work, clearly 
showed the influence of their an­
cestral art.

models set before them by the

tecture of New Spain. Nearly all 
the houses were built of icxonlle 
and chihca.

Tu-cnty Dei-ices That Aim 'Towards Simplifying 

The Management of the Modern Home

IT is so obvious to-day why space must 
be saved and why it is more necessary 

even than saving time, that we will dismiss 
any extraneous discussion and list the i)rac-
tical, space-saving objects that we have 
found, and found good. 

1. SUB-BED CLOSETS. I n many places 
the spaces beneath beds are not utilized. 
I t is hardly ideal to be forced to use these 
spaces, yet, where there is very limited 
room, these spaces may be filled engagingly 
by the flat wooden box on smooth running 
wooden wheels, which makes the pulling 
out of this horizontal closet comfortal)le 
and painless. Usually, in clothes presses, 
there are hung up quantities of clothes 
which are not needed daily, and which 
irritatingly confuse the issuing from the 
closet of the clothes that are needed. 
Furthermore, they have the dropsical habit, 
and irritation is piled on irritation more 
seriously than ever poet piled Pelion on 
Ossa. So, to avoid these mounts of tor­
ture, we recommend this flat drawer, which 
will reduce the fatigue of searching and the 
rigors of hesitant dressing. 

2. THE CLOTHES TREE. Clothcs never 
seem to take up as much 
room as when they are 
waiting to be ironed 
or when drj ing. There 
is a little clothes tree on 
the market which is able 
by its structure to enforce 
dn»Tiess. This is merely 
an enameled rod support­
ing tier on tier of hinged 
arms which, when not in 

use fold down flatly against the rod. The 
little standard which holds it takes up ver\' 
little room, and i t is ver}- well balanced. I t 
is as useful an instrument in the nursery as 
in the kitchen and its low cost gives it 
further allure. 

In other articles we have told you of the 
excellent overhead drj-er which is marshalled 
to its elevated place a few inches from the 
ceiling with pulleys. 

3. ELECTRIC STOVE. A small electric 
stove about seven inches square on which 
you can broil, toast and boil at the same 
time is now available. I t has a little double 
boiler which comes in the shaj^e of a sauce-

pan and frying pan (with covers) in tiers 
This takes up little room and it can be 
put on a table behind or in front of a screen. 
This same stove comes with two burners, 
double the size of the little one, and an 
oven comes with i t . There are no showy 
fixings to take care of, no keys, levers or 
dials to manage. Cooking on them is sure 
and simple. Both cost under Sio. 

4. IRONING COMFORT. The ironing board 
with one end on the table and the other on a 
skittish chair back can be exiled. For now 
there is the ironing board on non-warpablc 
steel supports. I t folds up, and can be 
stored in the nunimum sj>ace. 

5. DISHWASHER AND SINK. One of the 
happiest inventions of potter and elec­
trician is the sink within which is the dish­
washer. In this you have a great sa\-ing of 
space and you have the ideal position for 
the dishwasher, for it is attached perma­
nently to your water supply. Thus there is 
no time lost in filling or emptying the 
washer of water. Of course, if your house 
is already built, you may not wish to con­
sider this, yet before building, it certainl>-
is worth serious reviewing. The sink itself 

is of porcelain and is no 
larger than the ordinary 
sink with drain board. 

The dishwasher lives in 
the left side of the sink. 
This is in the form of a 
basket fitting down below 
the surface of the drain 
board and over a cone,

Dcp(irt/>u'/itaiize Tour Garden Work and Equip­
ment and Your Gardening Will Run Smoothly 

A L T H O U G H gardening is a great game 
JL\. and a constantly amusing hobby, its 
labor will be lightened and its enjoyment 
increased if you apply to its maintenance 
some of that executive management where 
by an office is kept running smoothly. 
Even the smallest garden can be improved 
by departmentalizing its work, and in a 
large garden it is an absolute necessity. 

The first thing to do, either in making 
a new flower garden or in maintaining and 
enlarging one already established, is to 
distribute the work so that at no time does 
i t become a hectic ru.sh. True, if you have 
vast means, a garden can be made almost 
over night—but who wants such a garden? 
True also that with a staff of gardeners 
and helpers the crowded days of spring can 
be made to pass without friction and heed­
less expenditure of energy. But in the 
average garden where there is used the 
part or whole time of a gardener and the 
owners do most or some of the work them­
selves, this work should be so distributed 
over the seasons that there is no need for 
rushing. 

Spring and Autumn are two bottle necks 
where garden work seems to jam, and that 
is because a great many gardeners do not 
realize that these seasons alone are not the 
Only ones in which planting can be done 
successfully. 

I n developing a garden you shotild also 
make a schedule to extend over several 
years so that both the work and the ex­
penditure can be pro-rated. 

I ' 'HERE is practically no season of the 
A year when shrubbery and trees cannot 

be transplanted with a safe margin of their 
surviving. Only, one has to know how. 
There is practically no time in summer 
when most of the perennials and annuals 
cannot be shifted about so long as their 
roots are not disturbed too much. Con­
sequently a great deal of the planting and 
moving that used to be crowded into 
Spring and .\utumn days can be distributed 
over summer and early Fall. Trees and 
shrubs require more laborious but no less 
skillful handling; the same principle applies 
to them, however, for they can be moved 
at any season, so long as their roots are 
handled carefully and provision is made 
for adequate planting, watering and guying. 

Seed sowing also can be distributed over 
several months—the annuals first, either 
indoors in the house or outdoors in a hotbed 
or cold frame, then the biennials, then the 
perennials; say, March and April for 
annuals. May for biennials and June for 
perennials. This schedule allows enough 
time for the biennials and perennials to 
attain a robust size before frost. The 
hardy annuals can be sowed in a cold frame 
in October, covered up and closed when 

winter comes and thus get an early start 
in the frames when spring begins to warm 
up. They can also be sown out of doors in 
a seedbed and protected after freezing 
weather sets in. The annuals that may be 
fall planted include Sweet Peas, Poppies, 
Pansies, Xigella, Candytuft, Sweet Alyssum, 
Snapdragons, Calendulas, Corn Flowers, 
Clarkia, Larkspur, China Pinks. Perennials 
also can be given this treatment; I have had 
especially good luck with fresh Delphinium 
seed sown in the frames in late fall and 
covered up, they gave me sturdy little 
plants at the frames' spring opening. 

^ I "*HE dog days of August usually see a 
J . slackening of garden endeavors. At 

that time there isn't much else to do beside 
cutting the grass, dusting the Phlox with 
sulphur to keep off mildew, watering 
occasionally and reading bulb catalogs. 
That and contemplatmg one's handiwork. 
This should be a lazy month—a good time 
to dream and just "set." But i t is a calm 
before the storm of Autumn work, and 
Fall planting tests the sportsmanship of 
the true gardener. 

Autumn is the time for harvesting bulbs, 
tubers and plants that cannot stay out 
all winter, of making or remaking borders, 
setting out perennials into their permanent 
positions and generally straightening up. 
I cannot impress too much the necessity 
for straightening up, of leaving all beds 
weeded and properly edged, of clearing 
away brush piles and all such "regulating," 
as they call i t in New England. This done 
in the autumn will give a clear field for 
spring work. 

Even this autumn work can be extended 
over several months, from September ist 
to the hard freezing weather of November 
I St. For example: the newly raised peren­
nials should be set out some time in Septem­
ber so that they will become well established 
before frost. Established clumps of hardy 
perennials can be moved in October when 
there is little leaf growth and all the plant's 
energy can go into root growth. Other 
changes in the flower borders can be made 
early in the Fall. Phlox, however, can 
wait until October, and do not plant Roses, 
and Tulips imtil November. I f you expect 
a hard freeze, the spots where bulbs and 
roses are to go can be kept warm with a

heavy covering of manure or leaves. I n 
late .^.ugust and September plant both the 
broadleaf evergreens such as Rhododen­
drons and Laurels, and the conifers, such 
as Pines, Spruce and Hemlock. The Lilies 
will depend on when received—August 
and September for the Madonnas and 
native types and later for the Chinese and 
Japanese imported ljulbs. Trees and large 
shrubs can be planted after the fu-st hard 
frosts of September and October, .^fter 
the hard freeze has made the ground solid, 
then the winter mulches can be laid on the 
beds and borders. 

.\lthough it is possible to transplant, at 
any time of the growing season, there are 
certain exceptions to his statement if one 
wishes to be assured of bloom the following 
year. Thus the spring blooming perennials 
and shrubs had better be moved in the 
autumn and the summer and fall bloomers 
in the spring. Anemones, Bleeding Heart, 
Columbines, Globe Flowers, Iris, the vari­
ous bulb Lilies. Peonies, Primroses and, 
of course. Narcissi, Tulips, Crocus, Squills, 
Hyacinths and the other spring flowering 
bulbs must be set out in the fall; whereas 
Anemone Japonica and Chrysanthemums 
which flower in the late autumn, should be 
planted in the spring. The deep rooting 
perennials seem to prefer fall planting; an 
example of this is the Oriental Poppy which 
has a long, fleshy root. 

