a mistake in either of these tlin-ctions would he quite likely 
to make him timid, for no tricks hinge quite so much upon 
the confidence t i f the dog in his te:icher as do those in which 
he must suhmit to physical handling. 

A considcrahly more .-imbitioiis trick th.nn "sh;ike hands" 
is "beg" or "sit up"—whichever order you may elect to use. 
Perhaps this is the reason so few dogs perform it in what 
might be called finished st}]e. 

As always in canine teaching, adjourn to a quiet room. 
Kneel in front of the dog after seeing to it that he is on a 
rug or other non-slip surface, and press down gently on 
his rump with one hand to bring him to a sitting posture. 
T h e n , still holding that hand in position, t;ike his front 
paws in the other and slowly raise him upright to the reg­
ular "beg" pose, with front paws well elevated. Do not on 
any account l i f t him so far that he feels as though he might 
L t I I hackw.Trd, and do everything you can to give him a 
feeling of security. 

I f you are fortunate, the d<ig will do all this fairly well, 
keeping his back straight, his hind legs w e l l under him, 
and his tail out behind to assist in balancing. Sliould these 
things all occur, merely hold him in position for a few 
seconds, while you repeat the order, then let him down, 
praise, and go through the whole performance sever.il more 
times. As you proceed you will find that your holds can be 
relaxed more and more, until he assumes the pose without 
any manual assistance.

John Hancock—he whose signature is on the 
Dei I.nation of Independence—ahso brought a 
cargo of wine into linston, and when the customs 
officer came aboard to seize it, he was locked in 
the cabin until the wine Avas taken ashore. The 
authorities seized Hancock's boat. A mob gath­
ered, beat up the officers, smashed the wimlnws in 
the house of the collector of the port and maile 
such a racket that the British commissioners were 
obliged to take refuge on a man-of-war. The 
excitement over the seizure of John Hancock's 
rum-running sloop grew so intense that it may be 
said to have become one of the contributing fac­
tors to the precipitation of the Revolutionary 
War. Have our statesmen forgotten their history?

Quite apart 
front the integrity of the firm and the years of 
work required to produce seed that maintains a 
true and high standard, there is the scientific 
knowletlge required to compose a seed or nursery 
catalog. The time has come when our catalogs

latalog. We didn't just tling it into a drawer 
with the others; we placed it im the shelves be­
side the Rose books—Pemberton, Pyle, Thomas 
and .McFarland. .\nd the reason for this was the 
fact that it told the whcde truth about each Rose. 
We need more catalogs that tell the whole truth..

ion o f technique, a l l research o f 
recious materials and a l l incrusta-
ions are completely banished f r o m 
urni ture i n common use. N o more 
eneering, no marquetry, no mosaic 
lor applique carving. Furni ture 
/as now produced f r o m good solid 
^ood sprung f r o m native s o i l — 
)ak. W a l n u t , Beech and f r u i t 
/oods. 

I t was at this period that the d i f -
erent categories o f workmen be-
ame independent o f each other, 
"hose who produced paneled f u r -
i ture, such as wardrobes and b u f -
ets, ( w h i c h had gradually re-
laced the pr imit ive andincommodi-
us chests), fo rmed the "Joiners 
r u i l d . " Those who made tables, 
hairs and the like become the 
T u r n e r s . " D u r i n g the entire 17th 
nd part o f the 18th Centur}- t i i r n -
rv plaved such an important part 
1 the making o f fu rn i t u r e that i t 

l e f t an indelible stamp even upon 
the decoration o f the pieces; as f o r 
example the doors o f buffets and 
wardrobes almost entirely orna­
mented w i t h simple moldings. 

I n spite o f n i l the legends to the 
contrary, and which ought really 
to be attributed only to certain speci­
fied localities, the French bourget)is 
and the peasant were wealthy at the 
end o f Louis X I V ' s reign. Never­
theless the latter maintained (and 
have always continued to do so) the 
same simplicity as in times gone by. 
They s t i l l had but l i t t le f u rn i t u r e . 
I t was chiefly composed o f the f o u r -
post bed hidden behind its roughly 
woven drapery; temporary tabk-s 
set up when needed bv laving bo.ards 
across a pair o f trestles; a f e w 
straw-bottomed chairs; chests as a 
l i n k to bj'gone days; and, presently, 
wardrobes to better protect the 
linen and cupboards and buffets t i i 
hide the dishes and crockery.

IN T H E November issue, f)n the Bul le t in Board, we v entured the 
statement that f o r \ears people and magazines have been using 

the phrase " E a r l y .-Vmi-rican" too loosely, and wi thout regard f o r 
the commojiest facts and the commonest sense. W e apply i t wi th 
equal ease to primit ive pieces made by the first settlers and to 
molded bottles maile a f t e r 1840, to pieces made f r o m old wood 
in the antique style, and to pieces obviously imported f r o m E n g ­
land and France in the early Feiler.il days. 

Bee.'use this is a matter wor th thr.ishing out, we submitted to a 
number o f .-luthorities the f o l l o w i n g questions: 

( 1 ) W h a t constitutes an Early .Vmerican house or piece o f 
fu rn i tu re . ' 

( 2 ) W h e n does i t cease being e.-irly? 
( 3 ) W h a t makes i t American? 
( 4 ) Does the era stop wi th the C i v i l War . ' 

place the date earlier.' 
These questions have brought us in .-i flood o f valuable replies. 

T h e consensus o f opinion places the last date f o r " E a r l y A m e r ­
ican" at 1800. .Anything later than that should go into another 
era. But there are manv e.\ceptions, .'uid we give over our space t<> 
nine o f these authorities who explain their exceptions. Since some 
o f the answers are f r o m dealers in antiques who wish to remain 
.anonymous, we number these letters and use no names. 
( 1 ) " A n y t h i n g that was created in this country in the l ine o f 

houses or fu rn i t u r e before 1800 is 'early' . I t ceases to be 
early a f t e r 1 800. T h e fac t that i t was made in this country 
m.ikes it 'Amer ican ' . Antiques stopped being made in this 
country a f t e r 1840 when the Victorian period came into 
existence." 
" A piece o f 'Ea r ly Amer ican ' f u rn i t u r e is one made in 
this country f r o m native materials du r ing—or , at the very 
least, a f t e r the local fashions o f — t h e 1 7th or early 18th Cen­
turies. A piece o f American fu rn i t u r e ceases to be 'Ea r ly 
Amer ican ' (wi thou t , however, necessarily ceasing to be 
' e . i r ly ' ) when it belongs definitely to a style o f later devel­
opment than the style known as 'Queen Anne ' . 
" T h u s no American mahogany fu rn i tu re is properly referrei l 
to as 'Ea r ly Amer ican ' nor any American pieces o f Geor­
gian, Chippendale, Hepplewhite or Sheraton fu rn i t u r e . N o t 
even, f o r that matter, American Windsor chairs o f the 
earliest Philadelphia make. For while a l l o f these may ( i f 
made in Amer ica ) be early examples o f American f u r n i t u r e , 
none o f them are, technically speaking, examples o f 'Ea r ly 
Amer ican ' f u rn i t u r e . 
" O n the other hand a 'shoe-footed sleigh seat' made by a 
N e w Hampshire farmer in 1800 is really 'a late examjile 
o f Ear ly .American type.' 

