How old do you think our bed is and where was it made? We
know it has been in Missouri jor Jour generations. It is of ma-
hogany, handmade and carved. The posts have been cut down
some, so we know it was once taller than its present 9 feet.

C.W.H.—Springfield, Mo.

Your bed with shaped headboard and cornice-like canopy is simi-
lar to those designed for the handsome mansions of the lower
Mississippi valley. Tt was probably made by a cabinetmaker
working in New Orleans around 1830-1840, the late years of the

American Empire period.

I would lile information about my
small pine trunk banded in iron
with handmade nails and brass or-
nament. There is evidence that it
was originally covered with tooled
leather. D.R—Visalia, Calif.
Your trunk is American, made be-
tween 1835 and 1850. Such trunks

usually were covered with tooled

leather; sometimes the studs were

arranged in floral designs.

IRON-BOUND TRUNK

This lantern of brass and copper with red glass
globe was salvaged in Alaska about 1910-1920.
It s marked “Grieve & Gillespie, Bedjord
Street, North Shields.” What was its use?

R.L.E.—Riverside, Calif.

You have a ship’s pertside running lamp c.
1880-1900. The makers were English, of the
seaport town of North Shields in Northumber-
landshire. The lantern might have been lost

from a small ship that foundered in Alaskan

waters during a storm.

AUTOMOBILE

How to keep them clean and shiny

The thrill of driving a brand new
car in all its shiny glory is equaled
only by the dismay the proud own-
er experiences when the brilliance
begins to dull. Yet preserving the
original beauty of a car’s finish re-
quires nothing more than keeping
it clean, inside as well as outside,
on a regular basis—just as you
care for fine furniture or any other
valuable possession. To permit an
accumulation of gasoline, tree sap,
road tar, insects, smoke, and just
plain pollution from the atmos-
phere to remain on the car will
permanently damage the finest fin-
ish. Any and all of these should
be removed as soon as they are no-
ticeable.

Preserving the gleam

In washing down a car, use cold
water and a car-washing compound
or mild detergent, but never harsh
household cleansers since they will
scratch the hardest finishes. Oz-
dinary stain removers may also be

very hard on the lacquer finish so
read instructions carefully before
applying. Some car manufacturers
put out cleaning and polishing ma-
terials specially designed to keep
their models gleaming; others rec-
ommend certain products as effi-
cient and safe for the finish. It is
wise to follow these suggestions.
Manufacturers recommend
that a new car be waxed or pol-
ished at the time of delivery and
every four to six months thereafter.
But waxes and polishes that are
claimed to do a quick, no-elbow-
orease job may contain large
amounts of abrasive which in time
will damage the metal parts or
trim. Metal parts should be washed
with lukewarm water and mild
soap or detergent, never with a
strong alkaline solution. To chrome
and stainless steel parts you can
apply a special protective coating,
but be sure to remove any rust
spots with chrome cleaner before
applying the coating. If you live

If you reject the claim that Colorado’s proper
history began in 1540 when Coronado entered the territory looking
for the “Seven Cities of Cibola,” then it must be admitted that
Colorado is scarcely older than grandfather’s moustache cup. To be
exact, the state is still ten years shy of 100.

This can be counted a blessing, however, to anyone who enjoys
the vivid, vicarious experience of savoring what culturally was. For
the relics of Colorado’s brief history lie scattered about as con-
spicuously as popcorn boxes after a ball game. Indeed, the wonder
is how so few people, even the fabulous westering Americans of the
last century, could have left such a prodigious record of their hard-

The explanation is found in
what modern psychologists would
term motivation, The pioneers sim-
ply called it gold and silver. And
those were quite enough, follow-
ing the first strike near Denver in
1858, to detonate a furious burst of
prowling and probing the Rockies.
Hundreds and hundreds of rich
discoveries were made of both
minerals. Mining camps material-
ized into towns as fast as gritty
little burros could carry planks
and timbers to them. Some still
stand, populated and enjoying
varying degrees of prosperily
Most were abandoned years ago
when the mines gave out; of these,
many have disappeared into the
dust, while a sprinkling still hang
on in a mournful but fascinating
state of semi-shambles.

As a vacation objective, Colo-
rado’s mining towns, both real and
chostly, require a brief apologia.
In the first place, they cannot be-
gin to compete for the tourist’s
attention with their setting, for
the Rockies are one of the world’s
great feasts for the eye and the
spirit. But you can have both—the
Rockies themselves and the physi-
cal remnants of man’s bumptious
efforts to exploit them. Next comes
a fair question: what is so enthral-
ling about a random assortment of
tumbledown towns? Simply that

they constitute the most graphic
document this country can offer of
a people’s behavior and mishe-
havior during the Victorian era,
a period that for decades was con-

and for all to dry-as-dust history).

Colorado’s Victorian years
epitomize that driving force, Op-
portunity, which we are prone to
think makes America unique. The
names themselves—of the people,
the towns, and the mines—com-
prise a vernacular that evokes a
robustness and irreverence found
only where the business of living is
going for broke. Some of the peo-
ple: Baby Doe Tabor, Silver Heels,
Captain  Jack, the Unsinkable
Molly Brown (all young ladies,
beloved and rich), Soapy Smith,
Gassy Thompson, One-Eyed Riley,
Leadville Johnny Brown, Buffalo
Bill Cody—as well as, improbably,
Sarah Bernhardt, Edwin Booth,
Charles Dickens, Teddy Roosevelt,
all of whom were richly rewarded
for entertaining or being enter-
tained out there.

Some of the places: Tincup,
Fairplay, Buckskin Joe, Marble,
Hessie, Gothic, Bonanza, Eureka,
Waldorf, Silver Cliff, Lulu, Silver-
ton, and Climax. And some of the
mines: Gold King, Tomboy, Big
Stevens, Gregory’s Diggings, Last
Dollar, Little Johnny, Last
Chance, The Terrible, The Peli-
can, and The Shenandoah Dives.

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perior as an American myth-
maker.

The way to see Colorado min-
ing towns (while drinking in the
beauties of the Rockies, of course)
i« to set your compass for several
of those that survived the collapse
of gold and silver's glory days and
live on, reincarnated as agricul-
tural or resort communities. The
fittest of the species, they are al-
most invariably surrounded by
ghuﬂl towns—a convenient ar-
rangement for comparison.

A ghost town, however ram-
shackle, invites romantic imagin-
ings as to how things once were.
The erunch of a boot heel on shale,
the squeak of a harness, the clink
of a pickax—these all insinuate
themselves into the receptive mind.

A  going community like
Georgetown, on the other hand,
provides readily observable evi-
dence of what its deceased neigh-
bors might be like today if they
had managed to stay alive. Soon
enough, no later than the eighties
and nineties, sturdy sets of red
brick buildings (the “So-and-So
Block, 1883™) replaced the orig-
inal frame structures. It is easy to
understand why. The first flimsy
houses, the general store, and the
assay office were hurriedly knock-
ed together for poor men who
aimed to get rich. And when they
did (some of them), they saw their
little towns for what they were—
pathetically diminished by the
majesty of the peaks towering
above them, humiliatingly inade-
quate for plungers who had silver
dollars by the peck and appetites
to appease.

So, splendid houses went up.
In Georgetown, for example, there
stands a house whose opulence re-
flects the grizzly prospector’s very
human desire to cash in on his
good luck. Begun in 1867 by a
miner named Joseph Watson, the
house was described by news-
papers as “the finest private resi-
dence in the territory.” Poor Wat-
son lost his fortune as precipitately
as he had won it, and the house
was bought and completed by a
brother-in-law mnamed Hamill.
Valued at a quarter of a million
dollars today, Hamill House af-
fects diamond dust mirrors; wall-
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paper of gold, silver, and camel’s
hair; fireplaces of Carraramarble;
an arched glass conservatory; and
a cast-iron-and-pewter fountain
fernery. The 50 cents fee to tour
the house is a great tourist bar-
gain. Victorian counterparts of Ha-
mill House are scattered through-
out the Rockies—in Aspen, Lead-
ville, Salida, Glenwood Springs,
Idaho Springs, and way stations—
although only a few of them are
open to the public.

Mountaineers, plan ahead

The shortest distance between
two points in the Rockies is never
a straight road, so a tour of min-
ing towns is most successfully
negotiated by those who chart
their course in advance. In a
week's time, starting logically in
Denver, it is no trick to visit a
dozen or so towns, live and ghost,
without having to spend a night in
some obscure hamlet’s Kleen Kot-
tages.

