The care and safekeeping of 

COOKWARE 
How to preserve Teflon, ironware, ceramic, 

and other culinary stalwarts 

Manv professional chefs are said 
to feel so stronjily about their fa­
vorite cookware that they carry it 
with them whenever tliey change 
jobs. Even the most amateur cooks 
are inclined to form personal at-
tachment> to certain pots and 
pans, firmly believing they can per­
form better with them than with 
others. Therefore keeping these 
prized culinary objects in top 
~lia[)c i> «if vital importance—al­
though today the work actually re-
(piired is <piile casual. .New mate­
rial- and new finishes make cook­
ing with and caring for \ui\>. pans, 
and skillets easier on both the cook 
and the utensil. Cookuare made of 
copper, stainless steel, or alumi­
num i - cared for in much the same 
\\a\ as any object made with these 
materials (see H&G. November, 
1965 for copper: .lanuary. 1%6 for 
stainless steel and aluminum I . But 
many utensils are now being made 
of materials that reipiire special 
techniques for keeping them in 
prime condition. Mo-i manufac­
turers pack directions for care and 
maintenance with their product. 
The-e valuable hint- -lioiild he 
read, followed faithfully and filed 
for handy reference. 

Teflon 

Despite its hardiness, coaled cook-
ware must be properly cleaned and 
cared for from the very beginning 
if it i> to ^ i \ e il> best service and 
remain stick-free. Some manufac-
I u r e r < re( ommend that Tefion-
lined cookware be washed thor­
oughly in warm water and dried 
well, then given a light wiping of 
cooking or salad oil before the first 
using. (The oil should be v\i|)ed off 
well with a paper towel.) Fry pans 
and griddles should be preheated 
before using, but never let them re­
main empty over high heal. (In 
fact, always beware of using too 
high heal or your pan may become 
stained.) Be sure to allow Tefl(m-
lined pans to cool before plunging 
them into c<dd water, a- sudden 
temperature changes may cause 
ihem to warp. 

Teflon-lined utensil> tend to 
show scratch marks from kitchen 
tools, and manufacturers advise 
using wooden spoons and rubber 
spatula.- on them. And of course 
you should never cut food in a 
coated utensil. Rarely. Iiowever, do 
scratches affe( t a pan's n<in-stick 
efficiency, only its appearance. 

Some cake mixes, because of 
their high sugar content, have a 

lendencv to stick even to Tefl^ 
lined baking pans. Experience 
teach you which to beware of. H 
adding a little shortening to th 
mixes wi l l help overcome -ticki

mois ture (•(mdensatirm. I n fac t , 
w h i l e a cast-iron utensil is s t i l l 
new. it is a <:ood idea to pive i t a 
coat ing of unsalted fat (e.g.. suet) 
before use and a f te r wa.shing i t . 
(Bu t before using the utensil , re­
member each t ime to wipe off the 
o ld fat w i t h a paper towel i n case 
it has become ranc id . ) 

Always remove the cover f r o m 
a new put i f it must stand a whi le 
a f t e r the coDking is f inished so that 
condensing -team dues not rust the 
sides, (Th i s could happen w i t h 
stews or soups, f o r example.) 

Cast i ron should not be 
scoured—this can remove the sea­
soning and also leave a meta l l ic 
taste i n the pan. I f some scouring 
is absolutely necessary, do it 
q u i c k l y and wi th a l ight loui h. and 
the next time you cook w i t h the 
utensil add some extra grease. 

Never store cast-iron pots and 
pans w i t h their covers on or they 
may sweat, then qu ick ly ru>-t. Do 
not store ihem in a damp, moist 
place. Don't w o r r y i f they hecome 
spotted wi th n>c: spot> wi l l even­
tua l l y darken and meld together to 
become inv is ib le . 

