Tin- hardest tickets to come by in 
New York this season wil l be those 
for the new Metropolitan Opera 
production of Wapner's Die Wal-
kiire. wbich wil l open November 
21 and be repeated intermittently 
until March 4. -Several in<rredients 
have conibiiicd lo crcalc this Mir;ic 
of excitement: the presti<iious Aus­
trian conductor Herbert von Kara-
jan, who makes his Met debut in 
the new production: the contro­
versial sets, brought to New York 
intact from the .Salzburp Festival; 
the glamour-laden cast of singers. 
But basic to it all is the command­
ing presence of Richard Wagner, 
whose music dramas continue to 
attract capacity audiences, more 
devoted and voracious today than 
ever. 

If you can manage to get in 
to a Wagner performance at the 
Metropolitan this winter, well and 
good. But if you can't, don't des­
pair. Listening to Wagner at home 
in up-to-date stereo is superior in 
many respects to anything you will 
experience in the opera house. 
F.scii veteran opera buffs will con­
cede that the fantastic world of 
Wagnerian music drama, with its 
gods and heroes, its rainbow 
bridges and fire-encircled rocks, 
is better envisioned in the mind's 
eye than counterfeited in the 
theatre. 

The most cunningly executed 
stage settings cannot compare to 
the scenes we can visualize under 
the slimulaliiig influence of Wag­
ner's musi<-. And only rarely do 
sopranos and tenors with the re-
i|iii^ite Wagnerian lung power 
ccmie close to resembling the sin­
ewy men and svelte women de­
picted in the librettos. Generally 
- | p ' ;iking, when it comes to Wag­
ner in the opera house, seeing is 
not believing. You can, of course, 
always shut your eyes. Bui in I hat 
I a>e. why go to the opera hou-e at 
all? Now that the full thrust and 
breadth of Wagner can be cap­
tured on records, the armchair lis­
tener is in a position to savor this 
music at its very best. 

The Valkyries on discs 

Today there is a wide range of 
complete performances on records 
from which to choose. For exam­
ple, a production of Die W'alkiirc 

very similar to the one that is sell­
ing out al \\\r Melnipolitan can 
also be heard in splendid stereo. 
Karajan conduc|> this new Deut­
sche Gramm<iphon recording, and 
the cast is equal in (piality to that 
appearing at the Met. In the Met 
|)ri>(luclion and on the records Jon 
Vickers and Cundula .lanowitz are 
the lovers, Siegmund and Sieg-
linde; on the recording Thomas 
Stewart sings Wotan and .lose-
phine Veasey and Martt i Talvela 
are heard in the roles of Fricka 
and Hunding. The major change 
in ca.sting is the Briinnhilde— 
Birgit Nilsson at the Met, Regine 
Crespin on the discs. 

In the recording, Karajan em­
phasizes the luscious opulence of 
W M i i n c r " - i i i n - i c Tlic Herliii i ' i i i l -

harmonic's strings glow with warm 
intensity and the brasses represent 
the last word in burnished splen­
dor. Against this dark, softly 
cushioned orchestral background, 
the cast gives a performance of 
unconventionally intimate propor­
tions. Every word comes across 
with pointed immediacy, so that 
the drama seems less epical and 
grandiose than we have been led 
to expect. This is especially so in 
the case of Siegmund and Sieg-
linde. who for once really sound 
youthful and rapturous as they 
rush off into the moonlit night. 

The Ring in toto 

During the next three years Kara­
jan will record for Deutsche Gram-
mophon and produce at the Met 
the three other operas that com­
prise Wagner's "R ing" cycle—Das 
Rhririgidd. Siegfried, and (ilitter-
diimmerung. I f "you start with Die 
11 alkiire now, you wil l be able to 
acquire and assimilate the com­
plete cyi le in easy stages. But if 
you are badly bitten by the Wag­
ner bug and can't wait that long, 
there is a complete recording of 
the four operas made by London 
Records, and a singularly impres­
sive achievement it is: four ab 
bums, mntaining a total of nine­
teen discs, each one a trail blazer 
in the field of operatic recording. 

Das Rheingold, which started 
off the series in 1958, set a new 
>tandard for reoirded opera by 
demonstrating how stereo tech-

ni([ii('s could he used to make a 
music drama "move" by means of 
sound alone. It remains one of the 
most successful staged-for-stereo 
productions in the catalogue. Not 
only arc the singers deployed back 
and fortii across the invisible 
stereo stape. but all sorts of in­
genious sound effects and elec­
tronic tricks arc used to vivify the 
action. The passage of Wotan and 
Loge through tlie anvil-hammering 
din of the Nibelungens' cavern, 
I lie hcaveii-splitling thunder and 
lightning that dissolve the mists 
around Valhalla, the distant chant 
of the Rhine maidens—all come 
across with brill iant. ima<;c-fillin;x 
realism. Rhriiifinld and the three 
succcedinff albums in the London 
recording: f»f the "R ing" are truly 
spectacular stereo jiroductions. 

The Hungarian conductor 
Georp .Soiti is in charge of these 
performances throughout. He leads 
the Vienna Philharmonic Orches­
tra and a da/zling constellation of 
star sinjicrs includinji Hir;iit Nils-
son. Dietrich Fischer-Dieskau. Kir-
sten Flagstad. Joan Sutherland 
(who has a bit part in Sic^jried), 
and the veteran bass Hans Hotter. 
Solti's approach is more abrasive 
and sharply etched than Kara-
jan's. and the singers adhere more 
clo.sely to the traditionally heroic 
manner of interpreting Wagner. 
To recommend (me conductor over 
the other would be foolhardy when 
both have .so mui h to recommend 
them. Some people wil l prefer 
Karajan's <ilken suavity, some wi l l 
favor S<illi*s jabbin<: sparkle—and 
some won't be content until they 
have both of these recordings in 
their collection. 

