O n t h e c o v e r : A handsome new 
coverup for crackled old walls lops the 
years off an aging room.

The fine art of quilting is a continuing delight with a new 
dimension: Anyone who can push a needle in and out of a 
piece of fabric can quilt without a frame, regardless of the 
size. Quilting can be picked up and carried around just as 
' M s i l y as needlepoint or knitting, and the finished work can 
dazzle a window or bed, a table or sofa (see pages 114-117 
for how the patchwork craft plays together in rooms). House 
& Garden asked e.xpert quilters to give their tips to readers on 
quick quilting, where to learn how to quilt, and where to find 
quilt patterns and supplies. Included is information on where 
to buy old and new quilts, where to have modern quilts made 
to order, as well as a listing of quilt books. 

If you want to learn how to quilt: From September 27 
through 30, Bloomingdale's in New York will have a patch­
work quilting exhibition in its crafts department. The quilters 
will show all stages of the piecing together and sewing of 
quills. Special order quilts can be had, as well as quilt kits 
produced by Distlefink Designs, containing everything 
needed, including the filling. The originators, Deann Murphy 
and Carol Reiling, will be on hand to demonstrate using their 
kits. 

For general classes: The Y\^'HA, 1395 Lexington Ave., 
New York, N.Y., 10028, offers a design course that includes 
quilting. Both day and evening classes begin in October and 
run through January. $1S a semester. 

For private lessons: Mrs. Jeffrey Gutcheon, 510 Broad­
way, New York, N.Y., 10012, who teaches during the day 
at New York University, will give evening instruction by 
appointment. In California. Jean Ray Laury gives quilt-
making lessons at the Everywoman's Studio, 757 Fifth St.. 
Clovis. Cal.. 93612. and conducts workshops at museums and 
imiversities throughout tlie West. Mrs. Laury's book, Quiits 
& Coverlets, A Contemporary Approach (Van Nostrand 
Reinhold, S9.95), is an excellent guide in the designing and 
making of quilts. One of her ideas is a quick quilt to make of 
rectangles, using shades of all one color: Cut 2-inch-wide fab­
ric strips in random lengths. Sew them end to end into strips 
as long as the desired width of the finished quill. Press seams 
open and then join strips horizontally. The completed pieced 
top (and it can be joined together by machine) is ready to 
be lined, padded w ith Dacron batting, and quilted. 

Bonnie Leman, who originated Quitter's Neusletter (Box 
391, Wheat Ridge, Colo., 80033» has a quick technique for 
patching triangles together. (''Lone Star," "Shoo Fly," 
"Flock of Geese" are traditional patterns based on triangles.) 
First: On graph paper draw a picture of the pattern block. 
Each square on the paper represents one square to be made 
of two triangles. Designate color on each triangle with colored 
pencils. Count the number of triangles you need of each color 
to form the block, then raulliply by the numljer of blocks 
needed for the size quilt desired. To make triangles: Cut 5-
iiich fabric squares and slightly smaller puff fillers. Fold each

To freshen a 

quilt, air out of sunlight on a dry day. Never store a quill in 

a tightly sealed chest or package where mildew can form. In­

stead, wrap it loosely in plastic and store in a dry place. If 

\ou use a drying agent, do not put it in contact with the quilt.

The brilliance anti richness of a large symphony orchestra are 
undeniably exciting—but there's a subtlet)- ancJ delicate ap­
peal in smaller chamber groups that create their own kind of 
excitement. I rather like to think of entertaining in this same 
vein—on one hand, large stimulating gatlierings: on tlie other, 
the counterpoint of small, provocative parties. Now with 
colder weather coming on and a return to indoor entertaining. 
I am all for programing a series of intimate parties whose 
menus, whose very character limit the size. 

Game birds need a select company. Quail, pigeon, 
pheasant, duck, partridge do not thrive on mass production. 
Start witli a sherried con.somme. Follow with the bird < s(|ual). 
guinea or Rock Cornish hen may be substituted if no game 
birds are available) : roast pheasant accompanied b\ baked 
apples stuffed with cranberry horseradish relish: pigeons 
brushed with honey and roasted on a layer of buttered 
blanched almonds in a casserole; boned, foie-gras-stuffed 
quail or a casserole of quail with grapes; grilled partridu'- "i 
baked partridge filled with mild sausage meat; roast wild duck 
stuffed with apples previously stewed with cinnamon and 
mace. Vi'hen in doubt, juniper berries and red wine marinade 
have an afhnity for all game birds; sour cream serves as a 
finish to all their sauces. 

Noodles, wild rice, buckwheat groats fit in nicely with 
any of these birds, as do small glazed onions, pureed peas, or 
red cabbage. A fine red wine, a coffee mousse, and what more 
orchestration could you w ant. 

In harmony w ith the piece de resistance, the table for six 
or eight might well take on an autumn glow—a highly polished 
table bare of linen except for discrete place mats vvitli small 
matching mats for glasses . . . the brightest china you have 
. . . natural beeswax candles . . . a glory of a centerpiece— 
long, low, lush—using, perhaps, a florist's papier-miiche con­
tainer painted brown, or any "invisible" container, filling it 
with golden leaves, cushion mums, stalks of wheat, pheasant 
featlier.s a mixture of grapes spilling out over the ends. 

An uncommon supper with a bow to la vie en rose is 
a lovely w ay to end a weekend. "Lowestoft Rose" china by Vis-
la Alegre is enough to set the key. It's a ravishing copy of a 
rare export pattern, full-blown roses combined with riblxms 
of fine gold tracery. Background for this enchantment could 
be white organdy, lace, or a pink damask cloth, and in tune 
w ith the rosy motif, I'd like to try a decoration of tall-stemmed, 
over-sized goblets in the center of the table holding nosegays 
of miniature roses, babies'-breath, freesia. and chains of smi-
lax trailing down and spreading onto the table. 

For the menu I'd choose a cream of asparagus soup dusted 
with paprika. Then, because it's to be a small party, a lobster 
or salmon souffle and a salad of finely chopped watercress, 
celeriac. mint, and radishes to be served on crescent plates: 
for crunch, very fine straw or shoestring potatoes; for sweets, 
individual strawberry larts; for wine—what else—vin rose.

A wine-iasling for eight people is not only feasible 
but delightful as a replacement for the cocktail hour before 
dinner. For a first fling begin with white wines, as they are 
lighter. With the help of your wine merchant, choo.se six wines 
varying in region, vintage, price—imports and domestic. Chill 
them properly. Wrap the bottles iti foil lo hide identifyinglabels 
and number the bottles. You might as well rent the classic 
wine glasses, as you'll need forty-eight of them. Here, too, is 
an excellent opportunity to use the new, practical "Wine 
Chills"—gold or red velvet bags tied with gold cords. Lined 
with plastic, these sensible fantasies come with reusable re­
frigerant pouches that will retain the cold up to eight hours 
I they're great, too, for carrying chilled wines, or as a substi­
tute for drippier wine buckets on the table). 

Provide guests widi a checklist typed in columns to help 
characterize the wines: Appearance—brilliant, clear, dull, 
heavy, sparkling, velvety, oily. Colors—amber, gold, green, 
onion skin, tawn). straw. Bouquet—aromatic, big, brilliant, 
clean, corky, dry, delicate, fruity, powerful, nutty, thin, sweet. 
Taste—acid, astringent, big, clean, corky, delicate, dry, dull, 
elegant, flower), silky, sour, tart, thin. A good wine dealer or 
wine encyclopedia can be a help widi the descriptions. 

Bring out the first bottle on a tray with the glasses. The 
tasting begins: the lists are checked by placing the number of 
the wine against each adjective. Allow time for appreciation 
and discussion. Each guest in turn may read his choice of 
descriptions. Then the botUe is imveiled and the secret is out. 
Betw een bottles it's w ise to serve mild biscuits to prepare the 
palate for the next tasting. At the end, if you wish, you may 

disclose the prices, too—very interesting and enlightening 
sometimes. 

The meal afterward should be light, no first course but 
perhaps a delicately seasoned fish or chicken dish, braised 
lettuce or endive, rice, and a lemon ice. And, of course, more 
wine. 

