To many mothers’ dismay, young children are often suspicious of
the food placed before them. They feel it, they ask “what is it?”

They’re probing
more, reading more labels, digging deeper into the world of nutri-
tion.

Does rare meat have more protein than well-done meat?
Not at all. If meat is cooked on a rack until well done, more fat

is likely to be expressed as “drippings” than is lost in rare meat

The more fat discarded the lower the calorie value—but the proteir:

value is unaffected.

W hat is the difference between whole-grain rice and the re-
fined white rice that we Americans consume?

Calorically there is little difference among brown, refined, and
enriched white rices. Both brown and enriched white rice. how-
ever, are nutritionally preferable to refined, unenriched white rice.
Brown rice contains three times the fiber content of the white rices.
and more calcium, phosphorous, sodium, potassium, riboflavin, and
niacin, while enriched white rice contains over twice as much iron,

one-fourth more thiamin, and one-third less niacin than brown rice.

Do you think patients get adequate nutritional direction
from their doctors?
Nutrition is a relatively new science. Although many medical

The human face is a fascinating thing. It can speak volumes.
It can inspire poetry. It can launch a thousand ships. We may
forget a name. but we rarely forget a face. “We have,” says
Desmond Morris in The Naked Ape, “the most subtle and com-
plex facial expression system of all living animals. By making
tiny movements of the flesh around the mouth, nose. eyes, eye-
brows, and on the forehead, and by recombining the move-
ments in a wide variety of ways, we can convey a whole range
of complex mood-changes.”

It is hardly surprising, then, that the look of our faces
should play such an enormous part in our lives. Right from its
first wrinkled, bumpy. pink appearance on this earth, the face
is in the limelight.

“People differ more in facial skin than in any other bio-
logical facet.” says Dr. Albert M. Kligman, professor of der-
matology at the University of Pennsylvania School of Med-
icine. “They differ more than they do in their intelligence or
in their instincts. No two faces are alike. When we study the
skin of forearms, there are similarities between people—but
we are highly differentiated animals as far as facial skin is
concerned.”

It is therefore difficult to generalize about facial skin, which
is unfortunate since we care more about our faces looking
good than any other part of our bodies (figures coming a
close second, I would think). Oily skin, dry skin, Northern
complexion, Mediterranean complexion—Dr. Kligman recom.
mends the following seven things to keep every face looking

its best:

I Clean your face with mild soap, cleansing milks or
creams in moderation. Twice a day should be enough.
Your face is cleaner than you think. Too much cleansing
over the years can cause damage.

Occasional mild massage with a gently abrasive cloth
2 or cold water stimulates the blood flow in facial skin
and helps it to look its best.

Keep the surface of your skin smooth with emollients—
31}105! moisturizers and creams do the job. Emollients
will keep the skin’s sur face in its best condition, but will
not retard the aging process.

September is a burgeoning time. Rooftop gardens, backyard patches
bloom copiously: the stores have a wide variety of fresh produce.
This is a time for feasting, for conserving, for being grateful for the
generous rewards of nature.

It’s an American tradition to celebrate this bounteous season with
county and state fairs. | think it would be fun to have a county
fair party—banners, bunting, flags, the works! To take advantage
of the daylight, I'd start the party fairly early in the late afternoon
and benefit from the outdoors. Friends will be invited to bring their
own, home-grown, potentially prize-winning produce to be exhibited
on bunting-trimmed tables set up outside—rare melons, perfect
tomatoes, out-of-the-ordinary vegetables, Jush fruits that will be
“judged” later by a committee.

For the early comers, a half-keg of beer on ice and lots of buttery
popeorn, pretzels, and old-fashioned peanuts in the shell. Non-
drinkers will enjoy icy schooners of root beer. There’d be horseshoe
pitching, darts, tugs of war, Indian wrestling, any nostalgic sport.
Before the actual dinner hour I plan to add applejack drinks and
hard cider for more clout, to be served with cheese and crackers.
During the drinking hour it would be fun to have band music, live
if there’s a rentable one or on records—there are a great many to
choose from.

