Less than 200 miles from Paris 
and London, Sark, one of the 
tiniest Channel Islands, is still 
centuries away in spirit. Planes 
and cars are forbidden. The 
loudest sounds you're likely to 
hear are cowbells or the buzz 
of bees. Sark is under the hered- 
itary rule of a Seigneur, who 
lives in the centuries-old stone 
Seigneurie. Every Monday his 
rose-clustered gardens and 
grounds are open to the public 
and occasionally he will pop 
outside to pose obligingly for a 
picture. Though allied with 
Britain, island ties to France are 
strong. French is a second lan- 
guage, the food has a certain 
French piquancy, and most 
visitors are French. As free 
ports, the Channel Islands arc 
a shopper's paradise.

In a white and glass-brick Art Deco 
building near the railroad tracks you will find Zuckermann 
Harpsichords, Inc., which produces more instruments than all 
the rest of the world combined. This is the think tank where 
the designers and draftsmen work. The main factory and ware- 
house are in Philadelphia. There's a showroom in New York, 
and agents who stock the finished instruments and do-it-your- 
self kits in Europe, South Africa, Australia, and New Zealand. 
,But in Stonington, you will find David Way, president and 
owner of the enterprise, which sells over 3,000 kits a year. 
Prices range from $225 for a Fretted Clavichord Kit to $5,500 
for a fully finished French Double Harpsichord.

Garden class in San Francisco 

11 your garden is a disaster and 
you want to know how to put it 
right, and you also happen to 
live in San Francisco, then you 
are lucky indeed.

Each month from October to 
June, students meet in small 
groups in a different member's 
garden. The class lasts 2 hours, 
giving a chance for on-the-spot 
Study, with the class making 
suggestions for improvement or 
a new design. Mrs. Wolff sifts 
the best ideas and starts putting 
the garden scheme into action 
there and then. She follows it 
up with a detailed letter to the 
garden   owner  next   day.   Stu-

dents report that the coopera- 
tive effort leads to more experi- 
mental and imaginative garden 
plans. Beth Gordon, for exam- 
ple, with moral support from 
the group, totally remodeled 
her backyard from a steep, ter- 
raced garden, to a one-level 
garden with a grass area, a play 
space for her child, and a pot- 
ting shed. 

Mrs. Wolff augments meet- 
ings with guest lecturers, shops 
for plant material with her stu- 
dents and. toward the end of 
the course, takes everyone on a 
field trip. It's an experience de- 
signed, she says, mostly for the 
young and eager novice who 
wants to learn more. 

Here is her recipe for com- 
post: In a wooden box, mix 
sawdust, kitchen waste (tea 
leaves, coffee grounds, egg- 
shells, peelings, etc.), garden 
waste (grass cuttings, petals, 
pruning snips), animal waste 
(from small vegetarian ani- 
mals—turkey, chicken, rabbit), 
ashes, and bone meal. Dampen 
the compost as you combine it.

but not soggy. Keep turning it 
over, letting it he.it up, and age 
with the container covered.

in prison. Even prescription 
drugs are to be cleared by a cus- 
toms officer. 

Not only do Bermudians want 
their island drug-free but their 
visitors clean-cut. Just as the mil- 
itary or certain summer camps 
require appropriate dress, so in 
Bermuda one is expected to wear 
white on the tennis couit, jackets 
and ties at dinner. The ladies are 
encouraged to wear long skirts or 
dressy pant suits. It might even 
be that tiny bikinis should be left 
at home. 

Another instance of Bermuda's 
attitude of preventing problems 

Bermuda is famous for reef 
and deep-sea fishing. For both 
you need to charter a boat. 
What you may not know is that 
with a simple rod and reel any 
body can wade into the water 
off any number of hotel 
beaches and catch bonefish, 
pompano, gray snapper, and 
mackerel. I added one happy 
element to this shore fishing. 
Captain Peter Perinchief (di- 
rector of the Fishing Informa- 
tion Bureau at the Department 
of Tourism, who can advise 
visitors on fishing and chart- 
ers), took me bonefishing in a 
small outboard. We wandered 
from small*beach to little cove 
looking for a 2 foot long fish 
that weighs from 6 to 12 
pounds. Wearing Polaroid 
glasses that cut the glare, we 
could see into the water better 
than a small  dachshund who 

was also chasing fish  in 
shallows, tail wagging. He 
hard at it when we arrived 
was still happy with little 
cess when we left.

Cottages wing out from the main cedar- 
paneled lodge that is a cross between a 
big rambling Canadian fishing camp and 
the Lyford Cay Club in the Bahamas. 
Though it is a club, it is possible to stay 
there if recommended by a member or 
someone who has stayed there before. 
It is also possible to have Newstead and 
Horizons, other cottage colonies, arrange 
for their guests to have lunch there. 

Food 
Knowing that a week of eating normally 
but substituting fish for meat is a no- 
effort and high-nutrition way to slim 
down, I knew that the first kind of in- 
formation I needed was the decoding of 
local fish names. One is told that the best 
eating fish on the island is a white meat 
rock fish—read grouper—which means 
that it is a fat fish rather than a slim sole 
shape. There are many different ways to 
do rockfish from plain pan-broiled to a 
rockfish package made out of a filet 
wrapped with a whole banana in banana 
leaves tied with a string and then bar- 
becued. 

