How to strip furniture and refinish with hot wax 
Materials: paint remover, dena- 
tured alcohol, #1 grade steel 
wool, dark brown paste wax, 
cheesecloth, 1 paintbrush Wi 
inches wide, 1 bristol brush, 
rubber gloves. (Note: Rubber 
gloves should be worn through 
stripping and waxing.) 

STEP  1.  STRIPPING 
Generously apply paint remover 
with paintbrush, covering the 
entire piece of furniture.

STEP 2.  RUBBING  DOWN 
Dip # 1 grade steel wool into a 
bowl of denatured alcohol and 
begin rubbing down the piece.

Be sure to 
remove all evidence of pai.it 
and paint remover. When piece 
is completely clean, rub down 
one last time with clean steel 
wool dipped in clean alcohol, 
and wipe with cheesecloth.

Heat water until wax 
completely liquefies (45 min- 
utes) .

Dr. Hazzard 
told  a  recent  meeting  of the 
American Heart Association in 
Los Angeles:   There's no evi- 
dence that changing roles are 
leading to increase in the inci- 
dence of heart attack.  It's an 
open   question   whether   it   is 
more or less stressful being at 
home with a screaming bunch 
of kids all day or at an office." 
Dr.  Hazzard. who directs re- 
search   at   the   University   of 
Washington   in   Seattle,   notes 
that many working women are 
on the pill, which is considered 
a risk factor in heart disease. 
Even so, while the number of 
working women  increased by 
23 percent between  1968 and 
1974,   women's   deaths   from 
heart  attacks decreased.   "We 
don't know why, but this is a 
fact."   One   theory  is  women 
possess some remarkable, built- 
in   resistance   factors  to  coro- 
llaries.

New findings on napping from 
a team of sleep researchers 

Arc you the kind of person 
who can take a nap at any 

Ltime and feel wonderful 
afterward? Or can't you close 
your eyes during the day, how- 
ever much you'd like to? Do 
you feel guilty about napping? 

These sorts of questions were 
raised recently by a group of 
sleep experts at the Institute of 
Pennsylvania Hospital and the 
University of Pennsylvania. 
Their findings may help us 
understand naps better. 

According to Frederick J. 
Evans, Associate Professor of 
Psychology in Psychiatry at the 
University of Pennsylvania, 
and member of the research 
group, there are two distinct 
types of nappers, appetitive and 
replacement. 

"The appetitive napper is one 
who likes to nap, regardless of

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New help for arthritis 
First aid for guilty thoughts 

What's total love? By Drs. Robert and Mary Catherine Tyson 

Q. What's the best treatment for arth- 
ritis? 
A. Arthritis has been around for a long 
time. Dinosaur fossils show unmistakable 
evidence of arthritis, as do skeletons of 
prehistoric man. There is still no cure for 
this problem, despite provocative claims 
about diets with or without herbs, carbo- 
hydrates, honey and vinegar, vegetables 
without skins, massive doses of vitamins, 
strong purges to get rid of "poisons," 
and even bee stings! On the positive side, 
however, there has recently been a dra- 
matic breakthrough in medical research 
which offers new help to sufferers. Until 
recently, a drug called indocin was the 
only medication aside from cortisone and 
aspirin that doctors could recommend 
as anti-inflammatory treatment to act on 
swollen tissues and decrease joint fluids. 
It is very effective but not readily toler- 
ated by the stomach. In the past few 
months, however, four other important 
drugs have become available—motrin, 
originally from  England,  nalfon,  nap- 

rosyn, and tolectin, all manufactured in 
the United States. They can be used with 
safety on a long-term basis and arc less 
likely to cause side effects, such as stom- 
ach upsets and allergic reactions. 

There is no question that these drugs 
are a huge step forward from cortisone 
treatment, which is hazardous in the long 
term, leading to severe side effects such 
as diabetes, high blood pressure, enlarge- 
ment of the heart, intestinal bleeding, ul- 
cers, and the puffed-up "moon" face. 
The new medications are particularly 
successful in combating rheumatoid 
arthritis, which is crippling if untreated. 
No one knows the cause of this type of 
arthritis, which attacks young and old 
alike, resulting in a general swelling of 
joints with stiffness and pain. Of the three 
other types of arthritis—gout, secondary 
arthritis, and osteoarthritis—the last is 
the most common. This condition results 
from the cushions (cartilage) at the 
joints wearing thin over the years, so 
that the bones rub together and thicken

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from pressure. Gout is a hereditary prob- 
lem in which excess uric acid in the blood 
precipitates as crystals in the joints, 
causing pain, swelling, and stiffness. Sec- 
ondary arthritis is much rarer and may 
occur with any infectious disease. 

Joint replacement, introduced by Dr. 
John Charnley in England and carried 
out by his trainees in this country, is an 
effective alternative to drug treatment for 
arthritis in some cases. A high-density 
polyethylene cup is inserted with a shaftj 
of stainless steel or alloy to provide 
new hip or knee. Recently Dr. Charlcsi 
S. Neer, at Presbyterian Hospital, New| 
York, has replaced shoulders as well 

All arthritis sufferers are helped by a 
dry, warm environment and aggravated 
by cold and dampness. A well-balanced 
diet is beneficial. Supervised physiother 
apy with heat, baths, massage, and exer 
cise often makes the difference between 
an invalid and a normal active person 
Fortunately for arthritis sufferers, spon 
taneous remissions occur with this dis- 
ability. It is this fact that accounts for sc 
many "success" stories, or false "cures. 
Q. Is there first aid for guilty thoughts'. 
A. There are three specific steps to coun 
teract   the   emotional   stress  of   guilt) 
thoughts—"I could have killed him!" . 
"She deserved what happened to her" . 
and feelings such as that. Step One. Ac 
cept guilty thoughts as normal. Everyoni 
has them. Vague concern about condem 
nation from others is groundless, sina 
no one else has access to your thought 
unless you reveal them. Realize that ev 
eryone in childhood is taught cleanliness 
patience, to keep a leash on temper, an<| 
self-control. Acceptance of this code o 
behavior denies much that may be pleas 
urable and intensely desired and stifle 
fulfillment of many feelings ... risky sex 
ual experience, satisfaction about some 
one's misfortune, illness, or death, antag 
onism toward parents or children, an<| 
much more you consider improper. Th 
point  is  that  guilty  thoughts  are th 
world's best-kept secrets. With the ap\ 
pearance of proper thinking all around 
you naturally feel different and disturbecj 
Correct your thinking by rememberin 
everyone is in the same boat, and it wi 
be curative. One who is led to think h 
has committed a crime feels miserable! 
When the confirmation comes that he 
innocent,  gloom   disappears.   Knowin 
that at some time everyone wants t 
rebel will make discomfort disappear.

