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AB Washington News Letter 

For the Light Construction Industry 

A new service for American Builder readers. The latest Washington developments affecting the light con- 

struction industry assembled by special Washington correspondent and sent by wire to be printed and 
bound in your American Builder at the last minute before it is mailed. A regular monthly feature. 

Washington, September 24, 1951. 

p TIGHT MORTGAGE MONEY SITUATION still remains as most potent factor in retarding 
new home starts. Despite some stimulation to housing industry in certain sections 
of Defense Housing Bill, the extent to which it can be effective still hinges 
largely on availability of credit for home buyers. 

p> FULL IMPACT OF ALL CONTROLS AND RETARDENTS on construction industry will be felt 
in early months of 1952, particularly on housing. Although current indications 
point to more than 1,000,000 new home starts this year, it is agreed that the number 
of starts expected next year, with all factors now remaining as they are, is 
extremely difficult to estimate until enough time has elapsed to determine how 
successfully home builders can operate under existing materials controls and limita— 
tions on credit. NPA'S M—4A limiting use of critical materials, plus the revised 
Regulation X restrictions on credit are just getting into full operation in this 
fourth quarter. 

> NEW HOME STARTS in August are estimated at 85,000 by Bureau of Labor Statistics. 
This compares with 141,900 in August 1950. Total starts for the first eight months 
of 1951 are 758,500. . 

p> SHORTAGES OF "B" PRODUCTS, not included in weight calculations specified in NPA- 
M-4A, limitations on critical metals for housing, can easily develop at the manu- 
facturer level. "B" products can be used by builders without limitation provided 
they are available from suppliers but manufacturers are experiencing some sizable 
reductions in their metal quotas. Roughest phase of this as far as manufacturers 
catering to building industry are concerned, is expected during this quarter and 
early months of 1952. 

p> LACK OF MORTGAGE MONEY for defense housing has inspired RFC to threaten the direct 
lending of money for such construction if private lenders do not finance some 
40,000—odd units now being held up for lack of funds. 

>» NO ADDITIONAL CONTROLS on materials are planned for the immediate future. Present 
controls are expected to function in channeling sufficient supplies of critical 
items to the defense program and to civilian uses in quantities now allocated. By 
the end of 1952 it is felt the materials shortage situation will ease off. 

> SOME AGENCIES are talking about requiring builders to file reports of the number 
of housing units started for which they have self-authorized materials. 

> OFFICE OF PRICE STABILIZATION is working on a number of ceiling price regulations 
tailored individually to various segments of the building material and construction 
industry. Industry Advisory Committees have been meeting with OPS officials in 
eeeenscon and a number of subcommittees of manufacturers have been set to work on 
etails. 

> NO NON-ESSENTIAL CONSTRUCTION will receive authorization for the fourth quarter of 
this year, or the first quarter of next year, according to NPA officials. No 
commercial construction requiring authorization will be given allotments unless 
ee or abandonment of the project would endanger public health, safety or 
welfare. 

> MAXIMUM PAYMENTS OF WAGES and other compensation to laborers and mechanics in the 
construction industry are governed by CISC Regulation 1. A contractor may pay, 
without further approval, the area rates designated and published in the Federal 
Register by the Construction Commission for the various job classifications. 

> WHEN NO AREA RATES HAVE BEEN SET, rates paid are to be determined in one of these 
three ways: (1) A contractor on a federal government project may pay the rates pre— 
determined by the Secretary of Labor; (2) Where rates have been fixed by collective 
bargaining, rates paid must not be higher than those being paid under the collective 
bargaining agreement on July 30, 1951, provided that rate was not in violation of 
‘earlier wage regulations; (3) where there is no collective bargaining agreement, in 
the area a contractor may pay for each job classification a rate not higher than 
the rate actually prevailing in the area July 30, 1951, for that type of work, 
provided the wage established was not in violation of earlier wage regulations. For 
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application for adjustments in compensation not in conformity with the maximum 
rates, WSB Form 100 is used. 

>» CONTROLLED MATERIALS PLAN rules for the construction industry now govern starts 
Self-—authorization covers one to four-—family structures which do not require more 
than the announced quantities of controlled materials. An authorized construction 
schedule and allotment of materials is required for all multi-unit structures. 
(See Page 233, September American Builder. ) 

p>» COMMERCIAL STRUCTURES can be started without NPA authorization only if they will 
not require more than two tons of carbon steel, including structural steel, and 
200 pounds of copper. No stainless steel; no aluminun. 

p> INDUSTRIAL BUILDINGS may be started without approval provided they require not 
more than 25 tons of carbon steel, 2000 pounds of copper and 1000 pounds of aluminun. 

>» SELF-CERTIFICATION system now being used by builders for controlled materials for 
houses and other structures will function satisfactorily only so long as number of 
jobs started do not require more of the critical materials than quantities set aside 
by NPA for the industry. 

p> ONLY ALTERNATIVE now discussed in case self-—certification system breaks down is an 
all-out permit plan which would require filing an application for each start and 
formal approval by the designated government agency before construction could get 
under way. 

» WHERE A CONTRACTOR obtains controlled materials for a structure by one method, 
either self-—certification or CMP allotment, he cannot obtain additional materials 
for the same structure by the other method. Symbols to use in self-—certification 
are: U-6 for industry building; U-7 for all home building except apartments; 
U-8 for all other building except recreational. 

>» SUPER PRIORITY——"DX"-——has already been set up by NPA to break bottlenecks on 
critical materials for urgent military production. This development, if carried 
further, could put the entire allocation system back to the priorities setup which 
prevailed during World War II under WPB. 

pm ALLOCATIONS OF METALS for housing in fourth quarter are 180,000 tons of steel, 
17,457,000 pounds of copper and copper base alloys; and 500,000 pounds of aluminun. 
"A" list of limited metals now also includes all "fabricated metal concrete rein-— 
forcing bars." Used materials as well as imported materials must be included in 
quantity limits. 

p» DEFENSE HOUSING BILL as approved suspends credit restrictions on certain housing 
in areas declared as critical and relaxes credit on low-priced housing in other 
areas. Units selling up to $12,000 or renting from up to $85 per month are exempt 
from credit restrictions in critical areas. In other areas the relaxed credit 
restrictions are: 

>» FOR VETERANS: No more than 4 per cent down payment required when sales price does 
not exceed $7,000; no more than 6 per cent down payment when sales price exceeds 
$7,000 but is not more than $10,000; no more than 8 per cent down payment when sales 
price exceeds $10,000 but is not more than $12,000. When the price is more than 
$12,000, amended Regulation X terms, which have been liberalized for sales under 
$15,000 apply. 

