CATHEDRALS OF THE PRAIRIE

ARCHITEXAS, a Dallas architecture, planning, and preservation firm, is well versed
In the art and politics of Main Street redevelopment — particularly courthouse projects.

een
u can think of Texas as a big state or 254 mini states, popularly known
YZS counties. Each county needs to mark its place on the map — physically
- and politically — with a courthouse. Over 180 Texas counties have
historic courthouses 50 years or older and almost all would like to win a piece
of Governor G.W. Bush's $50 million appropriation for courthouse restoration
and rehabilitation. (And you thought the presidential race was competitive!)
ARCHITEXAS Inc., an architecture, planning, and historic-preservation firm
headquartered in Dallas, played no small partin bringing about this innovative
program. The firm's first courthouse project. Hill County, helped the Governor
and the legislature see the tangible value of funding such a program by
providing concrete proof of feasibility — these courthouses can be revived as
modem, functional mainstays of a community. On dedication day, partners
Gary Skotnicki and Craig Melde gave a tour of the courthouse to Governor
Bush, which coincided nicely with the legislature's vote in Spring 1999 to fund
the Texas Historic Courthouse Program. While only $50 million of a $200
million request was approved, the partners believe more may be released as the
program shows its worth.

Local Sons Make Good

Gary Skotnicki and Craig Melde, both natives of Dallas, met while earning
architecture degrees at the University of Texas. Both gained experience in urban
planning and design during four years together in the Dallas Department of
Urban Planning, where they were heavily involved with early historic-preser-
vation planning and the drafting of city ordinances for Swiss Avenue, Dallas's
firsthistoricdistrict, as well as the
West End commercial district.

In 1978 they left the public
sector to start ARCHITEXAS, in-
itially working on private loft de-
velopment in the West End
Historic District. This work was
complemented by new construc-
tion projects and innovative pres-
ervation and reuse projects:
Victorian homes restored to
house the Dallas Historic Preser-
vation League as well as the Sam-
mons Center for the Arts, and a
landmark pumping station
retrofitted as an arts center, were
two. "These projects help>ed build
our image as an unusual firm,"
says Skotnicki. "Not many firms
in Dallas were interested in his-
toric preservation, especially dar-
ing adaptive-use projects.”

The firm has since grown to
17 people completing about 25
projects a year. Skotnicki and
Melde expect that number to
grow to 30 as Governor Bush's
courthouse program kicks in. Be-
fore a county can apply for a
grant it must have an HSR and
phased master plan approved by
the Texas Historical Commis-

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sion. The firm's 20
years of successful
preservation work
have made it a natural
choice for many coun-
ties. In fact, eight of the
67 counties in the first
cycle of funding appli-
cations commissioned
ARCHITEXAS to pre-
pare their HSRs and
master plans. While
some might detect a
whiff of the pork barrel
here, commissioning
ARCHITEXAS makes
sense. They've been
there and done that.

Cathedrals of

the Prairie

The 1993 fire that
nearly destroyed the
Hill County Court-
house in Hillsboro
could be likened to the
shot heard around the
world. Well, at least
‘round Texas. One of
the state's most signifi-
cant courthouses, this
1890 structure de-
signed by W.C. Dod-
son was suddenly a
roofless, gutted ma-
sonry shell with no
measured drawings to
guide its reconstruction. As ARCHITEXAS embarked on a six-month project to
sift through the remains and develop a reconstruction plan, county administra-
tors started a quest for state and federal funding to help pay for it. For the
Historical Commission the fire was a wake-up call. Texas has nearly 200 historic
county courthouses and only a handful were adequately documented. Current
conditions were also an unknown.

Following the fire, the Commission started a program to document the
most important courthouses. This was done with state universities, using
students to prepare archival documentation. At the same time the Commission
carried out a survey of the current condition of these buildings. What they
found, says Melde, was "Condition: dreadful. Most are small and overcrowded.
They don't meet ADA or life-safety codes. Some are quite scary." The Historical
Commission's conditions survey established need and laid the groundwork for
Governor Bush to ask the legislature to fund a courthouse restoration and
rehabilitation program.

Both Skotnicki and Melde concur: Courthouses are very importantin Texas.
Many were built in the 1890s under a major bond program when the railroad
and cotton industries were booming and the state was flush. Each county aimed

to out-build the next with a higher tower or more extravagant detail. It was the
heyday of Victorian excess. These courthouses have earned the name Cathe-
drals of the Prairie because they are usually the first thing you see when you
drive toward a community. The county seats were planned around a central,
or "courthouse," square that organizes the whole downtown. In many commu-
nities today, notes Skotnicki, the courthouse is the last anchor in downtown
because "the Wal-Mart effect”" has sucked most businesses off the square. "If
you back off and try to visualize the community without this building," says
Melde, "it would set them back further."”

Work Ethics

Hill County courthouse was a model project for how community-driven politi-
cal will can work on Main Street. Political wheels started to turn as local
politicians and citizens put pressure on the state to help fund the reconstruction.
The projectreceived the first ISTEA grant in Texas, basically dislodging money
that soon became available for other projects. This $3 million in federal funding
complemented the $3.5 million insurance settlement and another $2 million of
funds raised from public and private sources. (Willie Nelson grew up in Hill
County and gave several benefit concerts.)

For ARCHITEXAS, the project established a reputation for quality in their
work and provided a model for how ARCHITEXAS does business. Its core
philosophy is to base decisions on real research, not conjecture; involve the
client and users in program development and build for longevity as much as
possible in these days of quick fixes. Both Skotnicki and Melde truly enjoy
finding the real story behind a building. Not only is research a worthwhile
endeavor on its own, it makes the architectural end easier to execute. For Hill
County Courthouse their research lab was post-fire debris. After engineers

shored the limestone exterior walls, ARCHITEXAS prepared dcxruments to
direct how contractors emptied spoilage. Because the courthouse was predomi-
nantly timber, the architects focused on finding pieces of pressed metal from
the gargantuan Second Empire-style roof. "The workmen would pull out the
metal as it came down the chute," recalls Skotnicki. "Every few days we would
take a look. We would pick up a piece and ask each other, 'Do we have one of
these?' We did this to get a sense of scale of the building's details."

They were lucky to find some large-format photos of the courthouse taken
in the 1970s by an architectural Tenderer. Once enlarged, the photos proved
invaluable in reconstructing elevations. "Because we had a fishscale shingle in
our hand to measure, and aphoto from which to countshingles," says Skotnicki,
"we could draw based on this and then massage the parts until the whole looked
right.”

Seeing the Future

"Of course the work isn't
over when you've com-
pleted the research,” re-
minds Melde. "There is
always the work of blend-
ing contemporary needs
with the existing structure
in a respectful way. Re-
storing a window frame is
fairly easy; putting data-
communicatior\s systems
and HVAC into a struc-
ture built before electrifi-
cation, for example,
requires that a lot more
decisions be made, as well
as assumptions about the
future.” Second-guessing
technology is something
architects are struggling
with every day. The AR-
CHITEXAS team tries to
allow a little looseness in
its designs so that adapta-
tions can be made without
major overhauls. For elec-
trical serv'ice and data sys-
tems in the courthouse,
they integrated a sophisti-
cated, though almost in-

site, restore the "missing link," and reconstruct new elements. In addition to function-

ing as a station for daily steam-train service, the depot currently houses a museum and
visitors center.

visible, raceway within the baseboards. The raceway can be popped off and
new systems put in place. These days flexibility is about the best one can do.
Even the IT engineers who helped the architects decide on T5 data cable joked
ironically that in ten years everything will be wireless. Such potentialities do
not discourage Melde, Skotnicki, and their team from working on responsible,
respectful interventions for the present. "This level of thinking and planning
takes a lot of time and effort,” says Melde, "but it can be exciting. The blending
of history and the future — that is what makes us passionate about this work."

Research with Clients

The partners believe strongly that in addition to historical and technical re-
search, client input is critical before decision making can begin. To this end,
ARCHITEXAS conducts workshops with each client and often users of a
building. Before the workshop the architects prepare an objective database, e.g.,
notwhat a clientshould do with their building, but what is good about it, what
is not; things that work, things that don't. From here they try to lead a construc-
tive forum in which the merits of one approach over another can be debated
and all ideas can be put on the table in a non-threatening environment, "It's a
way for the client to inform us," says Skotnicki. "We learn about their preju-
dices, their interests, and their needs."” They usually leave with a consensus, or
at least a safe place to start programming and design, and then go on from there
to refine the vision. "ldeas come up at the workshops that might not have
otherwise," says Melde. "It enriches the final product and | think that is what
we are after."”

Real Cathedrals

If ever a project warranted a careful dialogue with its "owners," the Cathedral
Santuario de Guadalupe in downtown Dallas was the one. ARCHITEXAS, in
association with Charles Tapley, FAIA, prepared a historic-structure report of
the 1902 building and a multi-phased restoration master plan, but not until it
had conducted nearly a year of workshops with the parishioners. A myriad of
issues needed resolution on neutral ground and the workshops provided an
excellent forum. The cathedral was originally built between 1890 and 1902 as
Sacred Heart Cathedral. During the 1970s downtown population decreased as
Anglos left for the suburbs and the Bishop moved the Hispanic parish from the
nearby El Barrio to the building. Renamed Cathedral Santuario de Guadalupe,
the interiors took on a dramatic new look and the parish flourished. Today
Sunday services draw 6,000 attendees of which 90 percent are Hispanic. At the
same time there is a 70-year Anglo history connected with the Cathedral and
Anglo representation within the parish. To complicate matters, the layoutofthe
sanctuary did not satisfy Vatican Il guidelines.

"The parishioners came up with stuff we would never have dreamed of,"
recalls Skotnicki. "We had presentation boards on the walls, and on given days
parishioners could walk around and observe and then make comments. The
end result is quite fascinating." 'The Cathedral will be returned to its C-1900
Victorian Gothic beginnings with two exceptions. The worship space will be
carefully reorganized to meet current liturgical recommendations and a new
devotional chap>el to Our Lady of Guadalupe will be created in an existing
sacristy to enhance the Cathedral's role as a shrine to Nuestra Senora de
Guadalupe. As a sign of optimism by all parties, plans are afoot to complete the
200-ft. bell tower that was never built.
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Politics Matter on Main Street

Grapevine, Tex., isnota county seat. Itisa thriving, sprawlingsuburb of Dallas
half-delegated to a regional airport. Grapevine also has political will —a mayor
and city council dead set on making sure the historic Main Street district of
Grapevine is not lost in the whirlwind of suburbanization. This political mo-
mentum has made Main Street redevelopment in Grapevine possible.

