The press is increasingly dubbing people "architects," not of buildings, but of some policy, deal or business

process. "Architect" is a powerful label; a metaphor for the value of getting things done. Newspapers re
ported recently that Bill Gates's new title is Microsoft's chief software architect" Shrewd career move, Bill,

becoming an architect when you can finally afford it Gates amassed his fortune designing sofrware that's
mostly debugged before sale, copied and sold by the millions to an enslaved public at a stiff price, creating a

nice bottom line for Bill.

Actual architects amass small change and lament misfortune as they prepare softurare in the form of
construction documents. Almost exclusively one-of-a-kind, this software is an instrument of professional

design services that sell at commodity prices to a selective and sometimes reluctant clientele. The debug'

ging process, which involves unpredictable humans rather than machines, often lasts longer than a client's

patience. lt's a different business altogether.

Better business skills result in better visibility and compensation for architects, and there is movement
in that direction. After years of debate and hand wringing, AIA approved a national adverrising campaign

touting the value of architecture at the 1998 San Francisco convention. Architects are embracing
design/build and other nontraditional project-delivery systems. And tireless task forces of AIA chapters

across the land continue to cajole architects to expand serryices, and to improve themselves and the busi-

ness of their profession.

While meeting recently with a client at the University of Minnesota's new Elmer L. Andersen Library,

one of my firm's senior architects spied some interesting discards and engaged in a little dumpster diving

(we are a full-serrrice firm). He rescued a few tattered old copies of Pencil Poinr, predecessor to the now-
defunct Progressive Architeaure magazine. I began to read, reflect and compare yesterday's professional

rhetoric with today's:

"l never met a group of men that needed to be instructed in the ordinary rudimentary basic principles

of business more than architects." - engineer, Pencil Points, June, 1929

"And here opens an opportunity for the AIA and other architectural societies to do a really great and

beneficial thing.... Can there be any greater or worthwhile activity than...to help in pufting the profession of
architecture on a paying basis?" - Charles Kyson, Pencil Points, June, 1929

"No other business or profession calling for an equal amount of alent, training, brains, devotion and

hard work, and involving as much responsibility, is an;aarhere near as poorly paid." - Frederick A. Fletcher,

Pencil Points, April, 1930

"We tend to have poor business skills and poor negotiation skills.... lncome and benefits are significantly
lower than for professions of similar education and status." - AIA Minnesota "lmage of the Profession

Task Force Repo6" JanuarT, 1996

"Architects need more aggressiveness in acquainting prospective builders with the nature of seruice

they can render." - Beaver Wade Day, Pencil Points, May, !928

It's almost amusing that our professional angst has not changed much since the Roaring'20s. The myth
of Sisyphus comes to mind. So I offer one last, earnest exhoration:

T here's a riangular secdon

I of land in northeastern
I Eden Prairie bordered by

Highway 212, Highway 169 and

Shady Oak Road. Around this 4-

acre island are blank-walled ware-

houses, back-lit plastic signs identi-

fing assorted retail buildings and a

jumbled geometry of glass-and-

brick offce structures flanking busy

roadways. ln the midst of this in-

dustrial cacophony, on that small

parcel of land, one can glimpse an

old retired hrmer (name withheld

to protect his privacy) and his

German Shepherd dog, Shelby,

strolling down a driveway winding

from the farmhouse and barn.

"My father came from Eastern

Europe and settled here," the
farmer says, "and I was born,
raised here and am trying to hold

on. But the Eden Prairie tax asses-

sor is making it more dfficult each

year for me to stay."

The farmer and his forebearers

once formed a large eastern-Euro-

pean immigrant community that
found the Eden Prairie area similar

to their Old World homelands.

This fellow once tried to get his-

toric designation for his farm-
house, whose stucco walls and

closed-in front porch reflect
changes made to the structure
over time. "The house is I 14 years

old," he says.

But a City of Eden Prairie Zon-

ing Department administrator,
Steve Durham, says this area of
Eden Prairie was rezoned, in a

guide plan more *ran 30 years ago,

for industry because land-use pro
jections indicated a rural-to-indus-

trial shift" "Today, this area is not a

rural community anymore," he

says. "lt is a suburban community."

About 20 miles to the west,

Tom Logelin, owner of the Saint

Boni Farm Store, poins to a large

aerial photo on a wall above his

desk. "This aerial view showing

our town, Saint Bonifacius, was

taken in 1994," he explains. "Look

how much green you see just
north of the downtown{he farm

fields-and those little white and

red squares are the farmhouses

and barns."

"Today, all that is left is a small

parc of the Pauley Farm and when

you drive through that area all you

see are new houses," he contin-

ues. "The family has sold off most

of their fields over the years, but

the grandmother still lives in the

formhouse. With crop prices so

low in the last decade, you can't

blame them for parceling out their

land. Times have changed and I

guess that's progress."

Similarly, in northern Hennepin

County, where Hampshire Lane

North intersects with 85th Av-
enue North in Brooklyn Park,

three hrmhouses and their assort-

ed outbuildings sit surrounded by

a vinyl-ville of tract homes built in

the last few years. The two farm-

houses on the north side of 85th

Avenue North are occupied by

long-term owner^s; descendents of

the original families who built
farms that contributed to an agri-

cultural economy that patterned

the economics and social life of the

area for over a century. But *rese

owners, one in his 70s and the

other in her 90s, have also found

reasons to sell their land, piece by

piece, to housing subdivisions,

shopping centers and office parks.

Back in Saint Bonifacius, popu-

lation 1,200, Logelin's store re-

flects the change in t}e area from

rural to suburban. Once a

Enduring Design

THE SI'4iTH HOUSE, built in 1967 by Richard Meier & Partners,

I N.Y., was selected as the 2000 recipient of AIA's Twenty-five
Year Award. The award is conferred each year on a building pro-
ject ranging from 25 to 35 years old that exemplifies design of en-

during significance. Located on a coastal site in Darien, Conn.,
overlooking Long lsland Sound, the Smith House received an AIA
Honor Award in 1969, securing Meier's reputation for clarity, at-

tention to detail and integrity of construction.
"The Smith House set off a wave of imitations, establishing a

style that came to be known as Long lsland Modernism," says

Boone Powell, FAIA, who nominated the Smith House for the
award. "But, unlike most of the imitations, the Smith House has

stood the test of time, looking every bit as modern today as it did

more than 30 years ago."

The spatial organization of the house hinges on a programmatic
separation between public and private areas. The private side of
the house--a series of cellular spaces organized through three smirh Holse.

levels behind an opaque fagade-s on the entry side, facing the
woods and road. The public area, located at the rear of the house overlooking the wat€r, consisB of three levels nestled within a three-sided
glass enclosure. From the outside, the Eround and upper levels appear as solid slabs held hst in the whire mullions ofthe glass shell.

The house is still occupied by the oridnal owner. Aside from a small addition completed in l98O to provide for a larger master bedroom,
the house remains vinually unchanged.

Dania's Demise
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,1* MoNDAY, MARcH 28, the Twin
\v/Cities woke to the news that Dania

Hall, a fixture on Minneapolis's West Bank,

had been destroyed by fire. The ! l4-year-old
building had been in the midst of renovation

funded by the neighborhood. Architecrs in-

volved in the renovation included Gar Har-
gens, Close Associates, lnc. Architects, Min-

neapolis, and Mike Schrock, Schrock + De-
Vetter Architects, P.A., Minneapolis. The
building's sudden demise dashed the dreams

of the West Bank community, which consid-

ered the building a symbol of hope in uniffing
the culturally diverse area.

