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With a crust fashioned from chickpea flour,
these savory treats offer an exotic take on
classic pizza. By Madhur Jaffrey

ave you ever been to a food market in Nice,

France, and wsted a socca? Or to one in Genoa,

ltaly, and asked for a farinatar Almost identical,
thev're deliciously crunchy pizzas, made not with the
breadlike flour dough we generally associate with pizzas,
but with a thin crust of nutritious chickpea flour batter.
Chickpeas were first discovered in the Caucasus region
almost 7,000 years ago and made their way to India. When
I was growing up there, we ate a similar pizzalike creation:
a savory pancake flavored with ginger, turmeric and
cilantro. Cut into wedges as soon as they come out of the
oven, these chickpea treats are meant to be devoured
instantly as a quick lunch, dinner or snack. Here are two
recipes, one fora Mediterranean-style chickpea flour pizza
and the other for a spicy Indian-style variation.

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Chickpea Pizza with Thyme, Sage
and Parmesan Cheese

%/ cup chickpea flour (sold in Indian, Middle-Eastern and
specialty food stores)
Y3 tsp. salt

1 cup of water

—

tsp. chopped fresh thyme (or substitute Y/ tsp. dried thyme)
3 tbsp. olive oil
5 to 6 fresh sage leaves
3 tbsp. grated Parmigiano-Reggiano cheese

Freshly ground black pepper

L. Sift the chickpea flour and salt into a bowl. Very slowly stir
in some water with a wooden spoon. stopping while the
batter is still pastelike to heat out all the lumps before
adding the remaining water.

2. Set batter aside for 30 minutes. Strain through a sieve if
still lumpy. Add the thyme and mix.

3. Preheat the broiler.

4. Put 1 wablespoon oil in a 12-inch nonstick pan and set it
over medium-high heat. When hot, stir the batter from the
bottom and pour it into the frying pan. Arrange 5 to 6 fresh
sage leaves on top and then drizzle with the remaining 2 table-
spoons oil. Sprinkle with cheese and black pepper, to taste.
5. Cook pizza for about 4 minutes. If big bubbles rise from the
bottom, burst them with the tip of a knife. When it looks as if the
pizza has set, put.Lhr: frving pan under the broiler (if the handle
is plastic, protect it with aluminum foil), about 4 to 5 inches
from the source of heat, 1o toast until the surface is golden all
over with nicely browned patches.

Use the space behind the bed for more than just a
headboard. A tall, wide freestanding cabinet can be
finished on one side to serve as a headboard and left

open on the other to allow for hanging and shell

storage. In the Santa Fe home of designer Conway
Jordan (above, MH, Jan/Feb '99), a floating head-
board is made of painted medium-density fiberboard
(MDF). This version provides a closet and dressing
area while dividing the bedroom and bath.,

Yes, there is a way to prime and paint metal and vinyl,
but it will not be permanent, since pre-finished sur-
faces (whether metal or plastic) are not designed o be
painted. If you simply cannot live with the existing col-
or, itis very important to prepare and prime the frames
carefully or the new paint will flake off. (Protect the
glass by masking off with painter’s tape beforehand.)
For aluminum window frames, clean the frames
with a solvent-based lacquer thinner (ask the clerk at
the hardware store to recommend one) to remove
If you have a plywood subfloor that is in good shape
and the recommended % inch thick, a hardwood
floor can be laid right over it. Clean off any adhesive
and be sure the subflooring is securely nailed down to
the floor joists. The new slats of wood flooring should
be run perpendicular to the joists. If your floor is con-
crete slab, vou will need to wa-
terproof it by laying down a
sheet of polyethylene (overlap-
ping and taping the edges). A
grid of wood, 16 inches on cen-
ter, 1s required and a plywood
subfloor recommended.
Hardwood is available fin-
ished or unfinished. The lauer
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If you decide to try this arrangement, make the

most of the space by designing the shelving to incor-
porate some of the closet systems that are now on the
market. Choices range from standard wire racks to
more-finished-looking components like those by
ClosetMaid, available at the Home Depot. Compa-
nies such as California Closets (www.calclosets.com)
and Balton Systems (wwiw.balton.se) offer more style
at mid-range prices.

dirt and grime. Then apply a primer made for metal,
such as ICI's Devguard. The correct primer will
adhere to the surface of the metal and offer the best
undercoat. Follow the manufacturer's suggestions
for the best topcoat for your primer, whether it is sol-
vent- or water-hased paint.

Vinyl frames can also be painted, again with the
correct primer. Rough up the surface slightly with a
fine-grit sandpaper, then clean with soap and water.
Rinse, apply primer and paint.
requires that the floors be stained on-site. This allows
vou more color choices but will add days to the in-
stallation time. The beautiful Brazilian cherry floors
in the 19th-century Boston townhouse shown (MH,
Sept/Oct "00) were finished on-site.

Redoing your stairs will add significant cost to your
project. While it is feasible to install a wood floor vour-
self, laying hardwood on the stairs will definitely re-
quire a professional. The staircase may actually need
to be rebuilt. You will save a lot of effort and money if
you simply allow the steps to remain carpeted.

Maintain your new wood floors by rewaxing once
or twice a year with paste wax. Liquid waxes with a wa-
ter base are casier 1o apply but not as durable. Invest
in a 12-inch rotary buffer for a perfect shine. mh

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1. THE COMPACT DISC

This revolutionary piece of plastic, a 1.2-mm-thick disc of polycar-
bonate that outshone tape and rendered LPs obsolete, was first
conceived in the "70s by scientists at Philips in the Netherlands. But
it took over a decade to get it right. Philips finally perfected the dig-
ital audio device in 1981—in partnership with Polygram and
Sony—and was able to introduce the first commercial CD while
8-tracks were still loose in the world. The rest, as they say, is history.
2. SECONDA CHAIR

One of the most iconic chairs around—it’s in the permanent col-
lection of New York’s Museum of Modern Ari—the Seconda is the
“anti-Memphis chair,” as much a manifesto against the decorative
excesses of its dawning day as it is functional. Made of epoxy-coated
steel with two rotating expanded-polyurethane cylinders, it was
designed by Swiss architect Mario Botta, who follows in the footsteps
of his former emplover, Le Corbusier. It’s produced by the Italian
manufacturer Alias.
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3. COLUMBIA

The first reusable vessel sent into space, the Columbia marked the
beginning of a new era in space exploration. Although it was
approved in 1972, the $10-billion “space shuttle”™ was plagued by
glitches and delays, and it was not launched until April 14, 1981,
The 122-foot craft took off like a rocket, cruised like a spaceship and
landed like a glider to take its place in aviation history.

4. MTV

One of the most important forces shaping pop culture today, MTV
sent out its very first taped performance (*Video Killed the Radio
Star” by the Buggles) over the airways on August 1, 1981, from an
unassuming studio in Fort Lee, New Jersey. Even though there were
few music videos being made at the time, the founders of the net-
work—which seemed as dedicated to reinventing graphics as it did
music—believed that millions of young people were being ignored.
To date, MTV has even affected human biology: People can “see
faster” now than 20 years ago. >

here was nothing romantic about this building,” says

owner and property developer Paul Zucker. “Tt was

the boiler house of a meat-processing business.”
Built in two stages, the first around 1920 to 1930 and the
second ten yvears later and four feet lower, the abandoned
building was an unadorned solid construction of concrete
and brick. But that didn’t stop the Zuckers, who now live
in and operate their multifaceted real estate business from
the transformed place in Chicago’s South Lakeview dis-
trict, about three miles from the downtown 1. op.

“I'suppose ten out of ten developers would have just torn
it down,” says Susan Zucker, an attorney who is no longer in
traditional practice. Her 15 vears of legal work, however,
involved city land-use and zoning litigation and buoved her
natural inclination to salvage extant structures.

“I think the first thought should be, How can we re-use it?”
she explains. “Anyone can tear down a building and dump it
in a landfill. The challenge is to take what's there and make
it work 1o your advantage. And since we live in the city, |
thought we should do something great and really urban.”

Paul mentioned the building to premier Chicago archi-
tect Larry Booth (the men serve on an Art Institute board
together) and made arrangements for Booth to see it. “He
called me up the next morning,” remembers Paul, and said,
T'm your architect.”” Booth fell in love with the ceiling.
“There really wasn't much there,” he chuckles, “but once 1
saw that cement-beamed ceiling, [ knew we should do it

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Wt- gave Larry a list of rules,” says Susan. “There
weren't too many, but they were pretty firm.” One
thing they didn't want was to overdomesticate the building.
They wanted to honor its commercial muscularity.

Once the four months of demolition work were finished
(mostly cutting new windows and doors through three layers
of brick and, in places, an additonal foot of concrete wall),
the project took another year to complete. The 3,200-
square-foot, onestory ruin is now the nucleus of an
8.200-square-foot, two-story home and office, with a front
courtvard and rear patio garden. A whole new kitchen/great
room wing was constructed in what had been an empty lot.

Since they are developers, the Zuckers served as their
own contractors and were intimately involved in the design.
“Sometimes,” Paul remembers, "we didn't even need Larry
to draw up plans. We'd just take the napkin sketch to the
site and tell the subs what to build.” Of course, they had a

or——
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crackerjack carpenter, Steve Manning, whom the Zuckers
call “our Norm,” a reference to TV's This Old House.

But although they consider the work a collaboration, the
Zuckers give full credit to Larry Booth for imposing an
almost Palladian geometry on the chaos of their property.
Windows and doors mirror one another from room to room
and from inside to out; skylights, too, fall on these fenestra-
ton grids. The newly poured concrete floor was laid in
oversize slabs that work with the scale of the rooms, even
though Booth warned that this would increase cracking.

“I kind of liked that idea,” says Susan, “that the house
would age. I said to Larry, ‘People crack and wrinkle as
they get older, so the floor can too.””

The sculptural staircase uses an extant opening, where an old industrial
skylight had been roofed over. The view from the dining room (left) is into

the great room/kitchen, where the black-stained maple kitchen cabinetry
was matched to the iron specklies of the original brick.
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ne of the Zuckers' rules was that they be able to look

from their front door to the back garden. This unin-
terrupted front-to-back line became one major axis of the
house; the second, which is perpendicular to the entry and
to its right, is a colonnaded hallway that leads between the
living room and dining room to the office at the back.

The oversize windows, transoms and French doors are
part of the Boothian harmonic plan, which has virtually
every opening reflected at least once. In the great room,
12 square skylights checkerboard the ceiling. “I like sym-
metry and axes,” says Booth, who rarely speaks in the
sometimes impenetrable jargon of architecture, “because
when you're in a room, you're never really on the axes.
You're off to one side or in a corner. The geometry gives
you the sense of balance and order. The axes lead you
gently from place to place.”

Susan admits that the idea of hiring Booth actually
frightened her at first (he had seemed so toweringly intel-
lectual in public talks). “You know,” she says, “I'm a lawyer
because I don’t have extraordinary visual talent. I didn't
think I'd be able to communicate with him.” But, she
reports, Booth was completely down-to-earth.

Architect and clients agreed that the new place should be
comfortable, but that it should still maintain its history as an
industrial building. The ceiling was left exposed, as well as
some of the brick, but the walls were drywalled for refine-
ment—and floated several inches off the brick, which made
it possible to uplight from behind them. The whole project
walks the line between wanting to create a comfortable
home and not wanting to over-gentrify.

