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The Total Landscape:

The Dutch Model in Architecture, Urban Design, and Landscape Design

Recent remarkable economic development
in the Netherlands can be explained as
reflecting the success of the Dutch
approach to management.
known as the "Dutch Model” or "Polder
Model,” it boils down to analyzing

Commonly

problems and finding solutions that are
harmonized with the situation as a whole.
Investigation of the background of the
Dutch Model can shed light on the
foundations of Holland's social and cultural
history, and those foundations are also the
basis of Dutch architecture, urban design,
and landscape design. The purpose of this
feature issue is to throw light on how Dutch
architecture and urban/landscape design
today relate to that basis in the country's
society and culture.

Practicing architects in the Netherlands
often come across this Dutch way of
dealing with situations in view of the
totality. According to the Dutch approach,
for example, nature and the manmade are
not conflicting concepts but are considered
part of an integrated network. The
relationship between the "Green Heart” and
the built-up areas of the Randstad is a good
example. For urbanites in Japan. where
nature and the manmade are often totally
separated and people are accustomed to the
exceptional abundance of nature, it may be
difficult to understand how nature and the
manmade can be dealt with under a single
conceptual framework. For those who live
in a land where even pastures and forests
have been artificially created, however, it is
perfectly reasonable and realistic notion,

environment and the ecosystem.

As we face the dawn of a new century,
the reality of the need to consider nature
and the city (the artificial) as a totality is by
no means limited to the Netherlands alone.
It is now widely recognized that cities are
closely related to their natural environments
and that we can no longer afford to make
judgments and decisions from either point
of view in isolation. The total view is
indispensable.  The difficulty is to create
conceptual, social, and technological
infrastructures that can deal with both

dimensions within one framework.

question applies also to the problems of
architecture vs. urban design and of
architecture vs. society. People in many
fields of endeavor are facing the fact that
problems often cannot be solved and further
development cannot be achieved as long as
one thinks within only a single perspective
or professional framework.

The Dutch Model, which permits us to
break through the established borderlines
between professions and ways of thinking
in order to attain a total conception of the

matter at hand, deserves our close attention.
In discussing the concept for this issue with
the editor and the Dutch specialists we
consulted, we realized that it would have to
do more than simply publish the Duich
designs: attention had to be given to the
relationship of these works to the social
system, to the "Dutch Model." Recent
developments in the Netherlands show that
the borderline between architecture and
urban and landscape-design is gradually
growing less distinct. This is an indication
of the ambition in the Netherlands to create
an integrated framework that embraces all
three realms of activity.

To further illustrate the relationship
between design and society, we have
interspersed among the works of the Dutch
designers pages featuring key words and
key personalities in the world of Dutch
design. The key words were chosen from
among terms presented in a lecture given in
1997 by Toshihisa Nagasaka (see p.26-28

Velsen has built up a substantial oeuvre. He began his career doing house
renovations and shop interiors. Now his oeuvre includes the conversion of
a barracks into new accommodation for the National Academy for Visual
Arts, the University Museum in Utrecht. a cinema complex in Rotterdam,
the extension to the Town Hall in Terneuzen, and various residential pro-
jects. A new building for the Film Academy is currently under construction
in the centre of Amsterdam. Van Velsen's work displays a certain inconsis-
tency. Apart from some less successful experiments, particularly residen-
tial projects. his top works form a majority. Van Velsen's breakthrough
came in 1987 with the completion of the public library in the new town of
Zeewolde. This building combines a disarming simplicity with a struc-
turally and spatially complex solution, an approach found in all his work
Van Velsen is by definition an architect who builds. He is among the few
who never discuss or write about their work and he shuns interviews.

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Landscape architect Adriaan Geuze was one of the founders of West 8 and
is also the most prominent designer in this office, which has acquired a
leading position in the 1990s. West 8 is no ordinary office for landscape
architecture: it is active far beyond the discipline's traditional field of
scope. In addition to designs for gardens and parks, plans for larger land-
scape environments and open space around buildings, West 8 also works
on urban design commissions ranging from the design of public spaces to
master planning, such as the Borneo-Sporenburg residential district in
Amsterdam. As an office for landscape architecture West 8 uses remark-
ably few trees, shrubs and plants. Equally essential components in its reper-
toire are stone, concrete, wood, asphalt, rubber, steel and epoxy, as illus-
trated by the design for the Schouwburgplein in Rotterdam. Projects by
West 8 often rely on a strong idea taken to its logical conclusion. Another
essential ingredient is a laconic sense of humour, which occasionally
degenerates into the banal.

