v isual vacuum 
Ours is a visual world. In Japan, wc don't read 
and write as fluently as we wish. When we 
arrived, we couldn't even speak the language; 
that means that visuals are everything. Arriving 
in T o k y o tor the first t ime and trying to 
understand directions or explanations from 
people who only spoke Japanese was tough. 
But by tuning into their facial expressions and 
gesrures we somehow got the gist, 
understanding, without understanding. 
We picked up our first project within a tew 
weeks of arriving in Japan, and although we 
could point at the drawings and models we 
could not really explain our intentions. As a 
result, the work had to speak for itself. The 
drawings and models had to convex' everything 
we wanted to say. I t was l ike enter ing a 
competition; the work has to he understood 
without any verbal explanation. In fact, it's just 
like a building: It should speak for itself. The 
architect can't stand outside explaining the 
concept behind it. 

We're designers. Not surprisingly, we have 
heightened visual sensibilities. But in this so-
called vacuum that we call Japan, we mainly 
perceive the visual world around us. These 
sensibilities are heightened to extremes. 
Through these eyes, we see Japan and its pop 
culture in all its glory. The booms - puri kura, 
hel lo k i t ty , i -mode (over a mi l l i on new 
subscribers last month alone), cinna-hon rolls 
(queues of up to 45 minutes for these pastries 
are common- this month ! ) and razor 
kickboards -all express the now-ness of I okyo. 
The life cycle of these booms is ever shorter. 
Drink cans and the varieties of chocolate bars 
change as fast as the skin and hair colour of 
Shibuya girls. 

Within this context, we constantly search for a 
tresh approach. Each project embodies this 
moment. We aren't afraid of now. Materials, 
forms and colours that express this "now"' can, 
over time, become classics. Just look at the 
mini car or the mini skirt; both vividly express 
the swinging sixties. Yet both have become 
classics. 

misty v is ions 
After studying and working in Europe and the 
U S , it was very clear that the design process in 
the West is different from that in Japan. The 
Western approach is more linear; the vision is 
visible at the outset. There is a straight line 
from concept to completion. I he Japanese 
approach meanders. There is discovery and 
testing en route and a feel ing that every 
solution should be exhausted before the final 
one is chosen. H a v i n g worked in both 
environments, we can say that both are right 
and both are valid. 
For us, the idea and strength of the init ial 
vision is very important. It may be a simple 
gesture, as in the case of Vrooom! a super-car 

garage, a single ribbon of road sweeps back 
onto itself and forms the roof, lo r pika pika 
pretzel, the vision came from the material, a 
silver, high-performance balloon fabric. Our 
toilet seat design came from a simple word play 
on the Japanese word for toilet seat -benza-
which lead to the form of the seat cover to 
become two arms - which once lifted read on 
the underside 'Banzai', thus the Banzai Benza 
was born. 
Although there is a vision, there is no clearly 
defined goal. We think of it like a mist. As wc 
move along the design path, a whole host of 
external influences causes the mist to slowly 
condense. Eventually, it torms a pure drop of 
water. 
The externd influences inform and steer the 
vision, clarifying it more and more. We try to 
keep the vision simple and pure, and rather 
than force every new- idea or influence into a 
single design, we filter them so that they 
embody the vision and the moment. Making 
the right choices takes rigour and discipline. 
That said, our projects are not designed by 
commit tee; we are not t ry ing to please 
everyone. Ra ther we l ike to express the 
project's particularities in the clearest manner, 
whilst pleasing and entertaining ourselves at 
the same time. The projects we enjoy most are 
always enjoyed by the client, it's a subliminal 
process. Needless to say an appropriate 
response to the project brief, site conditions, 
budget, materials, clients requests, trends - all 
in f luence and c la r i fy the v i s i on . Sty les, 
signature elements, even the question of good 
or bad taste are not present in our process. 

eyes wide open 
In one ot his recent exhibitions, Paul Smith 
said 'if you cannot find inspiration around you. 
then you are not looking hard enough.' He was 
right on. Our inspiration comes from the most 
unlikely places; when we least expect it. All we 
can do is keep our eyes open. 
Travel and a mu l t i cu l tu ra l background 
enhances this viewing process. When we return 
to London , we now see things we never 
noticed before, l ike ch imneys, big, th ick 
subway tickets and phone cards, road works 
during the daytime and the parked cars that 
line nearly every residential street. Most ot the 
shops in London now seem dully lit; most 
don't seem to have enough shelves or goods. 
The truth is the shops in Tokyo are so brightly 
lit and so tightly packed with goods that the 
London ones suffer in comparison, liven an 
ind iv idua l ' s pr ivate space al lowance is 
different. Once, we couldn't get on a Piccadilly 
line underground train.which wasn't even halt 
full by Tokyo standards, people pushed us 
back onto the platform because they thought 
it was too full! 