^ I ""HE question of mechanical eciuipment 
J . depends a great deal on the size of 

your garden. And while it is perfectly 
possible to keep a small garden in shape 
with the simple quartette of spade, rake, 
hoe and trowel, better and quicker work 
can be done with more specialized instru­
ments. Wliether the equipment be large 
or small, i t should be kept in an orderly 
fashion in some sheltered spot—a shed, 
closet or barn—and not allowed to lie 
around after the work is finished. Have 
a definite place for every instrument and 
return that instrument to that place. I 
know of one well-regulated tool shed where 
the owner has painted on the wall the 
silhouettes of the various tools, and he can 
tell at a glance what is missing or out of 
place. Tools should also be wij)ed off with 
an old rag or burlap after using; an accumu­
lation of dirt on the edge of a spade reduces 
its digging capacity. All such equipment 
as lawn mowers, hedge shears, lawn rollers, 
etc. should be kept well oiled. In storing 
away stakes, they should be assorted 
according to sizes and the sizes kept in 
separate piles or bins. 

The following equipment is suggested 
for a medium size suburban or country 
place where the owners do most of the 
work.

settlers in Mcxicn. Xiclus. SIU-IUTIIIU 
sacred images or alU-gorics, ami sur­
mounted by a cross, constituted another 
favorite ornamental motif, es[)ecially at 
the angles of buildings. They were nearly 
always embelli.she<l wi th stone canings 
and azulejo treatment, that made si)lt n(liil 
and picturesque contrast wi th the velvet-
'ike texovtle surface of the fa<.adc. Those 
who held important milit;in,- charges: 
members of the Court of .Vudiencc and 
others, were entitled to have battlements 
on the top of their houses, and i>ther 
eminent [Persons employecl breastworks 
funned of inverted arches, between 
pila.*ters crowned with graceful pinnacles. 

.Ucording to the tradition, the .son of 
the Condes del Vallc dc Orizaba was a veri­
table scapeg >at, who was the cause of 
frequent vexation and sorrow to his 
father. The old Count, convinced that 
the worthless fellow would squander all his 
heritage upon his death, is said to have 
exclaimed on one i>ccasion, employing the 
phra.se then applied t«) a si)eiidthrift in 
Mexico: 

"Vou wi l l never buihl a house of tiles, 
niy son!" 

.Vs a matter of fact, the i)n>|)hec> did 
not come true. The youth began a new 
life, and, later on, actually built the most 
luxurious house of iiziilejos ever made in 
the Colony. This famous resiflence is slill 
U> be seen. The profusion of tiles through­
out the building, as well as the beautiful 
fountain and slender columns of the 
court, impart to this house a decirledly 
oriental character. 

The Condc dc Valparaiso,—so the 
story runs.—fearing l l ia t his fortune 
should e^•entllally fal l into the hands .if 
his future son-in-law, a well-known 
profligate, decided to in\est the greater 
part of i t in building himself a pal.i t i . i l 

re>idence. I t stands to this day. remark­
able for its ])n)fuse extravagance and 
noteworthy for being the loftiest of 
colonial re-.i<lences. The court is hand­
somely proportioned and the arcades 
of the corridors are very graceful; for it 
must be borne in mind that from the 
ven,' outset, the Spanish I I O U M - ^ in Mexico 
were designeil after the Andalusian 
fashion, since the climate of the con-
quer«tl land favored the use of inner 
courts, which provided the needful light 
and ventilation and rendered the houses 
riM)my. healthy and cheerful. 

In no other house did the chisel of the 
stone-carvers attain greater success and 
nicety than in the palace of the Condede. 
llcras. Its filigree-like do )r jambs and 
window t r im may be rec koncd as veri­
table works et{ Chiirrigiieresque art. as also 
the gargoyli-s and balustrade of the n)of. 

Tile same artisans built that well-known 
house, generally called .\fasearone~s. I t s 
curious can,-atides anil the rich Churri-
gucresiiiie ornamentation of its windows 
are especially noteworthy. a.s also the 
ver)' clever and uncommonly retined 
elTect obtained b>- the i)n)iM)rtions as­
signed to the diverse elenunls of the 
facade. 

The Marqucsa de I Iuapa's house, s t i l l 
standing, is comi)aratively small, but 
it contains many an interesting detiiil of 
o l o n i a l architecture. It i> ornamenteil 
throughout by a prolusion of gkixeJ 
colored tiles of various shapes an<l designs. 
I n the azolea, or roof garden, several 
pilasters, that sustain the iron railing 
around the opening of the court. Ix-ar 
a quaint stone statuette of a musician. 

To-day, the old colonial residences of 
Mexico, desecrated b\ modern X'andals, 
are f u l l of scars, as it were, and drag out 
their age in remote quarters of the c i ty .

trees and bushes i«iioukl. b\- n^hx. pre­
dominate in the composition of our home 
landscapes and that the resulting pictures 
should reflect â  la i lhful ly as possible the 
pleasant aspects of the surrounding 
countryside. 

And this is the very essence of true 
land.scape art. 

As we come to apply these newl\-ac-
(juired convictions to the tasteful plant­
ing of unimpro\ cd home grounds, let us 
first fix in our minds a few fundamental 
principles that should govern and direct 
tlie work. Tliev may be briefly sum­
marized as follows: 

1. Preserve all jileasing natural fea­
tures—well conditioned trees and shrubs, 
expressive out-crops of rock, pictiires(|ue 
lioiilder.--, distant outlooks to scen«s of 
special beauty. Remember that uneven 
ground gives opp«)rtunity for fine and di.s-
tinctive treatment, so do no flat grading. 
.Maintain the gentle natural contours of 
surface. . \ slihnmering pool is a better 
Tiller for a low spot than dir t . 

2. Confine the basic planting material 
to the kinds of tree> and shrubs that grow 

naturally in the vicini ty. F i l l in and un-
derplant with other indigenous species. 
Shun plants of foreign origin, except for 
occasional embellishment, in which event 
select only those that are in entire har­
mony with the rest as regards fo rm, 
foliage, bloom and general a^ixct. 

3. Ascertain and comply with the 
simple cultural requirements of the dif­
ferent native species, especially as re­
gards the character and prei)aration of 
the soil. 

4. Plant in ma.•̂ .•̂ es and groups—along 
boundaries—to enclose service area~, to 
hide foundations and to conceiil unsightly 
outlooks and objects, . \void straight 
rows and edges. Go and find a natural 
jilanting that pleases you. in a hedgerow, 
or on the eflge of a wood, and try to re-
j)r()duce i l . Vou can never go wrong 
when you copy Nature. 

In my field book I ha\ e I()r a number of 
years made notes and comments on what 
I consider the good and bail ijualities of 
both the cultivated and the wild shrubs 
with which I have become ac(|uainied.

I venture to reprcxluce here those that 
arc pertinent in the that they may 
prove suggestive and helpful in the selec­
tion of suitable and available material. 

March 2 5 . Saw today on a Lonn Island 
estate an entrance drive (HDO feel long, 
bordered on Ixith sides with forsythia. 
Brilliant, but t)verdone. This immigrant 
from China needs a more modest com­
panion to soften its glare, but apparently 
there is none. 

March ju. Visited a planting I installed 
three years ago of Redt)ud (Cercis cana­
densis), Spicebush (Benzoin aestivale), and 
Shadblow (Amelanchier). A l l three in 
f u l l bloom and the effect is e.xquLsite. The 
blending of rosy-crimson, honey-yellow 
and snowy white makes a most harmo­
nious and delightful jHcture in the leafless 
landscape. 

April 6. On a tj-pical residential street 
of a nearby suburb almost ever>- place 
flaunts the magenta of Azalea amocna in 
its so-called "i)orch planting". Wonder 
who brought this interloper out of India? 

.1 pril 10. T<H)k to the WO<KIS this sunny 
afternoon and re\ eled in the pleasing pale 
pinkness and dainty fragrance of our Wild 
.\zalea (.4. nudiflora.). This lovely native 
and its charming cousin the pinkshell 
.\zalea (.4. va.wyi). from the Blue Rid^e 
mountains, are of the easiest cultivation 
and make ideal underslirubs. 

May 5. The Lilacs are in bloom; also 
the Thunberg Spirea. \ \ c have no native 
shrub that can take the place of the Lilac 
—that is of its lilossoms and their delect­
able fragrance. What a pity the bush i t -
.sclf is so stiff and ungainly and has such 
a bad habit of suckering! I t also in late 
years becomes gray-white wi th mildew 
soon after flowering and is pestered by a 
Ijorer that girdles and kills its terminal 
stems. I t should really Ix- relegated to 
some convenient comer where its flowers 
can be gathered for house decoration and 
its disagreealile habits kept out of sight. 
The Thunberg Spirea is graceful in form 
and would be a verj- pretty shrub if half 
of its twigs were not dead arul bare all the 
time. The Lilac hails from Hungary and 
the little Spirea from Japan. 

May TO. The white glory of the tree 
Dogwcxxls is manifest everywhere. The 

pink variety is charming for contrast but 
should be used with restraint. KoiLsa, a 
Ja|)ani--i- s|.)iTifs is an altogether lovely 
sort which, because of its later flowering 
(in June), and its harmonious resemblance 
to ours, may be introduced into our 
shrublieries without compunction. I 
would also welcome among the elect the 
fragrant \ ' iburnimi {V. Carlesi), one of 
Dr. Wilson's introductions from Japan. 
In bloom this beauty is a mass of pink 
blossoms that look and smell like Trailin;; 
.Arbutus. 