( 2 ) 

" i he intention o f your sec(»nd and four th questions woul i i 
seem to be to arrive at a consensus o f opinion as to what 
American fu rn i t u r e is entitled to be called 'early'. Th i s , 
o f course, is a matter o f opinion, not o f def ini t ion. I believe 
however, i t would be safe to say that there would be no 
dissent whatever f r o m a reference to any piece o f American 
furin ' ture , silver, glass or pewter that antedates the Revo­
lution as 'early ' ; that quite a f e w connoisseurs and special­
ists would shrug their shoulders at hearing such articles dating 
af ter the Revolution but before 1800 called 'early' , and 
that almost no one e.vcept tyros at the collecting game would 
al low the term as applied to Nineteenth Century examples. 

.As f o r the C i v i l W a r ! " 
( 3 ) " T h e term .American merely means fu rn i t u r e characteristic 

o f .America—that is, made here, or i f not made here, a f t e r -
w;irds copied here. Were I to use the term 'e.irly American ' 
i t would mean in my mind and that o f some o f my friends, 
140 years earlier than it would in the mouths o f others, 
which fac t only adds to the confusion and silliness o f the 
term. I f one wants to be a l i t t le more inclusive than he 
wouUl be by ment ioning a twenty-year epoch, he can say 17th 
Century, a class not very large, and early 18th Centurv , and 
early and late mahogany. .And here again there is d.inger 
that speech shall mislead or mean nothing. 
" T h e last years o f the 17th Century alreaih showed a de­
cided change. W^il l iam anti M a r y .and Queen .Anne, one f o l ­
l o w i n g the other, may be used, indicating the last o f the 1 7th 
and the beginning o f the 18th Centuries. But one never 
knows then whether in the term 'Queen .Anne' one refer; 
to the six legged highboy, or to the cabriole leg which f o l -
Idued i t . Were we to use the phrase 'Du tch period', mos' 
people would th ink o f the beaut i fu l walnu t cabriole leg 
chairs, the handsomest chairs ever bui l t , which would brinj; 
us along to the middle o f the 18th Century. 
" F u r n i t u r e named a f t e r the style o f the makers f r o m th.il 
period on is perhaps as satisfactorily named as by any method, 
Even so, there is tran.sition, and we use the term 'transition 
o f certain chairs which show something l ike a Chippend.aK 
splat and a Hepple white f rame. .And so, when we speak ol 
Empire, we must distinguish between early and late. I usi 
the term 'degraded Empi re ' f o r the stuff a f t e r 1820. 
*'So I return to my original statement; that i t is better tr 
name fu rn i t u r e by the period, the exact decade, i f possible 
or not by the quarter o f the century in which i t most prob 
ably was produced."

Judging the Merits of a Modern Piece 

R A L P H C. K R S K I N E 

' I ""HE expert in f u r n i t u r e m;iilo before 
the present industrial era can tel l the 

quality o f w«)rkmanship o f a piece almost 
at a glance. There are hundreds o f l i t t l e 
tricks o f joinery in hand work that tel l the 
story as definitely as peculiarities o f hand­
w r i t i n g reveal character. But this is not 
the ca.se in modern fu rn i t u r e . T h e r e f o r e , 
one who wishes to i n f o r m himself as to 
the values in modern pieces shoidd be 
equipped w i t h a knowledge o f the salient 
points in fu rn i t u r e construction in order to 
judge adequately o f its merits. 

A n y one investing money in fu rn i tu re 
is as much entitled to a professional ex­
planation o f the merits o f the pieces offered 
.ns he is i n the purchase o f a car; and by 
knowing what the significant points o f 
value are, he can at least ask intel l igent 
questions and demand an adequ;ite .answer. 

Values i n f u r n i t u r e are determined by 
two things: one, u t i l i t } ' ; and two, style 
or design. U t i l i t y means its strength, com­
f o r t and capacity. Style and design mean 
its proportions, f o r m , the correctness o f 
traditional details o f ornament in a given 
period, and al l tho.se elements which go to 
make up its value in the eyes o f w cultivated 
community. There is l i t t le merit in a 
piece i f i t lacks either u t i l i ty or good design. 

I n fu rn i tu re o f fine qualitv the cost o f 
the wood is a minor factor. T h e amount 
o f hand labor is what costs. 'I'here is any 

.iniount o f beaut i fu l mahoganv available 
today at f a r less relative cost than ever 
before. I t is lumbered f r o m great forests 
wi th modern machinery and transported 
in huge ships,—a fa r cry f r o m the days 
when a f e w logs at a time were brought to 
port in slow sailing vessels. 

Purchasers o f fu rn i t u r e have a r ight to 
expect f r o m salesmen an intell igent k n o w l ­
edge o f their subject.

SI R L . W V R E N C E W E A V E R , the 
eminent British authority on gardens, 

architecture and f u r n i t u r e , said recently, 
" N o art wi th which one has to l ive can 
; i f iord to be insane." 

This is singularly apropos o f the Con ­
tinental modernist mo\ement in .irchitec-
ture, f u r n i t u r e design and decoration. 

Presumably we create houses ami rooms 
to live i n . Most o f our con­
scious hours are passed i n 
relationships wi th chairs, 
i.iMcs, rugs, w a l l coverings, 
curtains and useful or deco­
rative accessories. T h e kinds 
I i f things we choose to sur­
round ourselves w i t h mani­
fest the kind o f person we 
are. T h e fu rn i t u r e a woman 
silects f o r her home is o f ten 
a clearer indication o f her 
character and intelligence 
than is her face. 

N o t only do these inani­
mate objects o f fu rn i t u r e 
and decoration express the 
owner, but they have a de f i ­
nite effect upon her and the 
other people who have to 
live w i t h them. T h e c lut ­
tered room indicates not 
alone the cluttered and dis­
organized state o f the owner's 
mind , but is one o f the rea­
sons why her mind is c lu t ­
tered and w i l l continue to be 
cluttered un t i l she sends ha l f 
her f u r n i t u r e away and be­
gins to reorganize the idea the 
room represents. W h e n you 
sec a room that is ugly and its 

owner is satisfied wi th i t , you can wager 
that she is blind to beaut}'. Y o u can also 
be assured that she w i l l g row more blind 
to beauty as she continues l i v i n g wi th u g l i ­
ness. 