The first day you might make
a cirele tour out of Denver, start-
ing with a leisurely 33-mile drive
west to Central City. It is sad to
report that this dramatically
situated little town, once cele-
brated as the center of “the rich-
est square mile on earth,” has suc-
ceeded too well. The whole town
has been converted into a brassy
tourist trap. Stop anyhow. Park,
pay the attendant. stroll up the
main street acknowledging neither
the hawkers nor the amplified
plinkety-plink piano music, and
visit the Opera House where Bern-
hardt performed, and the Teller
House Hotel, President
Grant and a host of other digni-
taries put up (treading, at least
in Grant’s case, over an entrance-
way paved in solid silver bricks).
Both buildings are well main-
tained, and their interiors and fur-
nishings express with considerable
fidelity the ornately Victorian
values of Central City’s heyday.

A mile to the west of Central
City, the hustler, lies what is left
of Nevadaville, where several fam-
ilies still hold fort amidst a few
public buildings preserved as mon-
uments to the days when Nevada-
ville was larger than Denver (so-

Central City and heading north
some ten miles toward Nederland,
you can cover a number of ghost
towns: Caribou (:il_\'. once the re-
gion’s greatest silver camp but
ruinously hit by fire in 1900: Car-
dinal City, Eldora, Hessie., and
Ward (the latter still the site of
some perfunctory mining).

Save enough time on the way
back to Denver to spend an hour
in Georgetown and another in
Idaho Springs. After stopping at
Hamill House, it is
mosey up and down Georgetown'’s
quiet streets (by car unless you
just want to stretch your legs) and
single out the most turreted, gin-
cerbread-encrusted houses. This is
a game any number can play—
even the architecturally disinter-
ested—in all the populated mining
towns,

Idaho Springs is strung out in
a valley along a new multi-lane
freeway (U. S. 6) that leads back
to Denver. It is one of the oldest
mining

The next day—or the day
after if it seems in order to lie
abed, then do some leisurely sight-
seeing in the Mile-High City—
head for Colorado Springs, 65 miles
to the south. Enjoy the ride; it will
be your last stretch of mountain-
less, kinkless road during the days
immediately ahead. And if you feel
like clearing your head of Victo-
rian cobwebs, pull off Interstate
25. 10 miles short of Colorado
Springs, for a tour of the U. 5. Air
Force Academy. As almost every-
one knows, it is notable for some
of the most strikingly contempo-
rary buildings in the country.

There will be time in the
afternoon for a run up to Cripple
Creek, near-ghost and one of the
most colorful of all mining towns,
scenically and nostalgically. Ask
in Colorado Springs for a road
known locally as Gold Camp Road,
and when you arrive at Cripple
Creek, see if you den’t agree with
that most buoyant of Americans,
Teddy Roosevelt, who could only
gasp and say, “The scenery bank-
rupts the English language.”

You could stay over in Colo-
rado Springs with no trouble at all,
then from there drive south to
Pueblo and west to ponder the
skeletal remains of Silver CIiff,

once Colorado’s third largest city,
and go on from there to visit two
other silver towns, Querida and
Rosita—hoth finished off when
silver was demonetized in 1893.
Fasten your seat belts and get
an early start the next morning. A
smart amount of driving west on
U. S. 24 takes you upward across
the Rockies’” Front Range to Hart-
sel, where you bend north at U, 5.
9 and arrive at Fairplay. The good
citizens of Fairplay have recently
decided to slick up their next-door
ghost town, South Park City. with
the proceeds collected by charging
tourists admission fees to it. For-
tunately, their stewardship has

Fasten your seat belt

For the next stage of the jour-
ney, read the State of Colorado
Publicity Department’s
“For an exciting circle trip to one
of Colorado’s hest known ghost
towns, at Parlin, east of Gunnison
on U.S. 50, take a gravel road |the
italics are ours| north to partially
chosted towns of Ohio and Pitkin.
At Pitkin follow the graded dirt
road |italics again ours]| north
over Cumberland Pass to Tincup,
a distance of 32 miles from Parlin.”

We are not through yet: “For
a thrilling circle trip. continue on
the same road past Taylor Park
Reservoir, returning to State 135
at Almont, approximately 30 miles
from Tincup.” The Publicity De-
partment leaves you stranded at
Almont. We strongly recommend
that you do as we did: return with
caution to Gunnison.

Some of the most romantic settings man has ever devised have been built with latticework. trellis-
work or, as the French call it, treillage. The fascinating ever-changing patterns of light and
shadow it creates can turn the most pedestrian environment into a place of romantic enchantment.
Today this centuries-old form of decorative construction is flowering again as a building ma-
terial for both exteriors and interiors as well as for non-horticultural elements in the landscape.

Traditional treillage consists of nothing more than thin slats of wood crisscrossed and nailed
to a frame. But the strips can be crossed and recrossed in countless ways to produce an almost
infinite variety of patterns; even a change in scale creates an entirely different look. Along with
this happy variety of design, modern treillage offers an important bonus of practicality. The

wood slats, which used to disintegrate within a few years when used outdoors, (Continued )

During a popular revival in
the U. S. at the turn of this century, it was used outdoors in a
more modest manner—for garden gates, small rose arbors,

live in a Roman Palace. 1 do this, not

because I have ever dreamed of living

in marble halls, but because 1 believe

in kindness to dumb animals. Three

years ago | went house hunting with
the Princess Soldentenkov, a white Russian
house agent who went around Rome accom-
panied everywhere by an enormous dog.
The Princess, the dog, and I climbed hun-
dreds of flights of steps. The Princess was
indefatigable, I was determined, but the
dog began to get fed up. Perhaps it was an
illusion—house hunting is very like a bad
dream—but I thought the dog began to eye
me with a hostile stare. Once, when I shook
my head at the fifth floor apartment, it gave
out a long, windy sigh. I took the next on
the list. It was a suite of rooms in the Palazzo
Santa Croce, and [ am still there.

The palazzo was built in the Renais-

sance by a Cardinal. As we all know nowa-
days, Cardinals are divided into two groups,
the progressives and the orthodox. Cardinal
Santa Croce was a progressive. Hearing
about a leaf called tobacco that grew in a
newly discovered place not yet called Amer-
ica, he imported it into Italy and made a
fortune. He also, unwittingly. invented the
first brand name, for tobacco became known
in Italy as Santa Croce Leaf. With the
money, he built a palace. In the palace he
set up a druggist’s. The druggist naturally
had a monopoly on the sale of Santa Croce
Leaf. The druggist’s is still there, on the
northwest corner of the huge building. The
palace has been rebuilt; it has even changed
its name for it now belongs to the noble
family of the Pasolinis. But it is still known
—somewhat uncannily, I think—as the

“Palace of the Druggist.”

After 1 had moved in, the thing that I

learned about people living in palaces was
that they have a very special attitude to-
wards their fellow-men. In the daytime they
treat them as human beings; after nine
o’clock at night they treat them as vampires
and things that go bump in the dark.

There are a dozen palaces in the square
mile surrounding mine. and they all have
what is called the Great Doorway. In my
palace this takes the form of a monumental
stone entrance, 30 feet high by 15 feet broad.
This is completely closed by two massive
doors of wood, strong enough to withstand
a battering ram, while {one supposes) the
residents escape through secret passages in
the cellars. These doors are closed by the
porter at nine o'clock every evening. They
close with a bang that sets all the windows
in the great courtyard rattling as though
from gunfire.

The only way of getting in and out of
the palace is now a small door. lower than
a man’s height, with a complicated lock to
which only the residents are allowed the
key. There is no knocker, there is no bell.
Any of my guests who are foolish virgins
and come late to the feast may batter their
hands bloody against the door, it will not
open. They must go to the local bar and
make a suppliant telephone call. I then go
downstairs and let them in through the little
door, as though they were smugglers or as-
sassins reporling that the deed is done. On
a cold and rainy night, it does not make for

bonhomie,

hey then proceed through a cav-

ernous hallway. designed to

take a heavy coach and six. It

is lit by a lantern giving a light

kept dim in order not to fright-
en the horses. My guests, after barking their
shins against iron protuberances designed
to fend off carriage wheels. then take a giddy
plunge into modernity.