I f you have a tried-and-true 
cast-iron pot that suddenly begins 
to show signs of rust and to dis­
color food s l ight ly and give i t a 
meta l l ic taste, the sea.soning has 
p robab ly worn oflf. Y o u can re-
season i t by this s imple method: 
f irs t scour thoroughly ( th is is the 
only t ime to ,s(;our) w i t h fine .steel 
wool or a metal scouring pad. 
Wash and dry ca re fu l ly . Then coat 
the lUensil w i t h unsalted fat and 
place i t in a moderate oven f o r 
about two hours. Remove (remem­
ber, i t is h«it) and wipe grease out 
w i t h paper towels. Cool completely 
before using or s tor ing. A pot or 
pan should give many more years 
of add i t iona l service af ter this 
treatment. 

Cast i ron finished w i t h porce­
la in enamel is both attractive and 
s turdy, can be used over burners 
as wel l a?- in the oven, and is c l i i | i -
resistant, but not indest ruct ib le ( i t 
w i l l chip i f knocked against .some­
th ing h a r d ) . Let an enameled g r i l l 
pan hecome qui te hot. wi thuul 
grease, before you put food in to 
cook. Then once the food is i n . 
reduce the flame. Never cook at 
h i g h heat. Since enameled-intn 
cookware spreads heat evenly and 
holds the heat longer—a boon 
when the meal is ready, but your 
f a m i l y is n o l - - i l should he a l lowed 
to cool before washing. I t washes 
a> ea-ily as glass or china and can 
be put in the dishwasher. f(»r it 
does not rust as p l a in cast-iron 
pots tend lo. 

Soaking before washing w i l l 
loosen most cooked-on foods. A 
swish wi th a m i l d detergent should 
suffice—never use harsh or abra­
sive cleaners w h i c h w i l l mar the 
surface.

constructions by Pier Liuni Nervi 
made for the Roman Olympics of 
I960, and some miixnims. The Mu­
seum of Roman Civilization con­
tains plaster casts of Roman art. 
and scale models (if f{oman build­
ings from all nvi-r the world, here 
arranged according: to themes like 
"Medicine." "The Family." "The 
Arts." Particularly fascinaling is 
the large plaster scale model of 
I^imie at the hei;:hl of the Empire. 
You look down on it from a kind 
of balcony, and the sport is trying 
to figure out where the Hotel Ex­
celsior would be. 

Even more fun is the Musco 
Nazionale delle Art i e Tradi/.i«mi 
Popolari ( I translate all this dim­
ply as "the folklore museum"). 
Here, side-by-side, you find an en-
gajiing ciillecliuii of udds ;m(l end-, 
true works of art and wonderful 
junk, which give you an idea of 
Italy's varied and continuing folk 
tradition. On the jirouiid floor, as 
MMi cninr in. \.in \;irinn-- inlri-
cately carved farm wagons and 
cars. Then you go on to lighted 
glass-windowed (tases ((mlainii i" 
three-dimensional miniature rercm-
slructions of popular frslr of the 
past: a tournament in I'ia/za Na-
vona. a regatta in Venice, races 
and football games of many cen­
turies ago. 

Upstairs is the museum prop­
er. A first section is devoted to 
the "cycle of the year": an elabo­
rate Neapolitan eighteenth-century 
creche (Christmas); Commcdia 
dell'arte figures in traditifinal cos­

tumes (Carnival); woven palm| 
fronds in elaborate designs (Eas­
ter) . Then cqmes the "Cycle of 
Human L i f e " : embroidered bands 
wili i which Italian children were 
wrapped in pre-diaper day.s. with 
mottoes like Gioia Mia and C(iro\ 
Mio Bambino woven into them: 
traditional " i f l> of l i i r l - In iln ii 
betrothed (handkerchiefs with em­
broidered mottoes: "When you 
wipe the sweat from your brow, 
think of my love") ; costumed man­
ikins in wedding processions; and 
variolic prints and objects of a 
funereal nature. 