The greatest Isolde 

.\ similar embarrassment of riches 
greets the Wagnerite in search of 
a r.'corded Trisltin und Isolilr. For 
many years the choice was easy. 
Toward the end of her career. Kir-
sten Flagstad sang in a c<»mplete 
recording: for Anpel Records that 
seemed virtually unimjirovable. 
Not only did it have the great Nor-
urii ian soprano in thri l l ingly 
splendid voice (even in her late 
fifties Flagstad could outsing col­
leagues half her age), but it was 
directed by the most esteemed 
Wagnerian conductor of recent 
history, the late Wi lhdm Furt-
wiinfiler. Allhou<rh the other jiar-
ticipants in this recorded Tristan 
were not quite so noteworthy, they 
were at the very least entirely ade­
quate, and I he performance 
reached heights of passion and 
sustained power rarely encoun­
tered, either on stage or records. 

Recently the supremacy of 
this recording has been challenged 
by a newer version of Tristan re­
corded on the stage of the Bay-

reuth Festspielhaus. The Isolde of 
this one is Birgit Nilsson and Kar l 
Biihm is in the p i t—both estimable 
musicians, if not. in my opinion, 
quite the equal of Flagstad and 
Furtwiingler. But to help tip the 
scales in its favor, this new Deut­
sche Orammophon production has 
a more persuasive singer in the 
role of Tristan (Wolfgang Wind-
gassen) and far more up-to-date 
engineering, .\lthough the sound 
of the monaural Angel set was 
g o o d for i t s lime, it begins to seem 
dim and lusterle.ss when compared 
to the striking stereo spread of 
the newer recording. Take your 
choice: a unique performance of 
Tristan in dated sound or a better-
ihan-average performance in su­
perb .stereo. The dedicated Wag­
nerite will probably want to have 
both. 

Fortimately, there is less 
need for equivocation when it 
comes to Parsifal, Wagner's last— 
and some say his greatest—music 
drama. From the standpoint of 
both interpretation and engineer­
ing, the album to have is the 
Philips set, recorded from the Bay-
reulh stage in 1962 with conductor 
Hans Knappertsbusch in charge. 
True, some of the sin^inji is less 
than ideal, but the performance as 
a whole wonderfully conveys the 
mystical eloquence of this score, 
and the stereo micro[ihones man­
age to capture the special (juality 
of Bayreuth's acoustics. 

The best is yet to come 

In the ca.se of Lohengrin and Dir 
Mfistrrsinficr, the best advice for 
t h e armchair listener is to wait. 
(Lohengrin wi l l also be performed 
at the Met this year, as will Der 
Fliri^rriilf lldll/indiT. I None o| lh<-
currently available recordings can 
be recommended with u i K i u a l i f i c d 

enthusiasm. There is marvelous 
orchestral playing by the Boston 
Symphony and fine engineering in 
the RCA Victor recording of 
Lohenfirin. but the singing is me­
diocre. Conversely, there is some 
wonderful singing in the ll ich-
mond set of Die Mristcrsinfier 
(most particularly the incompara­
ble Paul S(!hoeffler as Hans 
Sach>i. hut the 19.50-vintage mon­
aural sound can't begin to do jus­
tice to the richness of Wagner's 
instrumentation. 

These gaps in the Wagner 
discography wi l l undoubtedly be 
filled before too long. .Meanwhile, 
the armchair Wagnerite already 
has plenty of good material to 
keep him happy. He can forget 
about those "Sold Out" signs at 
the Met and revel in the intoxica­
tion of this music as it fills the liv­
ing room with swirling sound and 
the mind 's eye with the fabulous 
creations of Wagner's imagination.

PAPER ORNAMENTS 
YOU CAN MAKE 

with patterned gift wrappings to adorn your tree 

Much of the fun of Christmas is creating; decorations with your own 
hands. Krom some of I his year's gift wrapping papers you can make 
dashini: ornaments by rutt ing out the motifs and pleating them or 
stifTcning them with cardboard, and finishing them with ribbcms and 
beads. The ornaments below were designed especially for H&G with a 
sampling of Norcross gif t papers and Festive Tie. 

STAR MEDALLION (from "Colden Radiance" paper). Back one of the 
hirger medallion motifs with cardboard and glue two 4V-!-inch pieces 
of %-inch Festive Tie, crisscrossed, to the back. Fray the ribbons by 
removing the selvage threads on each side and unraveling the filler 
fr(mi the metallic warp. To each point of the medallion, glue one of the 
smaller medallion motifs, and paste a second set of mrdallions to the 
back of the ornament lo bide the cardboard. 

MOBILE (from "Stained GIa>s" paper). Cut out a 3'̂ 4"'"*^ '̂' square «»f 
pajier, taking as your center one of the yellow-and-purpir 1-iiicli s(|uares 
in the pattern, then trim to shape of ornament I sec bi-lon ). Back with 
cardboard, and cover reverse side wiili duplicate motif, (iut out ten 
•^4-inch squares lo make five reversible cardboard-stiffened pendanls. 
Wire one to top of ornament, and three to bottom. i lh a razor, ciil 
out the yelhiw-and-purple center of the ornament, and bang the fifth 
pendant will i a small piece of wire to the top of I lie opening. 

PLEATED ROSETTE (from "Casiilian Red" paper). You start this with 
a 20-inch >lrip of ihe paper. 1 % inches wide, which has points along 
one edge, following the scall<q)ed line of ihe pattern. Using these p(»inls 
as a guide, accordion-fold the strip, join the ends, then form into a 
rosette. Glue pleated rosette to a 2y2-inch disk of cardboard, and insci i 
a bead at the center lo hide cardboard. To the back of the cardboard, 
glue eight 4V>-inch pieces of Festive Tie, criss< r(»s,sed, and fray the 
ends as in the .«tar medallion. In-low. 