Cooking at the table grows in favor as help gets 
scarcer. There are all manner of doijig it. The best results, 
however, are assured with small groups. Fondues—not the 
classical cheese and vegetable kii'.d, but the post-World War 
II heartier varieties—make a pleasing way of sharing food. 
Beef need not be the only possible ingredient. Switch to shrimp 
or scallops, raw and ready to go. For dunks: horseradish and 
soy sauce melded; Chinese mustard: cocktail sauce: remou-
lade: tartar sauce, w ith the grace notes of chopped cucumbers, 
pickled beets, cocktail onions. Cubes of breast of chicken take 
well to fondue cooking, to be bathed Ln curry, Polynesian 
type, and other piquant dips with toasted coconut, chutney, 
and fried noodles on the side. 

No matter what your on-the-spot cooking may be, do have 
ingredients on hand and presented as prettily as p<>s-
sible. Have a seasoning tray with attractive little pots. jars, 
and dishes for spooning out the seasonings, the bits and pieces, 
the chopj)ed this-and-that. Spoon your butter from a pretty 
tub. Pour oil, vinegars, other liquids from attractive cruets, 
pitchers, botUes. Take a tip from the Japanese and present the 
raw ingredients artistically. Have proper sized cooking pans. 
Precook or half-cook whatever is feasible beforehand. In 
short, make a production of your public cooking.

You see 
hull)s in nurseries, garden cen­
ters, supermarkets, liardware 
stores, mail-order catalogues— 
evervwhere. And .such is the 
power of the Dutch government 
thai Dutch tulip hulks, no mat­
ter where they are bought, are 
of flowering size, guaranteed by 
the Queen, so to speak. W i t h so 
many bulbs in evidence, Ameri­
cans may think that more of 
these made-in-Holland bulbs are 
bought in the United States than 
any other country. They would 
be wrcmg. Scandinavia, includ­
ing fMnland, wi t l i a population 
of about 22 mill ion, buys 12 per­
cent more; West Germany w i t h 
a population of 61 million uses 
three times as many. Of course, 
we are first in all those pleasant 
material things. 

There are some reasons wl iy 
America is a poor tulip market. 
One reason is that American gar­
deners lose them over winter. 
Many, including some good ones 
I know, believe that all tulips are 
eaten by mice, and won't Iielieve 
anything to the contrary. .All 
tulips planted clo.se to founda­
tions, drv stone walls, or close to 
garden trash left in the fa l l are 
subject to attack by mice, but i t 
is not guaranteed—an 8()-foot 
wli i te perennial l>order in front 
of a dry wall at my home in 
Litchfield loses some tulips to 
mice, but not many, because they 
are planted 10 inches deep. If 
takes a smart, hungry, and de­
termined mouse to dig that far. 
Ol cour.se, one needs a loose soil 
for such deep planting. Tulips 
planted in open heds have no 
lo.sses—not in my garden, any­
way. " 

• S T I L L ANOTHER CONSIDERATION: EUROPEANS 
FOR F O R C I N G ; AM 

Another reas(m for loss is in 
planting bulbs before October. 
Many gardeners are not aware of 
this and plant them when they 
get them—even in earlv Septem­
ber, the time bulbs appear on the 
shelves at supermarkets. The soil 
should be warm enough for them 
to root well , cold enf)ugh to keep 
them from throwing any foliage, 
even a t ip, because this mav 
mean the bud has moved and re-
.sults in insignificant or no bloom. 
Actually few l)ulbs are as easy to 
grow. Any good garden soil w i l l 
produce excellent blooms. Bulbs 
should be placed individually in 
a hole 6 inches deep in which a 
tablespoon of sewage sludge has 
been mixed. Deeper planting re­
quires a lighter soil, easilv made 
bv the addition of liuilder's sand. 
Drainage must be good, as wi th 
all perennials. 

Gardeners don't lose bulbs 
bv following the detailed instruc­
tions in many garden books 
about digging and storing tulip 
i)ulbs after the tops have died. 
But they get discouraged by the 
work—and lack of reward. These 
instmcti(ms originated in En­
gland or Holland, probably the 
latter, where soils are ideal for 
producing bulbs. As a rank ama­
teur years ago, I tried it twice 
and gave up. In a rage. Try ing 
to dig them f rom a perennial bor­
der dislodged many fine peren­
nial plants. Digging tulips out of 
a small mass planting was an­
other matter. They came up all 
right, but the things were half 
the size of the originals, and find­
ing a "cool, well-ventilated place 
to store t l iem" unt i l f a l l was cer­
tainly unsuccessful in July. But 
I planted the things, just as the 
book said, and 1 was not the lea.st 
sinpri.sed at the miniature flow­
ers the bulbs produced the next 
spring. Then I wrote the author

of the garden book I hud fo l ­
lowed. And felt better. I d id 
learn later that thi.s procedure 
could be u.sed in the Pacific 
Northwest and Long Island, but 
gardeners I have questioned in 
those parts don't do i t . The sen­
sible course to follow wi th tulips 
in a perennial border i.s to leave 
them and let them wear out; in 
a mass planting one .should put 
in new bull)s. I cjunte, wi th some 
smugness, f rom a recent English 
publication, "One really gets a 
better result i f one plants newly 
bought tulips in a bed and uses 
last years bulbs in the cutting 
garden." 

And certainly the pictorial 
publicity given tulips in the 
United States keeps gardeners 
awav from this fine flower. Most 
piclmes are of spectacular, huge 
l)Iaiitings, many of them taken in 
Kukenhof, the gorgeous Dutch 
bulb gardens near Lisse, Hol­
land, and worth seeing—once. I 
sa\' "once" because its sponsor, 
the great but ultraconservative 
Holland Bulb Association, tends 
to choose only varieties that can 
be depended upon to grow neatly 
to an exact height. As a result 
the plantings are look-alikes year 
after year. Kukenhof gives httlc 
space to the literally hundreds of 
varieties that are alreadv proved 
garden varieties, or to the many 
fine new tulips that w i l l become 
commerciallv available in four 
or five years. In various public 
parks in this coimtr)' large beds 
dehght the American public. And 
awe i t . But nothing is farther 
f rom the means of the average 
fellow w i t h a bi t of land to be 
prettied. To him it doesn't rep­
resent reality. So he skips tulips. 

He really should dig them, 
for even a dozen bulbs of one 
variety, or a mixture, can be a 
fine sight. By far the most suc­
cessful planting of tuhps I ever 
made consisted of a dozen bulbs 
of Alaska," a lily-flowered vari­
ety. I t was placed on a corner of 
a large deciduous shrub border, 
the onlv pereimial in sight. The 
shrubs were developing that de­
licious greenness that spring 
alone brings to leaves. Alaska,' 
wi th a fine soft yellow, graceful 
bloom, and a noticeable scent, 
blended perfectly. Because each 
bulb had not becTi planted at an 
exact depth, the height was nice­
ly irregular. This, of course, was 
luck. I wa.s in a hurry. I f one 
plants according to the micro­

climate of a garden—a dozen in 
cold spots here and there and 
other hills in warmer zones—it 
won't be long unt i l a hundred or 
more bulbs are gone and in the 
spring such plantings w i l l pro­
vide a far longer season of bloom 
than a hundred bulbs put formal­
ly in a bed. And more l>eauty for 
the dollar. 

Tulips have been in the 
West since tlie I 6 t h century, 
w hich makes them relatively new 
to gardening. Most of tlie species 
come from Turkey. TuUpa, the 
Lat in name, comes f rom the 
Turkish word (Inlhand, the tur­
ban of the native costume. Never 
was a flower .so well named, for 
the resemblance, i f one imagines 
the flower upside down, its petals 
partiv open, is remarkable. 
Tulips first appeared in \'ienna, 
sent there in the form of seeds 
or bulbs bv Ogier de Busbecq, a 
keen botain'st and ambassador 
f rom the Holv Boman Empire to 
Suleiman the Magmficent, sultan 
of Turkey. About 1550, tulips 
were seen in Augsburg, Ger­
many, and ten years later they 
were observed in the garden of 
an apothecary in Amsterdam. 
Carolus Clu.sius, foujider of the 
Holland bulb industry, was in ­
terested in many kinds. His 
prices, however, were so very 
high that manv of his bulbs were 
stolen, and it wasn't long before 
thev appeared all over Holland. 
Tulips came to England in 1597 
during the reign of Elizabeth I . 
Shakespeare may have seen 
them, but they are not men­
tioned in his works. 