What else for such a party but the groaning board, buffet style,
checked tablecloths, heavy crockery and the like. For a spoof. the
main dishes could be “prized” with merit badges—a blue-ribbon
ham glazed with syrup and honey. an extravagance of garden vege-
tables in separate dishes, a cauldron of mashed potatoes or new
potatoes, baked beans redolent with ginger, molasses, mustard, and
salt pork. “Prize-winning” breads in abundance too—anadama,
honey wheat, cornmeal—all homemade or approximations thereof,
to be slathered with sweet butter from tubs. What’s a cooking con-
test without preserves served from the original jars—apple and
quince butters, bread-and-butter and watermelon and cantaloupe
pickles, end-of-the-garden relish, whatever may be found or made.

In addition, there would be another “prize” table of cakes and
pies and an offering of ruby pink sass (rhubarb) and applesauce
to surfeit the appetite for old-fashioned foods. You might even be
daring and serve fresh milk to wash it down, as well as plenty of
coffee and cider.

For a smaller group. stew in a pumpkin is fine harvest fare
and looks great. Marvelous from now to Halloween. You scoop out
the seeds, butter the insides of the pumpkin well, and bake about
ten minutes to the pound until almost done. Fill with a favorite beef
stew recipe, adding corn, cubed sweet potato, and a cup or so of
Marsala. Cover with the pumpkin lid and bake until the gourd is
soft, the stew hot. Serve right from the pumpkin. All that’s needed
to round out the meal is a hearty bread for gravy sopping. A fitting
finish could be deep-dish fruit pie, fruit turnovers, or jelly-glazed
baked apples plus cheese.

LET'S BRING THE METRIC SYSTEM
HOME TO AMERICA

Next to champagne, France’s great
contribution to civilization is the
metric system. But it all began
when the U.S. set up a system of
decimal money.

On April 29, 1778, two elderly
gentlemen stood before the Acad-
emy of Sciences in Paris. They em-
braced, kissing each other on both
cheeks, and the normally staid and
sober academicians erupted into
cheers. The embrace was a bit
awkward, to be sure, since one of
the men was American, unaccus-
tomed to the French mode of salu-
tation. He was Dr. Franklin of
Philadelphia, enly American mem-
ber of the Academy,
a diplomatic mission for the brand
new United States of America.
Older of the two, and more fragile,
was none other than Voltaire, hu-
manist, satirist, and a leading pro-
ponent of the ideas set forth in
Jean-Jacques Social
Contract. Rousseau himself would

Classicism was another watch-
word of the time, so the various
measuring units have classical
names.

ment in {luil}‘ use: metric, engi-
neers, machinists’, and man-in-
the-street (English). All of these
are different and mutually incom-
patible: A tenth of a foot is not an
inch: a tenth of an inch has mno
recognizable relationship to a foot;

[ a centimeter does not relate to

either, etc. Is this the “American
practicality” of Franklin’s ime?

A case might be made for the
proposition that generations of
American school children have
grown up hatine mathematies sim-
ply because of the confusion in
their minds about evervday mea-
surements: a foot divided into 12
inches, each in turn divided into
halves, cighths,  six-
teenths and so on; a square foot
with 144 square inches and an acre
with 43,000 thereabouts)
square feet. Is it any wonder we
have trouble figuring the number
of square vards in the kitchen
floor?

The blessed simplicity of count-
ing money would, vou might think,
make us all realize the advantage
of using decimals for other things.
But, like children imagining fear-
some creatures in the dark corers
of a familiar room, people have
frichtened themselves about the
metric system. The bogey is the
prospect of having to “convert”
one set of units into the other and,
like most bogeys. it exists only in
imagination. When we begin using
metric measurements, all the con-
version have already been
done by the people who make the

measuring tools. The rest of us
have only to switch yardsticks and
pay no attention to how many cen-
timeters there may be in an inch
or IlU\Y lnllll.\' ounces t” d ]\'i.lﬂl!::]'ill“.

For example: Everyone who has
driven an automobile in a foreign
country has felt a brief shock upon
noticing a speedometer ]'(-.’ildhll_{ of
85 or thereabout. The shock passes
(]I_ll-('k].‘-"\ though, with the realiza-
tion that 85 kilometers per hour is
only a moderate speed. Your own
sense of velocity and the speed of
passing traffic tell you that, and
there is no need to translate the
figure into miles per hour.