Warm-weather lobster is available in 
most restaurants. It's not really like its 
New England relative though just as ex- 

pensive. There are also guinea chicks the 
size of baby lobsters, which make the 
perfect quantity for someone with a 
small appetite. Also if a large lobster 
often seems as rich as steak is. stick to 
these tiny Hfhgoustes, which are tender, 
tender and sweet. Fish steaks, if you 
think of swordfish as a kind of fish steak, 
include another fish called the Wahoo, 
which, when the restaurants can get it. 
is sliced thick and broiled. Pompano is 
available if you catch it yourself and 
bring it into the hotel kitchen, but there 
is a ban on pompano caught by com- 
mercial fishermen. At off moments dur- 
ing the year, frozen fish is served in 
Bermuda, whether because certain fish 
are out of season locally or are not avail- 
able in large enough quantities. So be 
sure to ask for what is fresh. 

Here are a few of the re-^Uiurants I 
tried. Bermudians tend to eat at home or 
in the dining rooms of the cottage col- 
onies near them, so the best person to 
compare notes with is a covisitor who 
went out to dinner last night. Tom 
Moore's Tavern has been so full of 
charm for over 200 years as to have be- 
come, for good reason, a cliche well 
worth the price and a visit. Spilling from 
room to room in an old, limewashed. 
dark-beamed house jerrybuilt out over a 
mangrove swamp, the tavern offers real- 

ly good lobster—thermidor, Newburg, 
or au gratin—at lunch and dinner. If 
you want meat, theirs is flown in from 
the States fresh, not frozen. The rock 
fish, or whatever is the fresh fish on a 
certain day, is usually prepared "a la 
Moore" which means broiled and served 
with a cream sherry sauce with mush- 
rooms. But both the lobster and rockfish 
are wonderful just broiled. 

One restaurant that Bermudians all 
seem to know about is the Lobster Pot 
right in Hamilton. There the rockfish is 
broiled with some almonds and served 
with wedges of lemon. The broccoli is 
fresh and perfectly undercooked, the 
hard rolls have soft, moist centers and 
are piled attractively in a basket with 
huge foil-wrapped pats of New Zealand 
butter scattered in between. For dessert, 
the banana fritters with or without the 
dark rum poured over are worth the 
calories. A meal in itself, if you order 
a large bowl, is their fish chowder which 
is dark and thick to the point of being 
a bouillabaisse. The custom is to season 
this already spicy brew with either dark 
rum or red peppers that have marinated 
in cooking sherry. 

Captain Rudy Richardson owns a sim- 
ple, clean seafood restaurant wedged 
between the road and the beach on the

Be!field's offers tea 
that ranges from 
one sweet thing to the 
next... cakes...

way to the airport. Rudy's produces a 
kind of soul-seafood from fish Rudy 
himself catches in his other life as a 
sport-charter fisherman. Try the shark 
hash, it's offered hot or cold, but it really 
needs to be at least warm—served with- 
out a sauce and meant to be slightly dry 
and very spicy. The chowder here is 
more like a fish broth based on a very 
rich, strained fish stock. The place has 
no atmosphere, which is a kind of at- 
mosphere and often a very relaxing one. 
A breeze comes off the water most 
nights. The gourmet platter consists of a 
baby lobster, two fried scallops, and 
two shrimps, and it makes a perfect light 
dinner. Served with it, which is typically 
Bermudian, is a brownish rice with 
black-eyed peas stirred in. 

There is one English teaplace, also a 
little antiques and china shop, where the 
tea is really marvelous and the antiques 
add more atmosphere than inventory. 
Belfield's offers tea that ranges from one 
sweet thing to the next. Shortbread-like- 
cakes called iron bread cooked on. a 
griddle, some real shortbread cookies 
with scalloped edges, a very moist and 
not too big chocolate cupcake with a 
thick coconut icing, slivers of raisin-rich 
dark fruit cake—all ring around the 
most shockingly sweet thing of all, which 
is something called syllabub. It could 
only be English and no wonder they 
have trouble with their teeth. It is in fact 
a small jelly glass filled with guava or 
currant jelly and topped with whipped 
cream with sherry in it. The sweetest 
thing I've ever tasted, though not rich 
and sweet the way a chocolate dessert 
is. Wonderful. At lunch time Belfield's 
also serves something that one hears 
about local people making but one rarely 
finds in restaurants. Its called paw-paw 
Montespan. Paw-paw is our papaya and 
though it is often eaten ripe in Bermuda, 
the green fruit when steamed serves as 
a vegetable. (It is also used as a meat 
tenderizer.) The Montespan part in- 
volves layers of onion, tomato, cheese, 
and ground round—each ingredient first 
sauteed and then put into a large casse- 
role where it all cooks together for 30 
to 40 minutes. The two cookbooks rec- 
ommended to me everywhere are also 
on sale here: What's Cooking in Ber- 
muda, by Betsy Ross and Bermuda's 
Best Recipes, by a committee of local 
ladies who pulled together many of the 
old Bermuda recipes.  ■

The knee-warming cheer of a roa 
wood fire or a quiet coal fire is ond 
the delights of winter. But don't foi 
that your fireplace should follow sal 
rules, too. Have you given it a chec| 
lately? 

Wood-fed   fires   automatically 
soot up the chimney shaft, until it fo 
a layer that gets thicker with each 
cessive fire. This dirt can build up 
become a fire hazard. As a safety 
sure, call in a chimney sweep to c 
out the sooty lining,  about every 
years. 