Platform tennis, 
anyone? 

Why the new game is booming 
It's easier than tennis, you can play 

throughout fall and winter, 
and women can hold their own with men 

By Barry Tarshis 

The first time I played platform tennis— 
or, as most people know it, "paddle"— 
the temperature was in the low teens, 
and 1 was so cold when wc started to hit 
the ball I suggested to my playing part- 
ners that we suspend activities until a day 
when the specter of frostbite did not hang 
as ominously in the air. 

"Are you kidding?" wondered my 
friend Seymour, as he slipped off his 
jacket. "This is perfect paddle weather." 

He was not being sarcastic. Although 
platform tennis can theoretically be 
played indoors or outdoors, at any time 
of the year, the sport has traditionally 
been an outdoor, cold-weather exercise 
—a cold-weather surrogate, in effect, for 

tennis. You play it on a 60-by-30-foot 
elevated platform surrounded by a 12- 
foot wire fence, with special flaps on the 
bottom to facilitate the removal of snow. 
The rules of the game, moreover, mini- 
mize the amount of time you spend 
standing around waiting for somebody 
to retrieve a stray ball and keep rallies 
alive longer than in the typical tennis 
game. All of which explains why suggest- 
ing to a dedicated paddle player that it is 
too cold to play is tantamount to telling 
.Sir Edmund Hilary that there are moun- 
tains too tall for him to climb. "The cold- 
er it gets," my friend explained to me, 
"the more you want to move around to 
stay warm, and the more exhilarated you

feel when you're finished. It makes for <s 
much better game." 

If you're having a problem right now 
visualizing what I'm talking about, then 
is no need to feel culturally deprived 
Platform tennis was "invented" nearl) 
50 years ago, but for most of its history 
it has had a limited constituency—madt 
up almost exclusively of upper-crusij 
northeastcrners. That particular constitu 
ency is still very strong in the sport, bu1 

the picture has changed dramatically 
Five years ago, for instance, there wen 
something like 1,200 paddle courts in thf 
U.S. and less than 100,000 players. To 
day the number of courts has risen t( 
more than 3,500 (a growing number o 
them in private residences and in publi< 
parks), and the number of players, ac- 
cording to estimates by the Americai 
Platform Tennis Association (APTA) 
has soared to 400,000 or more. The geoj 
graphic complexion of the game is chang! 
ing, too. Whereas 5 years ago, the paddl> 
scene was confined almost exclusively t( 
northeastern suburban areas, the gannj 
today is played in some 550 cities, 3 
states, and in 13 different countries. 

What it all seems to add up to is • 
boom, except that the most knowledge 
able people in platform tennis insist thaj 
the best is yet to come and that th 
boom in the sport is only beginning 
There are now more than a dozen comi 
mercial platform tennis centers scattered 
throughout the northeast (until a year o 
so ago, there were only two or three) 
with more in the works. Several majo 
corporations are starting to invest mone; 
in the game, chief among them the Coca 
Cola Bottling Co. of New York, whicl 
sponsors the Tribuno Platform Tenni 
Tour—paddle's answer to the WC1 
circuit in tennis. "What we're seein; 
is only the beginning," asserts Did 
Squires, a former paddle champion, wh< 
is one of the game's leading authoritie 
(his book The Complete Book of Plat 
form Tennis is the bible of the sport)

An exaggeration? Perhaps. But plat- 
form tennis has a lot to offer. To begin 
with, it bears a close resemblance to ten- 
nis, offering many of the same features, 
with a few of its own (such as a rubber 
ball). A platform tennis court is a little 
more than half the size of a regulation 
tennis court, but the relative proportions 
are virtually the same. The rules are 
pretty much the same, too, with a couple 
of notable exceptions. First, you are en- 
titled to one, not two, serves on each 
point. Second, you're permitted to play 
balls that bounce off the wire fence, pro- 
viding the ball has only bounced once in 
your court before striking the fence and 
providing you can get the ball over the 
net before it bounces again. 

More than anything else, it is the "off 
the wire" aspect of the game (you can 
return the ball by ricocheting it off the 
fence to your opponent), that gives plat- 
form tennis its distinct personality. Being 
able to play off-the-wne shots tends to 
keep the ball in play longer than in ten- 
nis. More important, though, the w re 
shot neutralizes the advantage of b:ute 
power. The crushing overhead put way 
that is so much a part of tennis rarely 
wins points in platform tennis. Power is 
secondary to finesse and quickness—an 
effective equalizer between the sexes, 
which explains why paddle is even better 
suited for mixed doubles than tennis and 
such a good family sport. 

Paddle is also a much easier game to 
pick up than tennis—at the novice and 
intermediate   level.  The  short-handled, 
perforated wooden paddle is easier to 
control  than   a  tennis  racket,  and  the] 
sponge-rubber ball is a little larger and! 
not nearly as lively as a tennis ball. Strok-I 
ing techniques are not much different,! 
but, where it takes most tennis beginners 
a year of steady practice before they can 
control the ball, anybody with an average 
degree of hand-eye coordination can start 
having fun at platform tennis the second 
or third time on the court—and in even 
less time if they've played other racket 
sports. It also is not as tiring as tennis, 
if   you're   in   less   than   perfect   shapej 
physically. "Paddle is not nearly as frus- 
trating a game as tennis," says Squires,! 
who has played both competitive squ sh 
and   tennis   in   national   tournaments. 
"You don't have to spend a fortune with 
a pro to get reasonably good, and you| 
don't peak as quickly. For some reason, 
you don't go through so many ups andj 
downs with the sport as you do in tennis."] 

Tennis, of course, has its own mys- 
tique, and its own special pleasures, not! 
least of which is the marvelous feeling 
that comes when your ball zings off y ur| 
racket after a clean, solid groundstroke.

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The Home Paddle Court 

Interest in platform, or paddle, tennis, 
has brought about a mini-boom in resi- 
dential eourts—and it will probably ac- 
celerate. A home court is not inexpensive 
by any means, but it has one big advan- 
tage over a regulation tennis court or a 
swimming pool: It can be used all year 
long for fitness in four-season climates. 
Making room. The typical platform ten- 
nis court takes up about one-quarter of 
the space a tennis court does, which sim- 
plifies the problem of finding room on 
your property. Any reasonably level 60- 
by-30-foot patch of land will lend itself 
quite easily to a paddle court. Many 
homeowners prefer to tuck the court 
away in an area partially shaded and se- 
questered by trees. 
The cost. A paddle court built by a com- 
mercial builder will run anywhere from 
$10,000 to $20,000, depending on the 
kind of court you build and what fea- 
tures you include. For the lower price, 
you can build a traditional wooden court, 
but less and less of these are being built 
now. They don't hold up as well as the 
newer aluminum courts, and require 
yearly maintenance of $1,000 to $1,500. 
The top price buys an aluminum court 
with lights for night play and heaters for 
winter, that requires little maintenance. 