>» FOR NON—VETERANS: No more than 10 per cent down payment required when sales price 
does not exceed $7,000; no more than 15 per cent down payment when sales price 
exceeds $7,000 but is not more than $10,000; no more than 20 per cent down payment 
when sales price exceeds $10,000 but is no more than $12,000. Loan term can 
run 25 years. 

p» MORTGAGES under new title IX of NHA on one-—family units in critical housing areas 
limited to $8,100; to $9,000, in high-cost areas. Two-family unit mortgage limit is 
$15,000; $16,000 in high-cost areas. Mortgage cannot exceed 4} per cent interest 
nor run for more than 30 years. 

» MULTI-FAMILY project mortgages cannot exceed $5,000,000 nor more than $8,100 per 
family unit; $7,200 if number of rooms does not exceed four. Bill allows $900 
increase here in high-cost areas. Interest rate cannot exceed 4 per cent. Prefer- 
ence here is to be given applications to construct low-—rent housing. 

> FNMA is given authority to make advance commitments for purchase of mortgages on 
housing in critical areas, on Wherry Act housing and on housing for victims in 
disaster areas to a limit of $200,000,000. This terminates December 31, 1951. 
$1,500,000,000 is authorized for the various mortgage insurance programs. VA's 
direct loan program is extended with an authorization of $150,000,000 to 1953. 

>» HOUSING AND COMMUNITY FACILITIES can be provided by the government where private 
industry does not file bonafide applications within 90 days to provide satisfactory 
facilities. Permanent housing under this section of the Defense Housing Bill is to 
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be one to four—family units to cost no more than $9,000 for two bedrooms, $10,000 
for three bedrooms and $11,000 for four bedrooms. The costs can be increased $1,000 
per unit in high cost areas. Contracts for government constructed housing can be 
made on a cost—plus—a-—fixed-—fee basis. Fee not to exceed 6 per cent. $60,000,000 
is authorized for communit} facilities and services and $50,000,000 for this 
housing. 

p A CRITICAL DEFENSE HOUSING AREA can be designated as such by the President only if 
the following conditions exist: "(1) A new defense plant or installation has been or 
is to be provided, or an existing defense plant or installation is to be reactivated 
or its operation substantially expanded; (2) substantial in-migration of defense 
workers or military personnel is required to carry out activities at such plant or 
installation; and (3) a substantial shortage of housing required for such defense 
workers or military personnel exists or impends which impedes or threatens to impede 
activities at such defense plant or installation, or that community facilities or 
services required for such defense workers or military personnel are not available 
or are insufficient, or both, as the case may be." 

» ONCE AN AREA has been declared critical there is little likelihood of any addi- 
tional defense plant authorizations or activities being scheduled for there. 

p WHERRY ACT covering military construction is extended two years to July 1, 1953, 
and now includes atomic energy installations. 

> LOANS FOR PREFABRICATED HOUSING production and distribution are authorized in the 
bill. Up to $500,000 is the maximum amount any single individual or firm may borrow 
and the aggregate of all loans to the prefabricated housing industry under this act 
is limited to $15,000,000.

What’s the current status of home building—how are new 
starts going, how’s the supply of materials, mortgage money 
and labor, how are the new regulations working out—and 
what’s the outlook for the near future? 

In order to get reliable information on these vital ques- 
tions and to present a current appraisal of the situation on 
a nation-wide basis, American Builder has completed a 
telegraphic survey of conditions in all sections. The results 
are given here in consensus form. 
Answers to the survey questions were supplied by presi- 

dents of local chapters of the National Association of Home 
Builders and are based on the most recent and accurate 
estimates of association members. The map indicates the 
states represented in the regional summaries.

In terms of total production, the 
difference between this one million 
potential and the government-set 
goal of 850,000 would amount to 
only 0.3 per cent of steel, 1 per cent 
of copper and 0.2 per cent aluminum, 
the association reported. 
Another point advanced in the re- 

port was that material requirements 
of the present defense program are 
far less than those successfully met 
in World War II; that present pro- 
ductive capacity is much greater, 
hence smaller requirements can be 
met more easily. 
Stating that builders have always 

agreed that housing was secondary 
to military needs, NAHB added that 
it was highly important to have new 
housing at a rate consistent with the 
need. 
New housing, the report indicated, 

will take only an estimated 2,091,000 
tons of steel while nearly 13 million 
tons will go for non-residential con- 
struction,

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Statistics, when stated in per- 
centages, often can be mislead- 
ing unless they are carefully 
interpreted. 

A case in point is HHFA’s 
recent analysis of housing char- 
acteristics in 1950 as compared 
with 1940. 

On the surface, the analysis 
seems to show a _ very pro- 
nounced trend toward smaller 
homes and fewer rooms in the 
average home over the 10-year 
period. It also shows a large 
percentage increase in the num- 
ber of homes with no basements, 
a great trend to one-story 
houses, a large drop in the per- 
centage of homes containing 
fireplaces, and so on. 

Actually, when the percent- 
ages are converted to actual 
numbers of homes involved, the 
story is quite different. 

In 1940, only 262,000 single- 
family homes’ were _ started, 
whereas in 1950 there were 
1,154,000 single-family _ starts. 
Had the number of starts been 
the same in each year, these 
trends would have great signifi- 
cance. But because of the great 
difference in numbers, the per- 
centage changes 
significant. 

While it is true that only 53 
per cent of the homes started in 
1950 contained five or more 
rooms as compared with 77 per 
cent in 1940, one finds upon ap- 
plying the percentages to the 
totals that we built 542,000 
homes with five or more rooms 
in 1950 as compared with only 
202,000 in 1940, an actual gain 
of 168 per cent. 

Using the same methods, it is

clear that we built considerably 
more homes with a large floor 
area in 1950 than we did in 1940, 
even though the average area 
per home did decline about 17 
per cent between the two years. 

What actually happened, of 
course, is that the industry built 
a lot more houses of good size, 
plus a very great many 
small, one-story, economy 
homes. In other words, we 
brought the averages down be- 
cause unusual conditions and 
unusual financing aids mush- 
roomed the market for small, 
low-cost dwellings. But at the 
same time the demand for larger 
homes stood up very well and 
was exceedingly well cared for, 
in spite of what the percentages 
show. 

Similarly, we built more homes 
with fireplaces and more homes 
with basements, even though the 
percentages declined consider- 
ably. 
Perhaps the most significant 

fact brought out by the HHFA 
analysis is that within a few 
years we are going to have a 
sharp increase in the need for 
five- and six-room homes as the 
families that occupy the small 
houses grow in size. Many of 
these families are going to feel 
the need for another bedroom 
and more living space when they 
have a boy and a girl in the 980 
square-foot house along with 
father and mother. 

That means the percentages 
and the statistics once again are 
going to tell a different story; 
and they will have to be ana- 
lyzed, too, to get the real mean- 
ing out of the figures.