In 1996 ARCHITEXAS was commissioned by the City of Grapevine to
design a new city hall. Prior to this project the firm had guided the city through
the steps of putting its Main Street on the National Register of Historic Places
and writing a local historic-district ordinance. Having written the rules, AR-
CHITEXAS knew the rules and designed a city hall reflecting the characteristics
of its 1890-1910 neighbors, with enough hints of its true vintage to not feign
replication. The plan nestles city offices around a central rotunda containing a
state-of-the-art council chamber with traditional architectural details.

Grapevine's Heritage Center is a four-acre tract where Main Street meets
the Old Cotton Belt Railroad Crossing. ARCHITEXAS started the project with
a community workshop to establish a program for this public center serving
local citizens as well as tourists. At the heart of the center is the now-restored
railroad depot, section house, and cotton docks, reflecting the themes of cotton,
mercantilism, agriculture, and railroads, which define historic Grapevine. Com-
plementing this core is an arts-and-crafts building, a replicated blacksmith's
shop and basket factory, a new auction and assembly hall, and a farmer’'s market
that will move into the cotton-docks structure once restoration is complete.

ARCHITEXAS is currently seeing Grapevine's Palace Theater, an Art Deco
landmark dating from 1940, through the construction phase of its restoration.
The Palace will become part of a theater complex when the building next door,
the Buckner Grocery, is commandeered to house a multi-use flexible theater
space. When completed in spring 2001, the complex will provide venues for
music, repertory, dance, and film, as well as community meetings and special
events. A difficult part of Main Street vitality is getting people to town and
keeping them there after business hours. Following the restoration of Grape-
vine's depot, the Tarantula Train, a steam train originating in Fort Worth, makes
a daily stop in Grapevine. The theaters make a lively destination for locals and
visitors when stores— and the courthouse — finish business for the day.

Politics Begin in Town

Politics and architecture converge on Main Street, both in a historical sense and
today when downtown redevelopment is undertaken. Since the mid-19th cen-
tury courthouses have served as physical anchors to traditional town centers
and as the symbolic and practical
hub of local political control. The
popular slogan "Don't Mess with
Texas" expresses a long and
healthy culture of indep>endence
and self-reliance in Texas p>olitics,
which came naturally to a land as
vast and sparsely populated as this
one, Reviving a Main Street dis-

trict, such as in
Grapevine, or restor-
ing a landmark like
Cathedral Santuario
de Guadalupe, is as
relevant a means of
expressing local po-
litical strength as a
courthouse project.
Yet the beauty of the
Texas Historic Court-
house Program is
that it starts on the
other side of the
county line and helps
generate local politi-
cal will for a project
that can benefit an
entire downtown.
"It's a great program
for Texas, says
Melde. And probably
for ARCHITEXAS
too. The firm has
worked on a dozen
historic courthouses
to date. But it's a big
state. There are at
least 170 more. m

The 1936 Texas Centennial and World E;ig>o$ition was the
big WTA project in Dallas. Today, with the help of AR-
CHITEXAS, the Dallas Department of Parks and Recrea-
tion has embarked on a major restoration elTort partially
funded by ISTEA grants. Fair Park has the largest extant
grouping of Art Deco exposition buildings in the U.S. and
is listed on the National Register. Because fairs are tempo-
rary endeavors, many of the buildings were not built for
longevity, making part of ARCHITEXAS's work struc-
tural improvements. The firm is working on three separate
buildings and the promenade, as well as a maintenance
master plan and research regarding exterior lighting
schemes and original colors (most ofthe buildings had
been painted beige over the years). The Federal, or Tower
Building, above, is a 162-ft.-tall landmark on the Espla-
nade. ARCHITEXAS recently received a Preservation
Achievement Award from Preservation Dallas for its resto-
ration ofexterior bas-relief elements and reconstruction of
the tower’s gold-leafed eagle-esque roof top.
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Take Up A Collection

ow that the issue of "sprawl" has made its way onto the national

N political agenda, Main Street Restoration and Downtown

Redevelopment is more relevant than ever.

and the faded grandeur of the original head-

quarters came, alas, to be seen most often
commuter traffic from the nearby Brooklyn
Queens Expressway.

Modified bitumen roofing systems were provid-
ed, along with a relining of the original cast-iron
gutters. The granite exterior was cleaned and the
original cast-iron railing at the perimeter was
repaired and repainted. Painted elements of the
structure were returned to the original color
scheme.

Now the dome, rising above the
Williamsburgh streets, invites the lingering admi-
ration of commuter traffic as well as an aesthetic
contemplation of fine architecture of times past. m

hillips Place in Charlotte, N.C., is an irmovative mixed-use development

built in the traditional style, incorporating both homes and storefronts
along a "Main Street" that is refreshingly non-mall like. Indeed, one could
liken it to a Greek Agora, where residents might stop to shop or more impor-
tantly, exchange ideas with other visitors and passers-by.

Mindful of nearby historical communities, the architects, LS3P ASSOCI-
ATES LTD., built in a complementary manner. The project throughout fea-

les, the architects achieved unity while avoiding the "cookie-cutter*' effect.

tures classic architectural details such as pediments, porticos, and rotundas.
Efforts were made to balance these shapes and create a subtly repetitive
rhythm, suggesing an overall sense of order. Similarly, all buildings were
constructed by the same contractor from a palette of a few terra-cotta earth
tones; those directly derived from historic Charleston were clad with syn-
thetic stucco above Mexican sandstone bases. Unity is achieved while the
cookie-cutter effect is avoided.

Similarly sensitive to the residents' psychological need for a space to call
their own, the architects included a private garden courtyard, complete with
benches and a splashing fountain, a stone's throw away from an entrance
that could double as a Grecian tempietto. In its acknowledgment of the
human need for beauty, Phillips Place is most certainly classical in spirit and
style — and well-endowed with civitas. =

n an ideal world, every city would have enough funds to preserve every
landmark in period style. However, the sad reality is that local government
budgets are often tapped out by more pressing human needs. But not all
downtown rehabilitations have to be expensive restorations, as recent
improvements in Winston-Salem show. Under the auspices of the Facade
Improvement Program, using a very limited budget of leftover bond dollars,

ttie city worked with the owners and all tenants of the 1928 Bolich building,
to give the block a psychologically unifying and restorative face-lift. The
architect, David E. Gall, removed the visual clutter of old pipes and wiring,
while manipulating new awnings, outdoor furnishings, and lighting to har-
monize a hodgepodge of various stores into a coUective whole.

Proud of the results, the merchants have responded with vigorous
efforts to maintain them, for example by encouraging their customers to use
the new matching litter receptacles. The careful use of spotlights at night not
only accentuates Neo-classical architectural detailing such as swags and
balustrades, but also has improved public perception of safety in the area.
Located on an important route into town, the refurbished block serves as a
far more pleasant introduction to the downtown area, with a resultant
increase in important customer traffic. m

The visual disarray of mix-and-matchcd storefronts created a false sense of urban decay in a block that was .still commercially viable.

The storefronts now conform to the same color scheme, including gold-leaf signage for windows and framing painted in weathered copper. “It makes my heart sing every time 1
ride down Fourth Street and see those maroon awnings,” said one member of the Greater Winston-Salem Chamber of Commerce.

ituated in the heart of Cincinnati's Main Street
Sarea, the 100-year-old Hanke Brothers
Merchandise Co. building is a Beaux Arts jewel
listed on the National Register of Historic Places.
Lavishly decorated by a local architect, Louis
Piket, who had also designed the city's Grand
Opera house, the family firm headquarters fea-
tured Italian Renaissance, Neo-classical, and
Victorian motifs executed almost entirely in lime-
stone. But the Great Depression forced the broth-
ers to close their doors, after which the building
fell on very hard times. As It changed owners, it
was aesthetically assaulted by the addition of
modem concrete masonry "fill-in" on the street
level, which totally obliterated the original classi-
cal facade. The building was ultimately acquired
by the City of Cincinnati, sitting empty until it
was purchased by the current owner, Stough
Enterprises, Inc. A real estate development group
for over 30 years, SEI has spent the last decade
focused on historic renovation. Their new Hanke

After careful cleaning, the beauty* of the Beaux Arts architecture is clearly visible. The Itaiianatc fourth floor
features whimsical fiK:es car\'ed into the pilasters visible from street level. The Neo-classical third stoiy features
Corinthian fluted pilasters, while the second story proudly displays the Eastlake sunflower motif, then very much

in vogue.
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Under the exterior grime of this 1993 photograph, one
can barely discern the elegant di>'ision of the elevation
into three vertical bays by a series of articulated pilasters.
One can only imagine what classical motifs might have
once graced the street-level facade, now lost forever.

Building project now required total cleaning and
restoration of the Main Street facade, a new roof.
egress stairs, elevators, and restoration of one of the
building s original four full-height atria and sky
lights.

One challenge was to locate any clues to the
original appearance of the ground level facade.
Unfortunately, neither blueprints nor old photos
could be found; the search is still ongoing. In the
meantime, the architect, SDC Design, made the
decision to proceed with Neo-classical simplicity
and complement the original architecture. The
resulting treatment, with painted steel pilasters
across a limestone facade, echoes the upper stories
without slavishly imitating them.

The success of this restoration, which created
55,000 gq ft. of commercial lease space, can be
marked in many ways, such as the Preservation
Award bestowed in 1998 by the Cincinnati
Preservation Association, or the commendation by
the Over the Rhine Chamber of Commerce. But per-
haps most telling is the fact that one new tenant.
taking advantage of the building's high ceilings,
sunny windows, and views of a distant landmark
park, happens to be the new owners themselves! m

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RESTORING THE LORELEI FOUNTAIN

Among the preservation skills required to restore the full magical powers of this magnificent public
amenity were sculptural modeling, casting, stone carving, stone cleaning, and stone setting.

he Heinrich Heine Fountain

(also called the Lorelei Foun-

tain) honors the 19th-century
Geérman poet whose poem "Die
Lorelei” immortalized the siren of
Romantic legend. A marble sculp-
tural group depicts Lorelei sitting on
a rock above the Rhine among mer-
maids, dolphins, and seashells; the
bas reliefs around the pedestal in-
clude a profile of Heine. Sculptor
Ernst Herter was commissioned to
design the fountain in 1888 for the
poet's home city of Dusseldorf, but
political pressures caused it to be re-
jected.

the stone-restoration and resculpting
phases of the project.