More than a century ago, the finely de-

tailed, red-brick building represented a thriv-
ing Scandinavian immigrant community. Nor-
wegian architect Carl Struck designed the
building, which included a vaudeville theater
on the the third and fourth levels, with ban-

quet and business functions on the lower lev-

els. The theater was the building's jewel, with
its sweeping horseshoe-shaped balcony over-
looking a small thrust stage.

Countless marriages, dances and other
community gatherings took place in Dania

Donio Holl

Hall through the years. ln the 1960s and
'70s, the University of Minnesota's College
of Architecture (as it was then called) held

its annual "Beaux Arts Ball" in the theater.
"Whatever functions it hosted through the
decades," Schrock says, "Dania Hall was al-

ways a symbol of hope and unity in the
community."

D o nio H oll's horseshoe-sho p ed the oter.

As the architectural team was working on

the renovation, Schrock says, they discovered

many endearing qualities about Dania Hall:

stairway circulation that interrupted the pri-
vate spaces at each floor; a dollhouselike
stage on the second floorl a series of under-

ground catacombs around the perimeter of
the building.

"Massive timber floor joists at each floor
were sized big enough to drive a truck on,

but spindly little wood columns throughout
the building required complete steel-shoring

installation," Schrock says. "l like to think
these details were the result of young, enthu-

siastic immigrants building a structure simply

from their memories of the old country."

The Arts and Crafu style refers

to an architectural language, as

well as to a furniture aesthetic;

the lnternational Style embodies

architecture and furniture. lt is dif-

ficult to discern where a Frank

Lloyd Wright building ends and its

fittings begin, as the architect de-

signed everything-down ro
chairs and towels-to complete

his aesthetic vision.

Similarly, "sustainable" or
"green" architecture, while
bridging design languages, has a
parallel furniture expression.
Sustainable design reduces envi-

ronmental impact. Yet for all

the discussion on

alternative energy

sources for build-
ings or the embodied

energy that goes

into their con-
struction, less

attention has

been paid to furni-

ture, in spite of inter-
esting advances. One's

choice in furniture, as well

as in architecture, can

exPress a resPon-

sible attitude to-
ward the envi-
ronment.

Like many
concepts, sustainable furniture is

not a new one. Throughout histo-

17, various types of traditional fur-
niture have passively increased a

user's comfort level when ener-
gy and mechanical systems were
expensive or unavailable, and

with no or reduced energy con-

sumption. By limiting environ-
mental impact in this way, one
could argue that such furniture
was "sustainable."

Consider traditional wing
chairs. When placed in front of a

fire, wing chairs cradle the fire's

warmth, the chair's high back and

sides protect the sitter from
drafu, and the chair's padded up-

holstery has an insulating effect.

Canopy beds also help retain heat,

and connote shelter and comfort.

Conversely, wicker and rattan

chairs offer relief from heat
through their ventilating, open

construction. Rocking chairs and

porch swings induce cooling
through air movement. lngenuity

on the part of furniture designers

didn't stop there. Pads extend the

season of wicker and rattan seat-

ing, and offer insulation. Mosquito

netting allows sleepers to enjoy a

canopy bed in summer, too.

Before mechanical systems
gained prominence, designers ac-

tively and effectively explored
how architecture and furniture
could help people cope with sea-

sonal changes in climate. Furni-

ture, as well as specialized spaces

like porches, inglenook and bay

windows, tempered space around

the occupant Summer waterside

retreats, next to a cooling lake or
ocean, still provide an escape

from the heac Yet before the ad-

vent of mechanical air condition-

ing, leaving a stuff house for a few

hours on the porch swing provid-

ed some relief.

lf these examples represent
"sustainable" furniture of the past,

what designs embody those same

principles today?

Herman Miller's Aeron chairs,

with seae and backrests made of
Pellicle (an open-weave hbric), re-

call the air-circulating structure of
wicker and rattan. Because an

Aeron chair requires less mechan-

ical cooling to maintain the same

comfort levels experienced in an

upholstered chair, they are a sus-

ainable alternative to the usual of-

fice chair.

Most offices, with their heat-

producing ligha, copy and fax ma-

chines, computers and people, are

cooled year round. A recent re-
poft from the Rocky Mountain ln-

stitute notes that upholstery, by

insulating approximately a quafter

of the human occupant's body

surface, adds $140 to $290 per

worker per year in air-condition-
ing and utility equipment costs in
some climates-to say nothing of
the environmental costs associat-

ed with such energy consumption.

The Aeron chair's base is recy-

cled aluminum and the frame re-

cycled polymer-additional fac-

tors that make it a '!reen" chair.

Furniture fabricated from re-
claimed materials are indeed in
vogue. The Norwegian manufac-

turer HAG produces a chair, Scio,

whose seat and back shells are

"upcycled" from plastic bottle-
caps. Each year, 100 tons ofwaste
becomes the raw material for the
chair, a product that itself is 100-

percent recyclable.

Studio e& out of Oakland, Cal-

ifornia, produces a modular office

line hbricated almost entirely (98

percent) from recycled or refuse

materials. Recycled cardboard and

rubber tires end up as furniture
lep; straw (agricultural refuse that
would otherwise be burned) is

turned into surfaces and shelves.

Accompanying this trend is fur-
niture fabricated from such sus-

tainable products as bamboo.
Bamboo is actually a grass that
grows with tremendous speed. (ln

fact, where bamboo grows out-
side of its native habitat, it's con-

sidered an invasive, exotic weed.)

The commonality among these thrEe projecB is clear. ln the process of reinterpreting traditions to create archi-

tecture that me€ts dle needs of their contemporary clients, the architects have infused their buildings with meaning,

intelligence and a relevance tlat Soei far beyond the simple here and now. ln our post-post-modem society of

more, faster and better, these residences are hayens for the people who dwell in them. They also exemplif envi-

ronmentally sensitive, aesthetically accessible design. All of which is wtrat we \vant, even expect, from architecs.

But at the same time, architects are redeffnirg their roles to encompass a scope larger than the individual build-

ing. lncr.easingly archkecs are applying their problem-solving and space-sh+irU skills to tackle such critical issues as

suburhan sprawl and urban redwelopmem While sprawl is cerainly a flash point for discussion and deb6te, its the

applicatjon of architects' talens to whole neighborhoods thads changing the urban landscape of the Twin Cities.

ln the March 2000 isrue ofArdrftecalro, Record, writ€r and architect.lames S. Russell discusses the forces reshap

ing American cities and the role of architects in that reshapint Russell refers to Minnesota state rep.esen6tjve

I'tyron Orfield's belief that "a vast, land-eating and stunningt inefficient shift of urtan settlement outwdrt is leaving

in its wake a trail of urban de\rastation." And Russell refurs to the urban plannirE of North Carolina architect

Michael Gallis who "think the profession's future depends on architects' understandinS emerSing urban issues and

ergaging themselves more deeply in making the urban environmenl"

A plethora of new and envisioned urban redevelopments indicates how Twin Cities architfcts are already at

work on such project, as demonstrated in this issue ofArdftrture l4innesota, As Minneapolis and St Paul reclaim

their river fronts as prime spos for urban livinS and .ecreation, architects can hardly keep up with the demand for

lofs, apartments and condos carved out of once-dilagidated warehouses. Many of these urb6n prop€rties are be

irg bor4ht by older couples abandoning their solitary h'rgh-maintenance suburban homes and fards for communi-

ty-based, low-maintenance urban livinS.