The entire kitchen wing is huilt on what was once a vacant lot (see “Before,”
page 132). Its front-to-back axis provides free traffic flow, plus views into
the back garden, the dining room and past the built-in entertainment center
to the front door (where a cardboard Gehry chair stands sentinel).









he biggest “wow” moment of all. however, is seen

through an expanse of glass that spans one wall of the
master bath, which is adjacent to the master bedroom. Yes,
there is a 40-foot lap pool on the second floor of this
house. It was, however, an afterthought.

“1 think it was Larry,” Paul recalls, “who said, "You could
park a 747 on the roof.” and then someone said. “Well. if
it'll hold an airplane, it can hold a little swimming pool.’
So we decided to build it.” (Paul has a shoulder injury for
which swimming is the recommended therapy.)

To bring the project in on cost and add the pool to the
budget meant finding a single-piece fiberglass pool shell.
It was hoisted off a flathed wruck and onto the roof “like a
giant bathtub.” The rest of the second floor—three bed-
rooms. four baths and a workout room that forms a
transition area between the pool and the outdoor deck—
went up around it

Despite its grand gestures, the building is richly comfort-
able. The many refinements, the Palladian balance of the
architecture and the extraordinary attention to meticulously
crafted derails give this rough old house a sense of elegance
that quietly says “residence” rather than “workplace.”

“Well, we have a traditional streak,” savs Susan. I mean,
veah. the house is likea loft, but it’s not one big open space.
I wanted a room to sleep in, where 1 could shut the door.”

And the art of the proportion alone evokes a sigh that
says, “I'm home.”

I have a friend,” says Susan, “whose taste is exactly the
opposite of ours. But even she walks in here and says, “This
space just feels so good.™”

Twin pedestal lavatories in the master bathroom pale as luxuries beside
the kind of home accessory most people can only dream of: A 40-foot-

long lap pool viewed through a huge observation window (the couple’s
husiness office is on the ground floor below it).
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1 The wapezoidal backyard garden was landscaped (as
was the entry) by Maria Smithburg of Artemisia. The stan-
dard-issue, 18-inch-square pavers were set in gravel with
the “good side” down for a European look.

2 The new second story is clad in black zinc, bought in
rolls and then fashioned into ship-lap cladding. “It’s ab-
solutely waterproof,” says architect Larry Booth, “and you
never have to touch it after it’s up.” Old bricks from the
new openings (see “Before™) were used as fill under the
dining room and garage, which were four feet below the
main level of the house. The front gate—of steel-wire cloth
and steel panels—echoes the horizontal siding seams.

¢ Only some of the columns between the living and dining
rooms are weight-bearing. They all, however, help orches-
trate the space and create the calming symmeury of the living
and dining areas. Between these two major rooms is a now-

vou-see-it, now-vou-don’t “corridor” that seems more like an
outdoor pergola leading to garden plots of pure space.
Although architect Larry Booth loved the ceiling, he
didn’t want the weight of it to be oppressive. “We wanted to
float the ceiling over the room,” he explains, a rabbit-out-of-
the-hat trick he pulled off by installing uplighting behind the
gvpsum-hoard walls (which do not extend as high as the
ceiling) and in the ingeniously detailed columns,
5 When this kitchen is not in use. vou’d hardly know it's a
kitchen atall. The appliances are built into the home’s new
exterior wall or tucked under black-stained maple cabinets
topped with [0-foot-long counters of unseamed granite.

of her new place. “With all the wood and stone and

open spaces, it's very resonant and conducive to nice
sound.” Originally designed in 1940 and later a second,
hideaway home for Rock Hudson, the handsomely rustic
lodge, with stone fireplaces, French doors and an azure-
bottomed swimming pool, is superbly sited on the crest of
the Hollywood Hills and sheliered by ancient sycamores.

It's easy to see why the much-honored performer has
developed such a crush on the place. After all, she started
touring when she was 21 and has worked steadily for 18
vears, so buying the house, staying home, is a revelation and
a luxury. She’s as besotted as any first-time homeowner.

“Did you see the copper awning?” she gushes, looking
out the living room window at the front of the house. “I had
the rain drain changed to copper, and [ can hardly wait to
paint the windowsills that dark, dark Chinese oxblood red.”

For lang, the move south from her native Canada kindled
a remarkable sea change: Newly inspired, she recorded
Invincible Summer, an album suffused with Mamas and Papas
harmonies and elated Brazilian rhythms. And part of the
reason was her hands-on approach to renovation, now glee-
fully reported on her website (www.kdlang.com).

“From 7:30 in the morning to 7:30 at night,” she posts,
“I was working with carpenters, plumbers, and contrac-
tors.... I gained an appreciation for people who take pride
in what they do.... It helped me to understand my own
place in music better. I'm a singer. It's like being a
craftsman. It's what I do.”

The living room, like every room in the house, emphasizes the natural and
the comfortable. It's the kind of place where an Eames stool, French chairs
from the 1940s and Murano glass pendant lamps feel at home together.

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I oving your home and furnishing it, however, are not the
same thing, For six months, lang lived in the house with

little more than a table. When the shock of ownership began
to wear off. she started noticing an attraction to the early-
20th-century homes of Greene and Greene, architects who
introduced Asian aesthetics into Arts and Crafts sensibility.
Slowly and mindfully. she began to inhabit her dream house.
She bought some key pieces from Japanache, Suzanne
Cavlovic's gallery of Japanese antiques and contemporary
imnovations: a section of a 19th-century merchant’s tansu
that serves as a living room credenza; two small Japanese sea
chests, dating from the 1850s, that are placed as bedside
tables. A substantial coffee table is constructed from a lat-
ticework door installed in a minimal forged-iron base.
When lang started looking for someone to design a bed,
Cavlovic astutely introduced her to Constance Delorme
and Valerie Pasquiou. French-born partners in KenlLi

Interior Design. “We were hired to design the bed,” recalls
Pasquiou. "And we staved to do the entire house.”

“We wanted to keep the integrity of the house,” explains
Delorme. Collaborating happily, the trio retained the orig-
inal doors and woodwork. Oak floors were stained with a
cool gray, almost walnut finish. Waxed redwood ceilings,
window frames and beams exude a radiance that illumi-
nates the rooms with a marvelous pinkish-gold light.

The free-spirited trio sawed down the legs of an
Indonesian teak dining room table, because lang wanted it
low enough to allow dinner guests to sit on tatami mats.
(Practical, too, they made attachable normal-height metal
legs for occasions like visits by k.d.’s mother.)

Designers Pasquiou (left) and Deforme flank k.d. at the dining table, while
Saylor hunkers down on the banquette. Throughout the house, everything

is kept open to an expansive deck and the semi-kempt garden. “We don't
really do anything with the trees," says lang. “We like them wild."
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T‘hc: mahogany bed Delorme and Pasquiou were originally
hired to design balances on delicately splayed feet. The

curved headboard leans back solidly against the redwood
wall; a plump duvet appears to float as carefree as a cloud.
With the bedroom doors open, the gold silk curtains caich
daylight and breezes, and the bedroom takes on an open-air
quality, like the sleeping porches designed by Greene and
Greene. "For me,” says Delorme, who once selected palace
textiles for the king of Morocco, “silk is important for intro-
ducing warmth, color and texture into a room.”

Delorme and Pasquiou, two Frenchwomen at home in
Los Angeles, met four years ago and formed the design
partnership they named for the Chinese characters for
earth and fire, which, along with wood, water and air, are
the five elements of nature that are considered essential in
harmonious design,

Lately, lang has been appearing locally, so she gets to

come home after work. “It's nice to be home,” she says,
“but at the same time, I'm working, so I can’t relax.” Her
dog, Saylor, plays an important part in the relaxation
scheme of this seriously down-to-earth music star.

“I found her on a run to Home Depot one weekend,” says
lang, “when they were having an Adopt-a-Pet there.” In fact,
k.d. jokes, Saylor inspired the house’s color scheme. “We
had to use fabrics that wouldn’t show all the footprints and
the hair. It gets pretty dirty when her friends are here. We let
them in everywhere—indoors, outdoors, up on the couch.
There are footprints everywhere.” Now that sounds like the
kind of problem a contented homeowner can live with.  mh

pores over the ads at the back of Sunday newspapers.

One weekend, his penchant for contemporary
design led him and his wife, Pamela Valentine, 1o a modemist
house it took X-ray vision to see. The house, which had lan-
guished unsold in an estate for three vears, was smothered.
The grounds were overrun with six-foot-high ragweed, and
the interiors had been decorated to the nines, with draperies,
carpets and a small tropical jungle.

The couple had stumbled on a New Canaan, Connecticut,
mid-20th-century classic, created by Philip Johnson in 1956
for Mr. and Mrs. Eric Boissonnas. Then in his Mies van der
Rohe period, when less was more, Johnson the disciple was
striving to distinguish himself from Mies his master. When
Matassoni and Valentine peeled away the excess, they dis-
covered there was less less and more more in the house,
starting with the simple volumetric size.

Eric Boissonnas played the pipe organ, which required a
tall space, so Johnson broke the low horizon line prevalent
in houses of the time to create a space 32 feet square and
18 feet high. Big, generous space is one of life’s great luxu-
ries; this breathtaking room is downright baronial.

The nonagenarian Johnson calls the house his favorite
and his best. He achieved a design of great clarity and beauty
while minimizing means and maximizing dimensions. The
structure is little more than skin and bones—common brick,
expanses of glass—but the original design’s simplicity
endows it with the grace of an elegant equation. Nothing
more can be taken away; nothing more can be added.

Brick paves the floor of the two-story living room. The furniture is as
iconic of the modernist style as the house itself. Sliding glass doors are inset
to the glass walls for access to the garden (and for cross ventilation).

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M atassoni and Valentine—he’s a management con-
sultant and she a family attorney—took on the project
without an architect or decorator; but early on, they sought
out Johnson’s advice. “We were walking along,” recalls Bill,
“and Philip said, ‘Of course, I was trying to break the Miesian
cube.” And I responded, ‘Of course!’—What did [ knowz”

Working closely with a local glass contractor, Joe
Schiano. they replaced the single-paned windows with
double-paned glass and rebuilt and insulated the 40-year-
old roof. They updated the heating, cooling and lighting,
alwavs heeding Schiano, who seemed to offer providential
advice at just the right time.

What emerged as they worked was a house made up of
three connected pavilions, housing the kitchen, living room
and bedroom wings, surrounded by lawn. The gardens were
themselves bracketed by a peristyle of columns, with every-
thing sited on a ridge overlooking a long bucolic view. Ever
a student of architectural history, Johnson was walking a del-
icate line separating Mies from Frank Llovd Wright and Karl
Friedrich Schinkel, the earlyv-19th-century German archi-
tect. Johnson mixed indoor and outdoor space, like Wright,
building dominantly glass structures, like Mies, but each of
the pavilions is closed. fixed and classical. Together they are
poised on the plinth like a complex of temples.

The tall living room. with its massive brick piers—known
to friends as the "Omigod” room—is the centerpiece of a
composition that gives the impression of symmetry.