Urban design "Kattenbroek"
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Ashok Bhalotra is the face of Kuiper Compagnons, ever since World War [1
one of the biggest urban planning offices. Originally from India, Bhalotra
rose to prominence with his artistic urban design for Kattenbroek, a resi-
dential district in Amersfoort.

What is exceptional about this district is that each part was given its own
theme. Many different architects were involved in the architectural elabora-
tion of those themes. The thematic approach to designing residential dis-
tricts right down to the smallest units has been much imitated throughout
the Netherlands. This design method is undoubtedly successful as a means
of avoiding anonymity and uniformity. The huge popularity among the gen-
eral public and the residents of Kattenbroek is an indication of its success.
That the quality of some of the architectural aspects is questionable does not
affect that too much. Since Kattenbroek, Bhalotra has made numerous
urban plans in which he deploys the same thematic design miethod.

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The career of Ben van Berkel, whose practice Van Berkel&Bos was recent-
ly renamed UN studio, has undergone ameteoric rise in the space of ten
years. At the end of the 1980s he returned from London. where he studied
at the Architectural Association, in order to set up in Amsterdam. After
anumber of smaller commissions for interiors, acompany office building
and an electricity transformer, he broke through with his architectural
design for the Erasmus Bridge in Rotterdam. Van Berkel is an architect
whose work method and vocabulary deviate from what is customary in the
Nethérlands. His architecture, which leans towards Deconstructivism, is
based on concepts in which the movement of flowing forms is ameans of
producing visual, tactile, and spatial impressions. Van Berkel has astrong
sense of refinement. His buildings are often extremely delicately detailed,
even those that are large in scale. An important force behind his design
practice is his architectural world-view, which he has set out together with
Caroline Bos in numerous publications.

The work of Wiel Arets can be described as acontinuing search for an
abstract minimalism, which, paradoxically enough, is often rather com-
plex. His architecture is rooted in the minimalist tradition that extends from
Ludwig Mies van der Rohe to Tadao Ando. In recent years this abstraction
has been very much in vogue, but Arets was exploring this minimalism
much earlier. After completing mostly small projects from the mid-1980s
onwards, he realized his first major building in the early 1990s. the Acade-
my of Fine Aris in Maastricht. The building is adjusted to its site in the his-
torical city, but at the same time is foreign (o it. Arets himself compares this
building of glass block and concrete to a virus, aforeign body that has pen-
etrated the urban fabric and claimed aplace there.

The play of translucency and transparency that Arets achieves in Maas-
tricht recurs in another form in the glass police stations in Cuyk and Box-
tel, and in acompany office building in Breda.

This ephemeral lightness is pot an aim in itself ; he also achieves amin-
imal abstraction in some buildings that appear monolithic, such as the mas-

sive apartment building in Amsterdam clad in black basalt. (H.Ibelings)
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After having been a partner at OMA for a number of years, Kees Christi-
aanse established his own office. His projects display an unmistakable
reworking of concepts that he himself helped to develop during his time at
OMA. He is active in the fields of architecture and urban planning, which
for him is often the creation of unity on a larger scale. This concern for the
urban dimension is apparent in his buildings where the architecture is
sometimes subordinate to the urban dimension. Christiaanse’s architecture
often has an uncompromizing quality, as illustrated by the bulky appear-
ance of the brick school built on the Kop van Zuid in Rotterdam. The same
is true of the urban plan for the GWL Area, where he required that all build-
ings in this neighborhood be built using one type of brick. (H.Ibelings)

I always feel uneasy when 1 am asked to
explain Dutch culture and media to visitors -
or, as now, to the readers of foreign magazines.
Physically, and culturally, everything in
Holland seems to be laid out openly for all to
see - 'man-made Holland' in which everything
from the landscape to the postage stamps seems
to have been designed in a rational way. Here
too is laisser faire Holland - where
outrageous behaviour is tolerated and nobody
even closes their curtains....