Being able to perceive these differences when 
you cannot really see them is important. We 

are still amazed by all the fish tanks at Tokyo's 
underground ticket wickets, and more amazed 
that people look after them. After mapping 
their locarions for a web-based exhibition, we 
discovered that most Japanese people don't 
even notice them! We hope people notice the 
care taken at construction sites to make them 
look nice, the flowers and greenery printed on 
temporary building hoardings (sometimes even 
real flower pots are used), but it is almost taken 
for granted. But then again no one would ever 
donate an old sofa or chair to a bus-stop in 
Europe. 
Small things, like the way ticket-dispensing 
machines on public buses take back the last 
ticket when the door closes, fascinate us, as do 
odd inventions. Machines that automatically 
put the condom on your umbrel la when 
entering a shop on a rainy day are ridiculous -
yet convenient at the same time. How did we 
ever live without them? We once said that we 
would leave Tokyo when we stopped seeing 
new things. Yet every day we see some new 
invention or idea; it's probably why we are still 
here! 
So to find inspiration in the ordinary it is 
necessary to look at it from a series of different 
angles. Collaborating with other people helps 
us find more view points. Structural engineers, 
graphic designers, balloon manufacturers -
even brewers: each brings another view to a 
project. Deluxe, the studio space we share with 
five other companies, brings us into contact 
with an even wider range of views and helps us 
crystallize our vision. 
In every project we look for a twist, something 
that will make you think, that will make you 
smile, that will make the project come alive. It 
may be from the use of a material, a certain 
form, a certain colour or a simple analogy. 
Even in the most mundane of projects, a 
simple twist can lift the finished project into 
something desirable, something magical. 
Someone said our work is like hiragana, the 
Japanese phonet ic text characters. Kan j i 
characters have a f ixed meaning and are 
difficult to read. Hiragana on the other hand is 
easi ly read and has no f ixed or impl ied 
meaning. In a way the added meaning comes 
from your imagination. Children initially learn 
Japanese through hiragana. Hiragana is about 
sounds and gestures. It expresses the notion ot 
spoken Japanese, whereas kanji expresses the 
notion ot written Japanese. Our office runs on 
the spoken word, not the written word. Our 
designs are based not on written concepts but 
visual ideas, words, sounds and gestures. And 
like hiragana we hope our work is simple, easily 
understood and tun. 
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Vrooom! 
Vrooom! 
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One of the best things about this project w a s being picked up at the station in one of the clients exotic machines and being taken for a test drive! The 

client, a super-car enthusiast asked us to design a garage for his collection of Italian and his wife's German cars. He w a s looking for an environment to 

match his sophist icated Alpha Romeos, Lancias, Maseratis and Ferraris. The challenge w a s , to house six beautiful cars on a long and narrow site, while 

incorporating a study and v iewing area on an upper level. The garage floor, conceived as a continuous strip swings up and becomes the roof, forming a 

photo-studio like backdrop for the cars, while generating a flowing aerodynamic shape. Window mullions act as mini columns supporting the roof, and 

the profiled steel roof functions as both the roof beams and stiffening membrane, very much like the structure of a car, where the roof is supported on 

the w indow frames. W e could only build on 6 0 % of the site, so the other 4 0 % is covered by a convertible roof taking the car analogy even further. 

The space is intentionally neutral so the cars become the focus within the space. Up-lighters w a s h the roof with light so the cars are lit indirectly, 

avoiding pin spots and glare from direct lighting. From the upper level it is possible to look down on the curvacious lines of the cars. This viewing area 

is also a comfortable study wh ich looks out to the entrance side. 

The convertible roof, w h e n open completely changes the buildings appearance to the street. In the fully open position one leaf of the folded roof 

becomes vertical, dramatical ly doubling the height of the facade on the street. This vertical leaf also ac ts as a privacy screen preventing direct v iews 

from the neighbours into the study area.

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"I'm looking for a silver lilo. 34 meters long, 6 m high, 1m wide" w a s something like the conversation w e n t wi th Cameron Balloons in Bristol. This w a s 

the second stage of a hoarding w e had been commissioned to design on Omotesando, Tokyo's C h a m p s E lysees . Often in Tokyo, you only notice a 

building once it has been demolished. Most buildings exist as anonymous parts of the ci tyscape, and it is only on discovering a temporary fence and 

it s patch of neatly raked soil that you pause to try and recall the building that w a s there - in most c a s e s in vain. 