June 10. The floral di-splay of alien 
shrubs is now at its zenith and its lavish-
riess is remarkable. Deutzias, Snowballs. 
Spireas and \\'eigela.s f rom China and 
Japan, Bush I l()ne)suckles f rom Siberia 
and Mi)Ck-orain:es from .\rmenia bewilder 
us with their masses of pink and white 
blossoms. Of the lot I much prefer the 
Mock-orange (I'hiladelpirns roronarius). 
I t closely resembles our native si^cies and 
its flowers, unlike ours, have a most de­
l ightful fragrance. The N'anhoutle .Spirea 
would l)e more acceptable if its otherwise 
hand.some foliage were not covered all 
summer with a crust of |)lant-lice. I have 
no fault to find with the other bushes 
mentioned excei)t that they "just don't 
belong", and besides, we have better 
things of our own. 

Jane 10. Have just returned from 
Dutchess County, where I saw and was 
enraptured with a shrubbery planlini; 
after my own heart. I n the background 
are native Hawthorns from ncarb\' pas­
tures. Black-haws {Viburnum prunifoli-
um). Pagoda Dogw<M)ds [Comus allfmi-

folia). Xinebarks {Physocarpiis). .Ameri­
can Cranberry hushes 1 Viburnum anur-
ieanum). and here and there a Hemlock 
for contrast; then great masses of Moun­
tain Laurel, interspersed with genen)us 
clumps of the gorgeous Flame .Azalea (.4. 
calendulacea) and the comely Carolina 
Rhododendron. Then Bush Dogwoods.

July 10. The rosebay Rhododendron 
{R. maximum) is too massive of aspect— 
too coarse of foliage to be used in quan­
t i t y in the composition of lawn shrub­
beries. . \ n occasional well-controlled 
s|)ecimen, however, adds both dignity 
an<l charm. This handsome native is best 
employed to cover sloping, shaded banks 
along a drive, or to plant Ireelj' along the 
shores of lakes and stre;ims, es|)i;cially 
where distance lends enchantment. But 
Withenxls (Viburnum cassiiioidvs), the 
sweetly scented and altogether I(i\ely 
Swamp .\zalea (-1. visrosa). and the later-
flowering. white->pired, pungently fra­
grant Summersweet, or Sweet I'epper-
bush, (Clolltra alnifolia) may lie u.sed in 
liberal clumps of each to supply \x>ih 
color and perfume to the shrubbery 
lx)rders at this season. 

July 2(). As midsummer approaches the 
conventional shrubberies take on a rusty, 
dingy aspect. The unlovely Shrub-.Vlthea. 
an A.sia.tic product, is the on l j ' bush that 
shows bloom and that is too often a 
muddy magenta color. 

September 5. This is the time of year 
when the bushes from other lands fail us 
utterly. The only one in general use that 
ventures to blosst)m is the panicle Hyd­
rangea—the cold-slaw shrub, I call i t , ir­
reverently. I n my opinion, i t woidd better 
have Ijeen left to blush unseen in the fast­
nesses of Manchuria. 

Oeioher i. The wild Inishes are alive 
with birds, feasting on the abundant fruits 
of everj- hue that weigh down the twigs 
and branches. Conspicuous among them 
are the Shadblow, Spicebush, Dogwootis 
and Viburnums in great variety, Haw­
thorns, Xinebarks, Chokeberries, Wild 
Roses, Blueberries and W'interberries 
{Ilex verlicillalti I . Tatarian honeysuckle is 
the only berr>-bearcr 1 recall among the 
exotic shrubs that pre\ ail in our domestic 
"landscape". 

.\ovembcr 5. The auturmi blaze of color 
in the open country this year has been 
the most brilliant in my memory. Bc-
girming with Swamp Maples. Sumacs and 
Virginia creepers, the conflagration sprca<l 
rapiilly to the Viburnums, Hawtiiornes, 
Swamp Azaleas. Highbush Blueberries, 
Chokeberries and, indeed, most all the 
trees and shrubs of the vicinity, unti l the 
wooded hills, pastures and swamps fairly 
glowed with fl;uning scarlets, crimsons, 
pinks, oranges and yellows. What a sad 
contrast when we return to our homes, to 
be confronted with the brown and 
shri\ele(l foliage of the surrounding 
shrul)ber> I Why do we tolerate its mo­
notony for Ave long months in order to 
have some measure of beauty for two or 
three? 

November 10. The superb pageant has 
passed, but the winterberry, wi th its 
brilliant scarlet berries, and the weird 
Witch Hazel's fantastic yellow blossoms 
continue io enli\ en the thickets and deep 
woods and reconcile us to our lo.ss. 

I have purposely chosen from my field 
notes those which refer to native l)ushes 
that can now be obtained in quantity from 
anuml)erof leading .\merican nurserymen. 
I t is interesting tt) note in this connection, 
that while our conventional groups and 
borders contain, as a rule, only ten or 
twelve kinds of shrubs, all of them 
foreigners, there are already three or four 
times that number of e(|ually desirable 
and l>eautiful natives in the trade, and 
our resources in this regard liave hardl}-
been touched. 

As regards cost, if there is any marked 
difference, i t is in favor of native material. 
Even the coniferous and broad-leaved 
evergreens of our own country are now 
less e.vp)ensive than imported kinds. 

Editor's yok: Both tlic common and the 
botanical names used in this article conform 
to those adopted by the American Joint 
Committer on Ilorlicnltural Nomenclature, 
as given in its recently published book, 
entitled "Standardized Plant Names". 

M A N A G I N G A HOiME G A R D E N

—two rakes and two hand wecders and 
such, so that two iieople can work on the 
same job at the same time. 

Plan to acquire at once or by gradual 
purchase the following necessary items: 

Insecticide Sprayer—one that can \x 
slung over the shoulder. I f the garden 
is very large a barrel sprayer should 
be added to the equipment. After 
using, wash out the sprayer thoroughly 
wi th clean water. 

Poivder Gun 
Rubber Syringe—for watering seedlings 

in flats and spraying dirt off house 
plants 

Wheelbarrow—get the kind with de­
mountable side boards for then i t will 
ser\'e mans' purposes. I f the garden 
has much lawn space and many trees 
i t may pay to purchase a leaf rack 
attachment in which great quantities 
of leaves and grass clippings can be 
hauled away. 

Sickle—but keep i t sharp. 
Grass clippers—these also to be kept 

sharp and not allowed to lie out in the 
grass and rust. 

Hedge shears—a big pair of scissors with 
wooden handles operated by both 
hands. There is also a device on the 
market which clips by turning a handle, 
but I have not tried i t and I am not so 
sure that i t would be successful for 
shaping hedges with cur\'ed outlines. 

2 Pairs Secateurs—a large size and a 
smaller one. The former for pruning 

shrubbery and the latter for roses and 
thin stemmed vines and for cutting 
flowers. 

Pruning saw—either the Continental 
curved t}"pe or the straight-edged 
American. 

Pruning Jack-knife—for lopping suckers 
off trees and around shrubs. 

Dibber—which is a help in setting out 
seedlings and sa\es the index finger. 

Spading Fork. 
12 inch Spade—in using both the fork and 

the sp)ade to dig soil see that the blade is 
driven straight down the ful l length; 
a slant only cheats the subsoil. 

Garden line on a reel—this may seem 
unnecessary as any old string and a 
couple of stakes wil l serve just as well— 
only you are always losing them. Have 
a line and reel that you paid for and 
you wil l be more apt to put i t away 
after you are fniished with i t . 

Scujtle hoc—for .August weeding. This 
is pushed along the surface and cuts 
off weeds, at the same time breaking 
up the surface into a dust mulch. 

Warren hoe—a triangular l)lade for close 
work in borders and flower rows for 
opening up seed drills, 

Pield hoi—which has a wide blade. Al l 
hoes and spades, in fact, all digging and 
cultivating instruments, should be 
filed occasionally to keep their cutting 
edges sharp. 

Wlii t ! hoe—this is essential for cultivating 
the rows in the vegetable and cutting

gardens. Run one wi l l i a large wheel 
and strong curved handles that |x'rniit 
the projK-r kind of grip. Several 
allachments for various kinds of 
cidtivaling come with wheel hoes. 

joo iL'oodin plant labels—these are both 
cheap and in\'aliuible. 

SUrl raki—for soil work. 
Wooden rake—for lawn work. 
.25 earh of woodni, hamhoo or wire stakes— 

feet. T, feet, 4 feet an<l f i feet high. 
Don't depend on any old sort of slick to 
>.iakc w i th ; such carelessness makes a 
garden appear sloppw Slakes are to 
serve and not to Iw seen, consequent l>-
they should be ])laced bi'hind the plant 
and be painted ;in innocuous green. 
The new twisted w'm stakes are quite 
a saving over the wooden stakes 
which rot. 

Balls of staking l-u'iiu-—nr larreil yam. 
This is re(|uired for tying up such tall 
plants as dahlias and delphiniums and 
some of the shrubs. I t lasts for a long 
lime. 

A t7i'isl of Raffia—to be used for lighter 
staking. 

Tn o Irowrls—a broa<i one for jj^'ncral work 
and a "Slim Jim" for transplanting. 
Keep these clean and sharp. 