These may read l ike the broad state­
ments o f a psychopathic specialist, yet they 
are the very soul o f t ru th . Inanim.-ite ob­
jects ha\'e :m efi^ect upon our minds and 

our spirits. W e know that certain colois 
have well-marked effects upon us, and i t 
f o l l ows that certain lines and f o r m ar­
rangements have equally wel l -marked 
elTects. 

T h e lines o f much o f the modernist f u r ­
ni ture, such as that displayed at the E x ­
hibi t ion des A r t s Decorat i fs i n Paris last 
summer, are the first feature that repels me.

Health and the Pursuit of Con-venieiice

NO T being clnir\-oynnt enough to sec 
ever}' house that is being built by 

readers of this story, we intend to cite only 
the underlying princijilcs of wiring for 
Cdnveniencc and ultimate economy. 

In the beginning, we wi l l forestall argu­
ment by saying that the ideal wiring system 
wil l cost, exclusive of fixtures (which are 
always dependent on decoration schemes 
and inilividual purses), but five percent of 
the cost of building the house into which 
it goes. Furthermore, the expense of this 
wiring can be made up in a cou])le of years 
by the difference in interest in two years 
between a five and seven percent mortgage. 
Now, with this subject out of the way, we 
can proceed to the exigencies of wiring 
itself. 

I N E A R L I E R D A Y S 

I n days gf)ne b)', when there was no gas 
or electricity, lighting had a real charm of 
its own because it was of the portable va­
riety. For the most part candles and oil 
were used. The lamps and candles and 
sm.all candelabra could be moved f rom 
place to place with ease. The exceptions, 
of course, were the great candelabra, crys­
tal hung, in the spacious halls of the rich. 
Then came gas and at once lighting became 
fixed, because it was limited bv the imprac­
ticability of dragging its piping about. Thus 
we see that "improved" lighting became 
simplv lighting and had verv little of the 
element of decoration as light itself, save 
only in the fixture itself, which v\as prone 
to be pretty poor stufi". 

Soon came electricity, and this too, 
though today possessing a very great deco­
rative value, has been and is hampered by 
the electric cord. Only lately have electric 
fixtures been getting themselves away f rom 
the ugliness of the gas fixtures, which they 
were bound to simulate as their progenitors 
in the field of lighting. So, until electric 
service has been emancipated from the 
ubiquitous wire, its freedom of usage w i l l 
be controlled by the clinging coid. 

Therefore, the electric cord must needs 
be considered in every wiring pl.in. In an\' 
home, wherever it ma\- be, there is but one 
way to lose some of the cord inconvenience 
and that is by having enough convenience 
outlets and enough fixtures, movable and 
stationary, to give the needed light, power 
and decorative quality inherent in electrical 
usage. 

Then, the paramount way toward com­
fort is to have sufficient electric conwnience 

outlets in the room to take care of present 
.and future needs. Every room has its own 
special necessities. Wi th fixed fixtures you 
are at a loss i f the reading table in the liv­
ing room is moved; or i f the beds or the 
dressers in the bed chambers are moved; or 
should the desk in the study be moved, and 
so on. Therefore, besides the fixeil fixtures 
(the ceiling light, i f vou have one, ami the 
side brackets) there should be a rule that 
there must be a convenience outlet in every 
room (save probably the bathroom, the 
needs of which are usually not more than 
one duplex convenience outlet or two, and 
the kitchen, which we will discuss later 
on), never further .away than every foin* 
feet f rom any given spot. This means that 
convenience outlets should be placed on 
eight foot centers around the sides of the 
room and across the Hoor area. These con­
venience outlets have usuallv a pl.ice for 
one or two plugs .ami are of standard design 
so that plugs fit into them with ease and 
precision. 

There is another thing which makes or 
can make electric lighting a portable proc­
ess and that is the combination fixture sup-
porterand electriccon\"enicnce outlet. This 
device is installed in the wall or ceiling, 
and on the walls can be hidden by a picture 
or a tapestn,' when not being used for light­
ing. Into these outlets the fixture fits 
snugly and safely. O f course, the draw­
back here is that you may not want to 
interrupt a beautiful wall , either with the 
outlet itself or by the fixture, picture or 
draper\'. This, of course, is an individual 
matter. 

LOCATING T H E OI T L E I" 

The con\ enience outlet is usually put in 
the base board of the room, for here it is 
out of the way of the decoration scheme. 
However, in the kitchen, laundry, cellar 
and b.athroom, or v\here the rooms them­
selves are entirely utilitarian in character, 
outlets should be four feet from the floor 
to obviate back-bending ami uiuisu.il wear 
.and tear on the cord. In the kitchen e\ery 
working position, kitchen cabinet, range, 
sink, refrigerator and dishwasher should 
have its own overhead light or drop light 
or both. The laundry should have special 
electric convenience outlets for its ap­
pliances and the usual switches, which we 
wil l take up presently. 

The question of floor outlets is a verv 
nice one. Here we have our rugs to con­
sider. How can we ha\'e floor outlets which 

are so necessarv to obviate the long coi 
with its ugliness and ilanger to l i fe an 
limb." How, too, can we save the dwelb 
in the room not only from hurting himse 
by tripping but also breaking property ar 
spilling foodstuffs.^ One way out is to u 
the needle point plugs, which fit into tl 
outlet under the rug. The difficulties hei 
.are th.it the outlet does disfigure the floo 
that the floor cannot be danced over in 
partially, and that i f you are careless y( 
can hurt a precious rug, even by need 
points between the fibres. However, flo( 
plugs .are necess.ar\ and must be used unt 
wc get wireless electricity- for home U S 
which we feel may not be many decad 
.away. There are methods of installir 
floor outlets which obviate the pl.ate shov 
ing (H' interrupting d.ance programs, whic 
you can hiok into when considering t l 
problem. 

Before we leave this convenience outl 
cjuestion, be it remembered that the outli 
is not consuming electricity when not a 
t.ached and when the electricity is not ac 
tu.illy turned on. Many still believe th; 
electricitv is being used just because the ou 
let is there! 

C O N T R O L S W I I C H E S 

For complete convenience of contn 
each entrance to ever}' room should have 
switch to light the path before vou stumbl 
o\er unaccustomedh" placed furnishing 
The most convenient switch to use is on 
with .1 radium locator, one th.at shines i: 
the dark so that \ ( ) U can see it. T o quot 
from an .irticle by Ho\t Catlin: " A switc 
is onl}' a means o f getting light. I t is 
coinenience which should bridge the ca 
between a person in the dark seeking light 
and the light itself. But, i f you are in th 
dark you must first find the switch. Tha 
isn't convenience unless you can see it. Ii 
order for you to see the switch . . 
switches are built with tiny bits of radiun 
in the transparent h.uulles to make then 
luminous. They .shine in the dark like cat' 
eyes, " '̂ou can see them and these l i t t i 
glovs ing handle tips bridge the gap betweei 
you in the darkness .and the light you want. 