I lead them to an elevator decorated in
the art nouveau style. It was installed at the
beginning of this century. It once worked
by steam but now works, on and off, by
electricity which is made, to judge from the
pace of the ascent. by glass discs spinning
against pieces of amber in that ingenious

machine invented, I believe, by Faraday.
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As the elevator shudders up an open
shaft, they read a notice. On paper yellow
with age it tells them on behalf of the noble
family who then owned the palace that the
elevator should be used for going up. not
down, and that it must not be used at all by
children, persons with infectious diseases,
or servants. They are listed in that order.
The noble family steeled itself further to
face the fact that there were even worse peo-
ple in the world than servants, persons so
depraved as not to know how to behave
themselves when enclosed with another in a
private space. It is expressly and absolutely
forbidden, raps the notice in its last line, to
stop the lift between floors.

he lift itself is seventy years old

(as we know, the moral sense

often decays at that age), and it

frequently stops itself between

floors. If it does not, my guests
arrive at my front door. While I fiddle with
its complicated lock, the marble bust of a
prelate with a long nose stares down at
them. He has the look of an Inquisitor con-
demning a prisoner to an auto-da-fé, but
there is an irritating touch of superiority.
It is as though he were saying, “How a man
like you could be fool enough to get your-
self into this mess, I really do not know.”
A telegraph boy once colored his nose with
a red pencil. This made him bibulous, but
no less insulting.

When 1 rented the apartment, I imag-
ined that my friends would take this slightly
preposterous entrance as I did, namely, as
a joke. The suite of rooms was large: the
thick palace walls kept out the noise of
Rome. I had space and silence and that was
all that mattered to me. To my surprise, all
my friends and even my relatives took liv-
ing in a palace with deep seriousness.

Every palace in Rome has something
left behind by its noble owner which is too
big or too difficult to take away: a painted
ceiling, for instance, or enormous solid
mirrors that would bring down the wall if
they were removed. In my case there are
two huge baroque consoles, each over 6 feet
long, made in the sixteenth century for the
Farnese family. Once, on visiting the Vati-
can, I was curious to know if the Pope had

anything like them. The state apartments

were filled with consoles, but none were as
big as mine.

[ soon found that these two bowlegged
monsters were as ruinous to easy conversa-
tion as a child beating on a drum. In their
presence my Anglo-Saxon friends lowered
their voices: my Italian friends raised theirs
to the piercing treble current in high society,
and used grammatical construction as elab-
orate as the carving on the consoles. “In the
room,” noted Mr. T. S. Eliot, “the women
come and go/Talking of Michelangelo.”
That, T imagine, was in some Bloomsbury
flat furnished with poufs and divans. With
my consoles listening., Michelangelo was too
commonplace a topic. My friends automa-
tically launched on to art—talk about Bor-
romini, Salvator Rosa, and, remorselessly,
the last palace that they were in with its
stupendous ceiling by Zuccheri. One nervous
film-producer put his hat on a console. His
wife took it off; he would, one saw, hear fur-
ther about his gaffe. The effect on workers
was different, but as had. A telephone-repair-
man placed his tools with deliberation on the
marble top and from then on pointedly ad-
dressed his mate as “comrade.”

There was another thing, and my
friends took it upon themselves to tell me.
Many of my possessions did not live up to
my new surroundings. My battered books,
some of them dating from my school days,
let down the room that they called the Libra-
ry. They suggested that I have them bound
in leather. A man who is not to some extent
influenced by his friends soon hasn’t any.
To keep them, I bound a few books, in iden-
tical crimson leather, and now I must peer
at each title in turn to find the one I want.
Women moved my favorite pictures about
until they found the darkest corner of the
room. Somebody knocked over a vase and
said meaningfully, “Never mind.” I weakly
bought the only coffee set I have ever had,

and lay awake all night cursing the cost.

his sort of thing might well have
gone on to my financial ruin had
it not been for the Contessina.
“Contessina” literally means
“the little countess” hut Arman-
da, at forty, is an ample woman. The title

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BASKET BOUNTY

to deck asummer garden

You may not find it practical to gild a lily, but to garland your summer garden with hanging plants can be
a source of great delight. Since they are most effective when they adorn a garden that is beautiful to begin
with. they are really superfluous touches of luxury and therein lies half the pleasure they give. Unlike most
plants (except perhaps for the out-and-out epiphytes that perch on tree branches in the tropics and rain for-
ests), plants in baskets are best viewed suspended in mid-air. Basket flowers may add grace notes lo a set
hackground of solid architecture, of textured greenery or, when judiciously placed, of other flowers. Similar-
ly, basket-grown foliage plants may deepen the perspective in which you see a green background, may give a
third dimension to a flat wall beyond, or contrast agreeably with background flowers. But since plant baskets
are meant to be hung from tree limbs, from arbors, from porch brackets, from eaves and overhangs, basket
plants are, by nature or permissiveness, trailing plants that cascade over the rim and down the sides and be-
low the bottom of their container.

Where do you hang what, and how many? These are two questions that are almost impossible to answer
categorically. It is safe to generalize by saying that light-colored flowers glow best against dark or distant
backdrops, that light flower or foliage tones also look best as a rule in shade. But what grows well in shade
and what doesn’t makes a ereat difference. As for quantity. one or three (not two) fine baskets may seem
quite enough for a whole terrace. But when you look at the legion of haskets assembled under one tree, op-

posite page, you are likely to forget all about generalizations and use as many as your garden will hold.

A huge old evergreen in Mrs.
Bruce Crane's Dalton, Mass., gar-
den makes a tempting gallery for
the superb hanging baskets de-
veloped by Carl Deame, superin-
tendent of her Sugar Hill Nursery.
The plants—identified by numbers
in plan, right—include:

1 Tuberous begonia ‘Antonelli
White.” Best grown in filtered sun.
away from drafts. Use humus-rich
soil and keep moist. Apply fish
emulsion oeccasionally during
warm weather.

2 Tuberous begonia ‘Pink Show-
ers.” Pendulous type like ‘Antonel-
li’ requires same kind of light,
soil, and cultural treatment.

3 Tradescantia albiflora albo-vit-
tata. One of a big group includ-
ing also zebrina and commelina.
All easy to grow in ordinary sandy

loam and indirect or filtered light.

plant or touch-me-not. Blooms in
three months from seed, continu-
ously thereafter. Pinch shoot tips
for bushy growth. Use ordinary
soil in full sun and fertilize often.
3 Browallia speciosa  major.
Among the best blue basket plants,
fadeproof in summer shade. Avoid
rich soil, fertilize with hali-
strength solution.

6 Bougainvillea ‘Barbara Karst.’
Member of a new dwarf strain of
a dramatic old favorite with white,
orange, scarlet, and crimson vari-
eties. Use ordinary potting soil,
full sun; apply food and water
sparingly.

? Nierembergia cacrulea. An-
other old favorite too often over-
looked. Tolerates full sun, but
semi-shade is better for unfading
color. As easy to grow as a petunia,

demanding no special soil or

4 Impatiens, the familiar patience tertilizer, moderate water.
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8 Tradescantia albiflora ‘Laeken-
ensis.” A particularly pleasing
variety of the huge wandering-Jew
group, needing no special soil,
water, or fertilizer but growing—
and looking—best out of sunlight.
9 Fuchsia ‘Black Prince.” If there
is one true fuchsia color, this is
it. The plant needs light, well-
drained soil, and must be kept
moist. Should be grown in sub-
dued light.

10 Zonal geranium (Pelargo-
nium hortorum) ‘Dior.” New com-
pact variety with semi-double
flowers. A fine ingredient of mixed
baskets, it requires full sun and
should be allowed to get moderate-
ly dry between waterings. Keep
leaves dry, feed sparingly. For de-
tails of making and caring for
hanging baskets, with emphasis on
fuchsias, begonias, pelargoniums,

High in the Santa Monica hills overlooking Los Angeles, the two wings of the John Concannons’ house and the
olass-walled gallery that connects them form a protective shield for the swimming pool without blocking off the
dramatic view. At night, lights incorporated in the pool’s walls turn it into a glistening jewel that embellishes
both the living room on the left and the playroom on the right. Since the mountain rises sharply at the back

of the house, the pool and the surrounding court have complete privacy from neighbors. Architect, John Lautner.

NE ISLAND FOR MID-POOL FEASTS

A delightful surprise is in store for first-time visitors to the Donald Sheffs’ pool at Great N Y.—a table-

top island emerging a few inches above the water level. Like the pool and surrounding terrace the island is
built of conerete, but faced with mica stone that blends naturally with the encircling greenery and fowers.
A pparently floating like lily pads just below the surface of the water are white-enameled metal stools which
are actually planted firmly in the bottom of the pool. On hot days the Sheffs serve lunch on the island, setting
the table either by wading to it (the depth at this point is only 3 feet) or by passing food and dishes from
the pool edge to a tableside helper. In length the pool is 50 feet—king-size for Mr. Sheff, an Olympic swim-

AN INDOOR-OUTDOOR POOL

In the skylighted atrium, left, of the Jerome Holts™ house in Beverly Hills, Calif., is a deep-
walled pool that flows under a terrazzo bridge walled on the outside with glass and emerges,
above, in the open air. Like the bridge, both the atrium floor and the outdoor terrace are
highly polished terrazzo. Below the bridge, the air as well as the water flows freely into the
house. But all the rooms surrounding the atrium—Iiving room, dining room, hall, master bed-

room—have sliding glass doors to close it off in cool weather. Architect, Harold W. Levitt.