.Sample rooms, carefully re­
constructed, display all sorts of 
traditional objects: carved wooden 
butter molds; ceramic pots, can­
dlesticks, and wine jugs; hand-
woven rugs; carved dowry chests; 
copper kitchen utensils; even amu­
lets and talismans against every­
thing from the evil eye to body lice. 
F'or the casual visitor to Italv, who 
is unlikely to get out of the hi;: ci­
ties, a visit to this Museum is a 
(jiiick and easy way to comprehend 
a whole area of Italian l ife (whii h 
still continues like this in rural 
localities) that he would never see 
otherwise. 

Some of the folk-art object.s— 
the candlesticks and the pots anc 
ju^s—turn up, and can be bought, 
at my second favorite out-of-the-
way place for visiting friends. Thi>

nights, and for the real habitue> 
(including some of Rome's best-
known atitique dealers I ihis i - the 
lime to pay the market a visit. It 
has become the smart thing, after 
the movies or the opera, to go out 
lo Porta Purle>e. in winter, it is an 
opeciallv dramatic sight. Tru< k-
are lined up on either side of a 
broad, deserted street. In cold 
weather, ihe vendors huddle in ihe 
l alx or c(dlecl around bonlires on 
the sidewalks. .\nd the shoppers, 
many in evi-niii}: dre--. peer down 
at the objects, trying to tell real 
from fake by the light of the fire 
or—the mure foresighted—by the 
iilaring li«Mm of a flashlight. 

On .Saturday night only an-
li(pies (some perhaps no more lhan 
a week old I are on sale, bul at the 
Sunday market you can buy any­
thing from a spare part for your 
ear to a live puppy ("genuine :̂uar-
anlei-d (German shepherd"). The 

(dd-clolhes market also does a 
bloominii Irade. and you see G.L 
items discarded—or traded for 
vino—bv some departing dogface 
twenty years ago. 

In the daytime, the market 
is much vaster and much more 
crowded, espiv ially in spring and 
summer. Then it lakes on the mood 
of a country fair in rural .Amerii a. 
Card-sharpers try to inveigle you 
into ihe idd shell game. .\ one-man 
band or a fire-eater occasionally 
turns up. And you can buy ice 
cream and cola as well as ihe tra­
ditional refreshments of the Italian 
jioor like .sweet olives, lupines, 
salted watermelon seeds, and strips 
<if fresh coconut. 

The flea market must cover 
Mimething like twenty-five blocks 
of sidewalk (traffic is diverted on 
Sunday-1, and these are divided 
into -eriion-" and deparlmenl- a> 
carefully a> if this were Macy's. 
But the various sections are punc­
tuated by record stands, blaring 
ihe latest p;)p singers. The voice of 
Italy's leen-age idol is likely lo 
be heard in at least half-a-do/en 
[)laces at once, singing different 
songs—a weird echo effect. These 
records, mingling with the tran>is-
lor radios of the ambulant vendors. 

form ih" a"ou>lieal background of 
the markel. e.mhellished by cries 
of barkers and babies, irritated 
voices of buvers haggling with sell­
ers, or husbands arguinji with 
wives ( " I won't have that in my 
house!"). 

Every regular Porta-Porlese-
goer has his favMri:e bargain slorv. 
An elderly lady, a distinguished 
memb 'r of Rome's British cidimy. 
claims to have found a Rubens 
there. It may not be a Rubens, but 
it's a nice picture and a good buy. 
Other tales are even less credible, 
but there are some I can vouch fur. 
A friend bought a hands;;me 
French Empire ormolu-and-bi- inl 
clock for SIS and has refused $150 
for it. Rummaging through a pile 
of old books. I found a rare first 
edition of the piano score of Ver­
di's Arnldn. It cost me SI.SO. and it 
sells—when it can be b)und—for 
about $75. An antique dealer I 
know won't tell me exactly what 
he paid for a slupendiuis lour-
teenth-cenlury copp;'r cross with 
g(dd and silver orriam.enlation. but 
it was under S-00. He's asking 
around S3.000. 