BAUBLE ( from "Rose Elegance" paper). Cut out in one piece six of the 
larger connecting motifs that resemble Christmas tree balls, plus an 
extra half-motif at each end. Starting at left, htld back the half-motif, 
then accordion-pleat the rest of the strip by folding at motif centers and 
joinings. Open folds and spread face down on table. Cover back of strip 
with rubber cement and press together each of the pleats. Press wire 
alcmg the length of the >jiine and make a hanger loop. Fan out the folds.

Fli'd week 
Cons o f co i idenHa t ion . Air 
rirculation can be just â  impor­
tant to the welfare of tools as i t 
is to roses. And {iood air circula­
tion is something tliat even more 
tool .sheds than rose gardens lack. 
In the case of tools, the enemy is 
rust; in roses it is mildew, di.sease. 
or worse. Excess moisture, what­
ever the cau.se. is the culprit. In 
I he muggy days of summer, con­
densation is the simple result of 
loo much humidity, which, espe­
cially when it i> lra[)|ied in con­
fined places or under moisture-
proof coverings, simply settles on 
whatever is handy. If that sub­
stance is a ferrous metal, ru.st en­
sues. I f it is brass or aluminum, 
les.ser oxidation can eventually 
cause pitting or deterioration of 

expo.sed surfaces. In winter, the 
problem is the same, except that 
cold air cannot hold as much 
moisture as warm air. therefore 
condensation occurs sooner and in 
greater volume. There is less risk 
of actual mildew, which is a sum­
mer fungus disease, but the fine 
brown film of rust you find on 
your tools come spring can he just 
as harmful in several ways. Among 
them, of course, are the dulling of 
toid edges, increased friction in 
tools whose effectiveness depends 
on .smoothness, and the shortening 
of tool life. 

The best answer to condensa­
tion—after the application of pro­
tective coatings (oil , for instance) 
—is ventilation of storage spaces. 
Open windows are fine, provided 
they don't admit worse elements 
than air. Prefabricated ventilating 
j)anels. of wood or metal, that may 
he inserted into holes cut in walls 
above lintels, or in gable-ends be­
neath pitched roofs, should make 
a considerable difference in the in­
cidence of inside condensation, 
even though, for normal ventila­
tion purposes, the results would be 

inadecpiaie. Whatever device you 
may be able to buy at your local 
hardware store or supply yard, get 
it in a reasimable si/e—2 square 
feet or more for even a smallish 
closet. Make sure the panel is 
-rn-cncd against wasps and i-ater-
piliars, and is stormproof. 

Second I reel: 
Deck ihe hollies. Every year at 
about this lime we stress the im­
portance of protecting broadleaf 
evergreens from the low but sur­
prisingly intense rays of winter 
sun and the scorching effects (not 
necessarily the coldness) of strong 
winds. .\nd every year we suggest 
setting the houghs of scavenged 
Christmas trees among the branch­
es of hollies and similar shrubs 
and small trees to provide such 

protection. Any evergreen branch­
es will do, but the timeliness of 
Christmas and the presumed avail­
ability of free trees justify the rec­
ommendation. But beware lest by 
the time y<m lay your hands on 
abandoned trees you find the 
ground frozen loo hard for push­
ing the lopped off branches into 
position. (The same should be 
borne in mind in connection with 
any stakes to be driven into the 
ground to support protective 
screens or covers.) I f the ground 
does freeze early and permanently 
before Christmas, hdwever, do not 
despair. Simply lie your Christmas 
greens amid the foliage of the vul­
nerable plant, overlapping and 
spiral-wrapping them to any 
height desired. 

While we are on the subject 
of winter sun and windburn. bear 
in mind that the often invalu­
able wilt-proofing (anti-desiccant I 
compounds often weather even 
more unfortunately than the foli­
age they protect. The wilt-proofing 
spray tends to decompose in sun 
and wind and will not la.st the

M o r e w i l d f l o w e r s . The New 
York Botanical Garden, in con­
junction with the McGraw-Hill 
Publishing Company, and with the 
help of private investors, has now 
published the second volume of its 
series on the Wildflowers of the 
United States. This two-section 
volume covers the Southeast. The 
first volume, published last winter, 
covered the herbaceous plants of 
the northeastern U.S. and costs 
$39..S0. The new work contains 
more plants and pages and sells 
for S44.50. A good deal of the ex­
tra content has to do with plants 
native to areas where the two re­
gions adjoin. The repetition of text 

and identical color plates from the 
first volume, which may at first 

seem unnecessary, is probably 
justified by the assumption—in 
part suggested by the cost of the 
volumes—that many prospective 
purchasers will buy only the book 
covering the area of their special 
interest. And if a plant w i l l grow 
in their region, no matter Avhere 

else it may be found, they wil l 
want it in the vol tune they buy. 