Everyone, of course, is fa­
miliar wi th the tul ip mania that 
.sAvept Holland f rom 1634-1638. 
Not everyone knows that the 
bulbs, which traded for .such out-
landi.sh prices had nothing to do 
with the kinds of tulips we know 
todav. Thev were self-colored or 
"breeder" tulips that had "brok­
en." W i t h backgrounds of vellow 
or white, they had fantastic trac­
ings of other colors, which the 
breeders of that time did not 
know was due to a virus. They 
are remarkable flowers, but few 
are in commerce today because 
of that virus. One series, how-
ex er, called Bembrandt, is com­
posed of \'arieties that have per­
manently broken and apparently 
are not \'irus carriers. Also few 
people reahze that tulip mania 
swept Turkey from 1702 to 1720

and eventually outdid the Dutch 
.speculation until the sultan put 
a stop to it bv offering jail sen­
tences to speculators. Tlie Turks, 
who know better than most the 
unpleasantness of their jails, 
rather quickly subsided. 

The genus has over 100 
species, few of them important. 
Most of the .species bloom before 
daffodils; one, Tulipu piilcliclla 
violacca, throws a charming red 
flower when Crocus bloom and is 
known as the 'Crocus Tul ip . ' I 
find that species varieties in c:)m-
merce have a far longer l ife than 
the conventional kinds (Cot­
tages, Darwins. and the like) — 
an advantage, and they are not 
costly. Three species ha\'e turned 
out to be important, not onlv as 
garden flowers, but in breeding 
programs, particularly those 
wi th tal l , strong stems. They are 
T. grcigii, fo.steriana, and kauf-
maniiiana. "l^ed Emperor,' a very 
popular variety I (mce thought 
I 'd never see enough of, but have, 
is a fosteriana. 

Even the Dutch find it hard 
to come up wi t l i a count of the 
number of varieties being pro­
duced today. Tul ip seeds are as 
the sands of the seas and even 
more \aried, and ha\e been for 
centuries. Hybr id tulips f rom 
seed were standard at ancient 
floral shops instead of the manv 
species at their backdoors. .More­
over, tulips seem to mutate at 
the drop of a cosmic ray; many 
of the most import;nit varieties 
are mutations or "sports"—some 
500 mutations of 'Mur i l lo ' alone 
are said to have been counted. 
So many varieties exist that the 
Ffollanders have put them in 
categories; only the .species have 
Lat in names. 

Cottage tulips are not new 
forms. They are .sun ivors of old 
I n hrids that were cast aside by 
fashion years ago, but lived on 
in old cottage gardens, m.ostlv in 
Great Britain, and were rescued 
by Irish horticulturists, to whom 
we should all be grateful. Their 
forms are e.xqui.site. their petals 
k)ng and pointed, and colors 
range in pure tones of cherrv, 
dazzling scarlet, yellow, mauve, 
purple, to purest white. Stems 
are long and slender, nearlv as 
tall as Darwins yet not .so sturdv, 
which causes the flower to pose 
less upright, gracefully, in a 
word. Many of them have a 
frui tv scent. They begin to flower 
toward the end of Apr i l . Cot­

tages .should be planted infor­
mally in the perennial border or 
in the cutting garden, for they 
make excellent arrangements. 
There are no bad ones; out­
standing are "Mrs. J. T. Scheep-
ers,' the best yellow; 'Renown,' 
American-Beautv-rose blooms on 
tough stems; ' \ \ 'hi te City, ' a 
world-wide award winner. 

Darw in tulips are the tallest 
of all hybrids, the flowers cup-
shaped w i t h a squarish base, 
.self-colored, and borne on very 
strong stems. The Dutch are 
chieflv responsible for those regal 
flowers. Darwin colors are strik­
ing—pinks, .scarlets, mauves,reds, 
purples almost to black, a few 
x'ellous and whites. Darwins are 
gi'eat bedders for formal gardens, 
but they are equally useful in 
the pcrenin'al border or in bold 
clumps by themselves .spotted 
anywhere. 'Bbzzard' is a .sensa­
tionally strong alabaster-white; 
'Ace of Spades' is nearly black; 
'InsurpiLssable' (a i i overworked 
name in horticulture) is solid 
lilac; 'Margaux,' as vou would 
expect, is deep wine-red. Dar­
wins flower in Maw 

lireeder tulips are all .self-
colored, but as they resemble the 
Darwins in so manv characteris­
tics, I u.se them less and consider 
them more acquaintances than 
friends. And I am definitelv un­
friendly to the manv varieties in 
the group having bronze, fawn, 
or outright brown tones—colors 
that to me are most unflower-
like, but they must have a large 
following or the Dutch wouldn't 
be producing so manv variants. 
And I also find mv.self wi th no 
l iking for Green tuHps, another 
small category. On the other 
hand, I wcmldn'l find Mav much 
of a month without the L i l y -
flowered kinds, particularly the 
previously mentioned 'Alaska.' 
And I 'd find it hard to l)e without 
Parrots in the cutting garden, 
really the only place they sliould 
be grown. 

Single and Dimble Earlv-
flowering tulips are largely used 
for bedding, but I don't know 
them well, for bedded tulips do 
not seem to be gracious additions 
to my informal gardens. 'Mur i l ­
lo,' however, mentioned earlier 
as having produced .500 or more 
mutations, is in the process of 
changing mv mind. 'Mur i l lo ' is a 
Double Early tuHp, a delicate 
rosy-pink, flashed w hite; its dou-

The very idea of an aperitif caWs up marvelous mental tableaux 
to my rap idh deteriorating; mind—the harbor at Mikonos. the 
bar of the Carlton Hotel in Cannes, a terrace at Porto Ercole. 
boat race day on Lake Carnegie, f ly ing over Chicago i n a t iny 
biplane. 

The word " a p e r i t i f comes f rom the Latin, aperire—to 

open—and was originally applied by old-time pharmacists 

to herbs used as healthy pore openers. My first experience 

with aperitifs was not exactly a pore opener, but i t was an 

eye opener. I had just arrived in Chicago to take on a new 

job , got in touch wi th a former college f r iend, and was in­

stantly ordered to accompany h im to the old Chicago airport 

where some of the North Shore socialites were holding one 

of their quaint debutante ceremonials. 

This one consisted of plying the wi l l ing guests wi th a 

powerful stimulant or two in the f o r m of dry Martinis (one 

of the best known and earliest American forms of the genus 

ape r i t i f ) , and then thrusting them, rather less w i l l i ngU. into 

small, rickety, open-cockpitted aircraft for a lo<)|)-the-loop 

over the Loop. I t was a grand and exhilarating introduction 

to tough old Chicago, which has maintained a soft spot in 

my heart ever since. 

The best of the aperitifs are the simple ones, to my mind. 

The other day. in discussing the aperitif question with a 

boulevardier f r iend of mine, he opened the conversation wi th . 

"The last time I dined at Lasserre I impressed my part-time 

mistress immensely by starling the evening wi th Champagne 

Cassis. She thought it magnificently ostentatious to ruin the 

Wine of Kings with currant ju ice ." Actually, champagne aii<l 

cassis suit each other very well, and are a delicious opener 

to a dinner with wine. You pour only a th imbleful of cassis 

i n the bottom of a wine glass and f i l l wi l l i chilled bubbly. 

The result is not too sweet, not too stronj:. and |il«-asiii^l\ pink. 