When the U.S. finally comes
around to going metric there will
be occasion for a few jokes, no
real difficulties. A woman on a re-
ducing diet might get a laugh by
declaring she was “down to 75.”
Of course, 75 kilograms is still

pretty hefty. And it might amuse
some pt-nple to say it was time to
turn the air conditioner on full
blast because the temperature had
gone up to 32. Since normal body
temperature is 36 on the Celsius
scale, discomfort at 32 is to be
expected.

volved in ('h;mf_{ing equipment,
either. On weighing scales and
other gadgets that indicate mea-
surements on a dial, it is only nec-
essary to change the figures on the
dial itself—the rest of the mechan-
ism stays just as it was. Centimeter
rules instead of foot rules, meter
sticks instead of vardsticks—these
are inexpensive, simple to make.

Maybe we love the compoundecd
confusion of our various measur-
ing systems too much to change.
But the rest of the world—even old
England—has long since switched
to the unified decimal way of mea-
suring things. Since we started it
all with our money, it would seem
only fitting for us to go the rest of
the way. Adoption of the metric
system might even be a most be-
coming way of observing our bi-
centennial. Ben Franklin,
helped to get the whole thing
started, would be for it. ® ;

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Spring miracles from bulbs
to plant now through December

eptember through December is the time to set bulbs in your garden to flower in
spring—or in a pot in your refrigerator to bloom indoors. A bulb is a miracle, an
encapsulated embryo flower parkaged in its own plain brown wrapper, carrying
its own food supply and time clock, easy to grow, asking only a cool launching pad
R for its reliable rocket-thrust of color. In a garden, most bulbs also multiply. Tulips and
hyacinths rarely match their first year’s opulence, but many will repeat.

Some general pointers: Buy the best, order early, plant promptly. (If planting is de-
layed, store in open bags in a well-ventilated cool place; in the deep South, refrig-
erate twelve weeks before planting.) Set tulips out last, even after Thanksgiving in
warm spells, in midwinter in the deep South. Plant bulbs tip up, twice as deep as
@ they are round, about 3 inches down and 3 inches apart for small bulbs, twice that
8 for large ones. Figure on four large bulbs per square foot in a fertile bed, one per
foot if naturalizing daffodils in a lawn or meadow. Use 1 teaspoon bonemeal in the
bottom of a bulb's planting hole or 1 pound per 100-foot row. If soil is stodgy, loosen
it with sand or compost. Plant tulips 7-12inches down if moles, mice, or winter-heav-
ing are a problem. After a bulb blooms, snap off its energy-sapping seed pod before
it can develop, but do not cut or mow foliage until it is yellow and rio longer building
food reserves. For winter bloom indoors: 1. For each 6-inch pot, figure on 1 quart
growing medium, plus shards or pebbles for drainage and fill with three to five daf-
fodils or hyacinths or six to seven tulips or ten to fifteen muscari. Barely cover bulb
tips, water thoroughly, drain, and leave at room temperature for a week or more to
initiate root development. 2. Move pot to refrigerator or other dark area with temper-
ature 40-50 degrees for ten to fourteen weeks. Keep potting medium moist to the
touch. (A cold garage, trench, or basement window-well is good if pots are well
mulched.) 3. Move pot out of storage about a month before desired blooming time—for
Valentine's Day, plant and chill by mid-October, take out in January if bulbs have
sprouted and roots show through drainage holes. Put in dim place, 55-65 degrees, for
a week or two. (Each temperature change simulates nature.) 4. When sprouts are
3-4 inches tall, move to room temperature and window light to bring them into bloom.

Who can bear to let all this beneficence just wither and fade away?
I put up foods compulsively for later enjoyment and to avoid wast-
ing any of the fresh produce that comes my way. I like to set a jar
of special preserves at each place at an informal supper
party—a gift to take home. Putting special labels on the jars
they become substitute place cards.