To make ash removal easier in 
future, line the fireplace floor \| 
aluminum foil, and then put in the 
grate. You probably aren't plannin 
but do not burn locust wood—it is a 
hard wood and can actually create a 
hot enough to melt the grate. Protect! 
area around the hearth from sparksl 
using a metal screen. 

Always be sure that the dampel 
open before a fire is started and do| 
close it again until the embers are cl 
pletely out. If you are in doubt whel 
the fire is dead, spray the ashes 
water.

A Break- 
fast Room. A Master Bedroom. A 
Guest Room, A Bathroom, Another

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increase, plus rising labor costs and ris- 
ing other costs, has dramatically raised 
the cost of building a house today. As 
of August, 1974, the median price for 
a one-family house was $35,700. Ex- 
actly 2 years later, it was $43,900. Al- 
though the medium square-footage of 
houses sold this year is larger than in 
the past 2 years. Ken Jeremiah of the 
National Association of Home Builders 
points out that these figures are decep- 
tive. Houses available for sale, he says, 
arc generally smaller this year than 
previously. But houses actually being 
sold are purchased by affluent people 
who choose the biggest homes on the 
market. 

In rentals units, meanwhile, the trend 
is towards efficiency or one-bedroom, 
rather than two- or three-bedroom apart- 
ments. One reason people are renting 
smaller spaces is, of course, shrinking 
budgets. But, according to Jeremiah, 
shrinking population also has something 
to do with it. "Because more women 
are in the labor market," he says, "and 
because of increased awareness of popu- 
lation-growth pressure on economic re- 
sources, families are having fewer chil- 
dren. So the demand on one-bedroom 
units will continue to increase, as the de- 
mand lessens for larger apartments." 

And so, in order to get the most out of 
our reduced environmental circum- 
stances, "multipurpose" is the trend—the 
catchall phrase for the design industry's 
current effort to stretch space in every 
way, shape, and form. As space becomes 
minimal, its uses must be maximized. 
Every designer's favorite household 
quote—"less is more"—takes on new 
urgency. Less now has to be more. So 

acutel) are designers aware of this fact 
that the) begin to sound less like design- 
ers and more like semantic; sts of the 
Space Age—which, indeed, this is, and 
not only in Star Trek terms. 

"I make spaces," says New York de- 
signer Angelo Donghia. "I say, 'Let's just 
call this The Living Space.'' 

"Living room? We never talk about 
living rooms anymore," explains; 
Pennsylvania designer Irwin Schoen. 
"We refer to living areas." 

"Room" implies boundaries; "space" 
or "area" does not. "Let's throw away 
the rules and laws and let spaces be what- 
ever they turn out to be," says Angelc 
Donghia. "I can see the whole house ex- 
ploding in front of me!" says New York 
architect Michael Kalil. 

In fact, the concept of multipurpose 
space is nothing new. As anthropologist 
Edward T. Hall points out in The Hid- 
den Dimension, it wasn't until the 18th 
century that rooms had specific names 
and functions and were set up to open 
into halls "like houses into a street." Be- 
fore that, "there were no spaces that 
were sacred or specialized. Strangers 
came and went at will, while beds and 
tables were set up and taken down ac- 
cording to the moods and appetites of 
the occupants." 

Nowadays, too, people are becoming 
more open. Although everyone has a 
need, at one time or another, for privacy, 
the human potentials movement (est, en- 
counter sessions, "group," be-yourself- 
above-all thinking) has made people less 
needful of facades to retire behind. 
People may want to be alone sometimes, 
but they also want to be together more 
frequently.

P >■ ing. big. opened-out space on the 
top floor of a Boston brownstone 
—was once a medley of servants' 
rooms and attic storage. Its brick 
walls, oak floor, high, raftered 
ceiling and wall of sliding glass 
doors to a big terrace are all 
modern architectural renovations 
put in by a building contractor 
who remodeled the house into 
apartments. The country-in-town 
feeling of brick and wood was 
just what the young student 
wanted, and she asked designer 
William Hodgins to create "a 
casual look with lots of space and 
no clutter." The palette of rustic 
browns sprang from a French 
chintz that now covers a fireside 
armchair. Hodgins suggested 
country oak furniture "because 
it stands tough treatment and 
looks good." With the English an- 
tique table, they liked the idea of 
an assortment of American Chip- 
pendale country chairs. "None of 
them match, that's the point." 
Hodgins says. "'It keeps the room 
casual. Matching chairs belong in 
formal dining rooms."

Very often, ten sit down 
for a supper of "simple, healths 
food." When there are more, a 
bullet is set on the table and 
everyone sits around casually.

When the 
hostess is actually cooking, guests 
gravitate to the kitchen end oi 
the room, where an old hope 
chest serves as a drinks table in 
front of a comfortable white 
linen-covered sofa. The kitchen, 
a U-shape recess off the main 
living space, was originally dark 
and gloomy with brown wooden 
cabinets.

Plain linens in rosy pink, 
bamboo beige, and white upholstered 
chairs. Other furniture is white. 
Total effect: a serene pastel scene. 
In contrast, the sitting bedroom is 
alive with pink peonies that ramble 
over walls, bed. and windows. It's 
peaceful, relaxing—and it also dou- 
bles as an alternative dining area 
when extra tables are set up here 
for dinner or afternoon tea.