If you are mechanically minded and 
have the time, you can buy the materials 
and build the court yourself at a savings 
of around 40 percent—but you have to 
know what you're doing. The foundation 
can be tricky, and the screening is criti- 
cal. The nation's largest paddle court 
builders, R. J. Reilly, Jr., of Danbury, 
Conn., report that they are often called 
upon to help out do-it-yourselfers.

of fascinating gesneriads have 
come into their own. 

For your plant collection, 
consider the various attractive 
Rechsteineria. R. cardinalis, for 
instance, is a very robust grow- 
er forming a cluster of emerald- 
green velvety leaves topped by 
a bonnet of scarlet flowers. R. 
leucotricha, popularly called 
Brazilian edelweiss, has silvery 
foliage and flowers of a soft 
rosy coral, accented on the out- 
side by silky white hairs. It is

easy to grow from seed. 

Or consider the genus Smith- 
iantha, the temple bells. S. cin- 
nabarina is a compact grower, 
yet impressively large in size. 
The plush reddish leaves grow 
a foot in diameter while from 
the center rises a red stalk cov- 
ered with bright scarlet bell-like 
flowers. ,S'. x hybrida 'Compacta' 
has yellow-tinged bells; S. mul- 
tifiora, subtle cream-colored 
flowers. 

For hanging-plant enthusi- 
asts, the gesneriad family has 
plenty to otTer. The Episcia, or 
peacock gesneriads, have quilt- 
ed fuzzy leaves whose bright 
brocade colors and dazzling 
flowers justify their name. The 
Columnea species provide sev- 
eral more trailing gesneriads to 
choose from. Not to leave Af- 
rican violets out entirely, one 
outstanding variety is "Tiny 
Dots,'' a miniature. 

Gesneriads from 
seeds 
Gesneriads are very easy to propagate. You can take 
leaf cuttings of a Saintpaulia, Smithiantha, or Epis- 
cia; you can divide the tubers of Sinningia and 
Episcia; rhizomes of Achimenes and Kohleria can be 
divided too. But somehow there's nothing quite like 
raising a plant from seed—besides, that's the only 
way to get specimens cf some of the more 
unusual varieties. 

To sow the seeds, dampen some fine-    ~ 
ly   sieved   milled   sphagnum   moss- 
rub the dry moss through an old tea 
strainer on its way into the pot—and 
sprinkle the dustlike seeds on top. 
Then place the pot in a polyeth- 
ylene bag, blow the bag up gently, 
and close it off with a rubber band. 
Place the bag in a warm (72°-76°F) 
shady place. Usually a spot near 
the stove is perfect. Once the first 
two leaves have developed on the 
seedling, remove the bag—for an 
hour the first day, 2 the next, 
and so on until the plants 
have   hardened   off. 
When  the  plants  be- 
gin to look crowd- 
ed, transplant.

KEEPING A CLEAR 

KITCHEN SINK DRAIN 
By Deanne Raffel 

Nothing is more frustrating than having 
a clogged kitchen sink drain—especially 
when you are in the midst of preparing 
a dinner party. Keep cool and try to rem- 
edy the situation yourself before yelling 
plumber! 

Usually the trap, that U-shaped pipe 
connected to the underside of the sink, 
is the culprit. It collects all types of 
refuse that travels down from the sink. 
If you have been remiss in keeping the 
strainer in place, garbage will collect 
quickly in the trap. (The pipe that fol- 
lows the trap and the line that leads di- 
rectly into the sewer or cesspool also can 
become blocked.) 

Begin your plumbing career by re- 
moving any vegetable peels, utensils, 
etc., that are in the sink. Also be sure to 
lift out the strainer. Is the drain com- 
pletely clogged or is the water slowly 
trickling into the waste pipe? Maybe 
you have poured both coffee grinds and 
cooking fats down the drain. The fat 
tends to build up in the line and the 
grinds, in turn, stick to the grease. If 
this is done repeatedly, the drain quick- 
ly becomes blocked. 

Wait until the water completely emp- 
ties through the semiclogged drain. Bring 
a pot of water to the boiling point and 
then pour the steaming liquid down the 
sink, being careful not to splash your- 
self. The heat may dissolve some of the 
coagulated material and allow the water 
to flow freely down the drain. If success- 
ful with this first unclogging attempt, fol- 

low the scalding water with hot tap w; 
ter running for at least 10 minutes. 

If plumbing venture No. 1 does n 
work, then go on to No. 2. After all tl 
water has seeped out of the sink, pour 
half-cup of baking soda and a cup ( 
vinegar into the drain. Immediately p 
place the strainer (fixed in the close) 
position)—the soda-acetic acid combj 
nation sets up a bubbly chemical rea 
tion. Leave the drain tightly closed fcj 
several minutes. Remove the straini 
and flush with water as above. 

A completely clogged trap requir 
a plunger. Remove the strainer ari 
then fill the sink with a couple of inch 
of water. Set the plunger cup over tl 
drain and with both hands on the hand 
pump down and up several times. Hop 
fully the obstruction will be freed a 
then permit the water to run into tlj 
pipe. 

If an object has fallen into the drai 
it may be sitting in the trap. Set a buck 
directly below the sink. With an ad,'u* 
able wrench loosen the cleanout plug 
the trap (if there is one). Unscrew tl 
plug and the liquid sitting in the cat 
will empty into the container. Wht| 
there is no plug, the trap itself must 
removed. 

With luck on your side, one of the 
efforts will solve your problem. If n<j 
then it is time to c:.l! a plumber.

rural base is Wells, totally uplifted by 
the presence of its cathedral. Here's what 
to look for: The distant view from the 
Hath road of the massive central tower 
with its many small pointy spires . . . The 
facade, a huge stone screen, exhibition 
space for a collection or 400 intricate 
medieval stone figures . . . Inside, two 
huge sweeping inverted arches . . . The 
fan vaulting and stained-glass windows 
in the Lady Chapel . . . The chapter 
house, supported, seemingly, by a single, 
immense fan vault. And, as a reminder 
that bishops really knew how to live, see 
the Bishop's Palace next to the Cathedral. 

The rest of the town is two steps away. 
The Star Inn is a coaching inn from the 
16th century, which opens right out of a 
medieval street-wall that's full of shops 
and houses. A very comfortable place. 

Around the corner is a low-ceilinged, 
rough-beamed bakeshop-tearoom called 
the Priory. Have hot drinks from an 
earthenware mug with your name on it 
(they have a supply of mugs with every 
name there is). Choose a pastry yourself 
from a wide range in the shop entry. 