Praise NRLDA “Minute Men” Program 

The “Minute Men” public relations 
program of the National Retail Lum- 
ber Dealers Association, launched in 
August 1950, is one of the most suc- 
cessful in association history, accord- 
ing to C. B. Sweet, chairman of the 
public affairs committee and a past 
NRLDA president.

How to Operate Under CMP 

Because a thorough working knowledge of CMP is so vital to the opera- 
tive builder, I am reviewing some important points which affect everyday 
operations. 
To begin with, of course, there is no square foot or cost limitation on 

housing. Present CMP controls affect only the quantities of certain metal 
items used per house. 
No structural steel will be made available for residences. Structural steel 

is considered to be hot-rolled structural shapes such as I & H beams, 
angle irons and plates. (Steel pipe columns, valley columns, cold rolled 
lintels, etc., are not considered structural steel.) 
New homes may be started or continued after October 1, 1951, without 

filing any CMP forms if the quantities of “A” products required for de- 
livery after October 1 are not greater than the previously announced 1800 
pounds of carbon steel, and 35 pounds of copper, or 1450 pounds carbon 
steel and 160 pounds of copper (where copper water pipe distribution sys- 
tem is used). 
QUESTION: Does the 1,800 pounds of steel apply to each house individually 

or may a builder certify for the total amount for the whole project? For 
instance, for 10 houses may he certify for 18,000 pounds of steel and use 
more stecl in one house and less in another so that his average come out 
1,800 pounds per house ? 
Answer: The 1,800 pound limitation applies per individual dwelling unit 

and the averaging device may not be used. 
QUESTION: /f you have on hand, prior to September 30, structural steel, 

may you use it after October 1? 
Answer: Yes. Whether the house was started or not, prior to October 1, 

structural steel may be used provided it was “delivered” against a planned 
project before October 1. 

Imported steel items such as nails, reinforcing steel, structural steel, pipe, 
etc., may be used in addition to the 1800 pound limit only if the items are 
produced outside the United States, its territories, possessions and the 
Dominion of Canada, and if items were acquired by the prospective user 
prior to landing of materials. 
QUESTION: May copper tubing be used for radiant heating? 
Answer: M-4A prohibits the use of copper tubing in construction except 

for domestic hot and cold water supply lines, underground water service 
connections, tank to oil burner hook-ups, refrigerant inter-connecting lines 
and certain specialized food, chemical and industrial process uses. 

All orders for steel and copper “A” products must be “self-certified.” 
“Self-Certification” is used on purchase orders for all “A” products only, 
and can be used only if the quantities of “A” products per structure do not 
exceed the poundage limits. 
To “self-certify,” all the builder does is to place on each purchase order 

for “A” products the notation, “Certified under CMP Regulation 6,” fol- 
lowed by the appropriate symbol, date and signature. (For a home, use 
“U-7”; for related commercial structures “U-8”.) 
QUESTION: /s certification absolutely required in order to buy materials 

for delivery after October 1? 
Answer: Yes. Beginning October 1 the entire construction industry will 

be under the Controlled Materials Plan. After that date there will be two 
methods of obtaining materials. First, through the filing of a Form 4C, re- 
sulting in obtaining an authorized construction schedule and an allotment 
of materials, or second, through the use of the self-certification authority 
up to the maximum limits set forth in Schedule I of Direction 1 to CMP 6. 
While the language used in the regulations appears to be permissive, the 
NPA general counsel interprets the self-certification as a requirement for 
delivery of materials after October 1. 
To use a “DO” rating for “B” products (in obtaining delivery on or 

after October 1 for “B” products and for other materials such as lumber, 
portland cement, etc.,) the builder may certify his orders as follows: “Cer- 
tified under CMP 6, DO,” followed by appropriate symbol, date and sig- 
nature. Builders must keep records for at least two years of orders, deliv- 
eries, inventories, and use of controlled materials in sufficient detail to 
permit an audit indicating compliance. Willful violation is a crime and upon 
conviction is subject to fine, imprisonment, or both. 

Public housing also will be required to conserve critical metals.

Actually, the inner wall of the 
Heatilator firebox—where cool air is 
heated to be circulated through-out 
the room—is formed from a single 
piece of heavy ie inch (three-six- 
teenths inch) boilerplate. There are 
no welded joints across the back or 
in the lower corners that might crack 
under intense heat.

HHFA SURVEY-—It shows that 
about 86 per cent of the single- 
family detached dwellings built in the 
first half of 1950 were one story, as 
compared with 67 per cent in 1941. 

BASEMENTS—In 1940 slightly 
more than half of the single-family 
detached houses had basements. The 
HHFA survey shows that in the first 
half of 1950 only 36 per cent had full 
basements. Practically all the re- 
mainder had no basements. 

MILTON MACDONALD— 
Speaking for the Mortgage Bankers 
Association of America, of which he 
is president, he said recently, “When 
the Federal Reserve ceased to support 
government bonds at par in early 
March, supply and demand resumed 
their normal roles in the credit field. 
But FHA interest rate remained 
frozen at 4% per cent and the VA 
rate at 4 per cent. Both are too low 
to compete with other investment 
media under the new _ conditions. 
FHA loans have been adversely af- 
fected and VA loans considerably 
more so. There is no reason why 
these rates should not be moved up 
in accordance with the general rise 
in the cost of money made effective 
by the federal government. No one 
would be harmed and many would be 
benefited, including eligible veterans 
who suffer most from this inequity.” 

INFLATION—MacDonald empha- 
sized the interest and effort of mort- 
gage bankers in stemming inflation, 
said efforts so far have been success- 
ful, and will continue to be more so. 
He decried government credit policies 
that make possible a rise in the cost 
of money in corporate and municipal 
bond markets, and in most other fields 
of borrowing except FHA and VA 
interest rates. He said the result has 
been demoralization in the field, and 
termed the policy needless and in- 
equitable. 

DISCREPANCY—Private housing 
starts in the first six months of 1951 
decreased 27 per cent compared with 
the same period in 1950. Public hous- 
ing starts increased 650 per cent. 
Why should this discrepancy exist? 
Is it less inflationary to start public 
housing units than private units? 

RISING COSTS—Two and one- 
half years ago rising costs held s: arts 
to low totals for several months. byt 
the public finally came to believe that 
there would be no decline, and entered 
the market in record numbers. It can 
happen again this fall. 

LIQUID ASSETS—A sharp tren 
toward converting liquid assets 
cash to meet the increased down pay- 
ments under Regulation X is under 
way. It may be an indication of belief 
on the part of the building public that 
a new cost level has been reached, 
and that no decline is in sight. 

CERTAINTY—The one certainty 
is that the public still demands new 
homes, and intends to get them, one 
way or another as long as the rising 
costs do not outstrip the declining 
value of the dollar. In other words, 
the public seems to have caught on to 
the fact that the value of a dollar 
at any given time is of less import- 
ance than its relative purchasing 
power compared with other commodi- 
ties, and other times. 