Dismantling of the monument
began on October 19,1998. Fifty sepa-
rate marble stone sections, together
weighing over 45 tons, had to be care-
fully separated, lifted onto wooden
pallets, and crated for shipment. With
no previous specifications or draw-
ings available, every individual sec-
tion posed a challenge. An 11-ton
capacity forklift, capable of hoisting
the individual sections straight up,
assisted in the removal work. Rigging
and securing the stone-hoisting slings
without risking any further damage

Wiien this picture was taken, the Lorelei Fountain was ready to be dismantled by the
Grenadier Corp. for restoration. The pieces already missing, such as the heads and
limbs of the statuary at its base, had been lost to vandals years before.

The fountain was purchased by
the German-American singing soci-
ety Arionin 1893 and dedicated in the
Bronx, N.Y., at what was then known
as Grand Concourse Plaza, on July 8,
1899. In 1940 it was relocated to the
park's north end, where it stayed un-
til 1999, when the monument was re-
stored and moved to a newly
landscap>ed settingin its original loca-
tion at the south end of Joyce Kilmer
Park, directly across from the Bronx
County Courthouse. The fountain's
restoration contractor was the Grena-
dier Corp. of New York City, a pre-
mier masonry-restoration contract-
ing firm since 1952; Grenadier's Leo
Henrichsbrought inJohn Bridgesand
Laurie Wells, partners in Old World
Stone and Summit Restoration
(Burlington, Ont., Canada), to handle

to the monument was critical — the
Lorelei statue may weigh over 8 tons,
but it features extremely delicate
carved stonework on her hair, gown,
and other areas.

A saw with a 12-in. dry-cut dia-
mond cutting blade was used to cut
into the mortar joint between the base
of the statue and the capstone of the
drum. After cutting all around, 4 in.
deep into the joint, oak wedges were
inserted and tapped completely
aroimd into the saw-created cavity,
making a 1-in. space so that the entire
statue could be lifted. Stone-hoisting
belts were inserted crisscross in a cra-
dle effect and Styrofoam padding
was used where the belts came up
alongside the statue, to protect the
decorative stonework. The statue was
lifted and placed in a horizontal posi-

tion on a custom made, heavy-duty
wooden crate, then cushioned and se-
cured with blocks and Styrofoam for
its transport to the Old World Stone
studios in Burlington, Ontario.

The dismantling continued on a
daily basis through November 5,
when the second large flatbed truck
was loaded with crates containing the
individual sections headed for Can-
ada. The remairung marble units that
made up the steps, platforms, and
perimeter fountain walls were then
shipped to Grenadier's warehouse in
the Bronx, where they were cleaned
and restored.

Restoring the Sculpture

After the fountain sections arrived for
restoration atOld World Stonein On-
tario, the first task was to deal with
the paint layers. The pure white Car-
rara marble of Lorelei's flowing gown
was fire-engine red, her necklace a
metallic gold, and her skin jet-black.
Vandalism by a graffiti artist? No, it
was the work of a well-meaning, New
York City government-appointed
agency — part of a 1980s monument
"beautification" project!

Various proprietary cleaning
chemicals, along with combinations
of dwell times and temperatures,
poultices, solvents, abrasive tech-
niques, and secret brews, were tested
over a p>eriod of four weeks. After
documenting 29 different techniques,
the artisans at Old World Stone were
able to remove the vast majority of
surface stains. What remained were
pigments from the red paint, deep-set
rust stains from the corrosion of
plumbing in the fountain, and some
shadows of black and green graffiti.
They were set so deeply that they
could not be drawn out with poul-
tices. The only solution was to coat
the Lorelei and the drum with a cus-
tom-tinted, Keim mineral-based coat-
ing.

Many other sculptural elements
had been defaced over the monu-
ment's 100-year history. An icepick-
wielding vandal at the turn of the
century had stabbed hundreds of
holes in the marble; baseball bats had
decapitated figures and smashed de-
tail. As a result, the mermaids were
missing their heads, arms, and vari-
ous fins. One clamshell was partially
gone, the octopus was short a tenta-
cle, and the "Prince Charming" frog
was missing two legs and ahead. The
skull of a long-lost mythical sailor
was itself lost, and a pair of doves
were both headless and wingless.
Even Lorelei was missing some toes.

Archives provided only four
good-quality photos of the 185" dedi-
cation. They were digitally scanned
and enlarged to p)oster-size, but still
could provide only profile images of
two mermaids and one frontal view
ofa third. Assoon as mostofthe paint
was removed from the figures, the
replacement-modeling process be-
gan in clay. A wire armature was in-
stalled and rigid- and spray-foam
insulation was applied for light-
weight bulk. Proportions were calcu-
lated and anatomical reference points

wereestablished. When the modeling
was 95% complete, the Conservator,
Joan Berkowitz of Jablonski Berk-
owitz Conservation, Inc., was asked
to review the models and provide
constructive criticism. Changes were

PAVED WITH GOLD

Residents of the 19th-century town of Grass Valley, Calif., once traveled along
a main street paved with gold — or rather, with rocks quarried during the area's
hardrock-mining Gold Rush, which were speckled with the precious metal.

CORNICE STABILIZATION AT
THE LAND TITLE BUILDING

Pieces of terra cotta falling from above provide a clear and present danger,
requiring stabilization measures tailored to the existing conditions.

etween 1880 and 1930, terra cotta was often the material of choice
by architects who wanted to embellish the roof lines of their build-
ings with classical cornices. Terra cotta was cheaper and lighter in
weight than the granite or limestone masonry used to clad the lower
floors of the structure. With the introduction and development of
high-rise steel-framed structures, terra-cotta cornices could be hung from the
building frame with steel beams, angles, and rods, all buried within the terra-
cotta masonry. Because the comice is often inaccessible, mortar joints in the terra
cotta are not easily maintained. Water intrusion over 75-plus years can lead to
extensive deterioration of the structural-support system and the individual
terra-cotta units, sometimes resulting in pieces falling from the building.

The concern regarding potentially dangerous building components in the
form of canopies and cornices which overhang a public right-of-way is not new.
The question of how to address them becomes more important as our stock of
buildings get older with each passing year. In Chicago and New York, building
owners are required by law to have theirbuilding facades inspected by licensed
architects or engineers on a regular basis. These laws exist in reaction to deaths
that occurred when people were struck by falling materials; it's just a matter of
time before similar laws are passed in other municipalities as well. Unfortu-
nately, reactions by building owners have ranged from simply removing the
comice from their building to erecting a semi-permanent protective scaffold
over the sidewalk at the base of the building.

When lhe facilities manager of the Land Title Building in center city
Philadelphia first called John Milner Associates, he noted in a somewhat
agitated state that a piece of terra cotta had fallen from their comice to the street
below, some 23 stories. Could we come take a look and advise them as to how
to repair the broken piece? Following our initial binocular inspection of the
comice, we told him that the problem was a bit larger than he'd described: Over
30 pieces ofterra cotta had broken offand, presumably, fallen to the streetbelow
at some time in the past.

The 23-story Land Title Building, a steel-framed office building faced in
granite and featuring a tower, was designed by the Chicago-based architect
Daniel Burnham and constmcted in 1897; a second tower was erected five years
later. Crowning the tower is a 9-ft.-tall terra-cotta comice, projecting 7 ft. from
the facade and wrapping 465 ft. around the building. A comer property, the
comice projects over two public sidewalks.

As is the case with many cornices, the overall design and construction
methodology in some ways has contributed to its deterioration, The lower
portion of the entablature corbels out from the brick-masonry backup. The
scrolled brackets are supported by steel j-hooks which are hung from steel

channels and outlookers
located behind the fas-
cia. The cyma recta cap
of the comice is tied back
with an inverted steel
"T" section which is em-
bedded in the poured-
in-place concrete roof
deck that caps the cor-
nice. Originally, lead-
coated copper sheeting
covered the concrete
roof deck. At some
point, a membrane
built-up roof was in-
stalled over the top of
the lead-coated copper.
Through-wall drains
from the comice could
only be inspected and
cleared from the cor-
nice-roof level.
Maintenance of the
comice was difficult be-
cause a 7-ft.-tall brick
and terra-cotta parapet
wall had to be scaled
from the main roofto get
down to the roof of the
comice. As the roof dete-

were not maintained. Deterioration varied from cracking and crazing of the
glaze to small and large spalls, including the entire outer scroll ends of the
brackets.

Inspection was carried out by John Milner Associates from a cantilevered
scaffold deck hung from the roof. Each of the 1,200 terra<otta units was visually
inspected and sounded with a wooden mallet. We determined that the most
severe deterioration (i.e., major spalls) was caused by leaks in the roof, which
in turn caused the steel framing and j-hooks to rust. The pressure resulting from
the iron-oxide jacking fractured and pushed off pieces of the terra cotta.

The owners of the Land Title Building had three options to address this
problem: (1) remove the terra-cotta comice; (2) restore the comice; or (3)
stabilize the ongoing deterioration. They elected to erect protective scaffolding
and proceed with stabilization, after which the scaffolding was removed.

Tailoring A Stabilization Program

There is no one standard solution to stabilizing terra-cotta overhangs and
cornices. A plan must start with a clear understanding of how the stmcture was
built, and if it was built as designed. If construction drawings don't exist,
determine the nature of the construction details and supporting structure in the
area where the deterioration is taking place. One must define the extent of
deterioration of all materials in the system. Options, based on whether condi-

The major problems ~th the cornice were caused  water penetration, mainly
through the roof deck. The w'ater caused some of the steel fixings to rust: pressure from
the expanding iron oxide fractured and pushed off portions of the terra-cotta units.

tions warrant replacement or repair of a component, are then evaluated in terms
of longevity, accessibility, cost, and technical and mechanical skills of available
craftspeople.