Other architects are applying the principles of Ne\ry Urbanism to such old-urban neighborhoods ar Phalen Ml
lage in St Paul. This revitalized area, once the site of an abandoned shopping mall and other detrhus, now includes

a restored wedand, commercial enterprises, a yariety of housing and a proposed government building. New and

renoyated housing developments incorporate such design detailr as from porches, hidden parking and wallarays to

encourage social interaction among neighbors.

ln Minneapolis's Phillips neighborhood, a collaboration between practicint architects, tnduate studens from

the University of Minnesoa's College of Architecure and Landscape Architectrre, AIA Minnesota and a nonprofn

has resulted in visions for a viable urban future. Using a master plan ior neighborhood redevelopment created by

DJR Architecture, CALA students generated desi8ns for townhomes, green space, live^,vork units and mixed-use

development. Their work will provide inspiration and resources to the neighborhood ai it shapes its future.

Architecs will alwap be concemed with the plannin& desi$ and details of the buildinSs they creat€, and riglrti/

so.

An Honor Award-winning

lakeside complex

draws from Swedish,

New England and

north-woods ve rnacu lar

without sacrifi cing design

n a woodland site decorated with
trout lilies, trillium and lady's slip-

pers, an interior designer and her

husband bought an old cabin and an adjacent

boathouse overlooking a lake in northern
Minnesota. The client wished to remodel
the cabin, but was "very sensitive to the nat-

ural amenities of the site and wanted to pre-

serue the woodland's quality," says Christine
Albertsson, senior architect, Sarah Nettleton
Architects, Minneapolis.

After remodeling the boathouse to include

a bath and kitchenette, the couple stayed

there while they sought a builder or architect

to redo the small cabin. fuain and again, they
received designs that "overwhelmed the site,"
Albersson says.

Then the client met Albercsson, who at the
time was an associate architect with Meyer,

Scherer & Rockcasde, Ltd., Minneapolis. "The

client has excellent taste, a can-do attitude and

extremely high expectations of whomever
she's working with," Albertsson recalls.

The client was also weary of entertaining

people who visited the couple's other cabin.

She wanted a retreat for herself and her hus-

could be more self-sufficient. And she wished

to explore "the idea of what a cabin should

be," Albertsson says. "We were really after

that mythic cabin place, that cabin mood." So

client and architect began their exploration

of vernacular cabin lore.

The result is a new, one-bedroom, 1,100-

square-foot cabin, a 300-square-foot
bunkhouse and a trellised entry patio that
are connected-via a series of terraces-by
a covered carport. The terraces, situated at
different levels, keep the occupants connect-

ed to the sloping site: the couple ventures up

the hill to the bunkhouse and down the hil!

to the cabin.

But the siting of the buildings also fulfills

one of the client's primary concerns. "The
cabin retains that sense of privacy and inti-

macy the client was seeking," Albertsson
says, "while the boathouse and bunkhouse,

which are located apart from the cabin, ac-

commodate their guests."

ln Albertsson's design, deep roof over-
hangs, large-scale pine logs stained dark
brown, red trim, and fieldstone walls and pa-

tios combine to provide rustic, subtle con-

trasts. A cupola popping from the roof of the

cabin brings extra light into the dining area.

Existing balsam-fir trees near the cabin

were protected during construction, so

views to the lake are framed by tree branch-

es and trunks. While many native wildflow-
ers were left undisturbed, areas near the
cabin were replanted with native species.

The cabin itself is entered through a low
hall with a 6-foot ceiling. The hall opens up

to a beamed and vaulted great room, with a

floor of old-growth flame birch salvaged

from the bottom of Lake Superior. The great

room and the sunporch (which has a traver-
tine-tile floor and walls lined with windows)

have massive, river-stone fireplaces. A small

kitchen and dining alcove, with birch cabi-

nets, lie directly off the great room. A small

bedroom and bath complete the interior.
"l feel like the cabin is verT traditional in the

sense of the materials we chose, but is very

modern in the sensibility of the siting and the
distribution of space," Albercsson says. The
1999 Honor Awards jurors agreed, finding

that the cabin complex creates a rustic vernac-

ular feel without sacrificing design intenc

The jurors praised the architect's ability to
"take two to three materials and do an excel-

lent lob of executing details in appropriate

ways." They also commended the project for

its "very authentic, genuine use of a rustic, rural

vocabulary in a sophisticated way. This is not
an easy vocabulary to pull off. But the architect

did so with clarity, warmth and rigor."

For Albertsson, the project reflects a combi-

nation of Minnesota's north-woods vernacular,

the New England sensibility with which she grew

up and the Scandinavian aesthetic that's part of
her ethnic heritage. "When I showed my par-

ents, who are both Swedish, my sketch of the

cabin," Albertsson says, "they both said it looked

just like the buildings in nofthern Sweden."

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An architect rethinks

the midwestern

stucco house by

merging site

concerns with her

modernist sensibility

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A rchitect Rosemary McMonigal and

A her husband, Jim Korba, had long
I l.enioyed living in an urban neighbor-

hood, with its enerry, bustle and proximity
to such amenities as a library, post office and

coffee shops. But one day they fell in love
with a wooded suburban lot near Lake
Owasso in Roseville. Located next to a wet-
land and wildflower preserve, the site includ-

ed a grove of old-growth oak.
"For us, this location bridged an impor-

tant lifestyle issue for us," explains McMoni-
gal, principal, McMonigal Architects, Min-
neapolis. "Everyone we know has cabins and

we wish we had one, but our jobs and
lifestyles don't allow for that. So finding a

spot that's a geurway in a first-ring suburb

opened our minds to living in the'burbs. We
decided we could trade neighborhood
amenities for more openness, privacy and a

natural setting."
For five years McMonigal pondered what

shape her new house would take. At the
same time, she deepened her respect for the
oak-savanna ecosystem at the 3-acre site,
with its mature oaks, profusion of native
wildflowers and low-lying marsh along the
west side. "We decided to spread out as lit-
tle as possible," she explains. "So we pulled in
and pushed up instead. But we stil! wanted
strong architectural definition. That's where
the interlocking cubes came in."
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McMonigal's design solution was to cre-

ate three vertical cubes that intersect,
which gave a distinctive profile to the house

exterior and defined living spaces inside. A
hip-style roof unifies the three cube ele-

ments into a stylish whole. And while the

interior has a spacious feel, the 3-level
house has a footprint of less than 1,000

square feet.
"As soon as I captured this notion of how

to have less of an impact on the site, I start-

ed exploring the traditional stucco, midwest-

ern house," McMonigal explains. "They were

strong, square and blockish houses with hip

roofs and widely overhanging eaves that
hugged this squarish mass. So I explored the

idea of what makes a modern, midwestern

stucco house."

The result is a sculptural assembly of sim-

ple, color-ful forms: the clay tone of one cube

was inspired by the color of dried oak leaves;

the tan color of another cube reflects the

sandy soil and rock outcroppings on the site;

the third cube has the greenish cast of leaves

in summertime. Protective roofs and awnings

keep out hot sun in summer and allow in

winter's low light. And a series of outdoor
garden rooms increases the pleasure of this

subu rban-woodland home.

lnside, the house features an open floor
plan aglow with the honey hues of maple

cabinetry (including functional built-ins) and

flooring. "People think of modern houses as

being stark, cold and white," McMonigal says,

"but you can bring in color and warmth while
enjoying a contemporar'y, open plan." The
first floor, which includes living room, half

bath, kitchen and dining room, is also
warmed by sunlight streaming in from walls

of windows.