“The design is no different from that of a great software
program.” observes Bill. "It has integrity, starts with an
overall conecept and it's worked out in the details.”

ood thing Benjamin Noriega-Ortiz has a sense of

adventure. When Gary Silberberg and Veronica Ho

asked the designer to decorate their Park Avenue
apartment, they presented him with a list of restrictions that
would have made a more timid spirit turn tail. Because
Silberberg and Ho rent the 3,500-square-foot co-op, they
couldn’t knock down walls or take out unfortunate built-ins.
Their landlords wouldn't let them remove any wallpaper—
not even the cream-on-cream textured pattern in the hallway
that resembles painted cinder blocks or, in the family room.
toile in a color Noriega-Ortiz describes as “raspberries gone

bad.” Because Silberberg and Ho have no guarantee that
they can stay longer than their current lease allows, they pre-
ferred that major purchases be transportable, and they
insisted that the project be completed quickly, lest they finish
decorating just in time to move.

And, oh, just to make things interesting, Silberberg and
Ho, private investors with lots of friends and a large
extended family, wanted a space elegant enough to enter-
tain in, but kid-friendly enough to feel like home to their
now 3-year-old son and the baby sister who arrived shortly
after the project was completed.

Noriega-Ortiz and his associate, Paul Latham, inspired by
their clients’ willingness to take risks, chose vibrant colors
and mixed modern elements with fine antiques. They added
outrageous lamps and unusual art glass and helped their
clients choose paintings with a definite edge. Keeping their
trademark visual wit about them, they turned a chock-full-of-
challenges apartment into a nothing-less-than-magical space.
The neutral-colored seating area smoothes the transition from the cool
palette of the living room to the warmer dining room (extreme right in photo).
A 1Sth-century table pairs perfectly with classic but modern seating.

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Gallons of French-blue paint, a “magic wand™ and a peacock-frocked lamp
(abave left) set the tongue-in-chic tone. Noriega-Ortiz and Latham neutral-
ized the fireplace (above), freeing them from the tradition of clustering furni-
ture around it. A ceramic stool and a baby grand piano—aone of the owners’
more felicitous leave-behinds—add sculptural elements to a living room
where the central table seems to be wearing a silk tafetta bail gown. An
artful sense of spareness keeps things from becoming overly pretty or sweet.
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he magic—an Alice-in-Wonderland-goes-uptown feeling

that continues throughout the apartment—begins in
the fover, where Noriega-Ortiz and Latham drenched the
ceiling in a custom-mixed French-blue paint and lavished
several coats of the same color on a Queen Anne chair and
a Chinese console table. Behind the furniture, a simple
painted folding screen greets visitors with a dose of color
so rich it’s almost decadent (it also
masks the wallpaper and an awk-
ward built-in cabinet).

As plavful as it is, the aparument
also works. “Benjamin trained as an
architect,” explains Paul Latham,
“so he thinks of space in a very
urban-planning kind of way. Just as
a piazza has lots of different axes,
an apartment has got to have a
careful sense of flow and function.”

Two distinct seating areas in
diagonal corners of the living
room keep the traffic moving, and
upholstery in forgiving fabrics—
dark cotton velvet on the sofa and
a polyester blend on several
chairs—ensures that, as Silberberg
says, “the kids can really run all
over the place.” To help keep things offspring-appropriate
(and easy on the eve), accessories have been kept to a min-
imum; instead of knickknacks, it's knockout color that gives
the apartment its personality.

Though the living room walls are painted a subtle
cream, the space has still got plenty of shimmer. A lapis-
colored sofa and a large table skirted in blue silk taffeta
strike a refreshingly cool, almost liquid tone. Silvered

lamps and a collection of mercury-glass butler balls add
just the right amount of sparkle, and the orbs reflect the
room like fun-house mirrors in the down-the-rabbit-hole
spirit of the entryway.

The dining room has plenty of its own glow, thanks to
deep ocher walls, rich red upholstery and an enormous
custom light fixture covered in spangled micro-pleated
golden silk. “The dining room is
reallv the only ceremonial room
left in homes today,” says Noriega-
Ortiz. “As casual as life is, we still
gather around the table on special
occasions. I wanted this dining
room to honor that.” Gold taffeta
shades add an elegant softness to
the windows, and on the opposite
wall, floor-to-ceiling draperies
camouflage multiple light switches
and unused built-in shelves.

With that much fabric and rich
color, it would have been casy for
the dining room to become fussy or
overdone, a danger the designers
avoided by keeping the oak floors
bare, as they did in the living room.
Having one long expanse of wood
flooring, explains Latham, also helps unify the “hot” and
“cool” areas of the entertaining space. “The entry hall, living
room and dining room all work as individual pieces of sculp-
ture,” he says, “but they work off each other, too.”
Noriega-Ortiz designed oversize dining chairs covered in rich red-and-
gald silk; for a playful sense of disproportion, they alternate arcund the
dining table with much smailer Regency-style chairs. Cabinets in each
corner and geometric art accentuate the room's unusual square shape.
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ith the public areas completed, the designers strug-
ngt‘d to perfect the toile family room.

“The big challenge.” says Noriega-Ortiz, “was how to
make this wallpaper not be the main design element.”

“To make it tougher,” Latham adds, “Gary and Veronica
hate any kind of muddy colors, so we were limited in choice,”
In the end, the designers decided to surrender to the color
rather than fight it. They hung large panels of quilted mauve
fabric over the two long walls, “so when vou walk in, or when
you're sitting on the couch,” says Noriega-Ortiz, “you can
barely see the wallpaper.” For textural interest, they added a
chenille throw on the finely ribbed, upholstered guest bed,
large crumpled-paper Ingo Maurer lamps and a braided rug;
and for warmth, a large array of cherished family photo-
graphs. Low-slung Donghia chairs and Asian-inspired
ceramic stools offer plenty of contrasting shapes, heights and
textures: and a display of the contemporary black-and-white
photographs Silberberg and Ho collect is so striking that the
wallpaper almost does recede from view.

“If anything.” says Noriega-Ortiz, “the contrast with the
fussy old-fashioned wallpaper makes the modern photo-
graphs pop out even more.”

Of course, even the most pop- and pow-h ungry eve needs
an occasional respite, and the designers provided it in the
master bedroom. The walls, coverlet and chaise in Ho’s
favorite color, peachy cream, help create a restful haven,
and the furniture’s extra curves and softness balance the
austere feeling of the long, cinder block-papered hallway
the couple must trek through on their way to bed. mh
See Resowrces, last pages.

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Building on the footprint of a 1960s ranch house, architect
Anne Fougeroa created a rich compasition of glass, metal and
limestane. Reflections in a granite path multiply the
architectural sffects. Landscape architect Topher Delaney
installed the “river” of turquoise glass boulders.
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hough visually thrilling, the great glass houses of the

20th century were unforgiving structures to which

their owners adjusted (and never vice versa). But
shouldn’t there be a better way to marry form and function?
San Francisco architect Anne Fougeron created a glass
house—atier spending three years getting to know her
cliecnis—that’s as particular as its predecessors were uni-
versal. “Every detail, from the arrangement of the rooms to
the location of the towel racks, corresponds to how they
live,” she explains. The resulting house is so richly textured,
it feels more woven than constructed. “It combines,”
Fougeron says, “a modernist sensibility with a love of craft.”
Fougeron’s coup started out as a small commission—to
renovate the owners’ “perfectly nice” 1960s ranch house.
But the couple expanded her assignment as their trust in
her (and local real estate prices) increased. Three years
into the project, there was nothing left of the old house
except a few feet of concrete foundation wall. Someday,

jokes the architect, “it will be found by archaeologists.”

And vei the old house helped determine the shape of
the new 5,100-square-foot building. “We wouldn’t have
designed it this way if we hadn’t been working off the orig-
inal footprint,” Fougeron explains. Her first task was 1o
take the old living room, which was cut off from the out-
doors, and connect it to the front and back gardens. With
glass walls at both ends, the room became a kind of
extruded section of granite f{loor, limestone walls and
wood ceiling that breezes through the house and slips con-
fidently into the landscape.

The living room bisects the house, stretching from front (top photo) to back
(hottom). The glass-enclosed stairway (right) becomes an object in the land-
scape. The house's wood-and-metal screens are echoed in feathery fiora

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nce Fougeron had created drama in the center of the

house, she looked for ways to build on her successes.

First she drew the dark floor, light walls and lattice ceiling of

the living room into the backyard, creating an outdoor living
area that's a mirror image of the one indoors. It helps that the
*deck” is hugged by a pair of carefully detailed projections.
One is opaque and contains storage: the other—translu-
cent—contains a stairway to the second-floor bedrooms. Its
walls are made from interlocking C-shaped panels of frosted
glass. (Fougeron saw the system, which is used a lot in
Europe, in a magazine and had it shipped to California.)
With its distinctive vertical stripes, a layering of translu-
cent surfaces, that intriguing material established the
house’s now-you-see-it, now-you-don’t demeanor. In fact,
Fougeron used translucency as a principle of spatial organ-
izing: each room is a lens through which the others are
viewed. On the detail level, wood trellises, metal screens

and glass—clear, painted, mirrored, frosted—make every
surface worth a second look.

There's a lot of metal here (so much so that it’s hard to
use a cell phone in the house). But mostly, there’s glass (on
walls, ceilings and occasionally even floors). As for all the
light coming into the house, don’t worry: a basement “com-
mand center” manages the rays. One recent afternoon, at
precisely 2:30, the shades on the west side of the house
began lowering themselves to protect the owners’ Asian art
collection from the late afternoon sun. A couple of hours
later, with the sun now below the Pacific, the shades went
up and the lights on, and the house began to glow, a richly
patterned lantern in the northern California landscape.

The kitchen (above left) is a symphony of stainless steel, with colorful
marhle and wood for contrast. In the breakfast area (center), there's no
need for art on the walls when the walls themselves command attention.
Like the house, the garden explores geometry made gentle,
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ougeron grew up in Paris, where she fell in love with

Pierre Chareau’s 1931 Maison de Verre (a glass-block
tour de force). In 1977, she began architecture school at
Berkeley. Now a confirmed Californian, she knows the
backyard is the place to be on weckends. That's why she
and landscape architect Topher Delaney made the gardens
as visually rich as the house. Contrasting materials (from
the black granite to golden gravel) turn the ground plan
into a bold graphic composition. And colored stucco walls
bring the playfulness to three dimensions (bottom, far
right). But the best thing is the view you get when you turn
around and catch the house in all its glory. The double-
height living room is at its center. To the left is the kitchen
and, above it, the master bedroom with its private deck.

For interior designer Michael Booth, the architecture
provided a rich frame of reference. Because the eve is
drawn beyond the physical enclosure, “the gardens and
the sky became integral parts of the color scheme,” he
observes. Classic pieces, including chairs by glass-house
master Mies van der Rohe—hark back to the house’s mod-
ernist forebears. By creating furniture groupings that serve
as rooms within rooms, Booth added new layers to the
architectural composition.

According to Fougeron, the clients’ decision to let her
make the most of every last detail was rooted in their feeling
that “we’re going to live here until we die; it had better be
right.” Fougeron's own goal was to prove, she says, “that
modernism doesn’t have to be reductionism; it can be about
layers and details.” Happily, she achieved it all. mh
See Resources, last pages.

verv morning Karim Rashid walks down the stairs of

his second-floor New York City apartment, steps out

the door, takes a deep breath and steps right back
in...to his ground-floor office. After seven years of living
and working in a small Manhattan loft, he was determined
that the new Chelsea home he shares with his wife, Megan
Lang, a digital artist, would be a place he could leave the
warp-speed world of Karim Rashid Inc. behind.