Well, maybe. But if I have learned one thing
from living in several different countries it is
never o trust first impressions. This is certainly

true of The Netherlands. The appearance of

cultural conformity and physical order here
can be highly misleading.

In the following words | explore one
particular field where contradictions in Dutch
culture abound: the relationship between
media and physical infrastructure.

Holland as a city

The Spanish economist Manuel Castells talks
about the networked economy as a "space of
flows". His brilliant metaphor certainly helps us
understand Amsterdam.The Durch capital city
confronts the visitor with different levels of

perceptual confusion. Physically, it is old and
small , with only 700,000 inhabitants - so you
would think it would be easy 1o find your way
around. But Amsterdam's horse-shoe shaped
canals act like faulty compasses, and lead
strangers in long detours. But that is only the
start.In planning and economic terms,
Amsterdam is is only one small part of a larger
¢ity - The Randstad - which encompasses
Rotterdam and The Hague. For 30 years, Dutch
planners have acted on the basis that Holland
is one big city. This megacity has its own
airport - Schiphol, one of Europe’s busiest - and
its own port, Rotterdam, which is the world's
busiest. In this context the ‘old Amsterdam’ that
most tourists associate with The Netherlands is
rather like the old quarter of Vienna or Berlin:
quaint, but insignificant.

The relative unimportance of the old city
centres in Holland is the result of changing
patterns of trade, the rise and fall of different
economic interests, and the impact of new
technologies on mobility and communications.
Schiphal Airport, for example, is in many ways
more sophiticated than the city it allegedly
'serves’. As with all airport terminals, it is one
of the most media-saturated places on earth -

made more complex by the presence of tens of

thousands of people - tired, stressed. and
befuddled by hours in the air,- moving
constantly from one transport system to
another. Making an airport easy-to-use for
passengers is an enormous challenge which
Schiphol masters with ease. The quality of
Dutch transport infrastructures is one reason
The Economist magazine said recently that the
Netherlands would replace Hong Kong as the
world's most attractive business location by the
year 2002.

From main port to brain port

Dutch people take it for granted they will
redesign the landscape - and even nature itself,
The whole country is a never-ending design
project. Continuous and heavy investment in
transport and logistics infrastructure is part of
an economic strategy nicknamed 'Holland
Main Port' . The idea is to make the entire
country a transport and logistics hub for
Europe. At Schiphol alone, hundreds of
thousands of square metres of new buildings
are being developed to support the booming -
some say out-of-control - air-freight business.
But Schiphol is only one element of an
immense transformation. All over the country,
enormous warehouses and freight interchanges
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are being built at the intersection between rail,
road and water routes.

This enormous but relatively unpublicised
investment programme is a break with the
country's heritage as a trading nation. In the
past, for example in the 'Golden Age'. Holland
invested lightly in terms of capital investment.
The ships which carried valuable cargo back
from the colonies were expensive - but far less
s0 than the goods they carried. One shipload of
black pepper was worth as much as the ship
itself.

Today. in contrast, The Netherlands is
investing in a fixed and capital intensive
infrastructre to support the *process* of trade
which marks a significant break with the
country's mercantile tradition.

The 'mainport Holland' strategy is highly
controversial with environmentalists, for whom
the eco impact of mobility is always damaging.
But promoters of the so-called 'knowledge
economy’ are also becoming very critical of a
policy based on higher levels of investment in
hardware than in software. Critics of the
physical infrastructure boom argue for an
alternative policy of "Holland as brainport' - not
Holland as main port. The focus of investment
should be on media, information and
communication, they say - not on roads, ports
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and runways.