International developer Veloqx asked us to design a temporary hoarding for this prominent site in Harajuku. W e have a l w a y s been impressed by the 

irony of Japanese hoardings wh ich are covered with prints of f lowers, woodland scenes or luscious ivy, so this w a s our chance . 

This being their first Tokyo development, Veloqx wanted to use the site's 34 meter frontage to create something eye-catching and unusual , both to 

announce their arrival in J a p a n and to raise awareness of the site. 

The project w a s in two stages, one design for the demolition hoarding and one for a feature hoarding whi le the ground works were undertaken. 

During the demolition phase, because of the noise, dust and the trucks we simply wrote 'sumimasen' , J a p a n e s e for 'sorry' in large letters. The client 

w a s also keen to let prospective tenants how wide the frontage of the building w a s , so w e used the manga construction characters, seen bowing on 

most construction hoardings, but here they are 4 m high and are holding a tape to measure the 34m long frontage. After the building w a s demolished, 

phase two of the hoarding w a s inflated. 

Having only a limited budget, and having worked with inflatables before, we knew that this w a s the w a y to achieve the biggest physical impact. J u s t 

to erect a large area of plywood and paint it would not have been much cheaper, "pika pika" is Japanese for "shiny", the pretzels are made of the s a m e 

high-tech fabric as the high altitude round-the-world balloons. Holes act as w e b s tying the inflatable's s ides together and also help reduce w i n d 

loadings. Made of translucent fabric, the holes glow after dark w h e n theinflatables are internally lit. 
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A s w e move deeper into the digital age books literally take more of a peripheral role which lead to the cloister of books around the new information 

centre. The books are still cherished but are somewhat mystified by the opaque glass screens and are moved "out of focus" making space for a lively 

information hub in the centre. The cloister effect is highlighted by w a r m lighting, while the central s p a c e remains coolly lit to reflect the screen based 

activities of computers, videos, satellite broadcasts and w e b browsing. Billboard size graphics on the glass screens clearly indicate different areas of 

interest so no one becomes overwhelmed by the multitude of information sources whether books, magazines, pamphlets, posters, screens or counter 

based services. 

A swiveling bench line a l lows the Information Lounge to be open at all t imes while restricting a c c e s s to the library area, but without loosing the 

overall impression of openness. W h e n the library is open the benches can be rotated in various configurations, like pinball flippers allowing people to 

walk through or take a seat to wa tch the B B C World Service. N e w s from the BBC World Service constant ly f lows in from all directions, taking its 

expression in two flat screen L C D monitors. The screens are mounted on the benches like satellite dishes picking up n e w s from around the world. 
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p ro jec t : b a s e b a l l g round she l te r , t e n n i s c o u r t s h e l t e r , b b q s h e l t e r , v e g e t a b l e s t a n d

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Memories of going into a garden or greenhouse in spring and seeing all those little white name tags poking out of the soil, where hopefully a few 

w e e k s later green sprouts would appear, are deeply ingrained in our minds. The billboards in this project are those name tags, locating 6 buildings in 

the hills of Nagano. 

The buildings are scat tered in the extensive grounds of a long boomerang shaped outward bound centre designed by Toyo Ito. The ser ies of small 

buildings act as storage or ancillery facilities to the main building. A barbeque shelter, with grills, tables and toilets, two storage shelters for the tennis 

courts, a 3 0 m long curved baseball pavilion, an agricultural research shelter and a self-serve-shelter for selling vegetables. All of the shelters have 

huge billboards at tached to them, showing colourful educational graphics of f lowers, plants and vegetables wh ich grow in the area and their life 

cyc les . 

The billboards and roofs are made from 'Made of Waste ' sheets, compressed recycled plastic from the UK. The billboards are made from industrial 

w a s t e from a yogurt pot company and the roofs are made from plastic coffee cups from office vending machines . This material, like plastic litter in the 

countryside does not rot and disappear, but in this instance it is a distinct advantage. The billboards and roofs are maintenance free, they do not rot, 

don't need painting, and at the end of their life they can be recycled again! 

The sides of each pavilion are clad with full height expanded metal cages, filled with compost , pine cones or empty drink cans , thus becoming vertical 

land art wal ls .

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The gaudy Deco-Tra, the highly decorated trucks made famous around the world in 'Black Rain', like tatoos in J a p a n , whi le having an underworld gang 

related feeling are incredibly creative and sophisticated. The etched stainless steel panels and strong L-form of the trailors w a s certainly an influence 

for this gallery and house. 