A avirriiig />(»/—either .\merican or French 
model with both coarse and tine rose 
nozzles. 1 prefer the l-'rench with the 
curved handle because it balances 
easily in the hand. The coarse nozzle 
is for general watering and the line for 
si'cdlings. 

2 Hand Weeders—with Ixith long and 
short handles. The short for those who 
would weed on the knees and do close 
work, such as weeding Sweet Peas w hen 
small, and the long for those beds anil 
borders that require merely to be 
stirred. The weeders with s]>ring teeth 
I have found esjiecially useful tools. 

All assortment of trays—for seeds and 
seedlings. These to be made at home. 

An assortment of fUnver pots—[K-rsonally 
I have never had any luck with paper 
pots. Theoretically they are sound, 
but somehow I've never Ix-en able to 
make them work. So I slick to thumb 
pots for special seedlings and the larger 
ones for pott ing up geranium- and such 
for the porch and windows. 

5<j feet of good garden hose—with an 
adjustable no/.zle. 

A good lawn sprinkler. 
A good lawn mowrr—to be kept well oiled 

and cleaned, . \ f le r using put away 
where i t won't be rained on. This 
should be e(|uipped with a grass 
catcher. 

A noil can—kept filled. 
Wire sieve—for sifting soil. 
Thermometer for use in hotlied. 
Grass edger—which sa\es much time and 

hand work. 
Keep on hand the following fertilizers— 

100 pounds each of lime, sheep manure, 
commercial humus (don't buy the cheaj). 
water-soaked variety or xou'll In- pav ing 
for water), tankage or bk)od and Ixnie 
Iwne meal, nitrate of soda and a general 
commercial fertilizer. .Also keep on a 
special poison shelf cans or packages of 
the following insecticides—Black Ix-af 
40 or some 40 JKT cent nicotine solution, 
Hordeau.x Lead—or some Bordeau.x nux-
ture,Paris(lreen (this is stronger than the 
Bordeau.x mixture 1, fi.sh oil soap, helle­
bore, lime sulphur. IMelrosine, Slug shot, 
powdered sulphur, tobacco dust and 
potassium sulphide. 

T H E C \ K D K X B I U G E T 

Just one more word on e(|uipmenll 
What is your duty toward your neighbor? 
Shall you lend him that brand-new 
.scuffle hoe or those sublimely sharpened 
secateurs? Well, my attitude toward this 
is the .same I have about lending books. 
1 used to lend them. Today I am more 
practiced and (|uicker wi th plausible 
excuses for refusing. 

Like drink, gardening is an insidiuu-
hobby and i t can become expensiv e unle—• 
one keeps a check on himself. The ex­
penditures will all depend ui)on how much 
the gardener actually cares for ganieninj; 
I f i t is merely a side issue, Uke the theatre 
or smoking, he won't care to spend much 
and he shouldn't—it can then be listed 
under Miscellaneous; if he considers 
gardening as part of a ful l life—which 
i t Is—then he will want to give it a plaie 
on his family budget, in fact, make a 
special budget for the garden. 

On this budget, if he employs a gar­
dener, the biggest item will be wages; 
then plant material, then equipment. I f 
he is planning an.\' new developments or 
improvements these should be placed 
under a separate head. 

The lirst three years of our garden 
work consisted of making a Connecticut 
hilltop and making a garden almost out 
of the raw. I n those years of the total 
sum spent. 23 [HT cent was for wages. 
10 per cent for plants, l)ulbs and seeiis. 
6.0 per cent for equipment, fertilizer-
and such, and Oo. 1 per cent for iHi|>r()\e-
ments. which include materials. Thesi 
were mainly >lriKtural improvements— 
relainitiK walls, walks. Kr.idin^ and repair 
of trees worth saving. The percentage 
was high, l)ul after these lirst three years, 
the budget shook down to a more reason­
able basis—for wages, 5.S per cent, i i lanl-, 
seeds, bulbs, 10 per cent, equi|)ment and 
manures. 12 per cent and improvements 
20 per cent. The wages were paid to a 
pari time gardener who did such hea\-.\-
work as plowing, hauling. iK:casion.d 
grading and haying and the figure in­
cludes the cost of hiring his horse and 
wagon. I consider this 5S-io-i.'-2o dis­
tribution of expenditures a fairly just one. 
The chances are that we shall not be 
able to reduce the percentage for labor 
because there are seven and a half acres 
to this place and a man and his wife who 
have their jobs in town cannot be centi­
pedes liowevcr much they may love 
gardening. 

Before improvements are started you 
should have a fairly detinite estimate of 
what they wil l cost and what work wil l 
be required. For example: I planned a 
new border 70 feet long and 5 feet wide 
to run along the top of a terrace be­
hind my study ix)rch. The plans on pa­
per made early in the s|)ring showed that 
it would require the following items;

(1) Trenching. This I intended to do 
myself, and I did i t although it took 
the odd hours of a week after supper. 

(2) Manure, cost Si4.00. one bag of 
bonemeal. $3.50, one bag of lime, Si.35. 

(3,1 Plant materiid: for edging, Pansies, 
Achillea, Perennial. C'andytuft, Sweet 
William, and Alyssum saxalile com-
parliim; for the middle, Hemerocallis. 
Kroanso, Coreopsis, Columliine. Trito-
mas, Chrysanthenuims, (luaillaria, Com-
jianula, Tellham Beauty, Irises and 
Peonies; for the back. Delphiniums, 
Physostegia, Flollyhocks and Bee Balm. 
I t was lo be planted thick and thinned 
out when crowded. 

;\11 of liiese plants were raised from seed 
except the Hemerocallis, which cost $3.00. 
die Peony. Si.00 and the two groups of 
iri.sesatS5.ooeach. The Bee Balm wasagifi 
from a friend. The seed cost about S5.00. 

This brought the total estimate on 
that border to S32.85, and sa\e for a 
little investment in heuchera to take the 
place of some pansies that disappointed 
us, the estimate was met satisfactorily. 
Had all the plants been Ijought, however, 
the cost would have run upo\ er S3oo,oo.' 

There are two general classes of hired 
gardener—the odd-job man and the 
trained gardener. To this may be added 
a third, the oM gardener, but .lis kind is 
passing and perha|)s he is more valuable

I n Japan the l ime or I'lum-blosMim 
(Pniniis limine) is the first of its tribe to 
bliiom and there are many i i rc t ty varieties. 
The Ume is not hardy in Massachusetts 
but further south we could have Plum-
uardens even as they do in Japan. 

\'vry pleasing shrubs and exceedingly 
lloriferous are Pruniis japoiiica, P. glan-
didosa and P. toiiienlosa. all natives of 
eastern .\sia. They are also very hardy 
and their round, scarlet f ru i t is good eat-
iii;r. The double form of the Chinese 
Almond (P. triloba^ wi th i>urc pink, rose­
like flowers is a favorite shrub in many 
i.;ar(l( ns where its blossoms transform the 
>h(>(ils into Kurlands. The wild type wi l l i 
sinjile, pure pink flowers is more beautiful, 
ihou^h rarel>' s<rn in irardens, yet i t was 
inlroduced in 1S.S2 into the .Arnold Arbore­
tum where i t has been growing ever since. 

The thought of these difl'erent kinds 
of Prunus naturally brings to mind the 
Cherries of the Orient. Nol the double-
flowered sorts but the wild species and 
forms with single flowers. The best 
known is the Rose-bud Cherr\- (Pruvii-i 
siihliirlf.Ua var. pendiihi) wi th slender 
hanging branches strung with flowers, 
rose-pink in bud, pale pink when ful l \ -
open. Small examples of this delightful 
tree are not uncommon in Kiirdens but 
outside of Japan T have never seen a 
really good specimen. .As I write comes to 
minci a tree in the old capital city of 
Kyoto, f u l l So feet tall wi th a spread of 
branchc-s more than this, branchlets hang­
ing straight down and almost reaching the 
ground and in flower a veritable cascade 
of jiink whose loveliness no words can 
a(l( (|uately porlray.

Forpardens south of Washington, D. C. 
and tliose of California, the rambling 
Jasmiiiiim niidiflorum with clear yellow 
tlowers on dark green naked shoots is a 
lovely old plant, .̂ nd where little or no 
frost is known the newer / . primidinum 
is a jewel of llrst water. This has arciiing 
stems and trifoliolale leaves from the 
axils of which arise jirimrose-yellow 
tlowers each more than an incii in dia­
meter. Wherever the plant is happy it is 
a cascade of jiale yellow in season. A lover 
of sunshine, California should be a second 
home for this urand plant which came to 
us in rS()g from the plateaux of '̂unnan 
in southern CMiina. Of its class T count this 
jasmine anions the finest shrubs it has 
been my privilege to add to gardens. 

.\<» account of spring flowering woody 
phinls is comi)lele without mention of the 
.Vsiatic Magnolias with their larj,'e, fleshy 
pi tallrd, fraprant flowers borne on naked 
sh<K)ls. The first of all Ma;:nolias to open 
its flowers each spring is the lovely .1/. 
steHata of unknown origin and to my mind 
the most charming of all. It is always a 
broad, shapely shrub from ten to fifteen 
feet high and more in diameter; the star-
shai)e, snowy blossoms are snmller than 
those of other species but are produced 
in such profusion as to cover the bush 
with white. In addition to the Ij-pe there 
is a i)ink-nowered form (var. rosea) which 
makes a delightful conipanion. 