These switches usu.all} control the ceil 
ing lights, but where there are none of th 
latter, the switch ma\' control any individua 
or set of wall brackets or convenience out 
lets, designed for its connection. 

The latest development in switches is th 
tumbler or toggle, which dispenses with th

AS the hall is the formal intrtiduction to 
- t J ^ the house itsclecorativetre.itnuiit should 
be made as interesting and inviting as 
possible. Size plays no part here tor even 
the tiniest foyer can be made distinctive 
and charming with the proper furniture 
and something a bit unusual in the way of 
color. 

I n addition to expressing .-i certain gra­
cious hospitalitv, the furnishings of the en­
trance hall should indicate, even tothccasual 
visitor, the decorative character o f the 
rooms beyond. While a certain amount of 
latitude is permissible in furnishing an in­
terior intended to be passed through and not 
lived in, a slight flavor of formaiit\- in the 

decorations is advisable on account of the 
semi-j)iiblic nature of this space. Secondly, 
they should be in key with the general 
scheme of the house in order to create a 
restful, harmonious effect; and finally, 
they should have sufficient distinction to 
make one eager to see what lies be) ()nd.

the brilliant light of outdoors. I f one is 
not so fortunate as to possess a naturally 
light hall, a semblance of brightness can 
be created by the color scheme—warm, 
light-giving tones on the walls, furniture 
delicate in scale as well as light in color, 

light floors, and curtains, i f there are any, 
chosen for their light-diffusing qualities. 
I f artificial lighting is necessary, the 
bnickets or lamps should be so placed as to 
distribute the light evenly about the room. 

Hallways these days are of three types— 
the large reception hall, the narrow pas­
sage-way, .-uid the tiny fo\er in apartment 
houses between the elevator and the en­
trance door. The former is by far the 
easiest to decorate as its size makes possible 
several interesting arrangements of fu r ­
niture.

SO much has been written about large 
Italian gardens that it is difficult to real­

ize how many beautiful small ones there 
are, how infinitely varied the}- may be, and, 
though small and varied, how they all seem 
to incorporate the principles ami axioms 
required in the making of a good garden. 

So often in the technical descriptions o f 
gardens we hear the phrases, "elements of 
interest," "elements o f surprise," "axial 
treatment" and such. These would only 
add to the confusion of the mind of one 
who would try to visualize the original site 
of this Italian garden at the Villa Lo Stroz-
zino. For the difficulties of Ia\ ing out this 
garilen altmg accepted rules ( i f design have 
been so naturally overcome that the garden 
today seems always to have been there. And 
while entirely original in general plan, it 
contains all the essential elements of good 
garden design. 

The villa, which stands between the road 
and the garden, is on the crest of a very 
steep hillside that falls in an unbroken 
sweep to a valley about three hundred and 
fiftv feet below. The only level ground 

is an old enclosed Lemon and Orange grove 
on the level of the villa, to the right as one 
enters. The obvious treatment would have 
been to terrace tlie hil l as was done at the 
Villa Passerini Bartolommei (which ap-
pe:ired in HOUSE & G A R D E N of Jun>.-
1922), arranging the terraces in a sequence 
that would bring a paved or graveled court 
at the base of the windows of the vill.i for 
sitting out-of-doors, afternoon tea or din­
ing al fresco, then followed in turn by Rose 
gardens, flowering terraces, one below the 
(itiier, less and less formal, until the natural 
verdure of the open Olive orchards was 
reached.

F^OR Yews and low-growing Jumper 
tbere is a very great demand, and fo 

this the building boom is in no small wa; 
responsible. These plants, together wit, 

Mugho Pine, Arbor-vitae and Re 
tinisporas, are in great request fo 
foundation plantings; no archi 
tect's plan seems to be complet 
uithout their inclusion. Agains 
walls and windows and leading t 
the doorways, they figure on th 
builder's plans as scrolls of vege 
table sol ills. 

The idea is irooil and one slmul 
be thankful that architects i 
their scheme of things recogniz 
the necessit}' of living plants o 
any sort. Unfortunately the de 
signs are all too frequently poorl 
executed. The material, usuall 
that most easily and cheapl\- oh 
tainable, is very often of th 
wrong sort and almost alwavs i t ; 
f.ir too thickly planted. More ofte 
than not the effect desired could b 
obtained with half the materir 
used and not infrequently with 
quarter. T o dealers this typ 

of planting is a profitabl 
business, but to the lo\ er o 
plants it is sad waste. I t 
not supposed that anythin 
said against the system wi] 
have the slightest effect, bi 
the soaring prices may soone 
or later amend this pernicioi 
practice of crowding thrc 
|-)lants where one would b 
ample. 

The object of fountlatio 
plandngs is to give a finis 
to the building and h.'irmc 
nize the whole with the sui 
roundings. This is laudabL 
For this purpose narrow-lea 
evergreens are, in mo 
instances, the best possib! 
material, but no Fir, Pirn 
Spruce or Hemlock othc 
than dwarf sorts should b 
used and neither should tal 
growing Junipers, Arboi 
\itae or Retinisporas. 

Haste, the order of tb 
day, enters into evervthin 
and often disastrously. Four 
dation plantings give th 
finishing touch to buildins 
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ind declare them ready for occupancy. I f 
uch be their sole object then nothing more 
leed be s;u'd, for certainly they act as ready 
ait. These crowded pl.antings finish the 
licture; also, they finish themselves. Wi th 
lo room to breathe, much less t() grow, the 
•rocess of slow death by suffocation and 
tarvation commences the very day the 
ilanting is completed. Gooil .advice to those 
vho go to li\e in a house furnished with 
he usual foundation thicket is forthwith 
0 remove half the plants ami so let the re-
naining half li\e. 

Conifers uith their small .and persistent 
eaves require purer air than bro.id-le.if 
rees. In consequence they are ill-fitted for 
lanting in cities and towns where 
lie air is laden v\'ith smoke and 
eleterious gases. Suburban con-
itions .are less b.aneful, but C<mi-
ers, to flourish, need the pure . i i r 
f the countr}-. The taller grow-
i g sorts, like Silver Fir, Spruce, 
lemlock and Pine, are the first of 
fees to resent town conditions, 
"he Arbor-\ i t a e .and Juniper clans 
re more resistant but the struggle 
p always a losing one.

T H E S M A L L V E G E T A B L E G A R D E ^ 

By Correct Prcpardtioii, Arrangement and Cultural Care a Modest Bit of 

Ground Can Be Made to Yield a Bountiful Harvest

IN G A R D E N matters, as in othi r things, 
the pendulum of fashion is likely to 

swing to the extremes of a very consider­
able arc. And so it is natural that we are 
now getting back to the practical vegetable 
garden, after the loss of interest which f o l ­
lowed in the wake of the wild excesses we 
went to in attempting to do our bit with 
"food w i l l win the war." 