POOL IN A VERANDA ROOM

Roofed above, screened on three sides, and protected by the house on the fourth, the free-form
pool in the Darrell Fleegers' house in Coconut Grove, Fla., is designed for all-weather swim-
ming and easy maintenance. It is the chief ornament of a two-story, 20-foot-high veranda room
that lies under the roof of the house itself and is paved with brick laid in circular patterns that
continue into the adjoining living room. Jutting out over the brick pavement in one corner
is a deck that extends the dining room, and overhanging it at a higher level is a railed
balcony adjoining the master bedroom upstairs. The pool is equipped with a new type of nozzle

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HOT WEATHER WINES

FOR COLD MEALS

The second in H&G's series on what to drink with what

BY HUGH

When the weather is sultry and
stifling and cold foods seem at
their most natural and inviting, a
hottle of wine should have, above
all, the power to refresh. Not all
wines have it, by any means: red
wines decidedly less than whites.
It is a matter of the trace of acidity
which a white wine, like a ripe
apple, keeps in its flavor. The best
rosés have the same quality, but in
a red wine this characteristic
would produce a thin and feeble
taste. Hence the preference for
white and rosé wines in hot
weather. Even dishes that would
be natural partners for red wines
if served hot—red meat, duck, and
game, for example—go well with a
lighter wine when served cold.

Salads, no matter what their
ingredients. give rosé wines real
distinetion. Some feel that a rosé
is a mere compromise between red
and white, but salads dispel this
prejudice. Delicately chilled rosés,
sunlit and gleaming pink, are in
their element with a crisp Salad
Nicoise or Caesar Salad on a sum-
mer lunch table. There is one
thing, though, to beware of: many
classic dressings contain a con-
siderable quantity of vinegar, and
vinegar is the antithesis and dead-
ly enemy of wine—one drop in a
hottle of wine will turn the whole

you are dressing a salad to be
served with wine. Many cook books
aive three parts of oil to one of
vinegar as the proportions for a
French dressing. Make it eight of
oil to one of vinegar and add a
little sugar.

If the very
special or part icularly delicate, cut
out the vinegar altogether and sub-
stitute a little lemon juice or dry
white have often eaten
salads in France that were dressed
only with oil, salt, fresh parsley,
and a little chopped shallot.

Paradoxically, it is the people
of northern countries who are the
great eaters of cold food. No hot
country makes a specialty of a cold
table as the Scandinavians do with
their smirgishord. Apart from the

sharp iced soup of Spain, gazpa-
cho, few of the parched southern
countries have evolved light, cool-
ing summer dishes. Part of the
problem is that they are chronical-
ly short of greenery, the heart of a
salad. A good limestone lettuce
would be worth its weight in gold
in Naples or Alexandria. This is
also the difficulty with southern
wines, The hot climate of the south
}'inr]d- strong, sweel wines that are
best for winter drinking: the cool
north produces the eminently sum-
mery whites. rosés, and sparkling
wines. A picturesque fallacy has it
that there is nothing better than
local wines with local food, but no
one in his right mind would drink
a strong, dark, overpowering red
wine on a sweltering Sicilian eve-
ning if he could get a hottle of
Moselle, cool and green like moss
by a waterfall.

Green Wines

The farmers of northern Portugal
have found a way to prevent the
l'Jl'nlllt"m of H\'t’l'ri[)l‘nl’h.\ and too
much strength. In spite of the hot
sun and the frequent six-month
droughts prevalent in their coun-
try, they are able to make a very
light wine, low in alcohol content,
with a distinctly sharp and re-
freshing taste, almost no color, and
a definite slight bubble when it is
poured into the glass. The under-
ripeness gives the wine its name—
vinho verde, green wine.

Their trick is to train the vines
on high pergolas around the edges
of fields planted with other crops
—usually corn. Instead of heing
near the baked earth, as is cus-
tomary, the grapes grow way up in
a jungle of greenery, cooled by the
evening air and any breezes that
may circulate during the day. The
natural acidity of the soil also
helps to give the grapes their fresh
sharpness. In this region even the
apples and pears taste sharp, and
azaleas and rhododendrons, plants
which need an acid soil, flourish
in polychrome profusion.

Vinho wverde is Portugal’s
pleasantest, coolest, most attrac-
tive wine. It becomes a habit, in hot
weather, to drink a bottle of it as

Gourmet Diet Cook Book #3

by Betty Wason

Diet fads come and go, but one inescapable fact remains: there is
no magic, easy way to lop off pounds and inches overnight. The
most effective form of reducing exercise is to weigh in on the bath-
room scale first thing every morning. If the needle goes up as
much as 2 pounds above your normal weight for more than two
mornings in a row, it’s time to put yourself on a crash diet for a
week. Crash diets are unwise if continued for weeks on end, but
seven days of restricted eating will do no harm, and most of us have
the will power to stick it out that long. But don’t go on one of those
diets that lean heavily on one food, such as grapes or cottage cheese.
Your meals should still include protein, some fat, and a necessary
amount of carbohydrates. Since the advent of the low-carbohydrate
diet, which created the false illusion that it is possible to gorge on
meats and fat (including butter and cream) and swill cocktails and
still lose weight healthily, carbohydrates have hecome everybody’s
whipping boys. But doctors agree that while a high-protein diet is
best for reducing, not all carbohydrates can or should be elimi-

nated, even from crash diets. One of the fallacies of the carbo-

hydrate-gram count is that certain fruits, even raw fruits, are put
on the “avoid™ list. yet raw fruits are quite as important in a
weight-reduction program as high-protein foods. On the other
hand, an excess of fat in the diet—like an excess of alcohol—can
be injurious to health.

If you have carelessly ignored the constantly rising needle on
the scale, and your weight has gone 10, 15, or more pounds above
your norm, there is only one realistic and safe way to shed it. Con-
sult your doctor, follow his instructions, and report for regular
checkups until you have reached your ideal weight. From then on,
it’s up to you. For a stay-slim regime, observe the general rules of
weight-watching. Restrict your appetizers to those in the low-
calorie class, cut down on fats and starches in cooking. and learn
to prefer fruit to sweet, rich desserts, It’s not difficult to re-educate
your palate, at least to a degree. Half the battle is the way you
present food. As the Japanese know, a small helping of any dish,
imaginatively and attractively served, seems like more, for you

enjoy it first with your eyes, and then savor it with your taste buds.

THE ONE-WEEK
CRASH DIET

There are many crash diets on the market—the
best one for vou is the one that suits your taste
and your metabolism, and that you can stick to
without getting bored or ravenous. Several years
ago, during a three-months’ stay in Spain, I
found 1 was losing weight without even trying,
although 1 was eating as much as I wanted and
drinking wine by the half-liter. When I analyzed
this phenomenon, I decided it was because (a)
| had been choosing seafood in preference to meat
most of the time, and (b) 1 was usually eating
only one real meal a day. Lunch in Spain was
never before two in the afternoon, and often as
late as three or even four. In the beginning, I
almost collapsed from hunger while waiting, but
gradually | noticed that once the noonday hunger
pangs had been grappled with and overcome, my
appetite was far casier to control. After arising
from a luncheon table at four-thirty in the after-
noon, I simply was not interested in another meal
that day. and usually skipped dinner. If T did
dine, it was on something very light, such as an
omelette. But T ate fruit in abundance, a large
bowl of it for breakfast and again for dessert,
and 1 was drinking only dry wines, no spirits.

Now whenever I need to take off a few

pounds, 1 follow the same pattern, my version of
which you will find in Crash Diet #1. Breakfast
is light, except for an abundance of fruit; |
skip lunch altogether, except for more fruit,
and save up the bulk of the day's calories for
one expansive dinner which, during the dura-
tion of my crash diet, generally features seafood
or chicken. Just as important as what is on the
menu is how much of each food I eat. Sneaking
a second helping, even of low-calorie, high-pro-
tein foods, wrecks the program. Any diet that
suggests you may eat ag much as you like of
any food is just not to be taken seriously.