These, of course, are the ex­
ceptions, the windfalls, and they 
never happen when you're takin;: 

a friend who's in Rome just for a 
few days. However, the friends Fve 
steered to Porta Portese have often 
come away with attractive and 
cheap purchases, useful objects or 
simply curiosities. Colorful earth­
enware jugs from Porta Portese 
are now lamp bases in a friend's 
London apartment. .All .sorts of ma­
jolica plates, candlesticks, ewers, 
tall gilded wooden candlesticks 
from old churches, cleverly faked 
(and cheap) Etruscan pots, paint­
ed pani'ls from Sicilian carts, old 
brjttles in the form of busts di (iari-
baldi and King Victor Emmanuel

found every Sunday and they make 
aj)[)re( i :icd pre-cru-.

over direit heat, either gas or 
electric. 

.'̂ ome of the nmst beauliful 
inukware armmd toda\ is the im-
p«irted porcelain variety often 
carried bv jewplrv >-tiires and -pe-
1 ialu -hop-. It can take tempera­
ture extremes, but not sudden 
change-. While it may be used over 
direct heal, dealers advise that 
when using porcelain on electric 
heal, an asbestos pad or flame 
lamer is in order. 

Porcelain cookware goes into 
the di-hwa-h»'r without damage. 
Abra-i\e- or -leel wind pads 
should not be Used on the unglazed 
portions such as the rims—if such 
places become stained, soak the 
utensil for a little while in a strong 
deler^enl. Man\ irnpnrt«>d porce­
lain pieic- carry no care and main­
tenance direclion-. so use them 
very « arefully until you know how 
they perform. 

Cookware storage 

Proper storage for cookware calls 
for a little thou;:hlful planning. 
Even reasonably larjie kitchens 

never seem to have enough con­
venient utensil space, and in small 
kitchens the problem can l>ecome 
acute. First, cookware should al-
wavs lie slnrcd in a clean. (Ir\ area, 
preferably with the pieces not 
touching (to avoid scratches, 
dents, or chipping). 

One satisfactory and decora­
tive way to keep pots, pans, and 
skillets is to hang them «m the wall 
or even from the ceiling, .'̂ pei ial 
han^inu ra( k- and hooks made for 
ihis purpo.se are available in most 
household departments and kitch­
en specialty shops, as are hand­
some reproductions of old French 
and Spanish equipment. There are 
also interesting old racks and 
hooks to be found—or improvised 
—by the eagle-eyed antiquer. 

Tiered standing racks of 
wrought iron or aluminum make 
good show-off storage for pretty 
utensils, as do open shelves. .^ .1 .

FINDING YOUR WAY 
THROUGH MODERN M U ^ 

BY FAUBION B O W E R S 

To many pi^ople the words "mod­
ern music" are a little terrifyinp;. 
They see a specter of somelhinfr 
grotesque and exceptionally dif-
liriilt to comprehend. The cntnic-
lion that they will not. cannot, ever 
hope ro enjoy such music seems 
irreversible. Neverthele.ss, more 
and more audiences today are de-
l,'i iniiied to come to terms wilh ihc 
music of our time. Where ome 
they shied away from anythinp; 
-macking of the modern. I hey are 
now willing to hurdle the difTer-
enee^ that time has inexnrably 
hrought about in our music. One 
motivation is simply to keep up 
wilh the times, but far more im'-
port ant is the genuine desire to in-
I I ' lise the pleasure (ihtainahle 
from a catholic choice of iiiii--ic. 
Tho.se good old days in which 
musical .snobs u.sed to say "I never 
l i - l i i i I I I anything written after 
1827" (Beethoven's last quartet) 
are over—and should be. 

First , let it be said in defer­
ence to the purists, such words as 
"modern" and "cla.ssic" mean 
lillle. Today's modern is, hope­
fully. Inmorrow's classic. And 
-in, e it is a two-way thoroughfare, 
students continually delight in 
finding amid the antiipie modern-
islic forewarnings, such as ilir 
grating (and forbidden I parallel 
lifilis in Bach, the master, and the 
raucous consecutive sevenths in 
(iiiillaume de Machault (which 
were horrovved hy Debussy six cen­
turies later) , as well as llie liiiils 
of a 12-tone .scale in the works 
, ,,iii |",-,',l lor the \ irgiii.il by the 
Klizabethan. John Bul l . 