This project remains stupen­
dous and u n i q u e , offering as it 
does a photograjjh. in color and 
usually in a |)roper habitat, of 
virtually every one of the enor­
mous number of [)lants described. 
Only herbaceous plants of general 
interest to gardeners and nature 
lovers are covered—no woody 
[)hinl.s. lor cxaniiilc. no riiosstrs. no 
fungi—but far from diminishing 
the scope of the effort, that limita­
tion only emphasizes its impor­
tance. The great virtues of the first 
volume remain: the clarity of Dr. 
Harold Rickett's text, the organi­
zation of the plants by families, 
the quality of both typography and 
color reproductions. The disad­
vantages of the first volume also 
remain: the fact that there is no 
cross-reference by page or plate 
number f r o m text to pictures 
(they were produced in different 
countries, assembled here for 
binding) : that no real sense of 

scale or size is provided (one pho­
tograph on a page represents, 
perhaps, a blossom 3 inches in 
diameter on a plant 2 feet high, 
and another pliotograiili. of about 
the same size, depicts a plant 2 
inches high with a score of florets 
each as big as the head of a map­
ping p in) . Both of ilie<e deficien­
cies could be remedied in later 
volumes, and we hope they will be, 
even i f it is necessary for the 
sponsors and publishers to main­
tain a slightly slower production 
schedule. Bet-ause this work, while 
botanically prec ise and surely of a 
quality to hold the respect of pro­
fessionals, is actually intended for 
amateurs, it should be so designed 
that it wil l be of the greatest pos­
sible use to them. But the fact that 
the second volume, like the lirst. 
is such a delight to see and peruse 
is reason enough for stretching the 
budget to buy i t .

Other 
j)!ants than broadleaf c\c: i i rc fn-
may also need special winter safe­
guards. In addition to protection 
against an exî ess of sun (admit­

tedly the most important single 
hazard of the cold season in the 
North Temperate Zones), they 
wil l need protection against pelt­
ing rain, sleet, heavy wet snow (all 
capable of forming ice around 
plant crowns and on plant leaves 
and branches), as well as against 
blustery winds. Some gardeners go 
to the trouble of erecting the same 
kind of burlap-on-frame screens 
that are used to protect prize box­
woods, hollies, and rhododendrons. 
But there are simpler expedients 
where a number of plants are 
grouped together or where a varie­
ty of plants, both shrubby and 
herbaceous, can be included in a 
single bed for winter care before 
iioing to more permanent positions 
the following spring. Among the 
best of these is the two-sided cor­
ral, with roof, thai gives protection 
from the prevailing winds (say 
north and west, or north and east, 
in the Nortli Temperate Zone I and 
from storms of any kind. You can 
make this corral with the a.ssist-
ance of the ever helpful snow 
fence. The fencing alone will pro­
vide protection at the sides. Fenc­
ing supported by a framework of 
one-by-lwo*s and topped by cheese­
cloth or tobacco cloth (the type 
used to shade tobacco fields in 
summer) will break the force of 
rain, but permit the descent of 
moisture, and wil l cut down the 
impact of heavy snows, but allow 
fine dry snow to •-ifl i luou'ih.

I f you are nostalgic for the good-
old-days when you went out and 
chopped down your own (or 
aghast at the high price of trees in 
the city and the scraggly. lopsided 
ones you often have to settle f o r ) , 
• •onsult C. B. Hutchinson's Ever­
greens near Cranbury, N . J. Con­
noisseurs arrive as early as Sep-
leml)er to choose their trees, which 
are tagged for cutting when the 
owner wishes them, and some fam­
ilies have been going to Mr. 
Hutchinson for three generations. 
Trees are tagged one of three ways: 
to be cut, to be dug up complete 
with roots, .so they may b<' planted 
in the owners' gardens, or for the 
purcha.ser to dig up him.self. The 
price is $1 a foot for those who 
want to cut their own trees (part 
of the Christmas tradition but 
backbreaking); $L35 if Mr. 
Hut.hinson's men cut them. Dur­
ing the season more than 25(M) 
trees are sold. C. B. Hutchinsim's 
Evergreens is .3 miles from the No. 
8 exit of the New Jersey Turnpike. 

I f you do not want to cut your 
own. but would like a large selec­
tion of Christmas trees to choo.se 
from, plus practically every other 
kind of Christmas greenery— 
wreaths, sprigs, holly, poinsettia, 
mistletoe, or what-you-will—you 
might try Arcadia Gardens in the 
Garden State Plaza shopping cen­
ter near Paramus, N . J., at the 
juncture of Routes 4 and 17.

And Christmas is the time for giv­
ing. A spate of books dealing with 
New York, its past and present, 
has been published recently. Any 
one of them would make a happy 
present for your Gothamite friends 
and neighbors. 

For anyone who enjoys nos­
talgia, there are two gems lo be 
had this year; Lost New York by 
Nathan Silver (Houghton Miff l in , 
$12.50 through Dec. 31, $15 there­
after) . A survey, handsomely illus­
trated, of fascinating old buildings 
—some beautiful, some grotesque, 
some outlandish—all of which 
have disappeared from the New 
York scene leaving the city a little 
more impoverished with the rasing 

of each. Portal to America: The 
Lower East Side, 1870-1925. Ed­
ited by A lion Schocner (Molt, 
Rinehart and Wmston. S12.95). A 
chronicle, with wonderful old pho-
tograph.s, of life among the ininii-
grants who settled in the renowned 
tenement district of New York. 
The subject matter is not exactly 
Christmas-like—life was almost 
unbearably difficult—but the in­
domitable spirit of the people, 
their gaiety amid poverty, their de­
termination to find the good lilc. 
all shine through the book and its 
pictures making i t an exhilarating 
experience. 

.Among the raft of New York 
guidebooks that have appeared, 
two are delightfully off-beat. The 
first is Central Park, a History and 
a Guide by Henry Hope Reed 
(Curator of Central Park I and 
Sophia Duckworth (Clark.son N. 
Potter. $5). This is just what the 
title says it is. and deliciously i l -
I U.St rated with old {)rints, photo­
graphs, and maps. .Anything you 
may want to know about one of the 
world's most famous parks is here 
in this little book—its pa.st, its 
present layout, its flora and fauna, 
statues and memorials, recreation 
facilities—plus suggested walking 
tours and all vital statistics. 