Color, of course, has a hefty impact on the senses and 

helps in the enjoyment of drinks and food alike. Perhaps that 

is why one of the scenes aperitifs bring to my mind is of a 

cafe on the Greek island of Mikonos. As the sun retired l>ehind 

one of the 300 or so crenelated, whitewashed churches. Costa 

Gambanis. the unofficial mayor of Mikonos. and I would start 

our evening meal (well , evening dr inking I with a tall glass of 

ouzo, and delight in watching the pale greeny-yellow l iquid 

turn to milky white as we added lots of ice and water, while 

the town's tame jjelican watched us approvingK. 

Ouzo is only one version of the anis f amih of aperitifs 

that \ o u f ind all around the Mediterranean: called raki or 

arrack in the Middle East. Pernod or Ricard in France, and 

plain anis in Spain. I f you like the licorice-ish taste of anis, 

i t is a refreshing sundowner, but i t packs a wallop. 

AH of lliese anis drinks are distant cousins of absinthe,

but without its suicidally depressing ingredient, wormwood. 

No longer do waiters .serve anis. alas, i n the old ritualistic 

way. Although I have been served what was supposed to be 

absinthe in Belgium once, with the traditional slotted spoon 

over the glass, a lump of sugar in i t . and water slowly dripped 

through it into the ""absinthe" below. I t made one feel de-

liciously decadent. T ry ouzo or Pernod with vermouth or in 

orange or grapefruit juice. 

Since aperitif means simply something " f o r o|>eners.' 

almost any k ind of dr ink can be used. Vermouth is probably 

the best-known, wine-based aperitif. Generally sj>eaking. what 

the French call aperitif is a bitter tasting affair , despite its 

sweetness, because of the herbs used to flavor i t . Of course 

there are hundreds of cocktails that can be made wi th ver-

nioutli n i i \ c i l with utiu-r alcohols. A (lr\ Manhattan, for 

example, uses 2 parts of bourbon. 1 of dry white vermouth, 

a twist of lemon, and is served either on the rocks or iced 

and strained. 

But vermouth is more than just a l iquid to make gin go 

further. I t is a blend of four wines, usually white, but some­

times red, and in France, at least, the wine is left outdoors 

in the sun and rain to mature fo r a year. Some for ty or f i f ty 

different herbs go into its final bouquet, f r o m linden and 

cinchona bark to forget-me-not and thistle, i f you can be­

lieve the experts. The herbed and blended wine is then for­

tified with a close of brandy, given six more months in a 

cask plus a period of refrigeration, and is ready to dr ink 

straight or in your dry M a r t i n i . 

I n addition to vermouth, there are many brands of wine 

aperitifs based on vermouth. There is Byr rh . made of red 

wine wi th a touch of brandy and quinine: St. Raphael, an­

other quinine-laced red wine d r ink : and of course. Dubonnet, 

a rather bittersweet concoction flavored with Peruvian bark, 

which—like its colleagues—is best drunk cold, wi th a slice 

of lemon, soda, and ice. Vermouths such as Cinzano. Punt e 

Mes, Campari, or Mar t i n i & Rossi can be imbibed straight, 

on the rocks wi th a twist of lemon (or a twist of orange wi th 

L i l l e t ) , or as a long dr ink with club soda added. Cinzano 

bianco, the white variety, makes a good light summer dr ink. 

Italian vermouths are likely to be less dry than French ones. 

Punt e Mes has been described as "sweet as a debutante at 

first sip. but. unlike the debutante, with a bitter (or should 

i t be 'better? ' I aftertaste." 

Chambery is another distinguished, aromatic, dry ver­

mouth—possibly the champagne of the type. 

A "bi t ter" vermouth is Fernet Branca, medicinal to a 

fault. My wife swears by i t as a cure for upset stomach, for 

hangovers, and i n general, when she is feeling out o f sorts, as 

an ap|)etizer. There is no doubt that its taste can shock your 

gustatory system into awareness i n short order, but i t is a 

very acquired taste. 

About the most a.stonishing intake of ai>eritifs I ever 

saw was dur ing a t r i p by train f rom Paris to Brussels not 

long ago. The T E E (a fine fast clean express that crisscrosses 

Europe I left Paris at about 10 . \ .M. as 1 recall. In my com­

partment, besides myself, were only a man and a woman who 

seemed to be Scandinavian—later confirmed when they 

showed their passports to the border guards. Before tiie train 

had completely pulled awa> f rom the p la t fo rm in Paris, they

had a bottle of cognac out. open, and had begun passing i t 

back and fo r th between them. By the time we reached Brussels, 

less than three hours later, the bottle was empty. And they 

never offered me a sip! 

For less hardy types, cognac as a long dr ink with water 

or soda makes a good aperitif. In fact, in England, the aperitif 

is often simply Scotch and soda or water. By contrast, port 

is never a starter in England. I t is only drunk at the end of 

a meal. I n its native country, however, the Portuguese use 

port as a premeal pickup. ViTiite port, especially, makes a 

good introduct ion to a fish feast. Preprandial Lisbon cafes 

are f u l l of dark-suited men (without women) , talking at the 

tops of their voices so that the only way to get attention to 

order a dr ink is by hissing, "psssst"—a sound that cuts r ight 

through the cocktail-party noise and reaches even the deafest 

of waiters. 

One aperi t if I must confess to dis l ik ing is made with 

gentian. As a pampered correspondent in Paris at the end of 

the last war, I . like all newspaper people, was billeted at the 

Scribe Hotel . The bar was always well attended by such lumi­

naries as Papa Hemingway, fo r example. But it was a mystery 

why, since about the only thing they could offer to drink, 

for weeks, was a yellow th ing called Suze. Only recently I 

have discovered one reason f o r the appalling lack of variety 

in those commandeered army hotel bars. The knowledgeable 

drinkers among the f i rs t arrivals i n liberated France took 

good care to sequester as much of the real vermouth, cognac, 

and champagne, not to mention the fine wines, as they could 

find to "protect them f rom tlie GIs"! 

A n excellent aperit if , although not very popular i n the 

United States, f)erhaps because i t is not considered alcoholic 

enough, and probably becau.se most jieople don't know how 

dry i t can be, is sherry. A really dr>' sherry, a " f i n o " like Tio 

Pepe or La Ina. on the rocks is almost as effective a cobweb 

chaser as a dry M a r t i n i . But there are very sweet "oloroso*" 

sherries, too. Sherry is, besides, a for t i f ied wine, which means 

that i t is quite strong, being spiked wi th up to .5 percent of 

brandy, and it ends up with about twice the alcoholic content 

of table w ine and half that of spirits. 

The production of sherry defies all the rules for wine 

making. I t stays i n casks fo r many years. The casks are only 

partly filled .so there is a good deal of air in contact wi th 

the wine, which not only improves i n taste but increases i n 

strength. I t does not age in the bottle. There are no vintages 

because i t is a blend, and an open bottle w i l l keep for weeks 

( i f i t is not drunk) in good condition. 

In one of my more impoverished metamorphoses, a well-

meaning f r iend informed me that I could make a fa i r lv rea­

sonable facsimile of champagne by mix ing sherry and tonic 

water. I must warn you—sherry and tonic does not taste like 

vintage champagne. St i l l , i f you are desperate, i t can make 

one more addit ion to the thousands of things people happilv 

dr ink to relax wi th and to enjoy before a meal. 

M y own favori te aperi t if is a glass of dry while wine. 

That is what I was having in the bar of the Carlton at Cannes 

when who should slump down beside me but Danielle Dar-

rieux, an encounter not easily forgotten. Actually, although 

we were introduced, and I offered and she accepted a drink, 

her interest i n me faltered when some handsome film star.

This is another extremely simple 

dr ink and has the advantage of acting like a dry cleaner to 

your palate. A Pink Gin consists of a few drops of Angostura 

bitters, swi.shed around a small wine glass or cocktail glass, 

a cube or two of ice, and filled up with gin. I t is as easy as 

a Mar t i n i , and has a lovely pink color to recommend it be­

sides. My first try of i t was on the good ship Umgeni. honk­

ing along i n convoy f rom Liverpool to the Cape. I t helped 

to allay the ever-present fear of "peri l on the deep." but i t 

did not. alas, prevent the Umgeni f r o m being torpedoed on 

her next voyage. 