Put up the unusual and hard-to-get: herb jellies. basil for
veal or beef, tarragon with poultry, rosemary and lamb, horseradish
with cold meats. Follow the mint jelly recipe on the bottled pectin
label, substituting the herb of your choice. Dried herbs can be used
too, but in smaller quantities. The basic taste of the tisane will tell.
Vegetable colors can give a different “green” to each variety as well
as an appetizing tint. Rose geranium jelly and rose hip jam were
classic with the Sunday roast chicken of my grandmother’s day.
They are still delicious as are wild grape conserve with game and

green grape and mint jelly with wildfowl.

arlier this year a last bas-

tion of snobbery

crumbled when two of
France’s leading gastronomic crit-
ics, Henri Gault and Christian Mil-
lau, were quoted in Newsweek as
having come out in praise of Cali-
fornia wines. Not so long ago they
had dismissed them with Gallic
scorn as “science-fiction bever-
ages.” Now, after a tasting trip to
the Napa Valley, the verdict was
—4a cumpleie volte-face. Ameri-
cans, they conceded, were capable
of producing some very great
wines, especially in the realm of
the Cabernet Sauvignons, some of
which rivaled the finest Bordeaux.
At a private tasting in Paris, a
Beaulieu 1969 Private Reserve
Cabernet Sauvignon costing $6.30
was voted a peer of Chateau Pet-
rus 1967 selling in America for
$80. The supercritics also had kind
words for Gallo’s Hearty Burgun-
dy, calling it hard to beat at the
price—$1.30 a fifth.

This is no surprise to those of us
who have been enjoying and talk-
ing up California wines for the
last decade. The progress in those
years has been spectacular, as riv-
ers of money have j_{ushvd into new
and old wineries, and quality has
been boosted by increased plant-
ings of the top grape varieties in
microclimates specially suited to
them. The efforts of the more dedi-
cated winery owners and wine-
makers to improve their wines
have put mmpetitors on their met-
tle. As a result, today you can
count on finding something good
at every price level, from the de-
pendable and very drinkable ge-
neric jug wines to limited bottlings
of extraordinary value.

Varietal bottling is the name of
the game, and more and more a
standard practice, as American
wine drinkers become increasingly
conscious of, and more curious and
savvy about what they are buying,
Although California law requires
only 51 percent of the name grape
in a varietal bottling, with more
grapes available many wineries are
using from 75 to 100 percent. They
no longer have to blend for eco-
nomic reasons. If they do, it is by
choice—for consistency of taste, to
supply the acidity or fruitiness that
might be lacking in a wine, or to
make it drinkable earlier. Best of
all, they can now hold for longer

wine
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the reds that need bottle age, in-
stead of releasing them before they
are ready, to meet the demand.

In the future, you'll be seeing
some unfamiliar names, as vintners
opt to bottle varietally wines they
have mainly used for blending,
such as Merlot, Carignane, Ruby
Cabernet, French Colombard, and
Flora. This opens up a whole new
field of exploration. It is fascinat-
ing to taste a bottle from one win-
ery against another and discover
how the region where the grape
was grown, the method of wine-
umking, and the ;tging can affect

ed whole and uncrushed to yield
a very fruity, fragrant wine that
can, in fact, must, be drunk while
still in its infancy. Both the Beau-
jolais Primeur and the Beaujolais
Nouveau (Primeur is marketed
and drunk before the end of the
harvest year, Nouveau two or three
months later) have been a huge
success in America since they
made the New York scene three or
four years ago. California vintners
have obviously taken to heart the
advantages of having a deliciously
drinkable young red wine that can
hit the market fast.

Last year Sterling also bottled a
Merlot Primeur right after the har-
vest, borrowing the Beaujolais sys-

crosses have made it. Two of the
most successful have been the
Ruby Cabernet, a cross betweer
Cabernet Sauvignon and (,‘.arig-
nane, and Emerald Riesling, &
cross between Muscadelle ancd
White Riesling and the grape that
goes into Paul Masson’s popular
proprietary wine, Emerald Dry.

While most effort has gone to-
ward table grape varieties suited
to hot regions, new varieties are
also being bred for the cool coastal
counties that would be equal in
quality to the traditional varietals
grown there, but capable of hear-
ing more heavily. Practically all of
these are Cabernet types, among
them a white Cabernet. According