To find just the 
thing you can  really love,  at a 
price you can love too, you must 
be willing to wait. 
Patience,  and per- 
sistence, pay off. 
The   rattan   chairs 

are    reproductions   of   Chinese 
Chippendale, and the carpet is a 
sturdy durrie, well on its way to 
valuable venerability. Once you 
have everything, color your room 
to complement it, like the blue 
here, to set oil  warm old wood 
and a wonderful   rug. The sofa 
here is modern, but classic in line. 
Like all furniture except the red 
parchment   nesting   tables,    it's 
from   Bloomingdale's.   Curtains 
and   dining  chair  cushions   are 
homemade of China Seas ikat- 
like cotton. The awkward spaces 
at each side of the windows were 
filled with wallboard above the 
ledge.

A movable garden 
of edible plants is 
a delight not to be 
missed good to 
look at, and, later, 
good to eat. Vege- 
tables are doubly 
deeorative in hand- 

some eontainers, but even a bushel basket 
incd with  perforated plastie ean serve as 
i mini farm. Plants are easily grown from 
<eed.   (These   are   all   from   Burpee   seed, 
started   indoors,   moved   out   after   frost.) 
Container growing varies little from ground 
growing, and, in fact, is easier. You don't 
have lo battle weeds, and if inseets attack, 
you deal with them selectively with sprays, 
or just a hard rinsing with water. Ideal pot- 
ting    soil    is    light 
weight     and     quick 
draining,     often     a 
combination of peat 
moss,       vermiculite, 
and perlite. While  1 
cubic foot of garden 
soil    can   weigh   50 
pounds,    packaged 
peat-lite     poses    no 
problem for the back 
or   for   balcony   or 
rooftop  either.   And 
it's   reusable.   Small 
vegetables    need    a 
depth    of    6    to 
inches;   large   ones, 
12   inches  or  more. 
Because   a   contain 
er's capacity is small, 
frequent watering is 
a must—once a day 
in    bright    weather.

HOW TO HAVE AN ARCHITECT-DESIGNED HOUSE WITH A TWO-STORY LIVING ROOM, HUGE EXPANSES 

OF GLASS, EVEN A ROOFTOP DECK—ALL ON A SMALL LOT     __^__^__^_^^^— 

Tt was a tall order. The owner wanted a house with a feeling of openness (but with 
pricey), big rooms and a great sense of style. All on a $30,000 budget. Architect 
Peter Hoppner accomplished it. Built two years ago, the handsome! 100-square-foot 
structure cost $29,200~not including the cost of the land ($4,800) or a ground- 
level terrace added later (another $1,200). Here's how he did it: 

HE KEPT THE SHAPE SIMPLE. Complicated forms are expressive and beautiful, but they 
are often expensive to construct. This house is a single box, 20 by 36 teet, 
and 27 feet high—simple but by no means uninteresting. 

HE CONCENTRATED ON SURFACES, with big glass doors and windows. Raising fixed-glass 
windows above floor level permitted use of less costly untempered 1/8-inch glass 
(without solid framing such glass would be susceptible to wind damage—as it is, it 
has survived one hurricane already). Windows are angled together at corners, 
right, which nearly doubles the view of the woods. Exterior siding is inexpensive- 
grade cedar punctuated by a balcony that visually emphasizes the door, far right.

If you 
don't, you could wind up spending a lot 
to fix some nasty surprises like leaks, 
buckled floors, and huge cracks in the 
walls as the house settles. Here's a 12 
point checklist that you might carry with 
you when looking at a new home or con 
dominium: 

( 1)   The roof: Watch out for shingles 
that have buckled at the edges or are un 
even. If they are, you can expect leaks or 
wind damage. 

(2) Drainage: All the gutters and 
drainpipes should connect evenly and 
smoothly. The downspout should extend 
away from the house for 2 feet at the 
bottom so that rain water is carried away 
from the basement. 

(3) Elevation: If the house is lower 
than the street, you'll probably have a 
damp or even soggy basement. 

(4) The basement: The wooden fram- 
ing members on the ceiling shouldn't be 
more than 16 inches apart. If they are, 
it's a red flag that the builder is cutting 
corners in the basic structure. What' 
more, it will sound like a kettledrum] 
whenever someone walks over flooi 
that's not covered by a carpet. 

(5) Ceilings   and   walls:   Check   for 
cracks and water stains.  They're  surel 
signs of a leak, which could be difficult! 
and expensive to trace and fix. 

(6) Plumbing fixtures: Turn on every 
faucet and then look under the sink to 
see if any water is leaking from the pipes 
Unconnected or badly soldered pipes un 
der the sink could be a tip-off to the same 
kind of problem behind walls and undeij 
floors. 

(7) Door and window edges: Yoi 
shouldn't be able to see any light aroun 
the edges. If you do, you'll suffer fro 
drafts and leaks. In fact, if the house has] 
been on the market for some time, ex 
tensive water damage may have alread} 
taken   place.

Frontage blanc 
"Like creme fraiche, frontage 
blanc is used primarily to finish 
sauces. We used American 'diet' 
ricotta as a base in the recipe 
below." Seasoned, it can be used 
as a dip. 

INGREDIENTS 
l'/2 cups (15-ounce jar) low-fat 

diet ricotta cheese 
4 level tablespoons low-tat 

yogurt 
very small pinch salt 

METHOD 
Put ricotta in the container of 
an electric blender. Add yogurt 
and salt. 