Staying in Wells or Bath, one has an 
amazing choice of things to see to the 
south: houses, gardens, cathedrals, 
scenery. 

Stourhead is a must, an example of 
country Georgian architecture, and even 
if it's not open when you go, a view of 
the house from the outside is a sizable 
pleasure. 

The garden at Stourhead is open year- 
round and is a super place to see even in 
the rain, since its basic thrust is unaffect- 
ed by weather or season: It's a lake sur- 
rounded by a walk and trees with some 
tiny stone buildings serving as garden 
sculpture and end-of-vistas. 

Longleat, built in the reign of Eliza- 
beth I, is one of the tremendous house- 
cities of the English countryside. The 
present Marquess of Bath, whose family 
has always lived there, has a sense of 
humor. He enjoys having his picture tak- 
en with a lion cub called Marquess—buy 
the postcard. The lion cub comes from 
the game park, which is something you'll 
like*" even if you don't like game parks. 
Once inside the gate, the driving is slow 
because the animals have the right of 
w*ay. Rhinos stand in the middle of the 
roa,d like big boulders in the wrong place; 
elephants and camels wander nearby. 

As it works out, after a long morning 
of touring, one is more receptive to the 
beauties of Salisbury Cathedral after 
lunch than before. The Cranes, a tiny 
country restaurant right under the cathe- 
dral wall, insists on reservations, since it 
buys only enough food to feed the people 
who've called ahead. Also be sure to be 
there by 2:00 when the kitchen will be- 
gin to run out of the day's specials.

t   you  want  to  cive country folk 
1a good hearty chuckle, compli- 

ment them on their decorating. 
"You mean these rugs Great Aunt 
Gert wove out of rags? Those 

muslin curtains we sewed ourselves? The 
log chairs we made when we built the 
house? That's not decorating."' Yet look 
what our rural pioneers have, tradition- 
ally, produced for those of us who do "dec- 
orate": beautiful patchwork quilts, em- 
broidery, pottery, baskets. Homespun and 
home-woven fabrics, and furniture built 
by craftsmen who could recognize different 
woods by touch, who took as much delight 
in the natural materials as in their own 
creations. Now these great crafts are 
thought of as arts, and we display with 
pride things that were lovingly, painstak- 
ingly made not just to be admired but used. 

It's not pure esthetics either; the appeal 
goes straight to the heart. It's not a wave 
of reactionism to our technological times: 
For generations people have instinctively 
returned to living things, to natural mater- 
ials, to handcraftsmanship, when they 
needed a comforting sense of warmth, 
peace, permanence. When our spirit of 
adventure leads us too far into the cosmos, 
rustic is a return to our roots. 

For people who have always lived by 
the homespun wisdom that you "Grow 
where you are planted," as a sampler on 
one farmhouse wall instructs, nature is the 
way of life. Some strayers cityward have 
readopted it as at least a part-time way of 
life, buying or building country houses 
(There aren't enough old barns to go 
around to all the people waiting to convert 
them, and the cows still living in the newer 
ones are getting nervous). They're dis- 
covering that rustic doesn't have to mean 
backwoods, that it can be forward looking. 
fresh, with real meaning for modern living. 

But for the rest of us. the return must be, 
has always been, symbolic. And the only 
answer is what we call "decorating." which 
by now everyone should know means not 
to superficially apply trendy ideas and 
colors, but to surround ourselves with 
what we really love, to help us create the 
kind of life we want to live. 

If you are beckoned by the rustic life, 
look around your own house: You might 
not have a barn-high ceiling, but maybe you 
could expose some beams (or even add 
some—or plank the whole ceiling—see page 
87). You could hang simple cotton cur- 
tains, or shutters, or nothing at all. Pot 
plants in clay or baskets or wooden tubs. 
Uses earthenware, pewter, wooden bowls 
and spoons, natural fibers. Think in terms 
of shepherd's pie, cider, peasant bread. 
lake up a country craft—old American 
crafts are being rediscovered and revived 
all over the country, and if you look hard 
enough, you can find quilting and needle- 
craft groups making things the same way 
their own ancestors did 200 years ago. 

For inspiration, look to the people who 
have gone the rustic route, made over 
barns, used rough-sawn materials in inven- 
tive ways, found delight in country furni- 
ture even in the city. Beginning here, our 
split-rail gateway to the charm of coun- 
try   living,   no   matter   where   you   live.

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Elegance—there's no other word 
for a house with this kind of affec- 
tionate appreciation for natural 
materials combined with this kind 
of sophistication. The house is a 
new combination of assorted old 
buildings—a potaiu-picker's shack, 
an 18th-century barn, and various 
out-buildings—moved to the site 
from the surrounding countryside 
and linked together with a mini- 
mum of new construction. What re- 
mains from these venerable build- 
ings are their expansive volumes 
and mellow woods. What is gone is 
their crudity, replaced by a serenity 
no barn ever had before. 

Architect Donald R. Richey, 
who, with Carl Warns, designed this 
house for artist Arthur Williams, 
stripped the old buildings to their 
framework and filled in with wall 
and ceiling planes painted pure 
white. In the main living spaces, 
flooring, too, is white—expanses of 
small hexagonal tile, with heating 
coils buried below. 

Light is also important here. 
Skylights and new windows (but 
using old window frames) have 
been added everywhere, bringing 
in completely unbarnlike amounts 
of sun and opening rooms to the 
surrounding gardens and woods.

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The largest single element of the 
complex is the barn, which had 
been moved to the site from a 
nearby Long Island town. Rather 
than animals or farm equipment, 
however, the barn's main level 
now holds the pool, heated for 
winter use. The barn's loft serves 
as owner Williams's painting 
studio. Here, as in other parts 
of the house, walls have been 
opened to the woods through 
generous glass areas, and the 
barn is connected to the living- 
dining wing by a new passage 
which also leads to a sauna. 

The whole house has a quiet 
look, but this part even sounds 
quiet—unusual for an indoor pool 
area—thanks to white foam insu- 
lation which fills all the non- 
glazed areas between wall studs 
and roof joists with a stucco-like 
texture, a seemly complement to 
the rough wood structure.

Some of these objects are 
primitive, some thoroughly modern, all 
chosen for visual interest, texture, and 
soft, natural color. Like the roof joists 
over the dining room and fireplace area, 
all furnishings arc silhouetted against the 
planes of white; every detail is clear. Ex- 
ample: the rustic dining chairs made by 
a Japanese woodcarver.

Way out west, where big country 
spaces call for boots and jeans, a spec- 
tacular glass-walled ranch house sits 
squarely among the desert cactus.