850,000 STARTS—The govern 
ment’s announced goal of 850,000 
starts for this year will be realized 
within four to five per cent. The fact 
that starts for the first six months in- 
dicated that perhaps the total would 
be a million, has led to speculation 
in some quarters as to whether the 
metals limitation orders are dictated 
actually by metal shortages or as a 
means of holding starts in line. 

SHORTAGES—They had not de- 
veloped by late August. Defense 
officials insisted at that time that 
shortages would be in evidence dur- 
ing the last quarter of the year. 

RETAIL SALES—They’re spotty 
and the outlook is puzzling. Retail 
lumber dealers with yards in larg 
metropolitan centers where the bulk 
of the business is with operativ: 
builders report declining sales. In tl 
rural areas, where the farm tra‘ 
is important, excessive rains hav 
spoiled light grains in some States 
and there was danger ahead for corn 
in August. Too much rain, again. [n 
smaller cities where custom building 
predominates, retail sales are holding 
up well.

Against Summer Sun, Were It Not For Radiation 

Convection is not a problem — there is no Convection downward. The only heat flow in summer 

through an empty roof space is Radiation, except for insignificant Conduction. Heat flow by conduction 

through roof spaces — through any building air space — is about 5°. 

Ordinary insulation may retard heat for two or three hours, but builds up a large heat storage as 

compared to empty space. Fairly solid, it is a much better conductor of heat than empty air. Its surfaces 

absorb more than 90% heat rays. The heat passes through it by conduction, and is then radiated into the 

rooms at a 90% rate all through the day and into the night. 

The solution is to use a material which has little substance and whose surfaces will not absorb nor emit 
appreciable radiation. Silver foil would be excellent but tough multiple accordion aluminum, which weighs but 

1/5 oz. a sq. ft., is inexpensive and has practically the same heat-ray absorption and emissivity (2% more). It 
absorbs only 3% of the preponderant radiant heat flow through building air spaces inside walls, ceilings end 
roofs, and emits but 3%. It is non-condensation forming, impervious to vapor, and its multiple air spaces prac- 

tically eliminate conduction. The commercial form is Infra Type 4 and 6. 

The National Bureau of Standards Booklet BMSS2, “Effect of Ceiling Insulation upon Summer 

Comfort,” lists on page 10, the “insulations tested” in the order of decreasing effectiveness in protecting 

the ceiling against summer heat, as follows: 

“1) Two layers aluminum foil (both sides of each layer reflecting). 

“2) Full thick (3%”) rockwool.” 

Try this test: Tack or scotch-tape 3 sq. ft. of multiple accordion aluminum (we will send it free on 

request) to the underside of a hot roof or ceiling, whether uninsulated, or insulated with ordinary insula- 

tion. Step in and out of the protected area beneath. The difference will be so marked, you will need no 

thermometer.

The Drill Press 

The four basic parts of the drill 
press are the base, column, table and 
head. The term “head” is used to 
designate the entire working mech- 
anism which is attached to the up- 
right end of the column. The table 
can be moved up and down on the 
column, and it can be swung from 
side to side or tilted if the work re- 
quires these movements.

The essential part of the head is 
the spindle. This revolves in a verti- 
cal position, and is housed in ball 
bearings at either end of a movable 

which is called the quill. The 
quill, and hence the spindle which it 
carries, is moved downward by 
means of a simple rack-and-pinion 
gearing, worked by the feed handle. 
When the feed handle is released, the 
quill is returned to its normal position 
by means of a coil spring. Adjust- 
ments are provided for locking the 
quill and presetting the depth to 
which the quill can travel. 

RATING OR SIZE OF DRILL 
PRESS 

The rating or size of the drill 
press is expressed in terms of the 
diameter of the largest circular piece 
of work which can be drilled through 
the center while on the drill press 
table. Thus, a 14-inch circle can be 
center-drilled on a 14-inch drill 
press; or, in other words, the dis- 
tance from the center of the spindle 
to the front of the column is 7 inches. 
Another index size is the distance 
between the end of the spindle and 
the table, this being much greater in 
floor models than in bench models. In 
both cases the depth of hole which 
can be drilled with one stroke of the 
feed lever is about 4 inches.

The drill press has many uses, 
such as drilling, mortising, routing, 
carving, sanding, shaping, grinding, 
boring, and many other operations. 
The drill press is usually fitted with 
cone pulleys so that selective speeds 
can be obtained to fit the type of 
work being done. Interchangeable 
spindles are supplied for most drill 
presses, thus adapting the machine 
for a wide variety of work. The 
standard spindle is a %-inch capacity 
key type chuck. Other common types 
of spindles are shown below. These 
other spindles along with accessories 
adapt the drill press to the wide vari- 
ety of jobs it can be used for. 

STANDARD JACOBS 

CHUCK SPINDLE 

The standard spindle most com- 
monly used with the drill press is 
the Jacobs chuck spindle in a %-inch 
capacity. This is a key type chuck 
which grips the drilling tool firmly 
and evenly. This type spindle is used 
for most straight-shank drills or 
boring tools, and can also be used 
for sanding drums, plug cutters, ma- 
chine spur bits, multi-spur bits, etc.

respects. First, the size of the flue is 
double that of the ordinary fireplace 
This is necessary in order to force 
the smoke up into the flue, and thus 
eliminate the possibility of the smok 
backing up.

HE true values of this modern home are measured in 
terms of comfort, convenience and ease of living with a

Strangely enough the staunchest adherents to con- 
temporary styling are the builders themselves.

Unique Plank Construction in Title I House 

ALLS of two-inch-thick fir planks, 
12 inches wide, finished on one 

side, are the construction features of 
this low-cost Title I house. The 
homes built in a 44 unit subdivision 
are located outside the city limits of 
Portland, Oregon. 

Construction details incorporate a 
concrete foundation two by 12 inch 
subflooring, two by 12 inch plank 
walls, double knotty pine walls be- 
tween bedrooms and plank ceiling.

CTIVE demand for houses of traditional design in an 
A otherwise slow market proves their continuing appeal, 
according to Frank McKeon, Arcadia, California, home 
builder. Without sacrificing the authenticity of the classic 
designs, McKeon adapts modern materials and equipment 
to English and Early Ameri¢an types, and finds that 
they sell easily. 