At the Land Title Building, our program of stabilization included the
following; () testing to determine pull-out capacity of the lightweight concrete
roof deck; (b) determination of moisture content of concrete relative to using
epoxy anchors; (c) evaluation of epoxy vs. mechanical anchors; (d) removal of
all metal and built-up roof membrane; (e) repairs to concrete roof decking; (f)
installation of custom-designed cantilevered scaffolding; (g) removal of rusted
steel hooks and anchors and loose pieces of terra cotta; (h) injection of epoxy
into cracks in terra cotta; (i) coating of spalls with polyester polyurethane paint;
(j) installation of cementitious patches; (k) repointing of mortar joints; (1) instal-
lation of stainless-steel anchors (rods, plates, and angles) to outer scrolls, fascia
units, and other components where we had detected fractures to the internal
web of the terra-cotta units. The installation of the anchor rods required drilling
the units, using a custom-designed rig capable of drilling several feet into the
structure; (m) installation of new modified bitumen roofing, flashing mem-
brane, and scupper drains. For additional technical information regarding this
project, refer to Tech Notes - Masonry Number 2 - Stabilization and Repair of a
Historic Terra Cotta Corm'cf by Jeffrey S. Levine and Donna Ann Harris, available
from Tech Notes, Preservation Assistance Division, National Park Service, P.O.

RESTORING ARCHITECTURAL
TERRACOTTA

ne of the hottest areas of preserv'ation technology

today is terra-cotta restoration, repair, and replace-

ment. Much of the architectural terra cotta in the U.S.

isapproaching 100 years of age, and as a consequence

a lot of deterioration is becoming apparent. As the
project case history above demonstrates, most of the problems are
not caused by decay of the terra cotta itself. Rather, most of the
problems are caused by water penetration, due to poor design,
construction, or maintenance procedures, which allows steel attach-
ments to rust, and in turn causes iron-oxide jacking that can literally
blow terra-cotta unite apart.

Interestingly, the combination of revived popularity of tradi-
tional architectural design, along with all the discussion of terra-cotta
restoration, is whetting designers' interest in terra cotta's potential as
an ornamental component for new construction. However, although
there are a couple of new buildings where terra-cotta ornament is
being designed in, by far the biggest market is in repair and replace-
ment of terra cotta installed between 1900 and 1940.

When confronted by a building with deteriorating terra cotta,
there is a wide range of options open to the specifier. Each situation
has to be analyzed carefully to see which is the most cost-effective
and architecturally appropriate solution. Among the choices:

Replace in Kind

There are still several manufacturers of true terra cotta in the U.S,,
such as Boston Valley Terra Cotta in Orchard Park, N.Y. Specifying

true terra cotta for replacementis nota simple or inexpensive process,
especially if there are historic glazes that have to be matched, or if
new models and molds have to be made. But there are enough clients
who want "the real thing," that terra-cotta producers are running full
blast to try to keep up with demand.

Stabilize Existing Materia]
There are a number of stainless-steel anchoring systems that can be

used to tie loose terra-cotta elements back into a building's frame.
And epoxy injection can be used to stabilize cracked unite.

Use Patching Materials

Terra-cotta units that exhibit minor spalling can be patched with a
number of proprietary patching compounds, such as those sold by
Cathedral Stone Products and Edison Coatings. Some sophisticated
epoxy coatings have been developed that can be used to blend
patches in with historic glazes.

Replace With Substitute Materials

In some cases, an entire terra-cotta assembly, such as a comice, will
be replaced with substitute materials that replicate the shape, texture,
and color of the terra-cotta original. The most common ofthe substi-
tute materials are FRP, GFRC, and cast stone.

Any given project may involve several of these options. The
SourceList thatbegins on page 70 contains suppliers of terra-cotta-res-
toration materials as well as repair contractors who are experienced
in some or all of these options.

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RESTORING GUASTAVINOVAULTING

To restore the massive terra-cotta tile vaults under New York's Queensboro Bridge required

a lot more than just cleaning; in all, 28,000 Guastavino tiles were removed or replicated.

c t first glance, the soaring terra-cotta barrel-vaulted arches of the

restoration project recently completed by Graciano Corp. of Pitts-

burgh, Pa., seem to belong to a church in the south of France. What

asurprise to discover that the job constituted the Manhattan under-

belly of New York Gty's Queensboro Bridge. The 120-x-275-ft.
space was designed by Henry Hombostel in 1914 for use as an open-air market.
The hall features a terra-cotta ceiling tile which, thanks to a tongue-and-groove
design developed by Rafael Guastavino y Esposito, is capable of creafing
self-supporting vaults. Three dozen such vaults rise from the terra-cotta-clad
columns, creating airy 30-x-30-ft. bays. Other famous Guastavino-tiled vaults
can still be found in Grand Central Terminal and the old Immigration Station
on Ellis Island.

The bridge market was closed in the 1930s, whereupon the site was used
by the Highways Department as a garage and storage. Forgotten by most New
Yorkers, the building languished even after receiving Landmark Status in 1974.
Attempts to redevelop the area and the hall as "Bridgemarket"” met stiff com-
munity opposition over concerns about congestion, until one plan finally
passed to everyone's satisfaction. Although concessions had to be made to a
significant commercial presence in the haU, Jennifer Raab, chairwoman of the
Landmarks Preservation Commission, noted at the time: "How many people
get to see the Guastavino vaults now? Certainly not enough. That's a preserva-
tion purpose: bringing p>eople into this marvelous historic space... Butitwasn't
going to hapf>en without commercial investments as well.” Various upscale
restaurants and markets carefully moved into their designated spaces, not an
easy task considering the building's landmark status. The merchants were not
permitted to hang anything from the precious vaults above. Lighting, ventila-
tion, and air-conditioning all had to be carefully routed (the heating, for exam-
ple, by pipes within the floor slab).

Before the merchants could move in, Graciano had to conduct a careful
restoration. A gentle low-pressure wash with cleaning chemicals was repeated
several times, Tiles that were damaged beyond repair were then marked for
replacement. However, because the tile vaults were held together in a tongue-
and-groove system (the essence of the self-supporting Guastavino tile system),
the removal of just one piece could conceivably start a devastating domino
effect of cascading Victorian tile! Sections that required only a light restoration
were shored up with wooden scaffolding; sections with extensive damage
needed a complete wooden form ofthe ceiling area to apply the needed support.
All in all, 28,000 Guastavino tiles were removed or replaced.

The job of fabricating tile replacements went to Boston Valley Terra Cotta,

Over 28,000 tiles needed to be replaced, having been irreparably damaged either by
water or from the vibration oftraffic on tbe bridge above. In one area the ceiling wa
permanently lowered to prevent further harm.

Good scafFoliling was an intrinsic of Gracianao's job. In areas that required exten-
sivc tile replacement, wooden molds were created to ~ply the pressure needed to keep

the remnant tile in place and intact. (Allphoto) courtoty Graruino torp.)
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As in many New York chiirches and halls, Guastavino tile was employed under the
Queensboro Bridge to create a self-supporting vaulted ceiling.

Orchard Park, N.Y. After lab analysis of the tile's composition, Boston Valley
made molds from the patterned originals, experimenting with color and glazes
to create the best match. Several samples were submitted to the architects for
on-site, in-the-light analysis before a perfect match was found. Although the
tile originally had a high gloss, time and weathering dulled its appearance, and
so the decision was made to match the original tile as it appears today.

The Graciano team noticed that the worst damage occurred where the
masonry of the ceiling came into direct contact with the construction of the
bridge above, permitting the transmission of vehicular vibration. In one area at
particularly high risk, they made the creative decision to lower the ceiling
permanently, thereby isolating their restoration from the worst of the vibration.

Certain supporting columns also needed extensive help. Although they
were steel encased in concrete, six of the columns suffered such severe water
damage that they had to be completely replaced. Their surface tiles had to be
carefully removed, numbered, and stored, so they could later be replaced in the
correct order over the new steel support.

The entire job took over two years, but offered its own satisfaction beyond
the knowledge of a preservation job well done. Glenn Foglio, the Graciano
executive who oversaw work on the site, was thrilled to find a few tiles with
Guastavino's own signature on them. — Eleanor Mancusi

Capable ofreplicating an array of natural stones, terra cotta became a natural
choice in the ornamentation of building facades throughout America.

And of course we've included compa-
nies who work in faux terra cotta, made from FRP, GFRC, or cast stone, for
all those jobs where the real thing simply isn't a viable option.

MASONRY CLEANING OPTIONS

T his roundup of recent Mmasonry-cleaning projects showvvs that:

(1) There's a large number ofcleaning materials on the market;

(2) There’s no single “correct” process; (3) When

leaning masonry can mean anything from removing the accumulated

dirt and grime from the atmosphere to stripping a quarter-inch of old

paint. The cleaning processes can involve materials ranging from a pure

ter mist to walnut shells, from baking soda to heavy-duty acids or bases like

pQagpium hydroxide and hydrofluoric acid. The methc”s used cover the

spectrum from quite benign — misting — to high-pressure blasting with water

and sand. We've gathered several recent examples of masonry-cleaning and

-restoration projects. A common theme seems to be: When in doubt, test and
test again.

Cleaning a Cleveland Church, the U.S. Treasuiy
Building, and a New York City Eligh-Rise

Dumond Chemical got its start in the paint-stripping business with its Peel-
Away line of products, according to company spokesman Barry Dubin, but
avoided masonry cleaning and restoration because of an aversion to handling
strong acids. But a couple of years ago the company developed a line of
masonry-restoration products under the Safe n' Easy label, which contain no
hydrofluoric or muriatic acids, bleach, abrasives, or caustics. Products range
from the stronger Restoration Cleaner, for calcium-based surfaces, and Heavy
Duty Restoration Cleaner for natural and man-made stone surfaces, to Lime-
stone Cleaner for heavy-duty cleaning of limestone, marble, and travertine, and
Architectural Cleaner/Restorer formulated for glazed surfaces. All of them are
environmentally safe, with a pH between 5 and 8, according to Mr. Dubin, and
form a non-hazardous waste. Application is by sprayer, and the product is
rinsed by a pressure wash after 5 to 30 minutes. All Safe n' Easy products are
buffered for controlled, uniform results. Here are four typical applications:

Cleaning the ma&sive U.S. Treasury Building in Washingion, D.C., involved 200,000
sqg.ft, of granite, including the thirty 36-ft.-hlgh columns. All stone is being cleaned hy
The Atlantic Co. of Washington, D.C., using Dumond's Safe n' Easy Heavy Duly Res-
toration Cleaner.