The second floor includes two bedrooms
and a bath that also functions as the laundry

room. A small rooftop deck is "our perch
for sunset, panoramic views of the wet-
lands," McMonigal says. The architect uses

an intimate third level (the house's square

footage decreases with its height) as a stu-

dio, in which she paints and creates textile
art. Future owners, she says, could use this
space as a master-bedroom suite, as it does

include a bath.

McMonigal also designed the house to be

as energy-efficient as possible. The prefubri-

cated walls, shipped from Canada, feature an

interior insulation core between studs to

provide thermal break. Sheathing was field in-

salled to reduce shipping weight and allow
the contro! of joint placement. lnside the
house, load-bearing beams and posts are ex-

posed to allow outside walls to remain well

insulated.

As such, the house is one of several cur-
rently being evaluated by the University of
Minnesota and the State of Minnesota to de-

termine new energy codes for housing. "We
have equipment set up in the house for test-
ing air quality and energy efficiency," Mc-
Monigal says. "l'm interested in learning how

a contemporarT house can perform wel! and

be a healthy house."

As to whether she ever feels as though
she's living in a laboratory McMonigal laughs

and says, "Well, I suppose so. But it's a verT

comfortable one, with beautifulviews at thal"

A mong the diverse tribes that make up

l.} American lndian culture in the Mid-

I Lrr"rt, a number of symbols are com-
monly held in high esteem. One is the eagle.

"Because the eagle flies high in the heavens, it
symbolically flies close to the creator," ex-
plains Dennis Sun Rhodes, president and

principal-in-charge, AmerlNDlAN Architec-
ture, lnc., St Paul. "Thus, the eagle is highly

respected in both the Plains and Woodland

lndian cultures."

So when AmerlNDlAN met with Ameri-

can lndian elders to discuss how a new pub-

lic-housing project could meet their needs,

the elders asked that the eagle be incorporat-

ed into the design. "The symbolic eagle be-

came a design guide for Elders Lodge," Sun

Rhodes says.
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"lt may seem simplistic or obvious in its
finished form," he adds, "and we had some

aesthetic struggles over the symbol's evolu-

tion with the building program. But it be-

came important to turn the building to cre-
ate a wingspan and to make the beak of the
eagle prominent, because that's the com-
mon area inside where residents eat."

More notable is the response of people

who now live in Elders Lodge, which was

completed in 1997. "They aren't an especial-

ly verbal people," Sun Rhodes explains, "but
they acknowledge the value of the building's

symbolic design. They say, 'lt's good."'
Located in east St. Paul, on the outskirts

of the newly revitalized Phalen Village
neighborhood (see page 38), Elders Lodge

provides 43 apartments and various social

services for low-income American lndian
elders. Each aparcment is organized accord-
ing to another lndian symbol: the circle of

f ife. ln the center of each 24-foot x 24-loot
unit is a wood column or medicine pole
that represents connection between earth
and sky.

Traditionally, most American lndians
lived in communal spaces, with no divisions

between bedroom, living space and eating
area. With a respectful nod to this tradition,
the wall in each apartment that separates

the bedroom and living area is movable, to
create more open space and flexibility for
the occupant, especially when guests arrive.

"The elders are allowed to have family
stay in their rooms with them," explains
Charles Scott, project manager. "Grandchil-

dren often come and stay overnight. This
building, even thouth it's public housing, is

more homelike than institutional." Elders
and family members also gather in common
areas, which include a full commercial
kitchen, a multipurpose community room

with fireplace, dining area, a crafts and quilt-
ing room, and a library/meditation room.

The building iaelf also is set within a cir-
cle defined by a walking path, and four
species of trees that mark and honor the
four sacred directions. Just outside of this
area is a circle for powwows. "Periodically,

schools will bus children to Elders Lodge so

the children can spend time learning from
their elders," says Dan Feidt, project archi-

tect. "The Twin Cities has one of the largest

urban concentrations of American lndians in

the country. So caring and providing for the
elders, while keeping them an integral part
of the community, is a vital service Elders

Lodge helps provide."

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t first glance, the start of Prosperity
Avenue in northeast St Paul hardly re-

sembles a run of good luck A boarded-
up steak house presides over the turnoff from John-
son Parhnay. What's left of the old Phalen Center
shopping mall lies opposite. The shell of an aban-

doned Wendy's looms a block away. Are these the
mark of prosperity?

But travelers rounding the corner suddenly find

themselves in a place almost crackling with poten-
tial. Prosperity becomes a wide curved boulevard,

its median lined with saplings and its edges fringed

with bicycle lanes and walhnrays. To the east lies a

newly reclaimed wetland-a vision of nature re-
stored within the densely packed urban neighbor-

hood. fu the road rises to meet Maryland Avenue,

a new Walgreens and a health-care clinic form a

tight commercial corner.

The State of Minnesota's proposed Bureau of
Criminal Apprehension building will reside on the

southeast corner of the Maryland-Prosperity inter-

section. Down Maryland to the east is Roosevelt
Homes, a 47-year-old public-housing development

that's getting a facelift. To the west sits Lake Phalen

Townhomes, a recently completed, more upscale

development

Prosperity it's not, to many visitors. But for Al-
lan Torstenson, senior planner, City of St Paul De-
partment of Planning and Economic Development,

today's Phalen Village neighborhood is a far cry
from the dilapidated scene of a decade ato, when

the City and community activists first began making

plans for the neighborhood's revitalization.

The new buildings, roads and open spaces that
have created Phalen Village in recent years are no

accident Their location, design, role in the neighbor-

hood and future impact have been considered from
every angle by a diverse ensemble of invested partic-

ipants, including federal, sate and city governments,

labor unions, a neighborhood-development agency,

the City of Sc Paul and a private developer. "This is

really a storT of architects, planners and neighbor-

hood activiss making a difference," Torstenson says.

Undoubtedly the most dramatic chapter in this

stoq/ occurred last year, when most of the Phalen

Center shopping area was demolished, and the origi-

nal marsh and a diverse array of native plants were
restored. Ames Lake, a small pond in a wetland

chain southeast of Lake Phalen, disappeared in 1960

when developers (anticipating the future routing of
Highway 2!2 through the neighborhood) construct-

ed a strip mall and parking lot on the 26-acre site.

Highway 212, however, never materialized. Visi-

tors and tenants soon bypassed Phalen Center in fa-

vor of flashier indoor malls in the suburbs. Commu-

nity activists and City officials began discussing revi-

talization plans for the area in the early 1990s,

knowing that something had to change.

"Phalen Center was a mistake that needed to be

undone and started over again," says Karen Swen-

son, former executiye director, North East Neigh-

borhood Development Corporation, which has tak-

en an active role in shaping local redevelopment.
"Usually you can work with what you've got, but
when you've got some really fundamental mistakes,

sometimes you have to go back and start over."

When a group of students from the University of
Minnesota's College of Architecture and Landscape

Architecture proposed demolishing the mall and

restoring the origina! wetlands, community activists

pounced on the idea. City officials eventually ap-

proved the plan. !n June 1997, after mall owner C.G.

Rein Company defuulted on its mortgage, dre City of
St Paul purchased most of the Phalen Center site for
$ 1.2 million. Six months later, a hundred people

cheered as Mayor Norm Coleman released an eagle

on the site and demolition began. By fall 1998, only a

fragment of the mall and is parking lot remained.

Planted with wild iris, prairie blazing star, lndian

grass and other plant species native to Minnesota,

restored Ames Lake will selye as a nature refuge in

this urban neighborhood. A network of wetlands

linking Ames Lake with its larger sister, Lake Phalen,

has been proposed. But community members and

City planners are equally concerned that ttre neigh-

borhood retain its essential urban qualities.