Karim Rashid, at 40, is to America in the early-21st cen-
tury what Philippe Starck was to France in the late 20th:
He's an extraordinary talent, and he's responsible for some
of the most outlandish pop-colored furniture, lighting and

decorative objects around. He has designed plastics for the
Canadian company Umbra, bowls for Nambé, perfume bot-
tles for Issey Mivake and a new boom box for Sony (out
next spring). Everyvthing he does is created on the com-
puter ("You can morph and blobify all sorts of things that
way.” he says, sounding like a total wirehead). The resulting
products are created with a speed that makes most other
contemporary designers look as if they have been cryo-
genically frozen: The rugs, for example, are created on
giant robotic looms in just four hours.

He calls his work “high-energy design to uplift the spirit,”
and the same can be said of his living environment, a rig-
orously contemporary landscape where all the furnitre
seems to swoop in soft elastic shapes. But it wasn't always so:
When he first saw the 2,000-square-foot, 100-year-old stable,
he recalls, “it had rats, pigeons and holes in the floor—and
it stank.” Now the only holes are those in his furniture.
Virtuatly everything in Lang and Rashid's home is Karim's handiwork
(his Limacon sofa for ldee is in the foreground). The building opposite,
a perfect complement to Karim's organic designs, was built in 1957.

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Rashid is obsessed with digital design, and he's com-
pletely dedicated 1o the present. “I'm trving to live in

the moment,” he says. "I buy high-performance running
shoes made in the age I live in, so why should [ have a sofa
from the "20s or "40s*" Furthermore, nothing he owns is
over five vears old, partly because he doesn’t believe in the
accumulation of stuff: “To become obsessed with things is
the wrong way around,” he explains. “It’s the experience,
not the thing that's important. If I buy anyvthing, even a
pair of socks, I have to throw something ¢lse out.”
Fortunately for Rashid, Lang grew up in a hippie family
and is not at all possessive about objects. She didn’t protest
when he dumped his entire collection of 20,000 records
(he's a tormer DJ)or gave his books to the office downstairs.
These days, instead of amassing vinyl, he happily down-
loads whatever sounds he wants off the Internet

d mMore

maodern approach that’s less wasteful of materials.

“If you only have a few things,” he explains, “the quality of
cach one matters all the more™—but this does not necessarily
mean expensive. Many of his high-design objects are flatly
affordable. His plastic Oh chair, for Umbra, is $40; his Garbo
trash cans start at $3 (and have sold more than 3 million in
four vears). Of course, he also designs high-(‘onccpl items
with art gallery price tags like $10,000 sofas for Japanese
companies and rugs that change patterns as they age.

And it’s not enough that his designs look good, they
must also surprise, delight and, ideally, fulfill several func-
tions for their owner. But he’s not designing for the eve
alone. "I design furniture to change people’s behavior,” he
savs, “tlo make them more relaxed.”

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011 a tour of his new space, Rashid can't help gnawing
away at several elements that to his rigorous mind are
less than perfect. His master bathroom features an op art
laminate he designed for Wilsonart and a skating-rink-
smooth white epoxy floor. “The €poxy floor was a disaster,”
he says. “It's really hard to clean.” The rubber-lined shower
stall is about to be replaced: Rashid is designing a new
range of bathtubs, one of them big enough to accommo-
date his 6-foot-4-inch frame.

In the living room, furniture is constantly in flux, and at
one end of the area, he is trying out an invigorating shade
of fluorescent orange on the walls—perhaps a reminder of
his childhood. Growing up in the Toronto suburbs in the
"70s, he painted his bedroom entirely orange. His prized
possessions included an orange cube clock, a white organ-
ically shaped stereo and a whizzy Braun fan, all purchased
before he was 12,

Rashid’s vouthful passion for design was cultivated by his
father, a TV and film set designer, who on the weekends
carted his three children with him to work. His father also
designed the family home unconventionally. “He sliced
holes in the walls to make it easicr 1o pass from room to
room,” remembers Rashid.

Like his father, Karim started out designing hard-edged
rectilinear shapes. But the computer was his liberator, and by
the early '90s, he had developed his own curling, fluid forms.
“I like these organic rounded shapes,” he explains. “Theyre
energizing. People think every shape has been done before,
but it hasn’t, not in the way you can do on a computer.” mh
See Resowrees, last pages.

Montifiore closed her millinery shop, got rid of the loft and
said good-hye 10 the clematis and roses in her rooftop
garden, Depaflzﬁ\g from SoHo, she tucked a few baby plants
in her pockct and decided 1o keep on gardening, p:‘rlm] s
somewhere in the vicinity of Biscayne Bay. “My husband and
I didn't want a typical Miami-Mediterranean house with
rows of palins and impatiens,” says Victoria.

Alter we spoke, 1
realized that he was not only a great designer, but also an
authority on tropical plants.

'EATING

THE BOUNTIFUL GARDEN AT THE AWARD-WINNING FRENCH LAUNDRY PROVIDES
INSPIRATION—AND A WEALTH OF FRESH PRODUCE—FOR THE EXQUISITE FOOD OF
THE CHEF/OWNER, THOMAS KELLER.
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hen Thomas Keller bought the French Laundry

in 1994, the restaurant had a modest culinary

herb garden and a mostly local clientele. Today
the Napa Valley establishment draws diners and praise
from around the world, and its revitalized garden is an
Eden of edible fruits, fragrant vines, baby greens and
climbing roses. For Keller. a softspoken man approaching
rock-star status, the French Laundry garden is central to
both the customers’ and the cooks’ experience.

“It’s a country garden; it’s not manicured,” says Keller.
“One of the things we're trying to accomplish is softness.
We want little areas where people can have quiet time—a
slass of Champagne and a canapé before dinner.”

A veteran of apprenticeships at ten Michelin-starred
restaurants, including Taillevent and Guy Savoy in Paris,
Keller rose to prominence when he opened Rakel, in New
York City, in 1986. But his goal was always a place in the
countrv—a luxe French restaurant. Now his customers
boast about how long they spent on the phone uying to
secure a table, and the successful ones return with stories
about Keller's multilayered cuisine, a repertoire that
ranges from the unabashedly luxurious (foie gras ravioli
with grated truffles and truffle jus) to a whimsical coffee

and doughnuts—small cinnamon-sugared doughnuts with
cappuccino semifreddo, a signature French Laundry dessert.

The garden began simply, with a small bed of savory,
thyme, chives, oregano and tarragon left behind by the
former owners. “There’s a lot of history in that little square
that I felt we needed to maintain,” Keller says, “but 1 wanted
to initiate an expansion.” Above all, he wanted color and
fragrance for guests, so he planted more rose bushes, hon-
eysuckle, lavender, tulips, iris and a progression of annuals.

Quince and persimmon trees in the garden yield fruit
for sweet and savory dishes in autumn, and fragrant Meyer
lemon trees bloom and bear year-round. Recently Keller
added Pink Pearl apple trees, guaranteeing some beauti-
fully blushed fruit for the pastry department.

For the kitchen staff, he converted four existing garden
beds into wood-framed raised beds—prime plots for the
arugula, mustard and other leafy “micro” greens that the
cooks harvest in their infancy.

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he garden gives the cooks a chance to participate in

growing things,” says Keller. “It’s surprising how many
of them come from city environments and have never seen
fava beans or pimientos on the plant. When you nurture
something and harvest and clean it, you tend to have a dif-
ferent view of food. It instills a certain amount of respect.”

An even larger inspiration for Keller's cooking comes
from an off-premise plot at a home a few blocks from the
restaurant. The residence is the weekend retreat of a San
Francisco professor, an enthusiastic gardener who has con-
tracted with Keller to grow produce to his specifications.
The chefand his staff have the run of the one-acre place—
its apricot, peach, plum, apple, pear and fig trees; the
rhubarb patch, artichokes and fava beans in spring; the
corn, putatoes and hariCOlﬁ verts in sumimers Cl"dllbfll'l')"
beans, brussels sprouts and eggplant in autumn; cardoons
and celery root in winter.

Keller and his cooks decide what to plant (crosnes, a
tuber with an artichokelike flavor, are a current passion)
and when to harvest. Overgrown favas? Starchy peas? Not
in this kitchen.

Even with the neighbor’s help, however, Keller has to sup-
plement what the gardens provide. “There’s just no way for

us to maintain a garden that can supply us with the variety
we need,” he says. “Ours is not a small menu. We have as
many as 70 items a day, and we try to have no repetition.”
Whatever his sources, Keller's cooking has a fresh-from-
the-garden allure, a vitality that speaks of the moment. In
spring, warm shrimp and mild spring garlic top golden cros-
tini. Fava beans fill agnolott tossed with curry butter. Plump
diver scallops perch on cipolline onions dolloped with pea
purée. Chervil, chives and tarragon infuse a risotto alongside
roast baby lamb, and even the cheese course heads to the
garden for some wispy arugula and slender asparagus to pair
with pecorino. The professor’s garden produces rhubarb for
a strudel-topped tart with a grenadine-laced compote.
Cooking from the garden compels cooks to bow to
nature's timing, a challenge that Keller’s inventive mind
assumes with ease. His risotto with fines herbes reappears
all vear, but the herbs change with the seasons. “Look
around you,” says chef Keller. “See what'’s available. Substi-
tutions are highly recommended.” mh

Fava Bean Agnolotti with
Green Curry Butter

Fava Bean Filling:

3 Ibs. fava beans, in the pods
¥ cup fresh brioche (or firm white
bread) crumbs
/4 cup mascarpone cheese
Salt
Agnolotti:

1% cups all-purpose flour
1 large egg, lightly beaten
1% tsp. olive oil
1 tbsp. milk
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Curry Butter:
1 thsp. curry powder
Y2 cup butter, room temperature
% cup chicken or vegetable stock
Ya cup heavy cream, whipped

Salt and pepper

Fresh lemon juice
1Y% tsp. chopped ltalian parsley

1. To make the filling: Shell the fava beans
and peel the skins. Remove the small
germ at the side of each bean.

2. Blanch the beans in a pot of boiling
salted water until tender (about 5 min-
utes). Remove with slotted spoon and im-
mediately plunge into an ice bath to cool.
Drain beans and spread on towels to dry.
Finely chop %2 cup beans and set aside.

3. Put the remaining beans in a food
processor. Add the breadcrumbs and
process until they form a ball. Add the
mascarpone and pulse until smooth.
Season to taste with salt. Refrigerate mix-
ture until cool (or up to 2 days).

4. To make the agnolotti dough: Mound
the flour on a board, and create a well in
the center. Put the egg, oil and milk into
the well. Using vour fingers, begin turn-
ing the eggs in a circular motion. (This
motion allows the eggs to gradually incor-
porate the flour.)

5. When the dough begins to thicken and
starts lifting itself from the board, begin in-
corporating the rest of the flour and form
into a ball. (It will look flaky but will hold
together.) Knead until the dough be-
comes silky smooth in texture, about 10 to
15 minutes. Wrap in plastic, so it does not
dry out, and let rest 30 minutes to 1 hour.