But government policy makers face a
problem. Over 30 years, the Dutch state has
become a world leader in the development of
physical infrastructure - from dykes to airports.
But attempts to spend money on the
knowledge infrastructure® meet with failure.
Ministers find it hard to identify qualifying
projects. In 1998, for example, the government
announced a one-off 'windfall tax' of f60
billion ($30 billion) on the country’s gas
industry - a vast pot of money made available
for 'special infrastructure projects’. After
request for suggestions from different
ministries of how to spend this money - less
than five per cent was finally allocated to
information-based projects such as libraries, or
connectivity programmes in schools. The rest -
some 95 per cent - was allocated to further
expansion of hard infrastrucure such as
extensions to Schiphol and a new North-South
railway line.

Cyber-city Amsterdam

The irony is that although government policy
finds it hard to grapple with the information
economy, small businesses do not. So high is
the level of activity among 1,300 internet and
multimedia companies that have sprung up in
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Amsterdam that CNN recently described it as
"Europe's cyber city". Many global players are
making Amsterdam their European centre of
operations: recent arrivals have included Cisco
systems and Forester Research.

As the multinationals move in, most Dutch
web production companies remain small and
determinedly independent. The notion of media
as cultural, and not just economic, practice, is
pervasive. This sets the Dutch scene apart from
the USA,where the most dynamic and
innovative web companies have been bought by,
or merged with, much larger communications,
IT or marketing companies during the past 18
months. Neither the existence nor its cultural
and economic significance of the multimedia
sector is well understood by Dutch policy
makers.Yet Dutch media culture makes a
tremendous contribution to the 'information
society’ project. Dutch artistic and cultural
practice emerging in relationto new tech-
nologies is, by its very nature, diverse,
independent, and interdisciplinary. It comprises
both production and research. Its practitioners
develop creative ways to use new information
and communication technologies. Artists are
often advanced users of new technologies; their
feedback is proving valuable to developers of
hardware and software. And interdisciplinarity,
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which is a goal of industry and education,
already exists in a community which routinely
spans art and science. Co-operation between
artists.designers,
programmers. software developers and many
others, is part of its everyday practice. Dutch
media culture also fosters new ways of
thinking about technology.its applications and
its consequences. Artists, who are by nature
critical, ask important questions. Artists,
designers and independent researchers in media
culture regularly develop innovative interface
designs, databases, VR technologies,
groupware and many other applicationsAbove
all. in relation to ICT. they ask "what is this
stuff for?"

Real-time, real-world

The involvement of users in the design and
creative process is another specific and
important aspect of media culture in The
Netherlands. Important research related to ICT
takes place in The Netherlands outside of
industrial and academic laboratories.Face-to-
face contact in public events is an important
part of this dynamic. Dutch media culture
contributes to the construction and
transformation of new partly virtual public
spaces, in which ICT is used to enhance social
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contact and enliven otherwise dead areas of the
city.

Dutch media culture also fosters new ways of
learning. A lot of media culture activity takes
place in informal learning environments such
as museums, science centres and local
communities. It will never be easy to change
formal education (schools. colleges. universities)
- but media culture can have a beneficial
impact from the outside. Media culture is. by
its nature, critical of purely commercial
agendas for new technology. This simple act of
asking social and political questions enriches
the debate about the purpose and meaning of
innovation.

The Dutch media cultural community fosters
critical discussions about the social and
political consequences of technological change.
Particular concerns in the Dutch scene are:
-The danger that the agendas for the
Information Society are purely commercial.
-The danger of homogenisation and the
Disneyification of European culture.

-The danger that culture may be understood
only in terms of entertainment.

-The need to understand the fundamental
transformation of the public domain through
privatisation.

- The need to protect democratic control and
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cultural diversity.

-The challenges of privacy, cryptography and
copyright - which are cultural as much as legal
issues.

Dutch media culture contests the idea that the
Information Society entails an ever tighter
convergence of global players. A better vision.
certainly in Europe. is freedom for individuals
and small groups to operate in an open media
environment alongside the large. commercially
oriented companies.

A good example of this thinking exists in the
'Virtual Platform' - a loose association of eight
small but dynamic design and research centres
that advise the government on its multimedia
and internet policy but do not attempt to set up
enormous centralised buildings, projects or
budgets.