The project called for a smal l gallery on the ground floor, and a house based around a courtyard on the 2nd and 3rd floors. The client's main request 

w a s to maximise the wal l s p a c e in the house, including a double height space for large art works . Allowing the light to enter the house through the 

fully glazed courtyard, there are hardly any w i n d o w s on the external wal ls , thus maximising the wal l area. 

The external wal l of the double height space therefore creates a large blank street facade, wh ich in turn w a s seen as a c a n v a s for art - etched 

sta in less steel panels.

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The UK is wel l known for its quirky inventions: the hovercraft, the jet engine are good examples, as is J a m e s Dyson's cyclone vacuum cleaner. It w a s 

with this spirit w e approached the design of the UK98 pavilion. 

The pavilion uses leading UK technologies to show the best of Britain. Cameron Balloons of Bristol, the wor lds leading hot air balloon maker made the 

inflatable roof canopies. They designed and built the first balloon to circum-navigate the world non-stop. The structure for the pavilion w a s made by 

Proctor Masts of Poole, the world's leading racing yacht mast special ists. 

The brief w h i c h w e developed jointly w i th the Brit ish E m b a s s y and British Counci l in Tokyo w a s for a demountab le pavilion w h i c h wou ld be 

transported around J a p a n during U K 9 8 , a year long British festival in Japan. By the end of the festival it had been erected 3 5 t imes all over J a p a n , 

enduring snow and gales. 

W e had originally developed the inflatable roof concept for Tokyo Frontier - a project which w a s cancel led w h e n it w a s on site, after getting all the 

necessary approvals. Due to the pavilion's temporary nature w e felt it w a s an ideal opportunity to put our previous ideas to the test. 

A s the pavilion had to be very flexible, w e developed a plan of interlocking circles, similar to traditional J a p a n e s e trays, wh ich al lowed the e lements to 

be arranged in a straight line, radial pattern, curve or individually. 

Each element arrives in four packing c a s e s , w h e n unpacked the c a s e s form bench seats and can be filled wi th water bladders to weight the pavilion 

down when windy. W e were unsure of what surfaces the pavilion would be erected on so we could not a s s u m e it could be staked to the ground like a 

tent, therefore the water ballast solution w a s the most flexible solution. 

The aluminium structure uses the s a m e tongue-and-groove joint for all the connections. Four bolts, thread into the structure securing each joint. This 

simple sys tem al lows anybody to erect the pavilion. Four to six people can erect the whole pavilion in around 5 hours, one hour per element. 

Each canopy is inflated by a smal l 150w fan, wh ich runs continuously. Initial inflation takes less than ten mintues. A zip with a velcro flap a l lows 

a c c e s s into the envelope where a sodium halide lamp is suspended from the fabric ribs which form the internal structure of the balloon. 

Once inflated the balloon is lifted on top of the ring structure and secured by an elasticated cord which runs through a ser ies of hooks and eyes. 

The UK98 festival w a s opened by prime minister Tony Blair in January 98. The pavilion w a s erected on the British Ambassador 's lawn for the opening 

event. True to British weather it s n o w e d ! Although s n o w loading hadn't been a major considerat ion, the roofs coped wi th 2 0 c m of w e t s n o w 

admirably. 
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ll t u o Frontier World city EXPO

Located in the heart of Ginza, S a n a e Ozeki hairsalon primarily serves a clientele of office ladies and shoppers, none of w h i c h have too much t ime on 

their hands. W e looked at the project as a conveyor belt. 30 set chairs surround a long ribbon of mirror w h i c h has a sweeping curve at one end. 

Tongue in cheek, the concave /convex face of the mirror w a s meant to distort the somewhat perfect vanity of the city. 

Colour and materials were kept to a minimum, using just glass, terrazzo and stainless steel. So on a busy day 50 staff and up to 50 guests add colour 

and life to the space, without competing against the interior.

Lehl s 

clothes are a part of a consistent approach to design that extends to that of the settings in which 

they are displayed. 

Lehl w a s very concerned that a feeling of wabisabi w a s conveyed within the six new stores w e 

designed. Wabisabi being that feeling of warmth and patina generated by continual use. In order to 

achieve that feeling w e resorted to craftsmen rather than to machine manufacturing such as hand 

poured and hand sandblasted glass, hand hammered aluminium, hand worked wood, pure exposed 

silver leaf and unpolished stone. These materials gave that wabisabi feeling yet still formed a sharp 

and elegant back drop for the clothes.