The Japanese M. kobits is common in 
the forests throughout the greater part of 
Jai)an. The southern and t\-pical form 
is a large bush or low tree, but the north­
ern ft)rm (var. horealis) is a fine tree 
from sixty to seventy-five feet tall, broad-
pyramidal in outline with a smooth trunk 
six feet in girth. This variety is the most 
northern of all Magnolias and was in­
troduced into .Vmerica in 1876 and later 
sent to Kurope. It has proved to be the 
most free-growing of its group, and trees 

raised from the original seed are now 
thirty-five feel tall with broad, pyrami-
datc crowns. The blossoms are loose-petal-
led, white and smaller than those of the 
Yulan. Young trees flower sparsely but 
with age they are as floriferous as those 
of any other Magnolia. 

Well-known is the white Yulan {M. 
deniidala), more generally known as M. 
conspicua, native of China where it has 
been a favorite in gardens from time im­
memorial. So, too. is the less hardy 
Purjjie \'ulan commtmly known as M. 
olunalii but correctly as ..M. lilidora with 
rich wine-red chalices. Under cultivation 
several hybrids between .1/. lUnudata and 
M. lilijiora have originated and have 
proved themselves hardier and even better 
garden plants than tiieir parents. The 
oldest and best known of tliesehybridsis A/. 
SouliDigeana which originated near Paris. 
It is a vigorous Kî owiiij; tree witli flowers 
sulTused with rose color. Very similar 
to this are forms known in gardens as M. 
speeiosu, M. superbu. M. cyathiformis, M. 
Alexandriiia. .1/. sperlabilis ^nd M. triuni-
phans. Ouile <listiiKt is .1/. J.ennei with 
its large blossoms, the outside of the petals 
of which are port-wine color at the base, 
and rich crimson toward the tip. Perhaps 
the finest of all these hybrids is that known 
as .1/. ruslica rubra with its large, cheer}-, 
rose-red flowers each jjctal of which is 
edged with white. 

.Ml Magnolias prow naturally in moist 
rich woods and they detest drou;ihl. They 
will withstand considerable hardships and 
abuse but \hr besi Rsuits are oi)laine<l 
when they are protictid from stronj; 
winds and are planted in cool, deep soil 
rich in hunuis. The best time to trans­
plant Magnolias is late in the sprirg, 
They ma,\' also be nitn-ed successful!} 
late in the month of .August but aftei 
moving they must not be allowed to sufi'ei 
lack of water and it is advisable to mulch 
them with well-decayed manure. Thest 
are cultural items of the greatest imi>ort 
ance which no aspirant to .success car 
afford to neglect. Moreover, such majjni 
ficent plants are worthy of a little extra 
attention which they re|)ay a hundredfold

stream of water which laves the dishes. 
T o fill the washer with water, a l l that is 
necessary is to turn the faucet, and the 
emptying is no more effort than empty­
ing your bath tub. 

I t can be used as a smal l washer for 
clothes b y means of an extra at tachment 
which can be bought ;us well as the dish­
washing outfit. So, dish towels can come 
in for a swift rehabil itation, wi th no 
trouble whatever. W hen neitlier of these 
mechanical devices are needed, the jwrce-
lain sink remains for all traditional 
utilities. 

. \ good motor is attached under the 
sink, and away from you and a n y other 
disturbance. I t is simple and it is only 
necessary to at tach it to the ordinary 
electric light circuit . 

T h i s s ink is also equipped wi th a spray 
which can be used as a hot or cold rinse 
for ixtts and pans, dishes or clothes. 
T h e r e is, too, the convenient moveable 
faucet which can be aimed in a n y direc­
tion. 

Of course, there are on the market , 
many little dishwashers which set cosiI.\-
on the drain board of the sink which you 
already have. These , too, in most in­
stances, can be attached to the plumbing 
and save labor and "rough antl reddy" 
hands. 

6. E L i i C T R i c T.XBLiiS. T h e newest tj-pe 
of kitchenette is the beautiful series of 
tables, which can be used fur librar>-, 
boudoir or dining room. T h e top l ifts up 
and folds back, forming a flat working 
surface. Underneath the table top, before 
it is l ifted, is found a capacious cav i ty 
which houses the utensils and cartons of 
food. T h i s table is wired for electric 
..evices necessary for cooking or ironing. 
I n these tables is room for supplies, 
napery a n d cutlerj- . 

7,8. RKXESSiiD COMFORT. Should there 
be but space equal to the ancient pantn.-, 
a folding table, a recessed electric stove, 
the needful closet room, refrigerator, and 
the most neglected folding ironing board, 
and small electric ironer with connections 
and outlets can be built in. Often in the 
most e.\quisitcly equipped kitchenette 

spaces, the ironing board is totally for­
gotten, and valet ing is neglected in the 
rush for a rational rationing. 

9. THE I'OUDREUSE. . \nother tx-pc of 
table is equipped with electric outlets for 
curl ing iron, v ibrator , etc. , and has 
drawers for the cosmetic accessories. 
Whi le adding hugely to comfort a n d 
beautiful furnishings, these tidiles have 
c h a r m in design, wood and structure, 
for they are designed to fit in accordance 
with the period in which your room i s 
furnished. 

10. ELECTRIC STOKKR. T l i e electric 
stoker, which coals the fire and removes 
the ashes mechanical ly , as well , makes 
the early morning and night cel lar tours 
unnecessary'. 

Usua l ly three hundred pounds of cheap 
buckwheat , rice or barley coal are loaded 
into the h(i|>per and conveyed by motor 
force to burner a n d placed on the fire, 
where it is blown by a little fan. T h e 
coal is burned up completely, and the 
ashes dejxisited in the ash can. 

^'ou can use your own furnace, a n d a n y 
mechanical ly-minded fx;rs<m can install 
this simple mechanism. I t is ver\- easily 
at tached to the electric light socket, and 
i t uses one-eightli horse-power motor. 

11. TOOLS. T i m e and space could 
often be delightfull}- sjived were it pos­
sible to put up a nai l , hook or rack in a 
convenient place. \ tool chest makes 
this possible a n d saves the time usual ly 
wasted in wait ing for help. Some of the 
smal l , inexpensive tool chests wi th nai ls , 
hooks, tacks and brads in neat compart­
ments, supplemented b y hammer, nail 
e.vtractor, screw driver and \'arious other 
tools are most comfortable. Some of the.se 
chests cost ver>- little over S5. 

12. SMALL ICE CHEST. T h e r e are ice 
chests and even refrigerators to fit, not 
only the s m a l l apartment dwellers' 
limited spaces, but able thereby to cheat 
the restaurants of his presence by al low­
ing him to store enough food at home. 
The se are finished in white ename l , 
sometimes in other surfacings.

13. REFRICER,\TOR DISHT.S. One of 
tlic least cxjjensive and simplest a n d 
tliri l l ing space and time savinjr inven­
tions, a r c the l i t t le w h i l e enamel dishes, 
f iguratively and literally built "on tiie 
sfjuarc," .so that they fit on the shelf wi th­
out lo.st space. T l i e economy of these is 
further increased b y the fac t that they 
arc j;o(>d looking and c a n be ( i ) taken out 
of the refrigerator, (2) set on the stove 
if necessary- to w a r m the contents, a n d 
( j ) then put on the table. T h i s saves the 
washing of three sets of dishes a n d the 
resultant labor. 

14. BROOM HOLDERS. T h e fallen broom 
can be reformed b y building long, narrow 
closets for ti ieir "upkeep," or b y buying 
ready made closets in metal or wood to 
tit tlie pecul iar a n d part icu lar space 
avai lable .

18. SHOE R.\CK. . \ delightful little 
rack made of two strips of metal is the 
most recent method of storing shoes. 
T h i s is designed for the door of the closet, 
a n d as a saver of soles, i t fulfills the 
claims its creators make for it! T h i s is 
finished in various enamels. 

19. TABLE AND BLACKBOARD. T o meet 
the children's needs of p lay , food and 
education in a t iny apartment , there is 
a small t;d)le on which lliey can use their 
toys a n d from which they c a n be fed. 
T h e r e is a b lackboard on the under side 
of the table top, w h i c h , when l i fted, and 
set in the groove along the front edge, 
alTords all the fun and educative facilities 
that the I>la(kboard in tlie nursery can 

give. 
20. MUCH L\ LiiTLi:. One of the most 

important washing machines has now a 
junior offspring, which , of course, being 
small , takes up less space on tin- floor, and 
and is less expensive than the large sizes. 
M a n y of the smal ler machines have been 
less carefu l ly made than have the larger 
ones, but this is one that carries with it al l 
the fa i th a n d guarantees of its larger 
sisters. I t takes up o n l y 26' .x 28' of 
ground space! 

Because we h a v e detailed in these 
pages from time to t ime the story of the 
small sized electric ironers, flat irons and 
all tlic time and labor-sa \ ing de\'ices, for 
this reason we w i l l spare you from any 
further detail of these things.

as a present sentiment than as a reality 
for often he was ignorant, headstrong 
and unwill ing to learn new and improved 
methods. 