No one really needs the stimulus of a 
war to be won to have reasons enough to 
plant a vegetable garden. There is of 
course the practical side of the matter; you 
can save money, even i f you c.uinot make 
it, with your own garden. The economy 
argument, however, is the least of the rea­
sons for planting a garden. For the vege­
table garden has its charm, yes, even its 
own type of beauty, no less than has the 
flower garden; and he who sticks to flow­
ers alone misses, I think, a large part of the 
totality of enjo)ment which is to be had 
f rom gardening in the larger sense of the 
word. 

As for the superior table quality of good 
home-grown vegetables, there simply isn't 
any argument. T o know the f u l l joy of 
fresh vegetables—and the health they can 
bring you—grow your own. 

"But ," you may protest, " I have not 
ground enough." 

I f you mean that merely as an excuse, 
there may be some truth in it. But i f you 
want to have a garden, there is no such 

thing as too little ground. I have planted 
.ill kinds of gardens from ten feet square 
to several acres, and I know whereof I 
speak. 

Not that I would advocate the lO'xlO' 
garden—it is too small for really practical 
purposes. But a 20' x 20' garden is quite a 
practical thing, so far as its possible output 
is concerned, and in a garden 25' x 25' you 
can grow a surprising amount o f stuff. 
The difference in size mav seem slight at 
first glance, but i f you'll stop to figure it 
up, you'll see that the latter contains more 
than half again as much space, one being 
400 square feet in are.a ;uul the other 625. 

Now, in a little garden such as this you 
wi l l have a lot of fun no matter what you 
plant; and personal taste wi l l be a weighty 
factor in determining what is to be grown. 
Nevertheless, vou cannot attempt to grow 
everything in a garden of this size, and the 
first matter to be settled is what you wi l l 
attempt to grow. Let us consider it, then, 
in its application to a 2 5 ' x 2 5 ' garilen. 

Obviously there wi l l not be room for 
some of the rangy vegetables such as W i n ­
ter Squash and Watermelons; nor for 
much, i f any, of such room-demamling 
things as Sweet Corn or Cantaloups or 
Celery. The root crops are all good, be­
cause they take up little space and produce 
a lot; also they occupy the ground but part 
of the season—and where you can get two 
crops, you just double your garden space. 

Pole Beans and Tomatoes arc entitled t 
an important place, because they grow u 
in the air and bear all season long. Bus 
Beans are perhaps the most profitable of a 
vegetables for the small garden and, i 
picked young, one of the most deliciou 
Incidentally, picking them young increase 
and prolongs the crop astonishingly. 

Cabbage, i f yon like it, is worth whi 
because you get a lot of it f rom a sma 
space, and a fa l l crop as well as a summi 
one. And let me tell you that tender l i f t 
Cabbage direct f rom your own garden 
not the same thing at all as the store articl 

Going o\er the list of available materi 
very carefully, considering general sati 
faction, certainty of crop and space r 
quired, the list of things to grow for a ga 
den 25' X 25' boils down to about the fo 
lowing: 

Beans, pole; Beans, dwarf; Beets; Cal 
hage; Carrots; Lettuce; Onion sets; Par 
ley; Parsni|)s; Peas, dwarf; Radish; Spii 
ach; Squash, summer; Swiss Chard; T u 
nip. 

For the purpose of making our sugge 
tions definite, let us take an hypothetic 
garden 25' x 25' as typical of the very sm: 
garden. Your plot may be not just th, 
size; it may be 20' x 30', which would gii 
you approximately the same area; or it m:

GA R D E N I N G without the proper 
tools is a good deal like trying to start 

a sick clock with a monkey-wrench: you 
ma\' get some results merely by making a 
commotion, but they won't last long. Fur­
thermore, the attempt wi l l demand a deal 
more time, effort and mental unrest than 
is necessary. 

No garden can be well made withc^ut 
labor and real attention—let there be no 
mistake about that. You must e.xpend 
plentv of both, although i f you have the 
true love of the soil in your soul the ex-
peniliturc wi l l be far more a pleasure than 
a pain. The point is that for the attainment 
of the ultimate aim, be it abunilant flowers 
or a lavish menu of fresh vegetables, you 
gain immeasurahh' hy having the right im­
plement ecjuipment from the ver\' begin­
ning. Correctness in this respect w i l l go 
far toward injecting the ease into the easy 
garden. 

A first glance at one of the large supph" 
house catalogs often discloses an array of 
tools that is positivelv bewildering to the be­
ginner. Everything from caterpillar tractors 
to twine is there—pages and pages of it. 
Rarely is any. attempt made to help the 
novice select the essentials for the bit of 
earth he desires to make f r u i t f u l , so he 
blunders blindly ahead and frequently 
emerges f rom the confusion with nothing 
at all , or else possessed of an assortment of 
which half wi l l prove to be white elephants 
in his particular domain. 

What are the essentials.' How ma\ one 
determine an implement list for a small or 
moilerate sized garden which wil l he ade­
quate for all ordinary conditions 
and yet contain no figurative dead 
wood? Wi th the answers to these 
questions the followinir parairraphs 
deal. 

First of all , whether the aim be 
the growing of vegetables or flow­
ers, I would place a good square-
end spade and a flat-tined dig^ring 
fork. There is nothing quite equal 
to these two for breaking new 
ground, upturning the lower strata 
of soil so that they may mellow 
and become productive, for 
mixing compost, maiuire or 
fertilizer through the garden 
to the f u l l growing depth of 
the plant roots, and a dozen 
other purposes. The spade 
and the fork are true funda­
mentals dealing with funda­
mental matters, f o r their 

application has to do with those sub-surface 
conditions which are all-important in the 
m.-iintenance of plant l i fe and vigor. 

Secondly, because they both relate \er\-
vitally to getting the seed properly into the 
[•^round, maintaining the surface in good 
condition and holding pestiferous weeds in 
check, come a good iron rake and a draw-
hoe. Together, thev are of particular value 
in the spring when it comes to completing 
the earlv heavv digging bv breaking up and 
leveling the rough surface. Singly, the 

I 

rake will pulverize the soil, remove stones, 
clods and general debris, open shallow 
trenches ("dril ls ," the experienccti call 
them) to receive the seeds, cover the seeds 
and compact the soil over them, and help 
keep garden and grounds generallv ship­
shape—to mention a few of its leading 
roles. The draw-hoe wi l l open deep, nar­
row or wide drills, cover, compact, ki l l 
weeds,draw supporting and protecti\ e earth 

up around the stems of Corn, Peas, Pota­
toes and others ("h i l l ing ," to use profes­
sional phraseology) and slay snakes in case 
you happen to be afraid of these useful in­
sect destroyers. Both tools arc productive 
of blisters on winter-softened palms, but 
they also point the way to many delights in 
the vases of the summer house and in the 
dishes on its table. A garden without 
blisters would be a less than one-half of 
one percent garden, anyway. 