1f for business or social reasons | join others
for lunch, I skip dinner instead that day. And
while it is important to me at the end of a work-
ing day to enjoy an aperitif before dinner, 1 now
(even when not dieting) drink chilled dry white
wine, or dry sherry, or dry vermouth on the rocks
instead of a cocktail. As virtually everyone keeps
dry vermouth on hand for making Martinis, this
is what | ask for at cocktail parties,

Keeping away from food altogether during
the day is an effective deterrent for most of us,
for the very sight of food whets the appetite.
But some people prefer a series of light meals,
or frequent (but low-calorie) snacks several times
a day. The only danger in such snacking is that,
despite the best intentions, you often put away
more than you intend.

If you snack during the day and have lunch
as well, you will naturally need to eat a corres-

pondingly lighter dinner at night. Some people
swear by a spinach-tomato-and-ege diet as a way
1o take off from 3 to 5 pounds in a hurry. Crash
Diet #2 offers a week’s menus of low-calorie din-
ners, several of which feature those three foods,
combined with high-protein  between-meals
snacks.

A hard-cooked egg at eleven (especially if
breakfast has been inadequate) not only restores
sagging energy, it also helps you to push away
the bread basket on the luncheon table. If you
begin to feel the need of sustenance in midafter-
noon, a wedge of cheese may be just what you
need. At the cocktail hour, seafood tidbits are the
wisest choice, or the raw or pickled vegetables
which these days are nearly always to be found
on cocktail tables, For an evening snack, raw
fruit, such as an apple, is the best thing.

Another good low-ealorie high-protein snack
is yoghurt made with non-fat instant dry milk.
You can easily make this at home. Use the amount
of instant powder needed to make a quart of
milk, but add only 3 cups water plus a half-pint
of commercial yoghurt and whirl in blender or
beat with rotary beater until smooth. Pour into 4
half-pint containers, cover the jars tightly, place
these in a 10-quart kettle, and add warm water
up to two-thirds the height of the jars. Cover
the kettle with a Turkish towel, leave in a warm
place overnight, and by morning you will have
4 half-pints of yoghurt which will keep in the
refrigerator up to 2 weeks. Before this yoghurt is

THE ONE-MONTH DIET

A crash diet is only good for taking off up to 5
pounds. If you need to lose as much as 10 pounds,
you will have to find a diet you can live with for
at least a month or two, because it generally takes
5-7 weeks to get rid of 10 pounds, It is not neces-
sary to count calories or carhohydrate grams. Just
use common sense and observe these rules, Eat a
substantial breakfast, with at least one protein
food (egg, lean Canadian bacon, poached or
broiled fish, or a small steak, but not sausage or
regular bacon). Follow this with a light lunch,
with ene protein food, one vegetable or salad, no

bread or other starches, no dessert except un-
sugared raw fruit. (If you must sweeten your
fruit, carry a liquid non-caloric sweetener with
your, )

While you may splurge occasionally on one
or two cocktails before dinner, or dry wine with
dinner, you must keep away from rich cocktail
appetizers, and skip bread, stuffings, cream
sauces, and sweet desserts. Gelatin desserts, fruit
ices, or sherbets are not so bad, but pies, cakes,
and puddings have got to go. If you have a very
sweet tooth and miss desserts grievously, you may
find it helpful to use 2 non-caloric sweetener in
making dessert sauces or for compotes; or resort
to sugar-free gelatins, puddings, and canned
fruits. But don’t fool yourself into believing this
makes pies or cakes eligible—non-calorie sweet-
eners do not eliminate flour from pastries.

Salad should be part of every day’s menu, but
use mainly lettuce and other leafy greens, along
with tomatoes, cucumbers, celery, green peppers,
and citrus fruit, and avoid commercial salad
dressings, nearly all of which contain sugar. In-
stead. dress salad greens lightly with oil and
vinegar (3 tablespoons of oil is ample for 4 cups
of salad greens). Or, sprinkle cut-up raw vege-
tables with MSG (monosodinm glutamate) and
salt at least half-an-hour before serving, This
little condiment makes raw vegetables taste quite
good without any dressing at all.

Cooked vegetables should be chosen mainly
from among the fibrous leafy varieties. All mem-
bers of the cabbage family (Brussels sprouts,
broceoli, etc.), asparagus, kale, Swiss chard,
turnip greens, celery, cucumbers, and tomatoes
are recommended. Green snap beans are excel-
lent, too, but not any of the other beans. Limas
are just about as high in carhohydrates and
calories as potatoes; so are green peas and swest
corn. Cook vegetables briefly, season with herhs
and only the tiniest pat of butter.

Fried foods such as breaded cutlets, batter-
fried shrimp, French fries, or doughnuts must
be forsworn for the duration. Only foods which
have been lightly sautéed in a minimum amount
of fat are permitted.

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THE LONG-TERM DIET
DISCIPLINE

Over the long haul, the only way to keep your
waistline under control is to re-train your ap-
petite. All the suggestions previously made can
be applied to a keep-slim regime—the only dif-
ference is that you can let yourself go just a little
more, Here are a few further suggestions: if a
recipe calls for 4 tablespoons butter, use just 1
tablespoon of butter and 1 tablespoon of oil in
a Teflon-coated pan or cast-iron skillet. The oil
helps to brown the food more quickly and evenly
vet the flavor of the butter predominates. As soon
as the food is browned, pour or spoon off every bit
of fat, then add liquid (broth or wine) to the pan,
and bring to a quick beil so that you may serape
up those flavorful bits of gelatinized brown in the
pan. Instead of thickening with flour, use corn-
gtarch, arrowroot, or potato starch which have
twice the thickening power. If a recipe calls for
2 tablespoons flour, you can substitute 1 table-
spoon cornstarch.

Instead of using milk in cream sauces, use
a well-seasoned, clear, fat-free chicken or beef
stock as the base, then thicken the sauce by add-
ing an egg yolk blended with 2 tablespoons sweet
cream, or non-dairy creamer, beating steadily with
a wire whisk as the sauce cooks to avoid curdling.

Spur cream containe approximately the same
amount of butterfat as light cream, and only half
as much as heavy eream. In certain sauces, sour
cream may be used instead of heavy cream. Tt
can also be substituted for whipped cream as a
topping for gelatin or fruit by sweetening it with
a little sugar or non-caloric sweetener. As a dress-
ing for gelatin salads or aspics, sour cream can
replace mayonnaise (it contains only one-third of
the calories), or be blended half and half with
mayonnaise. Yoghurt, which is even lower in
calories and fat than sour cream, may be used in
making salad dressings, or in place of sour cream
for dips.

Fried foods, sweets, and starches should be
limited to occasional—very occasional—splurges.
This includes waffles, pancakes, hot biscuits, and
home-baked bread. When you do eat bread,
choose a whole-grain product for better nutrition
or one of the low-calorie protein breads.
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STAY-SLIM RECIPES

HIGH-PROTEIN, LOW-CALORIE APPETIZERS
Smoked Oysters in Cherry Tomatoes

Cut a glit in the top of each cherry tomato and
insert a smoked oyster.

Gorgonzola in Celery

Cut celery stalks in 11" picces and place a dab
of Gorgonzola cheese in each.

Shrimp in Beer

Heat 1 cup beer with 1% teaspoon salt and 14
teaspoon oregano. When boiling, add 1 pound
shelled small shrimp, lower heat, cover, cook 2
minutes only. Turn off heat, leave shrimp in liquid
for 10 minutes longer. Drain and serve cold, but
not chilled.

Broiled Chicken Livers

Marinate 1 pound chicken livers (each one
halved) in a mixture of % cup oil, ¥ cup sherry,
14, teaspoon salt, pinch of curry powder. Remove
livers from marinade and spread out on foil-
lined broiler pan. Broil 4" from heat just until
lightly browned, turn over, broil on the other side
until firm but not browned. Serve hot from broil-
er, speared on toothpicks.

Pickle in Tongue

Slice smoked tongue very, very thin. Wrap each
slice around a chunk of dill pickle.

Sashimi

Serve fresh raw tuna, cut into small squares, with
a green mustard sauce as the Japanese do—it
makes a wonderful hors doeuvre. The fish, of
course, must be absolutely fresh for this purpose.
The green mustard sauce may be purchased in
Oriental grocery stores.

Frankfarters in Sherry

Heat cocktail frankfurters in sherry in a chafing
dish, using just enough wine to cover bottom.

Stufied Mushrooms

Marinate large raw mushroom caps in water to
which lemon juice and salt have been added.
Remove, drain, and fill mushroom caps with
mixture of cottage cheese, grated onion, salt
to taste, a little curry powder, or a dash of
powdered ginger or mustard, Sprinkle paprika
over top.