.Mthoiigh the classieal days 
were pretty strict as to what 
sounds were considered agreeable, 
for around 2.̂ 0 years now the cri­
teria have been fairly lax. iNo mat­
ter what conjunction of tones were 
as'-i'iiibled. everything seemed to 
be all riglit if it resolved into a 
familiar, sweet-sounding conso­
nance.

O I I K T cotiiposcrs—Richard 
Sirauss and jean Sibelius amonp 
them while moving with the 
( hanging times, and even helping 
Id cliaiiiii' llii'ui, iK'viT really re-
liiupiislicd llie romantic allegiance 
of their youth. Both are excellent 
(omposers for the neophyte to 
study in order to move from the 
musical past into the present and 
lulure. Two of Strauss's operas, 
Elfktra and Salome, for example, 
(finely excerpted bv soprano Inge 
IJorkh (m R C A Victor L M 6047) 
dispatch crashing, clashing layers 
of strident disharmonies. No music 
in its day was more advanced and 
no \ocal line considered more un-
singable. .Still the music is roman­
tic in that it is emotional and 
expressive of ideas and therefore 
palatable, with careful listening, 
to the most classically attuned ear. 
The music suits the lyrics and en­
genders the emotions which the 
composer is trying to arouse. 
( Mow coidd the grisly situations to 
be found in Elektra and Salome 
possibly be conveyed with the 
thorough bass and plagal cadences 
that Bach and Beethoven used in 
their cqiivenlional church or con­
cert mus i c? ) The music of Si-
hclius, that mighty F i n n , who 
literally conunaiided a decade of 
nui-ic a few years back, for all its 
innovation and unusual range, still 
sighs with the forest wind, the 
fro/en lake, and continual snows of 
the North. Listen to the enormous 
Fifth Symphony, conducted by 
Herbert von Karajan (.\ngel S-
.'5r>'̂ 22). You will easUy accept its 
dissonance> and originality, its re­
moteness and geography because 
il is aimed at your heartstrings, 
" îhi lius is telling a story and he 
(onveys it through his musical 
genius. Yet . one-half a century 
ago, Sirauss and Sibelius were 
l on-idered shalteringly modern. 

By standards now prevailing, 
the true titans of modern music 
are four other men who inaun-u-

rated new sounds and new con­
cepts on which all the rest of the 
twentieth century huill and still i -
building. They are Claude De­
bussy, Alexander .Scriahiii. Ai imld 
Schoenberg. and Igor Stravinsky. 
E a c h began as a master of a con­
ventional idiom—romantic, be­
cause they were sons of thai era— 
and each ended as an innovator of 
astonishing and colossal extent. 
Each of them. too. had to face 
critical contemporaries who spoke 
of their music as Shakespeare put 
it in Richard II: "For though 
music have holp madmen to their 
wits /In me il seems it will make 
wise men mad." Ironically, for to­
day's listener seeking to under­
stand the new in music, no gentler 
or more transparent transiti<ms 
can be found. 

Listen to "l.ia's Aria"" from 
1 )chii--sv"- l.'Eiihnil l'iiiilii:iif a-
sung by De los Angeles and con­
ducted by the brilliant (icoigc 
Pretre (.'Vngel S-3610.5). Don't 
liothcr altoul the lyrics, hut let tin-
satin melody and silken harmonies 
caress your ears. Now. turn lo one 
of Debussy's last work>. ihc 
strange, pared, cryplii-. and thinly 
precise Mariynloni of St. Sehas-
dan recorded by the New York 
Philharmonic conducted by Leon­
ard Bernstein, with his wife. Feli­
cia Montealegre in the title role 
(Columbia M 2 L .3.'S3/-M2S 7.53). 
Here is very modern musi<- (»f 
purest water. 