The New York Spy. edited by 
Alan Rinzler (David White, $6), 
is a brash, irreverent, often hilari-
ou.s, yet informative guide to "I-'un 
City" at its maddest. Each chapter 
is written by a different "authori­
ty" such as Tctm Wolfe (Rudeness 
in New York ) , Daniel .Stem (Jew­
ish New York) , Claude Brown 
(Harlem), Leo Lerman (Men's 
> h o | i p i n g | etc. Although ihe book 
c . iNcr - the usual place> found in 
standard guides, it also includes 
many unconventional and off-the-
beaten-lrack places. I t is fun to 
read, even if you live in New York 
and know all there is to know 
about it (you th ink) . 

.Among this year's batch of 
large, expensive gift books is New 
York: The New Art Scene with 
photographs by Ugo Mulas, text 
by Alan Solomon (Holt. Rinehart 
and Winston, $19.95). New York 
is now the center of the art world 
and this b o o k i ^ devoled to llie art­
ists who live and work here. The 
photographs, in black and white, 
are ultra-realistic, startling, and 
more than a little disconcerting. 
.Seen in their studios are such con­
temporaries as Duchamp. Dine, 
Warhol, Oldenburg, Stella, Rosen-

FOR THE 

HOLIDAY SEASON

of drinkinii yet another Martini. 
Gimlet, or hi^hliall is too paintul 
to be contemplated, .'^till. on occa­
sions such as (ihristmas or New 
d ear's miuning. drinks are deh-
nitelv in order, and these are the 
times when wlial we clnmse to l all 
"restorative" drinks will be wel­
comed by all concerned. 

Restorative drinks are pleas­
ant and palliative, usually (al-
thou^zh not necessarily) long, 
mild, and thirst-quenching, with 
the alcoholic component> masked 
and diluti'd bv other iniiri-dicnt-i. 
They should not be too >ueet. le-t 
they be cloying, nor too acid. le.st 
ihey further irritate I he internal 
machinery. For daytinu' entertain­
ments they should not be too 
strong, for such affairs freipieiitly 
go on for many hours, and the par­
ticipants are suppo-ed to be mel­
low, not muddled. Above all . -uch 
drinks should be soothing and 
salubrious to sip. Mere are some 
suggestions and recipe- f(u- popu­
lar libations in this cat«rgory. 

Milk Punch 
In a very tall highball glass put 
two or three ice cubes, an ounce 
each of cognac and .lamaica rum, 
and fill with cold milk. .Stir to mix 
well, and sip slowly. If vou like 
the taste of nutmeg, sprinkle a 
little on top. A variatiim is to put 
1 ounce each of cognac and Jamai­
ca rum into a shaker v\ith ice. add 
2 ounces of milk and 2 ounces of 
cream, and shake vigomu-lv. I'our 
into a highball glass ami fill up 
with chilled club soda. 

Tiger's Milk 
This is nearly the same as the Milk 
Punch, but lire la tlilJercticr. Put 
2 ounces of cognac, 2 ounces of 
.Jamaica rum. 4 ounces of cream, 
and 2 teaspoons of sugar into a 
shaker with cracked ice. .Shake to 
a froth, and strain into a tall glass. 
Do not add anything else. 

Black Velvet 
This drink u a - impiihir in llic 
Nineties, and once you have tried 
it you will agree that grandfather 
knew what lie wa- (loiiii!. ^ mi need 
a split each of chilled stout and 
champagne. With one in each 
hand, pour >iiniiltaiii-on-ly into a 
tall chilled ^lass. Drink at once. 
I f you use porter in.stead of stout, 
you will have a plain Velvet; beer 
i : i \ ' ' - you a Halstead Street Velvet. 

Mimosa 
In a part of the country which 
shall be nameless, this drink i-
also known as a Calihirnia Sun­
shine. Half fill a lariic H in-'Lil.i--
with fresh chilled orange juice, 
then fill to the top with chilled 
champagne. The champagne rai-c-
your spirits, while the vitamin-
filled juice aids in the task of 
restoration. 

Champagne Julep 
In the bottom of a lall glass, crush 
a few sprigs of mint with u lump 
ol sugar and a tablespoon of wa­
ter. Half fill with crushed ice. add 
a jigger of cognac, fill up with 
more crushed ice. then add chilled 
champagne to fill tlie glass, siir-
ring slowly. Garnish with another 
sprig of mint and sip. 

Not oi'lv cliainpa-ine. but 
other wines make good hcdiday 
drinks, either by them.selves or 
mixed with (lub soda, water, gin­
ger ale, or whatever. 

Wine Cooler 
Either red or white wine may be 
used for this; they are equalK 
good.

Add a teaspoon of orange juice, 
then ice cubes, and fill the glass 
with any wine you like. 

Wine Cobblers 
Cobblers may be made of almost 
any wine.

Sprinkle a little sugar 
on the ice, then a teaspoon oi -n 
of Iruit juice nv lii|ii('iir. llicn add 
a couple of jiggers of the wine.

3 dash­
es of Peychaud's Bitters, and 2 
ounces of rye (preferably) or 
Bourbon. (Peychaud's Bitters, 
after a brief absence, are once 
more on the market, and a very 
irood thing it i>. since you can't 
make a proper Sazerac without 
them.) 

Suissesse 
There are many formulas for this 
cheering restorative—here is one 
of the best. Intf) the blender put a 
jiMncr of P.-rtiod. teaspoon of 
~iij;ar. an cfig white, a teaspoon of 
light cream, and V2 cup of shaved 
ice. Blend for about 20 seconds 
and serve, unstrained, in an Old-
fashioned glass. 