In my collegiate Lake Carnegie days we never called the 

things we drank on the shore, as the shells sw ished by, "aper­

i t i f s . " they were cocktails. But aperitifs they were and their 

purpose was the same as it is today, to get things going, or 

to introduce a change in the day's activities. On that par­

ticular occasion the change was f r o m vernal sunshine out­

doors to nocturnal gloom in a speakeasy. And that particular 

introduction ended with my first, and large, hangover. 

Aper i t i f d r ink ing varies with national and regional pref­

erences. While the French and Italians possibly lead the field 

as far as variety goes, and the Spanish definitely vote for 

sherry, the Mexicans like tequila, the Scandinavians take 

akvavit. the Hungarians dr ink Szamorodni. the Greeks their 

ouzo, and so on. There can be a personal variation. The ver­

mouth-type aj jer i t i f de{)ends on its meld of herbs, and the­

oretically anyone can make one by adding alcohol to his 

favorite plant l i fe . He'd be lucky i f i t tastes good enough 

to dr ink though, because the blending of the herbs is an art. 

The heir of a successful American vermouth maker re­

calls that his father used to mix up a new combination almost 

every day and try i t out, after i t had been "mar r ied" long 

enough in wine, on his long-suffering fami ly . "We had a 

different vermouth every day for years." the son says, "and 

even though my father was a vintner, some of the mixtures 

were te r r ib le!" However, there is one good red-hot aj jer i t i f 

you can make yourself, by steeping red chi l i peppers in vodka 

fo r a few days. I f you l ike i t hot and dry, this w i l l be fo r you. 

Which reminds me that a very versatile aperitif, avail­

able by simply opening a bottle, is vodka. Vodka on the 

rocks is a good clean d r i n k : wi th a drop or two of vermouth 

i t becomes a Vodka t in i : with tomato juice, it 's a Bloody 

M a r y : with orange juice you have a Screwdriver; or with 

beef consomme, a Bullshot. However, when i t comes to 

straight vodka, m) preference swings along with that of the 

European bison. This beast's favorite herb, buffalo grass, 

according to the label on its Polish bottles, flavors the spirits. 

1 agree wi th i t . Zubrowka is a smooth, aromatic, and delect­

able drink, straight and ice cold, just like the bison says. 

Here's a small t ip fo r giving your cocktail or aperitif 

a jazzier look. London advertising tycoon Frank McCone adds 

the white of an egg to any and all shaken cocktails he makes. 

The egg white has no taste, so i t does not change the flavor 

of the dr ink—but it does make it look nice and fluffy. Every­

one knows the White Lady (1 part Tr ip le Sec or Cointreau. 

2 parts lemon juice, 4-8 parts gin according to your capacity.

Head for Charleston where his­
torical rumor and local pride 
maintain that life there has al­
ways been gentler, sweeter, 
fresher, more authentic, more 
American, and in l>etter taste. 
Also more hot-headed, ingrown, 
and contentedly beliind the 
times. Charleston is a no-cash 
aristocrat—rich in architecture, 
possessions, and the proper ways 
of doing things—she's poor main-
Iv in walking around money. In 
spite of this, local ingenuity and 
the new influx of industry to the 
South i n general ha\e produced 
a heady and well-financed pres­
ervation movement that reaches 
out to every period of the ci tys 
architecture and history to get it 
hack into shape and use. 

I n the wake of this renewal 
is a new hotel that's good by 
anybody's yardstick. Right in the 
middle of die old part of the city 
wi th evervtliing wi th in walking 
distance from i t , today's .Mills 
Hyatt House is an exact repro-
ducti(m of the 19th-century hotel 
once standing on the site. Formal 
Victorian parlors open off the 
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lobby—looking for some reason, 
like parts of the VMiite House. 
Porcelain, silk flowers, period 
furniture, and bright dean fab­
rics give the correct historical 
feeling without being madden­
ingly reproduction. The atmo-
.sphere of the hotel is contempo­
rary, the .serxice is good, the 
beds are comfortable, the rooms 
large. A real advantage for peo­
ple who are wi l l ing to spend the 
day looking at charm and histor)' 
but like tf) eat and sleep in the 
2()th century. Room service is un­
even, but it's more fun to eat in 
the dining room anyway. Espe­
cially at luncluime where it's set 
up like a club buffet. Local peo­
ple use i t as much as tourists. 
Open long after local restaurant 
kitchens close at night, it's per­
fect i f you've taken one of the 
Historic Charleston F'oundation's 
walking tours and want a late 
dinner. The hotel also has a pool 
(it's warm enough to swim f rom 
late A p r i l to November) and a 
terrace and a courtyard used for 
lunch in good weather and a roof 
f r om which to see the whole city. 

Which is the first thing to 
do when you arrive. From there 
you can see the Ashley and the 
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Cooper Rivers flowing into tlie 
Cliarleston Harbor to fo rm the 
peninsula where the oldest part 
of the city sprang up in 1680 ten 
years after the original 150 set­
tlers landed upstream. From the 
roof you see lots of three-story 
houses, and lots of trees taller 
than that, and aiuntless tiny 
green gai-dens, roofs, gables, 
18th-century chimney pots. 
Every house has a walled garden 
where part of the garden grows 
out of the walls. Down from the 
roof, tlie hotel tour director can 
arrange for a Charleston guide 
(she's $7 an hour) who knows 
all the lore and anecdotes of the 
place plus everything frivolous 
that makes travel fun . She'll also 
know what's frankly a bore, or 
where children can rent bicvcles, 
or play on an old cannon. She 
can take you hunting for an­
tiques or to a sea island for lunch. 
A l l the guides have cars and 
either the hotel or the Chamber 
of Commerce can usually ar­
range for her to meet vou at tlie 
hotel on the same day you call. 

W i t h four days to spend, I 
went just before Easter to take 
advantage of the walking tours 
tliat the Historic Charleston 
Foundation puts on every week 
over a diree week period f rom 
the end of March through the be­
ginning of Apri l . A $7 ticket for 
a given afternoon or evening 
takes you through f rom seven to 
fifteen houses in a two to ten 
iilock area. Tickets are avail­
able at the Historic Charleston 
Foundatiim Headquarters, the 
Nathaniel Russell House, 51 
Meeting Street, just down the 
street f rom the hotel. Most visi­
tors to Charleston are in and out 
of the Russell House as though 
it were American Express main­
ly because those ladies know 
about everything in town. Built 
in 1809 in a single-house design 
wi th bays and other additions, 
the second floor, like many

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Charleston houses, is as impor­
tant as the first. Long window 
doors open to a second fl<K)r 
piazza catch sea breezes on hot 
days. 

I went to a few houses on 
each of the tours—King St., 
Tradd St., Church St. Sometimes 
1 came away knowing more 
about 18th-centiu-y furniture, 
other times it's just the impres­
sion of the .spring afternoon, a 
Judas tree (redbud) in fu l l 
bloom up against a house painted 
Etigli.sh-tropical-pink. The atmo­
sphere of the toius was us polite 
as church. I f you're not a be­
liever in tlie 18th-centurv, the 
best way to see i t all is to go 
through quickly, absorbing only 
what is amusing to you. Mavbe 
an old-fashioned way of hanging 
copper pots in a kitchen, or tips 
on how to lay out a tiny city 
garden or Low Country air-con­
ditioning—big propellered fans 
set into the ceiling that make a 
noise nicer than air-condition­
ing and still manage to stir up 
the air. The one tour that in ­
volves more than just the fun of 
seeing what somebody's 19th-
century house looks like inside is 
the Ansonlxjrough tour. It's the 
ongoing result of what a revolv­
ing fund of $100,000 can do in 
fifteen years—to date over 130 
houses have been restored for 
rental and resale. Mrs. S. Henry 
Edmunds head of the Historic 
Charleston Foundation explains 
the step-by-step of reclaiming 
this historic section in a slide lec­
ture in a Sunday school room of 
an Ansonborough church on the 
afternoons of the tour. Do not 
miss i t . Many young couples v\ i lh 
children now choose this area to 
live over the perennially fashion­
able older part of the city at the 
t ip of the peninsula. 