Blend the mixture at high 
speed and taste several times. 
The objective is to puree the ri- 
cotta until there is no trace of 
graininess left in the texture. 
Keep blending until this hap- 
pens. If you have trouble, the 
ricotta is not fresh enough; 
check the last sale date on The 
bottom of the jar when you buy 
it, to be sure the date is a good 
month awaj. 

Store the frontage blanc, 
covered, in the refrigerator for 
12 hours before using. Makes 
about 2 cups. About 26 calories 
per tablespoon. 

Low-calorie 
mayonnaise 

This is a very light mayonnaise, 
which, however, should be used 
sparingly, as it does contain 
both egg yolk and oil. Use it on 
top of and with salads, especial- 
ly vegetable salads, or salads 
dressed with vinaigrette.

Since you may 
not need the full quantity of the 
recipe at one time, you may fold 
only half the beaten white into 
half the quantity of mayonnaise 
and save the remaining sauce to 
use another time with a freshly 
beaten white. Makes about 34 
cup. About 32 calories per table- 
spoon.

lifornia cellar that will 
give you years of pleasure

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California wine cellar

The days when no connoisseur would 
have seriously considered stocking a cel- 
lar with California wines are long gone. 
California is now producing many 
extraordinary wines thai can more than 
hold their own with the best of Europe. 
()nl\ last May, a blind tasting was held 
in Paris of comparable French and Cali- 
fornia varietals, judged by some of the 
most super-critical palates in France. 
Two Napa Valley wines, a Chateau 
Montelena    1973   Chardonnay   and   a 
1972 Cabernet Sauvignon from Stag's 
Leap Wine Cellars, came first, besting a 
1973 Meursault Charmes. and a 1970 
Haut-Brion and a 1970 Mouton-Roth- 
schild. Remarked Jim Barrett, manag- 
ing cwner of Chateau Montelena. which 
had its first grape-crush in 1972. "Not 
bad i'o\ kids from the sticks." 

With more of the top varietal grapes 
available,   new  wineries  starting   every 
year, better distribution, and a constantly 
growing   market   of   enthusiasts,   more 
really outstanding California wines can 
be found today than ever before. Even 
the   small   wineries   with   tiny   outputs 
(sometimes referred to in a slightly pejo- 
rative way by the biggies as "boutique 
wineries") strive for a showcase in large 
cities   and   their   restaurants,   carefully 
allocating a few cases here, a few there. 

So while I'm not saying you can find 
all the best California wines everywhere, 
there are enough exciting and worthwhile 
wines  around   from   a  large   range   of 
wineries to make it feasible and fun to 
put together a California cellar. The se- 
lection I've made covers both wineries 
with   excellent   distribution—Almaden, 
Beaulieu, The Christian Brothers. Wente. 
Sebastiani.    Louis    Martini,    Mirassou, 
Robert Mondavi, and Sonoma Vineyards 
—and small ones such as Ridge. Chalone. 
Hanzell. and Dry Creek,  whose wines 
are in limited supply. If you look around, 
you should be able to find in your near- 
est  major city one or two  stores  that 
carry a good selection of premium Cali- 
fornia wines or will order them for you 
(providing there is a distributor in the 
state). Hunt for older vintages of Caber- 
net Sauvignon and Pinot Noir and un- 
familiar  labels,   and   acquaint  yourself 
with what each store has to offer. 

A good way to start is with the two 
great classics, Chardonnay and Cabernet 
Sauvignon. Many wineries are now mak- 
ing superb examples, so there is plenty of 
choice. Like white Burgundies. Chardon- 
nays that have been aged in oak are us- 
ually improved by being kept a few years. 
Certainly the best Cabernets, like red 
Bordeaux, will need at least 9 or 10 years 
to reach their peak, although some may 
be ready to drink sooner, depending on 
the vintage and the winery. While it isn't 
easy to find older vintages of Cabernet, 
you should certainly be able to buy the 

104 

current vintage we list as being on the 
market now. When it comes to Pinot 
Noir, a difficult grape in California, don't 
expect to find the equivalent of a great 
Burgundy. Only a few vineyards have 
ever made a success or this wine, and 
sou won't find many of the very best ex- 
amples around. You are better advised to 
try next Zinfandel and Petite Sirah. two 
reds that, when properly vinified, age 
magnificently. There are some spectacu- 
lar Zinfandels. Two other interesting reds 
are the gutsy, big Barbera, and Merlot— 
more often used as a blending wine for 
Cabernet Sauvignon than bottled as a 
varietal, but now emerging as a very in- 
teresting wine in the Bordeaux style. 

For current drinking, you should have 
a few bottles of the lighter red varieties, 
Camay and Camay Beaujolais and, for 
summer, a selection of roses. California 
roses are improving enormously as better 
grapes go into them; two to look for are 
the roses made of Cabernet Sauvignon 
and Petite Sirah grapes. 

The  other  top-rated  white  varietal, 

You owe it to your 
palate to stock your 
cellar with the 
best varietals— 
a balance between 
wine-growing regions 
Johannisberg Riesling (the grape of Ger- 
many) makes a delicate, fragrant wine 
that is best drunk within a year or so. Ex- 
ceptions are the late-harvest Rieslings that 
have been affected by the "noble rot," 
botrytis, and taken on the delicious, dry- 
honey sweetness of a German auslese 
(some California wineries did call their 
late-harvest Rieslings auslese, but a re- 
cent ruling stopped that). These can 
benefit from bottle age. However, for an 
alternate white, my preference is for Sau- 
vignon Blanc and Pinot Blanc (also 
grapes of Bordeaux and Burgundy). A lot 
of delicious crisp, dry Sauvignon Blanc 
(sometimes bottled as fume blanc) is 
coming out of California, and I find it one 
of the better all-purpose white wines— 
good as an aperitif. Not as many wineries 
make Pinot Blanc as Chardonnay, »ut at 
its best this can be of comparable quality. 