The Stevenson ranch house has grown with 
the family's enthusiasm for this rugged ter- 
ritory.

He en- 
closed the old carport, laid down'a new 
terra-cotta tiled floor, and put in a whole 
new kitchen and dining area in this space.

Now they're in the fraternity—the Rileys 
are farmers for life, and their children love 
the farm as much as they do. They're not 
alone, according to the U.S. Department of 
Agriculture. The number of under-35-year- 
olds going into farming has increased from 
265.000 in 1970 to 358,000 in 1975. "It's a 
real phenomenon," says USDA's Calvin 
Beale. "and many of them are young people 
of urban background. They've gotten into it 
from a philosophical point of view." The 
appeal is easy to understand: their own rich 
soil to plow, their own newborn calves to 
straighten on tottery legs, their own beets 
and lettuces to pull out of the garden. "And 
the best thing about farming," according to 
the Rileys, "is that every year you get a 
chance to start over." For details on how

Grow your own 
teas and soothers 
The bathroom planter's challenge is to en 
sure that the right amount of sunlight anci 
shade reach all plants. "Yet at the sam( 
time it must look beautiful from ever> 
angle," explains designer Peter Dunlop 
Here's how he did it, with a list of all the 
herbs and plants he used, all of them col 
lected for their aromatic powers—anci 
many for purposes that have been proved 
therapeutic over centuries of experimenta 
tion. For instance, the aloe vera has been 
found helpful in soothing burns and mois- 
turizing skin. Lavender in steaming water 
cleanses pores, and in a cold compresi- 
helps relieve tension. Rosemary, excellent 
as an aromatic tea, also works as a fragrant 
hair rinse. Thyme can be used as a disin- 
fectant mouthwash or gargle, as well as an 
addition to bath oil. Spearmint, the most 
widely used herb in the world according to 
Mr. Dunlop, works as a refreshing inhalei 
in a humidifier. "And rub the leaves on 
aching limbs after exercise," he recom 
mends.

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With the flick of a slip- 
cover, you can change a 

room's whole look to suit the season— 
or your mood. Take a living room like 
this, with furniture upholstered in cush- 
iony tufted beige Indian cotton, perfect 
for a light-hearted spring or fall. For 
an in-between summer change, the 
room becomes cool with icy blue and 
white slipcovers sewn from handwoven 
Iranian cotton tablecloths. In winter 
the room warms up with woolly slip- 
covers of Hudson's Bay blanketing-by- 
the-yard.

James Beard is a household name, syn- 
onymous with good food and good liv- 
ing. Through his 21 cookbooks, lec- 
tures, TV appearances, and wonderful 
cooking school, James Beard has 
sparked the lire in many a cook-in-em- 
bryo's heart with his gift for food- 
cooking, relishing, and writing about 
the very best of it. And his own private 
world is as rich as his Christmas fruit 
cake; it reflects a zest for color and an- 
tiquities, a flair for the eclectic and a 
love of informality. Here's a first look 
at James Beard in his Greenwich Vil- 
lage town house, a neighborhood he's 
called home for 40 years, and a new 
house he's recently decorated with the 
help of fellow Oregonian, designer and 
antique collector Jerry Lamb.

ground-floor kitchen with adjoining 
dining room is the scene of the James 
Beard cooking classes where devoted 
fans spend happy hours cooking their 
own dinner under the tutelage of the 
master. It's the scene, too. of many a 
party to launch a promising new food 
talent or to celebrate the arrival of a 
visiting culinary giant, perhaps Richard 
Olney or Simone Beck. 

The second-floor living-sleeping- 
working area is opened up with the 
addition of a prefabricated greenhouse 
to add an extra studying, dining, and 
relaxing area with a strategic—and un- 
expected—spot for a screened-off show- 
er. "It gives me a feeling of living in 
and out of the house," says Mr. Beard, 
"a constant reminder of the outdoors 
and the pleasures of the country." A 
step inside from the greenhouse is the 
study area and library. Papers are filed 
in a series of straw baskets arranged on 
library shelves- "the only method that 
works for me." The walls are packed 
with a prized collection of cookbooks. 
"I try to be qualitative about collecting 
them," says Mr. Beard: "I weed out all 
the ones I don't think are worthwhile, 
concentrating on my collection of 17th- 
and   18th-century  English  cookbooks.

Throughout the summer, Jenifei 
freezes the following vegetables as the; 
come in from the garden: asparagus, col 
lard greens, green peppers, corn, chard! 
string beans, beets, and kale. She puts uu 
tomatoes and pickles, makes choke 
cherry jelly and mincemeat. Potatoe 
and onions are stored. Every 6 weeks 
she makes 8 loaves of brown bread anc 
freezes all except 1 loaf. Bread and vege 
tables fill a 20-cubic-foot capacity freeze 
in the basement. 

In the fall, the Rileys butcher chick 
ens; 30 this year of their large (averag 
7 pounds) tender eating chickens, keep 
ing just 7 "that lay nice brown eggs: dou 
ble and triple yolkers." They sold am 
froze 20. They also have a whole stee 
butchered and cut up by a local butche 
into roasts, steaks, hamburger, liver, stev 
meat, and soup bones. A 1,200 pouni 
steer yields about 600 pounds of meat 
which provides meat for at least 
months. Chicken and beef go into a 15 
cubic-foot freezer in the garage, alon 
with chicken stock Jenifer makes an< 
freezes. 

Winter salad comes from watercress 
that grows in a nearby stream. Anothe 
winter specialty is pate and terrine. Jenj 
fer makes chicken-liver pate becaus 
"the chickens' livers are marvelously h 
from all the good things we've fed them. 
She uses it and her terrine as hoij 
d'oeuvre for parties, or for very specie] 
sandwiches.

Chop 1 large onion finely; saute in bu 
ter. Flambe in 1 cup Madeira. In bow

JamesBeardgives new life to diet food 

"When one is dieting, there are 
no substitutes, there are only 
adventures," says James 
Beard, who has, with great re- 
sourcefulness, changed his eat- 
ing patterns to adhere to a low- 
calorie, low-salt diet. "If your 
diet is salt-free, don't try to get 
something to taste like salt— 
nothing does. One must adjust 
one's palate to other flavors. 
The following are some of the 
top runners in my opinion." 

Freshly ground 
black pepper 
Adds an exciting overtone to 
many foods. Meats take to it 
enthusiastically. Chicken and 
fish are vastly improved by it. 

Green 
peppercorns 
Add a volume of interest, too. 
Try them with hamburgers, 
coarsely chopped, and either 
mixed in with the meat or 
pressed in. Grilled fish takes 
on another dimension with the 
green peppercorns, plus a dash 
of cinnamon. 