The sway roof English design is a copy of a British 
manor house. The use of used brick, English chimney and 
stucco, and the sash treatment give this home its charac- 
ter. The sway roof was made by tapering the four-inch 
dimension of 2” x 4”. Three extra courses of shingtes 
were applied along the ridge. The exterior woodwork is 
stained dark brown. All the structural timbers, including 
those imbedded in the stucco, were adzed to give a hewn 
effect. Horizontal timbers and interior beams were given 
the same treatment. To produce a slate-like effect shallow 
cuts were made in the edges of the cedar shingles while 
still tied in the bundle. No effort was made to select shades 
or colors in the used brick. 
The 1712 square foot house sold for $29,000. 
The 1646 square foot Early American design sold for 

$27,500. 
The 1x12-inch lap siding at the left end of the house is

HE typical post-Regulation X 
home buyer is a different prospect 

from his easier-credit predecessor and 
requires an entirely different selling 
approach, according to a California 
building firm. The new prospect, 
these builders say, can barter with a 
substantial downpayment—$2,500 to 
$3,500—and the buy that appeals to 
him must have comfort features not 
possible in a minimum home. 

While commitments were running 
out on their large-scale pre-X opera- 
tions in the Bay area, the firm, with 
an eye on merchandising under cur- 
rent restrictions, noted that many 
builders were having trouble selling 
their new homes, Their analysis: 
these slow-movers were the same 
small, tract-type houses popular un- 
der old no-downpayment terms, a 
type not likely to stimulate the more 
leisurely buyer with the larger 
investment. 

Then they gave their designer his 
assignment—a_ three-bedroom home 
to sell in the $10,000 bracket, incor- 
porating a number of attractive ex- 
tras read about and seen by persons 
waiting for the “right buy.” The 
plans have been drawn and 30 of the 
houses started. If these go as well 
as expected the program calls for ex- 
panded operations at once. 

Features which the builders be- 
lieve will overcome buyer reluctance: 

(1) The floor plan, which is well- 
arranged and permits access to bed- 
rooms without going through the liv- 
ing area. (2) Availability of three 

bedrooms. (3) Floor to ceiling win- 
dows in the living room, giving full 
view of patio. (4) Sliding doors to 
patio from both living room and 
master bedroom. (5) A brick fire- 
place and adjoining brick wall which 
extend to the ceiling, with the same 
wall left exposed on the kitchen side. 
(6) A planting box just inside the 
entry and another outside the picture 
window. 

The master bedroom has a revolv- 
ing wardrobe unit, manufactured by 
the Revolvodor Corp., which, when 
open, serves as a dressing room and 
entry to the bath. The unit’s door 
turns easily to give access to hang- 
ers on its opposite side and to shelves 
for other apparel.

Builders in Cold Climates Do 

Something About the Weather 

Keep pace with heavy demand for new homes by gearing 

operations to weather cycles and developing methods to hold 

crews on jobs all winter. Materials and equipment designed 

by manufacturers for cold weather use also important factors 

RDINARY winter weather in the 
northern states should be no de- 

terrent to home building and light 
construction industry operations. 
The resourcefulness of builders in 
the cold climate areas of the United 
States, and the help of ingenious 
manufacturers of equipment and ma- 
terials, have resulted in practices 

which permit 
ment of 
jobs. 

In the Twin Cities area of Min- 
nesota, Minneapolis and St. Paul, 
where temperatures vary from ex- 
tremes of 100 above in midsummer 
to 30 below zero in midwinter, build- 
ers have been able to keep pace with 

year round employ- 
crews and completion of 

heavy demand for new homes during 
the past few years by gearing their 
operations to the weather 
This means that they not only set up 
time schedules on their jobs so that 
maximum advantage can be taken of 
the varying weather conditions, but 
they also utilize equipment and have 
a number of practices which permit 
work to continue where the lack of 
such resourcefulness might stop work 
altogether. In addition to the cold 
weather, these builders have to cor 
tend with heavy snowfalls. Last win- 
ter the Twin Cities had a total of

ground at one time. 

Costs More to Build in Winter 

Builders try to have as many ex- 
cavations dug, as many foundations 
in and capped, with sewer, water and 
gas connections made, as feasible be- 
fore the Christmas holidays. Ideally, 
the houses should all be enclosed be- 
fore the holidays but obviously that 
js not possible when a contractor has 
specialized crews which move from 
job to job and must be kept busy or 
be lost to those offering steady work. 
Twin Cities home builders have also 
discovered that the heavy demand 
for housing has made it necessary to 
keep going even when it meant con- 
siderable increase in cost on a few 
individual jobs. Experience has 
proved that it costs between $300 and 
$500 more to build an 800-square 
foot house between December 15 and 
March 1 in the Twin Cities area. 
Builders there figure these costs on 
an average year round basis so that 
a house, for example, built in the 
summer to sell for $11,500 sells for 
the same price when it is built dur- 
ing the winter months. 

Cover Ground to Be Excavated 
Where there is a choice of soils in 

which to work after the freezeup, 
builders choose a sandy loam. In any 
event, ground to be excavated after 
cold weather and snow is due is cov- 
ered with marsh hay before the 
freeze. No plot to be excavated in 
winter is skinned for black dirt and 
all traffic is kept off. Trucks and 
other movable equipment are care- 
fully routed around proposed founda- 
tion sites. The marsh hay is applied 
to about a foot in depth unless there 
isa heavy accumulation of weeds and 
grass when less can be used safely. 

suilders in the Twin Cities area 
have covered whole blocks with 
marsh hay before the freezeup so that 
they could move in later in the win- 
ter and do excavating economically. 

TEMPERATURE reached 28 
below zero in St. Paul when 
the decision was made to 
erect these tents on the job. 
By using temporary heating 
units, inside temperature 
was kept at around 65 de- 
grees permitting masonry 
work to proceed without in- 
terruption. Ted Hoffmeyer. 
project superintendent for 
the Hagstrom Construction 
Co., worked with a tent and 
Gwning company to get 
them erected. Heavy snows 
broke the ridge pole in a 
tent on one occasion 
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FOUNDATIONS AND FRAMING for houses take more time in cold weather but builders 
and their crews have developed systems which permit work to proceed uninterrupted 

The hay costs about $17 to $18 a ton 
—75 cents to $1.00 a bale in smaller 
quantities. It takes about four bales 
to adequately cover ground for an 
800-square-foot house. One Minne- 
apolis builder reported using 60 tons 
on one project last winter. The more 
snow that piles on top of the marsh 
hay, the less frost penetrates into the 
surface of the ground. In sandy loam 
it is economical to excavate even 
when frost has penetrated to a foot 
in depth. 

Cover Bottom of Excavation 

To Keep Frost Out 

As soon as footings are in, they as 
well as the entire basement floor are 
again covered with marsh hay to 
keep out frost. This is done so that 
footings will cure properly and the 
ground will not freeze so hard 
plumbers cannot install soil pipe. Ex- 
perience has shown that where earth 
at the bottom of an excavation is

permitted to freeze through the win- 
ter, it will not thaw sufficiently for 
plumbers to work until late in May 
or early June. 