The Gothic-style Pentecostal Church of Christ has been a Cleveland land-
mark since it was built in 1918, but its two-tone, non-glazed terra-cotta facade
had become dingy. The facade included a combination of white and bright-yel-
low stone, with peach undertone, and hand-painted glazed medallions. Non-
glazed terra cotta is less dense and far more porous than granite or marble; it
won't tolerate power blasting, and the strong chemicals in many masonry-res-
toration products can pit it. After extensive patch testing of various cleaners,
the contractor, VIP Restoration of Cleveland, selected one of Dumond's prod-
ucts: Safe n' Easy Ultimate Restoration Cleaner. The cleaner was applied with
a low-pressure, thin-nozzle, "garden pump"-style sprayer for maximum con-
trol. The foamy liquid, which adhered easily to the carved stonework, was
cleaned down with a low-pressure clean-water wash after a 30-minute dwell
time.

Another contractor. The Atlantic Company of America, based in Washing-
ton, D.C., has been using the Heavy Duty Restoration Cleaner formulation for
restoration of the U.S. Treasury Building. Some 200,000 sq.ft, of granite, includ-
ing the thirty 36-ft. columns (each carved from a single block) and much
decorative embellishment, are being cleaned, repointed, and patched. Working
from a swing-stage scaffolding, the 12-person crew uses a Hudson sprayer to
apply the Safe n' Easy; it's rinsed with fresh water after only five minutes.

In New York City, AOI Waterproofing used the Restoration Cleaner to
dean 5,000 sq.ft, of limestone on a Park Avenue high-rise. Here, the product
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in doubt, test, test, test.

was applied by brush as a gel that adhered to the vertical surfaces; after two
hours, a medium-pressure dean-water rinse removed it. The job took one week.
Also in New York City, Urban DC of Brooklyn took only five weeks to clean
75,000 sq.ft, of brick and limestone, induding decorative detail, on another Park
Avenue building. This time, the crew applied the cleaner to the brick with
rollers, with a I”"minute dwell followed by a clean-water power wash; for the
limestone, which is more porous than the brick, they first wetted the surface
with clean water and then applied the cleaner with brushes to ensure coverage
of the intricate carving.

Delicate Cleaning in Detroit with Baking Soda

The Armex cleaning and coating systems offered by the ArmaKleen Company
of Princeton, N.J., were developed by Arm & Hammer in response to the need
for a process to dean the delicate copper skin of the Statue of Liberty. The
systems are a combination of baking-soda-based soluble abrasives along with
equipment for soft abrasive blasting. The process is similar to sand blasting, but
only small amounts of the Armex blast media are injected into the compressed
air stream. This method provides a powerful yet gentle non-toxic cleaning for
delicate substrates, according to the company, and produces less waste than
other blast processes. The spent media is non-toxic and can be landfilled or
washed into a sewer.

One recent masonry-restoration project using this process is the Boydel
Building in downtown Detroit. The dty is undergoing a renaissance, thanks to
the appearance of gambling casinos. The building in question is kitty-comer
from one of the new casinos, near Detroit's Greek Town, and presented a sooty
eyesore in the otherwise reviving area. Boydel Development Company bought
the brick structure for conversion into loft apartments.

Choosing a cleaning method was a challenge, according to Ken Raby of
Grand Northern Products, an ArmaKleen distributor. The building's old brick
and mortar were delicate, he notes, and not amenable to sand blasting, which
would remove up to a quarter-inch of the mortar; furthermore, because of the
heavy traffic in the area, sand blasting would have required much tarping.
Testing showed the Armex process to be the answer, Raby says, because the
baking soda is not only gently abrasive, but it's also used in much lower
amounts than sand. Only 100 Ib. per hour of Armex were needed, compared
with what Raby estimates would have been 650 Ib. per hour of sand. Clean up
was by broom, and the waste could be landfilled.

Grimy brick (upper section of pboto) on the Boydel Building in downtown Detroit is
being cleaned to its original light hue (lower section in photo) by soft abrasive cleaning
with Armex, an environmentally safe cleaner based on baking soda.

Annex is usually appKed dry, according to Raby, but it can also be applied
wet if need be. The baidng-soda crystals are coated with a flow agent and
therefore don't dissolve in the liquid until after they hitthe building. It is gentle
enough to be used around ~ass. Armex is more expensive than sand or walnut
shells, Raby notes, but because of its lower bulk density — 45 Ib. per cu.ft. vs.
60 Ib. for shells and 120 Ib. for sand — it is cost-competitive. The ArmaKleen
process is also being used extensively in Grand Rapids, which is undergoing
several masonry-cleaning projects thanks to its new downtown arer\a, and
Chicago has deployed 28 units in a city-wide graffiti clean up.

Water Cleaning a New York City Church

The engineers, architects, and material scientists of New York City's Wiss,
Janney, Elstner Associates, Inc. (WJE), are in the midst of a restoration and
cleaning project for the Marble Collegiate Church in Manhattan. Known as the
church of Norman Vincent Peale, this Fifth Avenue landmark was built in the
middle of the 19th century. After 150 years in the midst of New York City's
bustle, the building's marble facade had become greatly soiled and friable. WJE
isworking as subcontractor to Hall Partnership Architects, which is the architect
to the church.

According to Diane Kaese, WJE's project manager, her firm realized that
careful testing and evaluation of cleaning methods would be required, not only
because of the fragile state of the marble surface and its mortar, but also because
of the building's location on a busy urban thoroughfare. The aim was to find
the least damaging approach —both short and long term. Add washing would
have been a quick solution, but it would have eaten off the marble face,
producing a totally different texture. Hoping to avoid repointing, the firm called
for a series of tests, carried out by Apple Restoration and Waterproofing of
Brooklyn, N.Y ., to determine an approach that would minimize the application
of water. They tested several chemical approaches, as well as baking soda and
light misting followed by a washdown.

However, it became clear that repointing could not be avoided, and WJE
opted for a 12-hour water soak followed by a low-pressure (500- to 600-psi)
water wash. Water was preferred to baking soda because it dissolves the
carbonized filaments that extend back into the stone from the surface crust. In
the final analysis, the firm is carrying out a three-part strategy; First, the
masonry is backpointed to within 3/4 to 1 in. of the stone surface; next, with
the mortar joints stabilized, the water wash is carried out, along with some
poulticing for stubborn areas; finally, the pointing is completed to the desired
depth. This approach permits adjustment of the pointing to allow for the
differing degrees of depth loss on different parts of the marble. The restoration
contractor is Henry Restoration.

Cleaning and Restoring New York City's Stock
Exchange and City Hall

Nicholson & Galloway of Glen Head, N.Y., has been in the roofing and ma-
sonry-restoration business since 1849, according to the company's Vice Presi-
dent for Marketing and Sales, Thomas Cusa. The company does all types of
roofing and sheetmetal work, he notes, but masonry restoration is the biggest
part of its activity. Working mainly in the New Y ork/New Jersey/Connecticut
tri-state area, Nicholson & Galloway deals with all sorts of masonry — brick,
concrete, and stone. Two major recent projects are the New York Stock Ex-
change and New York City's City Hall, both in Manhattan. Both projects were
overseen by Andrew Wilson, R.A., Vice-President of Nicholson & Galloway.

Still ongoing, the Stock Exchange project is a three-year exterior restoration
of the Exchange itself, an imperial Roman Corinthian edifice built in 1901, as
well as an adjacent office tower. Both structures are New York City landmarks
and are faced with 8-in.-thick Georgia marble. The work included cleaning and
repointing all 115,000 sq.ft, of the white marble and extensive patching. The
cleaning process was a water soak followed by a light-pressure washing. Over
600 sq.ft, of the marble had to be replaced where corroding steel spandrels had
push” out the original stone. Extensive roofing work was also required, along
with stripping and repainting of 4(XD steel windows. Because of the sensitive
business of the client and the busy Wall Street area, all noise-producing work
had to be performed at night or on weekends.

New Yorkers are justly proud of their graceful City Hall, completed in 1812.
The handsome Classical-style building, designed by Joseph Mangin and John
McComb, combines Gothic and British elements in a design thatis still distinctly
American. In 1998 Nicholson &: Galloway took on a fast-track exterior restora-
tion of the structure (only four months). The work entailed cleaning over 50,000
sq.ft, of Alabama Veined Limestone, cutting and pointing deteriorated mortar,
installing lead weather caps on all watertables, and miscellaneous stone patch-
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As part ofits 3-year exterior restoration program at the New York Stock Exchange,
Nicholson & Galloway cleaned, patched, and repointed all 115,000 sq.ft, of exterior
Georgia marble. For the marble cleaning phase, the contractor used a combination of

water washing plus selective soft abrasive and chemical cleaning. The nflwly cleaned
Exchange building is showm here decked out in its Christmas decorations.

ing and dutchmen. The company used a variety of methods on the facade —
water cleaning, poultices. Annex, and a host of chemical cleaners.

Milwaukee County Veterans Hospital

Diedrich Technologies, Inc., of Oak Creek, Wise., offers a line of chemical
cleaning products for masonry, stone, and concrete, as well as paint removers
and water repellents. Although the company is now solely a manufacturer, it
developed its products during its years as a cleaning and restoration contractor,
according to Larry Kotke, Vice President of Sales.

Workers on swing staging are cleaning the Milwaukee County Veterans Hospital using
a diluted acidic brick cleaner, 101 Masonry Restorer from Diedrich Technologies. The
hospital was originally built to serve Civil War veterans — and is still in use as a veter-
ans residence facili™.

The company is a strong proponent of pre-testing and of chemical cleaning
methods over abrasive ones. In a recent article on masoruy restoration cleaning
{Brick Quarterly, Winter 1998), Kotke and company President James Diedrich
noted that "Testing, pre-cleaning, and demonstration areas are mandatory prior
to any responsible type of chemical-cleaning project."” They add that "each
individual masonry t™ must be tested and the same equipment that would
be used during full-scale operation must be used for the test."” This testing,
which can be easily accomplished usually within an hour's time, establishes not
only the right chemicals for the job, but also the rightdilution rate. Diedrich and
Kotke also warn against ""contractors' 'sidewalk moonshine mixes,' raw acids,
lye flakes, and job-site concoctions that give chemical cleaning a bad name."