Commercial development is vital to the area,

Torstenson notes. A few years ago, when the local

Walgreens announced it would be vacating its store-
front in the Phalen Center mall, Torstenson contact-

ed a Walgreens representative to see if the pharma-

cy-retai! shop would consider building on nearby
Mar/and Avenue.

At the same time, Torstenson emphasized to
Walgreens that businesses and buildings need to fit

the community in size and services. When Wal-
greens settled on a site at the intersection of Mary-

land and Prosperity, Torstenson urged the company

to reposition ia building curb side, rather than siting

it behind a large parking lot. The resulting compro-

mise? Walgreens retained its parking lot, but the

building's edge abuts the sidewalk and the street, of-

fering pedestrians easy access.

Pedestrian-friendly design and concerns about

scale also shaped the Phalen Village Clinic, located

across the street from
Walgreens, says Gar
Hargens, president,
Close Associates, lnc.,

Minneapolis. Although
the back side of the red-

brick building reveals 2

stories and opens onto
a parking lot, the front
fagade is just I story
(the basement level is
hidden from the street),

wh ich ensu res the
building doesn't tower
over neighboring hous-

es. Because many of the

clinic's clients arrive
and depart on mass

transit, the front of the

building hugs the street

and shelters people as

they dash through rain

or cold.

Designing to the scale of the neighborhood was

also a primary concern for David Dimond, principal,

The Leonard Parker Associates, Architects, lnc.,

Minneapolis, who drew up plans for the State of
Minnesota's proposed Bureau of Criminal Appre-
hension building. (The project is awaiting approval

from the State Legislature.)

"As a State project, the BCA building has a par-

ticular civic role to fill," says Dimond of the
224,000-square-foot facility. To Dimond, "civility is

about relationships, tetting along, having a presence

without overshadowing." As it will house approxi-

mately 300 employees, the BCA building will surely

dominate the neighborhood. But Dimond hopes the

building's terra-cotta-colored brick and abundant

windows will make the structure seem both familiar

and transparent.

A public plaza, trees and setback parking lots will

add to that friendliness, he notes. Dimond com-
pares the building to a school, which is busy and full

of activity during the week, but turns over its park-

ing lots and exterior spaces to the community on

weekends. The same thing, he hopes, will happen at

the BCA site.

Residential development is also thriving in Phalen

Village and includes a diversity of mixed-income

projects, from Habitat for Humanity houses to pri-

vate residences selling for $ 150,000.

An existing section of public housing owned and

operated by the St. Paul Public Housing Agency,

Roosevelt Homes, is currently undergoing modern-

ization of ia 3 l4 dwelling units for low-income fami-

lies. Terry Schlink, architect, The Leonard Parker
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Associates, who is overseeing the project, is apply-

ing New Urbanist principles to the townhouses by

outfitting the structures with gable roofs and stylish

porches. "Porches allow homeowners to sit down
and talk to people," he says, "to interact with peo-

ple across the way."

Using architecture to encourage social interac-

tion also led to porches on a new development,

Lake Phalen Townhomes. "The main idea behind

these buildings is to help define the street edge and

add to the pedestrian character of the neighbor-

hood," says Pete Keely, senior associate, Elness

Swenson Graham Architecs, lnc., Minneapolis. Lo-

cated several blocks west on MarTland, Lake Phalen

Townhomes features rear balconies that provide

residents with views of the wetlands that abut Lake

Phalen (parking areas are tucked underneath the

buildings, out of sight).

Hidden parking and wetland views

are also hallmarks of the proposed

Phalen Village Realife Cooperative, an

aPartment-st)rle comPlex for seniors

designed by Miller Hanson Wester-
beck Berger, lnc., Minneapolis. Nearby

is Elders Lodge, a residence designed

to meet the needs of American lndian

elders, designed by AmerlND|AN Ar-
chitecture, lnc., Sc Paul (see page 36).

For Torstenson, who now focuses on zoning

rather than planning issues, but still keeps a close eye

on developments in Phalen Village, the neighbor-

hood's transformation is gratifring. "l've been a plan-

ner long enough to know that if you walk away from

a project, all too often the plans for the area aren't

carried out " he says. "Fortunately, the community

has kept things going here."

Aside from tags that said "Hello, my name

is...," I didn't know the people who welcomed

strangers into my house. And I didn't recog-

nize many of the 700 visitors who, over the

course of a May weekend, inspected my

framed photographs, perused my bookhelves,

admired my stepsons' artwork, stroked my

two cats and giggled at the absurdly large

)acuzzi in my upstairs bathroom.

I did know my friend Tim, who was occu-

pying what could properly be called my boudoir. Once, when I went to check on him, he was

explaining to two older women why I painted the wall behind my bed aubergine. (lt brought

out the mauve in my Aunt Charlotte's hand-hooked rugs, they came to agree, bobbing their sil-

ver heads.) And I knew my neighbors Sarah, David and Bob, who were holding couft in the

kitchen, dining and living rooms, respectively, fielding questions about the historT of my block.
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Volunteering your home for the Minneapolis and St Paul Home Tour is not for the mod-

est, private or paranoid. Last year, the City of Minneapolis paid my husband and me to help

coordinate the tour, so we opted to open our home to visitors as well, partly out of a sense

of duty and mostly just to show off.

Much like the arrival of the robin and the crocus, the home tour is a rite of spring for many.

Last year, 8,700 people kicked off their shoes to tromp through some 60 houses opened up

for the annual event, which is free of charge. Victorian, Prairie School, Minnesota Tudor,

Crafuman bungalow, contemporary-all architectural styles were on display. ln recent years,

well-known residences have included the North Star Lofu condos and the Van Dusen Man-

sion in Minneapolis; and the University of

Minnesota president's residence, Eastcliff, and

Lowertown's Northern Warehouse Artists'

Cooperative in St. Paul. Most of the homes

are owner-occupied 2nd-"JJ'12nk you very

much, but we like it here"-1e6 for sale.

Now in its thirteenth year, the tour is the

cities' retort to the Parade of Homes, which

is a display of new suburban houses put on by

developers and builders. Organized coopera-

tively, the event gives the cities of St. Paul and

Minneapolis a chance to boast about their

rich arrays of housing (old and new), to pro-

mote city-revitalization programs and to
showcase neighborhood amenities.

"l feel veq/ strongly about living in the

city," says John Barbour, principal, Barbour/

LaDouceur Architects LLC, Minneapolis. Sev-

eral years ago, he put his Prairie School-in-

spired house on the tour. The southwest-

Minneapolis home, which Barbour designed,

attracted nearly 1,000 people in a single day.

"Anything we as architects or planners can

do to encourage people to stay in the city and to promote the city is very important," Barbour

says, citing the tour as an example.

The tour invites visitors to examine urban neighborhoods, and reioice in their beauty and

crafumanship. Cities are really like patchwork blankets, in which swatches of neighborhoods

are knit together by common roadways and alleys, park and public services. As such, cities

lack the uniformity and predictability of the suburbs.

So the Minneapolis and Sc Paul Home Tour is, in small parL a device to woo suburbanites

to the cities (some, particularly empq/-nesters, have already heeded the call and returned). But

the tour also celebrates those who have already staked urban claims in building vital communi-

ties. Finally, the tour is just a treat way to meet your neighbors.

Think about ic where else but in Minnesota would somebody offer to clean out crusts of

house clutter before inviting strangers across their thresholds--especially if they're not selling

their homesl Jim Crowther, a south-Minneapolis resident who will display his house on this

year's tour, explains it this way: "lt puffs me up. A house is an extension of your ego. lf people

like it, it makes you feel good."