6. Once time is up, remove plastic and
run the dough through a pasta machine.
The sheet should be at least 5 inches
wide. Keep rotating the knob on the pas-
ta machine and passing the pasta dough
through until you reach the second-to-
last setting.

7. Lay the finished pasta sheet on a light-
ly floured surface. Trim the edges until
straight. Put the fava filling in a pasuy
bag fitted with a Y-inch plain tip. Pipe
filling across the bottom of the pasta
sheet, leaving a l-inch border of pasta
along the left, right and botiom edges.
Pull the top edge of the pasta up and
over the filling, and seal by lightly press-
ing your fingers together.

8. To shape the agnolotti, put the thumb
and forefinger of each hand together (as
if you were going to pinch something).
Pinch the filling in l-inch increments,
making about 1 inch of “pinched area”
between each pocket of filling. (It is im-
portant to leave this much area between
the agnolotti so that when they are sepa-
rated, there is enough seal to prevent the
filling from leaking.)

9. Run a crimped pastry wheel along the
top of the folded-over dough, separating
the surip of filled pockets from the re-
mainder of the pasta sheet. Separate
each agnolotti by running the pastry
wheel over the middle of the “pinched
area.” Put the agnolotti on a baking sheet
dusted with cornmeal, spacing them so
they do not stick together.

10. Repeat the procedure with the re-
mainder of pasta sheets. (At this >

point. vou can transfer the agnolotti to
freezer bags and keep them frozen for
up to several weeks.

11. To make the curry butter: Toast the
curry powder in a small skillet over medi-
wim-high heat until fragrant. Let cool.

12. Whip the curry powder into the but-
ter. Heart the chicken or vegetable stock
in a large skillet, and simmer until re-
duced bv half. Reduce heat 1o low, and
using a wooden spoon., beat in the curry
butter, a little at a4 tme, so the sauce
emulsifies. Remove from heat and whisk
in the whipped cream. Season to taste
with salt, pepper and a littde bit of
lemon juice. Keep warm.

13, Cook the agnoloui in a large pot of

3. To make the risotto: Heat the oil in a
deep skillet over medium heat. Stir in the
onions, and cook until ranslucent but not
browned. Mix in the rice and stir for 3 to 4
minutes. Add the wine, and let simmer
without stirring, about 2 to 3 minutes.

4. When the liguid has been absorbed, be-
gin stirring to “toast” the rice. The rice
should not brown, but should separate
into individual grains. Scrape the bottom
of the pan frequently to prevent the rice
from sticking.

5. Add enough chicken stock to cover
the rice. Bring to a boil, reduce heat and
simmer for 4 minutes. (At this point, if
vou like, you can refrigerate the rice for
up 10 a day, or until ready to use.)

6. Continue stirring, adding stock 1 cup at
a time until rice is al dente, not mushy.
{(When the rice is at this stage, let whatev-
er liquid remains in the pot evaporate.)

7. Remove risotto from heat, and using a
wooden spoon, beat in the butter a little
at a time, working quickly so the butter
emulsifies instead of weeping. Beat in the
cream and the cheese, making sure that
no lumps are formed. Add the chopped
herbs and salt,

& To serve, ladle about 2 tablespoons

heated veal sauce onto center of plate.

Pecorino di Pienza with Green Asparagus
and Baby Arugula

12 each large asparagus spears

1 tbsp. toasted pine nuts

% tsp. minced shallots

6 oz. pecorino cheese

Extra-virgin olive oil
Well-aged balsamic vinegar
Salt and pepper
1%2 cups baby arugula
Ground Tellicherry pepper (a pungent
black pepper)

1. Peel the asparagus stalks, being careful
not to peel too deeply into the meat of the
asparagus. Cut the tips off and reserve.
Slice the remainder of the stalks on the
bias into 1-inch pieces.

2. In a large pot of boiling salted water,
blanch asparagus stalks. When tender, re-
move with slotted spoon and immediately
plunge into an ice water bath to stop
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cooking. Drain well and pat dry. Repeat

with the asparagus tips.

3. In a bowl, toss the asparagus with the
pine nuts and shallots. Dress lightly with
the olive oil and aged balsamic vinegar.
Season to taste with salt and pepper.

4. Spoon some asparagus onto center of
eight plates. Lightly drizzle extra-virgin
olive oil and balsamic vinegar around the
parameter of the asparagus mixture.

5. Shave a couple of slices of pecorino
over the asparagus.

6. In a bowl, toss the baby arugula with
some extra-virgin olive oil and balsamic
vinegar. Put this salad onto each aspara-
gus mixture.

7. Grind a liude bit of Tellicherry pepper
over the salad to finish. Serves 8.

Sébastien's Rhubarb Tart with Rhubarb Com-
pote

6 large stalks rhubarb
¥ cup granulated sugar
1 recipe Pie Dough
1egg
2 tbsp. whole milk
2 thsp. heavy cream
Y5 cup ground almonds
1 tbsp. unsalted butter, browned and cooled
to room temperature

Almond Streusel Topping:
2 thsp. butter, cold and diced
Y5 cup granulated sugar
Y2 tsp. kosher salt
Ya cup all-purpose flour
Ya cup ground almonds

Rhubarb Compote:
4 stalks rhubarb
¥4 cup grenadine syrup
2 thsp. water
Y5 cup granulated sugar
Confectioners’ sugar
Vanilla ice cream, optional

1. The day before, peel the rhubarb and

cut diagonally into Y-inch-thick pieces to
make about 4 cups. Put in a bowl with 3
tablespoons of the sugar. Cover with plas-
tic wrap and refrigerate overnight.

2. The next day, strain the liquid from the
rhubarb mixture. Discard liquid.

3. Preheat oven to 350°F. Prepare pastry
dough and line a 7'-inch tart shell, Prick
the bottom of the inside of the tart shell
with a fork. Bake until barely golden,
about 12 to 15 minutes. Remove from
oven and cool.

4. In a metal bowl, whisk the egg and re-
maining sugar until fluffy. One at a time,
add in the milk, cream, almond flour and
browned butter. Mix until smooth.

5. Pour a thin layer of the cream mixture
onto the bottom of the tart shell. Pack in
the strained rhubarb, then pour in the rest
of the mixture.

6. Bake 45 minutes to 1 hour, or until the
top turns a light golden color. Remove
and let cool. Increase oven temperature
to 450°F,

7. To make streusel: While tart is cool-
ing, mix diced butter, sugar, salt, flour
and ground almonds in a bowl by hand
until mixture resembles sand. Sprinkle
the mixture on top of the tart and return
tart to oven until golden. Remove from
oven and cool.

8. To make the rhubarb compote: Dice
rhubarb and combine it with grenadine
syrup, water and sugar in a saucepan.
Over medium heat, cook mixture untl
rhubarb has softened yet is still a little firm
in the middle, about 5 minutes.

9. Put a slice of rhubarb tart on a plate.
Spoon the rhubarb compote around, dust
with confectioners’ sugar and serve. Top
with ice cream, if desired. Serves 8. mh

Though it has been 40 vears since
The Apartment was released, the Amer-
ican workplace hasn’t physically
changed all that much. Just add some
upholstered partitions to Baxter’s
open office, replace the adding ma-
chines with PCs and—voila: today’s
universally loathed “cube farms,” lam-
pooned in Dilbert cartoons. Though
it's beyond understatement o say
that the workplace functions nothing
like it did in 1960, why hasn’t the de-
sign of the office kept pace with the
evolution of the office?

Starting on February 8, New York
City’s Museum of Modern Art
(MoMA) will tackle this and other

timely questions about the workplace
in an exhibition titled Workspheres,
which runs through May 8. “The title
comes from the idea that work is a
bubble we can bring with us,” explains
the show's curator, Paola Antonelli.
“Work is so central to our lives that it's
difficult to know where work ends and
our private lives begin. It’s such a cru-
cial issue now.” The show recognizes
that work used to shape our lives, but
now the reverse is true: Our lives are
shaping the way we work.

Antonelli put together a team of
experts to guide the show and to fo-
cus its diverse content, including de-
signer Aura Oslapas, formerly of
IDEQO in San Francisco; graphic guru
Bruce Mau: noted design critic John

Thackara and Chicago-based strategic
consultant Larry Keelev. The Work-
spheres team scrutinized every aspect of
the contemporary workplace, includ-
ing such wends as chaotic but creative
open offices, pool tables and “war
rooms” at Internet start-ups, and the so-
called luxuy of telecommuting from
home in pajamas. The team even ques-
tioned whether electronic gadgets are
surefire timesavers at work, As Oslapas
points out: “We work harder and have
less leisure time, even though we have
lots of “imesaving” devices like laptops
and Palm Pilots. In the end, thev proba-
blv don’t save us much time atall.”

The exhaustively researched show
will reinforce how designers can create
physical environments that respond to
our changing work- and lifestvles, as
well as tools to help us work more effec-
tvely. Workspheres will feature six spe-
cially commissioned models of new
tools and workspaces by leading design-
ers from around the world, including
Dutch renegade Hella Jongerius, who
will create a “very witty,” very homey
home office. According 1o Antonelli,
one of the highlights of Jongerius's in-
stallation will be a bed transformed so
that “vou can do a lot of work in it and
not feel like a slob.” New York archi-
tects Ada Tolla and Giuseppe Lignano
of LOT/EK will craft another of the in-
stallations: an autonomous isolation
tank for creative brainstorming made
out of an airline cargo container. The

moveable metal cocoon, wired with

communication technology, will have
casters to let workers move it around
the office—or even out into the gar-
den, since the container, a literal think
tank, will be waterproofresistant.
Workspheres will also include related
exhibits on offices and office tools al-
ready in the works, as well as the latest
trends in communication and interface
design. One of the centerpieces will be
a satellite-linked SUV designed by Bran
Ferren and Thomas Ritter that doubles
as a mobile office, “the ultimate work-
sphere” to Antonelli. The autonomous
vehicle is chock-full of communication
devices, including Internet links and a
telescopic antenna that lets mobile
workers contact the outside world from
anvwhere. The show also features an

installation previously ereated by Eliron
Koronvo titded “Ground Zero: Privacy
in Public Space” (above, center), which
as 1ts name suggests, offers a way o cre-
ate a moveable private microcosm in
which to work, between lightweight
partitions resembling car doors.

In conjunction with the exhibit, the
muscum will publish a catalog, sponsor
educational programs and host an in-
teractive website featuring a survey and
anecdotes from the general public
about the wav they work. In the end,
savs Antonelli, Workspheres “won't solve
the problems of the workplace, but it
will help us focus on the issues.” mh

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Exotic varieties turn rice pudding
into a rich and satisfying haute

comfort dessert. By Victoria Spencer

Ithough many cooks have begun to explore the

world of rice, stocking their cupboards with bas-

mati, jasmine, Valencia, perhaps even Bhutanese

red or Thai black sticky rice, most have confined
their experiments with rice to the savory.

A recent craving for rice pudding found me experimenting
with that creamy—and sweet—childhood favorite. Finding
the cupboard bare of standard short-grained rice, I made my
pudding with Italian arborio, commonly used for risotto. Us-
ing arborio might seem a litte decadent, but not surprisingly,
it created a rich dessert, an haute comfort food worthy of a
dinner party.