Connected communities

As in many countries, information technology
in The Netherlands is transforming markets for
travel, education.entertainment. news and
information, health care, social interaction,
trade. From play and learning in childhood,
through new forms of work as adults, 1o self-
help in old-age, a vast and largely untapped
market is opening up as new forms of social
communication and community are explored.
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Take the example of so-called 'informal
communieation’ - sharing jokes. teasing each
other, asking what kind of day you've had.
These are an an important part of everyday life
but modes of commmunication largely ignored
by TelCos. Most families also do a lot of
comunicating to organise and schedule shared
resources: car pools and school runs in the
morning; ferrying kids to sporting events after
school: getting in touch for help with
homework in the evening. A bhig proportion of
the 100 billion minutes of telephone calls
made each year are short-distance - so the
market for any service that adds value to local,
intra-community communications is potentially
vast. This is why a country like The
Nethertlands, with its deep-rooted care for the
wiy communities operate and flourish, is so
interested in these services for 'connected
communities'.

The consequences of an ageing population
are a good example of where huge demand for
‘connected community' services are emerging.
More than 50 per cent of European adults will
soon be older than 50 - and products and
services are needed not just to meel the
changing practical needs of older people - but.
more importantly, to help ‘them’' - or soon, us -
us look after each other. For older people,
SD9902
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technology as a means to better communica-
tions are probably more important than high-
tech physical aids. Research in Europe has
demonstrated that betler communications can
reduce the use made by older people of thighly
expensive) welfare services. But the alternative
connected communuity services must be easy-
to-use.

Designing communication infrastructures and
interfaces that are easily used by older people is
an important focus of projects such as
Presence.

A growing proportion of new media projects in
The Netherlands are based in and among real
communities. In "Presence”. scenarios and
pilots for new communication and media
services are developed. Its activitieés bring
together an understanding of people and
communities, the generation of new interaction
concepts, and the deployment of novel
technological solutions to implement them. The
key here is 1o make citizens the subject. not the
object. of innovation, Using such techniques as
scenarios, stories and visualisation, new ideas
are tried out as ‘'social fiction'. not as science
fiction.

Presence involves researchers from many
different backgrounds and perspectives in a
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unique partnership. They include interactive
system and technology developers: interaction
and product designers outlining new concepis:
interactive media artists developing new media
forms: human and social scientists achieving
new insight into the relationship between users
and technology.

The idea in these leading -edge projects is to
move beyond conventional thinking on
interaction design found in today's consumer
electronic products and personal computers.
New services to improve the functioning of
communities is moving centre-stage in
discussions about innovation, learning, and the
knowledge economy in The Netherlands. We
are beginning to understand that innovation is a
social process that involves complex
interactions between individuals, communities.
and citizens. Fostering these complex
interactions brings ‘'soft' aspects of
communication design to the fore.These 'soft’
aspects concern the constantly changing flows
of people and ideas that characterise a dynamic
community.

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Since the early 1980s Jan Benthem and Mels Crouwel have headed an
office that was initially labelled as High-Tech, popular at the time. Their
preference for steel space-frames and prefab panels was seen as proof of this
categonzation. A demonstrative penchant for high technology is rarely per-
ceptible in their current work. What has remained, however, is an affinity
with contemporary industrial products and a concern for pure simplicity and
structural logic. In almost twenty years Benthem Crouwel have built up a
substantial oeuvre that includes a number of private houses and residential
projects, but the emphasis is on commercial and industrial projects. Impor-
tant works include the ongoing expansion and transformation of Schiphol
Airport, large office buildings in Schiphol, Amsterdam and The Hague. and
a parking garage and hall for pop concerts in Tilburg where Benthem
Crouwel have also converted a former textile factory into a museum.

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The architecture of Willem Jan Neutelings and Michiel Riedijk is rooted in
apeculiarly unfashionable idiom and is typified by alogic pushed to the
extreme. These two features give their work alarge measure of singularity.
The oeuvre of Neutelings Riedijk includes various houses and apariment
complexes in the Netherlands and Belgium, commercial and educational
buildings, and two fire stations. Typical of these projects is arather ungain-
ly aesthetic, which gives the buildings aponderous quality. Moreover, the
architecture, and certainly the residential work, shows atendency towards
typological experimentation. Acase in point is the project in Amsterdam
for two four-story housing blocks with apartments on each level where
each apartment has its own front door at street-level. Agood example of the
radical logic with which Neutelings Riedijk tackle design tasks is the Min-
naert Building, afaculty building for the University of Utrecht. Here the
programme is divided into two types of space, usable space and circulation.
Almost all circulation is gathered into one large space situated above the
lecture rooms. This hall has alarge impluvium, abasin that collects rainwa-

ter and serves as alow-tech means of cooling the building. (H.Ibelings)
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Architecture for the Second Modernity