O n most small places the odd-job man 
is employed for maintenance—cutt ing 
the grass, cu l t ivat ing the vegetable patch, 
a n d the h e a \ y work of digging a n d 
hauling. Other work is done by the owner. 
\ 'aluable this man is at times, but the 
owner should keep him well under control 
and direction. H e may be the chauffeur, 
in which case his work is done a t odd 
moments. I t is advisable, when you have 
a chauffeurgardcner, todivide his working 
time into very definite jobs; thus he 
m a y be responsible for the grass and the 
weekly spraying of roses.but rio not expect 
him to do more than his time permits. 

T h e trained gardener, on the other 
hand, should devote all his time, to the 
garden a n d not be expected to run the 
car or do inside housework. T h e chances 
are that, in hiring a man for this purpose, 
he will have some special l lair for certain 
fruits and flowers. I t is advis;d)le to take 
advantage of this a n d let h i m .specialize, 

butnot to the neglect of t l ieolhervariet ics . 
. \ well-trained man may, becau.se of liis 

alleged sujx-rior knowledge, hold the 
wli iphand over the employer. T h e same 
sort of .situation arises in households when 
the mistress of the house demands of 
her servants work that slie herself does 
not understand. T h e owner of the 
garden should know Ixith the theory- a n d 
the practice of flower raising; it is his duty 
to follow the introduction of new and 
improved methods a n d to tr\' them out 
in his garden. So long as he has an 
intelligent man in his ser \ i ce there will 
be no d i f lku l ty in doing this. 

O f course a great m a n y people think 
that where a gardener is employed the 
owner is not really master of his place— 
it is the gardener's garden. W e l l , it is, 
if you do not do some of the work, if 
you yourself do not dig and plant, sow 
a n d water, prune and harvest , if your 
wife does not lend a hand at the cultiva­
tion of the flowers and the arrangement of 
their planting. I f will never l)e anyone 
else's garden as long as you give of your­
selves and y o u r endeavors to it.

below the ceiling to ullow for insertion of 
hooks. The mohling is thus made to ser\'e 
the dual pur|)ose of cappinj; the wall and 
supporting pictures, and jiroportion is re­
stored to die room. 

W iial is the right way to hang pictures? 
The answer depends hrst upon the use to 
which the room in which they are hung 
is to l)e put. I n an ordinary l iving r()om 
the hanging and placing of pictures de­
pends entirely on the shape of the various 
wall sf)aces. Let us take the ca.se first of 
a large blank wall which needs breaking 
uj) ami enlivening. In this instance i t is 
a gcxxl plan to mentally divide up the 
wall into panels whose proportions seem 
coniplflely satisf\'ing. Then hang your 
pictures in such a way that they suggest, 
i jy their position and spacing, the salient 
forms of these imaginary panels. This 

breaks up the wall space in a pleasing and 
harmonious way. 

Pictures in a l i \ ' ing r(M)m should be 
placed wi th due regard to the furniture as 
well as the architectural lines of the room. 
Thus, a small cabinet standing against the 
wall should not be surmounted b\- an over­
whelmingly large picture. . \ picture ap­
propriate in size and slia|)e, hung above a 
cabinet or chest, apart from its own inter­
est, wil l accent the beauty of the |)iece of 
furniture. Or two small pictures of match­
ing si/.e hung one above the other on 
either side wi l l achieve the same result. 
Often one picture or a mirror above a sofa 
is not sulhcient to f i l l the space. I n this 
instance a smaller picture on either side is 
an elTective soluticm, or a picture smaller 
than the large center picture or mirror with

I n cases where the wall is already 
paneled the procedure depends on the 
nature of the panels. Where the wall is 
divided up into wide and spacious iSth 
Century panels, pictures, i t is obvious, 
must be hunj; in the center of each space. 
But in the case of the older Elizabethan 
and Jacobean panelinj;. the prol>lem of 
picture-hanging becomes very dilVicult. 
Should one hang jjictures across these 
small panels, or should one do without 
pictures? That is a dilemma which gives 
no middle way of escape, except where the 
paneling is carried only a certain way up 
the wall . I n this ca.se large pictures hunt,' 
over the paneling serve as broad vertical 
pilasters of decoration and can be most 
effective. 

W hile on the subject of paneling i t wi l l 
be interesting to say something of pictures 
built into the wall as panels set in archi­
tectural moldings. The Italian builders 
of the 17th ('entur>' made great use of 
painting in their architecture. 

Altars and chapels were designed as 
gorgeous marble settings for pictures: 
and what is more interesting to us, rooms 
in private houses were planned to have 
painted panels .set in the wall-panels. 
These were, in fact, fine pictures painted 
by the best masters of the day for the 
spccifiefl purpose of forming part of the 
decoration of the room in which they were 
to be placed. When practical)Ie the bui l l -
in-picturcs possess great decorative qua­
lities. 

The built-in-picture is best adapted to 
the space over the mantelpiece, as a part 
of the architectural scheme of the fire­
place.

.Ml other lx)oks relating to native .Ameri­
can flowering plants describe the plants 
and llowers, help to appreciate them and 
to study them botanicall>'; but thi'̂  book 
tells how to promote the preservation of 
them in thi-ir native haunts and how to 
transfer all that can be moved safel.v into 
new homes, homes of more artificial condi­
tions. .\nd the number of very desirable 
ones then can be thus utilized is astonish­
ingly and gratifvingly large. 

The designer of landscapes will learn 
secrets that make available many native 
shrubs and herbaceous perennials woi lhy 
of being placed alongside of those that 
now for several years have been highly-
esteemed by the knowing, such as Ilc.v 
verlicillata, J. glabra and Viburnum 
cassiuoides. Excellent prescriptions are 
given for small back yards and e\ en house 
founilation plantings. For rock gardens 
is found a most salutary idea, rock gar­
dens that regularly are "essentially 
artificial affairs made soiel\' for the pur­
pose of growing plants fiom everv country 
on the face of the globe except .America." 
The contents of bog and water gardens 
are shown to be capable of great enlarge­
ment and enrichment at man's hands. 
For making v.-oodlands more like fairies' 
paradises then through ignorance they 
commoidy are allowed to be, help is 
provided abundantly. For all kinds of 
sites indeed there are wise suggestions in 
both the narrative part of the l.>ook an<l 
in the form of concise lists. 

The names .are handled carefully, so 
that almost without exception identity 
is made certain. Keaders in various parts 
of the country, however, might wish for 
more of the common names. Swamp 
Magnolia, for example, would be searched 
for in vain by many persons who, knowing 
it only by that name, wouki not of course 
find it as "Bay, Sweet'', listed among Wild 
Bushes for which cultural directions arc 
given. Fewer persons perhaps would fail 
to find what to them has been the W ild 
Honeysuckle here recorded as "I'inxler 
Flower". For the former of these two 
subjects the book employs Magnolia 
virginiana as the sole scientific name, 
whereas the catalogs call it only Mag­
nolia glauca. a name not found in this 
little book at all. 

Due credit is gi\ en to nurserymen who 
supply native plants and who should 

therefore be encouraged so that the; 
may be less robljing woods and wi] 
places of their treasures. Measures ar 
methods for protecting and prcservir 
these are ferventlv ad\ocated.

So great has been the confusion, resul 
ing often from practical difficulties, > 
hnlli scientific and common names in tl 
very broad and complex fields of hort 
culture that a work of solution must 1 
regarded as epoch making. Careful ar 
sympathetic consideration at least shou 
be given this book which, as but a supe 
ficial examination would show, has bet 
made with care, as it has been compih 
gratuitously, by men selected through tl 
cooperation of the various nation-wide a 
sociations. It is impossible to concci' 
that the work could ha\ e been done mo 
faithfull\" or more ably. The wise nurser 
man will now em[)loy the recommend( 
names in order that he may be sure 
supplying exactly what an order calls f 
and to give evidence of accuracy and int( 
ligcnt progressiveness that sh.all mei 
patronage. 

There is no arbitrariness in attemptii 
to make the recommendations current ai 
not even the members of the participatii 
organizations are obliged to accept ai 
innovation in nomenclature. But t 
hope is that the Committee's work sh: 
be regarded as authoritative for fi\ e yeai 
during which period corrections and su 
gestions are welcomed with a view towa 
revision. Some remarks pertinent to th 
will be attempted here. But first let t 
working of the book be illustrated.

new spelling Rosa Ititgouis. in which even 
a name derived from the name of a person 
is spelled with a small initial letter unless 
i l is the first part of a compound name, 
consists in dropping the second i of a 
Latin genitive tJiat formerly was allowed 
to have 1;'. For the.'̂  innovations there is 
good warrant in scholarship and the uni­
formity attained is pleasing. 

But there is less uniformity in permit­
ting I I Ido.Nis R O S K and R E G A L K I R I S 
while other varietal names are given 
purely laiglish forms. Ihe common 
names, to lie sure, have been fixed upon 
only with great difliculty because of the 
multiplicity with which certain plants 
have been honored, or burdened, in 
various parts of the country. Some will 
of course meet with much opposition; 
many gardeners will fintl it hard, for 
example, to [lersuadc themseK es to refer 
lo the Saucer Magnolia, whereas they 
before have called it Magnolia Soiilaiigc-
ana. One might have expected lo find 
SouLANGK M A G N O L I A , just as he does 
I.KN.Ni': M . \ G N 0 L 1 A . Can it be that the 
("ommiltee lacked for the latter a name 
of truly popular character or, as is more 
probably the case, desired lo indicate 
that while the former is a hybrid whose 
parentage is known the latter is butfa gar­
den fonn of the one here mentioned first? 