A close competitor for leadership in the 
utility contest, especially where the grand 
prize is a \'egetable garden, is the so-called 
wheel-hoe—a sort of miniature plow which 
\ou push ahead of you in a series of thrusts 
i f the ground be hca\ \', or in a steady, pur­
poseful ad\ancc where the surface is in a 
fair state of cultivation. There are both 
single and double-wheel t}-pes, the latter 
being especially designed to work on both 
sides of a vegetable row at once, as well as 
in between rows. The single form is ade-
(juate for most small gardens. 

The wheel-hoc is mainly a tool fo i 
working along straight or onl\- slighth 
curving lines. Wi th its various inter­
changeable attachments it wil l do lighl 
plowing, cultivating, raking, hilling, drill­
ing, covering—even seed sowing. No vege­
table garden with rows twenty feet or more 
in length should be without it, for undei 
such conditions it saves considerable time 
and back-ache. Below these dimensions, i 
rake and draw-hoe are often more conven­
ient to handle. 

However many implements may be de­
vised to simplify and lessen the labor ol 

gardening, there wi l l always be r 
certain amount of work for which 
\ ( ) U ha\'e to get down on youi 
knees; you must become intimate 
with } ()ur plants, know them liter-
alh' at close quarters, to minister 
completely to their wants. 

For the attainment of such ends, 
to say nothing of the very definite 
bearing which they w i l l have on 
the physical welfare of the objects 
of your solicitation, nothing can 
quite take the place of a good, 

well-made trowel and a long-
tined hand wecdcr. W i t l 
the former you may trans­
plant seedlings and young 
plants, not only taking then 
out of the boxes or beds 
where they started l i fe 
but opening new homes foi

I N T H E C A U S E O F T O W N B E T T E R M E N T 
Some Pr actual Suggest ions For Starting A 'Touii Betterment 

Movement In Tour Locality 

' I ""HE slogan for every town and city in 
X America should be: Plan for F i f ty 

Years Ahead. 
J*lan for the residence districts of fifty 

years hence. Plan for the factory districts. 
Plan for wide streets and the trees to shade 
them. Plan for increase in street traffic. 
Plan fo r the safety, growth and stability of 
your town. 

Unless citizens take this long-ranged 
view of community affairs, the average 
small American city and town wi l l become 
a jumbled mess, its beauties gone, its arteries 
of traffic choked, its residence districts in­
vaded by factories, its schools badly located, 
and its st;uulard of living decidedly lowered. 

Such planning, however, is not done over 
night nor is it started save in the minds and 
ideals of one class of citizens. 

Community ideals and plans for com­
munity betterment begin with the leading 
citizens of a town. These are usually the 
large property owners who appreciate the 
necessity for maintaining re;il est.ite values 
and conditions at the peak. From this class 
of leaders the interest percolates downward 
to all other classes. This is inevit.ible. You 
find it true of every town that has had the 
forethought to adopt a town plan and to 
enact restrictions for town betterment. 
There may be a lowly man or woman here 
and there on an obscure by-street—they 
are usually garden lovers—who takes pride 
in the appearance of his street and his prop­
erty. And he may be an example, a mission­
ary to all his neighbors. The fact remains, 
however, that such a one, lacking power, 
cannot become the leader in the movement 
to plan for fifty years. I t is the duty, then, 
of the powerful, leading citizens of each 

communit^ to t;ike a part in the work of 
town betterment. The readers of HOUSE & 
GARDEN belong to this class. T o them we 
appeal for assistance in making this country 
.•I better place to live in by mnking their 
towns better places to live in. 

One of the first steps in this movement is 
to assemble a committee thnt mav he com­
posed of the following: .V Landscape archi­
tect, an architect, a banker, a lawyer, a 
prominent educator, an industrial leader 
and owners and executives i^f important 
business concerns who are wil l ing to con­
tribute their time to so worth-while a move­
ment. There is a reason for each one of 
these representatives. The landscape archi­
tect may be a citizen of the town or he may 
be hired from the outsideasa town planner; 
he is essential. The architect is necessary 
because he can give advice on architectural 
features of buildings, details of street 
lamps, seats, etc., and can help shajie the 
architectural restrictions of each neighbor­
hood. The banker is necessary in the financ­
ing of any town improvement project, and 
the lawyer to handle the legal intricacies 
that arise in the zoning of a town and the 
imposition of architectural restrictions. The 
educator can give his advice on the location 
of future schools and playgrounds. The 
industrial leailer wi l l be valuable for his 
knowledge of factory requirements both in 
the present and in the future. The business 
executives, being administrators, can assist 
in the handling of many affairs of the com­
mittee. T o these may be added the presi­
dents of the local garden clubs and the 
women's clubs. 

A committee of this size is not required, 
of course, for a very small town where the 

problems of civic betterment are fairly sin 
pie. In a citv, where problems are ver 
complex, a traction engineer might \ 
added, and the committee would work i 
con junction with an art commission. How 
ever, whether large or small, the committi 
should be composed of the leading citizei 
and should be representative. 

Having assembled ;i committee, the sec 
ond step is to emplo\- a landscape archite( 
or town planning expert who wi l l make 
complete survey of existing condition 
draw up a plan for future and immedial 
improvements and thus provide the corr 
mittee a basis for working. At this poir 
the services of the banker and the l.iwvc 
begin, and the scheme becomes a matter c 
argument, change, adjustment and comprc 
mise until a plan that is completely work 
able is finally presented to the town au 
thorities. I f it is accorded the support o 
the authorities, the committee then, by talt 
and through the press, arouses the sympath 
of all townspeople to its support. 

This is the barest outline of how tow 
impro\ ement gets under way. I t is otfere 
to Hoi'sK & GARDEN'S re.iders as a sugge 
tion. There arc many towns in which ir 
dividu.-il citizens feel the need for a definil 
program of town development, and yet d 
not quite feel sure of the procedure. Hen 
at least, is a start. 

For many months HOL'SE & GARDEN h,-
provided practical suggestions for tow 
betterment. We felt that no good woul 
be done by merely railing against the ugli 
ness of American towns. A t great e.xpens 
of time and money we have assemble 
and shown details of buildings and othe

A dozen plants o f Anemone del-
toides have recently reached me f r o m 
Orej;;on. There is a charming; draw­
ing: of this species in Miss Armstrong's 
"Western W i l d Flowers," showing a 
large, solitary blossom carried on a 
slender stem that is encircled by three 
palmate leaves. Miss . I rmst rong says 
this white flower with its many golden 
stamens is conspicuous in the dark 
mountain woods. Th i s gives us an 
authentic clue to its requirements in 
the garden. Undoubtedly these dark 
mountain forests are acid as to soil, 
and so we feel sure that this l i t t le 
Windrtower Avill respond i f planted in 
the acid soil Ix-d and preferably under 
evergreen or oak trees. 