Low-calorie tips

1) Use cucumber slices instead of toast rounds
for all sorts of canapés.

9) Serve radishes topped with a dot of butter,
or with almost any soft or semi-soft cheese.

3) Use cottage or Ricotta cheese for making dips
instead of eream cheese or sour cream.

4) Serve chunks of feta (Greek sheep-milk
cheese) and hlack olives as an hors d’oeuvre.

MEAT

If you concentrate mainly on broiled and roasted
meats and keep the sauces for stews light, you
can enjoy most meat dishes without a qualm. It's
the gravies and the stuffings that push up the
calorie-carbohydrate count.

An oven pot roast is easy to make and pro-
duces a superb natural sauce. Simply place a
chuck roast, or a well-trimmed bottom round of
beef, or rump of veal in the center of a large
sheet of aluminum foil—it is not necessary to
sear the meat. Add salt, pepper, onion, and any
other condiments you like. Wrap meat securely in
a double thickness of foil, and roast in a 250°
oven for at least 4 hours, or allowing 1 hour to a
pound. Remove the meat and pour off the pure
meat broth that has accumulated. Chill this in the
freczer until all the fat has risen to the top, skim
off the fat, and thicken the gravy with a little
cornstarch. Adjust seasoning. Slice the meat when
cold, reheat in the gravy.

London Broil has fewer calories per serving
than steak, because it can be sliced thin. Top
round cut 1%%”-2" thick is the best choice.
Sprinkle it with meat tenderizer and marinate
in garlic-seasoned oil and vinegar for at least Y4
hour before broiling. Remove from fire while
rare, slice at a 45° angle.

VEGETABLES AND SALADS

Accompany entrées with leafy or fibrous vege-
tables, briefly cooked and seasoned with only a
soupgon of butter. Or, even better, have raw vege-
tables, which require no dressing or sauce. For
example, with broiled chicken serve one hot vege-
table, such as asparagus, and a raw vegetable,
such as carrot sticks or cucumber salad.

When making gelatin salads, use unflavored
or low-calorie gelatin, omit a dressing altogether,
or have the following cottage cheese dressing.

Cottage Cheese Dressing

1 cup creamed cottage cheese

Ya cup yoghurt

4-ounce wedge blue cheese (optional)
2 tablespoons oil

casually as an American would
drink a can of beer. Finho verde
may be white, red, or pink. The red
is the least successful—it tends to
be cloudy. The pink, which is not
officially classed as vinho verde al-
though it is made in the same man-
ner, has become tremendously
popular. Lancers is the best-known
brand with Mateus Rosé a close
second. These wines are sweetened
for export, because their natural
sharpness was found to be too
marked for people unused to the
taste. Their white cousins, on the
other hand, are shipped in some-
thing nearer their natural state,
only slightly sweetened. To me
these are heat-wave wines, to be
drunk as an apéritif before, as well
as with, a cold meal in very hot
weather. One bottle, under these
circumstances, goes nowhere at
all. For a dinner party you almost
have to allow a bottle per person.

No other European country so
far south makes a wine as suitable
to its climate as Portugal. In
Spain, red wine is mixed with
citrus fruit and ice to make the
drink called sangria. The juice of
an orange and half a lemon is put
in a jug with a big spoonful of
sugar and a whole orange cut in
slices. Then a very big lump of ice
and one whole bottle of cheap red
wine is added. In summer, parti-
cularly in Andalusia, sengria is
drunk with any food at all, simply
for its thirst-quenching properties,
Being only very moderately alco-
holic, it makes a good party drink
and is superb with salads. If you
prefer to drink an undiluted red
wine with meat, even in summer,
the best choices are the very light
reds which often are improved by
slight chilling. These include the
Italian Valpolicella, the French
Beaujolais, and California Moun-
tain Red. Mountain Red and White
wines, which are sold in half-gal-
lon and gallon jugs, make ideal,
inexpensive summer carafe wines,

Rosés

The world’s best rosé wines come
from France, Italy, and California.
California rosés lose nothing by
comparison with their European
equivalents. They resemble the
French in that they are true rosés,
where Italian rosati tend to be
more like bright, light, cherry reds.

The best rosés are made from
the Grenache grape which in
France makes Tavel, the only rosé
never left out of a list of the
world’s great wines. The wine it
gives is usually rather strong, posi-
tive, and forceful in character,
delicate in scent, but not easily
drowned by the flavor of food. how-
ever strong,

JUNE, 1966

Tavel is one of the best wines
of the south of France. The same
sort of wine, although rarely as
good, is made all over the hills
behind the most beautiful and
fashionable part of the French
Riviera, all the way from Nice to
Marseilles. These wines, usually
just called Cdites de Provence
Rosé, are the staple of French res-
taurants; if only one rosé is listed,
it will almost always be a Cotes de
Provence. The most widespread al-
ternative is Anjou Rosé, from an-
other region of wine-growing
France, the valley of the Loire. Be-
tween them, the rosés of Provence
and Anjou can take care of most
cold meals. The first is best for
boldly flavored dishes involving
garlic or onions, the second for
more delicate, lunch-type foods—
cold chicken and ham, veal, fish,
simple salads of lettuce and toma-
toes or cottage cheese.

The Grenache is also the
grape that produces some of Noxth-
ern California’s best rosé wine,
judged to be among the finest this
country produces. While it does
not appear as a varietal name as
often as the better-known Caber-
net, Pinot Noir, and Pinot Char-
donnay, it forms at least a part of
the rosé wines of most of the top
growers. The other popular Cali-
fornia rosé grape is the Gamay, the
grape of Beaujolais, which gives a
slightly softer, lighter wine with
less character. Grenache and Ga-
may, like Tavel and Anjou, carve
up the field of salads and cold
foods between them. New York
State has a pleasantly fruity rosé
made from a hybrid grape that
goes extremely well with ham or
duck with a fruit sauce or glaze.

The Italian rosati remain the
least explored. Remarkably little
fuss is made about them, vyet
Chiaretto del Garda is one of the
softest, most appealing, and
brightest colored of all pink wines
and seems to me to fit the descrip-
tion “taffeta wine™ better than the
Vouvray that first earned the
name. Color, after all, is an im-
portant part of the appearance of
a meal, and a carafe of brilliant
cherry-red wine adds as much to
the table as a bowl of spring
flowers.

Other rosati are Caruso from
Ravello, cooled by the sea mists
that hug the mountain tops of the
Sorrento  peninsula;  Portofino
Rosé, from the rocky shores of the
Ligurian Riviera. All are bright,
clean, and refreshing, full enough
in flavor to match almost any dish,
but light enough in style to be
drunk freely from hig glasses or
tumblers,

Rosés are often treated too
offhandedly and left in the refrig-
erator as though they were orange
juice or lager. If the bottle im-
mediately forms a heavy dew when
taken out of the refrigerator, the
wine is too cold. It will have no
taste except a vague gharpness,
and no scent at all. Leave it only
until it reaches a refreshing cool-
ness. Ice cold, all wines taste alike.

Northern White Wines

There is a strong similarity be-
tween the white wines of northern-
most France (leaving aside Cham-
pagne) and Germany, a quality be-
tween sweet and sharp. The words

“sweet” and “dry,” which, for want

world’s higgest importer of Ger-
man wines and takes the bulk of
the finest, rich, perfumed great
growths, Although these are the
most wonderful wines of their kind
in the world, it is not they but the
cheaper, run-of-the-mill Rhines
and Moselles costing $2 or less a
hottle that make the most summery
and reviving accompaniment to
cold meals. These lesser wines are
not to be compared with the finest
growths in scent and depth of
flavor, but they have the edge on
them for casual, thirsty drinking.

It is also not the best of the
Loire wines that make perfect
matches for salads and cold foods,
but the simple, inexpensive Mus-
cadet (especially for fish and shell-
fish), Anjou Blane, Saumur, and
Pouilly Fumé. The equivalent
wines from Alsace—the drier and
more strongly flavored Sylvaner,
Traminer, and Riesling—or the
very pale and delicate Fendant or
Neuchatel of Switzerland fall into
the same category. They are such
good value for the money that you
can drink them with abandon.
With cold meals in hot weather,
two hottles of one of these reason-
ably priced wines make more
sense than one of something twice
as expensive.

PELARGONIUMS (common garden geraniums)
are best represented among sprawling and trailing
types by P. peltatum, the it y=leaved group.

The fine specimen in the Sugar Hill Nursery
collection has variegated leaves. Keep

this species protected from ot erhead water.