F o r Scriabin. gel Sviato>la\ 
Richter's record "Rich lcr l'lay« 
Scriabin Etudes" ( M K / A b b e y 
1582). Hear those graceful, ele­
gant pieces redolent with melody 
and compare this music with 
Scriabin's .Seventh .Simata played 
by Paul .Schoenfield (V L R 1520). 
The sharply acid harmonies ex­
ploit the entire keyboard. The 
dynamics are firecracker explo­
sive. The climax sounds as if all 
the bells of Moscow have hroken 
loose and are ringing wildly al 
once. 

Stravinsky, of cour-c. is the 
most amiable giant of modernism. 
If you haven't Bernstein's slirrin<: 
record of The Firebird (Columhia 
ML-5182/MS-60141 —or any other 
conductor's for that matter—you 
should get one for both enjoyment 
and education. After you listen to 
il . immediatelv play Stravinsky's 
Threni (Columbia M L - 5 3 8 3 / M S -
6065). a crisscross twelve-tone 
work for chorus and orchestra 
written helf a century after The 
Firebird. You will think the piece-, 
are composed by tw«j different 
men, and in a way they are. The 
latter Stravinsky is at least a hun­
dred years more expert, sophisti­
cated, and aware of the further 
shores of modern mu.sic.

The place to put color today is anywhere. The place to start a new color 

scheme or revitalize an old one is wherever you like. As we move further and 

further away from standard decorating formulas, we are discovering 

innumerable ways to f i l l a room with color, wondering, perhaps, why we never 

thought of them before. Where once, for instance, the quest for color might have 

sent us shopping for paint, it is likely now to make us turn first to fabric, 

especially printed fabric.

JL. he first thing you notice when x o i i walk into a room is 

very likely to be the windows, since you are almost sure to 

be facing tlicm.

I f its 

proportions are less than pleasing, the window treatment can 

correct them. I f the view is uninspiring, curtains or blinds 

can obscure it. I f the furnishings have no common bond, an 

aptly designed window treatment can provide unity.

^ to build a country picJ-a-lerre, only to discover that they were caught in a tender 

— trap: a place to put down roots—their own and, later on, those of the grapes that 
were to become a passion. Since it will be three years more before the vines come to 
fruition, they are devoting the waiting period to an intense brushing up on their enolo-
gy. Their previous knowledge of wine assured them of ordering the right years in 
restaurants, but was quite bereft of the answers to such sticklers as how many vines 
will grow on an acre (540), or exactly how you operate a tractor-mounted auger. 

As detached as scientists about their grapes, they are utterly relaxed about their 

other possessions. Because of their love of miscellanea, their furniture is riotously 

polyglot—Spanish. Italian. French, a bit of Early Americeuj. And they see no reason 

at all for not hanging eighteenth-century Italian altar cloths on a spiral iron stair­

case that once curled up to the slightly blowsy diessing rooms of the Alcazar theatre 

in San Francisco. It now goes up to a balcony, down to the wine cellar. {Continued)

EDITOR'S ^OTE: Robert Nev­
ille, an American writer who has 
taken Rome as his home and one 
of its citizens as his wife, is a 
rejiular contributor to U.S. news­
papers and magazines.

A l l manner of d e l i g h t f u l adven­
tures awai t the traveler in I t a ly 
w i t h a receptive palate and a w i l l ­
ingness to experiment . The I t a l i a n 
peninsula l i t e ra l ly f\ows w i th i n ­
teresting l i ( |uid< calculated to ex-
c i l ' ' llic la- lc 1)11(1-. and -aniplcd ( in 
the spot they are also inexpensive. 

The I tal ians do not nornui l ly 
favor long or strong d r inks . T l iey 
p re fe r them short and weak. Only 
the in ternat ional set d r inks such 
concoctions as whiskey-and-soda 
and gin-and-tonic. Most hars and 
homes in I t a ly do not even possess 
a man-sized h ighha l l glass. The 
usual aper i t i f , mostly of the ver­
mouth f a m i l y , is served in l i t t le 
more than g lor i f i ed thimhies . 