Morning Glory Fizz 
Into a shaker put V2 teaspoon of 
sufiar. the juice of ^2 lemon and 

1/2 lime, 1 egg white, an ounce of 
Pernod, a jigger of Scotch, and 
crushed ice. Shake vigorously and 
~l rain into a chilled highball glass. 
Fi/.z up with a siphon of soda wa­
ter, stirring as you add it. and 
serve at once. Any kind of a fizz— 
Silver. Golden. Royal, and so on— 
will taste good and impart a feeb 
ing of well-being. 

Fruit Juice Drinks 

Various fruit juices have long 
iir.-n i i ' - r i l a- I l i r e - l o r o\erindiiI-
gence. They are refreshing as is. 
and are effective masks for the 
spirit- which may be added to 
them. The Bloody Mary and 
Screwdriver, now popular drinks 
at any time of day, were originally 
designed as pick-me-ups. and very 
good ones they are. Lemon juice, 
in the form of Whiskey Sours, is 
an old standby, and there are de­
votees of drinks made with grape­
frui t , pineapple, lime, and even 
prune juice. 

Bloody Mary 
Some mixolofiisis shake them, 
some even j i u t ihem in the blender, 
but most experts like them stirred 
in the serving glass. Whether you 
use gin or vodka is a matter of 
perscmal preference. Into a high­
ball glass put the juice of 1/2 lem­
on, 2 or more dashes of Tabasco 
(or less, depending upon your 
taste), a couple of dashes of 
Worcestershire sauce, a grinding 
of pepper, a couple of ice cubes. 
Now add a ji;:gcr of gin or vodka, 
fill with chilled tomato juice, and 
stir lightly. Sprinkle a little coarse 
salt on top if the notion appeals. 

Screwdriver 
Once upon a time this was a shak­
en cocktail—an Orange Blossom 
made with vodka. Nowadays, it i -
generally made this way: put a 
couple of ice cubes in an Old-
fashioned glass, add a jigger of 
vodka or gin. fill with chilled or­
ange juice, and garnish with a 
sprig of mint. 

Salty Dog 
Rub the rim of an Old-fashioned 
glass with a cut lemon, then spin 
in salt to frost. Drop in two ice 
cubes, add a jigger of vodka or 
gin. and fill with chilled grape­
frui t juice, being careful not to 
disturb the frosted rim. Stir slight­
ly to mix. 

Aunt Agatha 
Put two ice cubes in an Old-fash­
ioned glass and add 2 ounces of 
lifilit rum. Fi l l to the lop with 
chilled orange juice, stir, and 
serve. There are those who like the 
addition of a dash of bitters to this 
drink, and it is good. But never 
use dark rum—the flavor is apt to 
be a Httle too assertive.

¥ rom Lima to Santiago is 1,500 
miles or so out of the frying pan 
and over the fire—meaning the 
Atacama of Chile, a bla/.ing and 
hauntingly forsaken desert. The 
Atacama. with the now ••verpreseiit 
Andes off to the left, made the 
green valleys of mid-Chile a p i u -
pect of sudden beauty. For the 
next fortnight, it was to he green 
all around me. blue of water and 
-k\ at my feet and overhead ui th. 
away on the horiz«m, always snow. 

Santiago's first attraction for me 
—and the last before I finally took 
\\ing—was Santa Lucia H i l l , a 
630-fool-pile of pink rocks in the 
center of the city, at the heads of 
Huerfanos. .Xgu.'itinas. and Mone-
da. Santa Lucia is actually a pub­
lic park—a sort of .super-/o/ie. and, 
in addition, the most >entimentally 
romantic garden within a thousand 
miles. 

J he park has a taxiable road half­
way up. but i f you take your time. 
ir~ more fun to walk. I spent the 
better part of two days wandering 
around amoti;^ the j)ath> and wall>. 
ilie grottoes and waterfalls. Almost 
every plant genus I .saw in all 
.South .America (except some of 
the tropical Brazilian nati\i--i i» 
represented on the grassy slopes, 
in the chinks of the rock> and 
steps, beside the walks and ranip-
that crisscross the mount. Star-
-haped beds of succulents (many 
of our familiar sedums and sera-
pervivums included) surround 
many of the flowering tree-. \\ her-
ever there might otherwi.se be an 
empty earth pocket, one of the 
iiinumeralile gardeners lia> inxTl-
ed a marigold or a zinnia, an 
acanthus or a geranium.

W hen I wearied of scrambling 
among the pink stone walls and 
balustrades and terraces and gal­
leries (all, seemingly, created just 
to become ruins). I could always 
find a bench from whii h to view 
the mountains: in the morning the 
western Cordillera that bounds 
Santiago's valley toward the Paci­
fic; in the afternoon, the Andes 
themselves catching the late sun 
to the east. Would that my own 
garden enjoyed a prospect a tenlli 
as majestic. 

Ge t t ing out of Santiago in Febru­
ary (equivalent to our August I 
and into Puerto Montt. whence F 
wanted to push among the Chilean 
lakes, proved to be like getting to 
the Kentucky Derby the day before 
the race without a way to get i l ie i f 
or a place to stay. Hut liy saving si 
\\liene\e-r a re-er\atinii rl<Tk -aid 
no, 1 finally checked into the Perez 
Ro.sales—a little prim, but the best 
hotel in the south. With the aid of 
an Fnglish-speaking German in 
the Puerto Mnnil travel bureau. 1 
locat«-d a German-speaking Chil­
ean taxi driver who covenanted to 
drive me wherever I wanted to go 
at any time during the two follow­
ing days for $70, U. S. currency. 