At night, houses on tour are 
all l i t by candlelight. Even the 
houses not on tour put candles

in their windows .so there's no 
electric light anywhere on the 
street. But whether there's a 
house tour or not, it's incredible 
to walk around Charleston at 
night. A gate left ajar means wel­
come to anyone who wants to 
look at tlie garden and Cliarles-
tonians are proud of even the 
tiniest gardens. The same streets 
that have a cozv cottagv charm 
during the day, at night look like 
a George Gershwin Porgy and 
Bess stage set. Cat Fish Row is 
right off Church St. where Porgv 
and the goat lived and left to 
follow Bess and Sportin' L i fe . 
The light opera atmosphere ex­
tends even to street names. "Bee 
Allev" has been called that since 
the 1700s. Recently there came a 
second Bee Street. To avoid con­
fusion the origijial Bee is now 
"Was Bee." "Zig-Zag" Alley, on 
the other hand, got its name in 
appreciation of the general con­
dition of guests v\'alking home 
after the Saint Cecilia Ball, a 
centuries-old dance still held 
yearly. 

I f y(m're not in Charleston 
at the time of the house tours, a 
taped walking tour is available 
on cassette for $4 at the hotel or 
the Chamber of Commerce. 
Along wi th the cassette, take a 
complete though not anecdotal 
red paperback called "Historic 
Charleston Guidebook." I t gives 
directions to the houses i t de­
scribes and lists the most im­
portant buildings of the city. I f 
you come in the fa l l when the 
weather is in fact the best of the 
year wi th bright, sunny, d iy 80° 
days, a combination of cassette, 
guidebook, and a bicycle are the 
beginning of a wonderful ly ro­
mantic three-day weekend.

side Charleston arc the 
three l)ig gardens open 

to the public plus Charles Towne 
Landing, the site up the A.shlev 
River where the settlers original­
ly hacked a clearing out of a 
tidewater wilderness before mov­
ing to the peninsula. On the 
Cooper River 24 miles nordi of 
Charleston is Cvpress Gardens. 
The moodiest of the tliree, i t drips 
the peculiar w i ld and eerie beau­
ty of a cvpress swamp where tlie 
water is like tea, and moss hangs 
like a shawl f rom the cypresses, 
their root-"knees" bending up 
out of the banks of the swamp. 
Seen by boat, Cypress Gardens 
offers most newcomers a series 
of swamp noises and flora that 
are totally new. 

F a r t h e s t f r o m t o w n , 
bounded by Highway 61 and the 
Ashley River, is Middleton Gar­
dens—a 60-acre horticultural 
pajadise first laid out i n 1741. 
Open vear round, well-known foi 
allees of camellias and azaleas, 
i t is, however, a wonderful 
green garden. The original house 
built by Hem-y Middleton has 
burned down but grassv land­
scaped terraces and butterfly 
lakes still stretch behind the 
house down toward the river. 
Today, fat, old oaks date the w i l ­
derness, peacocks dominate the 
grassy terraces. Graceful black 
swans rule the lake and occasion­
ally stir up the stableyard where 
baby goats and t iny gruff baby 
pigs and a cow to milk int i igue 
the childien, as do candlemak-
ing, .spinning, soapmaking done 
now as i t was then. The restora-

tion of the stablevard is the work 
of Charles Duell , this generation 
of Middleton descendants, who 
wi th sever;d years of Wal l Street 
training, came to live in South 
Carolina to see if the mainte­
nance and preservation of the 
gardens, now a Historic Land­
mark, couldn't he made to pay 
for themselves. Middleton is 
open year round and a good 
place to have lunch i f you haven't 
already got one packed by the 
-Mills I louse or stopped at a fr ied 
chicken-hush puppie franchise 
by the roadside. Try Mrs. Riggs's 
hot biscuits wi th melted cheese 
and ham, plus a moist chocolate 
cake that's so rich because she 
added a can of applesauce to an 
ordinary chocolate cake mix. 

Magnolia Gardens like M i d -
dlet<m still belongs to descen­
dants of tlie original owners. A n d 
i f it's fun to have Charles Ducl l 
teach you to milk a cow in the 
stableyard at Middleton, it's an 
equal treat to come across C. 
Norwood Hastie at Magnolia. A n 
old-school southerner, and the 
local Thomas Jefl^erson, Hastie 
sees his real enemies in l ife to be 
dogs who litter, visitors who l i t ­
ter, and storms tliat root up any 

of the thousands of varieties of 
camellias and azaleas the ganlen 
is famous for. The modern nur­
series help support the cost of 
maintainiiig tliis romantic, 25-
acre, totally lyth-centiu-y-look-
ing garden. The first visitors to 
Magnolia came by boat up tlie 
Ashley more than 100 years ago. 
Today thousands of people visit 
Magnolia between February 15 
and .May 1 when the gardens ai'e 
i n bloom. 

It's pjissible to see Middle-
ton and Magnolia in a dav, but 
Charles Towne Landing, which 
is out in the same direction, is 
really a day's tr ip in itself. De­
tractors say that Charles Towne 
Landing, a state piu-k, is too 
much like a historical Disney­
land. However, most children 
wi l l never have a go at history 
quite as entertaining as this one. 
.'Vdults frankly have a marvelous 
time. First there's a movie shown 
in a l i t t le theatre where the ac­
tion proceeds along expected 
lines. For a story, which at least 
in my mind, is permanently con­
fused by historical chche, it's a 
huge success. Roistered by the 
movie, go off to look at the w i l ­
derness the settlers encountered. 

Now mostly garden, there are 
enough mammoth oaks wi th 
great long beards of Spanish 
moss, stands of kmg leaf pine, 
to get everybody in the spirit. 
Piu-ts of tiie park are a no-fence 
preserve for animals there in 
the ISth-cenhuy. Last stop is 
a pa\ i l ion w i t h a cats-cradle-
crisscross roof designed by Huck-
miiislcr Fuller and a subter­
ranean museum. Down there, 
stick } our head under clear plas­
tic listening hoods—hair-drver 
fashion—to hear Negro spirituals 
and chamber music plus descrip­
tions of early plantation life. 
There's also a pair of metal-
rin lined i^rerevolutionarv sun 
glasses wi th pink lenses. The g i f t 
shop is still organizing but the 
cafeteria has very good she-crab 
soup and homemade pecan pie.

dock. Even more local is a trip 
to one of .se\'eral fish places on 
one of the sea islands, 20 min­
utes' drive f rom town. There 
sliack-rcstaurants make do with 
old jukebo.\es, tele\"ision that's 
alwavs on. tables covered wi th 
newspapers, and students who 
come for l)eer and oysters. 

I n addition there are lots of 
little lunch rooms and cafeterias 
both in town and off the roads 
going out of town. Mo.st of them 
make their version of Huguenot 
Tor ie-named after the Charles­
ton French who settled there 
after the Edict of Nantes and 
made this apple, rmt, pastrv ccm-
cocticm. .\lmost every fittle res­
taurant lias a shrimp paste tliat 
can either go into a sandwich or 
be served alone. When scr\ed 
wi th hominy at breakfast it's a 
Charleston custom. On the road 
to Middleton Gardens, the Saint 
.Andrew's Pari.sh Himse (the 
church itself dates f rom 1709) 
sometimes serves lunch during 
tlie tourist .season. 

The core of the local food 
situation is the old market, a 
landmark in itself w i t h a big 
Federal building at the end—has 
good N'egelables even todav. One 
of the black women, who sells es­
pecially good artichokes, sugar 
cane, okra, was named woman of 
the year recently along wi th 
"Mrs. Charlest(m," the public-
spirited Frances Edmunds of the 
Historic F(mndalion. Any tourist 
who meets cither one of them in 
some way sees m;)re of Charles­
ton. Wi th the back of the car 
loaded up with Ire.sh vegetables, 
drive up through the market a 
little farther. In an old Clirvsler 
Plymouth dealership showroom 
right across the street f rom the 
stalls is a flea niiirket where a 
little in.sight can get you an $85 
Hepplewhilc chair f rom some­
body's attic, rare books, or a col­
lection of walking slicks wi th 
funny carved handles. The flea 
market is partiallv open c\crv-
dav but goes in f u l l force Fridays 
and Saturdays. The "real" an-
ti(jue shops are on lower King St. 
—Patla's, Birlant's, Shindler'.s— 
which because they have some­
thing of eveiything, often pre­
sent man elous buvs in whatever 
is not so in demand locallv. 