Chenin Blanc may be America's fav- 
orite white, but it isn't mine. I'm willing 
to admit, though, that a well-made dry 
Chenin Blanc can be agreeable. If you 
prefer Alsatian-style whites, there are 
some creditable California vt.sions of 
the spicy, fragrant Gewiirztraminer. 
Then you should certainly round out 
your cellar with some of the best Cali- 
fornia champagnes, le^s expensive than 
imports and well worth having whenever 
you feel in need of its lilting sparkle. 

If all this sounds like an ocean of wine, 
remember  that  California   produces  a 

range of over 50 varietals, of which these 
represent only a small proportion, and 
that you owe it to your palate to stock 
your cellar with the best varietals, with 
a balance between various wine-growing 
regions and different wineries for pur- 
poses of comparison. Of course, you can 
be selective, based on your own prefer- 
ences. If you like reds better than whites, 
or vice versa, stock your cellar accord- 
ingly. Consider how you are going to 
drink the wines—with food or on their 
own. The lighter, fresher wines may well 
be your favored before-dinner aperitif 
(white wine sales are running way ahead 
of red these days for just that reason). 

How much and what wine you buy 
will also depend to a great extent on how 
much space you can give up for storage. 
Unless you can set up an adequate, per- 
manent  wine  cellar  in a  basement oi 
closet, or a corner of the living room, 
even four cases of wine can be a crowd— 
especially if some of them are just going 
to lie there quietly aging. It is pretty harcB 
to cope with this in a one-room apart-1 
ment, although I did have a friend whosJ 
main  furnishings,  apart  from  a  tablejl 
chairs, and bed. were stacked with cases! 
of wine. Be realistic. If you don't havel 
much space, concentrate on whites anc 
reds you will drink quickly and replace 
with just a few superb bottles for aging 
Store wines, of course, on their sides 
away from heat, light, and vibration anc 
at an even, average temperature. 

Devise some way of identifying th 
wines and the dates you bought and use( 
them. One writer-about-wine keeps tht 
bills of sale and marks them off as wine 
are drunk, with comments. Another pos 
sibility—keep a wine log, entering th 
name of the wine, the vintage, where an 
when you bought it, how much you pai 
for it, the date opened, and what you an 
your guests thought of it. 

Make a point of buying and trying un 
familiar California wines wherever yoi 
happen to be. Then, if you like one, mak 
a note of it for your future wine cellai 
Good sources are the better restaurant 
(they have the better wines). catalogue 
of local wine merchants, and wine store 
in other cities. 

If you like the wines of a particula 
winery, try to get on its mailing lis 
Around 15 send out bulletins, newsle' 
ters, or notices of the recent harvest an 
vintage. A booklet put out by the Win 
Institute in San Francisco (165 Pc* 
Street, San Francisco, Cal. 94108! 
California's Wine Wonderland, give 
vineyard locations. 

Prices given in the wine lists are fc 
northern California. They will vai 
across the country from higher on tr 
East Coast to lower in other locales, bi, 
this is a good general average. Vintagf 
mentioned are those currently on tl 
market (N.V. indicates a non-vintaj 
wine), but you may, of course, find di 
ferent vintages in your shops. ■

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Condominiums come back 
After a few off years, the deman 
condominiums is starting to rise 
Some are even appreciating in val 
18 percent a year, which is just as'jjS'f 
as the appreciation on a house. Thi 
spite the fact that the number of 
dominiums has quadrupled in the 
five  years.  There  are,  however, 
vital   differences   that   you   shouli 
aware of. 

The biggest demand is for condc 
iums that are either in a city or a si 
close to a city. Condominiums in 
areas or remote suburbs aren't farii 
that well. Interestingly enough, that 
actly where the greatest demand fo 
gle family homes is. The reason is 
simple:  Single family homes appe 
families with children, while condc|p 
iums and co-operative apartments 
ally appeal to childless couples. In 
most condominium buyers are at tr 
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tremes of the family spectrum. At one 
end. there's the very young couple who 
buy a condominium ,i> a step towards 
home ownership. U hen the couple build 
up equity they can eventually sell the 
condominium and use the proceeds to 
buy a house. At the other end of the 
spectrum are the so-called "empty nest- 
ers"—older couples who no longer need 
a large house. 

The question of neighbors, amenities. 
ices, and so on is even more critical 

with a condominium than it is with a 
single family house. For one thing, you'll 
be in closer proximity to your neighbors. 
For another, they'll have a greater say 
over what you can and can't do. 

The whole complex is run by a board 
of managers—made up of condominium 
owners elected to a set term. If there are 
many dwelling units, say 50 or more, the 
board may hire a professional manager 
to take care of things. And that's one of 
the great luxuries of owning a condo- 
minium: Someone else does the chores. 