Margarine 
or butter 
If you are allowed 
margarine or but- 
ter, make a blend 
of the fat and 
crushed pepper- 
corns and a bit of 
garlic, with a dash 
of cinnamon. To a quarter 
pound of margarine or butter, 
use 2 tablespoons crushed pep- 
percorns, a large clove or 2 
small ones of garlic, and a 
dash or 2 of cinnamon. Fish, 
beef, pork, chicken, all abound 

Now that one of America's top cooks 
has been put on a low-calorie, low- 
salt diet, he shares with you his 
secrets for adding zest to diet fare 
in added flavor when en- 
hanced by this mixture. It is 
excellent with vegetables as 
well, notably turnips—white 
and yellow—also parsnips, po- 
tatoes, cauliflower, and even 
asparagus and artichokes. 

Overbaked 
potatoes 
Without butter and salt can be 
an attractive dish for the diet- 
er. Bake Idahos for 2 hours at 
400°. The result is a thick, 
crusty potato with a floury 
center. A few grinds of fresh 
pepper give this an interesting 
and flavorful texture. Try 
some new potatoes done in the 
same way. cooking them about 
45 minutes to 1 hour. 

Herbs 
Naturally herbs have the abil- 
ity to change the flavor nota- 
bly.

to diet sanely" 

with chervil; and tarragon, of 
course, is great with salads 
and many vegetables—as well 
as chicken and veal. Combine 
with a little white wine, and a 
few chopped shallots, and you 
get an exciting flavor. 

Roasted  peppers 
Keep a casserole or salad bowl 
of roasted peppers in the re- 
frigerator. Place them on a 
broiling rack under the broiler 
and turn until all sides are 
practically blackened. Skin 
them quickly and seed. Cut in- 
to sections and place them in a 
dish with a bit of white vine- 
gar. Roasted peppers are su- 
per in salads, or a great relish 
with cold meats or fish. Com- 
bine them with fresh slices of 
raw mushrooms and greens. 
Garnish with green onions. 

Oil 
If you are allowed oil. remem- 
ber that olive oil is mono-un- 
saturated and has no adverse 
effect on serum cholesterol 
levels. It is desirable because 
of its rich, fruity quality, and is 
one of the luxuries allowed the 
dieter. 

Onions 
Raw and cooked. They do 
wonders for the salt-free pal- 
ate. Place veal or pork chops 
on a bed of thinly sliced on- 
ions. Use raw onions in a sal- 
ad, or with cold meats. Sliced 
onion and tomato are a perfect 
accompaniment to steak, and 
onion and cucumbers give fish 
an added zest. They may be 
served just with freshly ground 
pepper and a touch of basil 
and can be refrigerated in 
wine (Continued on page 134)

dash of spirit-rum. whiskey, rye. or wine 
-and fruit, for party drinks hot and cold 

The British claim that hot 
is cooling. But don't 

you believe it. Hot tea 
makes you hot. A long 
life in hot spots has 

taught me that. The British cer- 
tainly know how to make hot tea 
for cold days or winter tea par- 
ties. The teapot is almost a 
household god in many British 
homes, and the Queen's garden 
parties would lose all character 
if, instead of tea. cocktails were 
served to those swallow-tailed, 
gray-toppered men. and chiffon- 
clad, swoopy-hatted women at 
Buckingham Palace. 

It is heresy to the hot tea con- 
tingent. I know, but for me the 
best and most refreshing non- 
alcoholic beverage in the world 
is iced tea. and this is how to 
make it right: 

Claudia's tea: First brew 
some fairly strong India te; 
much as you think you will need 
for a day or two. This you allow 
to cool. e\en putting it in the 
refrigerator if there is time. 
When you are ready to drink it. 
fill a tall glass with ice and pour 
in the tea. Sugar to taste, and 
stick in a slice of lemon. The 
lemon must be crushed in the 

Stir with the sugar until 
the suaar melts. 

Kirsch tea 
A rather spectacular and deli- 
cious drink made with tea. which 
will warm the cockles of our 
hearts if they need warming. 

Over 3 level tablespoons sugar, 
in a warmed bowl, pour half a 
pint of kirsch and flame it for a 
moment or two. Quench this fire 
by slowly adding a half pint of 
hot black tea. 

Rum and tea 
highball 

This is a simple and refreshing 
cool drink. Just make some good 
strong tea. cool, and have it 
ready to pour into tumblers in 
which you have put ice and a 
couple of jiggers of your favor- 
ite rum. Add sugar, if you need 
it. to taste. A slice of lemon and 
a sprig of mint make this a pretty 
luncheon beverage. 

B & B cream tea 
For each serving, pour 6 ounces 
freshly brewed tea into a 
warmed stemmed glass. Add a 
jigger of B & B liqueur. Do not 
stir but top with lightly whipped 
cream and sip through the 
cream. 

Scotch McTavish 
Pour 1 cup boiling water over 
a teabag. Cover and let stand 5 
minutes. Remove teabag and 
add !

Fowl play: 6 new ways to 
make a chicken go farth 
Maurice Moore- 
Betty, right, at work 
in the kitchen. He 
describes below 
how to buy, cut- 
up, and freeze 
chicken parts and 
stock. 

Buys Fresh roasting chickens weigh- 
ing approximately 3'/2 pounds. Pick 
chickens with light-colored skin and not 
too much fat. 

Cut up: First remove legs and sep- 
arate thighs from the drumsticks. 

Cut off the wings close to the body, remove 
the first two joints (the pinion and the middle 
one that corresponds to our forearm). and 
add these to bones for stock. 
Skin the third joint and set aside to freeze for 
"'drumstick" appetizers with cocktails. 
Cut through the two sets of breast bones to 
release the whole breast cage; they almost 
meet, and there is ample room for the boning 
knife. Flatten breast and pull out the breast- 
bone. Carefully cut out the smaller bones, in- 
cluding the wishbone. With the whole breast 
on the cutting board facing you, look care- 
fully and you will see a small fillet-like strip 
of meat on each side. Pull it out and set aside 
for freezing. 
Strip the carcass of as much meat as possible 
and freeze with thighs for use as croquettes. 
Cut up the carcass and add to gizzard, neck, 
and extra small bones and wings, to use for 
stock. 

FreCZCS Small bones, wings, gizzard, 
and neck in small bags, one for each 
chicken's parts, for small quantities of 
stock. 

Freeze cooked stock in milk cartons. Remove 
cartons  after  freezing,  wrap  separately  and 
store "bricks" stacked on top of each other 
to save space.  (Cut carton in half to freeze 
in handy 2-cup quantities.)

[Z Place thighs in a pan and cover 
with stock or seasoned water.