Pour Furnace Footing 

With Regular Footings 

When footings are poured in win- 
ter, the footing and floor to go under 
the furnace is placed at the same 
time. This is done so that as soon as 
the house is under cover, the furnace 
can be installed to supply heat before 
and during the time the basement 
floor is poured and cured. 

Avoid Materials Other 

Than Hay for Covering 

No paper of any type should ever 
be used under hay or straw to cover 
concrete to protect it in winter, the 
Minneapolis builders report. They 
have had some sad experiences try 
ing to remove paper from the con-

and paper. When hay alone is used to 
cover the concrete footings it can be 
burned off with gasoline, even when 
a coating of ice and snow is mixed 
with it. High early strength cement 
is used for this winter work. 

Laying Concrete Block 

At 10 Below Zero 
Bulk of the foundation work for 

houses in the Twin Cities area is 
dene with concrete blocks. These are 
laid satisfactorily in weather as cold 
as 10 below zero when conditions are 
right. This means there can be no 

dos. 

SIMPLE METHOD of heating sand and aggregates is to pile them over a 14 to 18-inch 
piece of culvert or heavy pipe and build a fire in the pipe. Setting the water barrel at 
one end of the pipe will heat water at the same time aggregate is being heated 
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appreciable amount of wind and if 
there is any breeze blowing a wind 
break must be set up to protect the 
workmen and the wall. Warm mortar 
is, of course, essential. Another es- 
sential here is the use of fully cured 
concrete blocks. They must be thor- 
oughly dry with a maximum mois- 
ture content of 35 to 40 per cent of 
total absorption potential and prefer- 
ably about 20 per cent. The well 
cured blocks help the mortar to set 
faster to avoid danger of damage 
from frost. In no case should blocks 
with ice on them or moisture frozen 
in them be used.

Soft Brick Laid in Zero Weather 

Brick work in cold weather with. 
out artificial heat is done with sof 
brick which are more absorbe:t 
mortar will cure faster. It is dang 
ous to use hard brick unless ade:u; 
precautions are taken to kee; 
warm until past the danger 
from frost. 

Protect Floor Slabs 

Poured in Winter 

If a house is to be built on a 
during the winter season, the slab js 
poured on a warm day over ground 
which, of course, has been protecte 
from frost. Where there is danger of 
a sizable drop in temperature after 
the job is finished, five gallon cans 
are loaded with sand and kerosen 
and placed about ten feet apart or 
the slab. Moderate heat from th 
burning kerosene in the sand keeps 
the slab warm and _ facilitates 
proper cure until past the danger 
point. 

Soft Work Postponed Until Spring 

Under ordinary operations in this 
climate all “soft work” such as steps, 
sidewalks, porch slabs and similar 
jobs are postponed until war 
weather. This type of work keeps ce- 
ment crews busy well into the sum- 
mer on houses completed during 
winter months. One builder reporte 
in July that he was just then getting 
caught up on his “soft work,” whic! 
was about the time he planned to 
start footings and foundations for fall 
and winter work. 

Ready-Mix Delivered Warm; 

Water, Aggregates Heated 

Use of ready-mixed concrete is be- 
coming general in the Twin Cities 
area. When this is used during winter 
months, it is delivered to the jol 
heated to a satisfactory temperature. 
Where jobs are snow-bound or inac- 
cessible because of bad roads, con- 
crete must be mixed on the job, and 
there are a number of builders who 
always mix on the job. When weather 
conditions require it, water and ag- 
gregates are heated and 
chloride added as protection against 
frost damage. 

Whenever possible, each day’s sup- 
ply of sand is delivered in the morn- 
ing, already warm if that is possible. 
When it is not, the conventional 
method of piling it over a 14- to 18- 
inch pipe or culvert with a fire inside 
is followed. Setting the water barrel 
or tank at one end of the pipe heats 
that at the same time the sand or 
other aggregate is being heated. 

calcium 
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MARSH HAY is used to cover unexca- 
vated ground or freshly poured concrete 
to keep out frost penetration 

Some builders use kerosene or lique- 
fied petroleum torches inside the 
pipes instead of wood and coal fire. 
When aggregate is left on the job 
overnight it is always covered with a 
heavy canvas. [See page 122, May 
1951 American Builder, for further 
details on handling aggregates and 
mortar in cold weather. ] 

Framing Goes Up In Winter 

House framing is done regularly 
during winter months in tempera- 
tures down to ten below. When it gets 
that cold, there can be no wind and 
the work done depends on the men 
and conditions. Men are accustomed 
to the cold and are clothed for it. 
Visitors from warmer climates who 
visit the Twin Cities during winter 
months and see men working on 
house framing are amazed that they 
get along so well under adverse con- 
ditions. The work is usually done 
without any backfill around founda- 
tions because it is not advisable to 
pile chunks of frozen earth against 
foundation walls. Backfilling is done 
in the spring. When any backfilling is 
done in winter, it is necessary to go 
over it again in the spring. Framing 
takes more time in cold weather. 
{See accompanying table of compar- 
isons. } 

Power Tools Valuable 

In Cold Weather 

Power tools are used to accelerate 
winter work. This equipment is kept 
warm and is never allowed to remain 
outside or in an unheated area in ex- 
treme cold when not in use. Every 
fall as the cold weather approaches, 
Twin Cities builders change to light 
oil in the power equipment to be used 
during winter months. 

Asphalt Shingles Laid In Cold 

Asphalt shingles are laid regularly 
in the winter months in Minneapolis 
and St. Paul. They must be handled 
carefully to avoid cracking and are 
spaced to allow for expansion when 
the temperature reaches 90 and 100 
degrees during summer months. 
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TEMPORARY HEATING units were used 
to keep this basement warm and also to 
heat floor above 

Prime Painting Is Done 
Exterior wall finish such as siding, 

shingles and trim are prime painted 
inside, out of the weather, before be- 
ing applied when conditions are bad. 
Otherwise it is primed after it is put 
on, but in either case finish painting 
is done after warm weather arrives 
in the spring. 

Proper Enclosing of Structure 

for Temporary Heat 

As soon as any structure can be 
sufficiently enclosed to retain any ap- 
preciable amount of heat, temporary 
units are set up to keep interiors 
warm. To facilitate this the usual 
practice in the Twin Cities is to 
fasten storm sash to outside window 
trim rather than to fit them as soon 
as frames are set. This is done to 
avoid swelling and possible damage 
to windows and frames from conden- 
sation when plastering is done. Good 
practice calls for the temporary ap- 
plication of these storm sash with a 
small opening at the top of every

window to permit ventilation and 
thus to minimize danger of conden- 
sation. 

Various Equipment Used 

For Temporary Heat 

Many builders use the equipment 
manufactured specifically for tempo- 
rary heat in uncompleted structures. 