Today, there are available varied professional chemical solutions that,
when us” properly, are safe and effective for restoring old buildings, Diedrich

and Kotke maintain. But the days of "one chemical cleans all" are over, and
choosing the proper equipment and cleaning solution is imperative.

For owners, architects, and contractors seeking a more-gentle building
cleaning at moderate cost, Diedrich recommends the company's citric-based
IIEnvirestore 100." This brick and stone restoration cleaner is designed for use
in situations where scrubbing with soap and water is ineffectual, but where
hazards to both the building and personnel must be avoided.

As for abrasive cleaning mediods for masonry, the Diedrich team asserts
that diey are damaging, "no matter how cleverly disguised or how small the
particulate.” Forbrick in particular, they note, the outer face is the hardest part,
and abrasive cleaning can expose the softer inner portion to the elements. Softer
methods, such as gommage and soda blasting, while less damaging, will not
easily remove deeper-set dirt, stains, and especially paint, they maintain.

The Milwaukee Veterans Hospital was built for Civil War wounded and is
still used by the Veterans Administration as a residence facility. The cleaning
and restoration contractor, R.D. Woods of Oak Creek, Wise., used Diedrich's
101 Masonry Restorer, a biodegradable detergent that must be diluted to a level
determined by pre-testing and then removed by pressure wash. No neutraliza-
tion isrequir”, according to Kotke. R.D. Woods was also the contractor for the
Milwaukee County Historical Museum, once the Third Ward Bank building.
Here, an alkaline pre-wash using Diedrich's 808X was followed by an acetic-
acid neutralization using the firm's 707N.

Restoring a Secret Society Building at Yale

Leland Torrence Enterprises of Woodbridge, Conn., is a restoration-consulting
firm with special expertise in exterior-masonry projects. The firm works pre-
dominantly on historic buildings, generally between 75 and 150 years old.
Leland Torrence offers some general thoughts on masonry deaning: "The most
important thing we've learned over the years is that the business of cleaning
buildings is complex and has many variables. Second, that the skill of the
operator for whatever system of cleaning is selected is as important as the skill
of any other craftsman, manager, conservator, or architect on the job. Third,
there is no standard answer as to the right way of cleaning. We generally try to
convince our clients to think from the top down. Simply keep the water from
being able to getin, and provide a way for the building to dry out. Then, protect
the building fabric within the design guidelines that the original architect or
builder intended. The deaning process should enhance the performance of the

building and not accelerate deterioration. Decisions about the type and level of
cleaning will determine the appearance of the restored materials, which will be
the benchmark for the rest of the project. Budget has a lot to do with cleaning
choice.”

Mr. Torrence offers twoexamplesthatillustrate his point. Firstisa structure
on the historic Green in New Haven, Conn., which has a terra-cotta facade
added in 1914. The architect-owner wanted a restoration in keeping with the
nature of the Green. Removing the street signage revealed an elegant arched
opening. However, the budget for the facade was minimal. As there was no
money for laboratory tests or mock ups, Mr. Torrence notes, "we proceeded by
doing a small test area of cleaning with mild soap and water, with rinsing. We
used soap because most of the blackening was caused from soot and dirt.
Regular water by itself had little or no effect. As there are many details on the
building, it was often necessary to use a soft scrub brush on the columns and at
the crown. ft

However, the owner hoped the building could be made cleaner still. Not
having the luxury of testing, and wanting to avoid damaging or environmen-
tally unfriendly chemicals, Torrence tried a citrus-based medium, complete
with rinds, suggested by the cleaning contractor. *We tried it on a small area
and it looked minimally promising, and as it was not that expensive we
proceeded with the rest of the building, finishing with a light power rinse. We
received some good publicity, and the building smelled great for a week, but
kx>ked about the same."” The marble rectangles at the central part of a building
were replaced. The entire building was re-pointed and the broken terra cotta
was patched with a polymer-based restoration mortar provided and matched
by Edison Coatings.

By contrast, for the Scroll and Key Secret Society at Yale, the client wanted
testing and was willing to wait for the proper analysis. Richard Morris Hunt
was the architect for this handsome 1868 structure, built with Berea sandstone
and North River bluestone. The survey for the exterior restoration was per-
formed six months before the restoration; it included sounding, mapping, and
photographing of all the exterior masonry, with core samples of both the
sandstone and bluestone to define the deterioration. As the building had been
covered with ivy for close to a century, there were many factors contributing to
the deterioration of the stone. In particular, the sandstone proved to be a
difficult candidate for cleaning, with its varying sizes of aggregate, extreme
porosity, and delicate silica binders. Some 42 cleaning tests were performed on
the building, mostly under the supervision of Ken Follett of Apple Restoration

and Waterproofing.

The original ashlar surface of the stone allowed
for good water repellency (a clean quartz surface
being naturally hydropholjic). But tests of the sand-
stone showed that its pitted surfaces exponentially
increased water absorption. Analysis and tests by
Brian Skinner and Jay Ague, Professors of Geology
and Geophysics at Yale, showed that the film of debris
was lodged as deep as three average sand grains from
the original surface, and that honing the stone pro-
duced dramatic results in terms of water repellency.
Therefore the decision was made to re-hone the sur-
face to match its original performance specifications
and provide aclean surface. The work was performed
by E&W Construction and Gothic Stone Restoration
with members of the Guild of Fine Craftsmen and
Artisans.

The frieze at the front of the building presented
another problem, as did the marble capitals. Although
some of the detail was worn away completely, some
was in almost perfect shape. There were four options
for the carved sandstone; (1) retool the surface; (2) use
a mild add with poultices; (3) use micro abrasives, or
(4) leave italone. The primary objective was aesthetic.
The black and grey surface no longer matched the
cleansurface of the restof the building. Retooling was
ruled out as the stone was not in good enough shape
to withstand the vibrations. Micro abrasives proved
relatively ineffective due to the depth of the organic
matter. Hence poultices were used. Arteco & Design
Restoration Corp. repeatedly applied a poultice made
up of EDTA, talc, and water to the treated surfaces for
two 24-hour cycles. The dried poultice was removed
with low-pressure water. m

A RESTORATION IN NATURAL BUILDING STONE:
THE CHARLESTON COUNTY COURTHOUSE

uilt in 1792, South Carolina's current Charleston

County Courthouse (also known as the "OIld State

House™) was rendered unsuitable for use by Hurri-
cane Hugo. An extensive restoration by a large design team,
which included Glenn Keyes (Glenn Keyes Architects) and
Jim Wigley (Construction Manager for the County of Char-
leston) is intended to return the exterior to its original ap-
pearance, rebuild certain interior historic spaces in
18th-century style, and reopen the courthouse for service.

Mindful of the building's historic past, the team strug-
gled to stabilize the crumbling sandstone facade where pos-
sible. Preservation efforts were focused on five stonessills and
lintels, fragments of the south door jambs, the main column
capitals, and console brackets.

In other areas, replacement of the original stone was
mandated. Lab research traced its source to the same busy
Virginia quarry, Aquia Creek, which had supplied stone for
construction of the White House, the U.S. Capitol, and the
Treasury Building. Fortunately, well-documented restora-
tions involving these buildings had already located Briar Hill
Stone Co., Glerunont, Ohio, for suitable replacement stone.

TRADITIONAL BUILDING =
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STOREFRONTS & COMMERCIAL FACADES
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KEEPING UP A GOOD EACADE

by Leslie Jay
id-19th century architects used cast iron liberally in commer-
cial buildings. As a construction material, it had many advan-
tages; It was strong, fire resistant, and lent itself to mass
production. Properly painted, it could masquerade as stone,
which was more expensive. Consequently, iron-front ware-
houses were raised in many major cities across the United States. New York
City boasts 139 examples within a single neighborhood, the SoHo Cast Iron
Historic District in Manhattan. Other historic buildings may have extensive
metal ornamentation, such as storefronts and window hoods and sills rendered
in cast iron or the more-elegant copper and bronze.
But time and weather can test the mettle of any facade. Two of the major
culprits are oxidation and galvanic corrosion. Cast iron rusts if it is not properly
protected. Acids and sulfur pollutants — common components of the m<”~em

urban atmosphere — speed up the process. Moisture is also a factor in galvanic
corrosion. This electro”™emical reaction occurs when different metals, such as
cast iron and copper, are adjacent to each other in a damp environment. An
aluminum patch placed directly on iron, without a good barrier between them,
can wreak havoc on the iron. Finally, a building's features may be diminished
by corroded fasteners, crumbling caulk, and of course, multiple layers of paint.
If a complete restoration is planned, paint-seriation analysis will help
conservators discover original colors and patterns {such as maihleizing). The
next step is to remove deteriorated, loose, or broken elements, and clean them,
says Robert Baird, co-owner of Historical Arts & Casting, a foundry in West
Jordan, Utah. His crew decapitates fastener heads with a cutting torch, releases
the iron pieces, and sandblasts them. The remaining facade can be scaffolded
and abrasively cleaned in place, as long as provision is made to contain debris
and shield nearby structures. Before launching this part of the project, ask about
federal, state, and local regulations governing disposal of lead-paint chips.
When sandblasting, stick to low pressure and dry grit, and select a moder-
ately sharp aggregate made of sand or iron slag. Avoid copper slag, which can

cause an electrolytic reaction, and wet sandblasting, which promotes rust. If
blasting can't be used, apply a chemical stripper, rinse thoroughly, and follow
up with the manufacturer's recommended neutralizing solution. Then go over
the area with a power wire wheel. The degree of finishing varies with the
primer. As a general rule, Baird says that deep pits, which could trap rain,
should be filled with epoxy resin binders that contain iron particles.

Once clean and smooth, cast iron must be promptly treated with primer to
prevent oxidation. Indeed, rust can set in almost immediately. If priming has
been postponed, scrub the metal's surface with a clean wire brush before
beginning to paint. And if you're working outdoors, pay attention to the
weather: Chilly temperatures, rain, or high humidity will keep the paint from
adhering and curing correctly.