John Borbour's Proirie Style home

modern houses on the Home Tour,

Crowther won't deny that

he's a home-tour addict----ex-

hibitionist, even. This home is

the third he and his wife,

Becky, have shown on the

tour in the past five years.

(The Crowthers like to
move, a lot.) The first home was located on the historic Healy Block in Minneapolis; 1,150

people came to see it. The second was an 1879 ltalianate residence in St. Paul's Dayton's Bluff

neighborhood, which attracted more than 2,000 visitors. This year, visitors will tour the cou-

ple's 1906 American four-square, where they have lived since September 1999.

A small segment of homeowners use the tour to market their own work (as real-estate

agents or home restorationists, for example), or the work of their architects, contractors

and decorators. Barbour considers the event good publicity for the design in-

dustry, especially when AIA members display their homes. "The more AIA

presence the better-for the homeowner and the architect," he says, adding

that much residential remodeling is done without an architect's expertise, of-

ten to the detriment of the project.

Still, when deciding whether to participate in the Home Tour, many home-

owners have no motives whatsoever beyond pride and warm hospitality. And

the guests let them shine.

"Three kinds of people come out"" Crowther observes. "First-time home

buyers, checking out the neighborhood. Curious women-they're nosy and

that's all right, I am too-and they bring their husbands, who look bored. And

others, men and women, who are looking to sell."

There are tour goers with other interests, too. Last year, I met a man from

Florida who plans an annual trip to see his sister, who lives in a suburb of Min-

neapolis, to coincide with the tour. He loves old homes and makes it a point

to meet their owners. I also met a woman up from Atlanta, who was touring

houses with her friends.

During the event, I check in with homeowners to troubleshoot, though rarely is there

trouble to shoot. Theft is scarcely, if ever, a problem. Volunteers at the houses sometimes

fail to show, but that too is in-

frequent; neighbors, friends,

contractors and family members

do their stints with grace. Each

year, the League of Women

Voters assigns its members to

high-traffic homes, and they op-

erate like a genteel bunch of drill

sergeants. Bless them all.

Approaching the tour with

their own admirable efficiency

are the guests, a mix of city and

suburban dwellers. Some begin

at house Number I and pro-
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ceed numerically, following the Home

Tour's newspaper pull-out section like a

treasure map. Others pick and choose

according to their pafticular interests.

They all slip off their shoes at the door

and conduct themselves with the rever-

ence of museum visitors.

The average number of homes visited

last year was 5.2, according to city statis-

tics. Yet, in the course of my rounds, I

have met visitors at l0 a.m. Saturday, en-

countered them again around noon,

again late-afternoon, the next day after

brunch, again at mid-afternoon and later

scrambling to visit the last home on their

list, l5 minutes before the tour wraps

up. They wear the look of a zealots; their

mission is to gather as many ideas for a

project of their own-a new kitchen,

say<r just pure, unabashed interest

Visitors to Barbour's house "were cu-

rious," he says. "They asked a lot of

questions. Most were surprised it was a

new house, which was my goal and the best compliment I could have received. And they

asked things like, 'Where did you get those cabinetsl' When you volunteer to put your

home on this tour, you're basically bragging for hours."

And when the tour is over, in my house at least, not a trace of the day remains; not even

a single, crumpled napkin.

The Minneapolis and St. Paul Home Tour takes place every year on a
weekend in May.

The master plan also emphasizes strengthening a mixture

of commercial and residential uses. Transit routes for pedes-

trians, bicycles, cars and public transportation are interwo-

ven in the plan. A network of linked greenways and play ar-

eas fosters a sense of place and a forum for shared neighbor-

hood experiences. "Our master plan for Ventura Village is

largely a conceptual framework or guide that invites collabo-

rators to engage our vision, and help shape a future reality,"

O'Brien says.

!n that spirit of collaboration, Hope Community, DJR, the

University of Minnesota's College of Architecture and Land-

scape Architecture, and AIA Minnesota sponsored a compe'

tition in which CALA students submitted visions for a future

Ventura Village based on DJR's master plan. Nine graduate

students submitted designs, drawings and models for com-

mercial and residential redevelopments.

Three of the nine students received monetary awards:

Matthew Brinza for his live/work residential units and an "art

parkway" that celebrates cultural and community diversity at

the corners of Franklin and Chicago, and Franklin and Port-
land avenues; Kenneth B. Dyreson for his proposed pedestri-

an walkway and co-housing project at l9th Street and Park

Avenue; and Ginny Lackovic for her proposal to overcome
residents' physical and psychological isolation with unique

neighborhood "niches," improved pedestrian access and a va-

riety of affordable housing types at Franklin, Chicago and

Portland avenues.

To stimulate their thinking, all the students met with neigh-

borhood residents in order to fully comprehend their needs,

concerns and experiences. Residents revealed their ideas

about community, including their desire for people to interacr

with and look out for one another. They also expressed the
need for their community to locate its center around children.

And they wished to live in houses that "fit into the ciry" rather

than structures that resemble suburban housing.

lnspired by their meetings with residents, students creat-

ed real designs, some of which are included on these pages,

that will help stimulate discussion about future development

in Ventura Village. "This is definetly student work, yes,"

O'Brien says. "But it's based on a professionally done master

plan. We see their submissions as an additional resource for
this community and as inspiration for the future."

Provence in March isn't the vivid postcard most peo.

ple associate with this region of wine, truffles and ro
mance. Absent are the sunflower fields made fa-

mous by Van Gogh and mounds of lavender steep-

ing fragrantly under the hot sun. The plane trees,

shorn of last-year's growth, line the avenues expec-

tantl)r. The olive trees and grape vines, seemingly

pruned to within an inch of their lives, resemble

gnarled, u nforgiving troglodytes.

But March signals renewal in the south of France.

From Aix to Marseilles to Avignon, the mimosa, al-

mond and fruit trees are in bloom, and grape hy-

acinths, violets, rosemar)r, early purple orchids and

wild geraniums flower underfoot. March is also the

season of the mistral, the wind that blows with varT-

ing degrees of ferocity through the Rh6ne Valley,

and over the hills and plains of Provence to the
Mediterranean. Quickly dispelling the blue-gray haze

of early morning (worth rising for, if you haven't

spent the night prior drinking wine and pastis), the

mistral unveils an .vure sky of piercing clarity and a

warm, dry sun.

Bathed in such magnanimity, Provence reveals its

bones: the pattems of cultiration, the geologr of wild
ness, the ruined buildings emptied of their pasts iuxta-
posed with the architecture of civilizations hence. Not
yet called into agricultural production and unencum-

bered by tourists, Provence whispers its story.

One morning, for instance, I wander through a

mysterious village of dry-stone, lron Age huts or
"bories." After climbing around the wine cistern,

sheep pens, silkworm house and various dwellings, I

enter the grange, gaze up into the loft and feel sud-

denly rooted in this Celto-Ligurian town. At
Fontaine-de-Vaucluse, where Petrarch pined for his

Laura, I skid down a rocly pit to the source of the

Sorgue River, where the distinction between rock
and water magically disappears.

!n Moustiers-Ste.-Marie, a steep path called the

Way of the Cross takes me to a rock shelf on

which is nestled the Chapel of Notre-Dame-de-
Beauvoir. First constructed in 1052 and added to
through the lTth century, the chapel's entrance is

capped with oak leaves canred in limestone, and the

chapel's cool dark interior calls me to remember

departed relatives.