After that success, I discovered other short-grained rices,
such as Japanese sushi or Egyptian (generally used for dol-
mas), also make delicious pudding. But if you still feel rice
pudding is a little pedestrian for your next dinner party, add
south-of-the-border snap with orange zest and raisins or spice

itup with cardamom, cinnamon and brown sugar for an Indi-

an angle. You'll soon find this dish is a crowd pleaser, even if

your guests have left childhood behind.
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Rice Pudding
Wz cup arborio rice
3 cups milk
Pinch of salt
5 tbsp. granulated sugar
1 vanilla bean
ifz oz. unsalted butter

L. Preheat oven to 275°F. Butter four 6-0z. custard cups (ora
l-quart shallow ovenproof dish). Wash the rice, and divide it
equally between the custard cups.

2. Heat the milk, salt, sugar and vanilla bean in a saucepan
over medium heat, stirring well 1o dissolve the sugar. When
the mixture begins to simmer, remove it from the heat and
pour %1 cup of the milk mixture over the rice in each cus-
tard cup. Dot each pudding with a quarter of the butter, cut
into tiny pieces.

3. Put the dishes on a baking sheet, and cook in the preheat-
ed oven until the rice is tender and the milk becomes
creamy, 1 to 11/4 hours (a large pudding will take about 214
hours). Stir the puddings occasionally during the first 45
minutes of cooking to prevent a thick skin from forming.

Serve warm, Serves 4.

Mexican Rice Pudding

Soak /42 cup raisins in hot water. Prepare the pudding as
above, increasing the milk to 3%2 cups and replacing the vanil-
la bean with four Va-inch pieces of orange zest and four Vo
inch cinnamon sticks. Add the milk mixture then divide the

raisins equally between the custard cups. Cook as above.

Indian Rice Pudding

Prepare as above, substituting 8 tablespoons light brown sugar
for the granulated sugar and replacing the vanilla bean with
four cardamom pods and four Yo-inch cinnamon sticks (or
one Zinch stick for a large pudding). Cook as above, taking
care to put one cardamom pod in cach custard cup. mh

New Orleans, Louisiana Just when
Dr. Quinn Peeper thought his newly
decorated apartment in the busy
French Quarter was perfect, a near
emergency in getting to a patient
made him rethink his choice of
neighborhoods. He was soon de-
lighted to find a Creole-style cottage
in Carrollton, a less rourist-driven
arca nearer to the hospital. Despite
its need for renovation, the place
had a unique selling point: an airy
living room that could comfortably
accommodate a concert grand pi-
ano.

Ko Chang, Thailand “Bicoastal” has
a special meaning to Esther and
Phillip Perkins. although both their
homes are on the same ocean. Long-

A northern California family undertakes a major renovation of a vintage Eichler

house, and they pull it off-

THE DOW FAMILY
Palo Alto, California Chris and Leslic
Dow knew from the outset that the
ranch house they bought needed
work. Among other things, the for-
mer owner had installed a pig run in
the side yard. But they were un-
deterred. After all, it was a Joseph
Eichler house. Built in 1974, the
dwelling is part of Los Arboles, the
last development by the famous
northern California builder who
brought contemporary architecture
to a mass market. Besides the obvious
need to clean it up, however, the
Dows faced another problem: Unlike
vintage '50s Eichler gems with their
renowned open plans, this house had
closed-off rooms. Nothing flowed.
Although the dwelling had many
of Eichler’s signature features—such

as a central atrium and in-floor racli-
ant heating—after living in it for a
year, Leslie knew it was far too com-
partmentalized for her energetic
clan, which includes sons Philip, 20;

“I love to cook, and [ wanted
Chris out from under my feet,”

relates Leslie, a molecular biologist.
So the Dows 1ook the renovation
plunge. They enlisted the architectunr-
al help of close friends Mark and K.C.
Marcinik. The Marciniks (two-time

Attraction,” page 80) had restored
their own Eichler house and in the
process became specialists. The focus

of this renovation was to be the
kitchen, where Mark did away with a
clutch of small rooms to double the
kitchen's size and open up the entire
space to the dining and living areas.
The makeover was more than just
structural. “We got rid of evervthing

we owned and started over,” says
Leslie, who with Chris, a software en-
gineer, found almost all of their new
furnishings on eBay—from a classic
George Nelson bench to their "70s
reel-to-reel Akai tape recorder. They
augmented their Web shopping with
finds from vard sales,
thrift shops and even vis-
its to the town dump
(where they found a "60s-
style lamp).

The Marciniks also in-
fluenced the interiors.
The Dows wanted to turn
the design clock back to
the "50s, but Mark con-
vinced them to stay true
to the period of the
the 1970s.

“simplified our decision-

making process. It consists of a dark
brown and psychedelic hues of red,
chartreuse, orange and purple.”

“One of the benefits of working
with talented architects is the way they
use small details to create a whole
that’s better than anything we could
come up with on our own,” says Chris,
pointing to the fact that each of the
walls is the same color on both sides.
which unifies the design.

But while they worked with a pro-
fessional on the design, construction
became a gigantic do-it-vourself pro-

ject. "I did have the time,” says Chris,

“since 1 had a sabbatical coming up
[a lovely Silicon Valley perk]. And we
had some skills from our youth.
Leslie’s mom bought dilapidated
apartment buildings and renovated
them, and I had worked for my uncle
remodeling houses when I was a teen.
We found it was hard to locate crafts-

the techniques, but we knew we
could do them ourselves.”

Perhaps the most important rea-
son for doing it themselves was cost.
The total project, which encom-
passed furniture, new flooring (in-
cluding $10,000 to replace floors
improperly installed when they
moved in), two bathrooms, new
kitchen cabinets and appliances, and
a new concrete-paver driveway, came
to about $100,000. The Dows esti-
mate that if they hadn’t done much
of the work themselves, costs would
have run to $£300,000.

“Leslie did the plumbing and cabi-
net assembly,” reports Chris. “T did
the clectrical and framing. We can-
celled our annual vacation, I took my
sabbatical, and Leslie took two days
off a week to complete our project by
deadline”™ The Dows were throwing
an engagement party for Chris's best
friend in just 14 weeks. “We learned
our skills as we progressed,” he says.

“Leslie learned how circuit breakers
worked when she cut through hidden
electrical wires. [ discovered the prin-
ciples of post-and-beam consuruction
when I tried to replace a column
while it was supporting a heam.”

But quick studies though they
may be, the Dows had underestimat-
ed the complexity of their project.
When Chris's sabbatical was up,
they were not cven close to finish-
ing. “With a week to go till the par-
tv,” he says, “things looked prety
bleak. The atrium was packed with
construction debris, furniture was
piled in the living room under plas-
tic, the guest bathroom didn’t have
a toilet or sink.”

The night before the party, he re-
lates, "many seasoned Silicon Valley
engineers pitched in to help. They
were familiar with working all night
to meet impossible deadlines.” At
10:30 p.m., the bride-to-be brought
hamburgers to feed the crew. She

later admitted to being horrified at
the state of the house—and ai
Leslie’s attempt to cook amid such
chaos. At 4:30 a.m., the last bolt in
the guest bathroom was installed.

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DON FLORENCE AND TERRY HALL Mount Vernon, NY
l N their 25 vears together, Don Florence and Terry Hall
have lived in 14 homes of varied styles all over the
United States, moving sometimes to take new jobs, some-
times just because they like the process of fixing up new living
spaces. “What we've found out about ourselves,” says Don, a
graphic artist in the advertising business, “is that we like the
doing. When the house is done, we're ready to move on.”

They had been living in Los Angeles, in a classic California
craftsman cottage, but although both grew up in LA, they
missed their carlier days in New York. Then Don got the offer
for his current job. They sold their house to a Hollywood di-
rector and his girlfriend and headed cast. Their current resi-
dence, their largest to date, is a classic suburban “between the
wars” Tudor in Westchester County, just north of Manhattan.

"When we first saw it, we knew it was right,” says Don. Be-
sides an ample kitchen, living room and dining room, “it had
three guest rooms, a home office, a den and a sunroom.” It
also had a big yard, perfect for the two dogs they had ac-
quired while living on the West Coast. Furthermore, it wasn 't
a bad commute to Don’s city job; and Terry, having decided
to forsake his retail management career, would be working at
home on the home, as interior designer. “He also served as
contractor, painter and landscape designer,” Don adds.

“It needed a lot of work,” Terry remembers, “but it had
barely been changed in 40 years, so we didn’t have 1o undo
a lot of misguided *updating.”” In fact, according to Don,
“almost nothing” was done structurally to the building. But
the house gave them a lot to work with.

hen we peeled up the living room wall-to-wall.” re-

members Don, "we discovered oak floors in verv good
condition. But with floors, stairs. doors and moldings all the
same shade of oak. it looked like a grammar school, so Terrv
stained the floors ebony, painted the walls white and had sisal
bound as an area rug.”

The kitchen was their biggest challenge. “There was a circa
1950 electric stove,” recalls Don. “Only two burners worked;
and the oven was either stone cold or hot enough 1o fire ce-
ramics.” Counters were made of “some unknown black ma-
terial,” but on the brighter side. there was a seven-foot
porcelain sink and beautiful vintage tile covered several walls.

They wanted new restaurant-quality appliances, but they
also decided to leave much of the original kitchen intact.
They removed the panuy and mudroom doors for easier
flow, but retained most of the original cabineury.

Terrv covered the old counters with white ceramic tile and
painted the cupboards in high-gloss white and grays. They
added a sink and dishwasher to the butler’s pantry and laid a
checkerboard ceramic tile floor. (Final decisions on appli-
ances were dictated by "which pieces fit through 28inch
doorways.”) Terry had butcher block-topped cabinets fabri-
cated by a restawrantsupply company, as well as a movable
stainless steel island for food preparation and casual meals.

More formal entertaining is reserved for the adjacent din-
ing room, which is brightand well lit. “Once the heavy drapes
and wallpaper were gone,” recalls Terrv, “we had a beautiful-
Iy proportoned and subtly detailed room.”

the course of her own life, she acknowledges, isn't one of
them. In 1993, she left New York City for Santa Fe, “I only
planned to stay for about 18 months,” she remembers. “Al-
most three years later, I finally admited I was hooked for
good.” She bought a 1,400-square-foot early-1920s bungalow,
moved in—and did absolutely nothing for a vear.

“For once,” says Carolyn, I actually followed the advice 1
give my clients: Live in a place for a while before vou make
changes, see where you really sit to drink your coffee, where
the light comes in. Also, though I hate to admit it, I was prob-
ably a tiny bit resistant—that ‘waiting for Prince Charming’
thing.

but not without some major challenges. Early on, con-
tractor John Eckre discovered that the rear of the 1920s house
was all but floating on rotting wood joists. While he shored up
the structure, Caroln fought for a permit to build French
doors out to a second garden and restored the original win-
dows to comply with the city’s renovation restrictions.
“The outside of this building is all about place and history,”
says Carolyn. “The inside is about who I am and how I live.”
She altered the footprint only minimally, but rearranged
rooms, moved doors and widened passageways, opening the
passage from the garden to shed more light on her modern
furniture, local crafts and African artifacts.
Because color was such an important part of the interior
Carolyn envisioned, she insisted the walls be completely
smooth and unadorned. That meant removing every

molding and sanding every surface, which took much longer
than imagined. In July 1998, the Ellises’ prenuptial dinner
was held amid the construction chaos. “It seemed appropri-
ate,” Carolyn says, “to be celebrating the creation of a family
in a still nascent and unformed home.”