Bart Lootsma

From the end of the nineteen eighties on. there
have been some major changes in Dutch
architecture, that are due (o globalization and
individualization on the one hand and the
congestion of The Netherlands on the other. It
is interesting, however, to see that in the
ninetees these changes caused a new awareness
about themes and issues that are
quintessentially Dutch. be it that they are not
always so clearly visible. Even i an important
part of contemporary Dutch architecture,
urbanism and landscape architecture
superficially seems to continue to use the
discoveries of the Modern Movement as a kind
of toolkit, it is more than radically different

from it at the same time.

In one of the latest issues of A+U on Dutch
architecture. Peter Buchanan presents recent
Dutch architecture as merely a McLuhanian
sunset effect’ of modernism. because of what he
sees as "relative indifference to context. the
emphasis on invention for its own sake. the
tendency to the graphic and the visual rather
than the physical and tactile, and many other
factors”. 1) The problem is that the context
Dutch architects work in is a different and
much more specific one one than Buchanan
expects it to be: that they are simply forced by
this context to come up with new solutions; that
the graphic and visual only play a role in the
communication process that leads to a design:
and the truth is that there are hardly any
contemporary architects that are more physical
and tactile than for example NOX and Van
Berkel & Bos -maybe not the physicality and
tactility Buchanan likes to see, but one based
on the latest constructive and climatological
technologies and media.

Of course the Dutch landscape stll clearly
shows the traces of large-scale modernist
interventions that were for the largest part
realized after the second World War. They can
be seen in the layout of the polders, that were
literally largely shaped by the vision of De
Stijl-member and CIAM-president Cornelis
Van Eesteren, who was also responsible for the
extensions of Amsterdam from the nineteen
twenties on. They can be seen in the
agricultural areas, that were reorgianized and
redesigned on the basis of the Land
Consolidation Law from 1945 and they can be
seen in the dams and dikes that were built along
the coast and the rivers according to the Delta-
act of 1953. And of course the image of The
Netherlands is still largely dominated by

modernist buildings and quarters that were
realized in the period of reconstruction. But this
period is clearly over. Not only the optimistic
atmosphere in which all these gigantic projects
were realized, but the whole political and
juridical system recently underwent a major
change that forces the Dutch to enter a Second
Meodernity -which is something radically
different than a sécondhand modernism. It was
Rem Koolhaas who questioned the Dutch
modern tradition already so radically in a
symposium he organized in 1990 at the TU
Delft. that no serious Dutch architect would
dare to simply continue that without asking
some fundamental questions. Modernism in the
sense Buchanan uses it became a dirty word
since than, almost an insult. 2) Instead of that
came a serious interest in issues that deal with
modernity: the whole complex of contemporary
factors and forces that shape our lives and our
society, from the sociological to the
technological. Architects try to produce
buildings that will accommodate these new
developments.

After the Second World War, The Netherlands
developed into a typically European welfare
state’, in which the government tried to play a
crucial role in almost all the aspects regarding
the well-being of all its citizens: from housing.
culture and education to social and medical
security and more; and just as well by means of
immediate financing as by means of laws.
regulations and planning. This welfare state
came under fire. First in the nineteen seventies.
when The Netherlands went through a process
of radical democratization, resulting in extreme
forms of advocacy planning in architecture and

urbanism. And after that a second wave of

criticism followed in the nineteen eighties. This
was partly because of global political and
economical developments. The unification
process of Europe will finally lead to the
disappearance of national borders and therefore
the laws of the different countries have to be
adapted to each other. The different currencies
will disappear and be replaced by the ECU. The
process that leads to this one currency has
consequences for the national budget and for
that reason The Netherlands can no longer
afford costly subsidies on public housing.
These subsidies ceased to exist in 1994, which
has as a consequence that the state no longer
has the absolute control over planning
activities: the market suddenly plays a decisive
role and this results suddenly in an increased
demand for individual houses. In a different