The names of persons applied to plants 
have been handled variously. Among 
tulips is still found Mr. Farncombe 
Sanders while right beneath i l stands J. 
G. Baker. .Among Lilacs Ellen Wilmott 
supersedes Miss Ellen Wilmott and Lud-
wig Spaeth stands instead of .Andenken an 
Ludwig Spaeth; but why then should a 
Canna be calleti Mile. Berthine Brunner 
and a Peony still be handicapped b>' the 
sesquipedalian appellation Souvenir de 
I'Exposilion Universelle or even by the 
shorter compound Souvenir de Louis 
Bigot? The person for whom was named 
a ro.se would be honored just as much if 
the words '"Gruss an" were omitted before 
"Teplitz." These are minor matters. But 
is i l not lo be hof)ed that all cumbersome 
names may be simplified in the next edi­
tion, even al the cost, if necessar}'. of ob­
taining, so far as ma\' be possible, the ap­
proval of the originators, or, if they can 
not be reached, of their friends or fellow 
counlr>-men? 

For names of foreign origin, particu­
larly those of Japanese Flowering Cher­
ries and Japanese Iri.ses, the responsibil­
ity rests with several .scholars to whom 
the languages are native and who, like 
many other experts in the various fields, 
have laljored hard and gratuitously aided 
in bringing the complete work lo its high 
state of excellency. These Japanese 
names have always been untraclable lo 
.Americans and i l is consequently a relief 
lo find their equivalents, usually very 
beautiful e(|uivalents, like Morning Mi.sls 
ami MiMiiilil W'avo. rccdiiiiiicndccl for 
general use. For the Japanese Iris Osho, 
however, no English paraphrase is sug­
gested; nor. by the way, is i l clear whether 
or not this name Ls recommentled for that 
lovely double variety sometimes called 
Blue Danulxj, whose Jai)anese name 
regularly has occured, in the few catalogs 
that have listed it, as Osho-kun. Here the 
synonym Osho-san inclines one to think 
that Osho is lo be regarded as the correct 
name. 

In cerliun points the Committee has 
had to be arbitrary. The spelling "Evony-
mus", to illustrate, has recently had much 
vogue, as has the use of the feminine form 
in the appended adjective irgeUi. These 
forms are accounted for by tlie fact that 
the prefix cit-, meaning "well", naturally 
becomes /!'- before a vowel in English, as 
it does in the familiar word "evangelical", 
and by the fact thai in Lalin the names of 

plants rcgulariy arc feminine, even lh( 
name of a tree where the word itself, i i 
Lalin grammar, appears lo be masculine 
—Qiierats. "Oak", for example. But lh( 
word for "name", which composes lh« 
second part of Euonymus, is masculin( 
and this may be the Committee"s reasor 
for taking the name of the plant as of thai 
gender. In a somewhat different waj 
masculine associations have kept Hya 
cinthus, Narcissus and Crocus masculine 

In certain other matters it is lo be as' 
sumed that the Ccrrn-,itlee l;as foimc 
authority, as in preferring Wisteria t< 
Wistaria and lialliuiia to lialleava anc 
Levermere, in the name of a poppy. t( 
Livermore, which is uri\ersally the forn 
in catalogs. 

There has been seme concession t< 
convenience and established usage in con 
tinning Ketiiiosjiora us he common nami 
for all plants re]>resentirg juvenile state: 
of Chamaecyparis (Cypress) and of Thujs 
(.Arborvitae) and in listing azaleas apar 
from the genus Rhododendron into whicl 
botanists have placed ll.em. 

But again these are sirall matters anc 
of trivial importance among the 45,oo< 
entries nearly each one of which has pre 
sented iiossibilities of variation. The tasl 
accomplished has been stupendous enougl 
and the wonder is that only three plan 
groups still remain not considered, nameb 
Vegetables, Flowering Annuals an< 
Flowering Bulbs other than tlie Tulip 
To this llower ha\ e l:een de\<iUd seven 
teen j)ages of double columns. Ikrein. a 
under other heads also, when the sam' 
fairly well established name occurs fo 
two or more varieties, even of differen 
types, the Committee contents itself will 
merely calling attention lo the unfor 
lunate contlict and n-fuscs tt> sanction thi 
name for any of the varieties, with ihi 
hope that this confusion of sjncncm] 
may not continue. 

.Additional service might perhaps bi 
rendered by giving aid lowart pronounc 
ing the names, jiarticularly those o 
foreign origin, and toward forming plural: 
correctly. I f this should not be embodiet 
in the text it could be given a place in tht 
.Appendix. F. B. M .

n p I l K (iarden Cluh of Des Moines, 
X Iowa, of which Mrs. Ralph Orw!;,' is 

the President, originated in the Fall of 
i g i 8 , w i l i i a group of ten women garden 
enthusiasts vviio met infonnall \ ' at irreg­
ular intervals and conducted one I-'lowcr 
Show a _\ear. There are now about 300 
members, men and women paying annual 
dues of S2.00, all doing personal work in 
their gardens. From February to Octo­
ber, inchisive, meetings are held, as a rule 
in the afternoon, and usually in the City 
Library AuiJilorium, but sometimes at 
the homes of meml>ers and occasionally 
at the l i o y t Sherman Place Auditor ium. 

The programs are mostly of horticul­
tural sul)jects, often treated by members 
and range f rom the "('onstruction of Cold 
Frames', to "Grouping of Annuals", 
"Transplanting Perennials for Color 
.-Vrrangemcnt in the Spring (iarden", 
"Rock Gardens", or "Na t i \ e Shrubs and 
Plants for the Garden"—the last topic 
being presented by Aliss Et ta Bardwell, 
a landscape architect. "Forcing Bulbs 
for House Blooms" wi th annual exiiibit 
of blooming bulbs, was the subject of 
brief addresses by Mrs. Watkins, Mrs 
Henry Grankel and M r . Joe Zwart, when 
Mrs. Alexander Fitzhugh was hostess for 
the Club. On another (Kcasion, "(Jarden 
Pools" were considered, which resulted 
in introducing several pools in gardens, 
and an open discussion of "Garden 
Troubles" led by Mrs . Otto Brownell, 
showed the necessity for "The Question 
Box". 

Among tliose who have lectured before 
the memliers professionally are M r . J . 
Horace McFarland, of the American Rose 
Society, M r . John Wister, of the Iris 
Society, M r . Jens Jensen, the landscape 
architect of Chicago, on "The Small 
Garden," and M r . Bcrtrand Farr of the 
W j omissing Nurseries, I'ennsj'lvania. A t 
other meetings Mrs . Francis King spoke 
and when the Rev. Leroy W . Weeks, of 
Fmmetsi)urg, Iowa, talked on "Bird Con­
servation", at the City A r t Library one 
evening, an exhibit of bird feeding trays 
was arranged, wi th remarks on "Winter 
Feeding of the Birds" by Mrs . Frankei, 
who also explained, earlier in the year, 
about "B i rd Houses" when an exhibit of 
these was given. Guests of the evening 
were the husbands of the members of the 
Garden Club and the .'\udubon Society. A 
program in 1922 was devoted to "Beauty 
Spots in Iowa and Native Planting in our 
Cit>' Parks" and in 1923 an afternoon 
was given to "Conservation of Native 
k'lowers", upon which occasion Dr . Harry 
Oberholtser, of the U . S. Biological 
Survey, Washington, D . C , spoke of 
"The McGregor WM Life School". 

Lecturers have also come from the 
Iowa State University, includinK Dr . 
Schinik and Dr . L . H . Pannel. Leaflets 
on their subjects are always left for the 
benefit of the (iarden Club. Dr . Pannel 
conducted a pilgrimaRe of the members 
to an untouched l:)it of the native prairie 
where lie identified all the flowers, many 
of which were rare. His leaflet, besides 
explaining about the soil and formation 
of the prairie, listed the plant material 
found there, in which are noted several 
varieties of trees and shrubs: the .Ameri­
can and Slippery Elm, Red and Burr Oak. 
Soft Maple, Butternut. Iron Wood, Dog­
wood, Box Elder, etc. The bulletin men­
tions such flowers as Larkspur (Delphiu-
iiiiii pniardi), Sweet Wil l iam {Dionlhus 
barbatus), .Vnemones {canadfnsc i^ni.\ cyliri-
drim), Compass Plant {Silphium lacia-
lum). Purple Cone Flower iEchiiiacea) 
tiie Golden Alexander {Zizia aiirca). 
Rattle Snake Master or Button Snake 
Root (Erynsium yuccifolinm). Lead plant 
{Amorpha canescens). Wi ld Indigo (Bap-
lisia Icucophaa), Evening Primrose {Oeno­
thera serrulata), and Prairie Rose (Rosa 

setiiicra). There are also several Gold-
enrods, includinR the missoiiricnsi and 
the Fragrant [Solida^o memoralis). and 
Asters sericcus, aziircus and laruis, also 
much Bed-straw (Galium daytoni) and 
Blazing Star (Liatris pycnostachyn'. 
Varieties of grasses and sedges were 
many. 

Another Field-day is an annual picnic, 
which in 1923 was in Union Park (of 
about 200 acres) where "The Formal 
Perennial Garden" was the subject of 
general discussion. 