OTHl-R \Vi:STERN SPKCIES 

These arc but a f ew of the W i n d -
flowers that are to be had out o f our 
West Country. Tho.se who would em­
bark on the adventure o f collecting 
Anemones should seek the C'anyon 
Anemone, A. sp/icmop/iylla; Aiifmoinr 
g/obosa, conunon in the low valleys 
o f the Rockies; A. miilfrfida, a plant 
o f dry meadow.s, anil many more. I t 
is perfectly possible to secure these 
plants and I shall be g lad to pass on 
to any who send an addressed envelope 
the open .sesame to this f r ag i l e treas­
ure. Today when we must largely 
forego the allurements o f the spark­
l ing foreign-born o f the f a m i l y , our 
own a.ssume a special desirability, and 
in any case they are we l l wor th the 
slig^ht trouble that must be taken to 
acconnnodate them. 

.•\nd as to those same foreign-born 
wonders, we need not give them up 
so easily. We may not f o r the present 
iiDport the plants, but the Pasque 
Flower is f a i r l y p l e n t i f u l in nurseri-s 
.still, and the many forms of Anemone 
japonica o f the autunm borders are to 
be had without stint. A n d f o r the rest, 
i f wc are in earnest, we may raise 
them f r o m seed. Anemones are not 
the easiest plants in the wor ld to raise 
f r o m seed, but i t may Ix* done. First i t 
must be understood that the seed must, 
absolutely initsi, be fresh. This you 
w i l l unilerstand is essential because in 
.Inemone and in a number o f other 
sjiecies, usually found difficult to prop­
agate f r o m seed, "the l i v i n g germ 
ha.s but l i t t le surrounding nourishment 
to keep it a l ive," and unless confideii 
to the earth a short time af ter matu­
r i ty , v i ta l i ty is lost and the seed be­
comes worthless. On the other hand 
seed sown as soon as ripe commonly 
germinates without delay. Buy f r o m 
a dealer who is w i l l i n g to assure you 
that his seed is newly gathered, and 
buy in the late summer or autumn, and 
sow at once. . \ compost o f finely 
crushed potsherds (clay flowerpots), 
.sand and peat is recommended as suit­
able, and flat boxes or pans may be 
used and placed in a cold-frame or 
covered heavily w i t h leaves in winter.

I f the passage­
way is too narrow to use fu rn i tu re 
wi th comfor t , then it must he made 
interesting wi th wallpaper, mirrors 
h img at intervals or used in panels, 
and decorative l i gh t ing fixtures. Prac­
tically e\ery hal l , however, has space 
f o r one main group. This w i l l con­
sist o f a narrow console wi th a mir ror 
ahove i t , and a chair or pair o f chairs.

Ox T H E Gardener's Calendar this 
month we show the portraits o f 

three men who contributed nobly to 
British horticulture. 

Sir John H i l l derived the "S i r" 
f r o m his Swedish honors, awarded 
him by the K i n g o f Sweden in 1 7 7 + . 
He was born in Peterborough in 1 7 1 6 , 
was ap|>rcnticed to an apothecary and 
later set up his own drug store in 
London. Like apothecaries o f that 
time he u.sed a great many herbs, and 
he travelled o\er England searching 
f o r the rarer kinds. The drug busi­
ness apparently palled on h im, f o r 
he took up wr i t ing—ej l i t ed the British 
Magazine f o r f o u r years, and wrote 
a daily letter f o r two years f o r the 
London Advertiser and Li terary Ga­
zette. He produced novels, plays and 
scientific works. A scurrilous writer, 
he was always embroiled in quarrels. 
Henry Fielding attacked him, C l u i -
topher Smart and David Garrick all 
mocked him, and D r . Johnson said 
that he w.as ingenious but had no ve­
racity. Though he ended his l i f e as a 
quack doctor and purveyor o f herbs, 
and although he is said to have 
written over seventy works, he is 
remend)ered best by his monu­
mental botanical work, "The Vege­
table System," on which he worked 
sixteen years, and which appeared 

in twenty-six volumes, w i t l 
illu.strations.

For those who can not get this i n ­
format ion direct f r o m a skilled work­
man or manufacturer the f o l l o w i n g 
brief answers are included. 

1. .Mortise and Tenon: 
When the end o f a board is 
fasteneil to the side o f another, 
as in a door f rame, a tenon, 
like a tongue, ( f r o m the 
French "tener"—to h o l d ) , is 
cut on the end o f the board 
and is fitted into a mortise, or 
rectangular hole that is cut out 
of the side o f the other board. 
This type o f jo in t was uni­
versal in a l l old fu rn i tu re . 
When a modern maker states 
that a desk or bureau is made 
wi th "mortise and tenon con­
struction" he does so with 
pride. The tenon should Ix- a 
glove fit into the mortise be­
fore it is glued. Often in the 
old pieces a peg was pur 
through f r o m the outside wirh 
the end showing. Th i s is called 
a "pegge<l j o i n t " and is re­
garded as a mark o f quaint-
ness and hand work. I t is ap­
propriate in pieces o f oak, 
maple, pine and early walnut 
dating up to 17+0 in design. 
I t is rarely found in the ma­
hogany pieces, except in very 
fine chairs where the seat rails 
jo in the back posts. Manu­
facturers who u.se pegged 
joints today are probably pay­
ing attention to the correct­
ness o f other details.

But, save 
f o r a f ew excejJtions, its t r iumph was 
purely Parisian; at least as f a r as 
cabinet-making was concerned, f o r th -
style known as Louis Seize, which had 
the pretentiim of applying architectural 
f o r m to furn i tu re , remained practically 
unknown in Alsace, in Provence or i : i 
Normandy. 

.\lniost e\crywhere in the province.' 
the cur\ed line was maintained and 
the new style must needs adapt itself 
to the old demands. When tolerated 
at all we almost always find the Louis 
W ' l elements introduced over and 
ab<i\c the Louis X V basic designs. 

-As to that style known as Empire, 
^̂ the wi i rk o f archeological fanatics) 
if was completely ignored in the prov­
inces and never had any <lefinite in ­
fluence on rustic fu rn i tu re . 

One thing we l l worth noting, ami 
which pro\es liow the Louis X V style 
conformed to the French popular wav 
of thinking, as wel l as to the material 
enqiloyed, is the fact that the provinces 
tontinued to turn out Louis X V rustic 
furn i tu re , either pure or in certain 
districts decorated wi th Louis X V I or­
naments, r ight up unti l the extreme 
end o f the 19th Century. 

DI G R i : I S O F . W T I Q C I T Y 

Bearing a l l this in mind, one should 
always hesitate to fix an exact date on 
a piece o f fu rn i tu re which to all ap­
pearances looks antique. There are 
ili grees of antiquity. Generally spe.ik-
i i ig , anil as a whole, a style or period 
is usually posterior to the time a t t r i ­
buted to it by its denomination. We 
are speaking now of French furn i tu re . 