Including the seed-packet annuals and such un-
demanding old favorites as pansies and bellflow-
ers. there are scores of plants that are never hand-
somer than when they are cascading over the edge
of a hanging container above a summer terrace.
But the popular champions are the three plants,
above. all from Mrs. Crane’s Sugar Hill Nursery
at Dalton, Mass.. a corner of which you see in
color on page 135. Our ranking is based on the
preeminent elegance of a well-grown fuchsia
(which distinguishes not only the plant, but the
person who grows it). on the irrepressible charm
of the ivy-leaved pelargonium, and on the almost
bewildering opulence and variety of the begonia.
To the adherents of the gay lantana, the seasonal
but lovely blue browallia, and the gesneriads
(episcia, columnea, achimenes, to name three per-
haps worth the cosseting they all require out-
doors) we offer quick apology for limiting our
champions to three.

Your choice among types and varieties of
fuchsia and begonia is likely to be governed by
what is available from your local florist or nursery.

Only if you have access to a specialist, or after

you have been thoroughly bitten by the hanging-

basket bug, are you likely to raise your own plants.

Even then, with fuchsias. you will need either a
greenhouse or a big bay window to carry the
plants over the winter once you have grown then.
The fuchsia, opposite page, is a double, and there
are other double fuchsias, in all shades including
“fuchsia.” There are also as many single-flowered
varieties, and probably an equal number with tu-
bular or flaring or otherwise unusual blooms. (See
H&G’s Gardener’s Month. June, 1963.)

The pelargonium species that will thrive in
baskets are not, of course, restricted to the l‘*'!'
tatum varieties. Almost any of the smaller pot
types may be used either in combination with fo-
liage trailers, like vinca and ivy, or with pendu-
lous begonias. (Fuchsias seem to look best with
fuchsias, as a rule.) The choices among pelargo-
niums run into the hundreds. Incidentally. pinch-
ing out the tips of non-trailing geraniums will
tend to keep them bushy.

Begonias, largely tuberous rooted. include
first of all the definitely pendulous types, in all
shades of cream, yellow, orange, and red (no
blue), then the upright tuberous-rooted varieties
—those with the enormous flowers—that will
often appear to trail provided their stems can be

kept from breaking under their blossoms’ w eight.

Of most interest to “hasket” gardeners, and offer-
ing great variety of leaf form, flower form. and
color, are the out-and-out trailers (see page 135).
You can grow your own from purchased tubers,
buy started plants by mail, or invest in completed
containersful. But if you grow your own. they
must be got into growth by late February or early
March, preferably in a warm greenhouse.

There are few pests that bother any of these
three genera outdoors. Red spider may turn the
bottom leaves of young fuchsias a mottled gray:
remove these leaves, because they are not needed
for the development of a good plant. Bacterial
wilt is the only serious ill of pelargonium, and
then only of the peltatum varieties. Forestall that
by never watering from an overhead spray and
by keeping the plants under the shelter of eaves

r porch during rains, Begonias may be attractive
to slugs on the ground, but seldom up in the air.
Mildew, induced by moist days and cool nights,
may prove a problem. The best cure is to move
the plants to locations where air circulation is
good and where night temperatures (reflected,
perhaps, from a brick terrace, or a house nearby
remain higher.

in the heat of summer, can stand
daily watering: fuchsias must have
it. pelargoniums will tolerate it,
and begonias bloom better for it.
All three benefit from a hiweekly
application of fish emulsion fer-
tilizer (see directions on bottle).

Your choices of plant, con-
tainer, and hanging place should
be coincidental. At Mrs. Crane’s
Sugar Hill Nursery, of which Mr.
Carl Deame is the superintendent,
almost every type of hangable con-
tainer may be found. But the most
generally used, especially for big
effects, is made of redwood strips.
This kind, looking something like
an inverted and slightly tapered
log cabin, allows sufficient circula-
tion of air without encouraging
rapid loss of moisture by evapora-
tion through the sides. Heavy plas-
tie pots are often used, especially
where moisture loss might pose a
special problem and where free
drainage is not the first desidera-
tum. The larger sizes, especially
those in midnight-green heavy
plastic, are attractive, unobtrusive,
and may be readily pierced for the
hanging chains or wires. Clay pots,
plain or fancy, are as good in the
air as anywhere, of course, but
they are usually too heavy for ac-
tual suspension.

Single-flowered fuchsias are often

more dramatic, cleaner in form, just
as spectacular in color as the doubles,

Conventional wire baskets,
lined with either burlap and sheet
moss or sheet moss alone, are l].gh:.
aood to look at, but hard to main-
tain under constant watering (the
rim of the moss tends to wash out,
making watering ineffective or
messy or both, and once broken
away, the moss is almost impos-
sible to replace) . Additional sheet
moss tends to dry out quickly, and,
when dry, is difficult to moisten
again. So a quick consensus would
point to wooden cribs and dark,
heavyweight plastic pots as likeli-
est container choices.

Where you hang the baskets
depends largely on what you have
to hang them on (or from), what
is in them, and how much time you
care to spend making, hanging,
and caring for them. If you plan
to have but a few, you may wish to

confine them to the outer horizons
of a porch, or to the branches of
a single tree either overhanging or
adjoining a terrace. Bright flower
colors usually show best when seen
against a dark or leafy back-
ground. Against a mixed back-
around, foliage plants (tradescan-
tias, Vinca major, English ivy)
make pleasant accents. Otherwise
these same rules—if they are rules
—hold true: flowers against
greens; only greens against flow-
ers: either flowers or greens in big
open realms of light with neutral
or faraway hackgrounds.

Of our big three, fuchsias
must be always in light shade, but
make a fine show with sunlight be-
hind them and dark greens be-
yond. Pelargoniums, at least the
ivy-leaved forms (P. peltatum) .,
are best protected from overhead
water. rain. or hose, because of the
prevalence of the bacterial wilt
referred to on page 173, which is
transmitted from leaf to leaf by
water. This may create a slight
problem, becanse these geraniums,
like all the others, flower most
profusely in good sunlight. It is
easy t'nnu;_'h to water the contain-
ers without wetting the foliage, but
it ic not so easy to keep the con-
tainers in the sun, yet out of the
way of rain.

It is well to remember that
plants hung too far above eye level
may not easily be seen. And under
a big tree, if yoususpend the basket
from a chain to bring it nearer eye
level, there may be so much pendu-
Jum motion when the wind blows
that excessive drying will result.
Besides, a plant that careens about
overhead can be more disturbing
than restful. Containers should,
however, give the impression that
they are in fact overhead. Being
forced to duck around a plant or
have its shoot or flowers brush
your face can spoil the whole ef-
fect.

Wherever the plant is hung,
the support should appear, and in
fact be, secure. Old-fashioned
clothesline screw hooks in solid
timbers or tree limbs will hold even
the heaviest plants you are likely
to he able to lift. (Screw hooks or
eye holts, incidentally, are always
to be preferred in living tree
Lranches to wires or chains around
the branches, which cannot sur-
vive prolonged girdling of bark.)

A stepladder, preferably of
magnesium or reinforced alumi-
num, is almost essential when you
water and apply fertilizer solution
(soluble fish oil emulsion is suit-
able for all your basket plants).
Where foliage—or the porch floor,
or even the waterer—must be kept
dry, there is no substitute for a
good short-beaked watering can.

First weekend

Mower safety. Comparable, in
its way, to the current agitation
for increased safety in automo-
biles, a campaign now being steam-
ily supported by manufacturers
tends to plug safety in lawn mow-
ers—built-in safety and safety in
use. The objective is worthy: the
number of mower-inspired acci-
dents, both reported and unre-
ported, must make a startling total.
(Statistics and  extrapolations
would be relatively meaningless,
because few people are killed by
lawn mowers.) Injuries to feet and
even hands by whirling mower
blades are probably the chief mow-
er calamities. But almost anything
can happen—including one grim
instance of a small child’s falling
into a moving mower reel.
Manufacturers are properly
concerned. In fact, safety stand-
ards are already generally ob-
served by reputable manufacturers
regarding such matters as the
depth to which mower guards and
skirts shall fall below the lowest
setting for a rotary blade; the
elimination of flipover handles to
keep feet farther away from the
mower housing ; and attaching ad-
visory decals to the housing to
warn against improper manipula-
tion. But despite the labels that
call attention to the manufacturers’
adherence to safety standards, the
thinking about how to eliminate
danger from thrown objects and
how to keep blades from harming
ignorant or careless operators is
largely in the kindergarten stage.
In the final analysis. it is up to
the people who buy the mowers to
protect themselves—hy shopping
with care, by using their mowers
with proper regard for the limita-
tions of the human frame and with
the respect due any machine whose
chief purpose is to cut p’[l'u‘:[i\'el'v.