Prac t ica l ly a l l I t a l i an har-
tenders. those in private homes as 
well as p i i l i l i c places, are stingy 
wi th ice. The legend somchDW per­
sists here I hat refr igerated dr inks 
are had for the stomach. Eleclr ic 
re f r igera tors come in minuscule 
sizes; ahoul a l l a customer can 
ever wangle . i s one t iny ice cube 
per glass. 

D r i n k i n g in I t a l y usually con­
verges on a meal . Even the short­
est ape r i t i f is l ike ly to he accom­
panied hy a t i db i t . There is a wide 
variety of aper i t i f s ( A p e r o l . f l i t t e r 
Campar i . Car[)ano. Cynar ) and an 
equal ly long list of af ter-dinner 
l iqueurs . Most o f the latter, how­
ever, are copies o f French dr inks , 
two of the notable excepiimis 
being Strega and Sambuca. The 
lat ter , made f r o m elderberries, 
has a l icorice flavor and is always 
served w i t h (me, three, or five 
(never an even n u m b e r ) whole 
coffee beans at the end of a meal. 
I t is cal led a digestivo, an a id to 
digest ion. In the trattorie of Rome 
and Central I t a l y , Sambuca is al­
ways on the house. Just ask f o r i t .

By luck I was 
eventually al lowed not only to 
taste the unadidterated Barolo 
now coming to m a t u r i t y , but also 
permi t ted to buy a few bottles. 

The same vineyards produce 
seven d i f fe ren t types of wine of 
which only six have been sold. The 
seventh type used to be consumed 
ent i re ly by the estate help who, for 
lack of a better name, always 
called i t Tocai , a l though it has 
noth ing to do w i t h T o k a y grapes. 
1 ta.sted it and found it superb. The 
estate managers have now decided 
to markel i t and are casting about 
f o r a suitable name. I t w i l l no 
doubt soon be added to the list of 
fine wines that can only be ac­
qui red by perseverance. 

S imi l a r situaticms exist a l l 
over I t a l y . The t r u l y fine wines, 
the genuine simon-pure undi lu ted 
product , are inva r i ab ly produced 
on small , f ami lv owned plots. 

M o v i n g q u i c k l y across the 
northern tier of I t a l i a n provinces, 
the enologisi can safely skip l .om-
bardy, except perhaps for l l i e 
Freeciarossa wines o f Casteggio, 
and pro<-eed to Verona, in the 
Veneto. This c i ty is the center for 
the product ion o f two excellent 
" i i i e s . the whi le Soave and the red 
Valpo l ice l l a . Thev come in well-
known brands, always safe to or­
der, but there are also scores of 
local versions. Here is the place lo 
do some indiscr iminate sam[)ling 
and compar ing . .\ bott le of local 
Soave or Va lpo l i ce l l a in most of 
the l o u n t r y trattorie (where the 
food is also good) w i l l cost no 
more than 70 or 80 cents.

Iron seams 
flat. Now put halves together, care­
fully matching the seams and 
again sewing from center out. 
F'loor-length cloths made by either 
method will hang better if you 
haste a soft, ihick cord along the 
bottom edge, then roll and sew the 
hem over it.

Cut off borders of a twin-size or 
larger sheet depending on the size 
you want the throw to be. Back the 
sheet with a layer of Dacron fiber-
tilled balling (you will find 
Stearns & Foster washable baiting 
al most department stores) and a 
bottom sheet cut the same size; 
remember to put the right side tqj 
for the top sheet and the right .side 
down for the bottom sheet. T o 
make your throw more luxurious, 
have the top sheet's pattern out­
lined in quilting after basting it to 
the batting. F o r a warmer throw, 
(piilted or not, back the top sheet 
with batting and a non-shrink 
washable blanket in a harmoniz­
ing color. Standard blanket sizes, 
including borders which you won't 
need, are: twin size.

FREE-HANGING PANELS OF FABRIC slide independently, 
aluminum tracks, above, that come with one to six channels, 

channel for each panel.