I t is hard to reduce the Chilean 
lakes to words on paper. Each cme 
was lovelier than the next. Even 
little Chapo, the .southernmost of 
all (way off in the hills in the 
general direction of Cape Horn) 
was haunting and lovely. Mount 
Calbuco and snowcapped Osorno, 
tun of Si.iilli \rnei i . a"- lliree live 
volranoe-. were major highlights 
as we circumnavigated the green 
-hore- (if Lake Llancpiihue. Be­
yond, the glowering falls Petro-
hue. and then the emerald waters 
of Todos los .Santos (lake of All 
the Saints) were .scarcely less 
lovely. 

W e journeyed leisurely through 
iiorjics. over clills. acm-- I I K I - -
grown bridges, past fields (fields, 
mind you I of wild fuchsias.

A young architect and his wife 
took me to see some of the old 
cstancias ("spreads" or planta­
tions) and a few of the most 
charminji houses nl the old cily.

In Buenos Aires, "balconied"

In the living room of the Burle 
Marx sitiu. a tapestry llanked 
l)\ arrangement of dried 
•. ' /v/ .w'.s. llon ers. pods, and fruit. 

T h e imminent inauguration of 
- l i l l anollier l ira/ i i iai i prc-idriii 
fouled up any hope of (•nii-inL: 
l')ia--ilia. the astonishing capital 
(•il\ lip on the I'lanallo llial l!o-
berto (evervbody know- him us 
Roberto there) had an important 
hand in (le~inninn and landscap­
ing. So we had to .settle for a 
breathless and hariini-scariim eve­
ning in Rio. 

W i t h other member- of hi- fam­
ily, I spent a day at the Burle Mar\ 
sitiu. where he spends his leisure 
weekends, rai-ses orchids for the 
cut-flf>wer market, conducts a nurs­
ery that supplies native plants all 
over Latin America, cooks enorm­
ous meals for his friends, and 
maintains a plant museum to boot. 
Under huge wattle shades, he 
uidu- the mf>-t inclusive collection 
of philodendrons in liie world, 
along with a ful l rosier of maran-
la-, liromeliads. and gooilm 
knows what else. The tern[leialiirc 
\sa- hot. even f(a- Rio. To breathe 
was to sweat profusely. The sitiu 
is hilly and I was lugging a 20-
pound camera case. I could have 
ii-cd iho-e wattle .shades mvself. 

In HraziL landscape designer 
Burle Marx uses rock to form 
natural sculpture at 
the enfram e to his sitiu. 

One unforgettable day was de­
voted to Pelro[)olis and the Odette 
Monteiro garden (see page 169). 
I settled for this one out of many 
that Burle Marx had done in i c 
and in nearby Teresopolis becan-e 
I knew it was the special pride of 
Roberto himself. More than most 
of his other landscapes it illus­
trates his belief that a coimlrv's 
native plants can be. with careful 
understanding, the chief glory of 
even the mo.st private lund.scape. 

M ore accessible are the public 
gardens Burle Marx has designed 
in and around Rio itself—the roof 
gardens at the Museum of Modern 
Ar t ; the waterfront Enseada de 
Botafogo, which is notable for i t-
managemeiil of that all-importani 
landscape element, scale: and hi-
pioneer designs for the Ministry 
of Education in downtown Rio. 

]VIy last pleasure in Rio was visit­
ing the fabulous jewelry shop r u n 
by Haraldo Burle Marx. Roberto's 
brother, where you can buy (at fat 
prices! gold and carved stone 
pieces designed and made by both 
the proprieior and Roberto him-
-clf. That was where I did my oidy 
important shopping—a lovely ab-

.set in a plain gold band. .Abslrac! 
or not. it had a planllike look, 
which is probably why 1 lionglit i t .

slill wasn'i getting anywhere when 
1 liaitpeiK'd to hear, through the 
Cliristma.s Crib Association of 
Italy, about Signora Marisa Pic-
t oli Catello nf Naples, whose fam­
ily had been collecting Christmas 
figures for over 300 years." 

"She spoke no English, but I 
could speak just enough Italian 
I n implore her to part with some 
of her collection. She was most 
reluctant, but finally she said we 
could buy twenty-two pieces. We 
worked for days figuring out 
which ones. I reallv think the 
ones we settled on are exquisite."' 

The fijzures ran^e from 12 to 
18 inches high. They are made of 
wood with hands and faces dd i -
raii ly carved in the manner as-
•-ociated with Italian baroque 
craftsmen. A l l are richly clothed 
and the wise men-kings are riding 
muscular non-Palestinian looking 
horses rather than camels. 

Di.-^cussing the setting he de­
signed for them, Donald Oensla-
ger says, "It 's taken almost as 
much work as a play, because I 'd 
never done a creche before. But 
I've had a marvelous time with it. 
Because the figures are eighteenth 
century, I 'm making the frame as 
much like the baroque theatre of 
that time as possible. The back­
drop is dark blue velvet studded 
with stars and angels, and the 
whole effect is blue and ivory and 
gold." 

Along with designer Richard 
Caller, who is carving the bases 
for the figures and the molding 
for the proscenium, Mr. Oensla-
ger will come lo Washington to 
in.stall the lighting when the 
creche is set up on December 13. 
For both designers it wi l l be a 
labor of love. 

This year the big White 
House Christmas tree wil l be dec­
orated, as i t was last year, in 
Early American style, with 960 
little "bee" lights and 3,000 small 
ornaments, including nuts, real 
popcorn and cranberry chains, 
candied frui t , wood roses from 
Hawaii, straw slar>. loy >oldiers, 
drums, pine cones, petticoat lace, 
geranium bunches, and ginger­
bread cookies in the form of 
Santa Clans, snowmen, camels, 
teddy bears, and milkmaids. The 
cookies are baked by Vera Reis 
of New York, and are .so tempting 
that after last year's party for 
underprivileged children, one gin­
gerbread man was discovered with 
lii-.^ leg iiil)liled off. 