For berme seed candies and 
cookies, pralines and straw dolls, 
the gif t .shop at Middleton Gar­
dens is as good as anywhere ajid 
what's very good are the can­
dles and soap made on the place. 

On the way back is Magnolia 
where i f you have a car it's fun 
to go to the nursery and fill up 
the trunk wi th special varieties 
of camellias and azaleas. 

There are many aspects of 
Cliarlcsl(m living today that are 
not as up-to-date as its approach 
to presenation. Thanks to this 
love of her heritage, however. 
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Tall triple hung window is 
an unusual aspect of Charleston 
architecture, serving 
both as u iudou- and doorway. 

visitors are pnn ided with the 
chance to sink deeply into an as­
pect of our American past that 
produced a veiy special wav of 
l i fe . The poignance of this South-
em heritage is often felt most 
sharply where i t remains still in 
ruins. For me (me of the most 
moving sights was a house seen 
only f rom the road. On the way 
back f rom the well-tended ge­
ometry of Middleton Gardens is 
a long overgrown dri\'e that leads 
up to Drayton Hal l , a big Geor­
gian mansion begun in 1738. 
Once saved f n m i Sherman's 
troops when the blacks f rom the 
place ran up the road to meet 
them shouting "smallpo.x at 
Dravton," the house now is sunk 
in an eerie Gothic twi l ight at 
the end of the overgrow'n drive, 
waiting as much of the South still 
does for that enonnous sum of 
monev that w i l l restore it to life.

m or redesigning a room to free il jroiu incriia. Cocteau was an artist, but so is anyone who creates a nru: look, and the delicate balance 
^ of knowing how far to go too far is as much a matter of self-analysis as choosing the right blue or wondering if giving all the furniture 

to the Salvation Army might not be a good idea. New color and new furniture can be invaluable, but they must be part of an environment that 
makes a room do for you what you want it to do. work the way you want it to work, and be a pleasure to be in because it is a pleasure to look at. 
That is the purpose of this issue—to give you a series of. say. experiences of which one or another may make your heart tap out a brand-new drum 
beat. If it does, keep it tapping, remembering that, like all rooms, all houses, those you are about to wander through are compounded of mate­
rials that can be cut out to fit you as well as your room. A good way to start is to be your own Freud and ask yourself exactly what you like, dis­
like, or cant live without. For example: 

Consider volor. Vou probably have a fa­
vorite or two. If you do. hang on to it. For 
reasons psychologists never stop probing, it 
makes you hap|)y. If you feel like experiment­
ing, straying a bit. go ahead, letting your built-
in Geiger counter tell you what will rub you the 
right way—and whal won t. You may like the 
idea of an entire shell of a fairly strong, flatter­
ing color (see page 102)—a refreshing change 
from the security of the all-while shell, always 
good, but always white. 
Consider fahrii: .\gain. a (juestion of 
affection. You may not even like curtains (if 
you don't, put up something else), or you may 
never in your life have had enough of the pretty 
stuff around you. Then turn Midas (see page 
108). and let practically everything you touch 
be of a woven pattern of anything that nature 
grows, anything she doesn't. Fabric is one of 
the great transformers, and if you like it enough, 
be prodigal. It pays off. 
Conxider iexturvH. A fairly unexplored 
field until recent years, but one of the mo.st inter­
esting things that can happen to a room (see 
page 107), and sometimes almost all that need 
happen. The appeal is not only visual, but tan­
gible—both to the fingers and. when they are 
bare, the feel. Textures can bring the outdoors 
inside about as effectively as anything, and 
when they are velvety, they are good for the soul. 
Consider storage. As much a problem 
with all the room in the world as with too little. 
Wasted space is a sin. but turning not much into 

a place-for-everything (see page 122) deserves 
its own little Nobel prize. Storage problems are 
peculiar lo their respective houses and require 
thought and ingenuity. Hut even i f you end up 
with what may look like a honeycomb, if it 
works, you will never wonder where you put 
whal. There's only one place for it. 
0'onsider iurniture. If you like fixed 
categories, an all-Duncan Phyfe dining room, 
for example, fine. If they bore you. forget them. 
Mix. don't match. If you like furniture—or ar­
rangements of it—designed for double duty 
(lack of space can make this mandatory), the 
possibilities, although not infinite, can be very 
pleasant (see page 111). 

Consider tiourselS. If w.uM rathn- have 
a superb new bathroom (.see page 128) than a 
slick new boat, there is no real .sacrifice in­
volved. Both offer aquatic pleasures, and the 
bathroom quite possibly will be with you longer. 
If you"re tired of city life and long for the coun­
try but don't know how lo go about i l . find a 
barn (see page 142), a structure that, once re­
modeled, can give you a sense of being alive 
unknown lo chateaux, palazzi, and most pent­
houses. And if you are simply looking for a 
l if t , there is a thing called the patc hwork quilt 
(see page 116) that has come off the bed to 
w rap your room in glory. If anything ever knew 
how far to go too far. the crazy quilt is it. 
And eonsider this issue. Turn the pages 
at any speed you like. When something slows 
you up, it will be for a very good cause. Yours.

Macon represents both the successes and the problems in­
volved in a prototype situation. That it has been way behind 
schedule is par performance for an innovati\e system. No mat­
ter how much planning is done ahead, many of the problems 
cannot be anticipated and must be resolved as they arise in tlie 
actual ph\ sieal "doing" of the idea. Here local contractors built 
concrete foundations that footprinted the plan of the module to 
come. Once the site was finished and the foundations in, the 
modules began to arrive. Some were in good shape after the 
trip, others weren't. Were there better ways to secure a unit on 
tlie back of a truck? After it was unloaded and the transporta­
tion covering removed, what wiis to protect tlie modules from 
the weather before they were installed? The Hercules unit ar­
rived from Pennsylvania and was a tall vertical tower. Naturally 
it was sliipped horizontally. How do you get i t upright? Work­
ers on the site, though skilled in their trades, were encountering 
new problems. I t took longer the first time arcund. Ideally i t 
should only take a week or ten da\ s for a whole system to arrive, 
be l if ted by a crane onto the foundations, be welded in place 
and thc-n be finished inside—the wiring, carpeting, '-vallpapering, 
painting. In Macon, however, i t took months as i t did in almost 
ever)- H U D site across the country. Still faster than con\ entional 
building methods, it's still not fast enough to be signifieantly 

cheaper. But can it be? 
That's the big question going into Phase I I I , the volume 

production and marketing of these new systems. It's an act 
called sink-without-direct-go\ernment-subsidy or swim-in-the-
marketplace. In Phase I I I tiie government wi l l no longer be shar­
ing tlie bills. I t wi l l either be a token skit or the big show that wi l l 
launch the construction business into a new era. I t would cer­
tainly change the construction game. {Continued on page 216)

It was the land—20(1 acres of fields and woods 
in soulhern Wisconsin—that first struck the 
owners of the barn on these pages. They wanted 

keep the land as a wonderful natural preserve, 
and then they thought they might build a big 
open summerhouse there, too. for themselves and 
lliri i lour children. They didn't consider the 
barn itself at the beginning, but their architect. 
Stanley Tigerman, came out to the farm, saw 
the barn situated high on a hil l , and convinced 
them instead to convert the barn itself into a 
house they could come to all year round. Tlie 
barn was derelict, but the beautiful stonework— 
tlie fouiulation—was there, and coliunns. beams, 
rafters. ''We respected the tradition of that 
barn," say the owners, "how the man who came 
out in his horse-drawn carriage must have felt 
about building it—such craft—and we didn't 
want to change the antiquity of it or the open­
ness. We live in the inner city, see nothing but 
brick. You must look out; if you have to look 
in too much, it's scary. The barn itself lets us 
alwavs look out." In keeping with the tradition 
they respected, architect Tigerman came up w ith 
an open-plan. leave-ever\ thing-exposed design, 
and the barn was then built back again by local 
workmen. ' ' I t took almost three years lo llnish 
the barn: we set up a trailer and came out every 
weekend and all summer. And it worked. When 
e\cr\ thing is exposed—structure, siding, equip­
ment—you have to take pride in your craft; i t 
has to be good."