The catch is that you may not have a 
say in how things are run—unless you 
actively participate in the management. 
Some condominiums are managed hap- 
hazardly, and run down very quickly. 
Others are managed with Prussian pre- 
cision. While good management usually 
means that resale values will be high, the 
constraints on your indiv iduality can be 
stifling. In some developments, you can't 
do a thing to change >our condominium. 
In others, you can make changes—short 
of knocking down a structural wall. 

When you buy a condominium, you 
buy the deed to an actual dwelling unit— 
which could be anything from an apart- 
ment in a high-rise to a separate town 
house in the suburbs. The common prop- 
erty such as the hallways, the plumbing. 
grounds, and amenities like a swimming 
pool and tennis courts belong to the con- 
dominium association. In some develop- 
ments, the common property is owned by 
the developer. In either case, you and the 
other owners will be charged a monthly 
maintenance charge for the upkeep of 
these common areas and amenities. The 
more luxurious the development, the 
greater the maintenance fees will be. 

If   you're   buying   a   condominium, 
there are many things you should check

1    Read the bylaws carefully.  You 
ay  be  surprised  at  what   you'll   find. 

Some  condominium   associations   don't 
allow pets of any kind. A few go so far 

to outlaw children, except as occasion- 
al guests. Make sure that your rights are 
ispelled out clearly. Make sure that the

(3) Get a full breakdown of the con- 
dominium's maintenance budget so that 
you can show it to a real-estate profes- 
sional. Some budgets are purposely writ- 
ten unrealistically low. Shortly after the 
developer moves out of the deal, main- 
tenance charges will go through the roof. 

4 It you're looking at a development 
that's under construction, you shouldn't 
have to put up an advance payment for 
the maintenance fund. There's no main- 
tenance required when a project is still 
under construction. By the same token. 
if you're asked to make a down payment, 
be sure that it goes into an escrow ac- 
count—rather than into construction 
costs. That way your money will be safe 
and you'll earn interest on it. 

15 If you learn that the developer of 
the project has a long-term maintenance 
contract, make sure that it can be can- 
celled after a reasonable period of time. 
Fees usually run 6 to 10 percent of the 
building's maintenance a 

16) Find out if the condominium asso- 
ciation maintains sufficient capital re- 
serves to take care of emergencies. If it 
doesn't, you'll have to ante up a large 
assessment if a major problem comes up. 
Reserves should run between 10 and 20 
percent of the total assessment. 

(7) You'd be wise to hire a structural 
engineer to look over the condominium, 
just as you'd ha\e him check out a ho 

(8> Finally, have your lawyer review 
the condominium contract. A lot can be 
buried in fine print. 

\s for financing a condominium pur- 
chase, it's easier than it used to be. but 
not as easy as financing a house. Banks 
are still wary about condominiums be- 
cause their experience with them is some- 
what limited. Furthermore, lenders are 
uncomfortable evaluating a condomin- 
ium's management company, mainte- 
nance fees, owners association, and legal 
documentation. Still, you can get a regu- 
lar 25-year mortgage to finance 75 per- 
cent or more of the cost. 

And those crazy co-ops 

Co-operatives are a completely different 
story—even though they're somewhat 
similar to condominiums. For one thins, 
co-op apartments are usually limited to 
high-rise buildings in urban areas. (Co- 
op., are seldom the country clubs condo- 
minium developments tend to be.) For 
another, when you buy a co-operative 
you're actually buying a share in a cor- 
poration   that  owns  the   buiiding.   The 

share you buy entit ; proprie- 
tarv lease to an apartment. The larger 
the apartment, the larger your share in 
the corporation. 

The legal differences between 
operative and a condominium have tre- 
mendous ramifications. Since you are in 
effect purchasing a share in a corpora- 
tion, you cannot get a mortgage to buy a 
co-op. Instead, you have to take a per- 
sonal loan at a much higher interest rate 
and repay it over a shorter period than a 
mortgage's term. What's more, you'll 
have to put more money down. And be- 
cause it's a share, there's a tax trap that 
you can fall into if you buy the co-op 
jointly with your spouse. The IRS will 
treat your spouse's half of the co-op as a 
gift and hit you with a gift tax. ( That sort 
of thing doesn't happen with real prop- 
erty like a house or condominium.) 

One of the biggest snags to owning a 
co-op is that you and all the other share- 
holders (called "co-operators" i are li- 
able for any losses if a fellow co-operator 
skips out on his loan. His share will sim- 
ply be tacked on to the maintenance you 
have to pay. And since co-ops are usually 
located in urban areas, where property 
taxes tend to rise rapidly, your mainte- 
nance charges could skyrocket. 

Because of all the problems involved 
with co-ops. the board of directors that 
runs it is justifiably very strict. No 
changes can be made to the unit you live 
in. What's more, selling your co-oper'- 
tiv e can be agonizingly difficult. Prospec- 
tive shareholders usually must be ap- 
proved by the co-op's board of directors. 
It the board is very fussy, you might 
spend months trying to find a buyer who 
will pass muster with the board. ■

adaptable. The problem with small 
spaces is convenience, rather than men- 
tal health. If there are lots of people 
around, you can't get anything done. 
Twenty people sharing a bathroom is 
awkward. But I'm not convinced that 
the current ideal of enormous rooms is 
appropriate. I certainly would pick small 
rooms rather than one large room to live 
in. People tend to move closer together 
anyway, if they like each other." 