President Carter continued to cook 
over the years and do household chores. 
Even during the campaign, Mrs. Carter 
said, he helped "with cooking, with 
housecleaning, with everything." The 
Carters have always done things as 
equals. They built the peanut business 
together. Mrs. Carter keeping the books 
and the boys coming to the warehouse 
after school to work. 

The family usually discussed politics 
at the dinner table, a custom which con- 
cerned Mrs. Carter a little because she 
didn't think arguing was good for diges- 
tion. "You know, we sit down and sud- 
denly a controversial issue is thrown out 
so everybody is arguing. I always wor- 
ried about doing it at the table, but we 
did it anyway," she said with a laugh, 
it's all good-natured. Jimmy does it on 

purpose to teach the children and just to 
make us all independent thinkers. He 
wants us to disagree and argue with him. 
and 1 think it's a good way of sorting out 
your feelings about things. He listens to 
us. When I was keeping the books, I 
could advise him on the business and we 
just developed a mutual respect for each 
other." 

Among the President's and Mrs. Car- 
ter's many mutual interests is concern 
for the quality of life of the poor and the 
elderly. And Mrs. Carter's interest in 
good nutrition carries over to them. 
When she speaks of the elderly, her low 
but firm voice becomes compassionate: 
"The thing that is so bad is when they 
are alone, it's an effort to fix food for 
themselves. The hot lunch program for 
the elderly is good because it gets them 
t ut of the house and that gives them 
something to look forward to." 

Nine-year-old Amy Carter's eating 
habits also worry her mother. Amy's 
typically indulgent grandmother. Miss 
Lillian, who baby-sat during the cam- 
paign, let her snack on all the sweets her 
heart desired, much to Mrs. Carter's 
chagrin. 

She tries to have Amy eat fruit and 
healthful snacks when she is home, and 
said that "Amy's been learning in school 
lately that those sweet things are not so 
good for you. In fact, she came home 
from school with a recipe using peanut 
butter, raisins, and hones, and she's 
making it herself. I'm trying to keep her 
from eating all that sweet stuff chiidren 
always eat." But. arriving home on week- 
ends, Mrs. Carter said with a sigh of 
resignation, she would find "a refrigera- 
tor full of doughnuts, honeybuns. can- 
dy," all things she would never have in 
the house. 

"We eat very simple food at home. 
I've always tried to give the family a 
good diet:  I  think it's important." For 
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dinner the children ate "meat, vegetables, 
and fruit." Cakes and cookies were re- 
served for special occasions, Lunch was 
something rather light—a salad or a 
sandwich. 

Mrs. Carter cooked breakfast for the 
family every morning, getting up at dawn 
to do it. It took her 25 years to line! out 
that her husband didn't like breakfast, 
and she tells the story on herself with a 
certain amount of glee, the usually shy 
smile turning into a laugh: "When we 
moved to the governor's mansion," she 
said, "we tried to decide what time to 
have the help come in. and Jimmy said, 
'The best thing about campaigning for 
governor is that I didn't have to eat 
breakfast. You made me eat it for 25 
years, and I don't like breakfast'." So 
they now have orange juice and coffee, 
to which Mrs. Carter adds a piece of 
toast for herself. 

The Carters' favorite dinner is London 
broil and a lot of good vegetables. 
'Jimmy is easy to please," according to 

his wife. On the campaign trail he had 
his fill of steak and roast beef, so back in 
Plains he liked to have what he calls 
"goulash," in other words, some cas- 
serole-like dish. Other favorites: "chick- 
en a lot of different ways, always fresh 
vegetables and green salads, any kind of 
fish you can broil like shrimp, lobster 
tails, and red snapper." 

Mrs. Carter uses few convenience 
foods in her cooking—"no sauce mixes, 
no pudding mixes." 

No matter who came 
to the governor's 
mansion, we served 
them grits. I think 
if you come to 
Georgia you ought to 
eat grits, or 
try them anyway 

She is concerned about the additives 
that are put in foods these days. "It bo\h- 
ers me a little. I do try to read ingredi- 
ents, but I haven't had time to become 
really concerned, because I do so little 
cooking now and I use so few of those 
things. 

"I know how distressed I get in the 
grocery store (when something isn't la- 
beled ). You have to know what you're 
eating." 

Her "gut reaction" to a potential haz- 
ard in the food supply is "remove it. 
Find out if it is safe and then put it back 
on the market. We ought not to wait un- 
til after it's tested. 1 don't think we ought 
to suffer until we find out," she said. 

Years of travel in the Navv interna- 

tionalized Rosalynn Carter's taste in fooc 
somewhat. Her recipes are not jus 
Southern. Along with grits, collar 
greens, and fried chicken, she likes tc 
use wines and soy sauce for marinade 
and flavorings, and enjoys dishes with 
Italian. French. Indian, and Chinese in 
Hue nee. 

During their four years in the gover- 
nor's mansion, however, the Carters 
served visitors Southern food. Mrs. Car 
ter, who is always straightforward, laugh 
ingly admitted that when they first went 
to Atlanta, she "tried to be kind of so- 
phisticated and have several courses for 
a meal." But, she said, "people coming 
to Georgia wanted to eat the way we eat, 
so I started serving good Southern! 
meals." 

A dinner given at the governor's man 
sion for the German ambassador was 
typical: minted fruit cup, quail, toma- 
toes stuffed with chopped collard greens 
and sprinkled with bacon (the ambassa- 
dor loved it), broiled peaches, and pea- 
nut-butter chiffon pie. 

It's not a meal Mrs. Carter is likely to 
serve at a State Dinner in the White 
House, however. She said for those oc-, 
casions she would "follow the classical 
French, with several wines" and the 
wines would probably be American. 

Wine was served at the governor's 
mansion; liquor and wine are occasion-l 
ally served at the Carter home. For their 
anniversary they toasted each other with 
champagne, but there were no spirits of} 
any kind in Mrs. Carter's home when 
she was growing up. With one exception 
—just enough to make the filling for the 
Lane Cake her mother served at Christ- 
mas, and still does. 

Miss Allie's recipe calls for half a glass 
of wine, but Miss Allie said, after a 
slight hesitation, and with a laugh, "it's 
better with Bourbon." 

According to Mary Hoyt, the Carters 
"will do the traditional thing at the White 
House and add their own flair." Which 
might turn out to be grits for all break- 
fast guests. 

No matter who was visiting the gov- 
ernor's mansion Mrs. Carter said "we 
served them grits for breakfast," but "I 
didn't eat them unless somebody was 
there, because they're too fattening." 

"The Brazilians didn't like them," she 
said. "They put sugar on them (ana- 
thema to a Southerner), and still didn't 
like them. The Japanese ambassador and 
his wife had several helpings. It's fun to 
see people's reactions. I think if you 
come to Georgia you ought to eat grits, 
or try them, anyway." 