TARPAULINS or other suitable coverings 
are used in extreme weather to protect 
workmen and green masonry work 

Some are thermostatically controlled 
oil-fired tinits which maintain a con- 
stant uniform temperature 24 hours 
a day. The danger of fire from many 
temporary heating units, particularly 
hand-fired stoves, has prompted sev- 
eral builders to use units which were 
originally designed for heating air- 
plane motors. They sit outside the 
structure and heat is piped through 
ducts. 

A large number of builders use 
salamanders or “air-tight” heaters, 
usually several of them in the base- 
ment. Subflooring boards are left out 
every few feet to permit an easy flow 
of the heat from such units upward 
into the house while at the same time 
the basement is kept from freezing 
With the interiors heated, work pro- 
ceeds inside in winter much as it 
does in summer. In fact, sometimes 
more work per man hour is turned 
out because there is no excessive heat 
to slow workmen 

Heating While Plastering 

When a house is ready to plaster, 
heating units are set on the main 
floors because not enough heat filters 
through the house from the basement 
for plastering, unless the furnace has 
been installed and is in working con 
dition. Whenever a stove is set on 
subflooring, a sheet of asbestos ce 
ment board covered with a layer of 
sand is recommended for under each 
unit. In some cases dehumidifiers are 
being used to dry plaster. In all 
cases, temporary heating and drying 
units require watching because of the 
danger of damage from smoke and 
fumes which escape unless they are 
adjusted and attended properly. 

Moving Snow From 

Jobs Is Expensive 

Heavy snowfall in the Minneapo- 
lis-St. Paul area make it common 
practice for builders to use bulldozers 
to keep sites clear of snow and roads 
open for travel to jobs. Those who 
do not own their own equipment pay 
from $10 to $15 an hour for this 
work,

By 1903 the second structure had been acquired by the new firm month on the outside back cover o 
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this publication and has had that po- 
sition in every issue without inter- 
ruption since. 

In the 42 years and eight months 
since February 1909, the firm has 
published 512 back-cover advertise- 
ments in American Builder, all in at 
least two colors. Frank B. Kennedy, 
now advertising and direct mail sales 
manager, bought the first advertising 
in American Builder and has been 
handling it ever since. 

Company Officers 

First officers of National Manu- 
facturing Company when it was or- 
ganized in October, 1901, were: 
W. P. Benson, president; L. A. Bit- 
torf, secretary; and H. V. Bittorf, 
treasurer. L. A. Bittorf, first secre- 
tary, is now chairman of the board 
of directors. 

Present officers in addition to 
L. A. Bittorf are: R. D. Arnold, 
president; K. W. Benson, executive 
vice-president and treasurer; R. I. 
Hults, H. M. Weyrauch, vice presi- 
dents; J. H. Bittorf, secretary. 

The original 35 hardware items of- 
fered to retail lumber dealers during 
the first months of the firm’s opera- 
tions have expanded to a line of 
about 300 at present. W. P. Benson, 
the first president, pioneered sales of 
the line through retail lumber deal- 
ers. Today 52 salesmen are occupied 
selling the line to retail lumber deal- 
ers and hardware retailers in the 
United States and Canada. When the 
company was first organized very 
few lumber dealers sold hardware. In 
ensuing years members of the firm 
have seen their products become 
standard items in the retail building 
material stores throughout country. 

Pioneered Many Items 

Some of the hardware items pio- 
neered by National Manufacturing 
Company include their “Big 4” barn 
door hanger, which was the first flex- 
ible unit of that type placed on the 
market; and their half-surface butt 
which was introduced in 1905.

important to make certain that the 
tile is not “floating” on too much 
mastic. Each tile must be pressed 
firmly against the wall. 

HOW the tile is fitted around sockets 

If a plumbing fixture or an electric 
socket is encountered, the plastic tile 
should be cut and smoothed with a 
file so that it can be custom-fit to the 
wall. If a standard tile cutter is used, 
it is suggested that the tile be placed 
in the cutter face down and cut from 
the back of the face in order to 
prevent ‘fracturing the lip which 
completely surrounds the tile. The 
best coping saw blade to use is one 
which has 32 teeth to the inch.

How Building Materials 

Reacted to Kansas Floods 

Lloyd H. Yeager, general man- 
ager of the Gypsum Association, re- 
cently completed an inspection tour 
of the flood-battered section of East- 
ern Kansas, where he studied the ef- 
fect of flood waters on building ma- 
terials. 

He reports that water, itself, did 
little permanent damage to gypsum 
materials in the flood area, even 
though currents tore through homes

result of the floods which swept over 
eastern Kansas during July. This is an 
aerial view of the Seaman Gardens Com- 
munity in Topeka, Kas.. when the flood 
was at its height. Blank space in upper 
row (left of picture) shows home was 
swept away in the flood 

at the rate of 35 miles an hour, and 
in some locations washed foundations 
out from under home structures. 
Whatever damage that was done to 
gypsum plaster, sheathing and wall- 
board, Yeager said, was usually the 
result of impact by heavy floating ob- 
jects propelled by the swift current. 

He recalled that in some areas, 
where the flood waters rose above the 
attic level in homes, there were some 
ceiling failures, but the ceilings col- 

THIS WAS TAYLOR STREET in the Sea- 
man Gardens subdivision after the flood 
waters had receded. Most of these homes 
were covered with asphalt-cement shin- 
gles over gypsum sheathing. Shingles 
and sheathing performed well under the 
flood battering 

lapsed under a heavy load of mud 
left by the water. Any ceiling con- 
struction would have failed under the 
weight, Yeager said, and he added, 
“if ceilings had not failed under the 
load, roofs probably would have 
caved in with much more serious 
consequences.” 

Shingles over gypsum seating | 
were torn away in some locations, he 

| reported, but the damage, again, was 
due chiefly to the crushing weight of

Low-Rent Housing ‘for Nothing 

In the panorama of public housing, as they call it, w iich 
was observed here the other day, there is a little cloud (no 
bigger than a man’s hand of course) which ought t be 
studied by Los Angeles taxpayers. They should stud» it 
because they are going to be stuck with taxes although they 
have been told that it is a Federal beneficence which wil] 
cost them nothing except for sewer, etc. 

What They Don’t Say 

The public housing of which we speak is the present 
project to build 10,000 low-rental units on 11 different sites. 
These units are to be built with money obtained by bond 
issues by the Los Angeles Housing Authority—bonds guar- 
anteed by the U.S. Treasury—and they will cost, it is said, 
$110,000,000, and the bonds will be retired through the low 
rentals which will be charged for the apartments. It all 
sounds very pretty. The housing will be almost self- 
liquidating. 