For long-lasting protection, choose a three-part system: one coat of a
zinc-rich primer, one coat of epoxy, and two or more coats of polyurethane.
Hand=brushing is desirable because of better coverage and thicker coats —
althou” a combination of spraying and brushing can yield acceptable results
for the primer layer. However, the appearance of spray-applied and roller-ap-
plied finish coats is not historically appropriate and should be avoided on areas
like storefronts, which are viewed close at hand, notes architect John G. Waite,
FAIA, in The Maintenance and Repair of Architectural Cast Iron, a technical brief
published by the New York Landmarks Conservancy and the National Park
Service (Preservation Brief 27).

When you're ready to reassemble a facade, install top-quality weather-
proofing. Baird caulks aU horizontal and vertical joints; he prefers a paintable
elastomeric product. Architectural-grade polyurethane will also do the job.
Hollow-cast pieces can be filled with expanding foams to prevent interior

condensation, but concrete, which ultintately exacerbates corrosion, should
never be used for this purpose. Recent advances in fastening systems, such as
stainless-steel bolts and anchor bolts, mean that what goes up won't readily
come down.

What if it came down a long time ago and has never been found? Not to
worry. Lost or badly damaged elements can be re-engineered by experienced
specialists in the metal of your choice. We work from photos and remnants,
explains Scott Howell, vice president and general manager of Robinson Iron in
Alexander City, Alabama. If there aren't any, they can create patterns from
scratch. Since metals shrink while they cool, patterns have to be ??% larger
than the final piece.

Where authenticity is desired, facade-replacement parts are castiniron. For
compatibility issues, Robinson doesn't advocate anything other than original
materials, Howell explains. Still, other options exist. Baird has enjoyed a great
deal of success with artful substitution, particularly if he's resurrecting an entire
storefront. "We can certainly do it in cast iron, if you want," he says. "But we
have replicated a lot of facades in cast
aluminum. That metal is lighter, eas-
ier to handle, and rustproof. Bear in
mind that aluminum requires differ-
ent coatings than iron; one popular
system uses epoxy and polyurethane,
another uses fluoropolymers."

Baird casts some applied oma-
menfe, such as brackets, column capi-
tals, and bases inaluminum, and fixes
them to iron, relying on paint as an
electrolytic barrier. Silicon caulk and
Teflon tape are also effective barriers.
Nonetheless, he won't install alumi-
num between two cast-iron elements,
because the metals have different ex-
pansion rates. Ductile iron, which is
weldable, can be used during prefab-
rication in the shop, when castings
have to be attached to the facade.
Waite cites molded epoxy as suitable
for recreating small architectural de-
tails. Because it isn't a metal, epoxy
will not cause galvanic corrosion, but
the material does have its drawbacks:
It's flammable and subject to ultra-
violet degradation.

Proper maintenance of a repaired
facade revolves around corrosion
control. Examine caulk, flashings,
and paint in semiannual inspections.
Rusted areas have to be cleaned and
recoated. Grime can be tackled with
water and non-ionic detergents; test
the latter to make sure they don't
damage the paint. While there aren't
any ironclad guarantees, these meas-
ures should help to keep a building in
good repair. m

THE SIGNS OF OUR TIMES

Designating the names of streets and the numbers of buildings may be the first
uses that come to mind when one thinks of public signage, but the fact is that
plaques and signs populate the streetscape no matter where your eye may fall.
Advertisements, business names, memorial and commemorative markers,
street and park maps, and lobby directories are only a few of the more ubiqui-
tous uses to which signs are put today. With such a spectrum of applications,
it's inevitable that the kinds of signs — their materials, lettering, graphics,
shapes, sizes, and positionings — would become equally ramified and vari-

egated. One glance at the SourceList starting on page 140 is proof enough.

The editors contacted scores of signmakers to arrive at the 60 names that
we've listed. Suppliers of wooden and/or cast-metal signs may be the most
plentiful, but we've also listed sources for signage in resin, porcelain enamel
(see below), and stone. There are signs highlighted by simple relief graphics as
well as signs that are richly illustrated — often in color — with line drawings,
maps, even photographs. Whatever the information you want on display for
the world to see, we've found the most appropriate signmaker for the job.

THE RETURN OF BLUE PLAQUES

lue Plaques, or medallions as they are

called in the United States, have been

used to identify the homes of the fa-

mous in England since 1867. They've

been an integral part of historic London,
drawing attention to buildings of interest because
of their association with people of distinction from
many walks of life. Now, similar medallions are
available in the U.S. Within a diameter of about 20
in., plaques with raised lettering or numerals canbe
made in Fine Staffordshire vitreous clay by Tutbury
Ceramics of England. The plaques themselves are
extremely durable and require virtually no mainte-
nance. Ctf necessity, wording has to be kept to a
minimum, as letters and numerals must be of such
a size as to be readable from a distance.

All that's needed for a quote is a full-scale
drawing of the wording and numerals to be used,
remembering that only a limited number of capital
letters can be placed along the center line and still
allow for the 3/4-in. border on both sides. Also
required is the background preference colors blue

or green. (All numerals and letters are in white.)

Historically, these plaques were originally
specified by the London County Council and then
the Greater London Council. Of recent years, the
responsibility for deciding honorees has fallen onto
English Heritage, a body not unlike the American
National Trust for Historic Preservation.

Plagques can be used on public buildings or
private homes. Perhaps in the not-too-distant fu-
ture, the Landmarks Commission and the National
Parks Service might require a distinctive design for
themselves, with specific criteria for evaluating the
suitability of the persons or buildings to be com-
memorated.

Literature is available from sole suppliers Tile
Source Inc., of Roswell, Ga.

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CONSERVATION ON A GRAND SCALE

Restoring a centuiy-old public monument is all the more difficult ifit was built

on a monumental scale. But even a challenge like Brooklyn's Memorial Arch

can be solved by the right blend of expertise and organization.

he Soldiers and Sailors Memorial Arch in Brooklyn, New

York's Grand Army Plaza was constructed between 1889 and

1892. The landmark was built to honor for all time the men of

those services who fought and died in the Civil War. It stands

over 80 feet tall and was designed by John tXmcan, the archi-

tect of Grant's tomb, as America's L'Arc de Triomphe. The arch
is enlivened with massive bronze sculptural groups by the Brooklyn-born
Beaux Arts sculptor, Frederick MacMonnies, and smaller reliefs by Thomas
Eakins and William O'Donovan, which were installed between 1892 and
1901. These statues were conserved between July and November 1999, close
to 100 years after their installation.

In an effort that mirrored the public subscriptions which led to the cre-
ation of this monument, the preservation of the arch resulted from a conflu-
ence of private and public interests. Mr. Richard J. Schwartz, president of the
David Schwartz Foundation and a long-time supporter of American sculp-
ture, initiated the project through a $100,000 grant to the City Parks
Foundation, the not-for-profit partner of the New York City Parks
Department. The city provided the additional $175,000 needed to fund the
project through the Brooklyn Borough President's office. Work was per-
formed by a team of conservation professionals and student interns under
my direction through the City Parks Foundation.

The treatment of the bronzes was, in the volume of material treated, the
largest statuary conservation performed in New York since the restoration of
the Statue of Liberty in the early 1980s. Despite the scale of the monument,
the steps taken to complete the conservation treatment were no different
than those required for any town-square Doughboy statue or recently
installed work of public art which has not stood up well to the test of time.

The Role ofthe Conservator

Each conservation treatment begins with a conservator's assessment of the
monument's condition, which identifies all the problems requiring treat-
ment. The report should also define the causes of the noted conditions and
include recommended procedures to rectify them. Even for a relatively
recent work in which the artist and foundry or fabricator is known, engaging
a conservator to perform this assessment is essential.

Conservators imderstand the variety of mechanisms which contribute to
problems in outdoor sculpture and know how best to correct them. Proper
materials selections, work procedures, and choice of the least-intrusive treat-
ment method, including a fidelity to the artist's original intentions, are basic
requirements for a successful treatment. However, they may not be fully
understood by either foundries or sculptors — even those who created the
work. The American Institute for Conservation of Historic and Artistic
Works (AIC) established the Code of Ethics and Guidelines for Practice to
which all their members must adhere. These guidelines provide a framework
for determining the proper form and extent of any conservation treatment.
AIC assists owners in locating competent conservators through its publica-
tions and member database. (They can be reached by phone at 202-452-9545
or through their web site at http://aic.stanford.edu.)

The inspection and report should address major damage, such as broken
and missing parts, structural flaws, cracks, material failure, and deformation.
It will also cover more general forms of loss or insult, like surface erosion,
paint loss, soiling, and graffiti. Issues relevant to the monument's placement
and use should also be discussed, including site conditions, lighting, mainte-
nance practices, grounds care, and public access. Although headed by a con-
servator familiar with outdoor-monument treatments, the report may
require input from architects, landscape architects, and structural or mechan-
ical engineers if the monument includes electrical or fountain components.
An art historian may also contribute through research into the object's histo-
ry and original appearance. Of course, if the artist is available, his or her
input must be sou”™t as well. Recommendations for materials and methods
to repair or restore all the noted damages and their causes should be includ-
ed in the report. These recommendations may not be limited to work on the
sculptural object alone. They can call for changes in ground-maintenance
practices, such as installing a mow strip to avoiding damaging the base with
grass-cutting equipment, restricting the use of deicing salts near the statue,
or changing the lighting to reduce vandalism.

Over the last two decades, assessments for outdoor sculpture were often
prepared through responses to Requests for Proposals, which would include,
as a part of their scope, the actual treatment as well. Recently, as monument-
conservation treatments have become more common, municipalities have
increasingly hired conservators to prepare the assessments and treatment rec-
ommendations separate from the performance of the treatment. Other conser-
vators then bid on the implementation of die specified services. This method
generally provides a more accurate and comprehensive scope and budget for
the ovmer, as well as clearer parameters and a level playing field for the bid-
ders. It is important to recognize, however, that the implementation of con-
servation treatments is specialized work that should not be entrusted to
unskilled technicians. Those bidding to provide the services must be pre-
qualified as competent in the conservation field and the contract must allow
for contingencies that will be discovered during the course of work.