Chiteau d'lf, a I 6th-century fortress turned
prison on an island off Marseilles, transports me

farther into the past. The palpable sadness that
permeates this place grabs hold when I notice

bones scattered on the rocky ground. I stiffen as

seagulls scream, momentarily mistaking their calls

for human agony. Crossing the drawbridge brings

on a sense of dread that's intensified as I shuffle

through cold stone rooms in which dozens of
prisoners (including, perhaps, some of my

Huguenot ancestors) were kept.

Provence may leave one feeling they're an old

soul. But as a colleague reminds me, one needn't be

an old soul to enjoy the south of France. ln a March

afternoon, one can traverse the spectacular Gorges

du Verdon, pass by sheep pastures dotted with

crumbling stone barns, visit a lavender distillery and

lunch in a village built around a rushing stream.

ln a single village, say Les Baux, built on a

plateau at the southern edge of the Alpilles, hous-

es made of cut stone and modern backyards abut

the former feudal home of the Grimaldi family

(now the princes of Monaco), a ruinous hodge-

podge of cave dwellings, Romanesque arches and

decorative carvings.

ls the sea calling to you? From the harbor town

of Marseilles, where architectural treasures are

tucked in between modern buildings, it's a short
jaunt to the seaside resort of Cassis and the chalky

cliffs of the colonques festooned with nude bathers.

Crossing the ancient ramparts into Avignon,

the heart of Provence, I was instantly enthralled
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with the spirit of this city, manifested in window
murals, delightful shops, hidden passageways, se-

questered gardens and bustling plazas. There are

squinches to discover in the Polors des Popes and

chestnut-filled cr€pes to eat at outdoor caf6s;

restaurants decorated with museum-quality fres-

cos and biker bars that serve Calvados. Riverboats

offer dinner, then French disco. For the residents

of Avignon, Sundays are reserved for long strolls
with dogs, children and lovers through parks over-
looking the Rh6ne River.

No, I can't imagine ever tiring of Provence or
lingering long enough to fulfill my hearc's desire.

But I'm not alone. Which is why, when I meet any-

one who's ever visited, we utter a collective sigh

as we whisper, "Toujours, Provence."

New York architect Michael McDonough has

designed a bamboo-furniture line that demon-

strates an alternative to furniture made from
slower-growing woods.

Similarly, furniture crafted from sustain-

ably harvested forests-which are managed

so that trees can regenerate themselves-is
an alternative to furniture created from
woods logged in a less environmentally sen-

sitive manner, such as clear cutting. Today,
more and more people are choosing to
build using salvaged timbers reclaimed from
razed structures.

Wood substitutes are also making inroads.

Phenix Biocomposites, based in Mankato, uses

recycled-paper products, soy-based resins and

color additives to create Environ-a product

that resembles granite but work like wood,
and is used for flooring, paneling, cabinetry
and furniture.

A plywood and particle-board substitute
made from straw is now produced in Min-
neapolis, Kansas, North Dakota and else-
where, and is increasingly available for cabi-

netrT and other furniture. Studio eg uses this
materia! in a clear or tinted finish, but it is

more commonly used as a laminate underlay-

ment With such innovations, it is now possi-

ble to use woodlike products without touch-
ing a tree.

Other measures are less obvious or even

happensance. For instance, inflatable furniture
requires minimal packaging and is easy ro
transport, thus reducing the environmental
burden of packing-material waste and shipping

energy. Minneapolis-based Blu Dot Design

ships its inflaable producs flat, to be assem-

bled by the consumer after purchase.

The office-furniture giant, Steelcase, ships

half of its product uncrated to reduce waste.

The Aeron chair, with its expressed connec-

tjons and fasteners, is easily fixed in the field. lf
a paft breaks, one need not repackage and

ship the chair for repairs; rather, a new paft is

simply ordered and replaced with ease.

All of these susainability concepts are at-

tracting attention. The Aeron chair was named

Design of the Decade by Business Week and

by lndustrial Designers of America. The chair's

co-designer, William Stumpf of Minneapolis, as

well as Minnesota firms like Phenix and Blu

Dog are addressing the issue of sustainability in

furniture design and demonstrating-with
panach*tlrat fittjngs and furnishings can be as

green as a building'rself.

homes commonly found in north Minneapolis;

the interiors, however, feature open floor plans

that wouldn't look out of place in Woodbury.
"We wanted to develop a product that

most people out shopping for a home would
be able to afford, and would have the ameni-

ties that people go to the suburbs for, like

eat-in kitchens, master bedrooms, three bath-

rooms and other informal living concepts,"
says Gaius Nelson, executive vice-president,
Nelson.Tremain Partnership, PA. "And we
wanted to maintain the same urban fabric that
was once in the area." Parker's site plan for
the development makes Humboldt Avenue
curvilinear, and an area between Humboldt
and Dupont would be set aside for pedestrian

walkways and plazas.

Another ambitious urban redevelopment,
Ventura Village, could fundamentally trans-
form the nofthern half of the Phillips neigh-

borhood and reconnect it with downtown
Minneapolis. "We want to make Phillips less

of an urban island of isolation," says Dean Do-
volis, principal, DJR Architecture, lnc., Min-

neapolis, which generated the master plan for
Ventura Village (see page 46). Encompassing

50 city blocks, Ventura Village calls for 15,000

units to be built on existing empty lots and

for a retail development to be created on a

deck over l-94. The plan applies many New
Urbanist principles to create higher density in
the city's poorest neighborhood.

The proposal does not require any build-

ings to be torn down, Dovolis says. lnstead,

Ventura Village will fill empty parcels with a

variety of mixed-use structures and housing,

from 3-story apartment buildings to town-
houses and carriage units. The project's pri-
mary goals include creatint a lively urban
neighborhood with attractive, safe green
space and enough people on the streets to
help reduce crime.

ln the Uptown area of south Minneapolis,

a new 200-unit development called Midtown
Greenway promises 20 percent of housing

will be "affordable" based on the metro area's

median income, says Caren Dewar, an inde-

pendent consultant overseeing the project for
the Midtown Community Works Parcnership.

Bordered by 28th Street, "the greenway" (a

rail corridor running from the Mississippi Riv-

er through Uptown and the Lakes District),

and Dupont and Aldrich avenues, the project

will attempt to incorporate attractive housing

and a pleasant streetscape into an already
dense neighborhood.

tional spatial requirements of farm life and

work. The kitchen was the dominant space, as

the farm's intensive labor-performed by fami-

ly members and augmented at harvest time by

extra workers-made food preparation and

meals a major activity.

ln many instances, the farmhouse's main

door led to the kitchen, a room also used to

receive guests. Peterson, professor of art histo-

ry at the University of Minnesota-Morris, also

states that the guiding aesthetic principles of

these farmhouses is a vernacular simplicity that

"is not the aesthetic taste that is cultivated

through education and travel, but a kind ac-

quired through practical experience, refined by

application and strengthened by tradition."

ln the last several years, the historic-preser-

vation movement has developed an awareness

of rural cultural heritage, in part because of
1000 Friends and organizations like the Ameri-

can Farmland Trust. An organization that
"work to stop the loss of productive farmland

and to promote farming practices that lead to a

healthy environmenl" according to its mission

statement, AFT has published a booklet titled
"Farmland Trust," which ties rural issues to
preservation and sustainable growth.

Likewise, some suburban communities are

rethinking their land-use practices. Cottage

Grove in Washington County, for example, has

developed a successful land-use program that

allows farms to coexist with housing develop-

ments in a relatively harmonious manner, with-

out these farmhouses looking like holdouts or
archaic remnants.