As her friends had predicted, she never got to live in her
completed house full-time. These days, Carolyn and Michael
fly from California for the occasional long weekend; in be-
tween, they lend the house to friends who need a retreat. *It’s
still my favorite place on earth,” she says. But like its creator,
her home has taken on a new—and unexpected—role. mh

But instead of
building a wall, he pulled off a neat wick: He
made the room so compelling that the eye is
drawn right past the bed. “T've shown people

around,” says Ron, "and when I'm done, they

say, ‘Where's the bedroom?’ They walked right
by the bed and didn’t notice.”

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Ron Marvin calls his place “the liule aparunent
that could.” When he moved in, its only re-

deeming feature was the wall of windows. No wonder
the first thing he did was take down the curtains lefi
by the last owners, replacing them with straightfor-
ward shades that roll up from the bottom. “I wanted
to see the simplicity of the wrought iron windows,” he
explains, “and, of course, the city views” (hidden by
fog the day the photographs were taken).

In the tiny kitchen, Ron had the wood inserts
punched out of the cabinet doors and replaced with
glass—to open up the room and show off a few “trea-
sures.” He ripped out the crumbling linoleum floor
and put down black-and-white linoleum tiles, then
hung a curtain under the sink “to hide the things you
don’t want anyone else to see.” The finishing touch:
hanging a few colanders—"just like my mother.”

Next, the former bedroom became a dining area:
A 510 garage sale chandelier took the place of a bro-
ken lamp festooned with painted parrots. He had a
mirror inserted in a large picture frame he bought

for $5 at a sample sale. Hanging on the wall opposite
the front door, it makes the room fecl bigger and
gives the apartment a focal point. The dining table
was rescued from the family garage: its set of chairs
was found in the basement of a secondhand shop for
380. *Nothing has a pedigree,” says Ron, “but I have a
story to tell about every picce of furniture in my
place. I bought my dresser out of the wunk of some
guy’'s car for 520, and he even threw in a side chair.”
The apartment, Ron says, contains everything he
needs—with the possible exception of color. “I'm
afraid of the commitment. I think if I choose a color,
I'll have to keep using it forever.” Still. he managed,
after years of soulsearching. to add bits of chartreuse
(seat cushions and a table runner). That must mean
he’s planning to stay. mh

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VE of palms obscures it
A G R O from the street. A wall
and a door offer only a hint of what's behind all the lush
tropical greenery. Walk through the wooden gate, how-
ever, and Glenn Pushelberg’s house unfolds, step by step.
There's a courtyard, stark except for an astonishing thicket
of black bamboo. Then there's another door: Step
through and inside is a house that is at once serene and ex-
uberant, a house with both a Zen-like tranquility and a sun-
shine-infused tropical vigor.

Pushelberg, a Toronto interior designer, wanted a week-
end getaway that could serve as
an escape for quiet and soli-
tude as well as be a place to
gather family and friends. I
wanted it to be tropical,” he
says, “a house where vou open
the door and it's all there, re-
laxing and simple.”

Originally he wanted to build
a house in the Caribbean, in St
Barthélemy, where he had vaca-
tioned frequently with “good
food, good wine, good friends.”
But St. Bart’s is a two- or even
three-plane uip from Toronto,
a vacation destination that re-
quires a commitment of time,
not a weekend getaway. “So 1
tumed my eyes to Miami,” says
Pushelberg (more good food,
good wine, good friends).
There, just blocks from South - .
Beach's art deco Historic District, he found a modest onesstory
house “notin the thick of it. but close enough.” And it’s conve-
nient. At the end of a week or a weekend, Pushelberg can close
up his Miami Beach house and head back north, confident
that all is in order.

Before Pushelberg bought it, the house was hardly a gem.

It was, at best, unprepossessing: a nondescript 1950s stucco
that was neither a ranch nor a bungalow. Still, it had a certain
winsome appeal. “1 thought at first it would be just a paint
and fluff-up job.” says Pushelberg. “But you know how de-
signers are, we do one thing and it just leads to another.”

Certainly he thought it would be nice to open the dining

room to the living room. Then he decided the living room
ought to be more open to the pool. It was clear the kitchen
could stand expanding, and the bathrooms really needed to
be moved. “Then, since we were doing everything else, we de-
cided to make the pool as big as we could,” he savs, implicat-
ing his design partner, George Yabu, in the creative act (their
Toronto-based firm is called YabuPushelberg).

Ultimately the duo gutted the house, “What was left at the
end of the day,” recalls Pushelberg, “were two side walls and
a rool.” When walls went back up. they held big windows in-
stead of the old little ones and glass doors to fling open and
let the breezes flow through.
For floors. the men selected a
fine-grained polished white
terrazzo and let it crack a bit
for texture and visual interest.

Because of the relationship
between the building and its en-
vironment, there is a certain
serene groundedness in the
house’s close association be-
tween indoors and out. Yabu is
of Japanesc descent, and his
cultural heritage affects the
work. “We wanted a feeling of
Zen-ness here, a calmness,” says
Pushelberg. Spaces are laid out
in careful sequence, with atten-
tion paid 1o procession and
alignment, “There’s an order to
it. You could make an analogy
to the Japanese house that un-
folds behind screens.”

In the living room, an ample, white upholstered sofa de-
signed by Yabu curves around a barefootsoft shag rug im-
ported from Holland. The basic palette is pale: creamy white
walls, textured white floor, pale upholstery. Pushelberg sces
it as a backdrop for his eclectic mix of furniture, objects and
artwork. “We let the furniture and art be set pieces,” he says,
“Your eye has a rest, and then it has a focus.”

Among the objects that inhabit the house are souvenirs
of farflung world travels—an antique chair bought in
Rio de Janerio, for example—and furniture finds from Mia-
mi. That the city offered such a fertile hunting ground took
Pushelberg by surprise: he had not anticipated such range
and sophistication. Locally, he found a Hans Wegner dining
room set, a Fornasetti screen and a Gio Ponti bar, all mid-
20th-century furniture perfect for a mid-20th-century house.

At chez Pushelberg. a Poul Kjaerholm chaise sits side by
side with more whimsical objects, such as acrylic chairs and
free-form tables made of polished sections of a cottonwood
tree. The dining table light fixture is “rather kooky,” in
Pushelberg’s words. It's an operating-room lamp bought

from a Toronto hospital. Kitchen cabinets, doors made of

textured waffle glass and bathroom fixtures were all built in
Toronto and shipped to Florida on citrus trucks making the
return trip south.

Pushelberg terms the kitchen “a vacation-house version,”
but it's amply suited to gourmets, with all the upmarket ap-
purtenances from a glass cooktop to stainless counters. In the
center is an island with three stools that were the first picces
Pushelberg bought for his design office 20 vears ago.
“They're totally impractical, but beautiful as objects,” he says.

The house has three bedrooms, a master that sits off the
kitchen (*an odd placement, but it works,” admits Pushel-
berg) and two guest rooms on the far end of the house. Bed-
rooms are kept simple with low beds and minimal furniture.
Two of them look out on the pool: the third—a cozy cocoon
with the bed sitting on a wooden platform and a giant mirror
tilted against one wall—is tucked into the front courtyard.

Kitchen shelves (left) were left open to impart the idea of informality. In
one guest bedroom (ahove), the original windows remain, wrapping the
hed in a two-sided embrace. Just outside the master bath (below) is a giant
traveler's palm, framed by the door as if it were a living Rousseau painting.
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DETAILS

© The kitchen has only one set of windows, so Pushelberg in-
stalled a skylight over the prep island to shed more light. As
everywhere in the house, sculptural pieces of furniture from
the mid- to late-20th century play against the custom cle-
ments: The prep island has shelves made of the same waffle
glass as cabinets and doors throughout the house and em-
braces openness as a way of expanding the sense of space.

- YabuPushelberg designed the one-piece bathroom
sink/counters for their sleek and minimal look. They are
made of the same fine-grained terrazzo as the floors. Fix-
tures—faucets and lights—are highly stylized and crafted of
stainless stecl. The master bath is spare and airy, with a glass-
enclosed shower stall and a door that opens onto an outdoor
path leading to the pool.

A bed sits on a wooden platform in one guest bedroom. It
was the only room in the house where Pushelberg and Yabu

left the original '50s louvered windows in place, as a “motel
memory” of the original. “1 love those windows,” Pushelberg
says. The room is a nest, tucked away and cozy, “but then,” he
says, “there’s the mirror to set you on edge.”

4 The dining room doors open onto the front courtyard on
axis with identical doors leading from the living room to the
pool. Because of its courtyard walls and vegetation, the house
is so private that it can be transformed into an open-air pavil-
ion. “It's important to treat the outside areas as real spaces,”
opines Pushelberg.

© The designers wanted a predominantly mid-20th-century
acsthetic for this mid-20th-century Miami Beach house.

TH EMiljvin('——a black-and-silver ode to art
deco—is one of those sleek, sophisticated
New York buildings that catches the eye even from a taxi ca-
reening along Central Park West. Originally a hotel, complet-
ed in 1931 by architect Irwin S. Chanin, the Majestic offered
high living to smooth characters during rough times: Gang-
ster Lucky Luciano called it home, and wise guy Meyer Lansky
was shot in its spylish lobby. But times change. Seventy years
later, after a 12-month search, architect Paul S, Gleicher’s
clients decided it was the perfect venue for raising a family.
“We looked for apartments with an architect because we
wanted to figure in renovation costs right away,” says the
practical young mother of two. They had seen many apart-
ments before this one, but were immediately impressed by
the details “someone else had been fond of.” There were
problems: “It’s light and airy now,” the owner relates, “how-
ever, it was dark and closed-in when we first saw it.”

“An apartment in this building was meant for a different
lifestyle,” Gleicher adds. “There was a maid’s room, a far-off
kitchen, and formal dining and living rooms. There was no
family area and certainly no place 1o play.”

To make the apartment more family-friendly (brighter,
more open), Gleicher sanded the black walnut floors, put in
new windows and in-wall air units. “We widened doorways and
installed lighting.” he explains, but they respected Chanin-
designed details: Hinges that look like little martini shakers
were replated, and gorgeous 1930s bathroom and kitchen
tiles were cleaned. Adds the client: "We kept the classic Majes-
tic flavor, but made this place suit contemporary family life.”
Subtle but bold patterns bring life to the living room: Architect Paul
Gleicher designed the window seat; the screen by Andrew Tye for Troy is
wenge wood and acrylic; the coffee table is vintage Robsjohn-Gibbings.

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Af'u'r the dusty work was finished, the architect and his
clients called Paul Siskin of Siskin-Valls to tackle the

interior design. (Because there was another Paul on the
job, installing wiring, it became a theme.) Siskin and his as-
sistant Rodney Lawrence were inspired by the cool elegance
of the Majestic, but they were given a clear mandate by their
clients: Everything had to be impenvious to wwo little bovs
and two big cats.