way the welfare state remains present in
countless new rules and regulations, in
advocacy and in jurisprudence, but it is not so
clearly recognizable any more. The society has
become a complex field of mobile forces', as
Van Berkel & Bos call them. 3) Sociologists
like Ulrich Beck. Anthony Giddens and Scotl
Lash see this new situation as a Second
Modernity. 4) One might be tempted to see
this situation as comparable to the horizontal
organization' in some companies, but I would
say that is to idealistic. Onc never deals just
with individuals, but they almost always
represent abstract systems' (as Anthony
Giddens calls them) of expertise and power or
they are confronted with or protected by these
systems. For the architect. this means for
example that he does not deal with a context
that is just morphologically or typologically
determined any more. but thiat to this context
several invisible layers of rules. regulations and
demands from different parties are added. This
could be regulations about climate, noise, light,
safety, fire, etc., but also demands from people
that want to live in their own highly
individually customized house or from
neighbors that want to keep a view or privacy.
and so on and so on. It was OMA that started a
design method that was largely based on the
visualization of these kind of additional spatial
building envelopes. but it is MVRDV that
systematically investigates the possibilities and
impossibilities they produce in their
DATASCAPES. In fact. all the projects of
MVRDV are a result of these kind of
investigations. The traces of all the different
layers of datascapes always remain somehow
visible in the final result, that often looks
fragmented or even cartoon like. Van Berkel &
Bos use a similar input, but they treat the data
in the computer in such a way that they produce
a much more coherent, continuous, smooth and
synthetic result. One could say that where
MVRDYV use the computer to produce a Kind of
spatial spreadsheets and statistics. Van Berkel
& Bos are more interested in morphing
techniques. But whatever technique architects
may be interested in, this is not because they
just want to invent for the invention. They are
forced to come up with seemingly radical
solutions, because of the increasing congestion
of The Netherlands. that have today the same
population density than Japan, probably even a
higher one. This puts the system under high
pressure.

The many parties involved in any architectural
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or urban project in The Netherlands also lead to
a situation in which there always has to be a lot
of overleg'. Overleg is a word that seems to be
typically Dutch and has no exact equivalent in
English. I will therefore use the description that
I found in a book on the Dutch customs and
etiquette by Hunt Janin: "A literal translation
would be "to consult together”, but the British
phrase "in conference” is more to the point.
Overleg is a slow, consensus-building exercise
in which everyone at a meeting has the
aopportunity to participate. Teamwork is
important here. The goal is not to rubber stamp
the chairperson’s own preference for Solution A
but to exchange information and to hammer out
a workable compromise which all the
participants can endorse. Reaching a decision
by this process can be time-consuming, but the
Dutch believe that things move faster in the
long run if the chairperson can announce with
pleasure, de klokken zijn gelijk gezet -the
clocks are all showing the same time, i.e. we all
agreed on Solution B." 5) Of course, a lot of
negotiating and compromising is involved here,
that more than often leads to halfhearted and
unclear results. On the other hand this culture
of overleg and consensus has also lead to a
situation in which employers and employees
can negotiate together not only about this year's
wages, but are also able to think about
developments over a longer period of time. In
this Poldermodel" as it has become known it
can even happen that workers' unions
themselves do not want the highest possible
result for this year. but voluntarily ask for less.
because this will create more work and a more
sustainable economy in the long run. The same
kind of overleg works between cities and
investors and between contractors and
architects. This is also why Dutch architecture
and urbanism should never be read as a kind of
story of individual heroes that are just by
themselves capable of producing these wild and
outrageous buildings -how much some of them
still like to play that role and how much it is
perceived that way from abroad. Dutch
architects are not so much creative individual
geniuses that control the planning process from
the beginning to the end, or from the first
sketch to the detail, but the outstanding Dutch
architects are the ones that know to find the
right place in a process, like a surfer knows
which are the right waves or like a striker in
soccer that has developed a feeling for where
the ball will come, anticipating a long series of
passes from his team mates, teasing some
defenders maybe. and finally scoring.
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Globalization certainly plays a more crucial
role in The Netherlands than in other Western
European countries. Sitvated in the delta of
several rivers -the Rhine, the Meuse and the
Schelde- The Netherlands have always been an
important main port for the rest of Europe.
After the second World War, Rotterdam even
became the largest port in the world and The
Netherlands still have the highest density of
trucks in Europe. With the increased individual
mobility because of car traffic, the
intensification of air travel and -transport and
the new media networks the position of The
Netherlands as the Main Port' to Europe is
however under pressure. In the current situation
of a radical advocacy planning as described
above and the increasing congestion it is
difficult to take radical measures to improve or
reinforce this position. The Netherlands are still
not really linked to the networks of high speed
trains in Germany and France, because it has
appeared difficult to fix the route of the new
railway lines. The same happened with routes
for new cargo trains to Germany. Traffic jams
torture the inhabitants and visitors of the
western part of Holland. The national airport,
Schiphol, can not expand any more on its
present location because of political pressure
from environmentalists -probably it will be
moved to an artificial island in the North Sea.
And our national pride, the Rotterdam harbor,
is difficult to manage and to expand because of
the fact that it has proven easier to establish
borough councils in Rotterdam itself than to
form a larger administrative unit. a kind of city-
province including all cities and villages along
the port. But another option could be that the
Rotterdam harbor would develop more into a
kind of global control center, that, like a flight
control center, would control all shipping
movements all over the world by means of a
satellite tracking system. That would make it
possible to make a much more efficient use of
physical space in the harbor. just like systems
that are used for industrial just in time'
production, and still would enable Rotterdam to
play a leading role in shipping