Features of the meetings have been, 
in addition to those already mentioned. 
Exhibits of Catalogues, Garden Books, 
and Winter Bou(|ueLs. .'\lso the Club 
arranged in the City Ar t Galler>' an 
elaborate Kxhibition of "Garden and 
Flower PaintinR-i. Garden Furniture and 
Accessories" which attracle<l hundreds of 
people. There were 30 paintings received, 
from .New \ 'ork, Chicago and Los Angeles, 
and many arlistie examples of bird l)ail i- . 
jars, trellises, sun-dials, weather vanes, 
garden furniture in stone and other ma­
terials. Samples of garden tools were 
also shown. 

Other exhibits were a bronze foi inl . i in 
by Mrs. Ali ie Caspar Hubbard of J)es 
Moines, a wall fountain ant! {;arden-wall 
plaques, also fountain studies in plaster, 
and a piece of staluar>- by Miss Florence 
Sprague of Des Moines. Miss Louise 
Orwig and Miss Harriet Macy, also of 
Des Moines, were among those sending 
paintings. 

l'ul)lic Flower .Shows are held, in the 
gardens of members, usually on Sunday 
afternoons. They are inmienselx [lopular. 
over 2500 having attended the Tul ip 
Show in Mrs . Meyer Rosen field's garden. 
The Show of Daffodils was n'ven on the 
estate of Mrs . Addison Parker, then 
President of the Clul); Lilacs in the nar<ien 
of Mrs. Frankei. Peonies on the Chamber­
lain estate, and the Iris in the garden of 
M r . and Mrs. Ralph Orwig. "Friendly 
Gardens" were visiterl by members iti 
1922, and in 1923 they were guests of 
Dr. and Mrs . EH Grimes, in their Rose 
Garden. Comprehensi\ e \'ear Books 
have lieen publisiied by the Club, the last 
including a calendar of monthly horticul­
tural reminders. I n four months of these 
ajipeared "Plant a Christmas Tree", 
following up the appeal made by Mr>. 
Parker, at the January meeting, to "Make 
Des Moines a Christmas Tree City!" 
Ahea<ly dozens of Christmas trees have 
been planted on the lawns and were 
illuminated during C hristxras week, and 
i t Ls anticipated that hundreds of these 
trees wil l be planted during the current 
year. This campaign is considered one 
of the most important achievements of 
the Garden Club, which ha.s also cooper­
ated with the ( i t y Park Commissioner 
and prevented further cutt ing of native 
trees and shrubs in the City Parks. I n 
addition the Club worked with the City 
Planning Commi.s.sion and the Zoning 
Committee. 

.Another \ aluable accomplishment was 
the planting of the grounds of the Chil­
dren's Home, for which ]Miss l^tta Bard­
well, a Club member, gave her profes­
sional services, wi th jilans. The program 
for the current j ear wi l l include a "Ques­
tion Box", many "Open Discussions" and 
probably the planting of fragrant flowers 
at the Home for the Bl ind , with possibly, 
in the Fall, work on the grounds of The 
Home for the Friendless. 

The Garden Club has f(»stered interest 
in Conscr\-ation by dLstrilniting "Conser­
vation Pledges" similar to those issued 
by the New York State Commission, 
through the Camp Fire Girls and school 
children. The grounds of one school were 
planted by the Club, wi th native shrubs, 
vines, and flowers, the pupils doing the 
actual work, and other schools followed

The Garden Club has 
placed IMrd-fccding trays on some of tlie 
school grounds and the children make 
more feeding-trays and bird-houses, in 
the manual training school. Among the 
plans for the current year are two Field 
Days to lie conducted by D r . L . H . Pam-
mel, Slate professor of botany, to an 
untouched native bog, also to j^rairie 
land, as these trips have been clTeclixe 
in stimulating enthusiasm for con.sena-
lion of natund beauty. 

The (larden Club wi l l make a pilgrim­
age in the spring to see masses of l lepat-
icas in bloom and which are to be pro­
tected by a Garden Committee of a 
Country ( ' l i ib which is to own the land. 
An effort is being made by the Garden 
Club to induce the Des ^Moines municipal 
oflicials to add a Rose Garden in Union 
Park, and in cooperation with the Des 
Moines Women's Club (2000 members) 
a lecture will be given by M r . L . D . ' l i l -
ton, of St. Louis, on "The Possiliiiilics of 
Developing the J'arks and Natural 
Waterways". One of the most ini]3ortant 
plans for the current j-ear is to entertain 
all the guests attending the National 
Peony Show wi th a picnic supper and 
evening at the extensive estate of M r .

Chamberlain, is a menilu r 
of the (iarden Club and a specialist in 
Peonies, of which a large number of 
choicest varieties are planted on the 
grounds of her home, "Westchester", M r 
Chamberlain's place. 

STOXINC.TON, CT. 

' T ^ l l E Garden Club of Stonington, 
J . Ct., was started in Septeml>er, 1921, 

in order to bring a small group of flower 
lovers together, informally, to consider 
mutual garden problems and to gather 
inspiration f rom association. A l l organi­
zation has been avoided, and there are 
no dues. The Chairman of the Club is 
Mrs . C. M . Williams, of New York, and 
Stonington, who calls the meetings. 
There are thirty-si.\ members drawn 
from the resident and summer popula­
tion, who meet at the Community House 
every three weeks f rom June to Septem­
ber, inclusi\e. Occasionally, there is a 
Ici l ua-, M iss Marion Coflin. the landscape 
architect, having addressed the Club in 
i Q 2 i ; and in September, 1023, a paper on 
"The Way to the Good Small Garden" 
was read, which was rented f rom the 
"General Federation of Women's Clubs". 
Usually, after a l i t t le necessary business 
and discussion, there is a show, or a visit 
is paid to some garden. I n u)2,s the shows 
were of seedlings in June. Roses in July, 
vegetables in August and Dahlias in Sep­
tember. Also, on Septcmhcr 17th, an 
exhibit was arranged of autumn leaves 
and berries, one member collecting 59 
varieties of wild flowers still in bloom. 
. \ comjxitition in table decoration was 
held in July, a Junior Class for children 
being included, and the prizes, contribu­
ted by members, were awarded for the 
most successful color scheme. 

COLfMBl.X, MO 

TH E Garden Club of Columbia, 
Missouri, the President of which is 

Mrs. James Gordon, who was also the 
founder, was organized in June, 1918, 
by eight women. Af ter the origmal meet­
ing an invitation was extended, through 
the local press, to every one interested 
in growing flowers to join the Garden 
Club. The aim is .stated to be the uniting 
of the members to "work together in a 
spirit of helpfulness and cooperation", 
in order to "stimulate public taste" and to 
make the "lawns, gardens and parkings 
more attractive". There are cow nearly 
100 members who do personal work in 

their gardens and pav annual dues of 
Si.00. 

-Afternoon meetings are held at the 
Community House, monthly, throughout 
the year. Hort icul tural topics are usually 
discus.sed informally, and in the summer, 
after the meetings, the Club makes a 
tour of insjH'ction of the members' gar­
dens, in quest of suggestions and new 
ideas. Spring and Fall there is an Ex­
change arranged, for distributing surplus 
l)Iant material among the members. 

A Flower Show is held every year, 
either in June or September, in which 
practically all the Club takes part , and 
the success has been so remarkable that 
letters come from man>- parts of Missouri 
a>king for information. A leaflet has been 
i-cnt in reply, to aid in establishing other 
Garden Clubs. There has been an attend­
ance ol 1000 to 1200 persons each paying 
an admission of 25 cents. $150.00 received 
from the lirst Show was given to tl.e Pub­
lic I,ibrar>- for the purchase of books for 
children. I n i g j q a "lawn content" was 
conducted, wi th lift> entries, aiul inlhus-
iasm thus created effected also the ad­
joining yards. Cash ])rizes were awarded 
to cla.y-es baM-d on the number of front-
feet in the lawn, improvement of which 
was the test for the prize. I his competi­
tion was rejicated a second year. 

In 1923, responding to the ajijieal 01 
National (iarden Week, i t was decided 
the most useful effort towards a State 
Beautiful would be for members to enlist 
the enthusiastic interest of the rising 
generation. .Accordingly a Junior Lawn 
Contest was planned. olTering cash prizes 
to boys and girls, between ten and fifteen 
years of age, for the "best kept backyard 
and garden condiined". and 2(100 packets 
of seeds, f rom one of the most reliable 
dealers, were given by the Garden Club 
to 150 children, who were organized into 
a Junior Garden Club, wi th the sl<;gan, 
"^lake Columbia the ])rettiest City in 
the State!" The result of these contests 
has l)een increased civic pride, and tl;e 
hope of the Garden Clul i is that Columbia 
may become as noted for its beauty as 
for the educational opportunitii 's it offers 
through the State University and two 
junior colleges for girls.

TH E Garden Club of Westwood. N . J . 
whose president is M r . Robert W. 

D j e. wasfounded in 191 (> bya"small group 
of home gardeners" and is comprised of 
th i r ty members, their annual dues being 
S2.50. Meetings arc held once a month, 
in the evening, at the homes of members, 
and refreshments are served. The pro­
grams have formerly been composed 
mostly of papers by members, but now a 
professional speaker, usually, presents 
some t imely horUcultural topic to the 
Club, which has enjoyed the cooperation 
of the New Jersey State .Agricultural Col­
lege, through the Farm Demonstrator for 
Bergen County.