The "style Louis X V I , " contami­
nated by the "style Louis X V " was 
perpetuated throughout the entire l ^ t l i 
Century. D u r i n g the 1 Sth Century the 
L'Hiis X I V period was constantly 
cnpieil. In Cascony and Burgundy 
Louis X I I I and Renaissance ward-
roiies continueil to flourish long a f te r 
iliiisc epochs had luromc extinct. I n 
fact it may be said o f Gascony that 
its local style ceased a l l fur ther de-
\elopinent at an early period in the 
reign o f Louis X I I I , .And i f we 
look do ie ly at the rustic fu rn i tu re o f 
Brittany it w i l l not take us long to 
ilisco\er that its i lominat ing trait is 
distinctly Renaissance. 

The exact "date" o f any "piece" is 
therefore a t r i f le uncertain. One can 
usually define its style but not fix its 
precise age. I t would be equally im-
pnulent (save in the case o f certain 
more than characteri.stic pieces) to 
af l i rm at sight in ju.st which province 
they originatetl. Doubtless Breton, 
.Alsatian and Provencal fu rn i tu re have 
certain native traits which enable one 
to distinguish the differences Ix-tween 
them in the t w i n k l i n g o f an eye. But, 
properly speaking, our task is to note 
the differences between a general type 
o f fu rn i tu re to be found all over 'he 
kingdom and strictly adopted to the 
climate and customs o f a determined 
region. 

The former were copied out o f the 
books o f designs received f r o m Paris 
or other art centers, and all look 

strangely alike. I n this category 
be classed the wardrobes, the bi 
without cupboard tops, the table; 
the chairs, and, as f a r as hour 
furn i tu re is concerned, the comm 
the secretaries and the l i t t le table 

-At this time when exchange 
i<leas both arti.stic ant! commt 
were particularly active, the c 
"ensemble" o f fu rn i tu re produ 
had a general national relatior 
f r o m Flanders to Provence, 
Normandy to .Alsace. In all Fi 
provinces ]ieople ate, slept and 
their belongings much in the 
manner. The same needs have al 
created the same ilcmands f o r the 
shapes, usually the simplest ant 
h.mdiest, and it is rather in the ( 
o f ornamentation, or in the treat 
o f ornamentation, that diversit 
prox incial taste ajipears. 

On the other hand, in the cons 
tion and the very conception o f 
niture which by its uses is broug 
closer contact wi th climatic comlit 
or local needs and customs, are i 
found the important differences.

"Later on near the m i l l a black­
smith's shop was bui l t , then a 
barter store where both labor and 
its products were bartered. The 
farmer paid the blacksmith f o r 
his work in the products of the 
farm—eggs, butter, vegetables, 
cider, cloth, etc. The mil ler took 
tol l f o r his g r ind ing in a pro­
portion o f the corn and wheat 
ill-ought to him. L;iter on .1 
joiner's shop w.is buil t , anil 
farmers, who dur ing the winti r 
had whipsawed their lumber, 
brought i t to the joiner to haw 
furni ture made. The joiner took 
pay f o r his work , part in lum­
ber, part in f a r m produce, .-.o 
these centers o f population 
sprang" up on every hand. P'vePtu-
ally, because o f an abundance o f 
lumber or clay, a nuiuber o f 
men in the same line o f busi­
ness would congregate at one 
place. As they Ix-came intimate 
through church or some associa­
tion, j)artnerships were formed 
when their products became 
larger in volume than the local­
ity could absorb. They loadeil 
their wares on b ig wagons, w i t l i -
out .springs, and travelled long 
distances, peddling their com­
modities. 
" I t is not unusual to f ind chairs 
made in Vermont down in Penn­
sylvania, ami in houses f o u i r l 
f)vcr a wide area. Pewter made 
by Gleason in Massachusetts iti 
scatteretl quantities in New Yo'-k 
and New Jensey. Connecticut 
|)ottery along the Vi rg in ia coast, 
proi)abIy brought in tradimr 
schooners. 
" I n the early days o f the coun­
try's commercial development, 
interstate trade was compara­
tively large. The prices obtained 
by these manufacturers aw.iy 
f r o m home was verv much 
larger than those received in 
iheir own localities, a fact 
which stimulated tratle while it 
.iwakened keen competition. 
".•\bout 18 16 an entirely new 
vogue in fu rn i t u r e began. : \ 
number o f German cabinet-
makers and designers in New 
^'ork began to make heavy ma­
hogany furn i tu re with large, 
bulbous, undulat ing lines, some-
limes plain, sometimes elabo­
rately carved. Bed ]iosts six-
inches .square, weighing sixty to 
.'•-eventy pounds, carvetl wi ih 
.-\canthus leaves and Pineapples, 
These atrocities, which Duiu-a;i 
Phyfe called "butcher f u r n i ­
ture," Ix'came the rage, and the 
luen who had been making the 
furn i tu re o f the 18th Century 
f r o i u the natural woods, ilesigiis 
which have never been surpassed 
in simplicity and beauty in any 
perioil o f the world's history, 
simply were star\-ing, and were 
forced either to get into step 
with the times or quit.

IF EVER^• .American tourist to 
London knew as wel l as does the 

average En<;lishman of the " f inds" 
and of the f u n to be had in the great 
open air market o f the city, greater 
would l>e the c rowdi and more 
i;:mmed w«)uld be the Friday busies 
leading- to the mart. As i t is, usually 
only .\niericans exercising their col­
lecting instinct persist in these weekly 
visits, though the setting is cosmo-
pclitan to a fascinating degree. The 
end which conies to a l l things seems 
in London to be peculiarly f i x e d — 
museums or the market.

I f it is desired that this plant produce its fruits 
then all shoots which make their appe.trance should be removed 
as they develop. These prevent flowers and fruit from beiiiL: 
formed. Much moisture is required during the summer months, 
less during the winter.

SU C C E S S with Sweet Peas (Uit-of-doors hinges largeh upon 
three factors: good seed, the right soil, and an early st.irt. 

T h e first of these will automatically be taken care o f i f you buy 
from a reliable house, preferably one that makes a special 
fi-.iturc of these flowers. As for the second and thinl, here are 
a few pertinent suggestions: 

Plant Sweet Peas in a bed that has been heavily manured to a 
depth of two feet and a width of at least one, for they are greeth' 
feeders once they get started. Sufficient slaked lime must be 
added to counteract any tendency to soil acidity. 

Since it is important that the vines develop a deep, extensive 
riiot system before hot weather, plant the seeds four inches deep 
in the bed as soon as the frost is out of the ground, even though 
this may be early in .March. Where winter usually lingers 
late and is followed by a short spring which quickly merges into 
summer, it is a good idea to sow the seeds indi\idually in small 
p.iper pots indoors, setting out the young plants as soon as the 
\vi;ither permits.