Reading notice. For the per-
haps limited audience offered by
beginning gardeners in the tropics,
T. M. Greensill's Tropical Garden-
ing (Praeger, $8.95) provides a
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good deal of basic and specialized
information on soils, fertilizers,
pest control, and a wide variety of
available plant material.

Language of labels. Some peo-
ple dislike tags and signs on
plants. Others feel as we do that
garden labels can be an important
means of communication among
gardeners. And winter has a way
of dislodging, breaking, or erasing
labels that the average round of
spring chores may not take care of,
So, to bring your garden census up-
to-date, first check to make sure
that there iz a visible label for
every important plant (the fact
that you know well what each
plant is offers no reason to keep the
matter a =ecret from others less
hep than yourself) . Second, check
your information. Sometimes
(alas, often) a nursery tag may
be misspelled, incorrect, or even
missing, This may present a prob-
lem of identification. but that alone
can become one of the reflective
and modest pleasures of the gar-
dener’s life. Third, adopt a con-
sistent nomenclature. Choose a
;_[lmd reference book or t‘m'}'t‘,ll)-
]deiu (even if you have to go to a
library to consult it) and stick to
its classification and spelling.
Some relatively compact and quite
inclusive volumes currently avail-
able for a modest $10 or so can
be taken right into the garden
where you can use the index alone
in making an accurate label.
Fourth, use labels that will not rot
in a season, that have a long
enough shank to stay in the ground
through frost and thaw, that will
retain a printed legend (lead pen-
cil on zine or plastic is long-last-
ing) in spite of rain and random
smudging, that can be changed or
moved, but not with ease or by a
small or mischievous child.

The: plants chiefly in need of
pruning in late spring and early
summer are, of course, the shrubs
(only occasionally the trees) that
hear their flowers in spring. Of
these, a good proportion also pro-
duce fruits or berries in late sum-
mer or autumn. So beware lest in
pruning flowering branches, either
for house display or after flowers
have faded. you also preclude any
flowering fruit. No
flowers means, of course, no fruits.
In these cases (many viburnums,
firethorns, erabapples, ornamental
cherries, flowering peaches), spe-
cial pains must be taken to see that
only a small part of the total
flowering is removed, for whatever
reason, and that such removal is
done so that future development of
the plant, including its fruit, will
be enhanced rather than harmed.
In the case of the fruit this may in-
volve either removing whole sur-
plus branches or none. Mere cut-
ting back of flowering shoots is not
likely to work. With such shrubs
as firethorn, blueberry, the vi-
burnums, flowering
branches by a third may be satis-
factory. (There is a whole tech-
nique of pruning that invelves a
knowledge of the difference be-
tween flowering and vegetative
wood. but that is another and more
S[‘r(:t‘]il]i?.t,‘d story.)

Lilacs, of course, like weigela,
kolkwitzia (beauty bush), and
spirea, do not produce preity or
useful seedpods after flowering, so
you need not worry. Lilacs, though,
must be pruned back only to the
next pair of branching shoot buds
if best flowering for next year is to
be assured. As for the others, in-
cluding forsythia—and lilacs, too,
for that matter—pruning is really
best expressed as thinning out
(from the base) of crowding or
too venerable growth.

They may take the
form of moving rocks, big logs, or
heavy loads without proper appre-
ciation for the elementary laws of
pll)\i(w‘—--cspc('iul|y of the wheel
and the lever and fulcrum.

The wheel (barrow. cart) is
the roustabout gardener’s first
friend. And when the load is too
heavy to be lifted and put in the
wheelbarrow for further transpor-
tation, the wheelbarrow or cart can
often be tilted to scoop up the load.
But the lever and fulerum (plus a
wheel of sorts) are too often for-
sotten. Not many of us make a
daily habit of moving heavy stones
from place to place. But when we
do, main strength and cussedness
are seldom the answer. The crow-
bar or 2-by-4 (lever), the good
earth (fulerum), and a round log
(wheel) can do wonders. With or
without a timber skid or stoneboat,
large rocks can be moved unlim-
ited distances on level ground with
such a bar, a working fulerum (an-
other rock or timber is better than
good turf, say), and at least three
rollers. One roller, of course, is al-
ways coming clear in back and be-
ing carried around to the front
again, presumably by some willing
apprentice. As with all gardening,
slow and easy does it.

near the sea, wash bright metal
trim frequently to offset the cor-
rosive deposits that result from
prolonged exposure to salt air,

Stained or dirty whitewall
tires are most unattractive. To re-
move road grime, you can use a
tire cleaner which will not harm
aluminum trim. Vinyl or fabric
tops on convertibles should he
washed fairly often, Use a neutral
soap and lukewarm water and a
brush with soft bristles, and rinse
with plenty of water to remove all
traces of soap. Let the top dry for
a long time before folding or it
will wrinkle and mildew. If the
soap and water cleaning isn't
enough, wash again with a foam-
ing cleanser, following the same

[t is difficult to understand
how so many fairly fastidious per-
sons can ride, and expect their
guests to ride, in messy cars with
stained upholstery, floors covered
with sand or mud, and a clutter of
discarded papers and trash. Every
car interior needs frequent clean-
ing and regular sweeping out—or,
better still, vacuuming,

Upholstery upkeep

Since periodic shampoos of auto-
mohile upholstery  are rarely
enough to restore it to anything
like its original state, maintaining
a clean interior makes much more
sense, (Remember, turn-in allow-
ances or oulright cash sales de-
ilf'Tllf ;:['f.‘LlI]}‘ on the looks of the
car as well as on its performance.)
Fortunately, most cars today have
simple seat coverings which are
fairly easy to keep in good condi-
tion. Families with children and
pets, however, may find that :“]J-
covers are in order to keep the up-
holstery fresh and to prevent panic
if and when spills happen. In any
case, stains and spills should he
dealt with immediately, just as you
would on furniture covers. Wipe
up the accident with a clean cloth
(a small supply of clean cloths is
a must to keep in the car) or a wad
of clean tissues. On real leather,
coated fabrics, and vinyl uphol-
stery, a quick wipe may be suffi-
cient to remove the spot. If not, or
if the upholstery is fabric, you may
need to sponge the area with clear
water or swab off with an uphol-
stery cleaner. One brand especially
ntended for use on car upholstery
not only cleans but remoyes nearly
all stains. For oil, grease, and road
stains, you can use a volatile clean-
er if the label recommends it for
that purpose, but take the proper
precautions: roll down all the win-

dows and donot smoke while work-
ing. Leather cleaner will also clean
imitation leather, vinyl, or coated
fabrics,

Carpeted floors should be
swept out frequently, preferably
vacuumed, so the dust and orit do
not work into the back. Car car-
pets are cemented to the floor. so
avoid “soaking” the carpet when
using a liquid cleaner. Take the
sume care of the car carpet as you
do of the rugs and carpets in your
house.

Rubber floor mats need to be
washed at least once a week using
a neutral soap and water, never a
volatile cleaner such as gasoline,
naphtha, or lacquer thinner, which
will damage and discolor the mat.

Even polishes recommended
for cars should not be used for in-
terior bright work. Cleaning with a
damp cloth, rubbing with a polish-
ing cloth, is all that's necessary.

Decorative wood parts on in-
strument panels require the same
care as fine furniture: the applica-
tion of a good furniture polish or
wax every six months. Avoid using
water or the panel may become dis-
colored and the adhesive loosened.

A tidy interior

Every car should have a litter bag,
even two if it is a large car. Ash-
trays should be kept clean—not
just emptied but thoroughly
washed out and dried well before
putting back in the ear. There are
excellent magnetic trays that fas-
ten to the dashboard which are
larger and far more convenient
than the installed pull-out type.

Glove compartments may no
longer be used to store oloves, but
neither should they be a depository
for string, old letters, and half-
empty Cracker Jack boxes. A good
flashlight, a plastic bottle of wind-
shield de-icer, maps neatly folded
In a map case, sunglasses, a small
cosmetic kit, and certainly a pack-
age of scented, damp towels, which
are the motarist’s best friend, all
properly belong in a glove com-
partment. Trunks also attract
strange collections of odds and
ends. Necessary emergency equip-
ment such as a box of sand, tow
rope, tool kit, lantern, jack. etec.,
are best stashed together in a bhox,
leaving room for luggage. grocer-
ies, and other cargo to be trans-
ported in safety.