Decorating the tree takes at 
least two f u l l days, and is always 
(lone over a weekend when llic 

house is closed to tourists. Dan 
Arje . head of display for Bonwit 
Teller, who also volunteers liis 
services, comes down from New 
York with a >liilT. and under l l i r 
guidance of Bess Abell, Mrs. 
Johnson's incredibly efficient so­
cial secretary, the trimming pro­
ceeds. 

While that is going on, the 
While House mantelpieces are 
covered with holly and other 
greens, and mistletoe is hung in 
all l l i r (l(i(ir\sa\~. I'CIt symbols of 
"The Twelve Days of Christmas," 
made last year at the First Lady's 
spe('ial request, decorate the large 
minor of the north hallway. They 
are arranged in a tall tree-shaped 
triangle^—the "Partridge in a Pear 
Tree" at the top. the "Twelve 
Drummers Drumming" at the 
base. For the family's private en­
joyment, a smaller long-needle 
pine tree trimmed with popcorn 
chains, cranberry garlands, and 
small crraniic liunres is set up on 
the second floor. 

Every year, there are several 
children's parlies, including one 
for diplomatic offspring to which 
even the toddlers come in native 
dress. There are also receptions 
for the distaff members of the 
press and for the White House 
stall. "The Christmas decorating 
is done so exquisitely here," says 
Mrs. .lohnson. "that I try to fill 
the house with the people who 
would enjoy i i . " 

She keeps her own Christmas 
decorations down at the ranch, 
where the family has celebrated 
every Christmas since 1952. (Not 
since the Ei.senhowers has the 
fir^l family spent a Christmas at 
the While House.) 

"One of the great joys of 
Christmas to me is bringing oiil 
the treasured old things seasoned 
with warmth, like the stockings 
an old-time Texas friend embroi­
dered for us when Liici was a 
year old. Here at I he W hile llmisc 
Christmas is more impersonal, but 
I enjoy the perfection of it in a 
(lillrient way." 

How the First Lady will get 
through l.vnda Bird's big wed-
ding early in December, Christ­
mas entertaining at the White 
House, then family Christinas in 
Texas, all with her traditional 
equanimity is hard to imagine. 
But she is a very strong person, 
Willi a liroad romantic and senti­
mental sireak, so she will un­
doubtedly carry the whole thing 
off with the unruffled charm and 
unfailing taste which are her 
great gifts to the .\merican public.

T H E FOUNTAIN CENTF.RPIKCF. OWes 
much of its splendor to the Fiber-
Lite—a 6-foot ponytail of opiii 
filaments attached to a metal light 
box about 8 inches lonp. .5 inches 
wide. (See it unadorned—a Christ­
mas tree of pure lijiht—on page 
127.1 Inside the box. cooled by a 
tiny fan. is a high-intensity bulb 
that, like a movie projector, forces 
li-ilit thniugb the filaments. Hair-
like, the ponytail can be trimnu-d 
into various lengths with a scis-
-or-: wherever each filament is 

cut, a bead forms at its tip and 
plows like a liny star. To make the 
fountain, cut a wedge out of the 
Styrofoam base large enough to 
hold the light box. then insert a 
strong. 36-inch dowel at dead cen­
ter and train the ponytail up the 
dowel, tying it in three places. The 
top wi l l fal l in a ca.scade which 
you can clip into varying lengths. 
Finish your l)oiiquet as di-scribed 
on page 133 and then plug the 
Fiber-Lite's extension cord into 
any standard wall socket. 

I'ihrr-I.ilr poriylail with its light 
box.

The noted prima ballerina has 
gathered the favorite recipes of 
over ninety internationallv famous 
personalitii-s of the dance world, 
inli'rsper-ed them with delightful 
reiniiiis< ences and anecdote- about 
the dancers, and illustrated her 
book with photographs of each 
relclirity in action. .Ml in all. a 
delight to read or browse through, 
and the recipes, from simple sand­
wiches to complicated gourmet 
treats, are clearly presented. 

We asked H&G ' s Food and 
Beverage Consultant, .lames Beard, 
to apprai.se the books for wine lov­
er- (a rapidly growing izroup in 
the U.S.). His conclu.sions: 

Once in a while books come 
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along thai keep one entranced with 
a fresh approach to the subject. 
Three such have recently been 
pidilished. The first is Wine by 
Hugh .lohnson (Simon and Schu­
ster, $10). Mr. .[ohnson has an as-
toiii>hing know led^ie of bis subject 
and has had the good fortune to 
travel the wine country of Euriq)e 
and .\merica in the e(mipany of 
knowledgeable people of the dis-
tri( ts. In organization, the book is 
di\ ided simply into the whiles and 
the reds, rather than by the re­
gions of origin. Filled with infor­
mation and well written, it should 
take its place on the shelves with 
the best of wine literature. 

A .se<'ond delightful book is 
Harry Waugh's Bacchus on the 
H ing (S. Straker & Sons Ltd. . 
$5.50. .Available at the British 
Book Centre, 122 E. 55th Street. 
New York, N. Y., 10022). Less a 
reference book than a diary of 
travels in the wine coimtries, .Mr. 
Waugh, one of the directors of 
Chateau Latour. is well informed 
and his book contains pertinent 
critiques of wine, along with the 
lore of the various wine districts 
of France. Italy, and Germany. 

The third book is H ines of the 
11 arid edited by .\ndre L. Simon

tive. The volmne is weakest on the 
wines of the L'. S. and Germany. 
But by and large this is a good ref­
erence volume with superb pic­
tures, a generally entertaining text, 
a ;ilos-ai \ . inaji-. and bibliography.