Mr. and Mrs. David Harrison 
have hams, sides of bacon, and 
pork shoulders from their own 
hogs smoked for them at their 
farm in Virginia. The smoke­
house, dating back to Mr. Har­
rison's grandfather, is about 20-
by-20 feel, with a pit in the cen­
ter for the fire and a chimney 
above. Mrs. Harrison says that 
because of its strong, distinctive 
flavor and saltiness, a Vir<riniu 
ham should always be served 
with a bland-flavored meal such 
as turkey orchicken, never alone. 

V i r g i n i a R a m 

Ham smoking is a complicated 

process and requires elaborate 

installation as well as constant, 

careful checking to determine if 

there is spoilage. 

After butchering, bury the 

ham in salt—this is the curing 

process. Ham should remain in 

the salt 1-5 weeks, and is best 

done at a temperature of 10-50°. 

Probe shinbone occasionally 

with a skewer—if it smells sweet, 

all is well. H spoilage has set in. 

ham must be thrown away. Wash 

well but don't dry loo thorough-

ly. 
Prepare a mixture of half 

borax, half black pepper, a little 

saltpeter (about 1 ounce for 4 

cups of the mixture I . and some 

cayenne (if desired). The Har­

risons put this in a large jar. 

punch holes in the top. and 

sprinkle it on the underside of 

the ham. rubbing it well into all 

flesh and bone areas, but not on 

the skin. Put a sturdy wire 

d]rouu;h the hock of ham and 

hang it (the smoking may be 
done in a proper smoke house 
or in a smoke oven or smoke box 
big enoujih for just 1 ham I. 

The Harrisons build their 
fire in a huge old pot in the pit, 
which is in the center of the 
smokehouse. It is made of green 
hickory wood and kept smolder­
ing, with additional wood being 
added about every other day. It 
is best to smoke in damp weath­
er—then the fire keeps smoking 
and smoldering. In a smoke­
house, hang the ham about 5-6 
feet from fire over a drip pan. 
Smoke 2 weeks or longer. Test 
for spoilage while the ham is 
still warm by probing the shin-
bone w ith a skewer and smelling 
for sweetness. 

Package the ham in an un­
bleached cloth bag. It can be 
stored in any room temperature, 
but should be hung so that it 
doesn't touch anything else—the 
ham needs to breathe. If the 
meal becomes moldy, scrape it 
off. The ham can then be kept 
for at least 2 years; Mr. and Mrs. 
Harrison have eaten hams that 
had been kept for 4 years. 

BnkofI Virniinia l lnn i 

Put a V irginia ham in a washtub 

and soak 24 hours in water to 

cover. Change the water once. 

This process removes some of 

the saltiness. Scrub off all mold 

with a stiff scrub brush. 

Put ham in a ham boiler 

(the Harrisons use a copper 

onel, cover w ith water, and lioil. 

Vi hen a little bone on the under­

side of ham. known as the 

"mouse bone," becomes loose, 

ham is cooked. 

Remove from water and 

skin, but do not cut off fat. The 

day of serving, pat a generous 

amount of brown sugar onto 

ham, then pat bread crumbs on 

top. Bake in a 350° oven until 

sugar and crumbs form a crust. 

The ham ma) be served warm, 

but should not be served hot 

from the oven. Carve it into pa­

per tliin slices and serve with

Robert Ackart of Kalonah. N.Y. , 
author of The Hundred Menu 

Chicken Cookbook, recently pub­
lished by Grosset & Dunlap, feels 
that the most successful home 
smoking is done with fish. He 
says that the only equipment 
needed is a barbecue grill with 
a lid or hood to retain the smoke. 
After smoking the fish. Mr. Ack­
art likes to use the fish as a 
flavorful ingredient in various 
dishes. 

.Sni4»koil-FiNh Pudtlin;^ 
This elegant dish is of Scandi-
na\ ian origin. It is usually made 
with fresh fish, but Mr, Ackart 
finds that the lightly smoked fish 
fillets give a pleasant pungency. 

1 cup sour cream 
P/2 teaspoons dried dill weed 

Salt 
Butter 
1 pound smoked fish [diets, 

chopped 
11/4 cups milk 
2 eggs 

2 tablespoons potato flour 
1/2 teaspoon ground cumin 
1/4 cup dry white wine

First make the sauce: Combine 
sour cream, dill, and a pinch of 
salt. Set it aside until ready to 
serve—the flavor improves upon 
standing,

Throw on dried or fresh 
herbs for fla\or. 

Saute livers and gizzards of 
whatever fowl you are smoking 
and serve with drinks. 

If fish is to be frozen before 
smoking, freeze without clean­
ing and gutting. Then the mo­
ment the fish is thawed, clean it 
to preserve maximum freshness. 

Don't put fish and fowl in 
the same brine. 

Smoked fish can be refrig­

erated for 5-6 months and retain 

flavor but does not freeze well.

and 1 egg white, all shaken mightily with ice and strained 
into a glass I : and the Gin Fizz (2 jiggers gin. juice of Vi; 
lemon, sugar to taste, white of an egg, ice; shake, strain, 
pour). 

But (lid you know that an egg white adds a completely 
new and impressive dimension to a Bloody Mary or a Martini 
or a Coffee Cocktail (1 cup black coffee, '-^ jigger creme de 
cacao or Cointreau, l j jigger cognac, ma\be some sugar if 
you like it very sweet) ? In fact, it goes well w ith a Side Car, 
loo (2 jiggers cognac. 1 of Cointreau, a dash of lemon or 
lime juice, shaved ice), and with any cocktail that needs to be 
vigorously shaken. 

I mentioned tlie eyebrow-raising properties of cham­
pagne with cassis, but cassis is good with plain white wine, 
or with white \ermouth. as well. The white wine version is 
called a " K i r " in France, after a well-known priest of that 
name who is supposed to have invented it. AH versions are 
simple. You put half a jigger, more or less according to your 
own taste, in the bottom of a generous wine glass, and fill it 
up with cold, cold wine or vermouth. 

A frappe makes a cooling opening gambit to a meal. too. 
Fill a short glass with crushed ice: pour over it enough aper­
itif—Pernod, vermouth. Dubonnet, creme de menthe. or what-
have-you—to fill the glass up. say a jigger and a half. Sip it 
through a short straw if you don't like the ice against your 
lips. The French often serve a frappe with the liquor and 
the ice separately, so you can mix it yourself and add a 
splash of seltzer or club soda to taste.

H ouse plants that have

Old-
fashioned potting soil is hard to come 
by these days, but even so there is no 
need In settle for just any kind of dirt 
to see your plants through the rigors 
of (I long winter indoors. Many indoor 
gardeners sivear by a mix of easily 
availalAc materials formulated hy the 
Plant Serrirc Drptntmcnt of (.oruell 
University. Plants of all kinds thrive 
on it. The materials arc clean, light-
weight, ca.sy to handle. The '^'Cornell 

Mix'' cttnsists of equal jmrts of shredded peatmoss and J\o. 4 horticultural vermiculite. 
HeginniniL with a bushel of each of these bulky materials, add 10 level tablespoons of 
ground limestone, 3 level tablespoons of potassium nitrate (sold in drugstores as salt­
peter), and 1 teaspoon of chelated iron. A gallon of warm water added as the ma­
terials arc being mixed will keep down the dust and make the finished product easy 
to handle. Except for the nitrate—ivhich is (juickly used up—there is not much plant 
nutriment in ////.s mixture, so be sure to set up a feeding program for your plants as 
soon as they arc rooted into their new soil. Some growers get good results by applying 
fertilizer with every watering. Getting a properly weak solution is a problem if you 
use this method, but the rule is: Frequent light feedings are best.