Leonardo da Vinci, who seems to have 
foreseen so much that was to happen in 
Western civilization, said, "small rooms 
or dwellings set the mind in the right 
path: large ones cause it to go astray." 

Accepting, then, the fact that crowd- 
ing can be good, what about crowding 
and crime' We are led to believe the two 
are closely linked. "Not so." argues Jon- 
athan Freedman. "Crime is greater in 
the cities than in the country, but it is 
not related to the density of the cities. 
Tokyo has an infinitesimal crime rate.

Angeles has a very high crime rate, even 
though it is not very crowded (it has a 
large population, but it's spread over 
considerable space). But it is not the 
crowding that makes the difference. In 
the case of Japan it is probably factors 
such as its homogeneous society and 
other aspects of Japanese culture that 
we cannot measure. 

"In American cities, studies by H.H. 
Winsborough  and  by  O.R.   Galle  and 
several   associates   in  Chicago,   and   by 
Alan Levy, Stanley Heshka, and myself 
in  New  York,  have  shown  that  when 
peoples   income,  education,   and   other 
life situations are equal, the level oi den- 
sity under which they live plays no role 
in  the  amount  of  crime  they  commit. 
Using   two   measures   o!    density—the 
number of people an individual interacts 
with in his neighborhood and the amount 
of space available where he  lives—we 
examined the relationship between them 
and the crime rate as measured by juve- 
nile delinquency. With income level and 
ethnicity equated, there is no relationship 
between   either   measure   and   juvenile 
delinquency.  Quite startlingly, there is 
actually a reverse relationship between 
density and juvenile delinquency in low- 
income  areas—people  who  live  under 
high density have a lower rate of juvenile 
delinquency than those who live in low- 
density areas." This finding would not 
surprise urban specialists like Jane Ja- 
cobs,   who  argues  convincingly  that  a 
healthy city or neighborhood is one that 
has a lot of people in the streets. And 
common wisdom  in  big cities suggests 
sticking to crowded streets when wan- 
dering around, especially late at night. 

So   far  two  assumptions   have   been 
effectively questioned:  that crowding is 
necessarily bad and that crowding causes 
crime. What about the third, that city- 
dwellers would  really all  be better off 
spiritually if they lived in a cottage sur- 
rounded by nature? Jonathan Freedman 
is ready for this one too, as the shrewd 
reader will have come to expect. "There 
is no evidence." he says, "that country 
people  are   different   from  city   people, 
except in the obvious sense that they're 
used to the country and city people are 
used to the city.  My colleagues and  I 
recently did a study on happiness in the 
U.S. and we found that people who lived 
in the country and small towns are no 
happier than the people who live in cities 
and metropolitan areas. They have no 
less stress or anxiety or mental illness. 
We think of the country as the idyllic 
life where you relax and talk to the trees. 
In  fact, you carry your problems with 
you, and it's the same wherever you live." 

Jonathan Freedman goes further than 
this, however. He believes that there is 
an extra bonus to living in the city, quite 

148 

apart from providing people with work 
and a dazzling array of cultural happen- 
ings and companions. His theory is that 
crowding intensifies feeling. "High den- 
sity serves to intensify the  individual's 
typical  reactions to a  situation.  It  is as 
if you're listening to music and you turn 
up the  volume.   If  you   like  the   music 
you'll like it more, and if you dislike it, 
you'll dislike it more.  If you  are at a 
party with people you like, the enjoy- 
ment will be intensified by the number 
of people there. The presence of other 
people produces the positive response." 

Freedman backs up this theory with 
studies he conducted, in which he put a 
subjecl   in  an  enjoyable  situation  with 
other people, first in a small room, then 
a large room. Similarly, he put a subject 
in   an   unpleasant   situation   with   other 
people in a small and large room. In all 
cases,   the   effect   of   the   small   room 
crowded with people served to intensify 
the  subject's   feeling  of   enjoyment   or 
unpleasantness. In other words, increas- 
ing density intensified both positive and 
negative reactions. 

Before all our rustic friends start pack- 
ing up and rushing back  to the cities, 
however, even Jonathan Freedman ad- 
mits to some problems of high-density 
living.  "High-rise buildings may create 
a sense of alienation and anonymity that 
is   difficult   to   overcome,"   he   agrees. 
•'Crowded  elevators,   great  long  corri- 
dors,  distance  from  a  playground,   all 
probably increase this feeling of isola- 
tion. I would like to see fewer high-rises 
and more 4- or 5-story walk-ups, where 
people get to know each other on the 
stairs, where there are no long anony- 
mous corridors, where the ground floor 
is  accessible.   Maybe  we  could  design 
social areas on each floor for children to 
play in, and where certain services could 
be installed, such as washers and dryers. 
You can get the same number of people 
per block in such a building, by cutting 
out the central courtyard of high-rises, 
which  no one  jver uses, and  it would 
enormously increase social cooperation. 
Many cities across America are consid- 
ering zoning laws to encourage this form 
of building.   Moreover,   in   a   landmark 
court decision just passed in Minneap- 
olis,   it   was   held   that   the   government 
could no longer give financial support to 
a   high-rise   housing development  half- 
built in that city for low-income families.

The news for cities and their inhabi- 
tants looks good and is getting better. The 
excitement and delights of city living are 
not nostalgic dreams, but realities. If 
people continue to enjoy and have faith 
in the city, the city will give them an 
intensification of life that country peo- 
ple, for all the good things they enjoy, 
may sometimes wish to share. ■