In Washington, she may also be able 
to give new life to the idea that a sound 
diet means a healthy life. Perhaps the 
new First Lady will do for nutrition what 
Lady Bird Johnson did for beautifica- 
tion. ■

vinegar for several days, or used in a va- 
riety of ways with cooked food. Onion 
slices may be steamed with margarine 
or butter, flavored with Madeira or 
sherry. Thinly sliced onions make a per- 
fect sandwich on salt-free bread or toast. 

Sausage 
\1\ great friend and butcher. John 
Montuori, o( Jefferson Market, surprised 
me with salt-free, low-fat Italian sausage. 
I his was especially made, but you can 
follow the pattern. It is lean pork, ground 
and seasoned with pepper, sage, and fen- 
nel seeds ami formed into patties. You 
can bake them at 300' or you may broil 
them. They freeze extremely well. They 
can be made in the food processor with 
your  own   seasoning,   a   flavorful   treat. 

Pasta 
The electric pasta machine makes salt- 
free pasta in no time. For two persons, 
use VA cup flour. 1 egg. mix in the food 
processor. Then knead and roll in the 
pasta machine, following directions. 
Finally, cut into fettucine or linguine. 
Pop at once into rapidly boiling water 

for 10 seconds after it comes to a boil. 
You have perfect pasta. The whole pro- 
cess from beginning to end takes little 
more than 40 minutes. ( Electric pasta 
machines arc available from Ham- 
macher Schlemmer, 147 Fast 57lh St., 
New York. N.Y.  10022; $129.50.) 

There are any number of possibilities 
for sauces with clams, mussels, shrimp 
(if allowed), or buy salt-free canned to- 
matoes and cook them with a whole 
onion and a bit oi' margarine. It makes 
a very acceptable salt-free tomato sauce 
for all purposes. Add herbs to taste. 

Restaurants 
For the dieter, restaurants need not be 
a problem. 1 have yet to find anyone who 
will not cooperate with my low-sodium 
regime, and some have made suggestions 
of great help. Some restaurants feature 
low-sodium and salt-free foods. One that 
does is Fe Coup de Fusil in New York. 
The other day I lunched there deliciously 
on chicken breast wrapped in lettuce 
leaves and poached with olive-shaped 
turnips and dried apricots. It was a de- 
light to the eye and a pleasure to the 
palate. At the Coach House in New 
York, Leon Lianides will broil one of his 
great lamb chops without salt and bring

"Of course water imposed from 
the outside is not the same as water 
generating from the inside." points out 
Dr. Rostenberg. "particularly if you re- 
member what a protective organ the 
skin is—things don't easily get through. 
But an emollient helps hydrate the horny 
top layer of skin and makes it a little 
more plump and smooth. Nothing how- 
ever - wrinkling—at least 
not anything we know of today. Your 
wrinkles are the sign of your humanity."

How to build 

your own summerhouse 

A summerhouse is the dominating fea- 
ture of the Ritts's garden (page 106). Oc- 
tagonal in shape, suggesting a 19th-cen- 
tury bandstand, the summerhouse is light 
and airy, yet substantial enough to shel- 
ter a fair number of people from sum- 
mer sun or showers. Beginning at the 
bottom, the structure stands on 9 con- 
crete piers—one for each point of the 
octagon, plus one for the center. How 
substantial these should be depends on 
climate and soil. In the Ritts's area. 
Princeton, N.J., this means digging 3 
feet so that frost does not get under the 
piers in winter. Shallower piers will serve 
as well in warmer climates, but the 12- 
inch square of concrete will be needed 
everywhere. The Rittses rented a post- 
hole digger and used 8 bags of ready-mix 
concrete. Basic framework of the struc- 
ture is 4-by-4-inch timbers, which may 
be held on the piers with cast-in pins or 
bolted-on iron straps. Base of the floor is 
2-by-4s, running from the peripheral 
piers to the central one, with cedar strip 
flooring laid on top. Railings, of 2-by-4s 
and 2-by-2s, are built as independent 
units, then nailed into place between the 
uprights. 

Aluminum brackets, in the angle 
where roof support and upright meet, are 
a decorative element that also add stiff- 
ening to the structure. Triangular roof 
elements can be fabricated on the 
ground, hoisted into place and nailed 
into position atop the 4-by-4 frame. The 
cedar shingles are nailed onto the roof

laths, and the 8 ridges covered with a 
screwed-on metal capping strip. The cu- 
pola should also be built on the ground 
and hoisted into place. It consists of a 
sheet-metal (galvanized flashing) roof, 
painted to simulate copper, atop 8 6-by- 
16-inch shutters of the indoor type. Final 
step, of course, is to paint exposed sur- 
faces—except shingles and flooring—in 
whatever colors suit you. 

The walkways through the Ritts's gar- 
den and up to the summerhouse are kept 
dry and soft with licorice-root mulch 
from a local nursery. A mulch of coarse 
wood chips holds down weeds in the gar- 
den and on the knoll around the sum- 
merhouse. Small-sealed pines, heathers, 
gray santolina, and artemisia are among 
the permanent plantings. Spring bulbs, 
daylilies, and chrysanthemums also ring 
the summerhouse. 

Octagonal summerhouse designed by Paul 
Ritts has roof width of 16'4 feet, floor 
diameter of 13 Vi feet. Space between 
midpoint of cement piers is 5Vi feet. 

The rail fence all but disappears under 
roses and morning-glories, but it has its 
working side, too. Metal hardware cloth 
goes from 8 inches below ground to 
nails on each rail. This keeps rabbits out 
and twiners, including cucumbers, mer- 
rily up. One last tip: Because morning 
glories can be hard to germinate, the 
Rittses soak the seeds 24 hours and plant 
them in Jiffy pots well before outdoor 
planting time. This way they are sure of 
a bower of blossoms by summer. 

Materials for the Ritts's summerhouse 
cost about $1,650. Since Paul Ritts did 
the work himself, there was no labor 
cost for carpenter work. 

Is your garden 
winterized? 

Now is the time to check winter protec- 
tion of your garden. Sunlight is getting 
stronger every day, but the air is still 
frigid, and the combination is one that 
may be highly dangerous for plants. So 
check up on wrapping and shading ma- 
terials—make sure they are still firmly 
anchored and in their proper positions. 
Replace any mulch that may have blown 
away and batten it down with boards or 
branches to resist blustery days ahead. 
Evergreens that have been coated with 
anti-desiccant  may  need  a  renewal  of 
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the coating—make sure, though, that the 
temperature is above freezing before ap- 
plying the spray. And be sure to remove 
all storm-damaged tree or shrub branch- 
es promptly—the sooner this is done, the 
sooner healing will begin.