But the thing they don’t tell you about is the administra- 
tion cost of these apartments. Whenever the government 
operates such a project as these housing units it must dis- 
patch a swarm of bureaucrats to oversee the property and 
the tenants. For instance: the Housing Authority’s last re- 
port shows that the present overhead cost per public hous- 
ing unit for management, maintenance, operating services, 
collection, etc., is $28.05 a month. To this unit cost the 
Housing Authority adds 68 cents for payment in lieu of 
taxes to the local government and a $7.77 debt service 
charge. The accountants then make an adjustment which 
is too complicated to describe and come up with a total 
cost per apartment of $35.60. And the average rental of the 
units is $32.32. That’s a loss of $3.28 a month on the aver- 
age unit. 

The Loss in Taxes 

Now when Mayor Bowron eagerly signed the co-opera- 
tion agreement two years ago it was put out that the 
Housing Authority would give the city a little something in 
lieu of taxes. That is to say, the low-rental housing would 
pay, as private ownership does, for all the services the city 
provides to citizens, renters or home-owners. But the catch 
is this: The agreement the Mayor signed says that there 
shall be payments to the city in lieu of taxes “to the extent 
that funds are ayailable from income.” Where are these 
funds available from income? 
The Federal housing bureaucracy also says in its report 

that it thinks it can cut down expenses. It expects that its 
10,000 low-rental units in Los Angeles will drain off only 
$19.99 a unit to pay the bureaucrats who will be rushing 
around to see that tenants are worthy—voting right, for 
instance—of having their low rent. 

Byron Jones, director of the Montecito Hills Improve- 
ment Association, has some remarks. He calculates that 
$95,952,000 eventually will be spent on administration costs 
for the 10,000 Los Angeles units. 
“Now,” says he, “suppose that instead of paying this 

$95,952,000 (to) the planners, we i»xok it and erected 10,000 
private homes at the cost of $9595.20 each and made an 
outright gift of these houses to the people now living in the 
so-called slums. The slums would be cleared and we could 
start collecting taxes for the new homes. Certainly $100 a 
year a home would be reasonable enough for taxes. This 
would give us $1,000,000 a year for 10,000 homes, or $40.- 
000,000 over the life of the proposed program (40 years.) 
Thus we would be $40,000,000 further ahead even if we 
gave the homes away under private ownership than we 
would be under the Socialistic plan. The reason this is true 
is that the $96,000,000 paid for management and other So-

In Italy the builder has to operate entirely on his own 
capital. No rentals of any kind are being built, and the 
lira has about one-sixtieth its prewar purchasing power. 
It is possible for builders to borrow construction money 
at interest rates varying from eleven to eighteen per cent 
on one-fourth to one-fifth of value. As a result, all resi- 
dential construction in Italy is for the wealthy. A little 
housing is being done by industrial corporations. Italian 
labor gets $3.70 for an eight-hour day. But the laborer 
never sees $1.70 of this amount. He gets the two dol- 
lars, and the remainder goes to thirteen different taxing 
bureaus of government. Italian labor is being paid an ab- 
solute minimum necessary for bare subsistence. In the 
opinion of one of the committee members control of pro- 
duction and rigging of prices by cartels for their own 
protection is the major reason for Italian poverty. 

Holland presented a brighter picture. There are no 
slums and no housing shortages. Average wages for build- 
ing labor are $8 a week. Land is at a high premium, and 
all land titles are controlled by government. The govern- 
ment subsidizes rent. 

France, the committee reported, is strangled by rent 
control. In all of France only 150,000 units have been 
built since the close of the war. Eighty-five per cent of the 
units have no bath. In 1947 there were 350 units started 
on one project. At the rate of progress up to date it 
was the opinion of the committee that they might be fin- 
ished in 1955. Cartels are squeezing the worker, and the 
incentive to produce is gone. Rentals, generally, are 
about four per cent of the worker’s income, and the limit 
by law is ten per cent. Financing is on the basis of a 100 
per cent government subsidy. Terms are two per cent,

ARCHITECTURAL AND 

BUILDING TRADES DICTIONARY 

Ry Burke, Dalzell, Townsend. 5% inches by 8% inches, 377 pages, 
illustrated.

Most of the special words and phrases used in the build- 
ing trades are not common in ordinary spoken English nor 
are they found in the average dictionary. Therefore a 
special dictionary that presents the broad range of building 
terms and definitions in daily use in the light construction 
industries fills a real need for apprentices and students as 
well as for the building tradesman himself. 

Just such a book is the ARCHITECTURAL AND 
BUILDING TRADES DICTIONARY, compiled by a 
capable trio, Messers. Burke, Dalzell and Townsend. It is 
an excellent collection of words and phrases used in air 
conditioning, heating and ventilating, painting and deco- 
rating, electrical work, insulation, acoustics, carpentry, 
masonry, roofing, sheet metal work and plumbing. In ad- 
dition, terms employed in general architectural work are 
included. What makes this book more useful than other 
similar dictionaries is the fact that it has limited itself 
to building and architectural terms and has not included 
technical words from other fields. Also, its listings are 
up-to-date covering new building processes and recently 
develoned materials. 

The publishers of the DICTIONARY should take 
credit for providing the book with hundreds of clear, well- 
identified illustrations that add considerably to the ease of 
understanding the basic definitions. Then, too. the fact 
that phonetic spelling has been employed to aid in the 
proper pronunciation of some difficult words makes the 
book just that much more usable. Everything considered. 
it seems that this is a handy reference volume that should 
earn a prominent place on any builder’s bookshelf.

tached. The owner put his talents to 
work and designed a garage with a 
sun deck, accessible by a stairway 
at the rear of the garage. 

Erected by Ace Lumber and Con- 
struction Company of Chicago, the 
structure sets on a four-inch concrete 
slab, 14 by 25 feet. The 2 by 4 wall 
studs are on 24 inch centers. The 
roof joists are 2 by 8's on 24 inch 
centers, covered with one-inch 
sheathing lumber and roll roofing, 
over which duck boards are laid over 
2 by 2’s. The eaves are boxed in with 
1 by 8's. Overhang of the roof is three 
feet all around except on the side 
nearest the house, where it is one 
foot. A 24 inch self-bridging railing 
surrounds the roof. 

The 26 foot long roof slopes eight 
inches, from 7 feet 9 inches to 8 feet 
5 inches. A ten foot wide overhead 
door and clapboard siding set off the 
garage. 

Building the sun deck on top of the 
flat-roofed garage not only gave back 
as a recreation area the space taken 
up by the garage, and more to spare; 
it also enabled the owner, in this 
case, to make advantageous changes 
in his house. 

Adjoining homes, which are of 
similar design and have hip roofs, 
have a sun deck across the width oi! 
the rear of the house on the second 
floor level. By making his garage top 
the sun deck, this owner was able to 
continue his roof to the rear building 
line, install a gable end, and come 
out with a wide verandah which can 
easily be enclosed to make a room 
measuring about 12 by 28 feet. Al!