Restoring the Sculptural Groups

All the missing, bent, or broken bayonets, bridles, trumpets, and harpoons
were mapped and the overall surface deterioration was carefully noted in a
condition assessment for the Memorial Arch. In addition we addressed the
question of an appropriate patina or color for the statuary. This is often the
least clearly articulated aspkr for the treatment of historic bronzes and yet
the one that can have the greatest visual impact on the sculpture, particularly
for a public who will suddenly find their landmark looking radically differ-
ent than they remember it. For older works of public sculpture, the questions
of what was the original appearance and whether or not to restore it are dif-
ficult to answer. Original painted finishes may have been lost to weathering
and over-painting or sandblasted away during graffiti removals. Outdoor
bronzes will rapidly loose all trace of their original patinas if not preserved
within an intact wax or lacquer coating. In these cases archives must be
searched for any clues as to what the monument first looked like. Few monu-
ments were adequately documented when they were created, and the
remaining material, often black-&-white photographs or written descrip-
tions, may not provide more than general suggestions. Without adequate
research results, a patina selection is no more than an educated guess. In
some cases it may not be advisable to make drastic changes in appearance
without having compelling evidence in hand. Choices for the appearance of
an outdoor sculpture should always be made between the sculptors, cura-
tors, historians, conservators, and other interested parties before they are
applied.

Art historians who specialize in Frederick MacMonnies, city and private
historical archives, and the Parks Department's maintenance files were con-
sulted in preparing our assessment of the arch. Due probably to its scale and
importance at the time of its creation, the monument was surprisingly well
documented. Hand-tinted photographic postcards, records from the French
foimdries that cast the sculptures, and notes from a conversation with the
sculptor during a 1934 restoration campaign confirm that the work was orig-
inally dark green, substantially deeper and more muted than the streaky,
light-bluish tone it had developed. It was also apparent that the extraordi-
nary details modeled throughout, from the expressior\s of the many faces
down to the buttons on the uniforms, were meant to be seen and enjoyed;
they had been clearly visible originally, but were currently masked by the
uneven patina.

Armed with this information, and with the approval of the New York
City Art Commission, work on the monument began. Scaffolding was erect-
ed to provide access to the bronzes, which were all thoroughly pho-
tographed at close range. Each was repeatedly washed with moderate-pres-
sure water-jet rinses, detergent cleanings, and hand scrubbing. The intention
was to remove dirt, bird droppings, and loose corrosion products from the
bronzes to prepare them for re-patination and coating. Work was staged by
groupings and to make best use of the availability of persormel, equipment,
and weather conditions. The approaching winter and the planned millermial
New Year's celebration centering at the Arch meant we were required to
complete the treatment and remove the scaffold by the beginning of
December. This deadline loomed large whenever days were lost to rain, a
hurricane, and the increasing cold during the fall.

After each grouping was cleaned it was chemically re-patinated using
traditional hot methods. Seven separate applications were needed to develop
a color of adequate richness and density to match the historic images.
Maintaining safe conditions for technicians working with propane torches
on the high scaffold was a challenging priority. Also difficult was assuring
that the entire monument received an equivalent level of treatment and.
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within a subtle range of variations, was a consistent color throughout.

The damaged or missing elements were repaired or replaced at this
point. We were able to re-form the bent parts, including a bayonet that had
come to look more like a pretzel, without causing any further damage to the
soft bronze alloy used in these castings. Wooden models were carved for
missing elements and cast at a local foundry. The casts were marked and
dated to identify them as later replacements. These were fitted to match the
damaged faces in the field, pinned with bronze rods, and welded in place.
The Parks Etepartment reserved the models against future needs. The com-
pleted replacements were then patinated to match the original.

Once the patination process was completed for each group, the bronze
was prepared for coating — the final stage of the treatment. The appropriate
coating is as important to a treatment plan as the patina is. The choice of a
coating should be informed by such factors as future maintenance plans,
access, climbing, or other uses of the sculpture and site, environmental con-
ditions, and the intended appearance of the work. Because of the constraints

governing conservation ethics, specifically that a treatment be either
reversible or not prejudice future re-treatment, relatively few coatings are
commonly used on outdoor sculptures.

Conservation treatments must not be seen as permanent solutions but
rather as concentrated points on a long timeline of care dedicated to the
monument. We would be fooling ourselves to imagine that the Memorial
Arch will not be treated again during the next 100 years of its life. The value
of maintaining accurate treatment records cannot be overemphasized,
because future conservators, no doubt better trained and armed with more
technical facilities than we can muster, will require our reports to perform
their work well. The conservation treatment must be thoroughly document-
ed and a final report prepared which details all work performed.

All the bronzes were coated with repeated applications of Incralac, a
copper-corrosion-inhibiting synthetic lacquer that has been used in outdoor-
sculpture treatments for more than 20 years. It served our purposes in two
ways: It can usually go for several years before requiring follow up care, and
it does not effect the color of the underlying material. TTie scale and inacces-
sibility of the statuary on the arch drove us to select the most long-lived coat-
ing, and in the arch’s environment, lacquer is far more durable than wax (the
only other commonly used coating). The material's transparency gave us
more-accurate control of the final appearance of the patina.

Upon completing the coating of all sculptural groups, the scaffold was
disassembled and removed. To protect the large reliefs from the pigeon
infestations that had been the cause of so much of the soiling and corrosion,
a black nylon mesh was installed by Birdmaster Co. over both groups and
the nearby spandrel figures. The mesh covering was selected as the least
visually intrusive method of ending the pigeon problem — a sore point
repeatedly noted in Parks Department's maintenance records. From the
ground, the mesh on the spandrels and reliefs is invisible from the majority
of viewpoints, although it can be discerned from some angles at the sides of
the groups. This slight visual interference was deemed preferable to the like-
ly rapid return of bird droppings if no effective bird-proofing method was
installed. The arch will be placed on a regular maintenance schedule. The
donor has kindly offered to fund this work on an annual basis. The mainte-
nance plan is projected to require annual inspections and cleaning and coat-
ing touch-ups on a three- to five-year basis. It is difficult to project the ser-
vice life of the coating, but based on other known examples of similarly
treated works, a 20- to 30-year period should be enjoyed before the need for
major coating replacement. By then, the coating can be re-dissolved with sol-
vent gels and readily repiac”. With care and continued maintenance, this
historic monument may well survive to welcome the dawning of the next
millennium. =

made accordingly and approval was
given to proceed to the next step.
Latex rubber molds supported in
fiberglass mother-molds were made
from each clay body part. Dimension-
ally stable plaster "masters' \yere
cast, and reference points were
marked on the plasterinagrid forma-
tion. Using a 3-D pointing jig, the
stone sculptors were able to transfer
these critical points from the plaster

to the marble, using the traditional
"pointing up" meth”.

After having been cleaned and restored,
the monument could at last be reassem-
bled by the Grenadier Corp. The (tnaJ
piece set into place was the Lorelei

statue herself, lowered back into position
on June H. 1999 — less than a month
before the odicial rededication ceremony.

The white Carrara marble for the
newly carved replacement heads and
arms was taken from within the origi-
nal monument base, and an addi-
tional 3-ton block of Carrara was
purchased for the non-human parts.
Six weeks later, when the pieces were
95% complete, they were installed
with 1- and 3/4-in.-dia. threaded
stainless-steel dowels, and then set
with epoxy. The conservator and art
commission representative were
asked to visit and review the marble
sculpting, resulting in further refine-
ments to the arms, fins, and heads.

With the major hurdles over, the
process of stitching and filling the
many cracks in the marble could be-
gin. Cracksvaried in width from hair-
line to 1/8 in. (The mermaids were
the most affected.) Each crack was
routed to a width of approximately
3/8 in., and holes were drilled diago-
nally across the cracks at 4-in. spac-

=m TRADITIONAL BUILDING

ing. The cracks were filled with back-
ing material, and a two-part epoxy
was injected, partially filling the
voids. Over 100 threaded stainless-
steel pins were installed, measuring
from 3/32 to 1/4 in. in diameter and
from 6 in. to 3 ft. in length. The pin
holes and routed cracks were filled
with a color-matched specialty patch-
ing material. Patching was also used
to rebuild the Lorelei's face.

Back in the Bronx, the general
contractor, Prima Paving Corp., per-
formed all the site work and poured
the concrete for the new fountain
platform at the south end of Joyce
Kilmer Park; Grenadier's work force
reset the marble steps and fountain
walls. On June 7,1999, the first truck-
load of wood-crated statue compo-
nents arrived at the site. Heavy-duty
hoisting slings were used for the sec-
tions of the statue which weighed be-
tween 7 and 8 tons. Hoisting the
stonework, especially the 3 large
blocks of marble on which the mer-
maids rested, was no easy task, as
they were totally unsymmetrical and
uneven in weight from side to side.
The task of finding the right location
to place the hoisting slings was fur-
ther complicated by the need to keep
them completely clear of the restored
sections, to avoid placing any pres-
sure on the newly sculptured marble.
Reassembling the monument also
meant lifting each base section into
the fountain and placing it dry onto
the new concrete slab, so the units
could be moved from side-to-side to
achieve the proper alignment of the
clamshell fountain-base stone units,
made to fit between each mermaid.

After the test-fitting was satisfac-
tory, Grenadier's crews lifted each
large section of marble out of the
fountain one more time, to prepare
the setting mortar into which the unit
would rest. A computerized crane
picked up the individual unit and
swung it away from the fountain; af-
ter the mortar placement was com-
pleted, it swung the unit back and
lowered it into the exact location from
which it was removed. The entire re-
setting work took a total of six days.
On the last day the Lorelei statue was
hoisted back into its place on the up-
per section of the monument. The fi-
nal touch-up work involved re-
pointing the individual joints in the
monument and making minor re-
pairs to the marble, plus a final appli-
cation of tinted Keim mineral coating.

The entire restoration was com-
pleted several days before the July 8th
rededication ceremony — exactly 100
years after the initial dedication of the
Heinrich Heine Fountain. m

espite the near-universality of wristwatches and the growing
enthusiasm for palm pilots and other portable miniccomputers,
the street and tower clocks of earlier generations continue to
exert their fascination.

f people tend to ignore street lighting, it's usually because these fixtures

are eminently ignorable: bland, modular, interchangeable — in other

words, designed to be ignored. As soon as a community starts using

period-style street lighting, however, a greater social illumination takes

place, even if the wattage used or lumens released haven't changed.

When it comes to bringing character to a streetscape, unifying the disparate

features of a Main Street, and providing a sense of continuity with the past, the
effect of street lighting has to be taken into accoimt.

These factors have all contributed to the resurgence of interest in period-