Whether the trend in "farmhouse nouveau"

will increase as urbanites seek weekend and re.

tirement homes, or cyber-homesteads in rural

areas, is a question rural-heritage advocates

may be pondering. But there is a more impor-

tant question. Songwriter John Gorka's lyrics,

"developers may pay more than corn, but this

isn't the place where they were born," are

poignant when one ponders the current passing

of land from generations of farmers to corpo-

rate and industrial owners.

As the old Eden Prairie farmer, patting his

dog Shelby, resolutely replies when asked

why he doesn't want to move, "Here is my

birthplace." AM

purveyor of agricultural items, Logelin's store

now sells household appliances. What value

would there be in keeping some of the remain-

ing farmhouses? "These places are lessons for

all of us," he argues. "They are an opportunity

for our youth to learn their heritage. These

farmhouses come from a time when common

sense was common."

Not all of these hrmhouses, however, are

destined to be plowed under for new crops of

split levels and cul de sacs. Frank Edgerton Mar-

tin, a landscape architect for Hammel Green

and Abrahamson, lnc., Minneapolis, has docu-

mented suburban land transformation with
photographer Chris Faust, and has observed an

ironic reuse of these hrmhouses.

Some of these farmhouses are undergoing a

particular type of renovation by new owners

seeking the virtues of rural life, but who have

upscaled these houses by adding "country
kitchens" and an elaborate assoru"nent of archi-

tectural features the farmhouses never had.

Similarly, Martin has obserued a diminishing

of cultural heritage when a rural region shifu

from a working landscape to a recreational en-

vironmenL More troubling is the disintegration

of the bioregionalism these communities once

possessed, which provided a self-sustaining

economy that could extract from the environ-

ment and replenish it by means of a measured

and communal technologl.

Lee Ronning, executive director, 1000

Friends of Minnesota, proudly declares, "The

farmhouse I grew up in is stjll standing." 1000

Friends is an organization tlrat work with indi-

viduals and communities to balance growth
with consenration. Ronning sees the farmhouse

as a representation of cultural values that
should be rediscovered today.

"!n the old farmhouse," she says, "parlors

were sitting rooms created for people to really

talk to each other. ln the time before television,

people placed a high value on visia with friends.

The best ableware ciilTe out as people made

themselves the best they could be." The farm-

house was fashioned to be the locus of domes-

tic grace amidst the arduous toil of hrmwork
"Buildings were buik to last in those days, not

built for a throw-away society," she continues.

coming a reality, but few doubt the river will

become the hottest neighborhood in Min-

neapolis in the next few years. Creating a

sense of community has become Madson's

preeminent concern. Planning is as important

as architecture in achieving that goal, Madson

says. He wants his townhouses and aPart-

ments on the river and elsewhere to fit into

the fobric of existing neighborhoods.

Does such a strategy straitiacket archi-

tects' creativity? lt appears the New Urbanist

mantra, as applied to cities, is more about

community creation and less about aggrandiz-

ing architects. As these projects in MinneaPo-

lis indicate, the approach of architects is to
pay attention to existing neighborhoods, using

their character and materials to chart street

planning and design. Who knows? lf straight-

line Humboldt Avenue is given some glorious

curyes and walkways, Midtown Greenway re-

ceives well-designed terrace apartments and

Ventura Village creates a safe haven for its ur-

ban residents, we may see New Urbanism's

ingenuity in full flourish. AM

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Three local architects, including Aaron
Parker, are collaborating to create the final
product. The five neighborhoods within the
Uptown area, Parker says, include 27 differ-
ent housing styles. "lt's not at all like the
Humboldt Greenway area, which has a limit-
ed range of housing t/pes," he says. "ln Up-
town, you rarely even see two similar hous-
es next to one another." Taking a novel ap-

proach, Parker designed two 23-unit build-
ings with terraces, rooftop gardens and loft-
like interiors, as well as 24 south-facing 4-
unit complexes for the development. No
building is large or overbearing, but the
housing will provide a relatively new style for
south Minneapolis.

Along the Mississippi river front in Min-
neapolis, available housing has been rare,
much less "affordable." The allure clearly
comes from the location. And the appeal of
loft living is enhanced by developers incorpo-
rating amenities into the lofts that are found
in suburban homes. With the Guthrie The-
ater headed for a spor on the river and the
Minnesota Historical Society's Heritage Mu-

seum slated to open sometime in the near fu-
ture, the Mill District neighborhood has be-

come attractive to developers and people in

search of urban living, including suburban
empry nesters who are ready to leave their
high-maintenance lawns and huge homes.

The North Star Lofts on South 2nd
Street, for instance, sold out all 38 units in
just a few weeks last year, with none below
the $300,000 mark. Next door, owners of
the Stone Arch Lofts have already sold nearly

all of the 35 units, even though the building

will not open for seven months.

Working with Brighton Development,
Paul Madson, principal, Paul Madson + Asso-

ciates, Ltd., Minneapolis, has designed a pro-
ject with 335 units in eight buildings on
blocks between Washington Avenue South
and South West River Parkway, Portland Av-
enue South and Chicago Avenue South. Mad-

son says his design will capture the river
front's architectural history with the use of
brick and industrial-style facades. ln keeping

with the New Urbanism aesthetic, doors to
the units open quickly onto wide sidewalks

and pedestrian-friendly streets. The buildings

will be no higher than the nearby Washburn-
Crosby complex. Retail will occupy the
street-level floors of some buildings.

Madson's project still needs to jump
through several legislative hoops before be-

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LOST MINNESOTA

Theodore Homm House, 67 I Greenbrier Street, St, Poul (lBB7-1954)

w hen Theodore Hamm and

members of his family returned

to St. Paul in 1887 from an ex-

tended trip to Germany, the brewer's eldest

son, William, had a little surprise awaiting

them. lt was a new house for his mother and

hther, a big red-brick pile in the Queen Anne

Revival style with eight fireplaces, nearly 20

rooms and a view of the Hamm Brewery
whose production would soon reach a mil-

lion barrels of beer a )rear.
By all accounts the elder Hamm was

pleased. Theodore Hamm had emigrated

from Germany 33 years before, first working

as a butcher, boarding-house owner and sa-

loon keeper. He struggled in life until the

mid- 1860s, when he acquired the Excelsior

Brewery in St Paul. Within 20 years, Hamm

had built that brewing business into Minneso-

ta's second largest. He had a lot of money

and enloyed living comfortably.

To design the new house, William Hamm

engaged Augustus F. Gauger, a German-born

architect who had apprenticed in the office of
E. P. Bassfore. Gauger would later design sev-

eral large houses on Summit Avenue and

elsewhere in St. Paul, as well as a few com-

mercial blocks in the city.

Theodore Hamm, a white-bearded man

who gave his grandchildren five-dollar gold

pieces for Christmas, spent the rest of his

years living in the house. He liked the loca-

tion: Hamm's children occupied four other
houses on the same block and the Hamm

Brewery stood just at the bottom of a stair-

case that began on Greenbrier Street. A
nearby barn eventually sheltered the cars of
all the Hamm households.

After Hamm died in 1903, William and

Marie Hamm moved into the house. A prac-

tical man, William Hamm ran an under-
ground pipe from the brewery to his home in

order to take advantage of the plant's ample

supply of steam heat. He died in 193 l, fol-
lowed two years later by his wife. They were
the last Hamms to occupy the residence.

The house steadily fell into disrepair. An

attempt to convert the building into a nursing

home failed. ln 1954, a l4-year-old arsonist

sealed the house's fate by setting it on fire
and damaging beyond repair one of the most

impressive homes of the Dayton's Bluff
neighborhood. Today, a small plaque notes

the former location of the house.