“When you have a building like this, the urge to go all art
decois strong,” says Siskin. “But we knew that being relentless
about the period would make living here seem like a 2.500-
square-foot time warp. The clients wanted a family place,
which meant that we could look for a piece of this and a piece
of that to give the rooms vitality, I love to give my clients what
they want and then throw in unique litde things.”

Six months of decorating began with upholstery “because
it takes longer.” The living room sofa is covered in a densely

textured Clarence House fabric that accentuates the open
swirls on the eggplant-and-cream Darius carpet. The look is
sophisticated and no-nonsense, but across the way is a fat lit-
tle vintage love seat with contrasting piping that looks as
sweet as a chubby toddler decked outin his first suit. A groovy
three-layered coffee table by Robsjohn-Gibbings (a piece,
Siskin says, that required some client convincing) balances a
formal baby grand that one of the youngsters plays.
Sconces by Jean Karajian, contemporary reproductions of
1930s French fixtures, light up the long wall between Andrew
Tve's geometric screen for Troy and the huge window. A
1960s wire table and a squiggle of glass candlesticks add danc-
ing lines to the light and exuberant mix.
Left: The curvy glass candelabra from Skyscraper echoes the open swirls
of the carpet. Above left: The 1960s wire side table serves a chubby vintage
love seat, its curves outlined in piping. Above right: Lorin Marsh side
chairs flank a table covered in a zebra print from Oid World Weavers.
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With the living room jazzed up. the entry began to look
a litde too plain vanilla. But then a pillow cover from

the sofa inspired a pattern for Venetian stucco, so Siskin
hired Celeste Coughlin to create her hallmark Venetian stuc-
co walls (a process of multiple wet-plaster layers). Once the
plaster has set, it is waxed, with some of the shapes buffed to
different degrees of shininess. The colors in the plaster are
translucent, so you can sce the overlap in the final result.

Another challenge was transforming the formerly formal
dining room into a family space that could morph back into
a dining room. Paul the designer, Paul the architect and Paul
the electrician got together: The first designed a table only 54
inches in diameter that magically unfolds to seat at least 12,
depending upon how many high chairs are involved. “Paul
two” and “Paul three” designed and executed a built-in tele-
vision-and-music system that keeps everything out of the way
when everyone thunders through to the kitchen.

The boys’ rooms have been designed 1o allow a maximum
amount of play space, but the master bedroom is a quiet get-
away. A huge blond wood armoire delivers storage space that
tiny closets don’t. Siskin comments that “these rooms are so
large that I looked beyond my favorite city shops for places
that stock outsize items. This enormous thing came from a
warehouse in Queens.”

Sleek wood and textured fabrics give this sophisticated
apartment a polish that suits its deco setting. “But make no

g

mistake,” says the owner, “last Thanksgiving we had 100
grown-ups and Kids here to watch the Macy’s parade. Yes, it's
the Majestic—but times change, and we live here now.”  mh

I N the beginning. Helene and Allen Apter were so sure

they wanted to live in rural Pennsvlvania that con-
verting an old barn into a new house seemed both appealing
and logical. They even found one they thought was perfect
for conversion. But their architect, Michael Ryvan (who had
already done a beach house for the couple on the south New

Jersey shore), was not as enthusiastic. While he was inspect-

ing the building the Apters had selected, Rvan had what he
calls a revelation: "People shouldn’t be living in barns,” he re-
calls saying to them. “Barns are barns.” Theyv agreed and
revised their strategy: They would build a new home inspired
by the regional farm vernacular.

The Apters. with grown children but an ever-growing,
prodigious collection of modern art, wanted a larger house,
but one that seemed to “belong to the land and that drew
upon the tradition of old agricultural buildings,” says Ryan.
He wanted to evoke an all-American barn but also to elicit the
notion of a residence fitted into something that had already
existed. His final plan consisted of three contiguous, bam-
inspired “wings,” each housing its own function: public liv-
ing/dining spaces; garage and service areas; and bedrooms.

The plan called for traditional materials and the replica-
tion of patterns found on aging neighboring buildings. In
fact, the Apters drove all over Pennsylvania looking at two-
and three-hundred-vear-old stonework. “We were searching
for a certain color,” recalls Helene, “and a lack of uniformi-
tv.” They found a 70something stone mason, who had been
practicing his craft since his boyhood in Italy, to work vintage
magic on their new home.

The three barnlike “wings" of the house come into view along a crushed
redstone driveway. Landscape architect Lisa Roth used fountain grass,
flame grass and feather reed grass to re-create a natural meadow.

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ven after their children left home, the Apters were far
from emptyv-nesters. Their expanding art collection in-
cludes Sean Scully paintings, Alex Katz portraits, even a Red

Grooms sculpture (they call it "Happily Ever Apter”). To
maximize wall space, especially in the vaulted living /dining
area, Ryan set fixed clerestory windows high along the ceiling
line. These expanses of glass are separated by vertical mul-
lions, which, according to Ryan, “connote the feel of an in-
dustrial space while also evoking barn boards.”

“The criteria for both the furnishings and the art we collect
is that they be simple and clean,” says Helene, who has kept
the large 45-foot-long living room remarkably uncluttered.
“Relaxing is not part of my personality,” she says. “Allen and |
don’t sit still, but the artwork and furnishings relax us.” In-
deed, many of the furnishings, designed by Michael Ryan
Architects or bought by Ryan’s wife, Randee Spelkoman, who
works as an interior designer in the firm, have the feel of be-
ing collected pieces rather than mere furniture.

The fireplace and steel beams act as conspicuous sculptural
elements. For Allen, an industrial manufacturer, the idea of
having steel beams in his house was initally unsettling. “I look
at steel all day at work—1I should have to come home and look
at it again?” he says, as both statement and rhetorical ques-
tion. But he and Helene quickly came to admire the exuber-
ant forms. “They outline everything inside,” she says.

Serving as a major focal point of the room is a stainless
steel flue, shrouded by a curtain of chain mail. The mail not
only evokes a gauzy, ghostly image of a massive chimney, but
also diffuses sunshine that spills through a skyvlight. An enter-
tainment unit rises via remote control from the hearth.

Steel beams that course the living/dining area are structural and aesthetic;
they're finished with linseed oil to prevent rusting. The Apters’ collection
includes Robert Mapplethorpe photos in the living room and Robert Longo
paintings (above a dining table by Michae! Ryan Architects).
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he house is defined by textures and pauerns. A geomet-

ric grid of flooring—composed of black slate from Vir-
ginia and bluish-gray and lilac-colored stone from
Pennsvlvania—is introduced at the spacious entrance fover
and runs throughow much of the house. “The idea was 10
create a woven pattern,” says Rvan. “The way the stones join
helps demarcate the living spaces.” A series of 12 interlocking
translucent resin benches, designed by Rvan’s firm, further
emphasizes the rectilinear quality of the entvway. Although a
consistent neutral hue, the benches appear multicolored as
thev absorb any and all adjacent colors.

Ceiling beams, freestanding screens and decorative rues
also help define individual spaces. Off the open-plan kitchen,
a custom-made hooked rug, its vibrant play of circles a foil 1o
the rigorous rectangles of the floors and kitchen countertops,
establishes the boundaries of a spacious breakfast room. Rvan

designed a six-foot-high screen of painted fiberboard panels
to separate the table from a hallway to the master bedroom.

Bevond the kitchen is an intimate seating area with a tele-
vision, a place in the house where the Apters spend most of
their leisure time. The loose grid of wood beams that hangs
there solves the technical problem of trying to light a small
space with a high sloping ceiling: Rather than recessing the
lighting, Ryan installed pinpoint lights on the beams. The
pinpoints are softer and allow for more precise and specific
focus. And in an effort 1o define the room as a kind of interi-
or “porch,” the architect arranged the beams to resemble a
trellis—like the one at the outside entrance,

As is clear from the view from kitchen, the rooms of the house are not

all set at right angles: most windows are uncovered
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he house as a whole functions as a series of private do-

mains. The masier bedroom (top) is situated in a sepa-
rate first-floor wing; the two guest bedrooms are above the
main public space, His and her bathrooms stand on opposite
sides of the master bedroom, where drapelike panels cover
the wall behind the bed.

Even the entrance to the house acts as a separate, albei
outdoor, room: For much of the late summer and early fall,
sweet clematis blooms within the wrellis grid, making for a fra-
grant roof. Other boundary-defining elements of the out-
door entrance include a pond stocked with a school of
orange and white koi, its submerged planter grown tall with
wild grasses: a low-rising stone retaining wall: imposing entry
doors and a windowless wall clad in slate tiles. "My decision to
have no windows on that wall, to keep it blank,” explains
Ryan, “was about providing a kind of monumentality and
scale the rest of the house demanded. And 1 liked the slate
because it worked so well with the stone of the house,”

Perhaps because the owners continue to add to their art
collection and 1o commission furnishings, they consider the
house not ver complete. “Michael's houses evolve,” says
Helene. “They grow and change and each room remains
distinct.” Ryvan thinks of the beach houses he has designed
as “much more temporal” than places he has built inland.
“This house has a sense of permanence I like,” he says. "It's
a house that reaches back in time. but also reaches forward.
The implication of the house, | think, is that it could have
another use a hundred vears [rom now”™—not unlike the
old barns that still stand in neighboring fields. mh

HAVE BEEN GIVING MEAT A RUN FOR

I Big Mac maestro Ray Kroc. had had ‘portobello
mushrooms, beéf cattle around the world would be
grazing easier today. Mushrooms have all the juicy flavor of

meat but none of the heaviness. Grilled, topped with cheese .

and tucked into a bun, they make a burger so satisfying no
fries are needed. But portobello burgers are only the most
obvious example of how mushrooms can pass as meat. All
the wild varieties that are becoming increasingly common
can go just about everywhere beef or pork or chicken can.
So can portobellos, which aren’t even true wild mush-
rooms. Cultivated on farms, they're just a much bigger and
more intense cousin of ﬂ'xe-ddmesti'c button mushrooms sold
everywhere. They're also related to the dark cremini and shii-
takes that have been moving white mushrooms to the side-
lines. And like true mushrooms from the wild (morels, for
instance, which taste almost smoky, or porcini, which are
woodsy), they all have flavors more nuanced than meat.
While true wild mushrooms may seem forbidding,

: they're surprisingly cook-friendly. They're always in season,

either fresh or dried, and they're easy to incorporate into
any meal. Supermarkets now routinely carry cultivated por-
tobellos, shiitakes and oyster mushrooms, but it’s not hard

Oyster Large ivory-colored
mushrooms that grow in clumps and
have a faint seafood taste. 7. Portobello
Oversize cremini with fat, dark, almost
steaklike caps. 8. Shiitake Asian mush-
rooms with a very meaty flavor and
texture. 9. Morel Intensely flavored, dark
brown to almost black with a faintly
smoky taste. 10. Enoki Tiny Japanese
white mushrooms that are mostly stalk;

Porcini Crostini

1 oz. dried parcini
3 tbsp. butter
2 cloves garlic, minced
4 shiitakes, stemmed and chopped
2 tsp. anchovy paste
6 leaves fresh sage, coarsely chopped
1 thsp, tamari or soy sauce
Freshly ground black pepper to taste
4 slices country bread
About 4 oz. very soft Taleggio