The networks of abstract systems of rules and
regulations, urban frontiers and advocacy
planning have become so tight and suffocating
that some people have the feeling they block
the economical development of the country or
simply reduce the individual freedom too
much. The last couple of years several
architects and even artists came up with
different proposals for free zones that vaguely

remind of the special economical zones in
China, that are completely organized to
produce a climate for free trade. Adriaan Geuze
and West 8 proposed a series of Innovation and
Acceleration zones along the port of
Rotterdam, around Schiphol, in Zuidelijk
Flevoland (the most recently developed
IJsselmeerpolder) and near Maastricht in the
extreme south of the country. In their vision,
the optimistic atmosphere of growth and
innovation of the nineteen fifties could revive.
Rem Koolhaas and OMA developed a similar
polemical plan for the Rotterdam harbor,
named MAASVLAKTE -note the dollar
symbol instead of the S- in which a large part
of the current social and planning laws would
be suspended. And last but not least the artist
Joep van Lieshout wants to have his own
autarchical commune in the Rotterdam harbor
area, where he would slaughter his own pigs
and provide his own law and order by means of
the guns he produces himself. Whether these
projects will be realized or not, the tendencies
that are manifested through them show that the
process of radical transformation or the Dutch
sociely is not over yet. So maybe there will be
even more extreme architectural projects to be
expected in the near future -or none at all.

Behind the five letters of MVRDV, established in 1991, are three architects
responsible for some of the most notable recent buildings in the Nether-
lands I Winy Maas, Jacob van Rijs, and Nathalie de Vries, Since the early
1990s they have been creating astir with their original ideas about architec-
ture and urban design. Among their completed projects are porters' lodges
for De Hoge Veluwe national park, housing for the elderly in Amsterdam-
Osdorp, and office buildings for the VPRO and RV U broadcasting compa-
nies in Hilversum. They have designed the Dutch pavilion for the Expo
2000 in Hannover.

Their architecture can be described as the design of spatial puzzles,
which they devise and solve with equal ingenuity. With acurious mixture
of pragmatism and intractability, MVRDYV continually manage to produce
unexpected results, They combine an inventive handling of building pro-
grammes and of rules and regulations with an irony common to other
Dutch architects, most notably Rem Koolhaas, with whom two of the three
worked for some time. MVRDV recently published the book "FARMAX",
acollection of their buildings. designs. studies, and written work by them-
selves and others.
